Picnic Steamer Capsized And
Hurled Seventy-five Passen-
gers Into Rushing Waters—
Seven Drowned. |

Messena, N. Y., Aug. 1.—Seven per-
sons were drowned late this afternoon
in the St. Lawrence river, when the
ferry steamer Sirus struck a shoal
elght miles below this city, capsized
and hurled its 75 passengers into the
river. Four bodies have been recover-
ed.

Three of the bodies recovered are
those of women they are: Miss Hattie
Parker, of Ogdensburg, N, Y.; Miss
Nellie Parker, of Ogdensburg, N. Y.;
Miss Ada Dewey, of Messena; Floyd
Hackett, of Massena.

The identity of the three persons,
who according to the captain’s tally
are missing, is not known. Scores of

ersons in motor boats and skiffs are
endeavoring to recover the bodies,

The steamer Sirus left the dock
here this morning for Cornwall, on
the Capddian side, with 756 persons
bound for & day’s outing there. Most
of those aboard were residents of
Ogdensburg and Messena. The picnic
crowd boarded the Sirus on the return
trip about 4 o'clock this afternoon
and were seated on deck under the
canvas awning when the crash came.

The deck was swept bare in a mo-
ment and the entire party were strug-
gling for life In the swift waters.
Women who could not swim clutched
with camp stools and other portable
articles hurled into the river by the
impact, while others, upheld and aid-
ed by male companions, battled their

They picked off scores who clung
to the sides of the boat. Others be-
numbed and exhausted were swept
down stream to death. Among them
were the Misses Parker, who were
spending their vacation in Massena.

Futile attempts were also made by
swimmers to save Miss Dewey and
Floyd Hackett from the current. So
quickly did the river claim its vic-
tims that those who were drowned
had already met their end when a boat
from the International Park reached
the scene, hardly five minutes after
the crash. Those rescued were tak-
en to the International Park and later
proceeded to this city.

The Sirus lies tonight mnear mid-
stream, capsized. The vessel was
formerly a private yacht and saw ser-
vice at the Thousand Islands. Treach-
erous shoals mark the river bed for
an appreciable distance up and down
the river from the wreck.

WHEN THE SHIP

Doctors' mistakes, many of them at
Any rate, are buried in the ground,
8ays a writer in Munsey's, Those
inade by lawyers are pald for by their
clients, But the mistakes made by sea
captains, no matter what they may
cost cthers, are in the end, settled by
the captains themselves, The long
roll of suicides tells the story.
There Is never a voyage without
its sudden emergency, demanding pre-
sence of mind, cool judgment and skill.
Let these qualities fall the master
mariner in his time of need and no
matter what might have been the
strain on body and brain, his profes-
sional career is at an end.

There was Capt. Frederick Watkins
Wwho commanded the City of Paris,
when the old Inman liner came stag-
gering to port with the Afxlaneic
waves swashing about her holds and
surglng agalnst her bulkheads, the
result of a fog shrouded impact with
an iceberg. The liner was thronged
with passengers; the unforseen dan-
Ber came near sénding her and her
thousand souls to the bottom, but the
energy, resourcefulness and skill of
her commander brought her safe to
port, a deed long to be rememberéd
It was remembered up to a few
years ago, when a slight miscalcula-
tion on the part of Capt. Watkins
sent his vessel upon the Manacle
rocks on the Cornish coast. Now
Yyou may search all of the obscure
places of the earth and you may not
locate him,

A Jamaica Tragedy.
There was the Prinzess Victoria,
Luise, of the Hamburg-American line,
which drove hard upon the coral
beach at Port Royal, in the Island of
Jamaica. The vessel was thronged
with tourists making a jaunt to the
West Indies. Fortunately the sea
was calm and there was no difficuity
in getting passengers ashore, When
the last had been safely landed the
captain went to his stateroom and
put a bullet through his brain,
The pitiable part of it all was that
he had no need to. It was not the
brain he shattered that was at fault,
but the Kingston earthquake, which
had destroyed the lighthouse. Grop-
Ing for this same lighthouse a few
days later came another vessel of the
same line, the Prinz Waldemar. Her
wreck lies a few hundred feet distant
from that of her consort, mute testi-
mony to the skill of the navigators.
Had the lighthouse been there they
would have found the passage; failing
it they found destruction.
When the Oder was Wrecked.

There will be many to recall the
tragedy of the Oder, a North German
Lloyd steamer, which was on her way
to her home port in Bremen when she
struck on the Island of Socotra, at
the entrance to the Red Sea. It was
with extreme difficulty that the pass-
engers were rescued. After all had
been got ashore Capt. Pfeiffer shot
himself. The ship was lost.

Capt. Griffith of the Mohegan, stood
on the bridge of his fast-sinking ship
until the waters engulfed him. De-
loncle, of the French liner Bourgogne
sunk in. mid-Atlantic by collision with
the British steamship Cromartyshire,
was last seen on the bridge with his
hand on the whistle cord, as his ves-
sel took the long dive. Von Goessel,
of the Elbe, went down with his ship,
standing with folded arms upon the
bridge as the vessel slowly sank.

“My brother is one of thé owners
of this line,” she said, “and when I
tell him of your discourteous conduct
he will have you dismissed.”

“When I was down that way some
time ago,” he said, “the people seem-
ed to favor the idea of hciprocny.
But I found in talking with men here
and there, that they had experienced
a great revulsion of feeling. It appears
that the letters sent down by Ameri-
can fish firms and the remarks of Am-
erican - tourists have opened their
eyes to the fact that they were not
likely to get any of the promised
benefits of reciprocity. The fish mer
chamts along the shore have found
out that the Americans calculate to
get all the benefits from the reduction
of the duty on fish entering the Unit-
ed States and Mr. Flelding will have
difficulty convincing the people that
that won’t be the case, as he has made
80 many speeches in times past in
which he declared that the consumers
always pald the duties,

“Nova Scotia has no agricultural
products for export, in fact she has
to buy a great deal of her foodstuffs
from upper Canada, and it is the gen-
erally believed that reciprocity will
cause an advance in the cost of ne-
cessitles. The counties which rely al-
most exclusively on the fishing indus-
try see no opportunity of gaining any
advantage which would offset the in-
crease in the cost of living. .

“At the present time Nova Scotia is
not worried by the need of more mar-
kets for her fish. The great trouble is
to catch enough fish to supply the mar-
kets they now deal with., Every fish
dealer you meet will tell you that he
could make a fortune If he only had
the fish to sell. for the price of dried
fish was never so high as it is now,
and there are no supplies for the
West Indian market,

“The fishing interests feel that if
reciprocity wasd in force at the present
time the American buyers would come
over and take the green fish over to
Gloucester and Boston to he cured,
and that as a consequence the fish
curing and fish packing industries of
Nova Scctia which give considerable
employment to the people, would be
ruined.”
