Bir
Hibbert then went on to show that the
leader of the opposition supplied more
than wind to the gnvervment of Sir John
Macdonald. He denied that the leader
of th oppositicn was hanging on to the
skirt tails of SirJobn, but on the con-
trary the Liberal newspapers of that
day put him on & higher pedestal than
hie leader.

Sir Hibbert also denied that the leader
of the opposition ever said that Eagland
would never consent to the denunciation
of the Balgian and German treaties, and
produced an interview from the London

After speaking an hour 8ir Hibbert
reached the suzbjsct of the address and
took up the Washington negotiationa.
He charged that the goverpment had
given everything away to the United
Btnt:u and then proceeded to negotiate a
ireaty.

The tariff a8 modelled was such as to
give preference to the United States and
not to Britain, It was
in name to England, uoted extfen-
gively from Hansard and some old
speeches of the premier and then took
up the Alaska boundary matter. He
said that it was enough to, bring the
blush of shame to the face of any man
when he considered the proposition
made by the United States in respect to
this matter. In his opinion this attitude
was taken by the Americans because of
the admission made by members of the
government in the past. In proof of
this he quoted from the speech of Hon
Mr Fitzpatrick last segsion in which he
said that the Canadian contention was
that Dyes and Skagway were in Cana.
dian territory, but they were in “undis.
puted possession of the United States.”
He said that the Canadian commis-
sioners were ignorant of the subjscts on
which they were negotiating, and sup-
plied betore hand matprial againet their
own case,

This was the cage not only in regard
to Alaska but in respect to Behring Sea
sealing. As fo reciprocity he thooght
Sir Richard Cart t was unwise in
dealing with the senate as he did in
view of the statement that negotistions
were to be resumed in Augost. In re-
spect to senate reform Bir Hibbert chal-
lenged the leader of the government to
show a gingle country in which such
a system prevailed as was contained in
the government’s senate reform. He
suggested that the proper course to pur-
sue was to follow British precedent and
when the commons felt that public opin-
ion was with them in respect to & bill
which the senate had defeated, an ap-
peal could be made to the comntry. If
the country was agsinst the senate, it
would doubtless yield.

“Oapt!Barrett in his ststement, which
without doubt is correct in every re-
spect, says: ‘I shaped my course from
Halfway rock so as toclear Seal island
by 16 miles’ Now, if the reader will take
the US hydrographic_office coast chart
from Halifax to New York, and with a
pencil make & do* 16 miles to the south
of Seal island, then draw & straight line
from the dot to the whistling buoy which
lies near Hallway rock, he will find that
when Matinicus lights bear NNE 1 E,
the nearest point to the steamer’s line,
ehe then would be 18 miles distant from
these Jights.

«T also find that after leaving Halfway
rock the steamehip had the strong cur-
rent of ehb running west, or abont two
snd s hall points forward the beam,
sgainst her, which at least would take
her six miles or more to the southwest-
ward of her course. Now, if we add six
to 18 the result is 24 miles, the distance
Matinious lights should have been from
her, providing that she had been on her
course when she passed them,

«] find that in order for Matin'cus
lights to be visible 18 miles the eye
should be elevated about 45 feet above
gea level, and in order that these lighta
may be seen 24 miles it is necessary
that the eye should be elevated above
the water almost 130 feet.

«] find the following report: ‘Yar
mouth, March 14—It appears to be the
opinion smong mariners here that the
cause of the accident to the Castilian
will never he known.” According to the
weight of evidence gathered from those
on board the vessel who have been seen
here, six hours after leaving Portland
the vessel made Matinicus lights just
where the compasses told the officers
{hey ought to have made them.’

«] find the distance from the cityof
Portland to the whistling buoy off Half-
way rock to be 10} miles, and from this
buoy to the Gannet rock 170 miles, mak-
ing the distance from Portland to the
steamer stranded 180} nautical miles.

“The papers all sgree that she left the
city March 11 at 1 o’clock in the after-
noon and struck the rock at.430 in the
morning March 12, making 12} hours
from the time of her departure until she
strock the danger. Divide 180} by 153
and we find the steamer’s average speed
was about 113 miles an hour,

«] find slso that from the city of
Portland to Matinicus rock lights the
distance is 613 miles. Allowing her
speed to be 113 miles an hour, with
about two knots current against her, at
7 o’clock in the evening the steamer
should have been off Matinicus rock
light, where the people on board, or the
report in the papers, rlm her,

“Now. if the captain’s statement, as
reported in the papers, is
he shaped his course from
g0 a8 to pais 16 miles to the southward
of Seal Island, and the statement of the
people on board is also true, that they
saw Matinicus rocks lights at 7. o’clock
in the evening, six hours after leaving
Portland, it must be evident that the
compags was about one point - in error,
and in nnnlng from Haliway rock fo
Matinious lights doubtless carried the
ship sbout 10} miles to the northward
of her course and 32 miles from her pro-
per position when she had completed
the 180 miles till ahe struck tbe Gannet

rock.

«T¢ is somewhat amusing to read’the
reporta which have been published in
regard to the cause of the stranding of
the Castilian on Gannet rock. One re-
port is that if the buoy on Blone rock
(Yrobnbly Blonde rock) had been in po-
sition the disaster would never have oc-
curred.

% Phe whistling buoy off Blonde rock
lies S Efrom Seal Island, distance
four miles. The Gannet rock is 20
mi'es from this buoy. If it had been in
position, I fail to see how it ‘could have
prevented the steamer from being wreck-
ed, as it could neither be seen nor heard
at that distance.

“Another report states that if a light-
ship had been losated 80 miles E by 8
from Yarmoutb light,the Castilian would
have been saved, This is evidently s
mistake, as the course E by B leads from
Yarmonth light across the land. With-
out doubs the writerintended to convey
the idea that if a lightship had been es-
{ablished where the whistling buoy is
now located, off the Lurcher shoal, it
woanld have prevented her from being

wrecked.

«A lightship located off the western
part of Lurcher shoal would, in my judge
meut, be sn invaluable aid to the mari-
per iz navigating the eastern part of the
gult of Maine in thick weather, but there
are doubts in my mind thatif a light-
ghip had been located off this shoal it
would have saved the steamer.

“[ find on.her conrse ESE } E the
Castillian passed 12 miles to the south-
ward of the whistling buoy off Lurcher
shoal. From an eye ele-ated 15 feet
above sea level, with a well-defined hor-
izon, Boston lightship is visible 11}
miles, Pollock Rip lightship 11} miles
and Vineyard sound lightship 11 miles. |
It is therefore barely possible that in &,
very clear atmosphere a ligatship off
the Lurcher shoal from th> bridge of a
steamship might be seen 12 miles.

“Another report saye: ‘It is stated by
government engineers who have been
surveying in the neighborhood of Yar-
mouth and Cape Sable that there ia &
magnetic attraction in the land so great
at times a8 t- cause a vari:tion of five
points (about 56°), and azain fo render
the compass entire'y useless. Mauch cor-
roborative teatimony of this phenome-
non is at havd/’

“Jf there is 8 magnetic sitraction in
the land to euch an extent that there is
a deviation of five points of the compass
in the vicinity of Yarmouth and Cape
Sable, I fail to see what bearing it had
upon the compasses of the Castilian
while running between Foriland and
Cape Sable.

It is possible that there are beds of
coal and iron ore in these places. The
magnetic oxide of iron, sometimes called
loads one, is found in beds of iron ore
and also among soft coal. It is the na-
tural magnet and powertully attracts
the compase.

Steamer 32 Miles Korth of Hor Course
When She Stranded---Says Tidal
Carzents Didn't Cause
Disaster.

Ebb Tide Would Set Her
Away From Danger.

CuaraaM, March 23—The official hear-
ing ae to the cause of tho recent disaster
_to the new steamer Csstilian now being
in progress and so many opinions having
been already expressed by men who ap-
pear to have no accurate knowledge of
the tidal currents in the vicinity ol Gan-
nets rock, Hydrographer George Eld-
redge has been moved to contribute an
article for 1he News’ readers, showing
that the tidal currents actusally set the
steamer away from disaster rather than
into it.

Capt Eidredge has for more than 40
years been acksowledged an suthority
‘#n tides, aud his contribution tends to
prove that it was rothing more nor less
than the variaiions of the ship’s com-
pass which caused the disaster.

Capt Eldredge writes as followe:—

“] have recently read with mach in-
$erest the accounts that have been pub.
Jished in the Boaton papers in regard to
the stranding of the steamship Castilian
on the Gannet rock, which lies 8 by W }
W by compass, distance 9% naautical
milea from Yarmouth Light, Nova

Scotia.

«] have had much experience in mak.
ing observations on tides and currents in
the gul! of Maine, and may therefore be
able to throw some lig ¢ on the sub-
ject in regard to the cause of the disas-

“ro S
It in reported that Capt Barrett of the
ill-fated stesmship in his statement saye:
‘When at Haltway rock, whichis about
eight miles from Porfland, I shaped
my course 80 as to clear Seal Island
by 16 miles.’ This island lies about
18 miles to the westward of Cape Bable,
/ the southwestern extremity of Nova

Seotia.

“In order to 1;|- 16 miles to the south-
ward of Seal Island the course from Half-
way rook must be 8 80°15'E (true) or
SE by E £ E, by compass (nearly), but
we find that the real course the ship
made from Haltway rock to where_ she
stranded was east true,or ESE } E by
compass, nearly. This last conrse takes

r 32 miles to the northward of where

captain intended she should hsve

e,
’“#Now thatwe haveestablished the fact
that there was adeviation of 32 miles
from the real course, let us search for
the cause which produced it.

«] find by ecaloulations that on the

‘11th day of March, 1899, it was high
water on the coastof Maine at 10.10 a.
m., and from the 10th to the 12th of thie
‘foonth the moon’s attraction upon the
waters of the sea was very great, caus-
ing high tides and very strong currents
off the coast.

«] also find that the curreat of ebb
commenced runn to the weitward,
March 11, between 11 and 12 o’closk in
the morning. The papers state that the
Castilian left Portland at 1 o’clock in the
afterncon of this date.

“After leaving Halfway rock she
would have had the strong current run-
ning sgainst her port bow, which would
have a tendency to carry her several
miles to the westward of her eourse.
Between 5 and 6 o’clock in the evening,
the current of flood would begin to set
4o the eastward, carrying the steamer
toward her course, and at 9 o’clock in
the eveming the current would run
northeast, carrying her over her line,
antil - etween 11 and 12 o’clock, after
which the current would move to the
southwestward, and continue running
in this direction until about an hour
before she stranded.

«] foand the ridal currents, in the
eastern part of the gull of Maine, be-
tween Portiand and Cape Sable to be
strong, and regular in their movemente
and not easily influenced by winds. It
must therefore ve obvious to every in-
telligent reader that it was not the
gurrent that caueed the deviation of the
Castilian from her course, for we find
that what the tidal cmrremt of flood
carried her to tbe northward of her.
course, the ebb, which is the strongest,
brought her back agein. We muat
therefore search for some other myste-
riou: agent, which had a hand in the
work.

“Upon Matinicus rock, near the east-
ern entrance to East Penobscot bay, are
two lightboueee, 180 feet apart. The
-northern light ia elevated 85 feet above
mesn high water, the southern 90 feet,
and from an eye elevated 15 feet above
the water, or standing on the deck of a
steamship the southern light, with &
well d. fined horizon, is visible 15} miles
and the northern light 15 miles.

“The British admiralty and the U B
coastandgeodicrurvey have recently de-
fined the western limit of the Bay of:
Fundy to be a lire drawn from B yer’s
island light, which lies off the western
part of Nova Bcotia, to Libby island light,
near the coast of Maine. This line
passes 10 miles to tha southwestward of
the island of Grand Manan. The waters
extending from this line to Cape Cod
have recently been named by the U 8
const and geodic survey the Gulf of
Maine and to t .e northeast of this line
Bay of Fandy.

“] find by calculation that the Atlan-
tic tidal wave of flood on March 12 1899,
reached the Gannett rock at 447 a m,
making high water at 1059 a m (local
time) at this place. The papers report
that the Castilian struck the rock at
480am. Agshe was from Portland, it
is reasonable to suppose that the ship
had eastern standard or the 75° meri-
disn time. This being the case, we
must add 37 minutes for the meridia: of
the Gannett Rock, 66°, to the ship’s
time, four hours and 30 minutes. The
result was that when the Castilian
atruck the danger it was really 5.06 local

«] have jor more than 40 years been
engage” in making surveys of the At-
lantic coast for the purpose of construct-
ing charts for the use of mariners, and
also during that time have used com-
pasees of all descriptions, and also have
been called upon to test hundreds of
these instruments.

“The mariner should bear in mind
that many shipwrecks have occurred in
consequence of its not being known that
the compass was deranged from the ef-
fects of the local attraction of irom, or
other magnetic subatances accidentally

#In the construction o! vessels great
care should be'taken to prevent the use
of any magnet'c material at a distence
of at least 10 feet from the compaes, and
superintendents of building ehounld if
poseible allow pone but the purest non-
magnetic copper or comp:eition, which
has been selected and carefully tested to
be placed within the above-mentioned
distince from the binnacle,

wThe metal also for the bionacle
should be carefully ieeted belore used
for its construction.

“The lignid compass, though & super-
jor inetromsot in many respec's (ezpec-
ially in ite traversing quickly in emcoth
water. and not oscillating in rough
water), is no protection as many tuppose
from the evils arieing from local at-
traction.

“Compaes errors may frequently arise
from purely mechanical canses, wh ch
have no connection with the vessel’s at-
traction. They are sometimes dume to
needles which never had, or have loat,
their proper directive power, or to t e
caps, such a8 cracked or injured sgates,
bat more commonly to blunted or sorn
pivots, which is 8 most prevalent source
of error and bad steering. Compaes er-
rors may aleo arise from ecraps of iron
in compass bowls made of copper.”

“Compasees should frequently be taken
to some experienced maker, especially it
the card works sluggishly or does mot
traverse quickly, that the pivots and

eaps may be examined, and if necessary
a new cap or pivot put inm,

«Unfortunately for the masriner, the
subject of compass tests has pot received
the sitention due toits great import-
ance, ' ut on the contrary hae been grent:
ly neglected, which hasg resulted in the
loes of life and property. I bave found
that most maricers make no effort to
test their compssees in fine weather,
and are therefore helpless to ascartain
what course they are steering in thick
weather.

“Itis imp.rtant that seamen ghould
anderatand that compasges on board of
veseels, which have been tested by ob-
isote whose bearings are known, are not
reliable for any great lemgth of time;
also the great uncertainty which attenda
the adjustment of compasses by rmag
nete, and that under no circumstances
should tbey be reiied on for loog
voysges. The hest wuv to insure safety
and confidence in the compass ia to test
often.

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TEE AGuIOULTURAL REPORT.

The report on sagriculture for &he
provinee, wiich has just been issued, is
@& blue book of nearly thres hundred
pages, aud 18 much ™ the best that has
appearad in recent years. It isso full of
valaable information for the farmer that
it ought to bave & wide circunlation. A
perusal of this blue book will show bet-
ter than anything else the great value of
the work which Hon. Mr. Emmerson’s
government is doing for onr leading
industry.

There are now im New Brunawick 54
agricultursl societies, having & member-
ship of 448 pergons. York has the
largest number of societies, eight in ally
with & membership of 693; Carleton
oomes mext, with six societies
and 532 members, while Westmorland
has also six societies, but only
478 members. Gloucest:r sh>ws up well
with five societies and 464 members,
Nortbumbsriand coming next with four
socleties and 400 members. ‘ These soci-
eties received from  subscriptions
paild by members during the
year $6,063 and they ohtained grants

" from the government amounting to $8,-

028. They are doing a vast amount of
good for the improvement of agriculture
in this p ovince.

The detailed reports of the societies
give a good idea of the crops of the year
all over the province. Taking New
Brunswick as & whole 1868 was nof a
good agriculfural year except for hay,
but in some localities the crops were
much less affected by the extremely wet
weatiher than in others. A great outcry
was raised by the opposition press last
autumn because the government
induaced the farmevs to eow more wheat
than nsuzl, the wheat crop beiug & par-
tigl f2ilnyn because of the rust. Other
graire, hw.ver. were ipjured from the
game canse. Mr. James K. Pinder, the
most active member of the opposition In
the last legislature as preeident of the
Agricaltural Bociety in his district, re-
ports that “Wheat was almost worthless
owing to the very unfavorable season.”
There was 80 much rain that the wheat
rusted and was destroyed, but oats, bar-
ley, buck wheat and potatoes also suffered
from the same eause.

My. Pindar reporte the oat crop in his
district about 75 per cent. of a fall crop;
buck=heat 80 per cent.; barley 75 per
cent ; po'atoes 50 per cent, The other
distric s in York did better as regards
wheat than that in which Mr,
Pirder lives. The Kingeclear re-
port chows that enough wheet
was harvested inm good condition
to convince the farmers that
under anything like favorable condi-
$ions whéat can be grown to advantage
in that section. The BStanley society’s
report is of & similar tenor; in Douglas
gome wheat gave a fine yield, but other
fields rusted badly. The Harvey society
reports wheat an aversge crop and
buckwheat extremely light. In Kings-
clear and Prince William the white
Russian seed wheat imported by the
government did well In the northern
counties wheat did much better than in
York and the counties southof it. A re-
tarn which the government publishes in
this report shows that 409,943 bushels of
wheat were grown in New Brunswick
1ast year against 209,809 grown in 1890
The county of Gloucester led with 112,
893 bushels, the average yield being 18.6
bushels to the acre. Kent prodwced

75,546 bushels, but the average yield

was only 11 bushels in that county.
This small ?old was owing to the
wet westher, The Kingston report states

ihs | W3 about 21 bushels.
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that wheat was about half & crop aé
being the first time for many years that
wheat had failed, Westmorland pro-
duced 55441 bushels of wheat, the aver-
age yield being 11 bushels; in Carleton
44038 bushels were grown, aversging
134 to the scre. Northumberlard re-
tarned 40427 buoshels of wheat, the
average yleld being 165, but in Resti-
gouche the average yield to the acre
The counties
lying in the Baie Chaleur and Galf of
8t. Lawrence produced three-fourths of
tne wheat grown in this province last
year, They will no doubt grow more
wheat this yesr than they did laat
while other counties sach as Kings,
York, Carleton, Victoria and Madawaeka
ougkt to produce double the amount of
wheat they harvested last year.

THE OCASTILIAN VERDIOT.

While the decision of the court of in-
quiry into the loss of the Castilian is
very satisfactory, there is one parsgraph
in it which miight have been-omitted,
and which indeed seéms rather super-
flnous. This paragraph is as follows:—

The court also considers ftaking the
evidence obtained from a number of
well known and responsible masters of
sbips who were in the logslity of the
catastrophe on the 12th of March that
there was some peculiar current sefting
into the Bay of Fandy on that day which
materislly assisted in puiting the ship
to the north ward of her course, but this
does not account for the long distance
the vessel was out of her position as as-
1a ned by the master. He appears too
have placed too much faith in his com-
pasees, taking into consideration that
the Castil'an was & new ship and it was
the first ocoasion on which she was run-
ning on an easterly course. ;

The Oastilian was thirty-one nautical
miles north of her proper coursé when
she went on Gannet Rock, Bhe was thén
out less than fifteen hours from Portland,
Me., and had steamed one hundred and
eighty miles. I{ would have required a
current running two knots an hour con-
t'nuoumsly north to place bher where she
was when she went on the rocks, and no
one pretends that there was any such
carrent. As the alleged current referred
to in the above paragraph was admite
tedly not sufficient to account for the
accident it was hardly worth while to
import it info the case.

Forty years ago we had practically no
railways in this province, for the line
from 8t. John to Shediac was not then
completed and the 8t, Andrews railway
was in the same condition. Our people
looked with envyon the railway de-
velopment that was going cn in Ontario
and Quebes and evem in the
noighboring 8tate of Maine and
they could only live in the hope
that at some fature time we too would
have railways. Yet the realization of
this hope seemed distant, and, if anyone
had ventured to predict that before the
end of the century this province would
have more than 1,400 miles of railway,
the statement would have been laughed
at. Yet such & prediction would have
been true, a8 the following list of our

For these railwaye
were not built without a large expendi-
ture of money and money’s worth. The
railway from 8t John to Shediac cost
this province almost $5,000,000, and, al-
though that sum was assum-
ed by the government of Can-
ada when this province entered the
confederation it was only a rhifting of
the burthen, for our share of the debt of
Canada now amounts to some $17,000,
000. The 8t, John and Maine Railway
now & part of the Canadian Pacific, coat
thies province $1,180,000, and the Frede-
ricton branch $230,000. We gubsidiz:d
the New Brunswick ani Can-
ada Railway to the extent of
$575,000, snd we gAave the
New Brunswick Railway $76,000in money
and a vast area of the best lands in the
province. The Canade Ea tern snd the
Chatham Branch cost the province $400,
000 in eubsidies, the Albert Railway
$456,000, the Shore Line $413,000,the
Caraquet $180,000. Altogether the prov-
ince of New Brunswick has expended in
railways since confederation in hard
cash $4,500,000, and this is a fact
which ought not to be forgotten whenthe,
debt of the province is being discussed.
It may be that we have paid too much
for our railways, but we have the satis-
faction of knowing that we have
them, and that there is mot a county
in this province without its railway.
Some, of course, are mcre highly
favored in this respect than others,
Queene and Sunbury have much less
than their due proportion of railway
mileage, but there is a good prospect of
this being remedied before long. The

sccording 10 popnistion, it being
but 32 cents & head. But he
does not include in this the cost of
the mounted police, which is really
a military expenditure, and which, if
added, would bring our expenditure per
head up to about fifty cents. This is
almost a8 much ss the United Btates,
with an army of 25,000 men, paid prior
to the war with Spain. General Hutton
thinks that we ought to spend more on
defence than we are now doing, and
perhaps he is right, but it is well to - re-
member that Canads has large expendi.
tures in _other directions fo meet and
that ehe is doiig her share of empire
building in other ways, even if her con-
tributions to the veneral defence of the
smpire are not o large as some people
think they should be.

THE OASTILIAN AGAIN.

Commodore Stewart in his paper, the
Ohatham World, has some very appre-
priate remarks in regard to the losa of
the Castilian, which we quote in full, be-
cause we regard the verdict of the cour
in this case a8 of vital importance fo the
interests not only of the Bay of Fundy
but of good seamanship. The World

Those who sentimentally hoped Cep!.
Barrett would be exonerated for the loss
of the Castilian, because he is a nice
old man of many years’ experience and
that the Bay of Fundy would get all
the blame, are disappointed at the re-
sult of the official ingniry. Ospt. Bar-
rett and his fir-t officer are geveraly cen-
pured. The inquiry, as TEx TELEGRAPH
points out,- shows that these officers, in
utter disregard of the warninge of the
lead, and cockgure of the ship’s position,
drove ahead at full epeed throuzh shoal-
ing water until she siruck. the only
safe thing tc do, when the soundinge
showed shoaling water, was to run south-
ward until the lead u’hond the proper
depth; but, instead of doing this, the
ship was pigheadedly kept on a course
which the soundings showed to be incor-

ge2 rect. They evidently acted on the

theory that the chart or the leud must be
wrong and their reckoniug correct.
The lead has been called the eyesof a
'ship, but eyes are no good withonf
brains behind them. Eyes muy show
the bottom .ising up, or the land close
aboard, but it the brains behind them
| attach more importance to the navigs-
! tor’s reckoning th n to the lookout’s
pight the ship will pot be saved. The
Castilian was run on the rocks by officers
who had both eyes wide open and saw
the bottom rising wp under the keel.
The object of taking soundings on a
voyage such as the Castilian’s was to see
it ehe was on her right course, and the
soundings showed that she was in shal-
lower water than the charts called for,
and consequently to the northward of
her proper course. But the ship was
kept stra‘ght ahead just as though mno
sonndings had beea tuken.

The above is sound gense and abgo-
late truth and fully justifies the attitude
of this paper in regard to the wreck of
the Ailan Liner. We publish elsewhere
today the viewa of & well-known sea
captain end expert on the cauees of tha
1)z8 of the Castillan, which will bear a
careful perusal.

the compass, and there seems to be no
other way o} accounting for the disaster.
It is clear that the Castilian from the
time she left Portland until she struck
was running about & point mnorth
of her proper’ course. This can
be easily cslcolated. Gannet Rock,
where the Castilian struck, is 32 milcs
north of the course which Capt. Barretf
had laid for the vessel. When the
Castilisn went sshore she had yun 180
miles; domble this and we h:ve the
diameter of the circle in which she was
moving. Multiply this diameter by
three and we have the circumference of
the circle 1,080 miles; divide this by 32
the number of points in the compass,
and the result is about 34 miles or two
miles less than the distance the Castilian
was out of her conrge. The devia ion
or error either in the compasses or the
ruoning of the vessel was therefore
equal to onme poin§, for the ebb tide
which she was crossiag for five hours
bsfore she struck would carry her at
least two miles south.

NOTH AND COMMENT.

It is said that not much enthusiasm
is being displayed at Washington over
the war in the Philippinesand the great
American victories reported from there.
This is not surprising for little wars of
that kind are not well calculated to ex-
cite feelings of gladness in the hearts of
those who are forced into them. Great
Britain has carried on many such con-
tests, snd they are among the worst of
the burdens of empire, brirging in no
glory and little gain. The present war
in the Philippines is likely fo be &
tediows contest for the population is
lo.rge and in & measure warlike, and the
country isfavorable to guerilla warfare,

Lenlie’s Magazine containg an article
showing the ruin that would fall on the
American sugar industry if the sugar
of the Philippines, Cuba and Porto Rico
should be admitted into the United
Btates free of duty. Suger is produced
in abowt 30 states of the union either
from cane, beetd vr gorghum, but the in-
dustry could not exist without a protec-
tive tariff, if this magasine writer is to
be believed. Several months ago THE
TxLxGrAPH dealt with this sabject show—
ing that not only would the sugar states
be injared by the new annexation policy
but algo the tobacco-growing states, and
algo the states which produce oranges
and other fruite.

The treasury department at Washing-
ton geems to have been mainly created
for the purpose of placing obafructions
in the way of trade. A few days ago a
new raling was issued with reference to
Csnadian goods going to an American
port for export, This ruling was to the
effect that tbe deatination of such goods
could not be changed from that named
in the trangportation and exportation
entry, go that if on the arrival of the
goods at Portland or Boston the shipper
found that he could do better by eending
to London rather than to Liverpool,their
original destination, he could not ship
them to the former port. This ruling,
however, raised such an outory among
the merchants that it has been with-
drawn. The qnestion now is why was
it ever made?

The writ has been icsued for the elec-
tion of & representative for Brockville in
the house of commons, in the room of
the lat> Hon. J. F. Wood. Brockville is
& Conservative constituency, hsving re-
turned Conservatives at every election
since confederation, ;except in 1872 and
1874, At the last election Mr. Wood
polled 232 more votes than the Liberal
candidate, Mr. Cumming, but there was
an Independent candidate in the fleld
who recelved 148 votes. Mr. Wood's
clear msjority was therefore only 84, but
probably the Independent took votes
from both sides. In 1891 Mr. Wood had
a mpejority ;of 178. Brockville is rep-
r-sented by & Liberal in the Oatario
legislature, and the Liberals ought to
have a good chance of winning this
seat.

The Garman newspapera are not well
pleaged at the united action of the Brit-
ish and American forcea in Samoa, and
they are accusing the former of trying to
make the Germans and Americans bad
friends. This, it seems, has pot been
hard to do, for the conduct of the Ge:-
msnd in Samoa towarda the Americans
has been insulting to the last degree.
The Germans have been trying for saver-
al years past to steal the Bamoan islands
from the natives, and all the tronbles
that have arigen there may be traced to
German intrigues, The fighting which
took place the other day srose from this
cause, Great Britain on that occasion
was only represented by the third claes
cruisers, the Porpoise and Royaslist, but

‘The ladies
college had 195 students in common and
high schocl courses, mueical and fine
arts. The university had 140 students,
of whom 82 were undergraduates in arts
and 58 were students in other courses.
The number of students who reccived
the B, A, degree last year was 21. There
are eleven professors and teachers in the
university; its property is valued at
$120,000 and its endowments at $11,500+
It does not receive one cent of govern-
ment money, yet it is doing more work
for higher eduncation than the University
of Nsw Brunswick,

COMFORT FROM A SAD SCENE.

¥he Pathetic Scene of Christ’s Last Heurs
Graphically Described by Rev. Dr.
Talmage—The Weak Spots of Life—
HMew Trouble Sheuld Be Borme—The
Ministry of Pain.

Washington, March 26.—Rev. Dr. Tal-
mage hed this morning from the
text John xix, 30, ‘“‘When Jesus therefore

had received the vinegar.”’ He said:

The brigands of Jerusalem had done
their work. It was almost sundown, and
Jesus was dying. Persons in crucifixion
often lingered on from day to day, ory-
ing, begging, cursing, but Christ had
beén exhausted by yedrs of maltreatment.
Pillowless, poorly ted, flogged, as bent
over and tied to a low post his bare back
was inflamed with the scourges inter-
sticed with pieces of lead and bone, and
now for whole hours the weight of his
body hung on delicate tendons, and, ac-
cording to custom, a violent stroke under
the armpits had been given by the execu-
gioner. Dizzy, nauseated, feverish, a
world of agony is compressed in the two
words, “I thirst!” Oh skies of Judea,
let a drop of rain strike on his burning
tongue! Oh, world, with rolling rivers
and sparkling lakes and spraying foun-
tains, give Josus something to drink! If
there be any pity in earth or heaven or
hell, let it now be demonstrated in be-
half of this royal sufferer.

Strange Languages.

On Gomera Island, one of the Canar-
fes, the inhabitants employ a strange
mode of speech, that of whistling. Each
gyllable has its own tone. The whistler
uses both fingers and lips, and the con-
versation can be carried on at a mile’'s
distance. This whistling language is said
to be confined to Gomera Island, and is
quite unknown to the other islands of
the group. The adoption of this mode of
gpeech is due to the geological formation
of the island, which is intersected fre-
quently b{ﬂgulllu and ravines. As there
are no dges, intercourse between
neighbors is often difficult. A man liv-
ing within a stone’s throw of his neigh-
bor may have to go many miles around
to call on him, and this inconvenience
led to the cultivation of whistling as a
means of conversation.

The natives of the Cameroons, on the
west coast of Africa, use the drum lang-
uage. The surface of the drum is divided
into two equal parts and yields two dis-
tinct notes. By varying the intervals
betweon the notes, a complete code of
signals for every syllable in the language
is produced, by means of which messages
may be quickly sent from village to vill-
age.

Steamer Stella Crashes Upon
the Casquet Rocks.

Her Boilers Exploded and She Senk
at Once,

Many Passengers Drowned.

PouraampT N, March 31—The passen-
ger steamer Stella, plying between thie
port and the Channel Islands, crashed
opon the dreaded Casquet rocks, near
the island of Alderney, yesterday saftere
noon in & dense fog, and foundered in 10
minutes, her boilers exploding with &
tremendous report asshe went down. It
is believed that 60 persons were
drowned. The cossting steamer Lypx,
which brought the news of the diesster
here, picked up four boats and 40 per-
gons beloging to the Stella.

SovrEAMpy)N, March 3l—Later ac-
counts say that the Stella had 140 pas-
sengers on board and that her crew
numbered 42 persons.

Another steamer of the same company,
which arrived at the 1sland of Jersey at
about noon today, reports hav'ng passed
many bodies of victims in the disaster
sbout Casquet Rocks,

A purvivor of the Stella named Bush
says the speed of the vessel in the fog
was not diminished, though the fog
whistles were sounded. Bush adds that
at 3.30 p m the engineer ehowed him in
the engine room a dial registering a
gpeed of 18} knots and shat the vessel
struck within 25 minutes afterwards.

Bush further asserts that two life boats
were sunk with the eteamer, which,after
resting on the rocks for 10 or 156 minutes,
split in two and dissppeared.

Continuing, Bush said: “When the
Stells disappesred forty or filly persons
were discovered clinging 0 pleces of
wreckage or cabin farniture and crying
pitecusly for help All the passengers
and crew had been provided with lite
belts and there was little panic as the
ship sank. I first slipped into the water
and then swam to one of the boats, into
which I was helped. We rowed sup-
posedly in the direction of Guernsey,
but seven hours later found ourselves

pear the scene of the wreck and saw |®

dosens of persons clinging to the rocke.

The boat in which Bush was a passen-
ger wag afterwards picked up by the
Lynx. The passengers all agree that
perfect order and discipline prevailed
on board the Stells. Thecrew promptly
took up their etations when the steamer
struck, served out the life belts and
lowered the boats.

The scene at the moment of the sink-
ing of the vessel was heartrending,
women were screamiug and praying and
people were clinging to spars and other
wreckage in otner directions. :

The voice of Captain Rooks from the
bridge was frequently heard urging the
rowers to pull for their lives.

The boats were adrift for 16 hours,dur-
ipg which time their occupants were
without food or water, and, as their
clothes were dremched, they suffered
greatly.

The dissster is generally attributed to
the high speed at which the steamer
was travelling in the fog.

Crarsoura, March 31—The tug Marso-
vin bas arrived here and reported hav-
ing picked up & boat containing eight
paseengers of the British steamer Stells,
wrecked yesterday aftermoon. Al the
rescued persons were suffering from in-
juries.

SourHAMPTON, March 31—The steamer
Henflonr retarned this eveniog, after
having made the eircle of Casquet Rocks.
She picked up two boats containing
women’s clothing, money, jewelry and
an opera-glass case. The ‘ut had evi-
dently been used in bailing.

Many most pathetio incidents are re-
ported. In several cases men lifted their
wives and children into boata and then
perished themselves in their presence.

A large number of survivors arrived
here withont any clothing, clad only in
blankets.

Loxpox, March 81—The news of the
disaster to the Stella spread slowly
through London in the absence of the
nsusl evening newspapers, today being
Good Friday. As the afternoon &d-
vanced emall groups gathered at the
Waterloo Sta'ion, where many painfal
scenes took place among the inqairers
for friends at the railway offices. A
large erowd cellected to wait the arrival
of the train from Southampion at 9
»elock this evening, which brought
three of the survivors, Meesrs David
King, a London merchant; Heilbron and
Creener, all of whom were wrapped in
great rugs and bore evident traces of
their suflerings. They were immedi-
ately surrounded and anxiously ques-
tioned.

Mr King, who wes among the last to
leave the ship eaid:—

“The greater part of yesterday wase
exceedingly pleasant, but toward even-
ing we encountersd & miet which soon
developad into a denee fog. There was,
however, no spprehension. Suddenly a
great shock told ns that the Stella had
strack the rocks. Screams rent the -ir,
but the coolness of the officers consider-
ably sllayed the excitement. The crew
bebaved splendidly, lowering the boats
with the greatest promptitude. Every
woman was supplied with a life belt.
At first we thooght there would be time
for all the boats to clear away; butsud-
denly the boilers burst with a defeaning
roar, rending the ship amidships.”

Mr King and two firemen, Osborn and
Bayley, were the last to leave the vessel.
He had just given up a lifebelt to aid a
clergyman’s wife and was literally
pulled into 8 boat by the second mate,
Reynolds, who was instrumental in sav-
ing many lives.

The boat, with 22 persons, drifted for
15 hours in the intense cold and was
finally picked up by the Great Western
Railway Company’s steamer Vera, from
Southampton.

After reviewing the
facts of the case as shown by the evid®
ence his homor explaired to the jury
the plea of contributory -negligence put
in by the defence.

Hesse was thrown from the car therecan
be no contributory n-gligence, and it is
for the jury to say whether he was
throwa or whether he jumped. The
jury have his own evidence acd also
that of seversl witnesses that he did not
jump. On the other hand the only evi-
dence that he did jump consists of a
statement made by one Gibbons on the
street afier the accident to that effect,
and the evidence of Dr Walker, who
eaid the plaintiff told him in. the hosr'

to r z<i.» waoether he acted reasonably

His honor said that when a party pats
another in jeopardy and that party acts,
perhaps foolichly, and in & manner
which, in the light of later events would
be unwise, he is justified. No man will
act in an emergency a8 wigely as when
he has time to consider the situation.

The jury after being out filty minutes
returned a verdiet for the plaintiff for
$25,000, Court then adjourned sine die.
