we learn from the morning papers) Sup­
plementary Estimates were laid on the 
table, and statements of the receipts and 
expenditures for the year ending with 
March last.

After recess Workman introduced a Bill 

to incorporate Exchange Bank ot Canada.
Bill for avoidance of doubts respecting 

larceny of stamps was read third time.
Adjourned debate on second reading of

OUR BOSTON LETTER.

“Head Money.”—American Shipping 
and Commerce.— The Provincial’s 
Mecca. —A Candidate in spite of him­
self.—Architectural Trasses and Doc­
tor’s Disagreements.

[from our own correspondent ]

Boston, April 22, 1872.
** Better late, than never” is the verdict 

that meets the long delayed repeal of the 
tsx on immigration, which I referred to in 
a previous letter. The bill lias received the 
Governor’s sanction and is a law, the first 
perceptible resalt of which is a notice 
from the Canard Steamship Co. of their 
intention of putting two extra steamers on 
the line to this port. With this public 
spirited legislation, it is probable that 
Boston will soon occupy the position which 
its geographical situation should secure for 
it, of the principal port of entry for Euro 
pean immigration. The completion of the 
Hoosac Tunnel, giving us a direct line to 
the West, will, besides facilitating our in 
ternal commerce, offer a strong inducement 
to the ocean steamers to make this city 
their chief terminus.

a disposition to grumble, 
in which ethnologists might trace our 
Anglo-Saxon origin, is apt to make us decry 
the real merits and extent of our foreign 
commerce. It is the fashion to complain 
that our shipping is destroyed, our com­
merce ruined, and businessat a stand-still. 
Let us see how statistics bear out these 
statements. The increase in the value of 
our foreign imports in the present year, 
irom the 1st ol January to the 20th of 
April, is $1,310,290, or about fourteen per 
cent over the corresponding time of 1871 
We hear much about the decadence of 
American commerce and the American 
flag’s being banished from the seas, by the 
sale of our shipping to foreign nations. 
This was very true in the dark days of the 
war, when the “ Alabama" and her con­
sorts worked havoc in our shipping. In
1862 the numbir of American vessels sold 
t) foreigners amounted to 117,756 tons; in
1863 to 222,199, and in 1864 to the enor­
mous amount of 300,861, whereas in 1861 
it only reached the amount of 26.649. On 
the close of hostilities a marked diminution 
of these sales occurred, and in 1869 we find 
only 9,088 as the number of vessels trans 
ferred from our flag, showing that the so- 
called decadence was due to temporary 
causes and not to any vital defect. With 
proper legislative assistance, there is little 
doubt but that American commerce will 
soon reach its former greatness.

requiring no such luxuries. The gentle 
men’s cabin which will hold about a hun­
dred, seated, aud the ladies’ cabin thirty 
or forty, were of course uncomfortably 
crowded, and driving through the mist 
and drizzle slowly through the twilight 
hours, “the gallant three hundred" had 
to make the best ol the time which, with 
the assistance of the commanding and 
dimunitivc formsof tne'St. JohnReporters, 
the Press of Halifax represented by A. 
Inglis Harrington, Esq., the Police Clerk 
and the river captains, was admirably if 
not profitably spent.

Signal Service Bureau is attached to the 
War Department, with headquarters at 
Washington, whither tri-daily reports are 
forwarded from every part of the country. 
Those weather reports are carefully exam­
ined and a summarised bulletin despatched 
to each station, where it is duly published. 
So perfectly are the details managed that 
the average time occupied in receiving, 
collating, and transmitting the printed 
reports, occupies but eighty minutes. A 
destructive hurricane, starting from the 
coast ol Florida, is outstripped and pre­
pared for in Massachusetts before it has 
begun its work of mischief on the coast of 
Cape Hatteras. Dangerous gales, east 
ward bound, have been prophesied a day 
in advance, from the time that they made 
their unwelcome presence known on the 
banks of the Mississippi. When we reool 
leet that a hurricane travels only some 
ninety miles an hour, and that electricity 
annihilates time, we can conceive some 
what of the inestimable value of such a 
system.

The terrific cyclones which are generated 
in the Gulf of Mexico are carefully traced 
to the mouth of the Mississippi, whence 
they either seek the watery wastes of the 
Atlantic, or the more direct and inviting 
Northern Lakes and Hudson’s Bay. Sci­
ence has proved the tendency of the storm 
cloud to large expanses of water, and bitter 
experience has shown the correctness of 
science. The extent of a cyclone, such as 
prevails on the Atlantic coast of the United 
States, may be imagined from the descrip­
tion ol one whose course was traced in the 
year 1830, from Florida to Newfoundland, 
a distance of over 3,000 miles. To trace 
the origin and progress of those destructive 
tempests, to report their features and pro­
bable destination, and to forewarn the 
shipmasters of the coming storm, is the 
work of the useful Signal Service. Its effi­
ciency is best understood from the reports 
of its results, showing some 78 per cent of 
correct prognostications. In England, with 
a less area to observe, the proportion, in 
tho year 1865, of correct forewarnings was 
73 per cent ; while France showed a record 
of 94 out of 100 weather predictions veri­
fied.

As for the Livery Stables and the Tea 
Meetings, if snch fellows as he were a ma-, 
jority there wouldn’t be a decent stable in 
the city or a Tea meeting ever started, and 
both of these are good institutions in their 
way.

is clearing out beautifully, although there 
i < still sufficient running ice to interfere 
with navigation. It is believed that by 
Saturday steamers will be able to run to 
Fredericton, and Small and Hatheway ac­
cordingly advertises the David Weston to 
leave lndiantown at 9 on that morning ; in 
tho meantime she lays on for freight at her 
wharf at lndiantown.—The FrederictonDry Goods.
Express gives the following of the break 
up of the ice at that point :—

•• The ice which for several days has 
been moving slightly, took its final depart­
ure between eight and nine o’clock on 
Monday evening ; it continued running 
with but slight interruptions during the 
niglyt, but it did not go out without doing 
some damage. It stove in the end ol the 
warehouse of the Express line ol steam 
boats, and made rather a wreck of the 
building. It piled up a small mountain 
alongside of the Union Line warehouse, 
and carried away the shed belonging to 
that line completely. It scraped the wharves 
pretty thoroughly, and piled itself up at 

available point, where it remained 
very pretty to look at, but not relished 
perhaps so much by those who had their 
property injured by it as by disinterested 
lovers of the picturesque. It made havoc 
with the wharves near Morrison’s mills, 
breaking them up to some extent. The 
new and extensive piers recently erected 
by the Messrs. Glasier near the cove have 
also been nearly destroyed. In the narrows 
near the head of the boom, the ice became 
jammed, and speedily filled up the space as 
lar up as Morrison's Mills. The water 
then began to rise rapidly, and every 
wharf was speedily under water. People 
began to enquire whether it would be ad 
visahle to construct rails for their goods 
and chattels, or to betake themselves to 
the hills. But about noon the jam broke, 
and the water fell more rapidly than it had 
risen, while the ice, let loose from its 
bonds, bounded onward on the swift cur 
rent towards the sea.”

In the United States, the weather report 
receives almost boundless confidence,which 
its record amply justifies. The only signal 
used to warn shipmasters of impending 
probable danger is the display from the 
office of a red flag with square black cen­
tre, by day, and of a red light, by night. 
This is merely a cautionary signal, the tri- 
daily bulletin giving the grounds for the 
warning.
