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~ THE LICENSE AOT.

The case given to the Supreme 
Court at Ottawa to decide as to 
whether the Dominion License Act 
is or is not constitutional, commenced 
on Tuesday of last week. From 
various sources we gather information 
in relation to the proceedings, which 
will be interesting to the great majo 
rity of our readers; The counsel 
engaged were :—For the Dominion, 
Mr. James Bethune; Q. C., and Mr. 
Burbridge ; for Ontario, Mr. S. H. 
Blake and Mr. Æmilius Irving, Q. 

' C.’s, and Mr. William Johnson ; for 
Quebec, Mr. L. R. Church, Q. C., 
and Mr. J. S. Archibald ; for New 
Brunswick, Mr. G. F. Gregory, Q. 
C., and for British Columbia, Att’y- 
General Davie.

Mr. Irving opened the argument 
■ for Ontario, contending that the de­

cision of the Privy Council in the 
Hodge case showed that the power 
to regulate the liquor traffic was ex­
clusively vested in the provincial 
legislatures. Provincial legislatures 

,i dealt with the subject not only as 
being vested in them by virtue of 
the words of the B. N. A. Act dele- 

i. gating to them the power to legislate 
respecting shop, saloon and tavern 
licenses, but also by virtue of their 
general powers to make municipal 
and police laws. The terms “ trade 
and commerce” could not apply to 
liquor selling. A trader was one 
engaged in buying and selling, while 
the law took no cognizance of the 
liquor dealers' buying. He cited a 
number of authorities in support of 

; his argument.
Mr. Blake followed, on the same 

side, arguing at great length that as 
: the liquor traffic was within the 
jurisdiction of the local legislatures, 
the Dominion Parliament could not 

■I seize it by passing a license act for 
the whole Dominion.

On Wednesday the Court was 
engaged hearing the conclusion of 
Mr. Blake's argument, the presenta­
tion of the case on behalf of Quebec 
Province by Messrs. L. R. Church, 
Q), C., and J. S. Archibald, and the 
beginning of the case for New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotia, represented 
by Mr. Gregory. The factum pre­
sented to the Court by the Counsel 

efor Quebec Province is a most elabo­
rate one, and speaks volumes in

On Thursday Mr. Gregory on 
behalf of New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia presented arguments against 
the constitutionality of the Dominion 
License Act, based chiefly upon the 
ground that the subject matter had 
always been under control of these 
Provinces before Confederation, and 
had been handed over to the quar 
ter sessions, and subsequently to the 
municipalities, and that there was 
nothing in the Union Act to take 
the power out of the municipalities 
or of the Provinces.

Attorney General Davie, of Brit 
ish Columbia, argued against the 
Dominion Parliament possessing 
power to deal with the regulation of 
the liquor traffic, and pointed out 
very elaborately that the regulation 
of the liquor traffic was a matter of 
policy to be dealt with in various 
ways as the diverse circumstances of 
various municipalities required

On Friday morning (Sun) Mr. Jas. 
Bethune, Q. C., opened the arguments 
on behalf of the Parliament of Ca­
nada, and was speaking when 
the time for the adjournment 
of the court came. He began 
by referring to the various confeder­
ations the world has known, to see 
in what way the words “ Regulation 
of trade and commerce” has been 
interpreted. He pointed ont the 
difference existing between the 
Canadian and American confeder­
ations to show that “ trade and com­
merce” meant more as applied in our 
Act of Union than they did in the 
American Act of Union. With us 
the words included international 
trade as well as external, and that 
there was not any difference between 
the wholesale and retail trade as to 
their regulation. The wholesale 
trade in liquor, he contended, is 
clearly within the Dominion jurisdic­
tion, and the retail is so internation­
ally identified with the wholesale, 
that when the Dominion Parliament 
thinks fit to interfere and enact laws 
respecting the whole trade, retail or 
wholesale, it cannot be successfully 
argued that parliament has not the 
power to do so. Russell versus The 
Queen and the City of Fredericton 
against the Queen settled the whole­
sale trade. In Russell against the 
Queen the Privy Council affirmed the 
decision in the City of Fredericton 
cases. He contended in Russell vs. 
The Queen their lordships thought 
that so long as parliament did not 
legislate upon the subject of the 
regulation of the liquor traffic, and in 
so far as parliament did not so legis­
late, the provincial legislature might 
make police regulations for the 
government of licensed houses, which 
should be in force until parliament 
did legislate upon the subject. He 
dwelt at great length upon this point, 
to show that as parliament had power 
over the wholesale trade so it must 
have over the retail. After discuss­
ing that point he turned to the 
subject of the relation between the 
Municipal Council and the liquor 
traffic, laying down the proposition 
that it could not be successfully 
argued that there is an inherent

favor of Mr. Archibald, who had the connection between the two, and that
task of preparing it. It is said that 
on the previous day the Court leaned 
strongly in favor of the view that the 
power to legislate upon the subject 
was vested in the Dominion Parlia­
ment, but thaton Wednesday a change' 
was observable, there seeming to be a 
strong leaning on the part of the 
learned Judges towards the conten­
tion contained in Mr. Archibald’s 
factum, which clearly presented the 
case of the Provinces with a fulness 
of argument and research that left 
Mr. Blake nothing to do but to 
reiterate in a long speech what has 
been put in a small space by the 
Quebec factum, the conclusions of 
which are :—First, that the Dominion 
Parliament can prohibit the importa­
tion of liquor into Canada. Second, 
that the Dominion Parliament can 
prohibit its manufacture within the 
country. Third, that the Dominion 
Parliament can exercise legislative 
control over the wholesale trade in 
liquor so far as the second section of 
article 91 of the Union Act of 1867 
would regard it as a matter of trade 
and commerce. Fourth, that the 
topai legislatures and the municipal 
organizations of the several Provin­
ces' have exclusive control of those 
who are to deal in it after it passes 
from the bands of those who have 
imported it or manufactured it, and 
consequently the exclusive right to 
license individuals to deal in it, the 
charging of a license fee for such 
permit, the prescribing what qualifi- 

- cation they shall possess as individ­
uels, or what local sanction they 
shall obtain. Fifth, that the right 
to prohibi t in any particular municipal 
corporation the sale of liquor by 
retail is ender existing valid legisla­
tion within the exclusive control of 
the municipal corporations and of 
the people comprising the municipal 
corporations, by value of the author­
ity conferred upon them by the leg­
islation anterior to Confederation, or 
passed by the local legislatures since 
that period. Sixth, that, per contra, 
the Dominion Parliament has not the 
authority to deal with the question 
and local prohibition, or to revoke 
or supplant provincial legislation on 
the subject. Seventh the sale of 
liquors on vessels when on waters 
under the control of the Dominion, 
and on questions of fraud and brib­
ery, are the only parts of the Liquor 
License Act of 1883 respecting which 
any strong grounds can be urged as 
showing that they are within Domin­
ion parliamentary control, but the 
counsel for Quebec submit that in the 
distribution of legislative power 
under the Union Act of 1867 it was 
not intended to make any distinction 
as to the exercise of police power in 
regard to the liquor traffic upon the 
rivers of the Dominion as contradis­
tinguished from its regulation on 
land, nor to confer the power upon 
the Dominion Parliament to declare 
an act done in violation of an act 
over which they had no legislative 
authority a misdemeanour. But 
considering that over these two mat­
ters there is more or less ground for 
regarding the Act as ultra vires, the 
Quebec Province counsel submit that 
upon all other matters the Acts are 
Wholly ultra vires of the authority of 
the Dominion Parliament and uncon­
stitutional.

liament has not regulated the trade. 
He further submitted that parliament 
had under it general power to make 
laws for the peace, order and good 
government of Canada, and had 
therefore complete jurisdiction to 
enact every portion, of the liquor 
license acts. In Russel v. the Queen 
drunkennessis spoken of as a national 
vice, which grew out of the liquor 
traffic. Parliament decided to enact 
a system of laws to control and 
regulate this traffic, so as to restrain 
this national vice. All Canada is 
interested in this subject, as it 
extends to every part of the Domin 
ion. He also submitted that inas­
much as it had been settled that the 
prohibitory liquor law must be pass­
ed by the parliament of Canada, any 
law restraining the liquor traffic in 
any degree must also be passed 
by that parliament.

Summing up the position so far 
as Mr. Bethune has gone (for he fin­
ishes tomorrow), it seems to your 
correspondent that it may be stated 
as follows :—

Under Russell against the Queen 
it appears to be settled that prohibi­
tion belongs to the Dominion parlia­
ment, by virtue of its power over 
trade and commerce. Under Hodge 
against the Queen, it appears that 
the regulation of the trade ia liquors 
belongs to the legislatures, by virtue 
of their power over municipal insti­
tutions. The question is, does the 
licensing of liquor sellers belong to 
the Dominion as part of the restrain­
ing and regulating power over trade 
and commerce, or does it belong to 
local legislatures as part of the 
restraining and regulating power 
given them to preserve order in each 
locality ? There is a restraining and 
regulating power given to the 
Dominion as to importation and 
distribution of liquors : there is a 
restraining and regulating power 
given to provincial legislatures, by 
the use of which they can prevent 
rows and quarrels and disturbances 
of the peace of the neighborhood. 
Does the restraining and regulating 
power given to provincial legislatures 
include license as a means of prevent­
ing rows and preserving decency ?

steam fog signals, automatic buoys, bell 
buoys, ordinary buoys, and beacons, in­
cluding salaries, lighting appwatus, 
and all other materials necessary to keep 
them np in an efficient state, was $455,- 
854. This does not include the cost of 
construction of new lights.

Another peculiarity in our system is 
that the geographical position of Canada 
compels her, in the interests of her own 
trade, to build and maintain light houses 
and fog signals on the territories of her 
neighbor, notably on Newfoundland, 
free of expense to ships of all nations.— 
Canada has erected lights on Newfound­
land at Cape Ray, Cape Bault, Point 
Rich and Cape Norman, it being import­
ant to light the straits of Belle Isle, as 
that route shortens the distance from 
Quebec to Liverpool upwards of three 
hundred miles. The light and fog sig­
nal at Cape Race were erected by the 
British Government, and entail an annual 
charge for maintenance of £1,400; but 
rather than impose dues to raise this 
amount, the Canadian Government pays 
it to the Imperial Government direct 
from the treasury.

The principal life saving station in the 
Dominion is at Sable Island, in the At­
lantic Ocean, about 85 miles from White- 
head Island in Nova Scotia, and about 
150 miles from Halifax. The continuous 
action of the sea during heavy weather 
is gradually washing away the land at 
the west side, while new land appears 
to be steadily forming on the bars at the 
eastern end where vegetation is now 
seen. The length of the island is about 
22 miles, and it varies in breadth from 
a quarter of a mile to a mile. Life sav­
ing stations are established at the east 
end and the main stations. In addition 
to the life boat, there are surf boats kept 
in readiness for any emergency, and the 
men are practiced qnce a week. At the 
main station is also kept a rocket appara­
tus, and life car at the east end station. 
There are five stations in all on the island 
and a staff of seventeen men.

The paper went on to treat at some 
length of the general business of the De­
partment of Marine and Fisheries, the 
character of the staff, and the nature of 
their duties. Since the Department was 
organized in 1867, three hundred and 
fifty one new light houses have been built, 
and the amount expended for the purpose 
including the cost of three fog whistles 
and nine steam fog horns, has been $1,- 
095,620. A number of these lights were 
for inland waters, and were built of wood 
costing under $1,000. During the cur­
rent year twenty new lights will be added 
to the list. All the light houses erected 
since Confederation have been built of 
wood, as being much cheaper and more 
rapidly constructed.

The extent of the sea coast in the Do­
minion to be lighted up and provided 
with fog whistles, bell buoys, etc. is 3,- 
200 miles, and of inland coast 2,600 miles. 
To effect this object there are 308 sea 
coast light stations, 224 inland light sta­
tions, and 17 light ships. In Quebec 
there are 147 light stations ; in Ontario, 
139; New Brunswick, 82; Nova Scotia, 
119; Prince Edward Island, 39; British 
Columbia, 75. The number of light sta­
tions in Canada with fixed lights is 468, 
and with revolving lights 82, and the 
number of persons employed is 626.— 
Since Confederation the number of light 
stations has increased from 198 to 570, 
and of fog whistles from 2 to 30.

The Jamaican Question.

The question of the annexation of Ja­
maica has been shelved in the meantime 
at any rate. Mr. Solomon, a prominent 
merchant and public man in the Island, 
who first ranted the subject in an infor­
mal conference with Sir Charles Topper 
in London, has pressed upon Sir John 
Macdonald the desirability of opening 
negotiations at once for the inclusion of 
Jamaica in the confederation, and the 
Premier has declined to take initial action 
in this direction. He intimated, so it is 
said, that the Canadian government 
would consider the matter if the British 
government expressed a desire that the 
union should be brought about, but other­
wise Sir John refrained from encouraging 
the project. The position thus taken by 
the Premier will be generally acquiesced 
in. Since the first intimation that Ja­
maica might seek admission into the Do­
minion there has been much discussion 
of the advantages and disadvantages of 
such a union. In the maritime provinces 
public opinion has run rather in favor of 
the project, a considerable trade already 
existing between these provinces and the 
West Indies, and the freer interchange of 
products the annexation of Jamaica 
would bring about being regarded as 
chiefly beneficial to them. In Ontario 
the press has been divided in opinion, 
but the suggestion of the Gazette that 
reciprocity of trade ought to be sought 
in the first instance, and political union 
deterred, has met with most favor, while 
the extreme liberal press has from the 
first denounced the project because sub­
mitted to a conservative government— 
The objections to political union are ma­
nifestly serious. The financial obliga­
tions would necessarily be heavy, and the 
fair and equitable apportionment of 
power between the white and black po­
pulation a delicate and difficult matter. 
We take it that Sir John Macdonald had 
these considerations in view when he de­
clined to consider the question until the 
home government has intimated a desire 
to effect the union, because initial action 
on the part of Great Britain would involve 
also the assumption of responsibility.— 
Instigating the union, the mother coun­
try may be called upon to undertake the 
settlement of some of the financial and 
political difficulties which stand in the 
way of its consummation. Mr Solomon 
will undoubtedly spur on the Jamaican 
authorities to actual overtures through 
the British government, and in the pre­
sent temper of the West Indian people 
is likely to succeed in his purpose, in 
which case the question will ere long 
come to the surface again, but whether 
in a shape satisfactory to Canada only 
the event can determine. In the mean­
time the possibility of more intimate 
trade relations with the West Indies re­
mains, and the importance of bringing 
about some measure of reciprocity ought 

| not to be lost sight of.

Kent Circuit Court.
The Kent September Circuit, Justice 

Wetmore presiding, opened at Richi- 
bucto on Tuesday, 23rd, at 2. p. m. 
Twenty-one grand jurors answered to 
their names. James McDougall was 
elected foreman. The judge, in charg­
ing the jury, compljmented the county 
through them, on the neat and business 
like appearance of the court-room, large­
ly brought about through the persistent 
remonstrations of himself and other 
judges. The only criminal case to en­
gage their attention was the charge of 
rape on Mrs. Elizabeth Spence, preferred 
against Joseph C. Burgess. The judge 
explained the charge to the jury and 
dwelt on its serious' enormity, and the 
possible forfeit of life that might ensue 
from a conviction.

The jury found a true bill against 
Burgess.

Railway Horror!

Toronto, Ont. Sept. 25.—Three 
pnllman cars and ihc private* ear of 
Chief Engineer 1!nmsfonl.Xjaf the 
Grand Trunk express for Montreal 
and Boston, left the track near Pick­
ering Station last night owing to a 
broken frog, and went over an embank­
ment twenty five feet high. At the 
time of the accident it was very dark 
and rain was ponring In torrents.— 
The crash of the rolling cars, tbe 
screams of women, thg^roans and 
shÿks of the woondea, /ail emanat­
ing from the inlcnse darkness, were 
terrible to listen to. Horrors multi­
plie* when Chief Engineer Hanna 
ford’s coach took fire. Tbe flames 
burned fiercely, despite the ponring 
rain, and quickly communicated 
to the pullman coach that came 
next, though there the flames stayed. 
A large number of townspeople quick­
ly gathered and assisted in rescuing 
passengers from the burning Pull­
mans. As quickly as possible the 
passengers were collected together and 
the roll called, when it was found 
about a dozen were injured, hot none 
seriously. How all escaped Isa mys­
tery. One of the coaches was smashed 
into kindling wood. All was whirled 
over and over several times yet many 
passengers escaped absolutely unhurt, 
while most of the wounds are of a 
slight character. The injured were 
taken to Whitby, where medical aid 
was procured. The damage to the 
track and rolling stock is estimated at 
$100,000.

The Lwnfirr '.Trade.

East Saginaw, Sept. 20 —A meet­
ing of mill owners was held this after­
noon to consider tbe advisability of 
shutting down tbe sawmills of" the 
Saginaw Valley on the 1st of next 
month. A resolution was adopted in 
favour of asking the boom companies 
to suspend operations lor tbe seaeon 
at once. A committee was appointed 
to obtain the signatures of those in­
terested not present at the meeting.— 
It is calculated that nearly every mill 
on the ruu under these conditions will 
be shut down by October 20, and the 
production be curtailed 375,000,000 
feet.

Wreck of the Wasp.

Relics Exhumed.—For the past few 
weeks the cutting down of the hanks 
on the line of the Dartmouth railway 
has revealed many strange things.— 
At one place a coffin was found with 
a cannon ball on top of it. Nothing 
remained inside bat the shall and 
some mouldering bones, a heavy gold 
ring and some coins, among them an 
Irish penny, with the harp on one side 
and the date, 1781 ; on the other the 
head and inscription : George III. Rex. 
Near Hon. Dr. Parker’s property were 
found two skeletons—one eknll meas­
ured, it is said, 26 inches, and the 
thigh bone showed that there were 
giants in those days. One ol these 
skulls had the teeth nearly intact 
one being filled with gold. Bones 
are being turned out in all directions, 
to the eastward of the town, which 
was known as the plague graveyard, 
when the Indians died in such large 
numbers, owing to the scurvy having 
been brought among them by tbe 
French, and the deaths of tbe French 
discoverers who died there in hun­
dreds some years previous to the 
settlement of Halifax.— Recorder.

Confederation appears to be march­
ing on in Australia. The Agent 

eneral of Victoria in London, baa 
received a telegraphic despatch from 
the Hon. James Service, Premier of 
tbe colony, and Chairman of the Com­
mittee of Ministers appointed by the 
Sydney Convention, staling that the 
South Australian House of Assembly 
has passed the address in favor of the 
constitution of a Federal Council of 
Australasia by a majority of 22. The 
House of Assembly of South Austra­
lia consists of forty six members, so 
that not more than 11 members could 
have opposed tbe Confederation 
scheme. Of the seven Australasian 
colonies, five—Victoria, Tasmania, 
Queensland, Western Australia, and 
new South Australia—have affirmed 
the proposals of the Sydney Conven­
tion in favor of confederation. The 
other two, New South Wales and New 
Zealand, will no doubt soon be beard 
from and that in a favorable sense.

That Montreal Sensation.—Mon­
treal, Que. Sept. 18.—A sensation 
was created here to day by the dis­
covery that an opulent citizen here 
named Thomas S. Judah, a magistrate 
tor the city, obtained a loan of $26,000 
three years ago from G. B. Borland, 
a wealthy publisher here, on a mort­
gage on warehouses situated on St.

In this connexion it is worthy ot 
note that the price of Canadian Gov 
stock is higher than that of any 
nation on the Continent of Europe.

What Such an Alliance Means. 
—London, Sept. 28.—A Shanghai de­
spatch states that a Franco Russian 
alliance means the disintegration of 
China and its partition between those 
two countries, France taking the three 
soatbern Provinces, and Russia hav­
ing China as a recruiting ground for 
her armies, the two countries being 
connected by railways. The alliance 
also means French and Russian pie 
ponderance in Europe, and is there­
fore fraught with danger to Germany. 
It also means the extinction of the 
China trade, and imperils all the 
English possessions in the East.

Jncbndiabism at Sackvr lb.—On 
Sunday night some persons going 
home trim church discovered a fire 
among some straw in a shed which is 
bui't against the end of Dr. Pickard a 
barn, at Sack ville.

Local Fairs as Educators.

Farmers have not as cordially de 
voted themselves to the success of 
annual fairs as their inportance de 
mande. The local annual fair is the 
farmer’s home s hool, and should 
teach a valuable, practical lesson.— 
The fair should be expected to bring 
together the best evidence of the ad­
vancement of agriculture in its dis­
trict. If the farmers in the district, 
represented by the annual fair, enter­
ed into it as a matter of personal in 
terest, competing whenever an op­
portunity offered, offering prizes in 
all those department^ most requiring 
improvements, stimulating a lively 
rivalry, such enthusiasm would pro­
duce most unexpected progress, and 
soon give the fair a wide reputation. 

The fair is capable of being organ­
ized into a most instructive school 
in any or all departments of agricul­
ture. Every prize offered should be 
for the illustration of some important 
point in agricultural practice ; and as 
the feeding of live stock absorbs 
more of the capital and time of the 
farmer than any other specially, so it 
should occupy a very prominent posi­
tion at all our local fairs, and the 
prizes should be given to illustrate 
in a practical way all the live stock 
specialties. All breeds of cattle 
should be encouraged alike, for each 
breed has special qualifications 
adapting it to certain localities. All 
matters in farm practice should be 
illustrated at our fairs, and every 
farmer should regard it as his duty 
to assist in building up these local 
fairs.—Live Stock Journal.

THE FARM,

Vaine of Clover.

The roots of a well set acre of clover 
ire said to contain 185 pounds of nitro­
gen, 240 pounds of lime, 45 pounds of 
magnesia, 75 pounds of potash, 19 
pounds of soda, 24 pounds of sulphur, 
stnd 70 pounds phosphorous acid. At 
the price given by chemists in making 
valuation of artificial fertilizers, the 
nitrogen, potash and phosphoric acid 
would be worth over 050. Thus if tho 
Farmer can secure a good crop of clover 
at 850 per acre, he gets his hay for 
nothing, and has his money’s worth of 
manure in the clover ^oots in the soil. 
The only problem is how to make clover 
grow

Care of Paitnres.

The pasture is almost always tno 
most neglected part of the farm, an(* 
partly for the reason that, however 
much is done to it, the land will still 
not be so productive as in some other 
crop. If manure is applied it makes 
weeds grow,with little chance of getting 
them out. If there is increased growth 
of grass one-half the grain is wasted by 
the trampling of the cattle and horses. 
Still, it will often pay to top-dress a pas­
ture, especially a year or more before it 
is to be ploughed,so that the manure can 
be well-worked through the soil.

Care of Farm Toole.

Iioes, shovels, ploughs and other im­
plements not needed for use this winter, 
should be cleaned by scouring, or, if 
rusty, by vigorous rubbing with kero­
sene oil. Then oil both wood and iron, 
and put away where they will be safe 
and not in the way. The oil toughens 
the wood and keeps the iron from rust­
ing. Even better would it be to paint 
the wood on machines that have been 
once painted, and from which the paint 
has worn off, hut the oil will answer a 
good purpose without the paint.

Color In Shorthorn».

There is a prejudice, and really it is 
nothing more, in favor of red as the 
color of Shorthorn cattle. For sale pur­
poses it may be well enough to humor 
this fancy, as it pays ; but farmers who 
grow stock for beef or milk can often 
get animals of unfashionable color at 
prices so reasonable as to make it an 
object. For milk especially some of the 
white or roan strains of Shorthorn are 
preferable to those of the more fashion­
able color.

Mme and Sal, a. Ferttlirrrs.

Western farmers are now becoming 
interested in the use of lime and salt as 
fertilizers. This mixture had quite a 
run in some localities east a few years 
ago, chiefly as a manure for wheat. It 
did not last, mainly because lime and 
salt themselves were not needed, and 
only helped the crop by making other 
plant food available. Salt is still used 
with most of the commercial fertilizers, 
but only in very small amounts per 
acre.

Warm Quarter, for Stork.

With the beginning of cold weather 
fattening stock need warmer quarters 
or they will gain slowly. Hogs, if 
fattened sufficiently, may now be more 
profitably killed than kept to a later 
period. It is certain that the increased 
weight will be less in proportion to the 
food consumed, and it is never certain 
that the price of pork will advance pro­
portionally.

Apple Pomace.

Apple pomace kills vegetation where 
it is applied ; but by composting a year, 
adding plenty of lime to neutralize the 
acid it contains, it makes very good top- 
dressing for grass. tjo poisonous to 
vegetable life is the acid of apples that 
even a few lying under a tree will kill 
the grass where they lay so that it will 
not start in the spring.

Storing Roots.

All kinds of roots keep better In cel­
lars if slightly covered with dry earth. 
This is especially true of turnips, which, 
unless so covered, soon become stringy 
and nearly worthless. Most cellars 
are too warm and dry for any kind of 
roots or fruit, and only sufficient should 
be so stored for use when pits out of 
doors cannot be reached.

Vnderdralnmge.
When the ground is in good shape for 

digging, making underdrains may be 
continued until late in the fall or in 
open weather during the winter. If a 
little loose earth is left in the bottom of 
the drain over night it will rarely 
freeze deeply enough to hinder work 
the next day, if no storm comes on to 
prevent operations. .

Decayed Pot.tec.

Partially rotten potatoes are not good 
food for milch cows. They are un­
wholesome, they impart a disagreeable 
flavor to the milk and injure its keeping 
qualities, and also that of the butter 
made from it. Even cooking will not 
make them proper food. Better throw 
them away.

Management ef ttirlne.

When pigs are fed plentifully with 
soft corn, as is common at this season, 
it soars on their stomachs, and charcoal 
should be given as a corrective» It will 
be greedly eaten, and will enable the 
pigs to dispose of more com and with 
better prospect of gain.

Impure Drinking Water.

Some Minnesota farmers have lost 
cattle by poisoning from drinking the 
waters of a lake which is covered with 
a greenish scum. This covering is a 
fungus plant found in Europe and that 
has proved poisonous to stock drinking 
water containing it.
