Temperance Delegates at the
Liberal Convention Draw
Up a Resolution.

Toronto, Nev. 23.—“The abolitiog of
the public bar, the treating syiem,
and drinking in clubs, and the imposi-
tion of such other restrictions on the
liquor traffic as shall most effectively
curtail its operation and remedy its
eyils.”

This was what the temperance dele-
gates decided last night that they
would ask the convention to adopt as
the Liberal policy on the liquor ques-
tion.

The meeting was held in the hall of
the People’s Cafe Yonge and Gould
streets, and was attended by almost
200 earnest temperance workers. Mr.
John McKay, of the Soo, proposed to
| amend the above proposition by adding
a clause favoring government owner-
ship of the monopoly.

A series of five-minute energetic and
interesting speeches on the various
temperance proposals so often dis-
cussed were made.

fanned by a furious gale today, have
devastated the country to the north-
west of Rosser in a terrible manner.

San Francisco, Cal., At |
vesterday's session of
Federation of Labor the unexpected
interjection of the question of social- !

were charged with being traitors to
the cause of labor. This resolution,
introduced by Delegate Victor Ber-
ger, of Milwaukee, caused the de-,
bate: “Whereas, the unprecedented
concentration of wealth in the United
States and the rapid development cf
the trusts in almost every branch of
industry make it obvious that cap-
italism will soon reach its «culmina- :
tion point, and will have to make room
for another phase of civilization, and .
whereas, it is evident that this nation |
is destined to take the lead in this
grand struggle for better conditions
and higher culture: therercore, be it
resolved, that we hereby recommend
that all organizations affiliated with
the American Federation of Labeor
have their members study the eco- |
nomic conditions; to have lectures on
these subjects in their lodge rcoms,
homes, and in meetings set apart for
this purpose, and to do everything in
their power for the enlightenment and
intellectual advancement of the pro-
letariat.”’

The resolutions committee recom-
mended the adoption of all but the
clausae following the first “whereas.”
This opened the floowigates of oratory
and vituperation, and a long battle
followed. after which the delegates
passed the resolution as recocmmend-
od, and expressed thelr confidence in
Mitchell and Gompers.

Not a single
eastern, northern or western state
gave a majority for the Democratid
candidate for President. And for the
first time since the recomstruction fol-
lowing the civil war, the ‘‘solid south”
was broken—it is no longer solid for
the Democracy. Can it recover from
this defeat?

In 1396 the Democratic party was
divided. The majority adopted a policy
in regard to the currency which was
condemned by large numbers of those
in its own ranks, and many who had
never voted 'Republican before broke
from thejir party allegiance. In 1900,
the internal condition of the party was
very much the same as in 1896, its
candidate was the same, and the re-
sult of the election was the same. The
dissatisfied Democrats claimed that
these successive defeats were due to the
policy adopted when Mr. Bryan became
the leadér, and clamored for a return
to the old ways and the old men. This
was practically done when Parker was
chosen as candidate, and the policy of
1896 repudiated by him. Apparently,
harmony was accomplished in the de-
sire for victory, and Mr. Bryan and his
friends fell in line behind a *“Gold
Democrat.” The yesult was the
greatest defeat the party ever had
experienced.

And now they are all looking for a
remedy for the future. The more con-
servative Democrats admit that “‘the
old simple beliefs are steadily but
surely fading away,”’ that the Democ-
racy of which Cleveland was the
spokesman and leader lis practically
dead. Mr. Bryan dedlares for a re-
organization on a radical policy—
evidently meaning a programme of
opposition to trusts, capitalists, pluto-
crats and all combinations of wealth—
a policy which shall cry ‘“‘the masses
against the classes”—a policy which
shaill find a place for populism, social-
ism and all other “isms” that can be
brought together on a common plat-
form. In this he is supported by Mr.
Hearst, the unsuccessful candidate
for the partyl nominaftion. On the
other hand, many of the Southern
papers declare emphatically against
populism, and as the South has always
been the mainstay of Democracy, the
defection of thati sedtion would be
worse for the party than was the de-
fection of the gold Democrats in 1896.

To an outsider, it looks as though
both a new policy and new men will
have to be evolved, if a Democratic
party—or a party which shall claim to
be its successor—is to come to the
front, with any hope of success. There
will have to be new lines of cleavage.
The Democrats who favor protection
will have to become Republicans. And
a new party with some definite object
in view, whether its policy be laudable
or not, will gather in the dissatisfied
of all classes, 'and unite them in a
some common cause—real or apparent.

Democratic party stood for revenue
tariff as against protection. But when
the party weas in power the tariff it
proposed was not only an incomplete
illustration of the party theories, but
was not acceptable to either the pro-
tectionists or free traders in the party
ranks. And that one plank was really
the only distinctive plank in the party
vlatform.

Principles are all very well in theory
sometimes, but a party to be success-
ful must have some principles that it
can put into practice when it has the
opportunity. Otherwise, it will be an
administrative failure—to be swept out
of power the first opportunity given
the electorate. and kept nut of power
thereafter, until a new generation
comes to the front. It may be that
this will be the fate of the party which
has gone down to defeat in the United
States. The Republican party has so
great a majority in Congress that it
may become unwieldy, and the dis-
satisfied will secede. The conservative
Democrats may go over to the Repub-
licans, while a more radical section of
the Republicans may leave and form
new allances with what remains of the
Democracy. Four years may see a
marked change in both the policy and
the personnel of each party. At all
events, though the Republican leaders
and platform should remain the same,
it is safe to say that the Democratic
party will be something other than it
is now.

McKay and Evantural.

Hon. Alexander Grant Mackay, K.C.,
is the son of Scotch parents, Hugh
Mackay and Catherine McInnis, his
wife, and was born in Sydenham Town-
ship, Grey County, March 7, 1860. He
was educated at Owen Sound Col-
legiate Institute and the University of
Toronto, graduating with honors from
the latter in 1883. From 1883 to 1887
he was principal of the Port Rowan
High School, and in the last-mentioned
year he entered the law office of Mr.
Alfred Frost, of Owen Sound, then
county crown attorney for Grey. An
honor and scholarship law student, he
was called to the bar in 1891. In 1894
he was appointed crown attorney for
Grey County, a position he resigned to
enter politics. He was first returned
to the Legislature in May, 1902, re-
deeming North Grey for the Liberals
by a narrow majority. He was un-
seated because of the conveyance of
voters to the polls by an agent, but in
a bye-election. in January, 1903, he
carried the constituency with a ma-
jority of 272. He was appointed K.C.
in 1902. Of recent years he has held
the positions of solicitor for Owen
Sound, the county of Grey, and for a
number of large industrial concerns.
He is also a heavy shareholder and
director of the Imperial Cement Com-
pany, of Owen Sound. He 1s generally
regarded as the leader of the bar in
his county, a position which he has
won by his striking ability and capa-
city for hard work. Hon. Mr. Mackay
has been an indefatigable worker on
several important committees during
his two years as a member of the
Legislature, and is acknowledged to be
one of the best debaters in the House.

Hon. Francis Eugene Alfred Evan-
turel is the eldest son of Hon. F. Evan-
turel, .who was Minister of' Agriculture
in the Macdonald-Sicotte Administra-
tion of Canada in 1862. He is a French-
Canadian, and was born in Quebec in
1849. He studied law at Laval Univer-
sity and graduated with the degree of
LL.B.,, and was called to the bar In
1873. For two years he was in the clvil
service at Ottawa, and resigned to
contest Prescott County, which since
1886 he has represented in the Ontario
Legislature, being several times elected
by acclamation. He was for a num-
ber of years actively engaged in jour-
nalism. In 1887 he accompanied @ the
Ontario cabinet to the Interprovincial
Conference at Quebec, and was honor-
ary secretary.. He was speaker of the
Legislature for two sessions, and was
often complimented by both sides of
tl.le House for the manner in which he
discharged the important duties of the
position. In particular Mr. Evanturel’s
facility in both the English and French
languages has stood him in good
stead, both in_the Hquse and when en-
gaged in election "Gampaigns. In 1900
h_e was appointed honorary commis-
sioner for Ontario at the Paris Inter-
national Commission, a position which

he filled most acceptably to all con-
cerned.

To Mr. Walter
Richards, the secretary, a great deal of
the credit must be given for the splen-

in Male Attire Uatil Killed.

Che Foo, Nov. — The Novikrai, a
 Port Arthur paper of Nov, 12, brought
{by the Russian destroyer Rastoropny,
’contuins a romantic story of Paritena

Korotkiewich, who, though a woman,
(served valorously in many fights at
Port Arthur, until death closed her
‘str:uxge career, Her husband was
gerving at Port Arthur. In endeavoring
{to join him she was stopped at Har-
| bin, and was not allowed to proceed
‘fm'thpr owing to her sex. She then
! donned masculine attire, and succeeded
}m reaching Port Anhur shortly before
| the Lmdmg of the Japanese on the
Peninsula of Liao Tung. Finding her
husband’s regiment, she enlisted in it.
She participated in numerous sorties,
and in the defense of the forts, and,
although her sex was soon dlscovered
her record for bravery, tirelessness and
attention to the wounded and the ex-
celient moral influence she exerted over
the soldiers, who never swore in her
presence, won her permission to re-
main in the ranks.

‘While fighting side by side with her
'husband the latter was wounded. His
wife nursed him until the crisis in-his
case wds passed, when she returned to
the front, where she became messenger
to Capt. Gouzakofiky, of the Thir-
teenth Regiment, In the performance
of her duties as messenger she was
often seen riding furiously from one
pesition to another, seemingly unaf-’
fected by the bursting of shells or the
+din ‘of battle, :

On Oct. 13" she visited the trenches
with dispatches, when shells from the
1Japanese guns Sstruck and destroyed
the Russian position. Paritena Korot-
kiewich and eight others were in-
istantly killed. They were buried in one
grave, with the Russian flag wrapped
iabout her bedy.
| The Novikrai concludes. its story by
saying: ‘Paritena Korotkiewich had
‘won the respect’ and admiration, not
only of the soldiers, but of the higher
| officers, and had: shown all how to die
nobly 2

pression of opinion of one man. He
has a perfect right to his opinion and
a right to express it. I doubt if it
will hurt anyone or any club con-
nected with the National Amateur
Lacrosse Union.”

W. J. McGee,, vice-president of the
Canadian Amateur Athletic Union, in
the absence from town of Captain
Gorman, the president, said: ‘I am
glad to see that John Ross Robertson
as president of the Ontario Hockey
Association, has taken a decided stand
in the interest of amateurism in
hockey, but I think that if the On-
tario body desires to prove its sin-
cerity, it will take immediate steps to
affiliate with the Canadian Amateur
Athletic Union, or will take immediare
steps to organize a provincial body, so
that it can be properiy represented up-
on and will work in harmony with the
parent body.”
