The days fixed for registration in 
Chatham are next Wednesday, Thurs­
day, Friday and Saturday, the 11th, 
12th, 13th and 14th days of January. 
The hours are from 10 to 1, 2 to 6, 
and 7.30 to 9 each day.

Persons residing over the river, 
which is No. 5 Ward, will register 
at the police station, and persons re- 
siding in any other part of the city 
will register at Harrison Hall before 
either Judge Bell in his chambers, 
James Holmes in Major Coogan’s of- 
fice, or Judge Dowlin in the Council 
Chamber. These are the same places 
that were used at the last registra- 
tion..
.It is well to register the first day 
or at the earliest time possible, for 
if a person who has had a chance 
to register is afterwards called away 
from the city and should not get 
back before 9 p. m. of the 11th, he 
would lose his right to register.

The qualifications are simple: re­
side in the Province for a year and 
in the city for three months next 
preceding the 11th of January, 1905, 
being a British subject and 21 years 
of age.

No Less Than Six Conviotions Have
Been Recorded Against Jarvis

Toronto, Jan. 6,-“No man is better 
known to the police ot th is city than 
the man who is held at Windsor for 
the shooting of Sergeant Nash. The 
records refer to him as George, alias 
Samuel, Jarvis, alias Geo. Henderson, 
alias Geo. Johnston. His convictions 
here are as follows: April, 1886, 
theft, one year; April, 1887, theft, 
two years and six months; Novemb­
er, 1889," five charges of housebreak­
ing, six years. For attempting to 
escape he was given an additional six 
months on December 14, 1892, Hia last 
sentence was imposed at Chatham for 
burglary on September 15, 1897, when, 
in company with a brother, he got 
seven years in Kingston. A sentence 
of three years, to run concurrently, 
was imposed for carrying a revolver. 
After his discharge last fall he was 
seen on the streets of Toronto. Hie 
mother, who is a very respectable 
woman, lives in Toronto.

In 1897 there was a burglary near 
Chatham. The Maple City police were 
notified. On the following night the 
police located three men at the Idle- 
wild Hotel who proved to be the 
burglars. Officers Dezelia and Groves 
went to make the arrest. The man 
giving the name of Will Harris was 
found in bed. He attempted to draw 
a gun on Tom Groves but Tom saw 
the play in time and grappled with 
the man. The big policeman wrench­
ed the gun from the man. Harris is 
the same man Jarvis who shot Sergt. 
Nash. "

ANTS THAT GROW
MUSHROOMS*

+44*44*444**4*4444444**4** •

Prof. J. R. Ainsworth Davis given 
the latest proofs of the ant’s right 
to our applause. He says:

"In trop.eal America the traveller 
in their native region often sees 
thousands of ants marching in 
column of route, each holding in it» 
powerful jaw a piece of green leaf 
about the size of a sixpence. These 
they take to their nests. The ma­
terial is used as an elaborate sort 
of mushroom culture, requiring much 
more skill and intelligence than that 
in which human beings engage. The 
mushroom grower sets his spawn in 
the beds he prepares, but the ant 
does not need to do this. The de­
sired spawn soon makes its appear- 

fenoe in the chewed leaf. But in its 
natural state it is inedible, and must 
undergo careful treatment before it 
yields the mushroom which the ant 
desires. The necessary work is done 
by a special caste of gardener ants. 
These weed out obnoxious germs, etc., 
and, -pruning off the tips of the 
threads, prevent them from growing 
into the air and producing useless 
toadstools. As a result of this the 
threads swell into innumerable little 
rounded white thickenings, each of 
which is about one-fifth of an inch 
across. It is these which are the 
mushrooms. These curious bodies 
constitute the sole food of the ant— 
or, at any rate, the chief food.”

NORTH SEA TRAWLERS.

Life of the Victims of Russia’s Panic WasSecond Pae No Squadron Will Return to 
European Waters.

London, Jan. 6. —The most im- 
portant effect of the fall of Port Ar­
thur on the general military situa­
tion in the Far East became ap­
parent yesterday in the decision of 
Russia to recall her second Pacific 
squadron. A despatch from St. Pet- 
asburg announces that the squadron 
791 return to European waters.
The Emperor of Russia has return­

ed to Tsarskoe-Selo from Minsk, and 
it is reported that an extraordinary 
council is to be held, at which the 
Empire's whole situation is to be re­
viewed, both as relates to the war 
and present internal affairs. The 
revolutionary leaders are apparently 
taking every advantage of the Gov­
ernment's position to compel the 
summoning of a national assembly, 
while the press is criticising bureau­
cracy with increasing savageness and 
boldness.

In fact, yesterday’s despatches in­
dicate that the internal situation is 
so grave that the conclusion of peace 
with Japan may be compelled in 
order to deal with it. The decision 
of the general staff, that Stoessel 
must return and face a court-mar­
tial for surrendering Port Arthur, 
even though it is a form compelled 
by army regulations, is also serving 
as a text for bitter criticism by the 
Russian papers.

British Ambassador’s Denial.
St. Petersburg, Jan. 6.—Sir Char- 

lee Hardinge, the English Ambassa­
dor, has taken the unusual course of 
calling Foreign Minister Lamsdorff’s 
attention to the statements of The 
Novoe Vremya, Jan. 3, to the effect 
that it had authoritative news that 
British warships were following Vice- 
Admiral Rojestvensky’s squadron 
and reporting its disposition and 
movements to Tokio from each cable 
port reached, which the Ambassador 
declared to be false. Sir Charles par­
ticularly denied the imputation that 
British warships were committing 
breaches of neutrality by communi­
cating Admiral Rojestvensky’s mover 
ments to Japanese agents.

The Nigretia Condemned.
Nagasaki, Jan. 6.—The British 

steamer Nigretia has been condemned 
as a prize.

Clearing Away the Mines.
Tokio, Jan. 6.—The work of clear- 

ing away the mines to Port Arthur 
harbor commenced as soon as the 
Russian charts provided for in the 
capitulation agreement were deliver- 
ed to the Japanese. The foreign at- 
taches entered the fortress Wednes­
day.

Offer of Assistance Refused.
Wei-Hai-Wei, Jan. 6.—The first- 

class British cruiser Andromeda, 
which sailed from here Wednesday 
morning for Port Arthur with hospi­
tal stores and surgeons to assist the 
sick and wounded, returned here yes­
terday, not having been allowed to 
make a landing at Port Arthur. The 
cruiser proceeded to a small bay ten 
miles north of Port Arthur, where 
she met with some Japanese. The 
latter refused all offer of assistance 
or stores of any kind and declined 
to allow the ship’s officers to ap- 
proach closer, the reason given being 
the presence of unlocated mines.

Life on board such a trawler is 
hard, but less hard, on the whole, 
says a writer in The Manchester 
Guardian, than the life on board a 
sailing ship making “bluewater pas­
sages." The food, for instance, is 
better, for the boats are more fre­
quently in the home port, while every 
meal is made savoro with fish fresh 
from the sea. The smacksmen have to 
be smart both in hauling the nets and 
putting the take aboard the 
"dukey." A lazy smacksman, it is 
said, "gets a haddock slapped across 
his face," and generally dies in 
youth.

A fleet of trawlers sails under the 
command of some experienced skip­
per, who is known as the "admiral." 
He decides when and where the trawls 
shall be "shot," firing a rocket or 
running up a three-flag signal when 
he wishes the fishing to begin. When 
the trawls are overboard the steam­
ers forge very slowly ahead, with one 
or two hands on deck, the others be­
low in their bunks. As soon as the 
trawls are "hauled" and the slippery 
take is poured on deck, the hands 
draw their knives and set to work. 
By the light of flares they gut the 
fish, rub them roughly with salt, and 
pack them with ice in boxes. If the 
take is sufficient, the boxes are sent 
on board the dukey, and this putting 
of the take on board is often a very 
nice piece of practical seamanship.

He came 
back with the memorable sentence 
upon his lips, “I bring back to you 
peace with honor." No wonder the 
English multitudes applauded their 
Premier wherever he went. Had Dis- 
raeli not brought back ‘peace with 
honor" Europe would have been con­
vulsed with an awful international 
war. When the “Treaty of Ghent" 
was signed by the English and Amer­
ican commissioners on Dec. 24, 1814, 
the people of two nations were ex­
pecting that the war of 1812 would

There­
fore to the Christians Christmas Day 
ought to be the most opportune of 
all days for proclaiming the Sav­
iour’s mission. Every home, every 
street corner, every family gathering, 
should be a place where the deeper, 
holier purposes of Christ’s life are 
to be explained by those who have 
felt the love and the mercy and the 
tenderness and the hope that have 
come to the believing hearts that 
have gathered about the manger.

So may this Christmas Day find 
the love which binds man’s heart to 
man as well as man's heart to God. 
May God save us all not only on ac­
count of the love Christ bears us, 
but also on account of the saving 
Christian love we bear our fellow 
men. On this glorious Christmas 
Sabbath morning can we not feel the 
good tidings of great joy means that 
Christ has saved us? And then, with 
wondrous love for our fellow men, 
cannot we, like the twain in the 
Brahman legend, be so concerned for 
the welfare of others that we are 
ready even to die that they may be 
saved, ready at the risk of health 
and life to carry the good news of 
salvation to those who have never 
heard it or in the home land to de- 
vote our means, our time and our 
labor to the task of proclaiming the 
glad tidings of great joy which have 
come to all people!

May this be the happiest and glad- 
dest Christmas of our lives. May it 
be the time when we see anew the 
face of Jesus and tell of his love, his 
redeeming love, wherever we may go.

The Nativity, in the next place, 
meant joyful tidings, because by the 
incarnation of the Son of God in the 
body of a little babe the human race 
was able to grasp the great doctrine 
that God was a God of love and not 
a God of hate or a God of indiffer­
ence.

it is another to preach truth so that 
it is understood by the common peo­
ple.

THE CRUEL “CROW’S FOOT.”
The “crowsfoot” is a device used 

essentially against cavalry. It is a 
dangerous obstacle, and is simply a 
ball of iron with three shart spikes 
protruding from it. The spikes are 
so placed that no matter how the 
crowsfoot is thrown one spike stands 
up perpendicularly. A horse tread­
ing on this spike would at once be 
rendered hors de combat. These 
crowsfeet are scattered over places 
suitable for the movement of caval­
ry, and are as effective against a 
charge of cavalry as Robert the 
Bruce’s pitf were at the Battle of 
Bannockburn.

Crowsfeet can also be used to pro­
tect a camp agailst a sudden attack 
in the night, but their use has been 
practically superseded by wire en­
tanglements. However that may be, 
these obstacles, according to the 
Italian report, are being used by 
both combatants, and the Cossacks, 
fearing a Japanese ruse, and having 
a wholesome dread of crowsfeet, born 
of experience in the Russo-Turkish 
war. have carefully a voided innocent 
looking ground in the immediate 
front of their enemies.

It is an old castle, built 
two centuries ago by the father of 
the first King of Prussia, and has 
been the scene of several tragedies.

The one which is supposed to have 
led to the haunting of the Palace is 
the murder of one of the Princes of 
the House of Mohenzollern, in a fit 
of passion, of a Prussian nobleman, 
who was his guest. The Prince is re- 
ported to have run the nobleman 
through the back with his sword, 
while following him down one of the 
staircases from the upper story to 
the ground floor.

Endeavours have been repeatedly 
made to obtain permission from the 
Sovereign to tear down the brick wall 
so as to give access to this staircase. 
The present Emperor has sternly for­
bidden that the matter should even 
be mentioned in his presence. This 
extraordinary reluctance displayed by 
both the Kaiser and his predecessors 
to discover what there is behind the 
brick wall leads to the conviction that 
the mouldering remains of the victim 
of the treacherous hospitality of a 
Prince of Prussia tie concealed there.

FAMOUS PEARLS OF THE WORLD.

The most famous single pearl in all 
the world is owned by the shah of 
Persia and called the Tavernier. It 
was named after the celebrated trav­
eler of that name and was sold to 
the shah’s ancestors by him for $500,- 
000. To-day it is probably worth more 
than #650,000. Another eastern king, 
the isman of Muscat, has in his col- 
lection a pearl worth #165,000, weigh­
ing 12 1-2 carats. The daylight can 
be seen through it. Princess You- 
soupoff’s finest gem is wonderfully 
beautiful. It was first heard of in 
1620, when Georgibus of Calais sold 
it to Philip of Spain for $180,000. 
The pope’s pearl is worth #80,000. It 
has descended in a regular course to 
the present incumbent of the throne 
from ‘one of the earliest popes, who 
became possessed of it in a manner 
which has not been told.
