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Pharmacy—Past, Present and
‘Future."

When I was asked to prepare a paper
to be read. at this Convention, I hesitated
-doing so for I much preferred coming as a
student. Thinking, however, if every
person usked straightway begun to mmuke
excuses the Convention would be a dismal
failure, I determined to do my best,know-
ing I would have the kindly forbearance
of every brother preseat, even if the views
advanced did not wmeet their approval.

<A very different person from our modern
chemist was the apothecary of the olden
time. Without laws for his protection he
had to impress the-people with a sensc of
the mysterious. Déep in the lore of the
alchymists, surrounded by the emblews of
his calling, so arranged as to strike rever-
encg, if not terror, into the hearts of his
custowers. The apparatus displayed, the
mortars of stone, of metal, of agate; the
furnace and still ; the stork, the alhgator
and vipers; the fantastic labels; the
studied wizardly look of the proprictor
himself, were all part of the ultimate pur-
pose to make his patrons believe he was
deep in the mysteries of the * Black Art,”
and one not to be offended with impunity.
It is.not my purpose to trace back phar-
macy. till its origin becomes lost in' Arabic
fables, nor to review the work of the old-
time alchymists—those carly druggists
who bridged the time between the days
of Arab superstition and. modern chemis-
try, but to review it from the time when

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the profession was first recognized by the
lnw of the land,

The ditlerent branchies of the wedic: !
proftssion were not regulurly distinguished
till the reign of Henvy VIEL when separ
ate duties were assigned to them and
special privileges given to each.  1n 1518
the physicians of London were incorpora
ted, and the barber surgeons in 1540, In
addition to these physicianus there were a
great number of irregular practitioners
who were, of course, proscented and per
secuted by their Jegalized rivals, until in
1543 an Act was passed for their protec-
tion, and as many of these practitioners
kept shops for the salo of drugs, the term
of apothecary was used to designate their
calling.  This term, by recent Acts of

Yarlinment, is now defined as pharmacen
tical chemist and chemist and druggist.

The apothecaries were both the preserib-
ers of, and dealersin, drugs and cliemicals,
Men who oceupicd & dual position as pre-
seribers of their own, and compounders of
physicians’  preseriptions.  During  the
17th century there avose & warm contest
between the physicians and apothecaries,
the formner, then as now, aceusing the lat-
ter of usurping their province, and the
Intter more strongly than.at present, con
tinning and justifying their usurpation
until the House of Tords, in 1703, tinally
set the matter at rest by deciding that
the apothecary should uot ouly compound
and dispense, but gave them the power
of dirccting and ordering remedies for the
treatment of diseases. Their powers were
still further increased by other Acts of
Parliament, one in 1722, giving the
Apothecaries’ Company power to visit all
the apothecaries in London and destroy
drugs found to be unfit for use, another
in 1718, authorizing the appointment of
examiners, without whose license no per
sons should dispense medicines in London
or within seven miles of it, a third in
1815, in which the provisions of the pre
vious et were extended to Fagland and
Wales.  An Act of Parlinment, passedin
1858 and known as the ¢ Medical Act,”
made very little alteration in the powers
of the Apothecaries’ Society, in fact, it
rather confirmed, and in some degree, am-
plified thewa by extending their powers to
Treland and Scotland. The members of
this Society did not possess any exclusive
power to deal in or sell drugs, and it was
not until 1868, or only three years previous
to our own \ct, before unregistered per-
sons were prohibited from sclling drugs
sud poisons:

wist made splendid fortunes by imposing
un the public & belict 1 thetr semi-magi.
cal puwer, whilst their modern successors
with high attainments and scientitic tran.
ing mwust be satisficd with a mere living,
of at best a very mudest competency,
What is the reason for this 7 Why is it
that the profits of the pharmacist lavo
year by year diminshed so as almost to
reach the vanishing pomt?  Sowme will
give as the sele reason that our lines have
been taken away by cenergetic grocers,
others will ascribe the declive to the com-
petition of the big bazaars and the conse.
quent cutting of prices. One of these
two reasons will be given by the great
majority of chewists throughout the pro-
vinee.  But are they the real ones!  In
Freance, where the Pharmagy Act to us
living in Ountariv, appears perfeet, where
cverything employed in medicine must bo
procured from w gualified druggist, and
where ducturs are not allowed to dispense
unless twehve miles from a drug store, the
practical 1esults are still the snime—dimin-
ished profits and an increasing difhiculty
0 seet expenses,  From this 1t ean just-
ly be argued that the profession of phar-
macy is now underguing acomplete change
frum the traditious of the past, and if
things are allowed to tan on as they are
the result is not easy to forsee.  An ad-
vertisement in @ recent editiou of a Mar-
seilles paper quotes lguid anmonixe at 14
centls per pint, spirits of camphor at 14
cents per pint, and other articles in pro-
portion, whilst patents were boldly an-
nounced ata discount of frowm 135 to 60
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per cent. Shades of Moses Charas ! this
in the land of legal phavmacentical per-
feetion,  In medicine no inercased con-
sumption can be comnunded to veimburse
us for the loss caused by w reckless com-
petition, and owr ouly salvation is lo or-
ganize for the regulation of matters of
trade and for sceuring amendments to our
Act whenever such wee needed. 1 allthe
druggists of Ontavio were members of
stich an organization with a strong and
aggressive executive, giving active sup-
port to the vecommendations of that body,
such an anomaly as doclors keeping open
shop without qualifying in pharmacy, and
in many casesopenly violuting the law re-
garding legally qualified assistants, would
cease to exist; the manufaclurers of pa-
tents could Le quickly brought to sce that
it would be to their juterest Lo stamp out
the cutter, for in their hauds the remedy
lies; and an other ways attain the end
sought by all organizations of phavmacists,
which .should be the excellence of their
calling, the havmonious co-working of all
branches of medical science and the pro-
tection of the public,

Very little can be done in our present
atomic state, but when we have given the
right hand of fellowship and entered into
oue powerful combination, we ean not
only urge but demand our rights. “Then
for the future when the jealousy, envy
and distrust existing between individual
chemists have been vemoved by a better
kuowledge of each other through means
of this, and of the district associations ;
when we are united by the bond of com-
mon interest to fight our common foes ;
when we have suceeeded in winning our
proper legal standing whereby only those
who have puassed the cxamination can
practice the profession , when we have
vegained the confidence of the public in
our skill and learning which has to some
extent been lost by our slothfuluess and
carclessness in selling the preparations of
other men rather than those of our own
composition ; when we have, in fact, cens-
ed to be mere vendors of patents, and
dealers in pharmaceatical preparations
made for us by large manufacturing cs.
tablishments ; when the existing preju-
dices between pharmacist and physician
have beeir polished awny by wmore fa-
miliar intercourse and exchange of ideas,
making the two professions the helpmates
in reality that they ave in fact, then will
begin to dawn the day of & hetter era, and:
pharmacy, lookud upon as the natural
ally of wmedicine, will occupy an equal
plane, and will co-operate harmomously
with the sister profession for the advance-
ment of chemical and medical knowledge
and -the alleviation of sickness and dis-
. tress.

Reputation.

A consideration of the meaning, inilu.
ence and consequences of the above term,
is one of the first things brought to the

Whether
applied to the nation or to the individual
as a factor of it, the principle which gov-
crns its dominating power is always the
same—-strict integrity is always demand-
ed us its basis, and the individusl who
can aflord to ignore its diseriminating
Judgment is cither too good or too bad for
terrestrial existence.

A bottle of ether exploded in the
hands of a clerk in the drug,store of E. S,
Cranfield, on the corner of Amelin and
Sackville streets, Toronto, and set fire to
several places.  Mr. Cranfield soon smoth.
ered the fire. The clerk was badly fright-
ened, but otherwise uninjured.

Drug business seems to bo hooming in
our extreme westerly province, ns we
notice in a recent edition of the Daily
News-Addvertiser, of Vancouver, 13, C,, the
aveival announced n fow days previously
of four and n half tons of drugs for T, K.
Morrow, drugist, of that city.

At the Quebee Police Court n Levis
physician, Dr. Colette, was up to answer
two charges brought ngainst him by the
Pharmaceuticnl Associntion for allowing
his clerk tomake up a preseviption and to
sell poison without complying with the
requirements of the law. A fine of 325
and costs was imposed on each charge,

The firm of C. Mc¢Callum & Co., whole-
sale druggists, of Loudon, Ont., has fuled
with linbilities placed at $15,000, and as-
sets of $15,000. The firm consisted of
John M. Macdonnld, Edward Morley and
Charles Edwards, who bought the busi-
ness oviginally carried on by C. McCal-
lum, The firm went into liquidation at
the suit of the Bank of British North
Amecrica for 327,000. The stock has been
purchased by C. McCallum at 45 cents on
the dollar, cash.

A casc of importance to druggists was
heard recently in the Toronto Police Court,
. A. Goodman, of 330 Yonge street, was
summoned at the instance of the Weights
and Measures Departinent of the Domin-
ion (lovernment, charged with selling tur-
pentine by the wine measure instead of by
Twperial measure, as required by the Act.
The wine measure makes a difference of
fully four ounces against a purchaser,
Defendant said the prescriptions from
medical men were all made on the basis of
16 ounces to the pint. In proof of this
assertion he cealled Dr. W, B H, Aitkens,
who showed that the medical profession
always took 16 ounces as a pint, and not
the Twperial 20-ounce weasure.  The
Magistrate pointed out that in the case
before the court it was not a doctor’s pre-
scription which was asked for, but a pint,
and the purchaser got only 16 ounces in-
stead of 20, as he was entitled to. A fine
of 32 without costs was imposed.

On the oceasion of the recent Oddfel
lows’ demonstration held in Brantford,
Ont., Mr. G. I1. Golding, druggist,of that
city, had one of his windows trimmed in
a way readable to all Oddfellows,  Those
who were not members of the ovder could
observe the taste displayed, but Oddfel-
lows could both understand and appreciate
it. The magic letters T, 0. O. . were
made with Golding’s pain king, Dr.Chelms
ford's worm powders aud Golding’s baking
powder in scarlet wrappers on a whits
ground. The principles of the order were
exemplitied by the large letters ¥, L. T,
each on a pink, blue and scarlet ground,
respectively, composed of bottles of Car-
ter'’s extract of sarsaparilla. The three
links in the color representing each degree
were composed of colored cartons of

Golding's baking powder.  The bows and
arvons were made of Winslow s suotling
syrup, Carter's little liver pills, and Turk-
ish Cosmetic . the seales, tutli  fratti
chewing gum 3 the bundlo of sticks, gy p-
tinu salve; the honr glasg, made of Gold.
ing’s balsam of hoarhound , the open hand
with pepsine chewing gum, and the seythe
with Fowlet's exteact of wild steawberry,
Various other symbols recognized at ones
by the members of the otder were hrought
out by a tasteful arrangement. of vavious
leading patent medicines,  As n ground
work for all the magic word * Welcome "
was printed at the foot of the structure,
the letters being composed of buttles of
the leading edicines of the day.

The three storey brick drug store of My,
. P, Reynolds, 275 Tulbot street, St.
Thomas, Ont., to which he has just moved,
is not only creditable to Mr. Roynold’s
enterprize, but to the city.  The red brick
front with Ohio stone facings form such n
contrast, though a plensing one, to the
white buildings on cither side as at once
to render it conspicuous. The first two
storeys and the stone basement are carried
back o depth of 90 feet while the third
storey is lifty feet. The interior is the
handsomest of any drug store in the city,
and is unsurpassed in this vespect by few
establishiments in the large cities. The
floor is of maple and cherry.  The shelv-
ing and drawers are of oak, the former re-
lieved with neat carving, and the latter
having polished brass handles. The gas
fittings ave also finished in polished brass,
The glass in the show cases is set in onk
with natural finish to correspond with the
shelving and drawers.  The counters are
also of oak, with cherry top, The ceiling
is of wood in natural finish, At theback
of the sule room i3 a large English plate
glass mirror, and the windows on either
side ave of ground glass with Mr. Rey-
nold’s monogram, and surrounded by col-
ored corrugated panes.

Mo?mtreal Notes.

—

Mr. Avchambault, against whom an ac-
tion was taken by the Pharmaceutical
Association, has been condemned by the
Police Magistrate for selling drugs and
poisons, and for calhng himself a ¢ phar-
macien-chimiste,” without being duly qual-
ified according to law. “The penalty of
825 and costs was imposed for each in-
fraction. It is likely to go hard with
Mr, Avchambault if he persists in fight.
ing the law, as the clause in the Act re-
ferring to the penalty says, * ¥ ¢ghall
incur a penalty of twenty.five dollars for
the first offence, and of fifty dollars for
the second and each subsequent oftence,
together with costs.” The defendant has
n store fitted up in every respect as a
pharmacy, and any stranger would natur-
ally walk in, thinking he was entering a
bona fide drug store. Mr. Archambault
has a lot of trouble in store for him if he
thinks he can evade the law.  Anyway it
is a very undesirable position he is put-
ting himself in. The question for him to
seriously consider is, whether the game is
worth the eandle ?

Dr. Palardy, who keeps a drug store on
St. James strect, is moving to the corner
of Inspector street, nearer to the Bona-
venture Depot. It is altogether a beuter
stand, but it is not a first class building,
and makes his store look cramped.

Business among the pharmacists has
been phenomenally bad this summer. The
City has been compavatively healthy and
Doctors have not been much in demand, as
evidenced by the number of our leading
practitioners who are sojourning in country

solitude, or who have run over to London,
Paris, or Berlin, to pick up what they can
in the way of medical progress.

The Retail Druggists’ Association does
not hold together very well. It is report-
cd that the secretary has sent in his resig-
nation and withdrawn from membership,
There is veally a great deal of childishness
amongst druggists.  There seems to be
such an exaggerated anxiety about losing
n customer, forgetting that no druggist
hag o vested right in the people who buy
from hir.  Desides, customers go from
one store to another continually,and even
when one fancies he hns the exclusive
business of a household, it is ditlicult to be
certain that they do not patronize two or
three other drug stores,

The price list published by the Associ-
ation wus a great boon to druggists, and
lots of articles which had no fixed price
are now beiny sold wl nniform and profit-
able rates.  'There is do doubt that some-
things ave placed a little too high, but
that is n matter which can easily be ree-
tified.  French specinlties (imported from

aris) were in a very mixed state so far
as a uniform selling price was concerned,
prior to the advent of the Retail Drug-
gists’ Association. Now the greatest dif-
ficulty with this class of goods is, not
what price to charge retail for them, but
to get vegular supplies from the wholesale
houses. The quantity of staplo articles of
this kind imported by the wholesale drug
firms appears small considering the cou-
stant and increasing demand.

Certain well paying lines of goods are
rapidly felling into the hands of outside
traders, cvidently because the Montreal
wholesale drug houses are not abreast of
the requivements of the vetail business of
the present day—‘tempora mutantir, et
n0s mutamur in ilis”

There ave a few mutterings in Mon-
treal, and in other parts of the province,
against clause No. 4037 of the Pharmacy
Act which virtually obliges & druggist to
employ either a licentiate or a certitied
clerk, Tt is felt that the drug business,
through excessive competition, is getting
to be such a poor afiair, thata great many
druggists cannot aflford to pay the high
wages asked by certified clerks. The en-
forcement of the clause may be the cause
of much suffering, if not absolute ruiu to
stroggling druggists.

Mr. A. E. Giguere sails shortly for
Paris, France, to pursue a course of study
in pharmacy. He will probably also go
to London to get an insight into Tnglish
pharmacy, which is the standard required
in the Dominion of Canada. Mr. Giguere
is at present with M. Decary. e was
some years with Mr. Robert, of St. Law-
rence St., and served his apprenticeship in
Quebec.

Mr. William Robinson, a young Mon-
trealer, has decided to take a course of
chemistry, pharmacy and microscopy at
the Philadelphiz College of Pharmacy, af-
ter which he will go to London to com-
plete his studies.

Notes from England.

( From our own Correspondent.)

Compressed goods in tho shape of tab-
lets, tabloids or pellets have quite estab-
lished themselves in the .favor of both
pharmuncists,, physicians nud publie. "Tho
Intest improvement in these handy articles
is to sugar-cont them. Two of the largest
manufacturers of this cluss of goods,
Messrs, Burroughs, Wellcome & Co., and
Messrs. Wyley & Co. (Limited), have in-
troduced sugar-coated caseara  tablets,
Proviously one of the greatest ohjections
that could be urged against compressed
pellets was that they were not tasteless,
but even this stigma is vemoved and some
are now actually tasty. It is obviously
unnecessary to contall the vavious tablets
with sugar—chlorate of potash and sever-
al other kinds are requived to dissolve
slowly in the month, and in this form are
unobjectionable.  But for administration
of such nnuscous extracts as cascara in
tablet form the present-improvement is a
hoon to children and deliente invalids.

The DBritish and Colonial Druggist is
one of the youngest but most enterprising
of our trade journals, This week it hasa
special issue of 13,500 copies, which nre
cirenlated throughout Great Britain, Ire
land, South Africa, Australin, New Zea-
land, Indin, and the .other colonics and
dependencies,  This is the largest -issue
ever made by any of our journals and will
require nearly forty tons of paper. One
of its most interesting oviginal articles is
on the celebrated peppermint and lavender
industries of Mitcham, Eagland.

It appears that at Mitcham there are
some 300 acres under cultivation with the
ordinary peppermint plant.  Some 50
acres ave devoted to a species of pepper-
mint which is known as ¢ white;” but
which hardly seems to deserve the name.
Lavender only claims some 200 acres, but
is more terribly handicapped by the
French oil.  Amongst the other medicin-
al herbs grown at Mitcham, but not des-
cribed in this article, are spearmint,
chamomiles, rosemary, and verbane. The
life history of both lavender and pepper-
mint plants are pretty generally known,
so T will only abstract the portion relat-
ing to the Mitcham methods of distilling
the oils.

The stills are of copper and of enormous
size, wany holding as much as a ton of
the dry herb, or from 1,500 to 2,000 gal-
lons of water. The herbis packed in and
the still halffilled with water, and heat
appiied. The heat is received direct upon
the still from brick furnaces burning coal.
When the water and oil -begin passing
over considerable care has to-be exercised.
The worm is of block tin and placed in a
wood vat some cight-feet decp and.forty
feet in circumference. Cold water does
not circulate in this, except that:as. the
hot water passes off in steam it is replaced
by cold, pumped. into the bottom of the
vat. In spite of the fact that the meth-
ods are crudo and.the- apparatus ancient,
a good yicld of oil is obtained, The aver

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age yield, according to the account g uoted
from, is of peppermint= oil about 9 lbs.
from each ton of herb in a good season,
and about 6 1bs in a poor one.  The price
in couscquence varvies from about 35 to
29 per Ib.

Tt is not very generally known that a
superior quality of oil is considered to be
obtained from the white peppermint var-
iety. At any rate, whether the oil is or
is not superior, there are quite 2 number
of consumers of peppermint oil who will
use no other, in spite of the fact that it is
about £3 per b, dearver.  This is solely
due to the fiel that this variety yields
nearly 30 per cent. less oil. 1t is princ.
pilly employed by the hest confectioners
and pecfumers for use in loanges o1 s
sences.

Lavender is cultivated in o similar
manner to pepperiint, by cuttings or ships
from the parent root-stock.  Itis distilled
in the sne stills as are cmployed for pep-
permint ; but scrupulous care has to be
tiuken in cleaning out the stills bLefore
lavender is distilled as the odor is so del-
icate.  Only the tops of the Hlower spikes
are used for the best oil, the stalks yield-
ing an oil which is rank and so de-
teriorates the bulk.

Messes. W. J. Bush & Co., the well-
kunown essential oil distillers of Artilledy
Lane, London, E. C,, are the proprictors
of-the oldest Mitcham distillery, having
bought the business of Potter & Moore,
who date back to 1749, Mr. AL AL unsh,
one of the active partners, gstnn.ttcs the
annual average production of pupperming
oil in Ingland at 20,000 lbs., whiist lav-
ender is only about 1500 1bs, '

The annual meeting of the British Med.

tinghaw.  Some 1200 medical men assen-
bled at the University, where a drag
musewn was arranged.  Most of the lesd-
ing wholesale drug firms exhibited, many
of the exhibits being very artistic.  One
of the most prominent new remedies ex-
hibited, and there ave always a large
number shown, was the tineture and fluid
extracts of Cactus Gundiflorus. This
remedy bids faiv to create the sensation
which the advent of strophanthus did.
Curiously enough it is atlso « heart tonie,
and it is claiwed that it is superior to
digitalis as it is specially indicated in as.
thenic conditions of the heart. The dose
is from 5 to 15 minims, and alveady qullc
. number of medical men, not only in
America and England but also in Germany
and France, have r(,pm ted favorably.

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An Essay on Spices.

———

CHARLES Ao JEINFISH,

As essay on the selection of spices ask-
ed for by the associntion and ussigned to
the writer, is, or way be considered, an
evidence that the sale of spices is a legi-
timate part ov a legitimate adjunct to a
drug store, and particularly to those who
sim to supply demands with the very hest
nrticles of the kind obtainable that are
nsked for and needed in fimilies,

The innovations of several kinds of
business, as grocers, werchandise stoves,
&e., of keeping so many articles that are
the prevogative of a drug store, and so
much having been published in the journ-
als and newspapers of the day about the
inferiority and the adulteration of spices
sold in open market by manufacturers,
grocers, merchandize stores, &c., makes
now an opportune time for ws to fill the
want existing in every community.

T mean the supplying of the best quali-
ty of every spice that is wanted, and this
can be done. Al that is required is to
know where they are~—thenselect them—
and pay & price commensurate with the
quality,  Quality, not price, buyers we
should be.  Cupidity for gain must not
be considered or allowed.

Spices of high grade are not cheap, but
cheapest to the consumer by rveason of
their excess of flavor, and are more re-
munerative, for they command better
prices, and for the reputation that ensues
to the scller.

Heve lot me emphasize that purity
means nothing unless fine quality of whole
goods ave used in grinding ; it is simply a
question of how much essential oil and
avomatic propertics are contained in the
crude article ; it is these properties (hat
mitke u good wrticle cffectunl.

The wanner and substances used in fal-
sifying and adulterating spices the litera.
ture of the day exposes—for these we
have no use, unless to lern the tricks, and
how to prevent and avoid them.

The assigned subjeet, the sclection of
spices, suggests that varieties are numer-
ous. Which and what are the best to
seleet from and keep for sale ?

At the present time the plantation or
cultivated spices, grown on the Penang, or
Prince of Wales Tslands, lying at the
mouth of the Stenits of Malacen, such as
cloves, nutmegs, mace, &e., are the finest ;
these are selected at the place of their
growth, and: afterwards hand picked in
London, except cloves, whichare cultivat-
ed in a distinet class, from finest Yenang
to commercial Zanzibar, the Amboyna and
Bencoolen being intermedinte grades.

The nutmegs ave unlimed and very
large, from 50 to 60 to a pound, rich in
oil, and possess a fine, delicate arom: of
great flavoring strength.

The mace has the bright, orange yellow
color, vich in fixed oil and zromn, the avils
being very perfect, cvidently being taken
off the nuts with much care,

Peppers.—~The Malabar, Singapore and
Tellicherry, black and white, full develop

ed, heavy fruit, well cleansed by sifting
and washing, and kuown as shot pepper,
possess the greatest amonnt of pungency
and fine aromi; alse tho largest amount
of piperine and oil.

The Malabar black (asample exhibited)
is a special production, but expensive ;
most of this is used in Russin and Ger-
many ; the ground Malubar is of an ex-
ceptionally {ine (lavor and pungency ; it
is now imported into Philadelphia.

DPiper longum, or Lony  Pepper, is o
aviety that is not frequently ealled for,
except during the fall season for pickling
vegetibles.

Capsicum.—Several varieties of Cay-
cone or red peppers are grown.  The
Afriean or bird’s-eye coming through the
port of Natal, on the west coast of Afri-
e, is unequalled for pungency, fine aro-
ma and the amonnt of capsicin; this kind
is best also for making tincture and fluid
extract , the retention of its fine proper-
ties is attributed to its being fined not by
grinding but by cutting knives,

Pimento dllspice.~—Jamaica is the prin-
cipal source of supply and grows the finest
quality ; Jarge and small fruits arein the
vruket and generally well clewsed, the
small well developed s richer in oil and
possesses the fine pungent aromatic odor.

Gingers~The Jamaica, Cochin-China
bleached and unbleached are used more
for medicinal than culinary putposes ; the
rhizome of the African inits natural state
is the kind wanted and used in families,
and should be selected for its plumpness
and weight. 16 is now conceded  that
rhizomes cultivated ot the missions, and
by other special growers, possess a finer
aroma and strength than the wild or Tast
Indin ginger.

Curcumas we ave familiar with ; both
the long and the round are used, but the
bright ycllow powder is usually preferred
for pickling and curry.

Mustards, known as yellow and brown,
are obtainable everywhere, colored and
uncolored ; the fine blends of English and
Trieste or Kentucky grown seed e the
desirable ones, snd equal to any forcign
brands of English, Russian or German,
The coloring usually added, when not in
excess, does not allect its taste and is not
considered an adulterant, but added to
mike it more sightly, as we add saunders
and cochinexnl coloring to tincsures and
clixirs,

The cassia, commonly called cinnamon,
known as saigon, coming from Cochin
China, and particularly the thin quill
bark sclected from the twigs and smaller
brauches, known in tvade as Java cassia,
possesses o ditferent and superior aroma
and strength to the ovdinary Chinese,
though the young thin bark of this vari-
cty, of bLright color and free from spots of
deeay, is the kind to seleet from to sup-
ply » trade demand for a lower price
article.

Ceylon ciunamon, being vavely called
for other than for medicinal purposes, is
not considered.

The above are the principal spices cow-

monly used in families and what the writ-
cer supposes No. 6 of the Queries ¢alls for.

Samples of cloves, eassia, ace, nutmeys,
peppers, &e., ave submitted for inspection.

The Deterioration of Druggists’
Rubber Goods.

I A, SHERMAN,

It has happened to every retailer of
rubber goods, no doubt, that some of his
best Hues, whether in cases or nupacked,
have at times vapidly deterviornted.  As a
rule this deteriovation takes the form of &
series of line surface cracks that show to
the experienced rubberman that life has
departed.  When @ great vaviety of goods
are earried it is practically impossible for
the retailer to decide upon the cause of
this trouble.  As he is usually a wan who
understands the rubber business only as o
handler of the finished goods he is ata
loss at the outset for some of the wost
necessary data, and s veady to helieve
the plausible explanation of the first com-
mercinl traveller who happens i, Sup-
pose the goods that have “gone back ” be
stationed’s bands,  They may have been
burned in the vulcanization, which means
a greatly shortened life.  This state of
affiirs could be distingunished by the ex-
pert by the sense of smell. as over-cured
rabber has 2 faint, burned molasses odor,
or he might have suspected it when he
suw that there was no bloom.,  Just here
it should be said that sulpbur-cured goods
in sundvies should ¢ bloom,” as an cvi.
dence of their integrity.  Goods, however,
thiat are cuted by sulphides wmay be of the
very best quality and never show a traco
of bloom.

Another cause for deterioration in fine
goods is exposure to “warm dry aiv.  The
owner of & kuwge rubber store, and one
who has unusual chances for obscrvation,
noted that several shelves containing
boxes of vubler bands were apt to hold
dimaged  goods, while others universally
held perfect goods. A bricf investigation
disclosed the fact that back of the shelves
that held the poor bands was w hot-air
pipe, and that the conditions were such
that the goods could not help oxidizing.
The vesult was that all the bands werere-
moved to @ cool, durk place, and there
was no more trouble.  As an advertise-
ment au enterprising stationer filled the
whole of his window with bands in bulk
and sold lots of them. Thosc that went
out in boxes were all right, while
those that he sold from his pile in
the window weras the cause of ends
iess campliints.  The trouble was, the
sun shone on the bands and destroyed
their life. Tt is an old story with rubber
manufacturers that while a little sunlight:
is an excellent thing for bleaching and
softening goods, too much of it will spoil
them.

A manufacturer in New York,. who
makes a line of surgieal goods, has adopt-
ed the practice of placing such articles as
catiicters and small tubes in water, and he
claimg from this method very good results.

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1t would scem that as the natural home
of caoutchouc was in places of excessive
moisture, first principles wounld consign its
manufactures to its original element. But
this theory finds few champions. To im-
merse rubber goods in water would re-
quire the Croton veservoir for those kept
in New York alone. Opposed to this
theory is the practice among manufactur-
ers of drying out their rubber.

Fora long time many dealers in drug-
gists’ sundries adopted “the practice of
keeping their goods in airtight tin boxes,
but among experts this method is consid-
ered illusive, and it has fallen into almost
general disuse.  Well-informed rubber-
men, and among them are manufncturers,
who place some of the best goods on the
nmarket, discard this theory.  Another sct
of theorists, especinlly in Furope, main-
tain that a process of dipping vuleanized
articles in o bath of parafiin heated to
212° I, and then stretching them in
very hot room, is productive of excellent
results, Also that n varnish of paraflin
will preserve goods to be carried in stock.
"This method has obtained credence in one
of the leading scientific journals of Amer-
ien. FParaflin mixed with unvulcanized
Taubber will destroy the latter in o short
time, and it is very problematical whether
it would not have the same effect on vul-
canized goods. Certain it is that this
method is not practised in Ameriea, and
if it is in Germany it is yot to bhecome
generally known.

Exposure to the air is not considered
“by practieal men as detrimental ; indeed,
it is favored by some of them. They
maintain that prescrvation is a matter of
vuleanization, and that alone. Eunglish
scientists say, however, that aiv deterior-
ates rubber, owing to its oxygenating in-
fluence. Possibly there may be o difter-
ence in climate which may account for
this discrepancy in views. In support of
this latter theory, it is known that a jet
of oxygen turned on a rubber ball will
cause it to become sticky, then rough, and
finalli7 eat a hole in it. Tn this view of
the case the purer the air the more dele-
terious its effects. Amid all these theories
the prime fact remains that the best pre-
servative of rubber in this climate is its
proper vulcanization. If an error is made
in this regard rubber goods will not last
long. i

This difference in vulcanization makes
the life or quick decay of the goods.  Al-
most cvery houschold has syringes and
other articles which are left avound with-
out care and if they come from some man-
ufacturers they scem never to wear out.
A bulb was shown recently in onc of our
manufactories that happened to be stamp-
ed with the date of manufacture, nine
years before.  Dands have been found on
papers known to have been put away as
long ago as that, and in both instances
large degree of clasticity was preserved.
Both of these cases had for their illustra-
tion rubber cured with sulphuret of anti-
mony; but good articles cured with sul-
phur as made by our lending manufactur.
ers fall only a little behind this mark,

~

As o rule, grease or oils have a deleter-
jous eflect upon rubber, causing it to
sponge. 'The Haoglish, however, say if the
oil is suflicient to exclude the air it is o
benefit.  Again, the matter of climate is
a factor in this regard.

Hard rubber lasts a wonderful length
of time, being practiendly indestructible
with ordinavy use.  lixposed to sunlight
goods will look shop-worn in appearance,
and that is all.  The conclusion arrived
at in the preservation of druggists’ sun-
dries is that goods properly cured will lust
for years without any extraordinary care;
improperly s uleanized and adulterated,any
care of them is only a makeshift to pre-
serve them until they find a buyer.—/ndia
Rubber World.

The Sponge Trade of Smyrna.

Consul-General Htolmwood, of Smyrna,
in 2 report on the trade of his district for
last year, states that the value of the
sponge trade diminished from 20 per cent,
to 25 per cent. as compared with 1890,
The unount of sponges of the best quali-
ty was less, but very high prices were
given by merchants, especially for those
taken at Mandruha and Cretey where the
average size of the finest sponges was
greater than usual.  Sponges of inferior
quality, especially those taken at Zohara,
were sold at very low rates.  While the
districts in which the sponge-fishing in-
dustry is carried on ave showing signs of
exhaustion, new fields ave discovered from
time to time, but it is feared that the in-
crease in the produce afforded by the lat-
ter does not compensate for the loss ocea-
sioncd by the exhaustion of districts
which have long been in use. The number
of men cmployed in the industry has been
increased, for, wheveas some years ago to
cach hoat using the diving apparatus,four
divers were allotted out of & crew of 13,
now six, and ceven as many as eight, ave
employed, the crew often numbering 20
all told. The evils which tend to reduce
if not to destroy, the industry continue,
and especially the dishonesty of the men,
who frequently take advantage of the
faully system of prepayment of divers
which obtains in the trade to rob their
employers.  Again, as more divers are
cmployed in each boat, larger sums e
now required to fit out the hoats, and the
risks of the occupation itself have increas.
ed, as divers descend to greater depths to
oblain the sponges.  As many as 80 cases
of fatal accidents are rcported among
divers using the apparatus daring the past
season. The boats in which the diving
apparatus is used number 126 with crews
amounting in all to 2,520 men.  Douts in
which the naked divers ave cmployed
number 140, with crews amounting to
480, while 720 men were employed in 180
hoats in ‘which the trawling apparatus is
used.  Lhe practice of fishing in the win.
ter scason is becoming more general, but
the districts in which it is carried” on arve
quite distinet from those used durving the
summer, The parasitical weed, the ap.
pearance of which in the sponge districts

some years ago caused much anxiety, con-
tinues to decrease.~ritish and Colonial
Drugyist.

Practical Suggestions for the
Drug Store.

Make it arule to watch your want book
closely and never get out of staple goods.

Walch carefully your credit accounts,
A merchant can soon dispose of his goods
if he is willing to trust for them.

Whenever you visit other cities or
towns do not fail to call upon the drug-
gists. You may gain valudble ideas about
condueting your own business.

Tt is much better to sell shop-worn and
soiled goods at a discount than to keep
them in stock, where they detract from
the general appearance of the store.

Always treat your help with due con-
sideration ; it does not make a good im-
pression upon customers to see the proprie-
tor or head clerk hmposing upon  his assis-
tants.

Tt 1s not desirable to be what Professor

Jedford calls a pharmaceutical dude, but
it is cqually desirable to avoid being
slouchy or uncleanly about your person.

Yery few customers fail to notice a dis
orderly store. What is more, disorder
leads to carelessness in pharmaceutical
wanipulation and the compounding of
preseriptions.

Become as familiar as possible with the
metric system of weights and measures,
for the new revision of the United States
Pharmacopaeia will have all formulas pre-
scribed in this system. .

Do your part towards forming and
maintaining a local organization of the
druggists in your city or town. Do not
let the other druggists have the oppor-
tunity of saying that you ave the one to
hold back.

1t is much easier for sneak thieves to
steal goods which are scattered about
than when everything is kept in order.
If the proprietor does not know what he
has or where it is kept, he does not miss
it when it is stolen.

If you handle stationery always keep a
variety of different inakes of ink, lead pen-
cils, pens, ete. Most customers enjoy
selecting from a variety, and the expense
of such an an assortment does not exceed
that of w single kind.

It.is best to follow the rule of cleaning
windows and re-arranging displays onco a
year, once o inonth oft once a week, but
attend to such work as soon as the win-
dows become soiled or the goods commence
to Jook old.

Each class of geod= in the store should
inwve n place unto itself. Do not mix up
books, stationery, drugs, patent medicines
and paints and oils in a promiscuous man-
ner.  Such a mixture forms what the late
RR. Rother would.-have called an wstheti-
cal incompatibility.

Council of the Ontario College of
Pharmacy.

Semi-Annual Meoting,

Tne semi-annual meeting of the Coun-
cil of the Ontario College of Pharmacy
opened on Monday, August Ist. Tt had
been announced that the meeting would
begin on Tuesday, but in view of the fact
that if the business was begun at that
time it might not be finished in time to
allow the members to take part in the
Provincinl Convention of Druggists which
had been called for the Thursday and
Friday following, a change was made in
the time of meeting. The announcement
of the change did not reach the oftice of
Tur Caxapiaxy  Druceist in time to
enable our representative to Le present.
To the kindness of Mr. John J. llall,
President, and Mr. Tsaac T. Lewis, Reg-
istrar, Tur Cavaviay Drusaisris indebt-
ed for a summary of the first day’s pro-
ceedings.

The Council met at 2.30 p.m.  All the
members were present, as follows :—John
J. Iall, President, Woodstock ; Angus
Buchanan, Kemptville ; John A, Clark,
Hamilton; C. D. Daniel, Toronto; J. E.
D’Avignon, Windsor ; ¥. Jordan, Goder-
ich; L. T. Lawrence, London; J., IL
Mackenzie, Toronto; John MeKee, Peter-
bora’; C. K. McGregor, Brantford ; A.B.
Petrie, Guelph; N. C. Polson, Kingston ;
J. W. Slaven, Vice-President, Orillia.

The minutes of last mecting were taken
as read. Several notices of motion pre-
viously presented were held over for future
discussion.

THE PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS.

The President vead his annual addvess
as follows :

To'the Memlers of the Council :

GENTLEMEN,~—

Since our last meeting, besides the ordin.
ary routine work of the eaceutive, Lhave to re.
port the following very important matters either
dealt with or claiming your attention,

So far we have not been able to convinee the
Government that it is their duty to return us
the mouney paid upon philosophic apparratus,
but negotiations are still in progress.

‘The Deputy Attorney-General veports that
the Act does not empower him to transfer arti-

cles in the Schedule of Poisons from one part to
unother, and that until the conrts decide about
poisons in patents we cannot schedule “Rough
on Rats”; that all other articles will veceive his
imedinte attention,

We have made arvangements with the Traders
Bank for tempoavary louns not to exeeed 3,000
wpon the authority of the President and See'y-
Treusurer. But to get it you must at cach semi-
annmal meeting anthorize us by resolution,

We have prepared a book with two or three
pages for cach clause of the Phavimacy Act, in
which we have posted all the legal opinions we
have had bearving upon the various clauses, for
future convenient reference and to save unnce-
csgAry expense.

The Committee on Afiilintion has had two
meetings to artange the currtenlum for the Unis
versity Pxmninations,

The President has found it necessary to visit
the college on an average about once a month on
urgent business, and but for the willingness nnd
valnable services of the Toronto members he
wonlid huve been compelied to attend oftener,

Manitoba has notified us that they no longer
recognize our diploma without examination.
We regretted being thus compelled to instruct
the Registrar not to recognize their diploma un-
til you advise us in the matter, and to explain
to them that the advantages were all on their
side, beeause of the wide recognition our college
has, and asking them to reconsider hefore this
meeting,

On klurch 17th, at a committee meeting.to
consider the University curvicubam, Messrs,
Clark, McKenzie and myself called upon the
Deputy Auornc{-(‘-cncml about scheduling poi.
sons, und quoted Coroner Robert Mark’s letter
abcut “Rough on Rats.” Mz, Cartwright inti-
mated that our present act might possibly con.
tain all the power required, as he had looked it
over, and he advised us to make a test 2ase of
patent medicines with poisons in them, For a
time after the Baton Co. stiuted to sell patents
we were satisfied to wateh, hoping for a result
from the efloits of the Loronto retailers. \When
the result got to be more than doubtfnl we ¢on-
sulted onr solicitors, whose opinion you will find
herewith. It corresponds with that of the Dep-
uty Attorney-General.  On June 1st the excel-
lent editorial in the Pharmacentical Journal on
this subject, giving a synopsis of the recent Eng-
lish precedent of ‘the British Treasury Depart-
ment versus Davenport, encouraged us still fur-
ther.  \We at once sent to England for fuller re.
ports, as, being a police court case, legal journ-
als did not report.  And we also wrote to the
manufacturers of some of the most prowmiunent
patent medicines, like Ayers, Fellows, Hood,
&e., asking for formulas of their medicines, All
replied enclosing formulas,  This all convinced
us that we were on the right track, and that
our Pharmacy Act was mueh more protective
than the English Act, which expressly exempts
“patent medicines,” and that we can control the
sale of all pateuts with poisons.  Having come
to this conclusion, we felt that we wonld be
answerable if we did not at once take procced.
ings to enforce the law.  \When C. C. Wood, of
the Fair, London, with several stoves in Outario,
followed the example of Eaton, but without any
graduate in charge, with the consent of My,
Buchanan, chairman of the Infriugement Com-
mittee, we immediately hegin proceedings in
London and “Toronto, both cvents to come off
upon thesame day.  We had engaged the best
legal skill, and owr case was in the best of
shape, when matters in London became compli-
cated by Woud lodging informations against all
the druggists for selling poisons without regis-
tering, so we withdrew the case agaiust Wood,
providing he ccases to do un illegal business at
all points where he is interested and all costs
were paid.  'T'his, perhaps, after all is the hap-
picst settlement for a1l parties.  But it leaves
the issuc that must be fought out still in abey-
ance.  For various unavoidable reasons tha To-
ranto cases were delayed witil the 25th of July,
a time so near the Conncil mecting that I felt
you should be consulted and take the responsi-
hility of proceeding or not, with all the facts
before you, We have, therefore, had these
cases adjourned until September-1st.  You will

please instruct me in the matter, aml is it your
desive to continue prosecutions at different
points where illegnl cutters are, so that if one
magistiate does not favor us another may ? And
do you wish the eases fought out in the higher
courts when we are successful and there is.un
appeal. 1 we e spend thousands of dollars
to ceducate young men to competo with us in
business, surely the time has come to use some
of the resources of the Collego to protect our.
selves,  If patent madicine mannfacturers condd
be persunded or compelled to label theie medi.
cines *“‘poison” by an netion like the Davenport
case, it would perhaps be the quickest solution
of the ditlienlty.

On April 9th our western friends forwmded
to me the following petition, praying the Cenn
cil to assume the Wright cases.  After consul.
tation with you sl oursolicitors, I was mlvised:
to inform the London people that we wonld
wateh the trial, and the moment there was
shown to be nny evidence cencroaching upon
the rights of the deuggists under the Pharmacy
Act, we would at once interfere and assnwme all
responsibility. ‘The eases which 'rere to come
up in the spring, were enlarged till the fall, and
fiom the flimsy pretext on which they are based
wo expeet to hear no more of them.

BEuogland ‘has refused to 1ecognize our dipto
mas uy we 1ccognize theirs,  You will instruct
us what action to ke,

The Committee on 1'rade Convention have
pevsevered against heavy odds.  Their plans
are well laid and they have spared ne pains, If
the convention is not a success, the blame is to
be attributed to the inditference of the drug-
gists themselves. But we believe it will bo »
great snceess,

Your prompt respouse to my cireular letter
of March 11th, and an interview with the Hon.
member who had the proposed amendments to
the Crooks’ Act in churge, convinced the Gov-
ernment that it would be unfair and unjust to
change the present law or make every druggist
pay a considerable license fee to dispense liquor,
In'view of the recent amendments we should
})rcpurc a bouk suitable to register sales of

inuor with the clauses of the Act in front. The
poison books do not answer.  We should deal
in good fuith with the Government, and put
druggists jn the way of complying with the law,

The venewals on June 1su were 520 as against
290 at the same time in former years. Surely
the courteous cireular of the Registrar did it.

From letters of inguiry I gather that the is-
sue of some four varicties of diplonias is causing
somo States to be suspicious as to whether or
not we are exacting the full a})prenticeship and
other standards from all who hold our diplomus,
Clause 13, page 40, of the 1801-2 Announce.
ment, and c}nusc 15, page 38, of the 1892-3 An-
nouncement, do not appear as clear as they
should be on the two points, I believe it is the
intention to compel all who get our diplomas to
show evidence of having scrved their full terms,
Lefore entering college, and in all respects to
keep fuith with all States and Colleges that are
courteous: enough to recognize our diplomas
without examination.

Some 22 out of 24 students who tried the Un-
iversity examination of Phm. B. succeeded, and
on Juune 10th bad the honor conferred by the
Chancellor in the presence of an.immense audi-
ence. The manly intellectual appearance of
our boys was commented upon-on‘all side. The
expectation is to have another degrediof Phm.
1. Again @ask you to hesitate before adding
still another diploma to the long list and so
complicating matters. and confusing everybody”
but educationists. )

The circular sent out by the Committee on
‘Trade-Convention, asked every druggist in'On:
tario if he had o grievance or wished the Act
amended in any way to state it. Thé By-Laws
and Legislation Committee have embodied the
concensus of opinion, which they will submit'in
such good shape that they way be included
whei.we get the amendinent re University af-
filiation. .

Owing to the oxtra amount of work and the
very limited time we will have, I will take the
chair at precisely the hour appointed, and ask
you to be in your places to push business,
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The most complete harmony continties to pre-
vail in all departinents, begotten, I beliove, of
the outspoken frank critivism muted out to and
courted rather than resented by the Dean and
his ublo stafl, placing us nll at ecase and cstab-
lishing a foum‘ulion of mutual regard and toler
ation which prefers to tecognize that opinions
and methods that prevail by force of discussion
and argument are more enduring thun thoese
that prevail by foree of will,

Jony J. Har, President,

Moved by Messrs, Mackenzie and
D’Avignon, that the President’s address
be referred to the Executive and Finance
Committee. Carried.

Moved by Mr, Polson, that the Regis-
trar report ab the tifth meeting the names
of the State Boards still accepting the
diplomas of this College, and also a list of
the State Boards formerly accepting ounr
diplomas, but which, owing to the changes
in the laws governing them, no longer ac-
cept such diplowmas.

Moved by-Mr. Clark, that the question
of recognition of the diplomas of the O.C.
P. by State Boards of Pharmacy be left
over to the Convention of Pharmaceutical
Colleges and Associations at Chicago in
1893, as he believed that such action at
the present time would be hurtful to our
College.

The original motion was lost and the
amendment carried.

The RegistvacLreasurer, Mr, 1. T\
Lewis, then presented his report of the
year’s proceedings, together with that of
the auditors.

These veports were veferred to the lix-
ecutive and Finunce Commmittee.

After transacting other routine busi-
ness the Council adjourned.

SECOND DAY.

A commuuniciation was read from Mr.
W, Webb, offering to act as detective in
the employ of the Council. Ou wotion of
Mr, Jordan the communication was refer-
red to the Tofringement Committen,

Mr, Polson gave the following notice of
motion : ‘That the necessary steps be taken,
‘including all the amendments required to
secure ,the assent of the Legislature to
the reduction of the annual fee to 52,
thereby making it uniform with the fees
paid by the physicians and dentists under
their respective acts.

Mr. Petrie moved that A. Y. Scott, M.
D., be elected an honorary member of the
Outario College of Pharmacy. llc ex-
plained that he believed the ability and
devotion of Dr. Scott in conducting the
School of Pharmacy entitled him to this
vecognition at the hands of the Council,

M. Petrie, in seconding the vesolution,
spoke briefly of the good work Dr. Scott
had accomplished. The resolution was
carried.

Mr. Mackenzie presented the report of
the Committee on Education. The Com-
mittee recounnends the adoption of the
report of the Board of Bxaminers and
suggests that the question of a Canadinn
Pharmacopaian be brought bLefore the
Druggists’ Convention for discussion.
Regarding the question of practical ex-
amination the Committee points out that
the present short course daes not permit

of its being properly performed and there-
fore they recommend that it be laid over,
The Committee recommends a form of cer-
tificate for those students of the Collego
who are not entitled to the Council dip-
loma, and we recommend also u seale of
fees for post graduate work as follows,one
third of the amount to be paid to the pro
fessor in each branch:

The Committee presents the curriculum
for graduation in pharmacy at ‘Toronto
University and view with sitisfaction the
conclusion of the negotintions and the
number of students of the Inle class who
attained the degree of Pha. B,

On motion of Mr, Mackenzie the report
was adopted.

Mr. Buchanan presented the report of
the Infringement Committee, the follow-
ing being a summary: The complaint
against B, Batchelor, of Drantford, for
running a branch store in violation of
the Pharmacy Act was settled by M,
Batchelor paying all costs, and giving an
undertaking that the business should be
legally conducted within thirty days. This
undertaking has since been carvied into
cliecct.  Complaints from several points
were attended to, but the detective sent
out failed to make purchases in violation
of the Act. The Commitlee recommends
that $H00 be appropriated as a fund for
the further protection of licensed chemists
and denggists and that the fund be at the
disposal of the Infringement Committee,
Reference is made to the Woods case in
much the sune manncr as that in the
President’s address, which appears in the
report of the first day’s proceedings.

On wotion of Mr. Buchanan to adopt
the report, Mr. Jordan urged that the
prosecution of unlicensed parties selling
pitent medicines containing poisons should
be pushed to an ssue. 1§ action had not
been taken against the Haton Company
—the higher the mark the better in such
a contest ~it should be taken.

‘The President explained that the object
of delaying proceedings in this case was
to get the opinions of the members of the
Council, and it would be well, therefore,
to discuss the matter.

Mre. D'Avignon said that in view of the
recent decision in England there seemned
no doubt of success if the right counsel
was cuployed, as the Ontario Act was
almost the same as the English,

Mr. Petric said the Committee was to
be commended for its prompt action.
The cases in London would have bLeen
more successful had not the druggists left
themselves open in regard to further the
prosecutions.  Under the circumstances
he thought the Committee justified in
settling us they had done.  Ile confessed
that he did not feel so sanguine about the
Baton cuse as some others. There were
three or four points that were very strong,
but it would be wrong for them as a

Council to go into this contest fecling
that they had an casy ecase to win,  Ue
was rendy to be n party to having the
suit go on, but he recogmzed that there
were two sides to every guestion and that
the costs in this case would Lo heavy,
The Tnfringement Comuutteo and  the
Iinceutive which had already shown suck
care and judgment should consider this
whole question cavefully and bring in a
special recommendation,

Alr. Polson said that in prosceuting
the Laton Company the Council would
undertake a suit which would tax the ve-
sources of the institution to the utmost.
He agreed with the last speaker that it
was not so certain that they would be
able to establish the right of the trado
under the law to a monopoly m the sale
of preparations containing minute quanti.
ties of poison. [t might seem that under
the circumstanees the action of the Come
mittee in veference to the london cases
was natural enongh, but still he could not
but regret that the interests of the whole
trade were saevificed to the irterests of
the London druggists. The London cases
were more favorable for 2 test, in bis
opinion, than was the Lnton cuse. Ho
believed there was danger in the drugeists
of the Province demanding the pound of
flesh in matters of this kind, Public
sentiment would not support anything in
the nature of monopoly and if the peoplo
could be convinced, even by interested
parties, that this was what the druggists
sought and that the public interest was
not being amply considered, such pressure
would be brought to bear upon the Legis-
kature ns would lead to the wodification
of some of the privileges the druggists al
veady enjoyed.  Tor these reasons ho
thought it would be wise Lo give very
careful consideration to this case beforo
deciding to contest it.  If it were to bo
gone on with, he was strongly of opinion
that the very best counsel available should
be retained, for to engage a second-cluss
lawyer to represent one in & sutt was oue
of the most expensive things that could bo
done.

Mr. Petrie said possibly Mr. Polson had
wmisunderstood him.  The points which
that gentleman considered likely to be
weak points in the case he (Mr. Petrice)
regarded as stronyg.  He doubted, how-
ever, that it would be wise on the part of
members of the Council to discuss these
points before the public and thus give
Mr. Eaton, or anybody else whowm they
proposed to attack, the pomts upon which
to build up bis ease.  The discussion of
these natters should be carried on in
committee.

Mr. Polson contended that ultimately
these points must be discussed before the
publie, for the Council tself must be
informed upon what contentions it was
hoped to win the ease.

Mr. Lawrence smd thatif blame was
to be imputed to the London druggists
for what had been done, he was ready to
shoulder the entire responsibility. As a
matter of fact the action of the London
druggists had less to do with settling the
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Woods case than other things, Mr., Woods
first demanded ns n condition of settlement
something like £700.  After a conference
between the lawyers, connsel on our side
advised us to settle and we thought it
best to do so. T do not know whether it
was against the interest of the College,
but he thought probably they were look-
ing to their own interests perhaps, at the
time.  The blame, if any there was, must
rest with the London druggists and not
with the Council.

M. Mackenzie said-this question should
be tested and tested thoroughly.  The
druggists of the Provinco were entitled to
this at the hands of the Council. Tt was
in the interest of the public also that
these medicines, many of them dangerous,
should be handled by skilled men and uu.
der wise regulations,

Me. Jordan asked leave to extend his
previous remarks. While strongly contend-
ing in favor of testing the question, he
hardly supposed it necessary to say that
he did not favor going blindfolded into an
expensive lawsuit. At the same time, if
they were not ready to do all in their
power to retain this trade which others
threatened to take from them, they de-
serverd to lose it.  ITe believed the Presi-
dent had pointed out the true way to
meet this evil.  They were not fighting
their own battle alone, but the battle of
the public, for there was n veal danger to
the public, as the sale possibly of poison-
ous articles, somewhat disguised by mix-
tuve with other things and sold under
some speeial name which disguised the
real nature of the mixture.

The President said he had learned
enough in his conference with the lnwyers
to believe that there were members of the
Council who could give light on this ques-
tion which the lawyers could not give.
They wmust vecognize the fact that they
would have to work up their own case, to
understand it and, to n considerable ex-
tent, to manage it.

Mr. Petrie suggested that the Commit-
tee which considered this question should
consider also the present Pharmacy Act
with a view to strengthening it at the
next session of the Legislatwre.  The
Committee on Legislation had already
considered amendments and  would be
ready to report.

The resolution for the adoption of the
report was carried.

Mr. Daniel presented the report of the
Building Committee, showing that the new
addition was now out of the hands of the
architect and was completed except for
asphalt floors, hoists and some other items
which it was felt might be lefo uncom-
pleted for the present.  The total expen-
diture on the building has been 514,563,
and on furniture, &e., $2,030. Owing to

_the vigilance of the architect there were
no extras worth mentioning, exeept in the
carpenter work, and cven in this the
amount was not large.

On wmotion of Mv, Daniels the report
was adopted.

The Council then adjourned until 10,30
w: w, the following day.

THIRD DAY,

Mr. Slavin presented the report of the
Exceutive and Finance Committee,  The
report recommended the appointinent of
a Committee consisting of the Vice-Presi-
dent, and Mecssrs J. H, Mackenzie, A, B.
Petrie, C. D. Daniel and John A. Clark,
to veport upon the request of the Deputy
Minister of Education for accommodation
in the College building for the School of
Pedagogy, and that of De. J. B. Wilmott
on behalf of the College of Dental Sur-
geons, for similar acconmmodation for that
institution. In response to the ietter of
Mr. Oscar Oldberg, chatrman of the Phay-
maceutical Committee of the World’s Col-
umbian Auxiliary, the Committee recom-
mended the appointment by the Council
of tive delegates aund the veference of the
letter to the Provincial Convention of
Druggists.  The Committee found pre-
sented a number of accounts for goods or-
dered in some other way than through the
Registrar according to the rule.  They
recommend hereafter o rigid adherence to
the rule in such cases.  The Committec
recomwmend also such n change in the By-
laws as will be necessary in order to in-
crease the salary of the Registrar Treas-
urer to 3900,

On motion of Mr. Slavin the report
was adopted.

Mrv. Petrie presented the report of the
Committee on By-laws and Legislation,
Tt referred to the refusal of the Manitoba
College to recognize the diplomas of the
Ontario College, and endorsed the action
taken in writing to the Registrar in Man.
itoba requesting a reconsideration of the
citse.  Mr. Petrie explained that a supple-
mentary report would cover the conclu-
sions of the Committee on the subject of
the proposed mmendment to the Phar-
macy Act.

The report was adopted,

The President, speaking to a question
of privilege said : I notice in the World
this morning that another case of poison.
ing has oceurred through the eviminal use
of Paris Green at St.Thomas.  This thing
is increasing and getting to be of daily oc-
currence. It was not so when druggists
only were allowed to handle this deadly
stufl.  Is there any use of us again try-
ing in some way to convince the Govern.
ment of the necessity of doing something
about it and not allowing this poison to
be sold over the same counters as tea,
coffee and sugar, as there ave more people
and animals poisoned through its erimin-
al and careless use than all other poisons
combined.

Mr. Petrie strongly urged the agitation
of this question by all the druggists, and
was conlident that the public could be
made to see how much to the general ad-
vantage it would be to have these deadly
poisons handled only by the druggists.

Mr, Slavin expressed the opinion that
the many deaths that had taken place had
led the public to see the importance of
this matter, and that an amendment for-
bidding the silo of poisons by other per;
sons than druggists, within five miles

of n drug store, would now be regard-
ed with favor by the Legislature. A
good many of the country store keepers
were in favor of such an amendment, for
the trouble attending the sale of these
poisons wis so greab that in many cases
it was only the fear of being ountdone by n
competitor that caused the general deal-
er 10 keep these things in stock.

M, Polson said there were difliculties
in the wiy of establishing w wonopoly in
the salo of Paris green for the druggists.
There were parts of Ontario where drug
stores were not casily reached, while the
demand for the Paris green was general,
uot only as an insecticide but it was being
more generally used as w pigment. While
there were reports of deaths through Pavis
green it was not shown that it had had
the effect of iuncreasing the number of
suicides,  lle thought it would be inad-
visable to risk the passage of those amend-
ments which were really nocessary and
which tho Legislature would probably
grant if presented by themselves.

Mr. Slaven said that if the sale of this
poison was vegisteved the case would not
be so bad, but when sold in hardware
stores ib was usually not registered and
the people themselves did not realize that
it was such a deadly poison.  As to the
use of this article as a pigment, chemistry
had so far advanced that there were many
other substances which answered the pur-
poses equally well, and except awmong the
higher class of artists its use as a pigment
was being abandoned.

M. Polson said this might be the case
in the backwoods.

Mr. Slaven thanked the gentleman from
Kingston for that expression, but contend-
cd that it was true of the Province as a
whole that the use of Paris green as u
pigment was falling off.

The President—I believe I have not
sold o pound of it within five years for
use as a pigment.

Mr. Jordan endorsed the opinion that
the general deaders would be glad to have
this trade confined to the druggists, if it
could be done under some general act
which would putall of them on the sanie
plane.

Mr. Mackenzie contended that it was
not fair to speak of this movement as if it
were an attempt to establish a monopoly
for selfish purposes. The whole poison. Jist
might be spoken of in the same way.
Paris green was about as. deadly & poison
as any on that list. At present the drug-
gist selling Pavis green was obliged to
have theentry in the Poison book, but the
people finding the hardware man did not
put them to that inconvenicnce, would
prefer to deal with him!  In this way the
druggist was placed atan unfair disadvan-
tage. Paris green being a poison the pub-
lic should be protected in the purchase of
it just as they were in the case of other
poisous.

Mr. Daniel also agreed that many of
the general dealers would be glad to be
tid of this part of their business, if by so
doing they did nol give rivals an-advans

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Me. McGregor also took this view and
urged that the existing feeling among the
dealers shonld be made known to the Leg-
isliture.  The druggists should get letters
from these men stating their views, 1o
was glad to see that the Couneil wis prae-
tieally unanimous on this question of con.
trolling the sale of Paris green, Mr. Pol-
son being the only one who dissented.

Mr, Polson suid all he had urged was
that the amendment on this subject should
not be embodied in the bill until it had
been lobbied in the Ttouse. To embody
it in the first deaft might endanger the
measure, but if found advisable it could
be introduced as an addition or amend
ment to the bill,

Mr. Petrie presented the supplementary
report of the Commitiee on By-laws and
Legislation to which he had  referred,
This report embodied the changes in the
Phavmaey Act which the Conmnittee
deemed it best to ask the Legislature to
make.  Mr. Petrie explained that he
proposed to move that tho report be ve-
ceived and, if this carrvied, to ask for a
Committee of the Whole to discuss the
details,  He took 1t for grauted that the
newspaper reporters,as usual in such cases,
would owmit mention of the discussion of
details.

Mr. Polson objected to scerecy, con-
tending that the members were there ina
representative capacity, and that their
constituents had a right to know what
was done.

My, Clark reminded the last speaker
that the decisions reached by the Council
would all be recorded and published.

Mr. Hall callea Mr. Buchanan to the
chair and said: T vise to a question of
privilege, desiving to say a few words of
personal nature as between myself and
Mr. Polson. Since 1 have been president T
have striven in every way to mollify him
and win his esteems and to make use of
the ability which he undoubtedly posses-
ses for the benefib of the interests wo ve-
present.  The fact that he has been re-
peatedly eleeted to a seat at this board,
and that he has been elected clso to the
City Council of Kingston, prove that Mr,
Polson is regarded by many as a useful
man in a deliberative body. Iowever, I
am compelled to say that I do not agree
with those who take this view. Mr. Pol-
son is a useful man if one is usceful who is
a mere puller-down, a destroyer. e has
not been instrumental in bringing about
any change of any practical good in this
Council from the time he entered it until
now. I challenge him to name one.thing
of value that he has brought about. Ile
may have ideas ; he has advocated the
calling of & Provincinl Convention. But
he has been an Ishmaclite ; his hand bas
been against every man and every man’s
hand against him, and he secms to prefer
to have it so. Gentlemen here all know
that the mere fact of Mr. Polson advocat-
ing a measure in this or in former Coun-
cils has been enough to damn that mea-
sure. e never has had a following, not
even suflicient to find n seconder to a re-
solution. Other members of this Councit

whose fricuds have little hobbies which
they wish to sce tried and which are not
materinl to the real welfare of the College,
are willing to let resolutions of that kind
go through without objection. But not
50 Mv, Polson. e hovers over the simp-
lest resolution of his best friend like n
hawk over a chicken coop. 1t is material
to the interest of this College that the de-
liberations of this Council should be car-
vied on sometimes not in the presence of
the press.  We know that it is the duty
of the reporters, under their instruactions
to seek for the sensation, such matters
being of a character to interest the gener-
al publie.  This, however, is exactly what
suits men who are fond of inflammatory
declamations like Mr. Polson. 1 have a
distinet recollection, in reading of former
Councils, of Mr. Polson disputing with
Mr. Shuttleworth, from whom he draws
his inspivation, Leeause that gentleman
would not report the windy speeches
made by members of this Council. T do
not agree with Me. Mackenzie when he
says that he does not impute motives to
M, Polson. T say Mr. Yolson is a clever
enough man to know what use will be
made of what he says here, and that he
weighs every word, e does it for the
purpose of making Mr. Polson seem more
important.  Whether here or in the mun-
icipal Council of Kingston, he is an ob-
structionist, his reputation in this re-
spect is not contined to the City of King-
ston or to this Council. Ie is known
throughout the length and breadth of this
Provincee, as a radical and a puller down.
I hope I am collected and cool ; T believe
Tam. IhopeIam not saying anything
I shall desive to withdraw. 1 believe I
have not spoken in the heat of the mo-
ment, but have stated my conscientious
convictions. While it would be useful
for us to have the benefit of Mr. Polson’s
critical ability and knowledge of Council
matters, he will not give us the benefit of
his powers, but uses thet only to indulge
his appetite for captious eriticism and that
any deliberative body is better without
his services. I have not attempted to re-
taliate upon Mr. Polson for his treatment
of me, though he has insulted me grossly
and repeatedly since I have been in the
chair. I have forborne from saying any-
thing to wound his feelings. Dut I be-
lieve him to be an impracticable man, one
whom nobody could work with and, there.
fore, I think the time has arrived when
this Council should make a stand and not
allow its money to be wasted by its time
being taken up by & man whose only ob-
jeet seems to be to destroy the College
and to injure the interests of the retail
druggists of this Province.

The President then resumed his place
in the chair.

Mr, Polson—I think it would have
Leen only fair to me that the gentleman
who has so distinguished himself should
have retained his seat, as I should be al-
alowed an opportunity to reply.

The President—We will not interfere
with Mr. Polson’s privilege of replying.

Mr. Polson—I judge then that I am

not to be led out to instant exccution,
though from the tenor of tho sprech wo
have just heard T had imagined that some
condign punishingnt wasg at onco to bo in-
flicted upon me, I have deemed it al-
ways a privilege and a vight to express
my opinion in respect of any body of
which T have the honor to be a mwember,
and T have never before been wmade awnre
that it was a crime to discuss frecly the
questions submitted to us for settlement.
I shall not follow the exnmple of the last
speiker ; T do not kuow that abuse ever
strengthens a cause or convinces any per-
son. My, Hall has stated that the inter-
est I hase in view is not that of the Col-
lege Lut wy own, The abuse he heaped
upon me was not justified by any fair es.
timate of wmy conduct at this Board,
(Laughter,)  Gentlemen laugh.,  What
has been the procedure in this Council ?
Membersof formerCouncils who put up this
building and collected these assets we seo
about us, who gave the College its eflicien-
cy and standing, on being ve-elected to this
board found themselves treated practicals
ly as interlopers.  Instead of being per-
mitted to take part in comwmittee meet-
ings they were practically shelved, and, as
a natural consequence, when called upon
to decide upon matters that had. been
threshed out in committee for two or three
hours, they ventured sometimes to dissent
from some of the conclusions reached or to
point out imgerfections, and in doing so
they were regarded as pullers down. M.
Hall’s remarks were such a mixturo of
compliment and criticism that I fail to
see how he can claim to be consistent in
them, M. Hall says [have insulted him
while in the ehair.  Such is not the case;
bit he has more than once practically
gone back on his own to my disadvantage,
Ite finds fault with my actions here and
does not agree with those who have elect-
ed me to & place at this Board.  Of
course Mr. Hall has capacity for judg-
ment far beyond that possessed by the
people who sent me heve ; had they his
grasp of aflrirs they would not have made
that mistake. However, as between Mr,
Hall and the druggists of my district who
have returned me time und time again, I
confess I have wmore faith in their judg-
ment than I have in his infallibility. I
tey to avoid descending to mere abuse,
but I dewmand the fullest information on
shese questions before us, not only for
myself but for my constituents. Though
Me, Mall accuses me of not helping any
practical cause in conncction with the
College, T believe T had something to do
with practical teaching in this institution
and if T were not so modest as I am T
might refer to some other things in which
I have taken some part. It is a strange
commentary upon the methods of this
Bourd when the President states that the
mere fact of my supporting a measure, re-
gardless of its merits, was enough to de-
feat it. Such a statement speaks well in-
deed for the intelligent conduct of the af-
fairs of this College.

After further discussion, the Council
adjourned uuntil 2 o’clock in the afternoon.

After some discussion, no notice of mo-
tion having been given, the maiter was
allowed to drop, it being understood that
in the futurc as in the pasteases in which
there was a diserepancy between  the
dates when articles were made and when
they were sent in for rvegistration, the
Registrar-Treasurer should refer the case
to the Council for decision.

Mr. Daniel presented the report of the
Special Committee appointed to negotiate
with the Deputy Minister and the Dean
of the Royal College of Dental Surgeons.
They recommended that the Government
be nllowed to use the upper lecture room
for the School of Pedagozy for one ses-
sion, nceessary alterations to be made by
the Government, subject to the approval
of the College, rent to be arranged subse-
quently as the Committee thought 3350
the right amount, while the Deputy Min-
ister offered $300. The representative of
the Committee not having been able to
find Dr. Wilmol at home, the Commitice
asked authonty to continuc negotiations
for the use of lecture roomn only.

The report was adopted.

Mr. Slaven presented the second re-
port of the Executive and Tinance Com-
mittee. The report reviewed the address
of the President and agreed with what it
showed to have been donein regard to the
custom house dutics on apparatus, and the
financial negotiations with the Treaders
Bank. In view of the work done for the
College by the President and the Toronto
members, the Committee expressed the
opinion that thanks were duc to these
gentlemen,  They commend the Council
for vigilance shown in respect of the
Crooks Act, and they recommend that a

book be prepared for the registry of sale.
in accordance with the recent amendment.
Respecting multiplicity of diplomas ag re-
ferred to by the President, the Committee
recommend that all students seeking the
certifiente issued to non-residents of the
Province must have devoted at least four
years, not being in any other business, to
the study of pliarmacy, heing apprenticed
during that time to n legally qualified
pharmaceutical chemist of the Province or
State.  Regarding the clause referring to
poisons in patent medicines, the Commit-
tee vefer to the veport of the Committes
on By Laws and Legislition, and advise
that the Fxecutive of the College and the
Infringement Committee carey the above.
named to a conclusion.  They approve the
T'resident’s action in the Wright case

The report. of the Comnmittee was
adopted.

On wmotion of My, Mackenzie, a resoln.
tion formerly anthovizing the effecting of
a temporary loan of §3,000, was passed.

Mr. Mackenzie moved, that the Regis-
trarTreasurer be authorized to prepare
the books for record nccessary under the
Crooks Act, the price of the-books to he
fifty cents each.

After some discussion the resolution
was carried,

On motion of Mrw. Clark, it was decided
that the Registrar-Treasurer be authoviz
cd to issue certificates to any member of
the Council who might desire toattend the
World’s Fair Tnternational Convention of
Pharmacists in 1893,

The following delegates were appointed
to the meeting of the American Pharma-
ceutical Association: Messrs, John J.
Hall, J. W, Slaven, J. H. Mackenzie, A,
BB, Petrie, and A, Buchanan, and 2 ieso-
lution was carried in favor of paying M.
Hall’s expenses in attending the meeting.

The Registrar-Lreasurer called atten-
tion to the fict that the students who bad
taken practical chemistry as a subject for
the first time, expected that a special
diploma would be issued. The Dean, he
believed, was also under this impression.
e referred to a headline in the College
announcement for the year which seemed
to indicate thay this would be done. e
had no authority, however, -0 issuc such
a diplomn and desired instructions.

The members discussed the subject at
some length, but no resolution was pre-
sented.

The Council adjourned to meet on the

interests of thecanse, though they madenothing
for themeelves and got very httle thanls, may
contemplate their work wath pride. . We have
heen approaching nearer perfection in this mat-
ter of pharmacy legislation and 1 believe 1 am
right in saying that there 1s no Phavmacy - Act
in existence that is better on the whole than
the Ontario Act of 1889, Under the legislation
we have had we hnve made good progress.  An
evidence of it is this magnificent editice, not ex-
ceeded by that of any institution in Ameriea
with possibly one eaception, and havig u statl
cqual to any.  Ouwr diplomas ave recognized in
ten or eleven States of the Union witheut sub.
witting our graduates to any examination what-
ever and they do not ask 48 to 1ccogmze thewr
diplomas.  We have never dwelt upon this fact
with the retail drnggists far the obvions 1cason
that it might bring up the question of tecipro-
city.  We occupy n dignified position and one
that is the envy of the other Colleges that e
afliliated with the University., 1t is provided
that young men to take-the Univessity degree
of Ph, 3. must pass the Pharmaey Council
examination and otherwise qualify wsa drugyist,
Thus we 1ctain contiol of the curticulum onr.

Council or 1egime is the credit due, but to all,
1 hope and believe that the presence of so many
representative druggists here means the forma-
tion of & Retail Diuggists’ Provincial A&;p(l:m-
tion. (Cheers) I hope and believe yon wili be
carceful in the sclection of men to oflicer that
Association, because everything depends upon
the men to whom the executive work iscentrust.

You want men of moderate views and de-
termination, men who know the wants of the
retail trade and how to meet those wants, 1f
this is done, within five years, instead of apolo.

valuable space on our windows and show cases
0 be used by the patent medicine people and
building up these people’s trade at onr own ex-
pense, we can make the business part of our
profession of as high standing as that which has
to do with cducation.

representatives only of any particular character,
We are hure as a seriuis budy of retail pharma
cists confrouted by xcondition and nota theory,
Let us then face this question with the serious-
ness it demands,  Let us give the frecst room
for discussion, but while we do that, let us not
entertain captivas citicisin and fanlt finding,
Having decided npon o line of action let the
minority full in with the mujority and help us
frame our by-laws aml constitution,  One of the
great bulwatks supporting omr work is the
Pharmiey Act. But if we seck amendments to
ihat Act witha view to its improvement we
meet at once the opposition of other profes.
stons whose members faney that their interests
are beiug encroached upon.  T'he Council cane
not promise you to cope with the obstacles they
have et in the past. I the retail diuggists
wish to suceeed in having the Act amended it
i3 necessay for them to organize and co-operate.
If you do not help us we cannot do all that
should be done, but with your help we can
sticceed.  And now, on bhehalf of the Couneil,
we take pleasure in bidding you weleome to
this building which is your own, and in extend-
ing to you the freedom of all its departments,
exeept the vault.  (Laughter.) We hope you
will be scized of the mportance of this institu.
tion and of the necessity for mmintaining it in
its present_integrity and at its present high
standard of excellence, It vests with you to
discuss the wisdom of forming an Association,
and I ask you not to follow my example in
making long speeches ; but I felt 1 could not
comdense what ought to be said into much
shorter time.  Crystallize what you have tosay,
if possible, in the form of a 1esolution ; then
there will be something for us to work upon.
If you ate to cleet oificers, appoint a committee
to do the nominating, so that the officers may
be cavefully selected.  Let us go in as if we
were deermined to win and we shall win, 1
thank you for the honor of placing me in the
chair s temporary chaivman, and 1 hope that
the greatest good feeling will mark the proceed-
ings of the Convention.” (Cheers.).

Me. R. 8 Muir, Port Elgin, moved
that the Convention procced to organize
a Provincial Association.

Mr. D. G. Bain, Paisley, in seconding
the resolution, said that he hoped to hear
a discussion of the lines to be followed, for
if this Association was not better based
than many of the District Associations,
the prospect for the future would not be
bright.

Mur, Jiverest, Arkona, suggested that
the mover and seconder should state their
own views.

Mr. Muir said that as he had reccived
the impression from the newspapers that
this was to be an important meeting of
the druggists of the Province, he had made
it a special point to Le present.  ITe had
no particular suggestions to make as to
the lines a Provincial Association should
follow, but he desired to sce the mistakes
which had interfered with the progress of
some of the local associations avoided. e
regarded their profession as a noble one.
But when he saw a druggist giving a
bribe to a doctorse as to get his favor, he
thought there was something for o Pro-
vincial Association to do in stopping such
a practice. {Cheers.) He thought Mr.
Bain could offer some suggestions

M. Bain said the President’s address
must have convineed them of the advisa-
bility of forming an associntion, and in
his opinion the drug trade had como to
such a pass that something must be done.
Some united action: must be taken aside
from that of the Council, and this was the
basis upon which the association shonld be
formed.  As to the objects, they should
he the regulation of trade wmatters, advis.
ing the Couneil, being the medium of com-
municating to that body the wishes of the
local associntions, and the promotion of
an amicable feeling among the members
of the drug trade. Mo counteract the
tendency toward a feeling of jealousy and
suspicion among the members of the pro-
fossion would of itself be a great work for
the associntion.

The resulution was carried unanimously.

M, MceGeorge moved that the commit-
tee be asked to retire and name the ofii-
ces required to be filled, the drafting of
the by-laws and constitution to be left in
the hands of the committee for report at
a subsequent meeting.  Carried.

The meeting adjourned while the com-
witiee nceting was in progress. On  re-
suming

Mr. McCann, chairman of the commit-
tee, presented a report which was consid-
cred clause by clause and. adopted with-
out substantial amendment as follows :—

The election of treasurer was made at
a later stage of the proceedings, Mr. Sher-
ris’ consent not having bLeen sccured at
the time of his nomination. In tho case
of the Council, the rule of open nomina-
tion was suspended, and the sclection left
to o committee whose report was adopted
with the result given above.

The President, on taking the chair, ex-
pressed his thanks for the honor done him.
It was an honor he had not expected, feel-
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ing that it might well have been counferred
upon an older man in the profession. e
assured them that he would do all in his
power to promote the interests of the As.
sociation and of the profession, and he
hoped their proceedings in the meeting
would bo chiracterized by harmony, and
that the work upon which they had enter-
ed would be crowned with success,

A resolution was earvied providing for
an evening sesston. The convention ad.
Journed until the evening,

On resuming after recess

My, Hall moved that the reports from
the distriets be referved to the Council,
Carricd.

On resolution the order of the procecd.
ings was varied from that given in the
printed programme, so as to peemit the
consideration of the amesdments in the
Pharmacy Act proposed by the Council
of the Ontario College of Pharmacy.

Mr. Petrie, Chairman of the Council
Committee on By-laws and TLegislation,
gavea verbal statement of the changes
proposed.  The first amendment was to
clause 4 of the Act and would have the
elteet of rvestricting membership in the
Council of the College to the retail trade.
It was proposed also to make clear the
time of clection and chavacter of those
voting by lixing it for the first Wednesday
in July every second year, and those to
be entitled to vote who were virrying on
business in theiv own name. 2\ changein
seetion 8 wits propused aflecting the num.
ber of mectings, the two mectings at pres-
ent fixed comng at awkward times in
respect to the examinations, 14 was felt
also that having only two meetings auyear
the business could be Lransacted only by
the members of the Council sitting longer
and later than they could 1easonably by
expected to do. Therefore it was propos.
ed that the Council should meet in Janu-
wary, June and October of each yeur,
The cost of the additiunal meeting would
be only from SI50 to 2176, 1L was pro-
posed also to vest in the Couneil and the
stafl' of the College more authority over
the students with & view to repressing any
improprictivs.  Lhis power was held by
Colleges as i vule.  The Council proposed
that heveafter one desirving to be appren-
ticed must remit $1 to the Council with a
certificate showing that he has taken bis
degree in arts or has matriculated in avts,
or has passed the first examination for a
second or thivd non-professional certificate.
Tt was now the enstom of the Registrar
under instructions, to keep o register of
apprentices, It was proposed that this
should De made n part of his statutory
dutics.  Owing to the uon aceeptance of
the Ontario diplomas by the Euglish Col.
Jege it was desived to strike out the
special wention of that College in (Jause
15. 1t was desired that clause 18 should
be amended s0 as to provide that o mana-
gev of & bianch store shall pay §1 a year
to the College.  No change in other sce-
tious was proposed until section 24 wag
reachud, and in that a mdicd change
woull be asked. Tt was intended to
wake this scetion cover * Any person who

shall sell or keep open shop for the retail
selling or dispensing of poisons, or selling
or attempling to sell any of the articles
in schedule A of this Act, orany mixture
or compound cuntaining any of the arti-
cles in snid schedule A, or assuming or
using the title of chemist or druggist, &e.,
unless registored.” Tt was provided, how-
ever, that sale of poisonous insecticides
might be made by any person not within
five miles of a drug stove. By this clanse
it was hoped to place in the hands of the
druggists, where it ought to be, the sale of
such dangerous poisons as Paris green-and
London purple. Tt was proposed to
amend section 25 so as to enable the
Licut.-Gov.in-Counueil, on it being shown
Ly the veport of & public analyist that any
preparation for the treatment of disease
or injury or for use as a cosmetic contains
poison, to prohibit the sale of it save by o
licensed deaggist.  Tn reference to physi-
cians carrying on business as druggists it
was proposed to amend the Act so as to
prohibit any physician in a town or city
from carrying on business as n druggist
except by passing the examination and by
ceasing to practice as a physician. A
proviso was added excepting those already
in business in such eases. Ao additional
clause was proposed more clearly defining
the nature of a chemist and druggist
under the Act.

Mr. Smith, of Guelph, moved that this
association approve of the proposed imend-
ments atd that a4 commitiee consisting of
the Oflicers aud  Council of the Associa-
Lion be appointed Lo assist in having these
amendments incovporated in the Act.

Mr. Petrie, replying to s question, ex
plained that 1here was no desire on the
part of the Couneil to make an invidious
distinction as bebween cities and towns on
one side and villages on the other in re-
spect of the licensing of physicians,  Dut
theré was a precedent in Quebee for the
step bute preposed, and the belief was that
il this poiut was granted a future nend-
went would make it general.

AMr. Mair expressed doubt of the advis-
ability of expressing concurrence in these
amendmentsenblocaftersmere verbalstate.
ment of them,  Defore he voted he would
like to have the privilege of reading them.

Mr. Qibbard objected to the mmend.
ment contining the right to vote to those
doing business in thetr own names. There

were some members of the profession who-

would be excluded under such an amend-
ment,

Mi. Petiie thought this an argument
for the amendment as it would tend to
have those in business carry on business
in their own name.  What was wanted
was to bave those as voters who were
carrying on business in their own name.

Mr. Gibbard contended that it was not
reasonable to ask the association Lo aceept
these amendments merely because they
had been considered by a committee of
the Council and approved by the Council,
Not all the mmendments to the law which
had Leen seeured by the Council hud been
in the interest of thedruggists. One in-
stance was the listing of carbolio acid.

This provision of -tho act was unjust, and
as n matler of fact it was: violated by all
who sold earbolic acid. (No, no.) He
contended that those in this vefy room
violatud this part of the law, It was un-
reasonable to list phenancetine among the
poisons. e thought also that there was
no good reason for increasing the expense
of the Council by adding to the number
of meetings. e thought there were oc-
casions when a meeting might be omitted
without material injury to the College or
the profession.  As to the five mile limit,
they need not expect to get that while the
present Premier held his place.

Mr. Mackenzie said he thought Mr.
dibbard had lost sight of the retail inter-
est in his remarks. e (Mr. Mackenzie)
believed it was to the interest of the re-
tailer to have as large an interest in the
schedule as possible, for it gave the retail
druggists control of the sale of those arti-
cles.  Mr. Gibbard’s objection to the
clause relating to persons carrying on
business in their own name seemed to in-
dicate a desive on the part of that gentle.
man to have the clause so written that it
would allow the rc opening of - pharmacies
which were among the worst things the
profession ever-had to contend against.
If Mr. Gibbard had succeeded in being
clected to the Council he probably would
not have spoken us he had ibout the
Council mectings. He did not want to
stand as a pleadec for the Council men,
but he kuew that members of the Council
were cilled upon to devote a great deal of
time to the business of the College and
that, the short veports of results arvived at
were not o fair indication of the work in-
volved in achieving those results.

Mue. Beerest said the majority, like hiin-
self, could not vote intelligently on the

. chinges. As the Legislature does not meet

until January delay is advisable, e sug-
gested that o copy of the amendments be
sent to every pharmacist in Ontario ask-
ing for an expression of opinion.

Mr. HHail favored the vesolution and the
adoption of the amendment.  Mr, Muir’s
idea of reading them could not- well be
carried out as they had not yeb been re-
duced to the exact form that would be
necessary.  That was work for the solici-
tor to do, but the Council guaranteed that
they would be substantially as Mr, Petrie
had explained them.  As to the five mile
limit and not being able to get it under
the present Premier's administration, he
had only to sy that it was the Premier
himsclf who had suggested it in 1889 as a
way out of the difliculty. This and other
amendments were passed by the Govern-
ment, but were not accepted by the
House. 1le Lelieved that with the sup-
port of the united body of druggists they
would be successful next session.  As, to
Mr. Everest’s objection he dwelt upon the
importance of having a vesolution of en.
eidorsement from the Association to show
the Government, and not the approval
merely of a number of pharmacists. e
argued that the Association should come
to a decision on the matter. ‘

and ‘that the advantages of the proposed
amendment would commend it to the
Legislature,

Mr. Waters, Ottawn, saia he. felt that
ho could not give a vote on this subject
satisfactory to himself becanse he had not
the information necessary. e was in
hearty sympathy with many of the changes
as he understood them, but there were
some he could not fuvor, lle had had
some experience in the work of the Coun-
cil und he believed that three meetings in
the year would not be too many.  Buthe
could not see the justice of compelling the
manager of a branch store to pay £1 to
the College.  lle could not ses that the
‘person thus taxed got any benefit in rve.
turn,

M. Petrie said he was equally interest-
ed in this matter with Me. Waters aund
he favored the clause, thinking it only
fair those managers should contribute to
the College.

AMe. Muir moved in amendment to the
motion that this Associntion pledges itself
to support the proposed amendments to
the Pharmacy Act.

My, Smith, Guelph, thonght this too in-
definite.  In presenting his (Mr. Smith's)
resolution he had felt that the Council and
the Council Committee had cousidered the
amendments to the Pharmacy Act and
that they had viewed it from the stand-
point of the rvetail druggists, They were
‘nob there in the interest of any but the
retailers, and  they must have regard to
their own jnterest. The amendments
geemed to him to he very clear and he
would e glad to see them adopted.

Mre. Gibbard thought it was unfair to
expect a decision now.  According to the
programme they were to listen to a paper
this evening.  No notice had been given
of this chauge in the order, und though
there was o very small minority of the re-
tail denggists of the Province present,
their vole would be regarded as represent-
ing the views of all.

Mr. Hall contended that never before
had the druggists been asked theiv opin-
ion upon these matters.  Cireulus had
been sent out asking for expression of
opinion upon the necessary changes in
the law, and the answers received had
been fully considered in diafting the re
port.

M. Polson said ib seemed to him noth-
ing less than an insult to ask a body of
a men to decide upon o question of this
kind, and to meet expressious of disap.
proval with insinwtions of bad faith, 'The
scope of the wmendments was very wide.
e ob;u.lul to the discrimination against
the druggist in the village by pmtmtm"
others w.uu\l, the mmpn-l:tmn of doctors
while not protecting i, e objected
also to the thivd mecting asa canse of un-
necessary expense.  In view of the splen-
did assets built up heve, he believed they
might reduce theannual fee to $2. Though
it might be insinnated that he had not the
interest of retail drugzists at heart he
would still sny that if Lhc) attempted to
pttach to patent medicines the stigma.of

being poisons, he believed that except
for onc or two preparations the Legisla-
ture would siniply laugh at them. They

Jnust make thetr caso just in order to make

it strong.  To eitend the restrictions of
the Pharmacy Act to patent medicines
was a thing they could not reasonably ex-
peet to seeuve.  The t(,n(h.ncy of legisla-
tion in these days was against monopohcs,
and as men of common scnse they ought
to understand what opposition they would
have to fuce if they asked for further
privileges., Thest amendments should be
left over for to day and considered clause
by clause at the next wmeeting so that peo-
ple might know what they were support-
ing.

Mr. Clatk said the same arguments
presented now by Mr. Gibhard and Mr.
Polson were urged against the last amend-
ment to the Act, yet they had been gain-
ed and had worked suceessfully. As.to
the oumber of mectings he pointed out
that in Quebec the Council met twelve
times o year, and that for a College
smaller and less important than this.
When tho Ontario Pharmacy Law was
passed in 1891 two meetings a year were
enough, but there had been great develop-
ment since then and a great increase of
work. To the ar, "nmonb that the villages
were  being dxscmmn.xtt.d against, o
pointed out that it was only intended that
this should be a step, and that the rest
should follow as soon as possible, The
law was anomalous at present, because
while the sale of poisons was forbidden,
except by draggists, auy man might sell
a4 poisonous mixture as a corn cure.  As
to carbolic acid, it should be no bardship
to any pharmacist to enter the sale of such
an article. Tt was necessary, by reason
of the allilintion with Tovonto University,
to have some amendments to the Pharma-
¢y Act and it was held to be a good oppor-
tunity to improve the Act in other respects:

Mr. Hargraves, Paisley, said that as he
was the one who had raised the first ques-
tion as to the distinction made between
villages and towas, he desired it Lo be un-
derstood that he did not oppose the
amendment.  Ite was willing to help his
brethren in the towns and cities, believ-
ing that when the time cune they would
reciprocate.

M. Petrie, in closing the debate, said
that those present ought not to try te
speak for the wholesale or patent medicine
trade, but for the vetadl trade.  Dut
when the retail trade was spoken for, the
patent medicing men al once sprang (o
their feet. e hoped the retail men
would not be misled by the patent medi-
cine men orv their advocacy of deluy as
against the Council which had carefully
corisidered these matters in the interest
of the retail draggists. As tothe plea
that the fees paid by the young men were
too large, he held that they were less than
were connected by any other College of
Phar.nacy in the world giving instruction
of equal value, The only ob;l.ctlon raised
by M. Waters was with veference to the
fee for the manager of a branch store.
Fhis was not & matter of vital importance

and whilo he upheld the decision of the
Council; still,if such a method was to be
a bar against the support of such men as
Mr. Waters, he would have no objection,
for his part, to havo it withdrawn,

After some further discussion the voto

s taken and the resolution carried.

Mr. Muir, Pt. Elgin, was then called
upon and vead a paper on the *“The Drug
Trade and its General Condition Past and
Present.”  This paper will appear in full
in our next issue.

The President expressed. the gratilica-
tion of all present at hearing so able and
interesting a paper, and a vote of. thanks
to the writer, moved by Mr. Jordan, sec-
onded Ly Mr. Petrie, was unanimously
carried amidst cheers,

Ou wotion of Mr. Clarke,.it was order-
ed that Mr, Muir’s paper be incorporated
in the minutes.

The meeting then adjourned until the
following day.

SECOND DAY,

On resuming for the business of the
second day

‘The President spoke briefly, impressing
upon members the necessity of dropping
sellish interest and fovgetting local dilfer-
ences, and conducting “the procecdm'rs in
a spirit of harmony in order to make the
convention and the association as success-
ful as all desived to seo them.

Mr. Muir, for the Committee on Organi.
zation, presented a second report covering
the main items-of the constitution as pro-
posed.  These covered n decluration of the
objects of the Association and fixed the
next anuual convention for the second
week in September, 1893, at 2 p.m., and
the annual fee at 50 cents. The report
also recommended the continuance of.the
committee to bring in  full set of by-laws
at the next annual convention.

The report was adopted.

Mr. Waters, for the Committee on Cor-
respondence, reported that the stateigent
from District No. 12 was the only one
presented, and recommended that Mr.
Muir be asked to read-it, as he had some
explanations to make. The report stated
also that there was some correspondence,
but nothing calling for action by the As-
sociation. Report adopted.

Mr. Muir read the rveport referved. to.
Tt states that owing to the conliguration
of the district, organization was diflicult..
Among the difliculties mentioned, the-
principal.onc was that of outside dealers
handling patents and  cutting  prices.
Another, was the tendeney of the medieal
profession to monopolize the dispensing
business.  The requirements were, the
remedy of these evils by organization and
change in the law and the cultivation
among members of the profession of a
strict | professional ctiquette.  Tn comment-
ing upon tie report My Muir dwelt upon
the difliculty of organizing a district com-
posed of 1luron, Biuce and Grey becauso
of the ubsence of any railway. centre
which could be speedily reached from all
points. A rerrangement, following rail-
way rather than territovial lines, would bo
advaniageous,

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A brief discussion followed on the ve-
arrangement. of districts, but no resolution
wag presenled and the matter was nflowed
to drop.

Mz, Roberts was called upon to read a
paper on ¢ The Past, Present and Tuture
of the Deug Veade”  (This paper is given
in full in another part of this number.)

My, Swith, in moving a vote of thanks,
expressed his high apprecintion of the pa
per to which they had just listened.

Mr. Yeomans secondvd the rvesolution,
He helieved that the druggists had de-
pended too mueh upon Jegislative protee-
tion in the past. I they were to ask for
legislation they should be earcful that it
was upon the sound hasisof the public in-
terest and not for seliish reasons, They
must meet competition in certain lines on
their own merits.

Mr. Hall thought Mr. Yeomans took a
very magnanimous view, When people
et to consult about theit mutual interest,
they usually regavded matters from the
point of view of that interest, 1e did not
know of a profession that had not more
legislative proteetion than that of pharm-
acy.

The resolution was carvied.

On motion of Mr. McGregor a resolu-
tion of condolence on the death of M
Henvy Watson was adopted.

After disposing of roatine business the
meeting adjourned until the afternoon.

On resuming after recess, the President
read a paper on ‘* Professional ILithics,”
~which had been submitted by the Com-
mittee. ’

Mr. Polson expressed the opinion that
while the paper was in many respeets ad-
mirable it did not cover the whole ground.
He thought the mattcr should be referred
back to the Conmittee for fuller consider-
ation and report at the next annual Con-
vention,  The code of cthics should cover
not only the relation of the pharmacist to
the physician but also the relations of the
phavinacists to one another. lle moved
that the report be received.

Mr. Waters seconded the resolution,
Carried.

Mr. Mackenzie moved, That whereas
the Departinental and other stores are
using the sale of “trade mark remedies call-
ed patent medicines, as an advertisement
for their business, and selling at prices that
will not yield any net profit to the vetail
druggists who require to purchase the ar-
ticles under the “Tebate Plan” This
plan  guarantees to the wholesale drug-
gists a profit and the wholesale druggist is
thus protectected by the proprictors of
these remedies, and the retail druggists
left to compete with other traders who
are not subject to such “rebate plan,”
as is manifestly an injustice to the re-
tail druggists of the Province who have
been lavgely instramental in introducing
to the public and popularizing these reme-
dies, therefore  the members of this
Pharmaceutieal Association condemn the
rebade plan as now enforeed as heing
unjust and injurious to the retail drug

-gists, and requests the convention to take

such action as will induee the proprictors
of trade mark remedies to extend the
sume protection to the relail druggists
that is guaranteed to the wholesole drug.
gists, and we consider it as the duty and
in the power of propiictors of those reme-
dies 1o furnish such protection to the re-
tail droggists, and wo consider that if
such is not furnished by the proprictors
of these remedies that we will be justified
in taking any action that will relieve us
from the injustice Ghinb is now done us by
the proprictors of these remedies.

Mr. Barkwell, Tondon, in scconding
the resolution, siid it had been represent.
ed to him that the rebate plan was foreed
upon the wholesalers by the manufactur-
ers.  His own experience led him to be
lieve that the wholesalers had been the
means of bringing this upon the retail
trade.  In some cases the ditliculty coulst
be overcome by « division of lots among
the druggists in a lowality,  This division
could be made where there were certain
articles not covered by the rebate system.
Tt was known that the great bazaars did
get these goods at as favorable rates as
the jobbers.  How they obtained them it
was sometimes ditlienlt to ascertain, This
evil might be overcome by union among
the retailers.  1f they were united in de-
wanding a certain course no jobber or
manufacturer conld ignore their demand,
for these men must have the support of
the retail druggists in order to succeed.

My, Polson asked for informativn how
the change, the desivability of which he
recognized, was to be brought about.

Mr. Mackenzie said it was a fair sub-
jeet for consideration by this Pharmaceu-
tical Association how the desired change
was to be broughtabout. No doubt there
were members who would be ready to
suggest to the Ixccutive plans to be
adopted. The acceptance of the resolu-
tion would be a recognition of the exist-
ing eviland a declaration on the part of the
Association that the vetailers were unfairly
dealt with.

The resolution was carried.

Au excellent paper was then read by
Mr. Johnston.

My, Waters, in moving a vote of thanks
to Mr. Johnston, culogised the paper as
an able summary of the situation. lle
was not sure, however, that the system of
standard remedies was the best cure for
the evil of cutting in patents.  Ie feared
that the manufacturer was quite able to
be independent of the trade. 1f some
scheme could be suggested by which the
manufacturer could be convineed that it
would be advantageous to him to co-operate
with the pharmacist in keeping his pro-
duct out of the hands of others, the only
great and lasting gain would be secured.

Dr. Oukley said he thought the physi.
cians who were in businessas pharmacists
carried on their business quite as carefully
as those who were leensed as pharmacists.
e believed that the question of patens
medicines wasa very scrious one, but the
remedy should be more vadieal than that
proposed. They should recognize that the
whole patent mcdicine business was an

evil and should seck to have it made com-
pulsory for the manufacturers to file with
some publie officer the formulas of their
preparations. e seconded the resolution,

Mr. Smith said the patent medicine men
had o large chance of success in tho well-
known characteristic of humanity, thelove
of being humbidgged. He agreed with the
reader of the paper that want of organizn.
tion was the great evil, and told of the
good that had been accomplished in Guelph
by means of organization.

The resolution was carvied and wag
brielly acknowledged by Mr, Johnston,

On motion of Mr. Mackenzie the paper
wns ordered to be incorporated in the
minutes.

Mr. Gibbard said the vesults with the
standard prepatations had been good and
gave every encourngement for earrying the
plan still further. Ile did not see, the
the public being what it was, how patent
medicines could be done away with, There
were patent medicine takers, people who
took everything that was advertised—
cvery druggist knew such people. The
druggists could commend the standard
prepavation with confidence, knowing ex-
actly how they were prepared.

Me. . W, Flett moved, seconded by
Mr. W, H. Field, that this convention np-
prove and endorse the sentiments of the
resolution read by Me, Mackenzie, and
also the plan for rebating patents to re-
tailers suggested in Mr. Buchanan’s paper,
and to give force and practical eflect to
such, we hereby instruct the Secretary of
this Association in concert with the Presi-
szt to take such steps as they can to
carry out our wishes. Carried.

There was a brief discussion on the
question of printing the papers which had
been read for circulation among the drug-
gists.

M. Mackenzie moved that the Execu-
tive take the matter into consideration
and, if sufficient funds are available to
publish the proceedings of the Association
in pamphlet form, Carried.

Mr. Gibbard urged the necessity of ap-
pointing an organizer to ptesent the ad-
vantages of the Association to the profes;
sion and thus increase the membership. |

"This subject was bricfly discussed,.but
no plan was suggested for overcoming the
financinl difticulty in the way. No reso-
Iution on the subject was proposed.

M, Waters moved that the thanks of
the meeting be tendered to the promoters
of the Convention for the work they had
done in bringing about so successful a
meeting.  In this councction he desived
to congratulate Mr. Polson on the realiza-
tion of a scheme which he had advocated
five yearsago, He coufessed that he (M
Waters) had not then as a member of the
Council thought it his duty to promote
the convention.

The resolution was scconded by Mr,
Smith and cavrried unanimously.

On motion of Mr. Gibbard, a vote of
thanks was passed to the daily press for
the accurate and intelligent reports of the
convention, ’

The meeting then adjourned.

Boil the dandelion roots with 2 quarts
of water for one hour, strain, add the
other ingredients and 1% gallons of cold
water.

POMADE FOR CHAFES,

Under the name Pommade powr les Al-
pinistes (mountain climber’s pomade), the
Giornale di Farmacia ¢ dv Ghimice gives
the following :

Soap cee..e.n teesrererienes 50 parts.
Suet  cooiieiieiiiiiene .. 50 parts,
Camphorated aleohol ........ 25 parts,
Vinegar.......... Ceaeeeaas .25 parts,

Melt the suct and the soap together,
and, when liquid, add the camphorated
aleohol and vinegar, and incorporate thor-
oughly. Put into tin boxes with screw
tops.

The most pleasant and eflective appli-
cation for chafes that we have ever tried
consists of olive oil and campho-phenique,
in the proportion of 1 part of the latter to
9 partsof oil. American salad oil (vefin-
ed cottonseed oil) will answer when olive
oil can not be obtained, but the latter is
far the best.  Tresh oil of sweet almond
is also good, but if the oil is a little ran-
cid it is “pizen.” Liquid albolene is also
tolerably eftective.

EXTEMPORANEOUS GLYCLERIN SUPPOSITORIES.

1. Romer contributes the following to
the Pharmacentische Post :

New Japanese Pharmacopoeia.

The first Japanese Pharinacopain of in-
terest to Iuropeans was published in 1886,
and came into force on July 1-of the year
following. 1U was notable for its strong
German characteristies—a fact which was
admivably brought out by Dr. S. M. Su.
zuki, n Japanese medieal practitioner, ina
paper contributed to the Chemist and
Dragyist of June 11, 1887, But tho
Pharmacopwia had not been long in forco
hefore its revision was resolved upon. A
Commission, consisting of ten gentlemen,
was appointed carly in 1888, and from
then until the end of 1890 they held
cighty-thren meetings, The work which
they have revised has been published in
Japanese characters; but, as in 1886,
there is also a Latin translation of this.
We gather from the dpotheker Zeitung
that some slight changes have been made
in nomenclature, which was formerly, in
some vespects, Ameriean in style, such as
“Jaborandi” for ¢ olin Jaborandi.,” The
latter form is now ndopted, and generally
this style is followed throughout the
Phavrmacopwein,  Further attention has
heen given to reagents and tests, and
standnrdization has been adopted on the
Biritish Platvmacopeeia lines, the strength
of extractum opii being fixed ab 13-15 per
cent, of morphine, nux-vomica extract at
1D per cent. of alkaloids, and cinchona ex-
traet at 18 per cent. of alkaloids. Dry
extracts are directed to be diluted with
powdered  liquovice.  Japanese scopola-
root is introduced into the Pharmacopeia,
and an extract of it is oflicinlised.  Stro-
phanthus also finds recognition, and all
tinctures have specific-gravity factors at-
tached to them. When will the British
Pharmiacopwin follow that good exwnple?
~-Chemist and Drugyist.

Restoring Old Essential Qils.

Dr. Werser has recently deseribed in
the PZhar. Zeit. a method for fmproving
essentinl oils which "have become resini-
tied by age.  After neutralising the oil to
be Lreated with caustic soda solution, then
place the oil in a short-necked, round-
bottomed flask connected with o Teibig's
condenser. Next gencrate steam in a tin
vessel and conduct the steam by a bent
glass tube to the bottom of the flask con.
taining the essential oil.  The oil is car-
vied over with the steam.  Treom the con-
densed distillate the oil is sepavated by
means of a Florentine receiver, and redis-
tilled from caustic sodwn or potash. If
sl quantities are to be improved, treat
the oil with the alkali only and then dis-
til, whereupon the resin is left behind.

The Second Annual Meeting of this
Associntion was held at Vancouver, B.C,,
June 9th, 1892, the President, Thomas
Shotbolt, in the ehair.

The winutes of the last Aunual Meet
ing were then read and adopted.

The Secrvetary then read the Annual
Report of the Council as follows :

AXNUAL REPFPORT OF COUNCIL.

To the Mewmbhers of the British Columbin Phar-
muerntical dxsorrafion :

GENTLEMEN,=-In accordance  with the re.
quirements of the Association, 1 have the honor
to submit herewith the Amal Report of the
Council for the year ending June h, 1592,

The first meeting of the Council was lield at
the otlice of the Seeretary in Victorin, on June
L1th, 1891, immediately after the adgourmment
of the annual meeting,

A preliminary sketeh of the diploma was pre-
sented to the members for theie appoval, and
after some slight alterations was lopled,

Ay it was necessary that the Council should
have Jegal advice on points that might mise it
wits dectded that Messis, Yates and Jay be ap.
pointed legal advisers to the Association,

‘Fhe following gentlemen were also appointed
oxaminers for the ensuing year, on the subjects
named

Me. T M. Henderson, Victoria—1eading,
Trauslating Prescriptions and Practical Dispen-
sing.

M, Chas, Nelson, Vanconver—harmacenti.
cal Chennstiy and Pharmacy,

Me. M. L Watson, Vancouver—Materia
Medica and Botany.,

The Second Meeting was lield at Vancouver
on July 2ist, 1801,

This was a special meeting and was ealled by
the President for the purpose of deciding on the
applications for registration as Licentiates of
Pharmacy, as the time sev by the Phamaey
Act expited on the 20th, and also for the tran.
saction of such other business as had arisen in
the interim,

The proof sheet of the diploma and thesketeh
of the small certificates were presented and
ordered printed as per tender,

It was decided after heating the legal opinion
of Messrs. Yates & Jay, that the Council would
have to refuse vegistration as Licentiates of
Tharmacy to M Wi, Headerson, of Montreal,
and Mrs, Moore, of Victoria,

Applications for registyation were reecived
from a number of gentlemen which were re.
ferred back for further evidence that they were
entitled to it.

On motion Mr. Herbert Carmichael, of Vie.
tortn, an Analytical Chewnist, was elected an
Honorairy Member of the Association, us it was
the intention of the Provineial Government to
appoint him Pablic Analyst.

The Third Meeting of the Council was the
regular quarterly one, and was held at New
Westminster, on September 9th, 1891,

At this meeting, registration as Licentiates of
Pharmacy was refused to Mr. A, . C. Herring
and Mr. T, J. Avastrong, both of New West-
minster.

The next regular meeting of the Gouneil was
licld at Nanaimo, on December 10th, 1891, The
Seeretary reported that he had made npplica.
tion to the Colonist Lithagraphing Gompany
for the custody of the stones on which was en-
graved our certificates, but had been refused on
the grounds that it was not customary for the
stones to be removed from the oflice and that
thic tender was far the work alone,

Me, AL Co Mealpine, of Victorin, having
wade application to the Council for registmtion
us a Licentiate of Pharmacy, it was decided
that as he had not taken advantage of the timwo
clanse in the Act, the Council had no alterna.
tive but to refuse the registration,

The President nud Secretury were instructed

to interview Dr. Milne, MR in regard to
laving the Hth line of Section 28 of the Aet, ns
printed with our by daws, aended, by strikiog
out the word “registration ” and substituting
the word “examination” therefor 3 thug making
the Scction vead as follows : ¢ Nothing in this
Act shindl prevent any duly qualified member of
the medical profession or surgeon from engnging
in or carvying on the buginess of an apothieeary,
chenmist or deagpist, without examination under
the provisions of this Act.

The next regulae meeting of the Council was
held in Victoria, on Marvelh 10th, 1592,

Phe Seevetavy stated that he had been cited
by the Supreme Conrt to appear at. New West-
minster, to show cause why a certilicate as
Licentinte of Phaymacey should not be issueld to
Mr. W, Henderson, of Montieal, of the firm
of T, AL Muir & Co., of New Westminster, and
that he had attended at the thne mentioned as
requived, but the Jwdge not patting in an ap-
ptrance, he swore oul an aflidavit, sctting
torth the facts of the canse of vefusal of this
Association to grant sueh certitieate and that
the ense had since been tried and decided in
favor of the Association with costs, but that the
plaintit? had appealed the case to the full conrt,
and it would come up shortly.

The last meeting of the Couneil was held in
Vancouver, on the afternoon of June 9.h,

The Seerctary stated that the appenl in the
caso of W, Henderson vs, the B, €. Pharma-
centical Association, had heen tried in Vietorin
aund was dismissed with costs, and the action of
the Council sustained,

The Scerctmy also veported that Dr. Milne,
M.PP, had ought up the amendment to the

Act, a8 requested, in the House, and it had-

heen passed, so that now, physicians and sur.
geons earryinyg on a drag business in incorporat-
el towns of the provinee, are vequired to
tegister as such.

The Seerctary also stated that at the last
session of the House, aun act had been passed
prohibiting the use of the Provincial Coat of
Armg, except by the Government, and as the
diploma of this Association has the Provineiul
Arms engraved thereon as well as the seal of
the Association, he had, by the advice of the
President, written to the Provincial Sceretary,
asking if it was illegal for this Association to
nie such Coat of Aums, and the reply was that
the Act did not allow it.

The Secictary then wrote asking permission
to use it for the year as allowed by the Act, but
had not us yet reccived a veply.

The Board of Examiners reported that they
had held an examination on Aprit Gth and 7th,
at which M Joseph H. Emery was examined
in the various subjects, and that he had passed
a craditable examination, and it thercfore order-
cd that a diploma as Licentiate of Pharmacy be
issucd to him,

They also reported that they had examined
the diplomas from other examining boards of
the following gentlemen, aud found them quali-
fied to register as Licentintes, viz, :—J. L.
White, W. & Terry, C. J. Quinnan, Henry
Proctor, Geo. E. Price, Herlert R, Stratton,
P, T Von 1% Jochumsen, and H. Rogers, and
authorized the Sveretary to issue certificates as
such to them.

English Market Review.

The last month has been very quict in
both chemical and drug markets.  The
principle increase has been in Inglish
green extracts and fresh leaves of bella-
donnn, cte, owing to the small crop.
There has been some improvement in
menthol, and the manufacturers of anti-
pyrine have ineveased their rate some two
cents per ounce,  Amongst. chemicals the
inereased value of chlomte of potash is
maintained, and carbolic acid is very
steady with upward tendency, owing to
the continental cholera scave.  Fuealyptus
oil has quite settled down to former rates,
and other oils are firm and unaltered,
Some speculation in shellae sent the price
upward but it soon receded. Quinine is
without ntevest, even the lowest prices
fail to atlract attention, but the low figure
for opium has caused some business, The
Alkali Union’s products ave very steady
and there is nothing of interest to relate.

Don’t forget it is never safe to manu-
facture a preparation from memory.

Nickel Carbonmonoxide, the new vola-
tile nickel compound deseribed not long
ago, has been found (Nature) to be very
poisonous, being similar in action to car-
bonic oxide. It has been proposed to
christen this compound “ Nico” for short.

Thistles, according to the Tendon Vege-
tarian Federal Union, are desirable arti-
ticles of human food. If boiled, they are

“like delicate turnip tops and may be
caten diko spinach on toast, with poached
or fried eggs, and with a little olive oil or
mixed with eream.”

Sunday rest for druggists is a subject
now being agilated by the pharmncists in
Wurtemberg, A determined  effort is
being made to give the hard-working phar-
macists a little recreation on Sunday by
having the stores closed during morning
church serviee, and early in the evening.

quently.

Oil of Turpentine is administered in
France preferably in the form of Recam.
ier’s emulsion, which according to the
Lharmacentische Zeituny, is as follows :
Oil of turpentine, 12 g.; egy yolks, No.2;
syrup of mint, 64 g.; syrup of orange
flower, 32 g.; syrup of cther, 22 g.; tine-
ture of cinnamon, 2 g.

Aristol Solutions in Oil, according to
Goldmann, (Apoth. Zeit.), must always be
filtered before dispensing.  Aristol is al-
ways unavoidably contaminated by an
iodine compound, rvesulting during the
drying process, which is insoluble in oil
and which will; unless removed, cause the
mixture to gelatinize.
