An Act to Incorporate the Town of Lindsay and define
the Limits thereof.

WHEREAS from the rapidly increasing population of the Village of Preamble.
Lindsay, in the County of Victoria, one the United Counties of
Peterboro’ and Victoria, and from the peculiar position thereof as the
intended County Town, and Northern terminus of the Port Hope Railway,

5 it is necessary to coufer upon the .said Village the power of Municipal
Government and incorporate it as a Town, under the name of the “Town
of Lindsay” : Therefore, Her Majesty, &c., enacts as follows:

1. From and afier the passing of this Act the inhabitants of the Town Town of Lind-
of Lindsay shall be a body corporate apart from the Township of Ops, toy Corporas
10 in which the said Town is situated, and as such shall have perpetual suc- =
cession and a common seal, with such powers as are now by law con-
ferred upon Incorporated Towns in Upper Canada, and the power of such
Corporation shall be exercised by and through, and in the name of the
Municipality of the Town of Lindsay.

15 II. The said Town of Lindsay shall be comprised within the following Limits of the
limits or boundaries, that is to say,~The present Town and Park Lots as said towa.
laid out by the Government, and lots numbers nineteen and twenty-two
in the fiith concession, and lots number nineteen, twenty, twenty-one, and
twenty-two, in the sixth concession of the aforesaid Township of Ops.

20 IIL The said Town of Lindsay shall be divided into three Wards, and Number and
known asthe NorthWard, South Ward,.and East Ward respectively.

Township of Ops the said Town shall be liable for a share of the principal
and interest of the said debentures, bearing the same proportion to the
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share for which the said Township of Ops shall be liable as the number
of Rate-payers on the then last made Assessment Roll of the said Town
shall bear to the number of Rate--payers, on the then last made Assess-
ment Roll ofthe said Township, at the several terms when such principal
and interest, or any part thereof shall respectively become due ; and the 5
share so payable by the said Town, shall be payable by it to the said
Township, for the purpose of being applied to the payment of such prin-
cipal and interest ; and if not paid may be recovered by the Township as

a debt from the Town, if the Township shall have paid the amount to the
holders of the said debentures ; Provided always, thatthe said Towuship 19
and the said Town may, by their respective Councils agree upon any other
mode of settling the share of the said debt to be paid by each, and such agree-
ment shall be valid as between them, but shall not affect the rights of the
holders of the said debentures.

V. This Act shall take effeet upon, from and after the first day of Jan- 15
uary, next after the passing thereof.

VI. The Clerk of the Municipal Council of the Township of Ops shall
be ex officio Returning Officer for the purpose of holding the first election
under this Act, andshall, on or before the 21st day of December, next after
the passing of this Act, by his warrant appoint a Deputy Returning 20
Officer for each of the  three Wards into which the said Town of Lindsay
is hereby divided, to hold the first election therein, and in the discharge of
their duties each Deputy Returning Officer shall severally be subject to
all the provisions of the Upper Canada Municipal Corporations Aects,
applicable to the first elections in Towns incorporated under the said Acts. 25

VIL This Aet shall be deemed a public Act.
