ROXTON FALLS.

A pretty village situated on the banks of the Black River, which divides
it in two parts, and is united by two large bridges. There is a fall of thirty-
three feet here, which affords good water power for manufacturing purposes,
being utilized for the purpose of tanning sole leather, the working of grist,
saw and planing mills, carding mills, sewing machine and butter tub
factories,

The village is in the County of Shefford, District of Bedford, on the
South Eastern Railway, which connects this place with the Grand Trunk,
Sorel and Waterloo and American lines of railways.

An estimate amount of over one hundred thousand hides of sole leather
are annually manufactured here by the Messrs, Shaw Bros. and John Wood,
more than ten thousand cords of hemlock bark being consumed in its pro-
duction. Considerable dye stuffs are also manufactured here, and a brisk
trade in lumber of all kinds is carried on.

The nearest point by railway is Acton Vale, distant six miles. The
distance from Waterloo is 20 miles ; from Granby, 18 miles; from Montreal,
60 miles. Mail daily. Population about 1,200.
