REPORT OF THE COUNCIL,

For the yetir ending December, 188f>.

The year 1885 has proved to be one of exceptional depression, 
as far as the mercantile interests of Montreal are concerned. All 
public institutions, of the character of the Art Association, which 
depend for their pecuniary support upon the voluntary contributions 
of the community, must of necessity be injuriously affected by 
such commercial depression. It is therefore to be expected that 
the Council, in presenting this, their Annual Report, are 
constrained to acknowledge a falling off in the revenues of the 
Association.

Much as this is to be regretted, it has neither proceeded 
from, nor has it caused, any decadence in the ordinary working of 
the Association. The Exhibitions, as far as excellence is con­
cerned, have been admitted to be in advance of those in previous 
years ; the Lectures given were not inferior to those delivered 
before the Association in former seasons ; and there has been a 
slight increase in the number of students attending the Art Classes. 
The number of ordinary visitors to the Gallery, including those on 
free days, has been larger than heretofore, and there appears to be 
no abatement of interest in the work of the Association. No 
retrogression, to say the least, is manifest with reference to these
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important points. It may be confidently affirmed, that the Spring 
Exhibition of 1S85 contained works by Canadian Artists superior 
in quality to any previously exhibited within the Gallery of the 
Association, while the success of the Art Classes under the tuition 
of Mr. Harris does not admit of doubt. Nevertheless, it is 
desirable, as far as possible, to place the Association in a position 
independent of contingencies, so that its usefulness may not be 
jeopardized by seasons like the present, which are liable to recur 
from time to time.

With a view therefore to the future stability of the Association, 
the Council would reiterate the importance of the formation of a 
sufficient

SUSTENTATION FUND,

so that the working of the institution may not be hampered by the 
chances of commercial depression. If a sufficient sum were raised, 
the voluntary contributions which are now imperatively necessary to 
sustain the Association, might be employed in the acquisition of 
additions to the art collection, or expended in other ways for the 
furtherance of art culture, which the progress of the time requires. 
It is, in the opinion of the Council, their bounden duty to be 
constantly adding to the works if art in their custody, in order that 
the Gallery may keep pace with the knowledge of the day, that it 
may become more and more worthy of the City of Montreal, and 
may furnish increasing and interesting material for the student and 
lover of art.

EXHIBITIONS.

The Annual Exhibition of Canadian Art, held under the 
auspices of the Association, was opened on April 13th, and 
closed on May 2nd, 1885. The collection comprised 151 
works in all viz., 95 oil paintings, 34 water colours, the remainder 
consisting of architectural drawings, etchings, and examples of 
stained glass. The two last were a new departure in our 
exhibitions. The prominent feature in this year’s exhibition, as 
well as in that of last year, was the increased number of figure
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subjects and portraits. These indicated a steady advance on the 
part of Canadian artists. It may be safely said that, viewing the 
exhibition as a whole, it was the best representation of native 
talent, which the Association has been enabled to introduce to 
the public. The attendance during the exhibition was, as 
already remarked, larger than that of the previous year. The 
number of visits made by members was 2618, while those of 
non-members amounted to 569. The Council have nevertheless 
to report with regret, that fewer sales were effected than at former 
exhibitions. This fact may be attributed to the stagnation in 
business, and possibly also to the larger size and consequently 
higher price of some of the leading works. Considerable sums 
are known to have been expended on foreign works, brought to 
this city for sale, and the question naturally arises, as to whether 
this preference was the result of fancy, or of distinctly superior 
merit. Such a question cannot be decided offhand, but is open 
to discussion. It is however manifestly to be desired that, where 
merit is anything like equal, the efforts of those resident artists who 
are endeavouring to build up a Canadian School of Art should be 
appreciated and encouraged.

An interesting exhibition of some of the work done by the 
students of the Art Classes, during the session of 1884 and 1885, 
was opened on May 16th, and remained open for one week. 
It consisted of crayon and charcoal drawings and studies in oil, 
numbering 300 in all. The work which was exhibited reflected 
great credit upon both teacher and pupils.

During the past summer, the Council have been prosecuting 
enquiries with the view of holding during the Autumn an exhibition 
of portraits of persons prominent in the history of Canada from 
its early infancy to the year 1840. Portraits of representatives 
from the French, United-Empire Loyalist, and British families, 
either original oil paintings, miniatures, or authentic copies, have in 
the first instance been sought for. In the absence of any of the 
above mentioned specimens, the Council would be content with 
engravings from originals. It is deemed expedient to state thus
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particularly the requirements for such an Exhibition, as a guide to 
all who may desire to help the Council in the carrying out of this 
idea, and whose assistance will be gratefully accepted. It has 
l>een found impossible to accomplish the project at the time 
originally contemplated. Nevertheless, the Council have not 
abandoned the hope of bringing it to a successful issue eventually, 
believing as they do, that it would prove interesting and instructive 
from an historical, as well as front an artistic point of view.

ART CLASSES.

The session of the above classes for the season 1885 and 1886 
commenced on October 2nd with an augmented number of 
students. The Council are happy to report that the classes will 
once more be under the direction of Mr. Harris, and will derive 
the benefit of his valuable and experienced instruction. A living 
model will be present on two or more days in the week, as 
required. The students have been constituted associate members, 
which gives them admission for the time to the Gallery and 
Reading Room. The session is divided into two terms. rl’he first 
ended at Christmas ; the second begins on January 8th and 
closes on April 30th. The Council gratefully acknowledge the 
receipt of the sum of one hundred dollars, from the Royal 
Canadian Acadamy, towards the expenses of the classes, in 
consideration of the establishment by the Association of a Life 
School.

Mr. Harris reports as follows :—

“The Students’ Exhibition of the work done during the 
session of 1884-85, may be referred to as showing the course 
of study during that period.

“ It was composed of a large number of drawings in crayon 
and charcoal from the cast and from the draped model, with some 
studies in oil-color from the cast, the model, and still-life. The 
quality of the drawings, it may fairly be claimed, showed that most 
of the students really had a serious aim in their work ; the numbers
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also indicated this fact, for the amount of work done by some of 
the students would have been impossible except by the devotion 
of much time.

“ The advantage of the rooms being opened for study at all 
times during the day is much appreciated by those attending the 
classes.

“ During the present session more students are working from 
the life, than at any time previously. In the conduct of the 
classes there have been no changes worth mentioning. Drawing 
from the cast has been insisted on till the eye has to some 
extent been educated to perceive proportions and values, and 
till some ability to express the broad characteristics of form 
has been obtained. Work from the life has been then proceeded 
with, and when a fair degree of proficency in drawing has been 
acquired the study of color has been taken up. The same general 
principles have been observed as in the previous sessions of the 
school, and their application to individual cases has been, as far 
as possible, determined by individual peculiarities.

“ The Council are doubtless aware that the school can claim 
an influence extending beyond its actual walls, for it has to some 
extent modifi id the system pursued in other places in the Dominion 
where drawing is taught, and the fact that some of the students 
already have charge of classes of their own is an evidence that 
the work done by the school is of a practical character.”

LECTURES.

The annual course of Lectures, Entertainments, etc., was 
opened on December 16th, 1884, by Mr. R. Harris, R.C.A. 
His subject was “ Three Painters of Florence.” The artists 
selected were Fra Giovanni Angelico, Alessandro Botticelli, and 
Andrea del Sarto. The lecturer briefly reviewed the lives of these 
eminent men ; he enlarged on their powers and works, shewing 
the healthful influence which they exercised on contemporaneous 
art, and pronounced them to be great artists, conspicuous in the
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golden age of painting in Florence and Italy. Mr. Harris con­
cluded an excellent lecture by delivering some well chosen and 
lucid criticisms upon art in general

The second Lecture was given February 24th, 1885, by the 
Rev. Canon Norman, D.C.L., Vice-President of the Association. 
The subject was “ Hymnology,” and the lecture was illustrated in 
a most efficient manner by the Mendelssohn Choir, under the 
direction of its conductor, Mr. Joseph Gould. Past experience 
has shewn, that a paper on some musical subject always possesses 
much attraction for the members of the Association, and in the 
expectation of a numerous audience, it was resolved to hold the 
lecture in the Queen’s Hall. There was a large attendance, and 
the musical illustrations were much enjoyed, but owing to necessary 
outlay, the expenses exceeded the receipts.

The subject of the third Lecture was “ Sermons in Stones.” 
It was delivered by Mr. Andrew T. Taylor, on March 16th, and 
the subject of architecture was presented in an interesting and 
attractive manner.

The Rev. Dr. Stevenson gave the fourth Lecture of the season. 
Its title was “Art as related to Morals and Religion.” The influence 
which religion exercises over art was brought out by the lecturer 
with his well known power and eloquence. This was given on 
March 30th and was the conclusion of the series.

The present lecture season was inaugurated on the evening 
of December 10th by Mr. Harris, his subject being the found­
ation of judgment in art, and the Council have the pleasure 
of announcing the following programme :—

On January 19th, Raphael and his times, by Rev. L G. 
Ware.

On February 23rd, English domestic building in the 
middle ages, by Mr. T. C. Sorby.

On March 23rd, Beethoven and his songs, by Mr. 
Joseph Gould.
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READING ROOM

The attendance of members during the past year has been 
as large as heretofore. The number of periodicals remains the 
same. Considerable interest appears to be taken in the art papers 
by persons of various professions. This is satisfactory, inasmuch as 
it is an evidence of the influence which it was hoped that the 
Reading Room would generate towards artistic education.

LIBRARY.

Although the Library does not augment as rapidly as is to be 
desired in the abstract, the Council gratefully acknowledge some 
valuable donations during the past year. Bookshelves have been 
put up in the Reading Room, and fifty-five volumes of periodicals 
have been bound, and placed on the shelves for the use of 
members, along with gifts to the Library.

The works to be acknowledged are profusely illustrated, and 
some of them very costly. They will, it is hoped, prove service­
able to art, and attractive to all. They are as follows :—

The number of visits to the gallery during the past year, on 
the part of members and of the public on free days, notwith­
standing the recently prevalent epidemic, thus shews an increase
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over that of the two previous years. This encouraging fact (in the 
face of a lessened revenue) is one of many evidences of a steadily 
growing taste for artistic productions among our citizens, which it is 
alike the duty and the earnest desire of the Council to foster most 
sedulously.

We have to record, with sincere regret, the loss during the 
last year of two of our oldest and most esteemed members— 
Mr. Donald Lorn MacDougall and Mr. Thomas Cramp. They 
were both in their lifetime among the warmest friends of the 
Association.

CONCLUSION.

In order that the Association may fulfil its proper mission, and 
meet the artistic wants of a community so rapidly increasing in 
wealth, it should he in a position to hold more frequent exhibitions. 
The home production of works of art has been up to this time of 
necessity limited, owing to the small number of resident artists. It 
would therefore be necessary to include foreign works, but this 
would widen the field of artistic thought and effort for the study of our 
citizens, and would effectually assist them in their endeavours to 
attain a more cultivated taste and a sounder judgement in art 
matters. In the initiation of frequent exhibitions of combined 
foreign and native talent, Montreal would only be following the 
example of neighboring cities of more recent origin and possessed 
of a more liberal home production of works of art.

More frequent and varied exhibitions would not only benefit 
our citizens generally, but would greatly assist and encourage our 
resident artists, and would be an inducement to others to take up 
their abode in a city possessed of many attractive surroundings. 
Private studios would thus be multiplied, and these must ever be 
sources of educational benefit and enjoyment to the art student and 
to citizens. There is abundance of art material in the large 
American and other foreign cities, which could easily be obtained 
on loan, provided the cost incidental to the collection and freightage
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of the works could be defrayed. But so desirable a prospect 
seems hopeless of attainment, until the financial position of the 
Association is stronger and more assured than is the case at 
present. The best means of attaining this end would be the 
establishment of a liberal sustentation fund. The Council trust 
that, ere long, this need will be recognized by those citizens who 
desire the real welfare of the community, who will rejoice to 
minister to the enlight mment and enjoyment of all, and especially 
to co-operate with the .,igh and studious occupation of those who 
strive with loving patience to reproduce the glories of the human 
form or the wonders of nature.

FIFTH YEAR OF THE ADVANCED ART CLASSES.

The session for 1885-6 commenced on the 2nd October ult. 
and will close on the 30th April prox., under the direction of 
Mr. R. Harris, R.C.A. The rooms are open for work every 
week-day ; and on the mornings of Tuesday and Friday of each 
week, the regular instruction will be given.

The course is, as far as possible, that adopted in the French 
studios, which assumes the fact that until one step is well taken, 
it is useless to proceed to the next ; and a thorough study of form 
being of first importance, the Students will draw from the cast 
in light and shade, proceeding from simple objects, parts of the 
figure, etc., to the entire figure from the antique.

On the days when instruction is given, those students suffi­
ciently advanced will work from the living model ; and those who 
will be benefitted by doing so, will paint from the cast, from still 
life, or from the living model.

Subjects for composition will be given out occasionally 
during the season.

The Session for 1885-6 has been made to extend over two 
Terms, one from 2nd October to 23rd December and the other 
from 8th January to 30th April The hours on Tuesdays and 
Fridays are from 9.30 a.m. to 12.30 p.m.

Fees for the full term have been fixed at $40 ; and for the 
half-term, at $25.

The Classes are held in the Association’s Rooms, corner of 
Phillips Square and St. Catherine Street.
