Should Baptist Churckes D sband?

ANY large teachings, all evangelical
Christians  hol1 in common, the
fundamentals of our Christian faith
. are affingd _in nearly all Protest-
“ant pulpits.  The existence of God. the deity of
Jesus, the personality of the Holy Spirit, the
need of forgiveness and a change in the covern-
ing disposition, the authority of the New Testa
ment, a future life, these and other large heliefs
are the joint property of all intelligent believers
The Baptist church:s stand for all these and also
for certain well defined New Testament teachings
that are denied, or depreciated or ignored by
other Protestant  bodies No denomination
should pe founded on fads or freak ideas. Mere
methods of working or questions of esthetics
should not divide fellow Christians. Do the
Baptist churches maintain principles that are
worth standing out for? Are the ruling ideas of
the Baptist churcles of such importance that
their suppression would impair Christ’s teachings
and injure the cause of spiritual Christianity?

The name assumed by our Baptist fathers,
“Congregation of Baptized Believers'' was a
confession of faith and a protest. It was the
affirmation that the church must be a spiritual

y, that the Christian life is begun apart from
baptism, that a New Testament baptism must
be adhered to.

For centuriss a clear witness has been borne
thit the act of baptism must not usurp the place
of the Holy Spirit, that Christianity is a spiritual
religion not begotten or maintained in any me-
chanical way. There is need today that to all

ofessing Christians, to Roman Catholics and
ellow Protestants alike, there must be the con-
tinued testimony that baptism is not a regenerat-
ing ordinance.

God forever.' It is the undisguises! aflirmation
of this large church that through baptism there
comes a spiritual life into the soul—it is a regen-
erative power.

The Lutheran Synod in 181, adopted
as its up-to-date belief and working ereed, the
following statement  eonc tning the efficacy of
baptism " Baptism seals to us and bestows upon
us eternal Hife, hecause with it the new spiritual
tife in covenant with Gad has its beginning."™
| This is the baldest Romanism in the utterance of
i a Protestant church. There is no place here for
I repentance,  faith, character,  voluntariness—
I heaven is hestowed in a magical wey,  This con-
| fession throws vot light but darkness upon the
mind and upon the New Testament.

Even-our Preshyvterian friends have in their
Westminister Confession the reots of a baptismal
regeneration It affirms that baptism must be
applied to fufants.  If it should be questioned
why baptism should be administered to uncon-
s ious persons the answer is found in Chapter 28:
6, where it is declared that grace is actually con-
ferred in baptism though the efficacy of it is
delayed until riper years  Here again the
Romanish conception of a nopus operatum, a
spiritual result from a mechanical act, is declared
The confession has been revised so that reproba-
tion has been stricken out, but the traces of
baptismal regeneration remain.  In the Presby-
terian  Zuterior was lately found this poetical
assertion of a salvation mediated through baptism:

A sacred rite of Gospel grace; wherein

It is declared that by the Spirit's power
The soul from its decp primal stain of sin
Is cleansed.

In Jamieson Brown and Fausset's widely
circulated commentary are these words in ex
planation of Titus 3: 50 *They are presumed to
be then regen rated; baptism is the proximate
instrument of salvation "' Thousands of people
who ask this commentary for light and guidance
in the way to eternal life are pointed to a me-
chanical, physical method of salvarion.

In recent years in a county seat in New Jersey,
the pastor of a large and influential pedo-Baptist
church baptized the dead body of a young man
and the dead body of an infant—because he
arrived too late to baptize them while living. 1f
this had taken place in Spain or in the Philip-
pines by the hands of a Spanish priest it would
seem entirely fitting. There is in every com-
munity a widespread feeling on the part of
church members that without baptism the safety
of a departed child is not assured.

The mission of Baptist churches is not yet
accomplished. It has a protest to raise a teach-
ing to give, until all assertions of a baptismal
regeneration are driven away from the creeds anl
practices of oty fellow Prot-stant bodies. Chris-
tianity must have 2. its centre a.saving Christ,
not a priest whose finger-tips create eternal life
and change chafacter. A 'salvation through
water perverts the very nature of Christianity,

reducing it from its Wigh level as a spiritual force
inte a mechanical system of salvation through
touch, Quakerism is an error at one extreme,
denying the existence of any water baptism as a
seripture command.  High churchism and ritual-
ism constitute an error at the other extremes
making almost everything depend upon a water

1 baptism, through whose touch eternal life spring,

up in the soul. ~ Of the two, Quakerism is to be
vastly preferred It does give room for God's
grace, for dependence upon spiritual realities, it
exalts the spiritual, it minifies the material. Be-
tween the two stand the Baptist churches. They
affirm as a mouthpiece for the New Testament,
that salvation is altogether a matter between the
sonf and Jesus Christ.  Parents and church and
baptism having nothing to do with it. When a
soul trusts i Jesus Christ, then comes baptism
as a confession, a pledge, an act of obedience and

loyalty to Christ.  Uuti! Christ is permitted to

[ have his own way in reference to the act and

subjeet of baptisns, until baptism is referred to

1 its riy htful place in the Christian system, until

that time Baptist chuvches should not disband.

and the last yvear has been, in consequence, a
happy one-—the first happy vear of our married
tife, and 1 want you o acecpt a small token of
my grat tude " When he opened the envelope
she honded him he foun v it contained a quarter,

Ben Potter, a Connecticut friend of mine, had
a bighor estimate of the value of blessings,
When tis hrother Asa his  inseparable com-
pavion far fifty vears, was killed by a locomotive,
he said to mie with tears in his eyes—and he was
really heart-broken— ‘I wonldn't have had that
hay pen for five dollars;™ and he meant it.

How in contrast to these incidents are the
following:  Lust weck we were reading in the
papers of a woman in New York city, whose
physician sueceeded in removing from the end of
tier beautiful nose a disfiguring vart that had
given her annoyance all her life, and did it
so well as to leave no scar. She gave him o
*thorsand dollars and, no donht felt she was pay-
;g but poorly for that relief from a mortifying
i nmsance,

A deacon in a Connecticut church heard an
, evangelist preac!i in his church five times, and
¢ felt that he better for it, and he gave him
$200 down and I think & great deal later

Mos people think that all blessings are worthy
to be paud for but spiritual blessings.  The old
slogan, * Salvation’s free for vou and me'’ has
cheapened all things spiritaal in the estimation
of the average person.  Groceries ought to be
paid for of co rs:, and dry-goods  Even intel-
lectual pleasures and mental culture are worth
movey.  But when it comes to spiritual blessings,
people are grateful for them, their *“hearts burn
within them " ard an inexpressible joy fills
i tlem; they h 1e meat to eat that the world
knows not ot—hut as for him who brings them
the blessing, why let him be satisfiad with
thanks.  If he expeets aught else he is mercer-
uary and grasping; he is “‘an hireling.”

On, how many pastors there are who have
brought to the howes of scores and hundreds of
people blessings by the side of which the wealth
of the whole world is small; wayward sons
restored to virtue; brutal hushands made gentle;
wilful daughters made traciall: and considerate;
and innumerable such blessings are traceable to
their influences and the recipients of them sub-
scribe four dollars to the pastor's salary for the
ensuing year, and gromble if wore is asked. It
1hoks like rank ingratitude,

I wish people were all like a man who attended
just one service in my church, and at the close
| of it insisted on giving the preacher a dollar—not
much, but he felt that he had r.ceived a dollar's
worth of blessing. Why, if that man had been
| converted at that service, or had scen his wife or
| son or daughter led into the Kingdom, I suppose
| he would have f=1t like giving half his possessions
| 10 the ayent who brought the blessing, or the

church through which it came. He was a labor-
| ing man, or perhaps he would have felt he mnst

Are we, then. justified in saying that God
does not want g fts improperly bestowed?  If the
R lack heart, it it be given ostentatiously, if it
be prompted by selt-interest, will God gather no
barvest to His glory from it all?  We may not
wuswer negativety; for we do not know. Vet
it scems not iwpro able that a gift he does not
want will carry with it no large hlessing. A
blessing may indeed come to the recipient; but it
is certamn that the giver can hope for no reward,
There will come 1o h m no harvest of blessing in
personal character and life,

Let us be careful lest we commit the unfor-
!tunate and wicked  mistake of that rich and
! covetins ciurch-member, who excused himself
| from giving on the yround, he said, that **God

loveth a ckeerful gi " and as he did not feel
