Theman
who loves most is king of men § not the n
of muscle, northe man who possesses wealth,
nor even the man dowered with a magnificent
intellect ; but the man who has the largest
heart. He touched the subject from tour
points : The home where the Buttoned-up
People are selfish ; Society, where they ate
exclusive ; Politics, where they are prejudiced,
and Religion, where they are bigoted. We
raust not keep ourselves buttoned-up, but
demonstrate ourlove. The secret of success
ful living 1s to unbutton yout heart and let
your love loose on the world. And with a
master's touch he showed how our Heavenly
Father unbuttoned, laid aside the wrappings
of His glory, and showed on Calvary lhs
heart of love to humanity.
