A good many teachers have been asking 
for questions from the Shorter Catechism as 
well as from the Primary Catechism in The 
Primary Quarterly and Leaflets. As our 
readers will notice, we are meeting this de­
sire and will give both Catechisms in 
each lesson. The order of the questions in 
the Shorter Catechism is the same followed 
by the older scholars so tliat, where the 
Primary Hell» are used, as they sometimes 
are, by classes who have lately been trans­
ferred from the infant-class room to the main 
school, they will find in them all tliat they 
require. The Primary Catechism forms a good 
preparation. It runs on the same lines as the 
older book, and the questions are so arranged 
that it is gone over in two years.

We draw special attention to the picture? 
by which the lessons in The Primary Quak- 
teri.y and Leaflets arc illustrated. Nothing 
of the same excellence has been hitherto 
reached in any Canadian publication, ami 
indeed there are only one or two publica­
tions elsewhere which attempt the same 
standard.

Which First P

This is a question which cannot be answer­
ed by the minister or the Sabbath-school 
teacher, but by the parents alone. It is the 
question as to w hich service the little children 
shall attend who are too young to go to both 
church and Sabbath school in the same day.

The usual answer is the Sabbath-school ; 
for is it not specially intended for the child­
ren, and will the children not learn more 
there than in the church ?

The question is important, because early 
habits are so strong. And the earliest habite 
are the strongest. Here is the problem, 
especially in the case of the boy. There 
comes a time when he has outgrown, or 
thinks he has outgrown, the Sabbath-school. 
What then ? If he has not the church-going 
habit, away ho drifts, and once caught !u the 
stream of the churchless, how rarely is he 
brought in again ?

Evidently love for the public services of 
the congregation cannot be implanted too 
early. When a child is taken regularly to 
church from three or -four years of age, he 
gets the habit so firmly implanted in him 
as to become part of his very fibre. It is 
practically ineradicable. If he does nut 
begin till he is nine or ten, he runs a serious 
risk of never really forming the church-going 
lmbit, although brought up in a Christian 
home.

“ But what can these mites understand ? " 
some one asks. Who shall say? “I niust 
keep very still to-day, mother," whispered a 
little tot, scarce six years old, to her mother 
the other Sabbath, us she sat beside her in 
the pew, “for it’s communion."

To the little one sitting with the older 
brothers and sisters and father and mother 
in the quiet and stillness of the house of God, 
the great congregation, the songs, the rev-
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,-rcnt bowing of the heads In prayer, the big 
book, the minister, as he reads or prays or 
preaches, the gathering of the offerings, all 
these are most impressive. The habit of rev 
erencc is insensibly formed, and if the minis­
ter loves little children, there’s many a tender 
hit will go to them while he is feeding the 
flock from the Word.

It is ideal, where the Sabbath-school and 
public worship follow one another and old 
and young alike can attend both. But where 
they are held at different times of the day, 
the question is worth thinking out, as to 
whether the wee ones of the house shall be 
robbed of their privilege of attending church 
for the sake of the Sabbath-school. The 
Sabbath-school certainly has nothing to gain 
by it. When the children grow old enough 
for both, they will be all the readier to benefit 
by the school because they have already 
learned so much in the church.

Truth Telling
Mm. S. M. J. Henry

To assume that a child has told a lie is to 
take the first step toward making him a 
liar ; and, to make him afraid of the conse­
quences of ’ aving the truth known, is to fin­
ish the wo k. Sometimes a mother who 
would be horrified at the thought of what 
she is doing, will lead the children in an 
effort to conceal facts which would bring 
upon them the displeasure of the father if 
he knew them, and then unhesitatingly 
punish the same children for some other act 
of deception, with which she happens to 
have no part ; and, by and by, will break 
her heart over the fact that she cannot de­
pend upon their word.

To educate the child in truthfulness, he 
must be considered and taught, as an imag­
inative being, as well as one with the power 
of knowing ordinary facts. The world of his 
imagination is just as real to him as the 
world of material things ; and the lights 
which play upon it may color everything he 
sees, hears and handles. Paul recognized 
this reality of the inner sight when he said, 
“ While we look not at the things which are 
seen, but at the things which are not seen.”

2 Cor. 4:18. This ability to behold the un­
seen is very quick in childhood; for “ Heaven 
lies about us in our infancy.”

“ What have yon been doingall the morn­
ing ? Where have you been to get so mud­
dy ? ” asked a mother of a boy of seven who 
had just run in for something. “ And what 
are you getting out of the closet? And where 
are you going now ? ”

“ I’ve been hunting an elephant in a frog 
pond, and I’ve got him, too ; and I’ve got 
to have a strong rope to chain him up with, 
for he’s awful big and strong.” And the 
boy was off, wrapping a piece of ord which 
he had found, hastily about his hand.

“I declare,” said the mother, “I don’t 
know what to do with that child. I am 
worried to death. Of course I know that 
this is all play ; but sometimes I don’t know 
his play from the real. I am afraid he don’t 
know what truth is.”

“ You mean you are afraid that he does 
not know what you mean by truth ? ”

‘‘I suppose that is it, but truth is truth, 
you know.”

“ Yes ; truth is truth, but it is very unfor­
tunate that her name has been dragged down 
to the level of this world of opinions which 
change as often as the colors and shapes of 
the kaleidoscope, and, that because a state­
ment does not happen to seem correct to you 
it is at once branch'd as untrue, and the one 
who made it as a liar. Now that child has 
just as good a right to call that creature of 
his imagination—maybe a stick, or some 
other boy—an elephant as the one who first 
invented the name had to apply it as he did. 
He was to succeed Adam in dominion, you 
know.”

“ Oh, I understand that ; of course every­
body would know that he is at play now ; 
but just listen to this : he came in yesterday 
and told me, just as honestly as anyone could 
have done, that Mrs. firev was going to have 
company, and wanted me to let her have a 
cake, for she was sick and could not bake 
one. I suspected him at once. I think 1 
always do these days; and yet it did seem 
that he must be telling the truth from the 
way he looked, and I said : 1 Are you sure,
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Willie, that Mm. Grey really sent you to ask 
me for the cake ? ’ and he looked me right 
in the eye and Raid : ‘Yes, mama, and y ho 
wants your cake basket, too.’ 'Now, I am 
sure you are lying,’ I said, ‘ for she would 
not want that with all her lovely silver and 
china.’ ' But she does, mama,’ he persisted, 
1 for her things all got broke when she went 
away and left Tige to keep house.’ Then I 
was in despair ; such a jumble of things 
which might possibly lrnve happened, with 
others which were impossible, I believe no­
body but Willie could put together. Tige is 
a dog of course, you understand, and is never 
allowed in the house. A few evenings be­
fore, as Mrs. Grey and I, with several others, 
including Willie and the Grey children, were 
talking and laughing about something which 
had happened, Mrs. Grey, who is a perfect 
home-hermit, said in a jocose1 wav, ‘ When I 
go away for a week I shall leave Tige- to keep 
house. Tliat meant she would never go ; 
and you seo Will anight up that remark and 
used it to give himself away with.

“ Rut fearing that Mrs. Grey might really 
have wanted something, I ran over to see her 
about it, and found that my boy had made 
the whole thing out of whole cloth. I am 
getting so that I never know what to do 
when ho speaks. I am almost afraid lie is 
lying every time.”

“No ; I just gave it up. It was so fla­
grant I didn’t have the strength even to slap 
him.”
"I wish you would please aill him in and get 

him to talk that over with us. You begin it 
in a tender, sympathetic way, and let us see 
what comes of it.”

“ I don't feel very tender and sympathetic 
when I think about it, but I will try, if you 
think any good will come of it."

“No harm am come of it, and we may get 
some light for you."

“ Well, light is what I want, that is 
sure."

After a moment of silence, in which she 
was evidently trying to bring herself into a 
projwr temper, this mother arose, and going

to the door, called the child, who came 
quickly bounding in ; a bright, beautiful 
boy. He and I were good frie.ids, so that I 
had only to hold out my hand to have him 
come within my arm-clasp, where he stood 
playing with my watch-guard and waiting to 
see what it all meant.

“ Oh, Willie," began his mother, bravely, 
“ what about that cake for Mrs. Grey’s com­
pany ? What company is she going to have 
and when is it to be ? "

“Oh, can we have it, mama?" and how 
his eyes sparkled. “’Cause, if we can, I 
must go and build up the house quick, when1 
Tige broke it down, you know, and I must 
run and tell her, for 1 am her company, you 
see."

Will looked from one to the 
other for a perplexed moment or two, and 
then with a loud “toot! toot ! ” called out 
in his biggest voice, “ Clii-ca-yo, Un-ton 
De-pot I ” Need I add that a few minutes 
later the little man was on his way “ home ” 
to repair the ruin which Tige had wrought 
by his house-keeping, happy with the cake- 
liasket well filled for “ Mrs. Grey;” while the 
mother, for the first time in her life, began 
to see that child-study was a necessary pre­
liminary to child-eufturc. Such simple little 
things to signify so much ; but si nee they do 
signify, how important to comprehend !

The next thing in this case was to teach 
the child the necessity of so stating facts and 
fancies that he could be understood by older 
people.

“ You see, Willie,” the lesson ran, “ when 
you said Mrs. Grey, mama, of course, 
thought you meant the real one, who is 
always Mrs. Grey ; and mama knew that 
Mrs. Grey never allowed Tige in the house, 
that she would never leave him to keep 
house, and so mama thought that it was all 
something that never happened, and that 
you were telling a naughty story—a lie about 
the cake and all, and it made mama feel very 
discouraged. If you had just told her at

first that you were playing that Nellie was 
Mrs. Grey.”

“ But, mama,” broke in the child, with a 
plaintive persistence in his tone, “ we was 
not playing that time ; sometimes wo is, but 
wo said first thing that this was all truly, and 
not play. She wan Mrs. Grey and I was Mr. 
Grey for sure. ’ ’

“Well, you see you will be obliged to sav 
it so that others will understand you, if you 
expect to be heard and get what you want, 
for when it comes to truly, truly you are not 
Mr. Grey, and Nellie is not Mrs. Grey. Now, 
try and see if you can’t fix that some way, 
so that it will be all straight as you mean 
it, and so that man,a can know what you 
mean.”

The child thought a moment, and then 
said : “ I can’t fix it, anyhow. That’s the 
way ’tis, just Mrs. Grey.”

“ Well, all right ; let it go until you really 
want something.”

It was not long ; for the two children 
were very busy in their play world. Soon 
Willie came rushing in to his mother, calling 
in great eagerness: “ Doctor 1 doctor I you 
must come quick. Mrs. Grey has broken 
her arm.”

This appeal brought no reply, and he re­
peated it, pulling at his mother’s hand.

“ What are you doing, Willie? ” she 
asked, at last ; “there is no doctor here, and 
Dr. Smith is always called to the Greys.”

“ O, I forgot. It is mg little Mrs. Grey, 
mama, and you is the doctor. I’s playing 
truly. Now, do you understand me, mama?”

“Yes, dear, you have done bravely. Now 
what would you like?"

“ You to come, for she’s truly liurted. 
She fell off the top of our house—I mean, she 
hit her toe and fell down—the truly top is 
the sky, I guess.”

This little story is sufficient to indicate the 
beginnings of instruction by which a child 
may lie taught to discriminate between the 
litoral and the symbolic in spwcli , a lesson 
which cannot be too early taught, esjiecially 
to a child who has a quick imagination, and 
is full of “ play."

THE LESSON RETOLD

A good many teachers have been asking 
for questions from the Shorter Catechism as 
well as from the Primary Catechism in The 
Primary Quarterly and Leaflets. As our 
readers will notice, we are meeting this de­
sire and will give both Catechisms in 
each lesson. The order of the questions in 
the Shorter Catechism is the same followed 
by the older scholars so tliat, where the 
Primary Hell» are used, as they sometimes 
are, by classes who have lately been trans­
ferred from the infant-class room to the main 
school, they will find in them all tliat they 
require. The Primary Catechism forms a good 
preparation. It runs on the same lines as the 
older book, and the questions are so arranged 
that it is gone over in two years.

We draw special attention to the picture? 
by which the lessons in The Primary Quak- 
teri.y and Leaflets arc illustrated. Nothing 
of the same excellence has been hitherto 
reached in any Canadian publication, ami 
indeed there are only one or two publica­
tions elsewhere which attempt the same 
standard.

Which First P

This is a question which cannot be answer­
ed by the minister or the Sabbath-school 
teacher, but by the parents alone. It is the 
question as to w hich service the little children 
shall attend who are too young to go to both 
church and Sabbath school in the same day.

The usual answer is the Sabbath-school ; 
for is it not specially intended for the child­
ren, and will the children not learn more 
there than in the church ?

The question is important, because early 
habits are so strong. And the earliest habite 
are the strongest. Here is the problem, 
especially in the case of the boy. There 
comes a time when he has outgrown, or 
thinks he has outgrown, the Sabbath-school. 
What then ? If he has not the church-going 
habit, away ho drifts, and once caught !u the 
stream of the churchless, how rarely is he 
brought in again ?

Evidently love for the public services of 
the congregation cannot be implanted too 
early. When a child is taken regularly to 
church from three or -four years of age, he 
gets the habit so firmly implanted in him 
as to become part of his very fibre. It is 
practically ineradicable. If he does nut 
begin till he is nine or ten, he runs a serious 
risk of never really forming the church-going 
lmbit, although brought up in a Christian 
home.

“ But what can these mites understand ? " 
some one asks. Who shall say? “I niust 
keep very still to-day, mother," whispered a 
little tot, scarce six years old, to her mother 
the other Sabbath, us she sat beside her in 
the pew, “for it’s communion."

To the little one sitting with the older 
brothers and sisters and father and mother 
in the quiet and stillness of the house of God, 
the great congregation, the songs, the rev-
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,-rcnt bowing of the heads In prayer, the big 
book, the minister, as he reads or prays or 
preaches, the gathering of the offerings, all 
these are most impressive. The habit of rev 
erencc is insensibly formed, and if the minis­
ter loves little children, there’s many a tender 
hit will go to them while he is feeding the 
flock from the Word.

It is ideal, where the Sabbath-school and 
public worship follow one another and old 
and young alike can attend both. But where 
they are held at different times of the day, 
the question is worth thinking out, as to 
whether the wee ones of the house shall be 
robbed of their privilege of attending church 
for the sake of the Sabbath-school. The 
Sabbath-school certainly has nothing to gain 
by it. When the children grow old enough 
for both, they will be all the readier to benefit 
by the school because they have already 
learned so much in the church.

Truth Telling
Mm. S. M. J. Henry

To assume that a child has told a lie is to 
take the first step toward making him a 
liar ; and, to make him afraid of the conse­
quences of ’ aving the truth known, is to fin­
ish the wo k. Sometimes a mother who 
would be horrified at the thought of what 
she is doing, will lead the children in an 
effort to conceal facts which would bring 
upon them the displeasure of the father if 
he knew them, and then unhesitatingly 
punish the same children for some other act 
of deception, with which she happens to 
have no part ; and, by and by, will break 
her heart over the fact that she cannot de­
pend upon their word.

To educate the child in truthfulness, he 
must be considered and taught, as an imag­
inative being, as well as one with the power 
of knowing ordinary facts. The world of his 
imagination is just as real to him as the 
world of material things ; and the lights 
which play upon it may color everything he 
sees, hears and handles. Paul recognized 
this reality of the inner sight when he said, 
“ While we look not at the things which are 
seen, but at the things which are not seen.”

2 Cor. 4:18. This ability to behold the un­
seen is very quick in childhood; for “ Heaven 
lies about us in our infancy.”

“ What have yon been doingall the morn­
ing ? Where have you been to get so mud­
dy ? ” asked a mother of a boy of seven who 
had just run in for something. “ And what 
are you getting out of the closet? And where 
are you going now ? ”

“ I’ve been hunting an elephant in a frog 
pond, and I’ve got him, too ; and I’ve got 
to have a strong rope to chain him up with, 
for he’s awful big and strong.” And the 
boy was off, wrapping a piece of ord which 
he had found, hastily about his hand.

“I declare,” said the mother, “I don’t 
know what to do with that child. I am 
worried to death. Of course I know that 
this is all play ; but sometimes I don’t know 
his play from the real. I am afraid he don’t 
know what truth is.”

“ You mean you are afraid that he does 
not know what you mean by truth ? ”

‘‘I suppose that is it, but truth is truth, 
you know.”

“ Yes ; truth is truth, but it is very unfor­
tunate that her name has been dragged down 
to the level of this world of opinions which 
change as often as the colors and shapes of 
the kaleidoscope, and, that because a state­
ment does not happen to seem correct to you 
it is at once branch'd as untrue, and the one 
who made it as a liar. Now that child has 
just as good a right to call that creature of 
his imagination—maybe a stick, or some 
other boy—an elephant as the one who first 
invented the name had to apply it as he did. 
He was to succeed Adam in dominion, you 
know.”

“ Oh, I understand that ; of course every­
body would know that he is at play now ; 
but just listen to this : he came in yesterday 
and told me, just as honestly as anyone could 
have done, that Mrs. firev was going to have 
company, and wanted me to let her have a 
cake, for she was sick and could not bake 
one. I suspected him at once. I think 1 
always do these days; and yet it did seem 
that he must be telling the truth from the 
way he looked, and I said : 1 Are you sure,
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Willie, that Mm. Grey really sent you to ask 
me for the cake ? ’ and he looked me right 
in the eye and Raid : ‘Yes, mama, and y ho 
wants your cake basket, too.’ 'Now, I am 
sure you are lying,’ I said, ‘ for she would 
not want that with all her lovely silver and 
china.’ ' But she does, mama,’ he persisted, 
1 for her things all got broke when she went 
away and left Tige to keep house.’ Then I 
was in despair ; such a jumble of things 
which might possibly lrnve happened, with 
others which were impossible, I believe no­
body but Willie could put together. Tige is 
a dog of course, you understand, and is never 
allowed in the house. A few evenings be­
fore, as Mrs. Grey and I, with several others, 
including Willie and the Grey children, were 
talking and laughing about something which 
had happened, Mrs. Grey, who is a perfect 
home-hermit, said in a jocose1 wav, ‘ When I 
go away for a week I shall leave Tige- to keep 
house. Tliat meant she would never go ; 
and you seo Will anight up that remark and 
used it to give himself away with.

“ Rut fearing that Mrs. Grey might really 
have wanted something, I ran over to see her 
about it, and found that my boy had made 
the whole thing out of whole cloth. I am 
getting so that I never know what to do 
when ho speaks. I am almost afraid lie is 
lying every time.”

Have you trial to find wlmt was at the 
bottom of this one instance of untruth ? ’’

“No ; I just gave it up. It was so fla­
grant I didn’t have the strength even to slap 
him.”
"I wish you would please aill him in and get 

him to talk that over with us. You begin it 
in a tender, sympathetic way, and let us see 
what comes of it.”

“ I don't feel very tender and sympathetic 
when I think about it, but I will try, if you 
think any good will come of it."

“No harm am come of it, and we may get 
some light for you."

“ Well, light is what I want, that is 
sure."

After a moment of silence, in which she 
was evidently trying to bring herself into a 
projwr temper, this mother arose, and going

to the door, called the child, who came 
quickly bounding in ; a bright, beautiful 
boy. He and I were good frie.ids, so that I 
had only to hold out my hand to have him 
come within my arm-clasp, where he stood 
playing with my watch-guard and waiting to 
see what it all meant.

“ Oh, Willie," began his mother, bravely, 
“ what about that cake for Mrs. Grey’s com­
pany ? What company is she going to have 
and when is it to be ? "

“Oh, can we have it, mama?" and how 
his eyes sparkled. “’Cause, if we can, I 
must go and build up the house quick, when1 
Tige broke it down, you know, and I must 
run and tell her, for 1 am her company, you 
see."

thing that makes folks not want to do 
things.”

Then we laughed, while the tears fell over 
our cheeks. Will looked from one to the 
other for a perplexed moment or two, and 
then with a loud “toot! toot ! ” called out 
in his biggest voice, “ Clii-ca-yo, Un-ton 
De-pot I ” Need I add that a few minutes 
later the little man was on his way “ home ” 
to repair the ruin which Tige had wrought 
by his house-keeping, happy with the cake- 
liasket well filled for “ Mrs. Grey;” while the 
mother, for the first time in her life, began 
to see that child-study was a necessary pre­
liminary to child-eufturc. Such simple little 
things to signify so much ; but si nee they do 
signify, how important to comprehend !

The next thing in this case was to teach 
the child the necessity of so stating facts and 
fancies that he could be understood by older 
people.

“ You see, Willie,” the lesson ran, “ when 
you said Mrs. Grey, mama, of course, 
thought you meant the real one, who is 
always Mrs. Grey ; and mama knew that 
Mrs. Grey never allowed Tige in the house, 
that she would never leave him to keep 
house, and so mama thought that it was all 
something that never happened, and that 
you were telling a naughty story—a lie about 
the cake and all, and it made mama feel very 
discouraged. If you had just told her at

first that you were playing that Nellie was 
Mrs. Grey.”

“ But, mama,” broke in the child, with a 
plaintive persistence in his tone, “ we was 
not playing that time ; sometimes wo is, but 
wo said first thing that this was all truly, and 
not play. She wan Mrs. Grey and I was Mr. 
Grey for sure. ’ ’

“Well, you see you will be obliged to sav 
it so that others will understand you, if you 
expect to be heard and get what you want, 
for when it comes to truly, truly you are not 
Mr. Grey, and Nellie is not Mrs. Grey. Now, 
try and see if you can’t fix that some way, 
so that it will be all straight as you mean 
it, and so that man,a can know what you 
mean.”

The child thought a moment, and then 
said : “ I can’t fix it, anyhow. That’s the 
way ’tis, just Mrs. Grey.”

“ Well, all right ; let it go until you really 
want something.”

It was not long ; for the two children 
were very busy in their play world. Soon 
Willie came rushing in to his mother, calling 
in great eagerness: “ Doctor 1 doctor I you 
must come quick. Mrs. Grey has broken 
her arm.”

This appeal brought no reply, and he re­
peated it, pulling at his mother’s hand.

“ What are you doing, Willie? ” she 
asked, at last ; “there is no doctor here, and 
Dr. Smith is always called to the Greys.”

“ O, I forgot. It is mg little Mrs. Grey, 
mama, and you is the doctor. I’s playing 
truly. Now, do you understand me, mama?”

“Yes, dear, you have done bravely. Now 
what would you like?"

“ You to come, for she’s truly liurted. 
She fell off the top of our house—I mean, she 
hit her toe and fell down—the truly top is 
the sky, I guess.”

This little story is sufficient to indicate the 
beginnings of instruction by which a child 
may lie taught to discriminate between the 
litoral and the symbolic in spwcli , a lesson 
which cannot be too early taught, esjiecially 
to a child who has a quick imagination, and 
is full of “ play."

When he was twelve years old, and quite 
a tall boy, lie went with IIis parents to Jer­
usalem to the Passover.

Jesus had never seen the Temple or so 
many people before. The people all stayed 
a whole week, living in tents or booths made 

of branches, and going to the Temple 
every day to worship.

THE LESSON RETOLD
