Thera were & number of Catholics in
the class, and one girl boldly arose end
told the professor that he was statiog an
untruth, The school-board reprimended
the teacher when thair atteniica wae
called to the matter, but it is evident
thet where Catholic children are sub-
jected to hesring such statements made
by their tenchers, great injustice is done
to them, This ia one of the many rea.
gins why it is imapossible to have non-
gectarian  religious teaching 1n  the
gchools, and why Castholics cannot safely

GRAMME

Mr, Meredith epoke in the Opera
House in this city on the policy which is
to be eustained by his party during the
coming election campaign, As it was
the first time since the raising of new
issues that this policy wae laid before the
public, cflicially, we couid hitherto only
suspect from the uttersnces of indie
viduals what it would be, Mr. Meredith's
utterances were thorefore looked for
with considerable interest as the author
itative declaration cf the programme to
be followed,
Of courss it was not to be expected
that the speaker would approve of Mr
Mowat’s couree; for there would then
be no reason for ousting the Govern
ment of the latter gentlewan from their
position ; but as Mr, Meredith himself
says in effect that the edueational
interests of the couatry ought to be
placed beyond party politice, we are of
opinion that he went out of the path he
marked out for himself by msking a
party ery of Catholic edueation arvd the
treaiment of Frenca schools ia the Pio-
vince.
Me, Moaredith said fa hls speech that
“becauce during the campsign of the last
eleciion ke expressed hls opinion that it
was & mistake that eeparate schools were
ever ecstablished in Oatario the thuuder.
bslts of the hierarchy of Rome were
lsunched agalnst him ;” and he now re-
pests: “it waa a grext mistake when eep.
arato schools were established {n Oatario,
and he wished his Roman Catholle fellow-
cltizens could eee that it was to thelr In-
terests that they should be done away
with.”
Wa bave no doubt that such are Mr,
Moredith’s houest convictlona; but they
ara not ours, nor are they the convictions
of the Cstholic people of Oatarlo. We
do nst objet to Me Moeradith holding
such oplolons, but wo decidedly object to
him cr any other politiclan forsing these
convlictiong down our throats like a nans.

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RAIDS ON THE DOMINION
TREASURY,

We bave been so frequently told by
the Francopbobiac press that the Prov’
ince of Quebec is very anxious to feed
upon the vitals of Oatasio, that we of
Ontario had come to the conclusion that
we were a very much martyred people :
we were martyrs to the rapacity of the
French Canadisns. Thusit came to pass
that we were particularly concerned in
French Canadian legislation, at all events
whenever the expenditure of money was
involved. Ontario, Nova Bcotis, Mani.
toba, above all, might doas they pleased.
The last named Provioce had even at.
taived a specios of independence, and
could build Internationsl Railways in
defiance of Dominion interests and lawe,
and Oatario frecly acoorded it sympathy
and encouragement in its assertion of
Provincial Rights, Not so Quebeo.
This Province was represented to us as
bankrupt, erd if it spent a cent for any
purpose, it would be sure to come beg-
ging of the Dominion Government to
foot thbe bill; and the ill treated mar-
tyrs of Oatario, contributing most largely
to the Dominion revenues, would, of
course, sufter mostly by the transaction,

Tae raids of Quebeo upon the Domin-
jon treasury are purely imaginary, Que.
beo stands in relaticn to the Dominion
in exactly the same position in which
the other Provinces do, but as the
Dominion Government is constituted by
the Britich North America Act a sort
of impost collector for all the Provinces,

of courge Quebec gets a proportion from
these imposts similar to the other Pro.
vinces, and it is just as likely that any
other Province will mako a raid on the
Dominion as that Quebec will do so, If
euch a raid were attempted it may weli
be suppoeed that Oataric, which is the
chisf Province in represeniation as well
as population, will take csre of ils own
interests and will not allow itsell to be
ubjustly ftreated. At least we have
been co frequently treated by the Fran.
cophobincs to disquisitions on the ignor.
ance of Freoch.Cunadians, and the
gupericr intelligence of the Oatarionians,
that we should imagine that Ontario will
be able to hold her own againet all the
efforts of Qaebec to outwit her,
Hitherto, at all events, Ontario has
drawn her full share from the Dominion
‘Treacury, in proportion to Quebec, and
the dismal praognostications of the Mail
and other Francophobiac journals, when.
ever they think proper to be not pleased
with Qaebec legislation, are as foolish
and absurd as the forebodings of evil
entertained by the superstitious when
the contents of the ealt.cellar are over.
turned on the table, The fact is, it is
only because the people of Quebec are
of French origin and Catholis that the
lugubricus fears have been expressed at
all that they have any such purposes in
view as have been 80 readily attributed
to them. Designing politicians know
that in Oatario it is always easy to stir
up religious rancor in the breasts of s
certain class, and they take advantage
of this from time to time to procure for
themselves a political following, their
desire to gain political power and nflu
ence being much stronger than their
love of country, which ought to restr..a
them from raising dissension ty means
of racial and religious outcries.

It is amusing, under these ciroum-
stances, to notice that a recont attempt has
been made from one of the Provinces to
better its position at the expense of the
publio in the rest of the Dominion ; but
unfortunately for the oase of the dema-
gogues, the effort does not come from
Quebec. It was a Nova Scotian deputa
tion which the other day waited upon
the Government to ask that higher
duties be placed upon pig iron, and that
a bonus be granted for a railway in that
Province which would connect the iron
mines with the Intercolonial Rail.
way., We do mnot attribute any
wrong 1aotives to the gentlemen who
have asked these concessions, but
it the demand had come from Quebec
there would be no end to the charges
which would be made of Quebec rapacity

from which poor martyred Ontario would

be the great sufferer. “We told you so”

would be the ory of those gentlomen
who prognosticated that Ootario would
be called upon to fool the bill, when
Quebec determined to appropriste
$460,000 fairly between Catholics and
Protestants for purposes of higher edu:
oation. The aunual intereat on this
sum, at 6 per cent., would only amount
to $27,600, and one would suppose that
as each Province has the mansgement
of its own eduoational matters, the
Quebec Legislature might be allowed to
deal with the question itself. No other
Province ever dreams of ioterfering
with the manner in which ;Ontario man-
ages its schools, although the total
amount expended for high schools in this
Province amounted in 1887 to $529,322 -
63, and is increasing every year, There
is no doubt that in 18890 Oantario spent
over twenty.one times as much on
higher education as the interest of the
sum which the Quebec Legislature ap-
propriated to the same purpose in the
Jesuit Estates Act. Would it not be far
more plausible for the other Provinces
of the Dominion to say that Oatario has
in view a raid upon the Provincial
Treasury to save it from the bankruptcy
which must enzue from expenditure so
lavish 1

It will not do to say that only a com-
paratively small portion of the amount
paid by Ontario for high school pur.
poses is derived from Legislative grants,
Whether the amount be given by the
Legislature or derived from direct muri.
cipal taxation, it comes from the
pockets of the people all the same, and
tends to impoverish them to the same
degree, If it be a just cause of com-
plaint sgainst Qaebec that it apportions
s emsall cum for such a purpose, the
other Provinces have twenty-one times
the reason for complaint against Ontario
for apportioning the larger sum.

Of course the fanatics will say that
there are reasons for objeciing to the
Jesuit Estates Act, besides the largenees
of the amount. The introduction of the
Pope's name into the preamble has been
one of the staple cries againstit. We have
before now shown that it does not, as
pretended, substitute the euthority of
the Pope for that ot the Queen, and we
do uo! propose to enter upon this ques-
tion here. It has been sufliciently
settled by the decisions of Lord Stanley
aud the Imperial Government that the
statement is groundless. It is merely
our purpose here to point ocut tho
absurdity, which has been recently and
is now being reiterated in the anti.
French journals, that the Quiehec Legis-
lature is threatoning to inflict a grave
injustice upon Oatario. The endeavor
of the Nova Sootian deputation to
favor Nova-Scotians by measurcs which
wiil undoubtedly throw additional bar-
dens upon the rest of the Dominion
shows that the pockets of Oatarionians
are quite as likely to suffer from the
efforts of the Protestant I’rovinces to
better themselves as from those of the
Catholic Provinoe of Quebec,

Wo may add that the last financial
statcment of Mr, Sheybn shows that
Quebec is not at allin the disastrous con
dition approaching bankruptey in which
the Maiil is so fond of representing it to
be. 1t is further worthy of remark that
the Mail, in an editorial a few days ego,
speaking of the Nova Scotian demends,
treats the deputation with great consid
eration and respect, though it maintains
that only part of its demands should be
acceded to, We cannot but picture to
ourselves the indignation it would have
shown if the petitioners had been from
Quebec. The whole thing would bave
baen represented as & hierarchical and
Jesuitioal plot against the well.being of
Protestant Oatario, and there would be
no end of resolutions from the Orange
lodges denouncing the horrible Yopish
conspiracy. It is fair to add, however,
that these frantic appeals to bigotry ave
not countenanced by the people of
Ontario generally. By them the Mail has
only succeeded in rendering itself ridic.

AN IMPORTANT DECISION.

A man named John McGuire died
some months ago while attending a lec-
ture delivered by Dr, MoGlynn in the
New York Aoademy of Music, The
authorities of Calvary Cemetery refused
to allow him to be buried in consecrated
ground, as he died in the act of disobe:
dienoce to the Church, but McGuire's sons
applied to the courts fcr a mandamus to
compel the trustees to admit his body to
be buried in consecrated ground, as he
had a plot in the cemetery. Judge
Beach would not issue the mandamus,
and the family brought the matter to
the Supreme Court of the State, The
decision has been given by the Supreme
Court in favor of the trustees of the
cemetery, Judge Barret in giving the
decision of the court says that under
the contract by which the plot was pur-
chased only Catholios in good stand-
ing could be buried in it. The
Judge adds: “It seems to me that
the Ordinary’s jurisdiction in spiritual
matters cannot be questioned by the
oivil courts at all.” Judge Daniels dis.
sented from the decision of the majority

of the Court; but the decision.is of great
importance, as it maintaine the liberty of.
the Cburch to adhere to her laws i’ ex-
oluding from Christian burisl those
nominal Oatholies who disobey the laws
of the Church and set them at defisnoe,
I is but just that the authorities of the
Church should be free to decide the
question of Cburch memberskip in ao

cordance with the laws of the Oburch,

Judge Barret in declaring the decision
of the court cited many authorities to
sustain bis argument, and eaid :

“I bave thus considered this case pre-
cisvly as though the rights of property
claimed by the plaintift had come from
s secular cemetery. But whea we con
sider that the transaction was with a
stiiotly demominational cemetery, the
weakness of the plaintift’s equity is still
more strikingly apparent, The record
contains an express admission by the
plaintiff of the allegation in the snswer
that the cemetery Junds in question were
set apart and conscrated, with appropri-
ate religious ceremonies, by the ministry
of a priest or priegts of the Roman Cath
olic Church, for the exclusive purpose of the
burial of the remains of persons
who may die in communion with that
Church. McGuire was a Uatholic.
As such be entered the denominational
domain ; as such he obtained the receipt
in question from the denominational
cemetery office. What transpired at the
time he so obtained that receipt is, as we
have already seen, entirely unknown.
What may eafely be affirmed, however, is
that he sought burlal privilege in a de-
vominstional cemetery thus cons:crated to
the exclusive purpose of those dying m com
munion with the Church. That denomin.
ational rule must certaiuly be implied (a
part of the agreement) from the recelpt
and the surrouadings under which it was
sought and obtained,

amount of purchazed money of a grave
two feet by eight in the ground of Csl-
vary Cemetery, which has been comec
crated for the exclusive purpose of the re.
mains of persons wno may die in com
munion with the Roman Catholic Church.

“Tnat is the parol agreement—the
only one which caun possibly be implied,
‘The plaintift, too, recognizsd this, for he
averred in hia camplaint that McGuire
died in the Oatholic faith and in commun.
son with the Church, And it wus only
whben, upon the trial, the difliculty of
proviog sflirmatively the latter assertion
weighed upon him that be struck it from
his complaint and claimed that it was
supe: flaous,”

A FORLORN HOPEL.

An smusing, yetinstructing, episode
has occurred in Starstead in connection
with the “Equel Rights” movement, It
has been very confidently and constantly
asserted by the bogus Equal Rights
organ that the Catholic vote has been
for eala, and bas been indeed actually
sold, though, of course, there was not a
particle of truth in the statement, nor
was any species of proof offered in sup-
portofit. Now, however, the tables have
beon turned, snd it has been asserted by
the Equal Rights people of Stanstead
that they were themsolves cffsred in the
mzaiket. The rumor which they have
circulated is to tie effect that Sir John
Macdonald told Mr. Colby, when the
Jesuit Estates Act was before Parliament
and under discussion, that he would
have tc tnke charge of the Qaebec Pro.
testant vote, aud that Mr, Colby de-
clared he would take care of it; and
now the unpurchasable party of “purity,
rightcousness and truth,” profees great
indignation beoruse the Protestant vote
was supposed to be “in any man's vest
pocket.”

truly noble speech in Parliament where.
in he deprecated the attempt to exoite
religious dissension in the Dominion, Up
to the time of our going to press, we have
not received the returns of the result of
the election, but we presumse it will show
that the Quebec Protestants will not
allow themaelves to be made the tools of
a ooterie of blatant demagogues, The
big ¢f shows the magnitude of the ex-
pectations of the fanatiocs.

Formerly tho plons eustom of saying
the diily prayers together was v
generally obzerved in famllies; bat fn
proporifon as peopls are growing worldly
wlso, there good cld Catholic customa are
disappearing, A serfouse flort, however,
should be made to keep up the practice of
famlly prayers, for it 1s one of the most
efficacions means to presezrve the spleit of
pisty to keep falth alive, and even to pre.
serve the spirit of unlon in the home circle,
The labora and cares of the day are at an
erd; the shades of nlght surround the
earth and favite to repcse ; the hour s
favorable for the Christlan family to join
fn prayer. What a charming spectacle t)
bibold the whole famlily in this action !
We can see them in {msgination kneeling
hefre the crucifix acd an {mage of Oar
Lady, the father and motber, the vener.
able grandparents, the children, and ser.
vants. The father or mother says the
ruyu aloud, the othexs anawer, thus
mitating the choirs of blessed eplrits ; and
their prayers are carried up by angels as
Incense to the Lord. Then ba wade
a commemoration of all the faithfal
departed, eapecially of those of thelr own
famlly cfnlt, all zetire in slleace t> take
that repose which seldom fall to vhit
refreshiogly the peacefal consclence,

This simple and brief ousline of what
family prayers mean will suggest to t-e
plous reader some of the benefislal results
that are culculated to flow from tke
practice Prayers made o common
remind & person of his prineipal duty here
below—that of adorlog (Gad, Silitary
prayer lo often made with less care and
eanestness ; sometimes it 1s hurrled over
and shortened ; sometimes it s quite for
gotten. When the whole family are
accastomed to jin regalarly in this devo
tlon, such fauits are in & great measure,
if not altogether, removed, There {s in
thisunion of the members of the family
at the foot of the cracifix a parsussive
elcquence which speaks to each one of
his duty to God, his nelghbor and himself,
And this glthu[ng together for a commoan
purpose each eveping 1s calculated to have
the most happy effects on the family itself.
When the father and mother are thus
exerclsing & specles of prlesthood in the
midat of thelr children doea it not insplre
feellngs of greater respect ? If some have
been grieved and vexed during the day
by any of those thousand-and one little
miseries that may disturb peace and har-
mony everywhere, will they not be dis-
posed to forgive ani forget when, at the
foot of the crucifix they repeat: *“For-
give us our trespawes as we forgive those
who trespaws against us” He that has
fallen into eln, will he not be dlsposed to
repent of it when he makes his short
examination of cnnsclence at nigat and
joine in the Confiteor and the Act of
Contrition ?

Fathers and mothers, and other heads
of houses, will be doing much for their
ownsouls and the souls of those under their
care by introducing and malatainiog the
custom of family prayers, It fsgsnezlly
diffisult, often impoasible, for the family to
meet for morning prayers; bat in
the evening there is seldom any dif
ticulty. All that is required is the
good will of the father and mother.
If the family cannot be assembled im
mediately before the hour of retiring, let
the prayers be said just after supper, or
at any other convenient time. It is not
neceasary that the prayers be long ; let
them coneist simply of the “Our Father,”
the “Hail Mary,” the “Creed,” a short
examination of conscience, the “Con
fiteor,” the “Acts,” and the praver of
S8t. Bernard to the Bl Virgin,
These prayers will not take ten minutes,
and, when said with attention and devo.
tion, they will be more readily and more
abundantly heard by God for being
offered in common, “If two of you shall
consent upon earth concerning anything
whatsoever they shall nsk, it shall be
done to them by My Father who is in
Heaven, For when thers are two or
three gathered together in My name,
there I am in the midst of them.” (St,
Matt., xvii,, 19,20)

love of luxury, but also & vulgsr pasion
for the display of luxury. For this reason
may familles live beyond thelr means,
while others work and worry themselves
to death in makiog haste to bulld new
homes instead of trying to be happy in the

Lt 1s therefore necessary we should lay
nsldo all that coald in any way hamper our

jadgment. Lach oue very naturaily be.

We are all biased in favor of our own
views and see our oppoaent’s through a
false medium. We come, as I told a
friend of mind whben beginuing s similar
discumlon, with our minds made up that we
are right and that conssquently all that s said
against us 1s necessari’y wrong; of courss,
with sach dispositions, it 1s impossible to
come to any falr conclusion., Lat us there
fore for the preseat lay aside our private
opinions and hold in abeyance our pre:
jadices, the effacts of early training. Let
us each, as it were, leave our own camp,
divested of all that conld hinder us frem
beiog impartial judges, and stepping on
thae neutral ground of the Bible examine
the clalms of the two Ohurchss. May
God help us to see what s right and give

persons of Luther, Henry VIII., Calvin,
and others, who purifisd the Courch of
its errors and gaye to the world the
benefits of the “Glorious R-farmation ”
Now let us see how far this will stand
Bible test, Opening your Biole at B:,
Matthew, xvi, 18, we read : ““And I say
also unty chee taat thou art Peter, and
upon this rock I will build My Caurch,
and the gates of hell shall not prevail against
it,” whnica mesans Obviously that the
Church would never fall into ervor, tor if
she erred how oou:d Cariss «ffirm that the
gates of hell would never prevail against st ?
Therefore, tnas Caurcn «pokea of 1a this
text must be now existing just as Christ
established ¢, without ever having erred

Here you wili pardoa ms for the final
conclusion I am forced to draw. If the
Church could not err, she never needed a re
Sorm therefore the so-called veformation is a
nullity You, no doubs, think this rather
a peremptory way of disposing of all
arguments, a sort of wholesale sisughter
of every possible objection. In thie I
agree with you ; bui it it is paremptory,
is it not at the same time Scriptural?
Have [ at all twisted the text?

But there is nothing like examples
Let us therefore suppose & man comes
and #ells you that “one is greater than
two,” you would think the fool hardly
deserves an answer ; but suppose not one
but a hundred, a thousand tried to prove
to you the same thing, way ! you would
naturally ask yourssif, “Agn [ dreaming
or are they mad {” But having con
vinced yourself that you were in the full
possession of your reason, you would let
them babble away without further
notice. The same applies to our case—
reason says Christ cannot err ; the Bible
gives me Christ’s promise; in spite,
therefore, of all I have besn taughs to
believe of what others say, wuat one says,
what a hundred, what a thousand say,
wbat the whole world may say, I am
obliged by reason and Scripture to admit
that Chriat’s Church mnever erred, never
needed a reforin,

By this [ do not mean to deny that in
the sixteenth century there were dis-
orders in the Church, grave scandals
even in high quarters ; all this is only a
fulilment of Carist’s propheoy that
scandals wou!d arise; but it does not prove
tas Churcn to bave erred. [t only
proves that the discipline was relaxed in
some parts and could only be charged as
a blame on the Cnurch, if it was done
with her connivance or l;:rroval. But
far from it ; 1t was to remedy those dis
orders that the Council of Trent was con.
voked, and by so doing the Church
repudiated the responsbility of the
relsxation,

Had Luther and his party contented
themselves with such reforms, they might
now be honored as saiuis ; but they wens
further—they undertook to reform the
doctrine, and their very attempt was their
strongest condemnation ; for by so doing
they went against the promise made by
the Soa of Gad to His Caurch.

All this I suppose by personal experi-
ence is very painful to admit, and to be
called upon to change our earliest views,
to consider as heretics those whom our in
fant lips have learnt to praise as the
chosen of God is no easy task ; it runs
counter to our fondest dreams, and yet,
if we wish to be honest men, led not by
imagination but by resson, we must
make this 2acrifice, There must be
some people in this world who have to
undergo this transformation, if [ may so
oall it, this change of views ; all cannot be
right I have passed through this ordea! ;

One of them became
vast in its power—they (the Catholice)
called it dreadfal, It was what was
called Freemasonry. It effirded a great
example of what could be done by con-
oentrated effort, for who would bave
thought some huudred years sgo thet
Freemasonry would wicld such a terribie
power through the lergth and breadth
of the world as it now did, It surpace.d
even the fondest hopes ¢f those who
organized it. It had done a great deal
but, ucfortunately, not for good
but for evil, and to-day there was
not a king in Europe who did not trembhle
before the power of the “Intarnational,”
as it was called. Witnes, for example,
the Czar of Rusels, who trembles ¢cn his
throne. Why? Because of the enmity
sworn sgainst him by the Internatiocal,
the leaders of wkich were all powerful
over ite membere. ‘I'he leaders bad only to
commaud ard the commards were
obeyed. Having remarked that Free
masonry wes &n  oiganization which
could mot be smiled upon by any good
cltizen, Cathclic or Protestant, be went
on to atate thet the C. M, B, A
was organized for efferdirg to 1
membere advaniages and benefiis without
the dangers or perlls that atteched to the
soclety he had just epoken of, He pointed

out the rapid growth ¢f the C M B. A,
and then went on to eay that we lived in
an sge when societles spring rapldly into
exfstenco. We had teen one—the Equal
Rights Association—come into belog very
recently, What was the end for which it
was oiganized ? Very few people might
be fgvorant of it, but very few might
be able to tell the real cause for fit.
The Cathclics in Canada were mnot
here by toleration; they were here
becaute they belonged to here, and
because their  forefathers firat set
foot upon the scil aud claimed it, end be.
canee their missionerics were the first to
come and ehed thelr b'ood upon the sofl,
They were here becauee it was the will of
God they shovld be, and they were here
to remein, Thoy dld not esk any tolera:
tlon, for they do not need it. They stocd
upon thefr merzits, avd all the Equal
Rights aesoclations in the world would
never make them eworve from thelr code
of ideae. They were mot there to Injure
others, but, as good Christiane, to do all
they possibly could in thelr sphere, Their
organization was not ome of eggres
slve Cbrissdanity ; it was not meant to
elbow other people out. There was room
for all who wished to come here without
Dellicose ideas. Thore who wiched to force
or take thelr (the Catholics) rights from
them had no position here, nor could any
equal rights aseociation or any association
of any other name which might have the
same ideas have any right of exlstence.
They (the Catholics) bad no quarrel to

fck with them. Thoy had aright to their

tholic faith, and so long as they
were staunch and falthful to their
religion no one hed a right to say a word
against them, for no one could eay they
were sggressive in the least. In comcln
slon the rev. gentleman referred to the
chief alms of the O. M. B. A —first, the
promotion of Cathollc interests among its
mwembers, and second, thelr soclal amelior:
ation.

aserfous disturbavce, attempted to disperse
the procesalonista with thelr batyns, Some
one from the sidewslk called upou the
bays with tha esb to drlve through the
polica and the crowd., A yousg mau
named Arthur Chamberialn, a bridgs
builder, reidding at 320 Wiiton evenue,
jamped op the bux of the vehicle for this
purpose, Police Constabls M flat at
tempted to arrest bim, but wes kickel
and otherwise maltreated. Chamberlain
was secured, however, and 2n nnsucces<ful
attempt was made to rescue him. Some
of the ringleaders, who are kucwa to the
police, will probably pe summoned to
answer for thelr share in the everirg’s
transactions.—Toronto Globe, Dzc, 14.
