A VERY BOLD SCHEME.

Promior Greemway Has to Get a New; Biitle
Cry a Take a Rallway line -
Montreal News,

Montreal, May 17.—(Special.)—The
Winnipeg and Duluth Railway deal is
as good as an accomplished fact. Pre
mier Greenway reached here yesterday
from New York, where he will return
to complete certain details of the trans-
action after taking a trip up the Ot-
tawa. The middleman Dbetween the
Manitoba Premier and the New York
capitulists is Mr. James McNuught, who
will be well remembered as having cu-

ineered Mr. Greenway's denl witg the
Northern Pacific when that road got
into Winnipeg some years ago. The Gov-
ernment of Manitoba agrees to guar-
antee the company's bonfls at the rate
of $10,000 per mile, not only through
out the hundred miles which cross Cana-
dian territory, but the additional 280
miles through American territory as
well, the rate of interest being, it is nn-
derst b per cent. This transaction
“l'l" make Manitoba liable for nearly
$200,000 yearly, and capitalists and
railway men consider it a very bold
scheme for so small a province as
Mauitoba.

Ta Treeps Will Centinwe te Ad-
vance—Ambassaders Had a Meeting to
Consider the Porte’s Answer, Which Is
Regarded as Having Ralsed a Very
Grave I May
Take Place it the Turkish Goverament
Sheuld Preve Obdurate.

Constantinople, May 16.—The Porte
has replied officially to the note of the
powers, and declines to agree to an
armistice until the following conditions
are d: The tion of Thes-
saly, an indemnity of £10,000,000 Turk-
ish and the abolition of the capitulation.
The Porte proposes that the plenipoten-
tiaries of the powers should meet at
Pharsalos to discuss the terms of peace,
and declares that if these conditions
are declined the Turkish army will con-
tinue to advance.

The demand for the ‘annexation of
Thessaly is based upon the fact that
the province was originally ceded to
Greece on the adviee of the powers,
with the object of ending brigandage
and Greek incursions in Ottoman terri-
tory, the Porte believing at the time
that the cession would attain these ob-
ects, but the recent incursions of Greek

ands and the events immediately pre-

ceding the war have -proved to the con-
trary. This is the substance of the

reply.

The Ambassadors met to-day to con-
sider the Porte’'s answer, wh is re-
f-rded as raising an extremely grave
ssue. It is believed that representa-
tions will be made to the Sultan person-
ally to induce a modification of thése
terms, but it is foreseen that this will
be very difiicult owing to the attitude
of the powerful Old Turk war party.

If the Porte should prove obdurate a
European conference is not improbable,
although at present Russia is opposed
to such a step. It is regarded as quite
certain that the powers will not con-
sent to a retrocession of Thessaly. Even
Germany is_believed to oe resolute on
this point, Mecause it would involve a
violation of the Berlin®treaty and im-
peril the peace of the Balkans,

Altogether the reply of the Porte has
caused the greatest surprise. It ap-
pears that during the dwscussion of the
note from the powers by the council of
the Sultan’s Ministers news reached the
Council that 3000 Grecks had landed
at Palona and. were marching to Janina
with the intention of co-operating with
other forces from Arta. This created
a bad impression among the Ministers.

The Council of Ministers met again
to-day, and the Sultan has ordered a
distribution of troops at various points
along the Salonica railway.

Official despatches have been received
from the commandant at Janina, who
says that a division of the Greek forces
approaching the town at a narrow
gorge from the direction of Gremenitza,
charged the Heights of Griboro and
Kokonaria, but suffered heavily, losing
200 killed, while on the other side the
Greeks were driven back upon Pasken-
pru (Paraskevi). The commaundant also
states that fighting has occurred at
Kumuzades, No further details are
given except that all these battles lasted
until evening, and that the Imperial
troops retained their position, .with the
probability that the Greeks will be re-
inforced and the fighting renewed on
the morrow. No statement is made as

Jh.o German Emperor, while he has
humiliated his sister, the Crown Prin-
cess of Greece, with whom he had quur-
relled, and while he has been on the
winning side as a friend and ally of
the Sultan, is now conscious of the fact
that the financial losses of the campaign
will fall mainly upon the Fatherland.

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_FRUIT AS MEDICINE.

Lemen, Lime, Banana, Apple and Pome-
granate and Their Value,

Now that the dietetic value of fruits
s so universally recognized, the mat-
ter of their cultivation is recelving in-
creasing attention, and is worthy of
more than a pasamg interest.

The iemon, from the Arabic word
limun, which up to the 15th century
was found only in India, now grows
throughout the countries bordering oD
the Mediterranean, and in the Aszores,
the Canaries and most tropical lands of
the mew world. The tree is very gensi-
tive to cold, and warm, sheltered
ground, with constant irrigatien in
summer and winter, are/ inuispensable
to its hardy growth.

There {8 a most remarkable specimen
of the lemon tree I & quarry sixt
Seet deep, near Syracuse, Sicily, whi
is said by the inhabitants of that Isle
to be nearly 200 years of age.

Probably no fruit contains the vaiu
able properties possessed by the lemon;
the juice, the rind and the oil all sub-
serve useful purposes in connection
with food, medicine and perfumery.

A fruit very similar to the lemon is
the lime, more intensely acid. The
finest lime gardens in the world are on
on the little island of Montserrat, a
Bri colony. When ripe, the best
limes are selected and cut into slices
by machinery, the juice ig then extract:
ed by the means of heavy presses, and
after it is straimed it is conveyed in
heavy casks to England, where K is
bottled for export to other countries.

The refuse from the presses and the
foferior fruit are, by other treatments
made to yleld citric acid, which is as
useful in the arts as is the juice for

other purposes.

In thie country the fruit is seldom
peen except in its pickled form ;
s, however, much more toothsome, it
preserved.  The fruit is gathered while
green for preserving purposes, in order
that the rind's exquisite aroma may
not be lost, is bolled with sugar and
spice, or sometimes the pulp 1= removed
and the fragrant rind is encrusted with
spugar, thue meking a most delicious
confection.

Another fruit with delicious possibill-

. which, since
, has furn-
ished fite juice for ‘the assuaging of
thirst, and In a most delightful fashion,
%00, does It answer this purpose.
Boented with rose water and cooled
with snow from the mountains, this
juice forms the deficious sherbet of the
Levant. The fruit is a native of Per
sia, but became known to Europe at
a very early date, and now flourishes
in all the sub-tropical countries of both
hem €8,
India made a priceless present to the
inhabitants of the tropics in sending
the banana across the Arabian Sea.
This fruit is the daily bread of many
thousands of people all the year round.
No other plant provides man spontane-
ously with so lavish an abundance of
food.

The great naturalist, Humboldt,calcu-
lated that a given space of ground
planted with bananas would produce
133 times as much food substance as
the same area sowed with wheat, H

The apple is such a common fruit
that very few people are familiar with
its remarkably eflicaclous medicinal
properties, and yvet it should be a mat-
ter of common knowledge that the very
best thing one can do is to eat apples
before retiring for the night. It is ex-
cellent brain food hecause it has more
phosphoric acid in easily digested shape
than other fruits. It excites the ac-
tion of the liver and promotes sound
and heaithy sieep. The apple not only
obviates indigestion and prevents dis-
eases of the throat, but is a most effi-
caclous remedy in obetinate cases of
rheumatism.

It seems that our forefathers appre
ciated the virtues of the apple even
though they could not give the whys
and wherefores from a. scientific stand-
point. They had an old saw, which
was something like this: “Eat an apple
on going to bed, and the doctor will
have to beg his bread.”—The Epicure.

The inventor of the prism plates is
James G. Pennycuick, a Canadian, who
Is now in Chicago, where a company
has been organized to make and sell
his invention. The plates have al-
ready been placed in several buildings
In Chicago, and are soon to be fit
in others, both in that city, in Toronto

and in New York. They are now con®
structed under the supervision of Prof.
0. H. Basquim, who was until recently
Professor of Physics in the Northwest-
ern University.

A room 150 feet deep, which, under
ordinary. circumstances is almost dark
at the rear, can by the aid of prisms
be flooded with light from ome end to
the other. When the priems are s0
fixed that they can be swung in and
out of use an instantaneous change
trom light to darkness can be Ppro-
duced. The prisms can be placed in
the upper part of the window, leaving
the lower free for those who wish to
look through it.

In basements with sidewalk lights :

the prisms give wonderful results. By
their means the ltght is carried into &
basement through an angle of ninety
degrees. This cannot be done with
ome refraction. The lignt is first ed-
mitted through a set of heavy glass
prism plates set in the sidewalk. They
give the light a backward slant of 45
or 50 degrees. It is then caught in &
frame of vertical prisms_at the back
edge of the sidewalk and carried into
the farthest corners
which, In one case in Chicago, i 150
feet deep. Without the prisms the
light did mot reach more than five or
six feet from the sidewalk window.

There is a motto in maritime affairs
that nothing can be improvised; every-
thing has to be foreseen. It was with

' a clear understanding of this truth

that the late Czar, Alexander IIL, gave
instruction to his engineers to study

| the possibility of a maritime canal to

connect the Baltic with the Black Sea;
this canal to be constructed with
dimensions sufficient for the transit of
the largest war vessels. After a
thorough study of the various possible
roads, one has been selected as the
most practical, running, as it does, en-
tirely through Russian territory. On
the plan selected there are no great
difficulties of level to be overcome, al-
though the European watershed sum-
mit has to be crossed, but this last
takes place at one of its lowest points.

The proposed canal's entrance will
be on the Gulf of a, at the mouth
of the river Duna. 1t will follow the
course of this river up to a point above
Dunabour:s. Then, leaving this velley,

2
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it reaches the Berezina River by 2
straight cut and passes through Bab-
rouisk. This brings it into the Dnieper,
and, following this natural declivity, it
reaches the Black Sea, opening Into a
magnificent roadstead below Kherson.
The total length of this colassal water-
way will be something like 1600 kilome-

| treg (about 1000 miles), and it will be

excavated to a depth of 8 1-2 metres
(about 27 feet). This will allow the

! largest ironclads to navigate it freely

from one end to the other. The esti-
mated cost is put down at £100,000,000.

Its strategic importance does not
need demonstration. By the selectiofi
of a course running at a safe distance
from the frontier it places back of the
Russian forces stationed In Poland an
unassailable base of operation. Fully

| protected already by a whole network

of fortifications and railways, this
cana] is intended to act as a feeder for
all the war material. As to the con-
centration of the whole Russian fleet

in the Black Sea, this means an abso-

lute control of Constantinople and the
Btraits.

But if this enterprise is of utmost
importance in a military point of view,
it wil] also prove unquestionahly very
beneficial to the agricultural and in-
dustrial interests of the country. It
places vast grain producing regions in
cheap communication with Odessa, the
chief point of export, while the im-
mense coal flelds of southern Russia
will come into easier connection with
the industrial districts of Poland.
There are reasons, too, to believe that

new factories will develop along the

canal on account of the cheapness of
this new mode of transport. If this
gcheme has been adopted, there is no
doubt that the Russian tenacity will
bring it to success.

Jombs and bees come out of winter
quarters bright and clean—not a spot
on hundreds of combs, when wintered
on forest leaves as I direct. The
leaves should be fresh when gathered,
never wet with rain or snow, not left
in the sack to must, but cured lying
loosely. These retain their sweet odo
in the cellar until spring.
