Stanley Park.

Prominent among the points of inter-
est in Vancouver is Stanley park, on the
west of the city, a large peninsulason the
right a8 'you“enter Buirard inlet from
the sound. It is owned by the Imperial
Gov't but the city has the nse of it with-
