No ‘one knows exactly how the
cow secretes milk. Various theories
have been put forth explaining the
process, but none of these are eén-
tirely satisfactory. About all we
know is that milk is a'true secretion
of the mammary glands located in
what is known as the udder, more
commonly called the ‘“bag” of the
cow. It is made from blood.

In order that the cow may have
plenty of blood, out of which she may|
manufacture milk. She must be in &
healthy eondition, be supplied with
plenty of pure air, and ter, and
have an abundance of the right kind
of feed.

Some cows are unable to make
milk abundantly even though the
owner does all he can be expected
to do for his cows. In these cases,

it is the fault of the cows—they

have not the power within themselves

| of making milk from their feed. They
| seem tc change their feed into blood

which is used as a basis for manu-~
facturing beef, instead of milk. In
addition, there are cows which ap-
parently do little or nothing with
their feed—they neither give milk in
paying quantity, nor do they begome
These are classed as ‘‘bcarder”™
cows, and are very unprofitable {o®
a farmer to keep.

The only way to know for certain -

whether or not a cow is able to se«
crete milk in paying quantity, is te
weigh the milk from each cow for
at least three days in each month.
