“'WE publish in- this Yssue. the
manifesto addressed by Sir Charles
Tupper, Baronet, Premier of Can-
ada, to the electors of the Domin-
1on. It must be admitted by all
that it is the manifesto of a states-
man; it is moderate, forceful, eon-
cise and comprehensive. It asks
the electors of Canada to compare
the records of the respective par-
ties seeking their suffrages and to
judge for themselves, whether or
not the best interests of the
Dominion are indentified with the
triumph of Conservative principles
The manifesto points out that the
Conservative party has always
been guided by fixed principles of
government, and has exerted its
energies for the development of
Canadian interests. The Premier
invites the electors to compare the
position of Canada to-day with
what it was at the time of con-
federation, and then ask- them-
selves what eanses have contri-
buted in the greatest degree in
bringing about the marvellous im-
provements seen on every hand
and the wonderful advancement
made. Among the great questions
to be considered by the Govern-
ment in the near future are pre-
ferential tariff arrangements ;
better steamship service on the
Atlantic, and the admission of
Newfoundlard into the Dominion.
On the Manitoba School question
the Premier speaks with no un-
certain sound.

Most Important Testimony.

THE opponents of remedial legisla-
tion persist in misrepresenting the
question to the public. Wherever it
suits, religious prejudices are appealed
to on the ground that the Dominion
Government are endeavoring to force
separate schools on an unwilling ma-
jority in Manitoba. When this style
of argument is not calculated to gain
votes for the opposition; attempts are
made to show that it was not intended
in the confederation compact to give
the minority of Maniteba the right to
separate schools.

Obituary.

IN our obituary column, to-day, will be
found notice of the death of Hubert Perry
who, for the last thirty-six years, had
been attached to the episcopal residence
in this city, Mr, Perry was born at Tig-
nish in 1818. He attended St, Andrew's
College, at the same time the late la-
mented Bishob McIntyre was a student
there, When, previous ta his episcapal
consecration, Bishop McIntyre was parish
priest at Tignish, Mr. Perry was teaching
school in his native parish, and the friend-
ship of their college days was renewed.
Shortly after the Bishop came to Char-
lottetown he engaged Mr. Perry as his
trusted servant. Never was a truat
more unerringly reposed, and never
more scrypulously guarded. The re-
spegt which the warm-hearted Bishop had
for his faithful servant, and the deep af-
fection of the latter towards the Bishop
was most beautiful and edifying, Mr.
Perry stoed towapds the Bishop, not in
the relation of a chief steward merely ;
but of a confidential friend. Mr. Perry
was a man of most exemplary life, unob-
trusive manners and deep and unostenta-
tious piety. For thirty-six years he look-
ed after the church; he was sexton
and sacristan ; he opened the church
dpors . in, the . mo: and closed
them ab night; he rang the bell
for the different services; he prepared the
vestments for the sacred offices and daily
served Mass. He approached the sacra-
ments frequently, and spent his spare mo-
ments in silent prayer, He was somewhat
of s mechanioal genius, as 3 worker in
wood, and such time ag was not engaged
about the church or in the immediate ser-
vioce of the Bishop, he employed in his
little workshop. After the death of Bishop
Molntyre, he* continned, up to his
last illness, the same faithful service
and devotion to Rishop McDonald.
Of no one could it be more truly said than
of the deceased, that he died as he lived.
His death was most beautiful and edifying.
Strengthened by the last SBacraments, and
fortified by all the rites of our holy re:
ligion, he calmly awaited the final sum-
mons. His strength gradually failed and,
a8 a child, he quietly and without a
struggle passed to his reward. His body
was taken to’ the Palace yesterday after:
noon, and, this morning, a Requiem Ponti.
fleal Mass was there celebrated for the re-
pose of his soul, by his Lordship Bishop
McDonald. The remains will leave here
to-morrow morning for Tignish, where the
interment takes pilage, uiem Pontifj-
cal Mass will be sung at funeral by the
Bishop. Eternal rest give unto him Q
Lord and let perpetual light shine upon
him.
