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Laurier Sacrifices Can-
ada’s Rights.

We publish in this issue a
pretty full report of the proceed—
ings at the final meeting of the
Alaskan boundary arbitration
commission, including the reasons
given by the Canadian Commis-
sioners for withholding their as-
sent from the finding of the
majority. Abundant evidence has

" accumulated singe the publication
of the award X0 show that Sir
Wilfrid: Laurier is to blame for
Canada’s loss and humiliation in
this matter. This was admirably
pointed out in the House of Com-
mons by Mr. Borden. The Lead-
“er of the Opposition Wad no diffi-
culty in showing that in the Al-
aska boundary matter, as in the
fast Atlantic Service and many
* other questions of the utmost
importance to Canada Sir Wilfrid
Laurier had mnot accomplished
anything. Not only had he done
nothing for his country; but he
had furnished argument to the
United States Commissioners to
strengthen their case as we shall
show. In 1899 Laurier refused
to accept a commission, to consid-
er the Alaska boundary matter,
composed of three members from
both parties to the dispute. It
should be patent to the least
astute that Canada could hope for
nothing from such a tribunal
But in 1903 Laurier agrees to
submit our case to a commission
made up of three members from
the British side and three from
the United States ; a tribunal from
which he well knew Canada could
not hope to win. Why did he
accept in 1903 what he refused
in 1899 ? It would be expected
that he would have at least in-
sisted on a saving clause, reserv-
ing to the Canadian Parliament
the right to accept or reject the
finding of a majority of such a
commission. Sir John McDonald
had reserved that right in the
Washington treaty of 1871, which
was a tribunal altogether superior
to thatof the Alaskan boundary

" commission. ButSir Wilfrid failed

to secure’- this right -to Canada.
Why did -he so fail in his daty-

to his country? Seeing that
Canada was shorn of every ad-
vantage and every possible chance
of securiog her rights in the mat-
ter, he should have withdrawn
from the agreement. Instead of
that he accepted the proposals of
the Washington authorities ; pro-
posals which he had previously
assured Parliament would never
be concurred in by the Govern-
ment. Why did Sir Wilfrid thus
allow the United States to have
every possible advantage in the
arbitration ? Not only did the
Premier of Canada fail to safe-
guard his country’s rights in this
matter ;. but he furnished our
opponents with arguments to bear
out their contention, as we have
already said. Undisputed posses-
sion was one of the arguments
advanced by counsel for the Unit-
ed States before the Commission.
On the other hand counsel for
Canada argued that there had
been no continuous and undisput-
ed possession by the United States
of the territory in dispute, and
they pointed out that the terri-
tory had been claimed by Canada
before the posts of Dyea, and
Skagway had been established
under United States auspices, and
moreover that formal notice had
been served in<,1888. 1In answer
to this Mr. Paylor, on behalé-of
the United States said : “ 1 would
like.” to call as a witness the
prime minister of Canada, Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, who in _the
Canadian parliament discusses
the ocean terminus.” Mr. Tay-
lor then proceeded to quote from
Sir Wilfrid’s speech on the Yukon
railways as follows: *“ But if we
had adopted the route by the
Lynn Canal, that is to say, had
chosen to build a railway from
Dyea, by the Chilkat Pass up to
the Yukon, we should have had
to place the ocean terminus of the
railway on what is now:American
territory.” Sir Wilfrid observed
that this territory ought to be
Canadian, but went on to say that
“ from time immemorial Dyea
was in possession of the Ruassians,
and in 1867 it passed into the
hands of the Americans, and it
has been held in their hands ever
since.” . s gy

“So far as I am aware no pro-
test has ever been entered against
the occupation of Dyea by the
American authorities ; and when
the American authorities are in
possesion of that strip of territory

of the Russians iiu.n

harbor, succeeding the jiwsessiov,
time
memorial, it becomes manifest to
everybody that ab this moment
we cannot dispute their posses-
sion.” The Premier went on to
tell how Canadian traffic would
have been at the mercy of the
United States, concluding with
the remark that “ though we had
built a railway, the ocean termin,
us of that railway was nof in
our own country, and we could
not send a ton or a pound of
goods over that railway unless
we had the permission of the
Awmerican authorities.”

Thenon “the question of acquies-
cence,” Mr, Taylor said: ¢ Down to
1898, the prime minister of Ousnada,
standing in the parliament of his
nation, with all the responsibility of
his great cffice, declared to his own
people that from time immemorial
the Russians and then the Ameri-
cans had been in possession, and
that however much it might be re-
gretted, there was the fact of this
unbroken and continuous~~he seem-
od to be enamored of this word
‘immemorial,’ for he used it three
or four times, as you might have
noticed ‘in the extract—that “this
possession of Russia and the United
States bad continued. . Bat
what is singularly valuable in Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s statament as to
the notice to the United States gov-
ernment is8 that in 1898, ten years
after this time when it is so inno-
cently claimed that we bave the
notice the prime minister of Canada
declared that we had not.”

The questien of the
Alaska boundary was a live issue
when Sir Wilfrid made ure of this
lauguage in Parliament, and it must
be concladed that he is woefully de-
ficient of the quslities of statesmau-
ship, or that he was purposely play-
ing into the bands of the United
States authorities. Whatever may
have been the motives by whivh be
was aotuated, sufficient evidence is
here produced to show that he has
been Canada’s worst enemy in this
matter, and that in consequence of
his inconsistent, contradictory and
treacherous course Canada’s rights
bave been sacrificed.

TEE WEEK IN PARLIAMANT.

Parliament has prorogued after
asittinglastingover seven months.
It has been the longest session on
record and was characterized by
some of the most interesting de-
bates that have ever taken place
in Canada.

The government’s delay in es-
tablishing a fast Atlantic service
was . strongly criticised. It was
shown that the administration has
peen most neglectful of this most
important factor in Canadian
transportation. Mr. R. L. Borden
moved a resolution censuring the
government - for its weak policy
in this matter, and calling for the
establishment of a fast line.
+Sir William Mulotk made an
attempt to prevent the distribu-
tion of Conservative literature. It
was shown that while the opposi-
tion was treated in this disgrace-
ful way, tons of Liberal campaign
matter werereadily handled inthe
post office at Ottawa. Sir William
was forced by the opposition to back
down and give his political oppon-
ents fair play. The object of
delaying the opposition sheets
was to stop information concern-
ing the government’s record fall-
ing into-the hands of the electors.
The opposition protested against
the government’s extravagant pol-
icy by introducing a resolution
calling for retrenchment.

The government voted through
a bill to guarantee the bonds of
the Quebec Bridge Compony to
the tune of $6,678,200.-
The Liberals threw every pos-
sible obstacle in the way those
who were desirous of strengthen-
ing the laws against political cor-
ruption.

The papers in connection with
the Alaskan Boundary question
were brought down, and showed
that the government had conseat-
ed to the arbitration without pro-
tecting the interests of Canada.
In the Senate, the Grand Trunk
Pacific scheme was forced through
by the liberal majority, some of
whom strongly opposed the deal
when it was first broached.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY BLUFF

The Alaskan Boundary Com-
mission have decided that Cana-
da is to lose a strip of territory
which completely cuts us off from
the Yukon.

William Mulcck’s own frank
has been used on thousands of pack-
ages. Notwithstanding this scanda-
lous use of the government’s machin
ery for political purposes, the oppo-
sition have been hounded from pillar
to post and their literature was even
ordered away from Parliament Hill
by the Speaker of the Oommons.

Four Drowned.

Three men belonging to the U. S. trans-
port Kilpatrick and a Portland man were
drowned in the outer harbor, Portland,
Me., last Saturday night. [he victims
were a sergeant of one of the companies.on
board the ship, ihe captain’s cabin boy, a
ship’s carpenter and Fred Staniford of
Portland, a man about 28 years of age, who
was employed at the fish market of Quincy
Dyeron Portland pier. The names of ths
soldiers were not known. So far as can be
learned the affair was not reporied to any-

ship before ehe sailed at 6 o’clock next morn
ing for New York with two companies of
Coast Artillery for Fort Schuyler. What is
known about the affair was learned
from Capt. A. W. Yates of the U. S.
quartermastef’s department, stationed in
that city. Capt. and Mrs. Yates were on
board the transport when the accident oc-
curred. According to the story told by
them, a man from the city came up to the
transport, which was anchored off Fort
Georges, about 6 o’clock that evening, with
a party of soldiers from shore. He had
started to leave, when he was asked
if he would not take another party
ashore, and consented. He took
the men into the boat, but so heavily was
she loaded that on leaving the ship she took
in water and sank almost immediately. It
was dark, but boats were lowered and an
attempt made to pick up the men who were
stroggliog in the water. When all who
could be found were on board it was learn-
ed that the three soldiers were missing.
The man who had charge of the boat was
also lost. At Dyer’s fish market it was

stated that Btaniford volunteered to take
the men down to the ship for $1.50, and

borrowed one of Mr. Dyer’s boats to do so.

The Alaskan Boundary.

AWARD OF THE TRIBUNAL.

The engrossed copy of the Alaskan
Boundary Tribunal’s award was signed
at 2.10 p. m,, on Tuesday the 20th,
inst, by a majority of the arbitrators.
The signatories were Senators Lodge
and Turner and Secretary Root for the
United States and Lord Chief Justice
Alverstone for Great Britain. The Can-
adian Commissioners, Messrs Jatte and
Aylesworth manifested their outspoken
disapproval of the decision by refusing
to sign, and emphasizad their attitude,
by walking out of the Cabinet room
in the foreign cffice before the signatures
of the others had been affixed to the
document. In astatement of their
reasonsa for refusing to eign the Can-
adian Commissioners say they consider
the finding of the tribunal regarding
the islands at the entrance of Portland
Canal, and the mountain line is not a
judicial one. They add: ‘“ We urged
our views as strongly as we were able,
but, we Lave been compelled t5 witness
the sacrifice of the interests of Canada.
We were powerless to prevent it,
though satisfied that the ¢ ursy which
the majority was determined to pursue
in the matters above spacially referred
to, ignored the jast rights of Canada.”

CANADIAN COMMISSIONERS’ STAND,

Messrs. Jette and Aylesworth, the
Canadian commissioners, made a state.

‘“The decision of the Alaskan boun-
dary tribunal has bsen given and in
view of its chacacter, the people of
Canada are, in our - judgment, entitled
'0 such explanation from us as will
enable them to comprehend fally the
manner in which their interests have
been dealt with. We take up the
points of decision in the order in which
they are presented by the treaty under
which the tribunal was constituted :
First.—The Portland Canal. There
are two channels parallel with each
other, with four islands between them.
The Canadian conteatioa was that the
nortbern channel shonld be adopted.
Lhe United States contended for the
southern channel. On the resalt of
the decision depended the possession
of four islands, Kannaghunut, Sitklan,
Wales and Pearse. When the tribunal
met after the argument and considered
this question, the view of the three
British commissioners was that tte
Canadian contention was absolately
ananswerable. A momorandam was
prepared and read tothe commission-
ars embodying eur views and showing
beyond dispute that the Caunadian
contention in this branch of the case
should prevail and that the boundary
should run to the northward of the
four islande, thus giving them to Cin-
ada. Notwithstandinz these facts the
membera of the tribunal, other than
ourselves, haye now signed an award
giving two of the islands, Kannaghu-
aut and Sitklan to the United States.
These two islands are the outermost of
the four. They command the entrance
of the Portland channel and the ocaan
passage to Port Simpson. Their loss
wholly destroys the strategic value to
Caunada of the Walesand Pearse islands.
Chere is, in onr opinion, no process of
reasoning whereby the line thus decid-
ed upon by the tribunal can be justified.
It was never suggested by counsel in
the course of argament that such a
course was possible. Either the four
iglands belong to Canada or belong to
the United States. In the award Lord
Alverstone agrees with the United
States commissioners that the islands
should be divided, giving the two
which possess strategic value t> the
United States,
Second.—The line northward from
Portland Channel—substantially the
Cainadian contention regarding this
line was that there are mountains
parallal with the coast, within the
meaning of the treaty of 1825, and that
the tops of such mountains shounld be
declared the boundary, the mountains
nearest the sea being taken. The
United States contentiou was that there
are no mountains parallel with the
coast within the meaning of the treaty,
and that the bonndary mnst therefore
be fixed under the provision of the
original treaty relating to ten leagues,
and 80 be run a distance of 35 miles
from the shore, including in the term
‘“ ghore ” the heads of all inlets, bays,
etc. The tribunal finds that the Can-
adian contention is correct ag to the
existence of mountains within the
terms of the treaty, but the fruits of
victory have been taken frown Canada
by fixing as a mountain line a row of
mountains so far from the coast as to
give the United States substantially
nearly all the territory in dispute.
Messrs. Ayleworth gnd Jetfe submit.
ted their contrary opinions tq the tri-
bunal, s0 as to go officially on record,
and while they decline to sign the
award, they signed the maps agreed
upon by the majority.

In an interview with a representative
of the Associated Press Hon. (lifford
Sifton, the Canadian minister of the
interior and agent of Great Britain, the
latter said : ““Theaward was substan-
tially in favor of the United States all
along the line. We have, it is true,
succeeded in establishing two of our
main contentions—firstly, as to the
Portland Canal, and secondly, as to
the existence of a mountsin boundary
line: bat; while finding in favor of our
confentions upon these phases of the
case, the tribunal has worked cut &
line in such a way as to deprive us of
all practical benefit. While we get

Under Seven Popes.

A Western secular paper tells of
an aged priest io Omahs, who has
lived under seven Popes, The name
of this venerable clergyman is Father
Wiliiam Kelly—an Irshman by birth.
He was born under Pope Pius VII.
When be was five years old, Pope
Leo X1I, came to the throne. A.fter
a reign of six years this Pontiff died,
and was succeeded by Pope Pius
VIIL His reign only lasted two
years. The next Pope was Gregor_y
XVl., who sat on the throne until
1844 Then came Pus IX. In
1878 Pope Leo XIII., succeeded
Pius 1X , and now we have Pius X.—
in the year 1903. In some notes
concerning the life of Father Kelly
we find the following. In 1855 be
came to America, and was ordained
at Omaha, and took charge of the
first Catholic Church there.

The Church was a poor little wood-
en structure, about forty feet long by
twenty-five wide, and stood on
the present site of the Burlington
freight depot in_ Eighth street. The
whole population of Omaha was thén
but 1,800 souls, and the congregation
was necessarily small aod far from
rich, but Father Kelly labored hope-
fully, untiringly and with a contagious
enthusiasm and energy to build up
the little congregation. So successful
were his labors that he was at length
sent into the Western wilderness to
build up new outposts for the use of
the Christian army.

When the first train into Cheyenne
pushed its why over the Union Paci-
fic, just completed, Father Kelly was
one of its passengers, and a short
time later, in 1868, he had built the
first Catholic Church in that wicked
little town. In the fall of 1869
Father Kellv accompanied Bishop
Gorman to Rome, where he attended
the great Vatican Council, the last
general Catholic convention that was
held. Returning, he was assigoed to
woik in Lincoln in 1871, remaining
there for four years, when he was call-
ed back to Omaha, where he has been
stationed ever since.

For several years past Father Kelly
bas been retired from the regular
duties of the priesthocd, owing to the
weight of years and physical infirmit=
ies, and leads a2 quiet and secluded
life in the parish house. He is not
too old or too weak, however, to take
a warm interest in the affairs of the
Church and to lend a helping and
sympathetic ‘hand in works of charity
and well-doing.

Although it seems a wonderful
thiog to say that a priest had éiived
under seven Popes, especislly -when
we consider that Pius IX, reigned
thirty-four years and TLeo XIII,
twenty-five, still Father Kelly is only
85 years of age, having been born in
1818  This gives us an idea of what
a long span a century of life must be.

Nantucket's Catholic
Bell.

A writer in the Springfield Repub—
lican tells about a bell, hanging in
the belfry of the South Church, Nao-

* tucket, which has an interesting his-
“torye Upon this bell of a Unitarian

church may be seen a Catholic cross,
and there is also ap inscription in
Portuguese which translated into
English reads:—

“To the Good Jesus of the Moun=
tain the devoiees of Lisbon direct
their prayers, offering Him one com-
plete set of six bells, to call the peo-
ple to adore Him in His sanctuary
Jose Domingos Dacosta has ndade it
in Lisb>n in the year 18r10.” The
story of the bell and how it came to
hang in the belfry of a Unitarian
church in America is as follows:—

A plague was raging in Lisboa,
and certain people in that city prayed
for the cessation of the plague, and
vowed to place aset of six bellsin the
Church of the Good Jesus of the
Mountain if their prayers were heard
“The Mountain " is the name of a
certain district in the city of Lisbon
in which- there is a very venerable
church called as above, Shortly af
ter this the plague ceased, and,
accepting this as the answer to their
prayers, these devotees of Lisbon pro-
ceeded to fulfil their vows. The
work of casting these six bells was
entrusted to Jose Domingos Dacosta,
the best bell-founder in Lisbon.

The six bells bad bein cast t'o
master’s labors bad been crowned
with success, when Captain Clasby of
the Naatucket whaling flecet chapced
to visit Lisbon. He had long wish-

“|ed to buy a bell for use io his native

town, In company with Captain
Cary he visited the bell foundry of
Jose Domingos Dacosta. Captain
Cary, it seems, was a connoisseur in
bells. Dacosta applied the lever to
one bell after another as he struck
each to ascertain its peculiar tone or
tone-quality, but each time Captain
Cary said: “That will not do.”

At last Dacosta raised and struck
the bell whose history we are describ
ing. Captain Cary was delighted
with the result. “Ab, Clasby,” he
said, “you need look no farther
that’s the bell you want; she isa
beauty, she sounds on B.”

“Well, sir,” remarked Dacosta,
“we gonsider that to be the finest bell
that we BFave in our foundry.”

At first Dacosta demurred and

could not see his way clear to selling
the bell, since it belonged to the set
of chimes designed for the Church of
the Good Jesus of the Mountain and
was appropriately inscribed and all.
But Captain Clasby would have no
other. Finally Dacosto decided
since the bell had not yet been bless-
ed and since he could cast another to
take its place, that it would be all
right to sell.
So Captain Clasby bought the bell,
and it was brought to Nantucket by
Captain Cary, whose vessel was going
home first.

A Cardinal’s Rebuke to
a Secular Journal.

The * Daily Chronicle” of London
recently published a repert purport-
ing to give an account of what pass-

Rome, Sept. 7th, 1903.

Rev. Father Abbot,—I bave
received a letter in which your rev-
erence calls my attention to a report
which appeared in the Daily Chron-
iole newspaper, and asks me for an
explanation. Naturally 1 confine
myself to that part which regards
me personally. In the first portion
of the speech—which without foun~
dation was attributed to me—there
was contained an observation which
redounded to the praise of the Eog—
lish Benedictine Congregation. With
these words, I concur, and, observe
moreover, I could say a good deal
more than has been ascribed to me
in the report. Starting with the
words, ‘ Neverthelegs, the Church
in Eoglacd, etc., eto.,” to the end
of that portion which concerns me,
all is a sheer invention without any
foundation. No such expression of
opinion, not even such an idea was
uttered by me, not a single phrase
or statement there reported was used
by me.

On receiving the foregoing lettor
Abbot Gasquet wrote to  The Daily

the propsganda was made to reflect
most seriourly upon the characters
of Dr. Hedley, the Bishop of New-
port, and myself. His words, 8s re
ported, suggested that we were botb
tainted with liberal Catholiciem, and
that reliance could not bo placed
upon our loyslty to the Sovereigp
Pontiff. Having the houor to know
Cardinal Gotti, 1 could not believe
that his Eminence had made use of
the expressions attributed to bLim,
and I wrote to him to obtain his re-
pudiation cf them. I have to-day
received from him an absolute and
categorical denial. He declares
that the words are a fabricatioo, that
he never used such expressions or
soything at all like them, and he
authorizes me to deny the report
absolutely and expliocitly — * nel
modo pin esplicito et piu assoiuto.”
From this it is clear that someone
has been practicising upon the cred-
ulity of your ‘Own Correspon-
dent.’”

This letter was published in The
Daily Chronicle, bat it was tucked
away in small type in an obscure
column, without a word of regret or
apology, and without any offer to
obtain an explanation how their cor-
respondent had come to send sach a
fable.

realize that it was of suoh people
that Christ said, ‘ Blessed are the
poor.” As already stated, his
Grace's appoal was highly success-
fal.

Whilst Archbishop Maguire wss
pleading for the poor in the east end
of Glasgow, Father Bernard
Vaughan, 8. J., and Father Widdow-
son, 8. J., were doing a similar office
in the west, in St. Aloysius’ Church,
where they appealsd on behalf of
the parish schoole.
