Fooling Their 
Own People.

The German Admiralty notice, of 
which the German press has made 
much, is a comparatively innocuous 
proclamation after all. It is merely a 
notice that certain waters between 
France and England will be danger­
ous to neutral shipping, as the Ger­
man Admiralty intends to do what 
they can to sink transports between 
Britain and France, and that as in­
nocent neutral steamers may be mis­
taken for transports and sunk, they 
had better keep out of these waters. 
Shipping men see there may be some 
additional risk, just as the Admiralty 
sees that with increased transporta­
tion of troops and supplies and the 
increase in German efficiency in sub­
marine warfare the risks to trans­
ports are greater. For six months 
the Admiralty has been dealing with 
this problem with' remarkable suc­
cess. Large bodies of troops and sup­
plies have been transported from New 
Zealand to the islands of the Pacific 
and to Egypt, from Australia to 
Egypt, from India to the Persian Gulf. 
Egypt and France, from Canada and 
Newfoundland to England, from Ire­
land to England, from England to 
France. Gibraltar, Malta and Egypt, 
and yet not a single transport has 
been assailed by the enemy, even 

. when they had quite a number of 
cruisers and submarines at sea. This 
immunity in the past does not make it 
certain that no transports will be 
sunk by the enemy in the future, but 
it does give assurance that the naval 
authorities are on the alert and 
tackling earnestly the problem of the 
safe-keeping of troops on transports, 
and does sustain confidence that they 
can deal successfully with this men­
ace in the future. We may feel sure 
that if the Germans coud have sunk 
transports during the past six months 
they would have done so, as they will 
do in the future, if they can. Inter­
preted most favorably, it is a reason­
able notice to neutrals, but we cannot 
help suspecting ulterior motives 
prompted it. It was in all probability 
issued to frighten neutral steamers 
and British steamers carrying passen­
gers and freight, with a view to in­
creasing war risks and the difficul­
ties of carrying on mercantile com­
merce. These risks however shippers 
take lightly as there is little chance of 
commerce being seriously affected by 
what the German can do with sub­
marines. It seems to have been Issued 
to hearten up the German people and 
to fill them with the idea that Ger­
many is destroying the supremacy of 
the British Navy, can drive British 
Shipping from the sea. and reduce 
Britain to starvation by a blockade. 
These are the views at all events set 
forth in the. German press. The Ger­
man authorities must be in a bad way 
when they have to bolster up the 
hopes of the German people by such a 
miserably false propaganda, for the 
text of the notice issued to neutral 
countries is not a notice of a 
blockade, and any such notice would
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only make Germany a laughing stock 
before neutral governments, which 
know that Germany has no means! of 
making an effective blockade of the 
British Isles and France, with the 
navies of the allies riding the seas 
and the German Navy seeking safety 
in fortified ports. «

GERMANY WARNS NEUTRALS.
BERLIN, To-Day.

The chief of- the Admiralty staff of 
the German Navy has issued the fol­
lowing officiai statement: England 
is on the eve of shipping numerous 
troops , and a large quantity of war 
material to France. Against these 
English transports we will proceed 
by all the means of warfare at our 
disposal- Neutral shipping is cau­
tioned against approaching the north­
ern or western coast of France, as 
in these waters such vessels would 
run -serious danger of being con­
founded with ships whose purposes 
are warlike. The best route for the 
North Sea is around Scotland.

VESSEL OVERDUE—. o word of 
the schooner Little Pet reaching her 
destination has yet been received, 
though she is now over sixty days out 
from this port to Gibraltar. She has 
evidently met the usual winter storms 
crossing the Atlantic, causing her 
delay, and no doubt she will soon be 
heard from. The Little Pet has a 
crew of six men, she is a staunch 
craft and well founded.

LONDDN, To-Day.
Coincident with the arrival at the 

front of Emperor Nicholas, the Rus­
sians have assumed the offensive di­
rectly west of Warsaw, according to a 
Russian official statement, andi hâve 
crossed the Bzu’ra River and /taken 
some German positions. This, in the 
opinion of military experts, will, if 
the Russian» have sufficient forces at 
their disposal, break the deadlock 
which existed in the battle of Central 
Poland for so many weeks, since it 
threatens the flank of Gen Von Hind- 
enburg’s army which is engaged in a 
violent struggle immediately South­
west in an effort to break down the 
Russian defensive in the region of 
Barjimow. The Russians appear, ac­
cording to reports from Petrograd, to 
have crossed the Bzure near its junc­
tion with the Vistula and working 
Southwards, which was the point at 
which the Germans made their origin­
al attempt to break the Warsaw line. 
This new offensive on the part of the 
Russians explains their anxiety to 
clear the right bank of the Lower 
Vistula of Germans. Having accom­
plished this they are free to threaten 
an outflanking movement from that 
direction. Still there has been no 
slackening in the desperate fighting 
which has been proceeding for some 
days in the woods and roads along 
the right bank of the Rawka River 
from Borjimow to Skierniewice, on tlite 
Warsaw reads. Here the attacks of 
the Germans alternate with those of 
Russians, under artillery tire, with a 
violence that has never been exceeded 
Meantime the Russians are making 
slow progress in East Prussia and are 
withstanding the attempts of the Aus- 
tria-Germans, taking offensive on the 
River Nida in Southern Poland and 
the Dunajee River, Galicia. The Aus­
trians admit the loss of Tarnov, Gali­
cia, an important centre, the posses­
sion of which by theRussians in­
sures the main line communications 
in Western Galicia. Artillery engage­
ments and a few small infantry at­
tacks made up the sum of operations 
on the Western front. There are in­
dications however that the Allies are 
preparing the way for an offensive 
moveihent in the Arras region, where 
their artillery has been very busy 
and where they have captured some 
German trenches. In the Argonne 
region too the French claim they have 
improved their positions. The failure 
of the Turks In their preliminary at­
tack on Suez Canal gives a good deal 
of satisfaction ip England as it is 
felt the territorials and Australian 
troops engaged there have proved 
their mettle. Military men have ex­
pressed their belief that the Turkish 
attack was only in the nature of a 
feeler and that an organized assault 
will be delivered by the Ottoman 
army when it is able to collect its 
main strength within striking dist­
ance. Correspondents at Cairo sav 
that a very warm reception awaits it 
from ships and troops. Germany's 
threatened submarine blockade of 
England still occupies the public both 
here and in deutral countries such as 
Holland and Scandinavia, which have 
important shipping interests. It is 
being taken very calmly by ship-own­
ers who are promised that the Ad­
miralty will take steps to counteract 
it and are reminded if it were possible 
the Germans before this would have 
sunk transports taking troops to 
France.

FRENCH INDIGNANT.

PARIS, To-Day.
The German Admiralty proclama­

tion including in the war zone the 
waters surrounding the British Isles 
has provoked outbursts of indignation 
in the French press, although it is 
hailed generally as an indication that 
Germany is beginning to find her situ­
ation desperate.

*

“THE DIVISION OF DEATH.”
PETROGRAD, To-Day.

The most desperate German resist­
ance was at Wolasay Dowiscka, which 
the /Russians succeeded in taking in 
theTnorning after a fight which lasted 
all night. German prisoners in the 
hands of Russians relate that in the 
German camp the division chosen to 
lead this undertaking was dubbed 
“The Division of Death,” since it ap­
peared to be a foregone conclusion 
that none would survive. The Rus­
sian military observers, with the me­
agre details before them, are compar­
ing the fight to the battle of Boro­
dino, where Napoleon lost his Rus­
sian campaign. The battle of Borji­
mow is continuing to-day with un­
abated violence.

SWEDISH INDIGNATION.
STOCKHOLM, To-Day.

Swedish indignation is expressed 
by the Swedish press because of the 
German proclamation relative to a 
blockade of British Isles. The belief 
expressed will result in the Govern­
ment making a protest to Berlin.

DENMARK DOUBTFUL.
CHRISTIANIA, To-Day.

The opinion expressed by many here 
is that Germany is not likely to put 
her threat of blockade into force 
against neiitral countries.

NEW YORK HERALD COMMENTS.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Unless there is actual destruction 
of neutral ships, Marine Insurance 
Underwriters here express the opin­
ion that shipping between this coun­
try and Great Britain and France will 
net be lessened in volume because of 
the German Admiralty blockade. The 
declaration of New York newspapers 
continue to devote editorials in gen­
eral condemning the German block­
ade. The declaration of the Herald 
says: Do Americans realize the full 
meaning of the German Official an­
nouncement published yesterday? It 
means that Germany has declared war 
upon the entire world. Ships belong­
ing not only to nations with which 
Germany is at war, but also those be­
longing to neutral nations are, ac­
cording to this fiendish document, to 
be destroyed, even when it may not 
be possible to preserve the crews and 
passengers from danger.

It means that every American going 
to Northern Europe or leaving it by 
neutral vessels will take his life in 
his hands because the German apostle 
of kultur has decided to set at defi­
ance every law, human and divine, and 
treat all International conventions 
bearing her signature as so many 
scraps of ' paper, that German naval 
authorities dimly perceive the ruffian­
ism of their decision is proved by 
their attempt to justify it by referring 
to the abuse of neutral flags having 
been ordered by the British Govern­
ment on January 31. Searching ex­
amination has failed to reveal any 
order such as the one mentioned In 
the German notification. It seems 
clear that as usual Germans are 
merely excusing their ferocity by 
falsehoods. The question is whit 
are we going to do.

Will the administration silently ac­
quiesce in the latest German efforts 
to put into practice savage theories 
laid down in the German Genera] 
Staff’s war book. Whatever the ad­
ministration may do, one thing is cer­
tain, if a single American life be sac­
rificed by unlfijrnaed German pirates 
our people will exact the bitterest and 
fullest retribution. The Tribune says: 
Is the German Government looking for 
trouble with the United States Or 
Spain or Italy? All It has to do is>, to 
permit a submarine to torpedo gn Am­
erican, Spanish or Italian vessel en­
tering the German Admiralty’s phys- 
cological war zone. The World says: 
It is due to the United States Gov­
ernment to issue a formal protest 
against the German war zone procia-

The Chalrmap. Messrs. Harris, 

Ayre, McNamara, Bradshaw, Jack- 
man, McGrath, Anderson and Withers 
were present at last tnight’s meeting 
of the Civic Commission.

The Commercial Cable Co. asked if 
they were liable to a municipal tax 
other than that on their building if 
they transferred their office to within 
the city limits. A general discussion 
followed and it was decided to ask the 
Solicitor to report on the matter.

G. M. Barr complained of his store 
being flooded by a defective sewer. 
The Engineer's report showed that 
the trouble was due to high tides. A 
copy of the said report will be for­
warded to Mr. Barr.

W. F. Butler submitted plans of 
proposed suite of offices for T. & M. 
Winter. The plans were approved 
subject to the Municipal regulations.

John Flynn, waterman, applied for 
an increase of salary. A committee 
will enquire into the matter and re­
port.

The Committee of enquiry into con­
ditions at Battery Town were of the 
opinion that H. Reid should be per­
mitted to continue the erection of his 
dwelling. This permission will not in 
any way give the applicant any right 
to the property, and in erecting the 
building he is to assume all risks and 
becomes subject to any regulations 
the Council may adopt in future.

The Health Officer reported that it 
was not desirable to permit the fur 
ther erection of stables in Lime St.

The Engineer reported a reduction 
in the water pressure throughout the 
city during the past week, owing to 
taps being left running at night.

It was decided that in future ap 
plications forwarded the Board during 
the week will be referred to the de­
partments concerned, and reports 
submitted with the applications at thé 
regular meeting.

Inspector Bambrick reported that 
the cost of breaking stone by hand 
during the week, amounted to $1.85 
per ton, against 40 cents by machin­
ery plus the cost of .power, and wear 
and tear of machinery.

With 
her death in 1714, the Stuart line of 
Sovereigns ended, the throne passing 
to the House of Hanover by the Act 
of Settlement.

CHARLES DICKENS born 1812 

The most popular novelist of the 19th 
century, who from very humble be 
ginnings worked himself up by sheer 
genius to the highest position in the 
world of letters. His literary output 
was enormous.

SIDNEY COOPER died 1902, aged 
99. A highly gifted animal painter, 
whose pictures of cattle and sheep 
are always masterly.

LORD GOSCHEN died 1907, aged 
76. A statesman of strong personal 
ity who held various offices under Mr 
Gladstone, separating from him on 
the Home Rule question. He was 
First Lord of the Admiralty from 1895 
to 1900.

HELIGOLAND LIGHTHOUSE.
The most important lighthouse at 

the present time, so far, as actual 
operations are concerned, is the light 
of Heligoland, from the fact that it is 
centred in the very heart of the naval 
war zone. Heligoland was ceded by 
Great Britain to Germany in 1890, in 
return for concessions made to Brit 
ain in East Africa. . . . The
Heligoland light is an electric one 
and the most powerful in Germany 
and is claimed by the Germans to be 
the most powerful light in existence. 
The light consists of a cluster of three 
••evolving lights, having a lighting 
oower of 40,000,000 candles, a magni­
tude of light which from figures alone 
s hard and difficult to realize. The 
lights are on the searchlight princi­
ple, and the cluster is surmounted by 
a single light of the same kind and 
size, that can be revolved independ 
entiy and three times as fast as the 
three lights. The single light is put 
Into use in case of accident to the 
cluster of three. The electric power 
’s generated by two steam-engines 
md boilers, running belt-driven elec 
’ric generators.— J. W. O., in The 
Mitigate Monthly.

Is the Main Cause of the German Rage 
and Hatred.

New York, Jan. 25.—Frank Irish 
Cadwalder in an article on the war 
published in the Christian Nation, 
says:

“I shall make no prophecies as to 
the final outcome of the war. But it 
still remains true, as it was at the 
beginning of the war, that if Germany 
can destroy the British fleet she wins. 
And otherwise she loses. The Ger­
mans have been diligent students of 
the teachings of the late Admiral Ma­
han of the supreme importance of 
sea power, and it is their recognition 
of England’s pre-eminence in that re­
gard, and of their own impotence, 
that makes them so furious against 
her. I know a French woman here 
in New York who at the outset of the 
war was greatly distressed and very 
fearful until the evening of August 
5, when she remarked joyously : ‘It is 
all right now—England is in it.’

Bill Be Peace Before 1916.
“It is bred to the bone of every 

Frenchman the consciousness that it 
was Great Britain tfiat destroyed the 
power of Napoleon Bonaparte, that 
the very people whom he had chris­
tened the ‘nation of shopkeepers’ 
brought low the greatest general in 
history. That may be what the Ger­
mans are thinking about now.

“When will the war end? Again, I 
refuse to prophesy. But if I were 
to make a guess I would say before 
another winter comes around.

“Not, however, that I believe that 
the German military power can be 
crushed by that time. But even the 
German people, who developed the 
greatest fighting machine the world 
ever saw, are human, and though they 
have been trained through gener­
ations to a complete belief in the des­
tiny of Germany as a militant con­
quering power, it has never entered 
the Teutonic mind to consider it as 
even a possibility that the German 
Empire might be itself conquered.

When Socialists Get Going.
“And when the German people learn 

what is really happening to them 
there is going to be trouble. We 
know mighty little of what is going 
on within Germany, but we do know 
that the German public has been fed 
upon tales of an almost unbroken ser­

VIOLENT ATTACKS BY GERMANS.
PETROGRAD, Feb. 5.

Not since the battle aroynd Lodz in 
Russian Poland In the early part of 
December have the Germans deliver­
ed such violent attac.ks as those of 
yesterday, when they attempted to 
drive (through the Russian line near 
Boqèmow. Probably never'before in 
the Eastern area of war have they 
concentrated such a force Upon a sin­
gle point. In a distance of six miles 
between Lunina and Bcngmow, the 
Germans threw 105,000 infantrymen, 
together with heavy forces of cavalry, 
the whole supported by 100 batteries 
of artillery, comprising in all no less 
thgn six hundred guns. It is estima­
ted that in this short line there were 
nearly 30,000 men to the mile, coming 
on in ten or twelve lines like the 
waves of the sea. The Russians, 
warned by attacks of the previous 
days in this same vicinity, have coh- 
centrated correspondingly heavy for­
ces to resist the German advance, and 
so close were both sides packed in 
this narre* space that the artillery 
became practically useless. The bat­
tlefield was a flat plain unobstructed 
by either trees or houses, the latter 
having already been demolished by 
shell fire. The Russians met the 
German advance with rifle fire and 
bayonet, the first lines struggling 
forward and backward from trench to 
trench. At some places the trenches 
were only a few hundred yards apart 
and the closeness of the line made 
the fighting extraordinary sanguinary, 
whole companies being entirely exter­
minated.
