Ravages of the Act.

Farmers of the British Empire are
beiug urged to wage a war of exter-
mination on rats. Viscount Chaplin
and Lord Lambourne, in an appeal to
agriculturalists, state that the brown
rat ‘“destroys our food supplies al-
most as much as the submarines.”
“In 1908 Sir James Critchon Browne
estimated the yearly damage done to
food by rats in England alone at $75,-
000,000. The value of that quantity of
food to-day would be close on $200,-
000,000. If you could afford to keep
rats in 1908, you certainly cannot do
so in 1918. Still less can the mnation
afford to keep them at a moment when
every sack of corn is urgently needed.
In the rush of work on the farm,
which has to be dome on diminished

breed faster than any other vermin.
The rat will breed when four months
old, and has from three to five litters
in a year. Her average litter is 10,
but as many as 23 have been found
in a nest. At that rate of increase
you cannot go on feeding them. But
unless you are prepared to do so it
is an unneighbourly act to keep them
at all. The moment you stint them of
food they will swarm over your neigh-
bour’s farm. On the other hand, if

The Prophet
and the Prince.

Here is a striking passage from
Mr. Harold Begbie's account of the
Thanksgiving Service in the Albert
Hall last Saturday, arranged by the
Nonconformist Churches and attended
by the King and Queen:—

“On the platform, a pace or two ad-
vanced from the towering phalanx
behind him,
with his face to a congregation of
8,000 men and woemn, the circlet of
light in the high roof twinkling on his
white face and his beard of snow,
stood an old bowed figure in a black
robe and a hood of dull ecrimson,
praying.

“At one moment this octogenarian
looked like Homer, then like Darwin,
then like Ulysses, and then like a
nameless patriarch of Israel on whose
bent shoulders pressed the burden of
the ages of the world.

“Immediately confronting him,
down below in the arena, knelt a
young soldier in khaki, booted and
spurred, the light in the roof glinting
on his scarlet tabs and his gold lace,
a boy with fair hair, a fresh complex-
ion, and round eyes not yet weary of
delight in the world. His head was
bowed, and his hands were folded.
But once he raised his head and look-
ed with those wondering eyes of his
at the old old man standing above
bim; as if he saw in that figure some-
thing greater and more mystical than
he could find in the words of the pray-
er.

“In this manner, John Clifford, Re-
former, and Edward, Prince of Wales,
confronted each other. They met in
prayer to the Eternal Righteousness.

“The old man symbolised all the
herculean labour by which England
won her glorious freedom; the young
Prince symbolised the joy which
England inherits from that toil. The
one was like a weary and broken
ploughman; the other like a sheaf of
corn, the fruit of his husbandry. Or
the one was an ancient prophet still
quivering with the divine fire which
summoned his nation to battle; the
other a young knight who obeyed that
summons and has now returned with
victory and a clean sword to receive
the prophet’s blessing.

“One saw in this twain the past of
the nation and its future.

“The old white-beared man, his
strong voice quavering with age, but
beautiful with deep emotion, prayed
that his day might be a day of rededi-
cation to Freedom, and Justice, and
Humanity, and Brotherhood—a day of
rededication to the service of our Na-
tion, and the Commonwealth, and to
the service of Mankind.

“That was the note of the whole
service—thanksgiving for victory,
but thanksgiving with loyalty to our
national ideal of righteousness. What
a great trumpet-like phrase—National
Righteousness!”

A most wonderful display of aurora
borealis was visible on Mount Desert
Island, Me., on August 15, writes Da-
vid Riesman in “Science.” It had its
base on a long, dark unbroken band
on the northern sky. It shot upward
toward the centre in {innumerable
streamers of vast reach, lengthening
and shortening and shifting like the
beams of a gigantic searchlight. Sud-
denly, at about 10 p.m,, a band like a
grey-coloured rainbow darted across
the heavens near the zenith, passing
from north-west to south-east, and
ending at.a point near but not at the
horizon. Though it may be common,
I have never seen the aurora span the
heavens in that fashion. It looked like
a vast single-span bridge.” It seemed
to be lower than the firmament, creat-
ing the impression of pulling the sky
downward and giving a limit to space.
Unlike the streamers first seen, it did
not suggest a searchlight, but rather
a band of delicate gray veiling, shin-
ing, yet not luminous—a night rain-
bow. It was densest near the zenith,
but even there the stars were visible
through it.

For about thirty minutes little
change could be noticed in it, then it
broke up lengthwise and crosswise,
moving at the same time still nearer
the zenith. A few moments later
short parallel streamers began to
shoot out from it at right angles and
in a northerly direction, giving the
appearance of the prongs of a crown.
Thereafter the long, grey bow gradu-
ally vanished, and in its place appear-
ed irregular small greyish cloud-like
masses moving swiftly to and fro

across the zenith, while short stream-
ers continued to dart upward from
the northern horizon.

Wooden Bicycle Tyres.

Dutch newspapers say that a bi-
cycle dealer in the Province of Geld=
erland, Holland, has invented a bicycle
tyre made of elmwood. It is said to
‘have been tested satisfactorily on the
clay and gravel roads of Holland. If
successful, the invention will be ‘a
great boon to Holland. Probably ne
other country uses relatively so many
bicycles—nearly a million, or a bi-
cycle to every seven or eight people.

Many a woman sufferes from indi-
gestion simply from lack of exercise.
If this 1s brought about by wealth or
indolence, I have but little pity to
express, even if she, loses her beauty
on account of it. Indigestion is usual-
ly the result of a continued wrong
diet.

To begin with, not'fruit enough is
eaten, it is looked on more as a lux-
ury than as a food. Abroad it is quite
the opposite and the table at nearly
every meal is supplied with fruit. If
everyone would eat more fruit and
less meat manuy a doctor’s bill would
be avoided. We would then realize
that our garden and orchards are the
best drug stores in the land.

One of the best fruits is the apple.
The large percentage of phosphorous
it contains makes i{ a brain food. .of
high value. The acids of the apple
are most useful for persons of sedent-
ary habits, whose livers are sluggish
in action and need  stimulation. In
fact, one might justly call the-apple,
“nature’s cathartic.” - I might also
add that-the eating of apples is most
beneficial to the skin and complexion.

Overwork and worry often cause
nervous physical collapse. In such
cases food and sleep should be pre-
scribed. Perhaps one will have no de<
sire to eat, nevertheless, it is impera-
tive, for with plenty of easily assimu-
lated food and plenty of rest and fresh
air, thé sooner will nervousness and
weakness be overcome.

In case that one has really no op-,
petite and eating is an actual effort,
liguid foods should be taken. Raw
eggs and milk rank high in value in
fact, they not only satisfy hunger but
are also quite nourishing.

To live above worry is no easy task,
especially for persons of a nervous
temperament.

LLONDON GOSSIP.

LONDON, Nov. 9th, 1918.
IF THE KAISER COULD SEE.

The last time the Kaiser showed
himself to the London crowd was at
the unveiling of the Victoria Memor-
' jal, when he stood in shining armour
on the marble steps staring proudly
down the Mall. If he could have been
on the same spot this afternoon
would have enjoyed the sight of long

double rows of captured German guns, '

stretching all the way down without
a break from the Memorial to the Ad-
miralty Arch, at the entrance to St.

Al MATLORING BOOM.

Many civilians have
been breaking their old habits in re-
gard to new clothes during the war,
and have made their old garments do
service as long ‘as they reasonably
could. But there is a limit even to
war economy, and the war has lasted
so long that customers are now find-
ing that they are compelled to revisit
their tailors, high prices notwith-
standing.

The
demand for new clothes as . soon as
peace is declared will be enormous
on the part of officers and men who
are returning to civil life.

WHAT WE_OWE TO HUCKS.

To Captain B. C. Hucks, who has
died in his bed from imfluenza after
seven yoars of constant-daring in‘the
air, the British air service owes sev-
eral of the “stunts” which have fig-
ured constantly in the tactics of air-
men fighting the Hun, Hucks was the
first Englishman to follow Pegoud,
the originator of looping the loop and
upside-down flying, which some time
before the war he told me he was con-
vinced had a great value apart from
exhibition fiying. I met bim frequent-
ly in those days, and he was always
urging on our Army and Navy the im-
portance of flying, and maintained
that looping the loop should form
part of the training of officers of the
Flying Corps. The war soon proved
the soundness of his doctrine.

THE PEOPLE AND THE WAR’S END,

It is strange going about the town
just now, meeting one’s friends and
looking into the faces of the thous-
ands of people one sees in the streets,
trying to seize what is .strange and
abnormal in them. What is the re-
action of the people of Lendon to the
mighty events of this week of destiny?
The one thing one notices everywhere
is the absence of exultation. It would
be almost impossible for a stranger
to know that he ‘was in the capital of a
people at the moment of victory after
four years of terrible war, with the
issue hanging in the balance until a
couple of months ago. The town is
full of people who have lost their
dearest relatives and friends, and who
have sustained themselves by the ex-
citement of the war. When that ex-
citement is ‘withdrawn I think there
will be a great reaction, and many
will realise for the first time how bar-
ren their lives have become, just as
people “keep up” till the day after the
funeral before ‘they realise the empty
home.

SIR ROSSLYN.

Sir Rosslyn Wemyss—Rosy Wemyss
as he is called in the service—is in
some ways typical of the naval officer
of the period, for he is scientific, not
talkative about service matters, can
tell very excellent stories, and—wears
an eyeglass, a habit which some civil-
ians who have been brought into
touch with the navy for the first time
during the war have found a little ir-
ritating.

Many of these are intended for the
Imperial War Museum, or some other
officially recognised purpose, and are
authorised by the Inspector-General
of War Trophies. But a great many
aré not so authorised, and a consider-
able amount of ingenuity is exercised
to ensure their delivery.

The official rule is that anyone
found attempting to board a leave-boat
whilet' in possession of forbidden ar-
ticles will forthwith be returned to
his unit and his leave cancelled. As
a matter of fact, such vigilance as is
shown by the authorities is generaly
exercised at the rest camps, and pos-
session of any reasonable souvenirs
seldom results in anything more than
their confiscation. The adjutants’ of-
fices at the rest camps commonly
have a quite imposing - collection of
ornamental brasswork. Many beauti-
ful articles can be made from shell
cases, and these are amongst the fav-
ourite-forms of souvenirs.

But though the extreme penalty is
not always imposed, it sometimes is,
particularly when the souvenir col-
lector “cuts up rought.” It is not
long since an indignant brigadier-
general had his suspiciously-heavy
baggage searched, with the result that
he was ignominiously packed off back
to his brigade.

Detected by His Walk.

On another occasion a sergeant was
observed tobewalking curiously stif-
fly, and investigation proved that he
had used his trouser-legs as a hiding-
place for a German bayonet and other
small articles.

A German breastplate forms an in-
teresting, if somewhat
souvenir. The writer once attempted
to pass one by packing it with other
articles in a valise but, unfortunately, '
the valise was left behind. Another
officer went one better and wore a
breastplate.

| Coming nearer home we find in Can-
ada that the Federal Government are
fully alive to their duty, and what
they owe to the soldiers who are re-
'turning back to the land. In the
i Telegram of Wednesday last, I mnote
the Canadian Government has created
a fund of $25,000,000, which will be |
available by way of loan to the several
provinces in connection with the car-
rying out of a programme for better
housing conditions for the people;
this will probably be increased by mil-
lions more.

Every assistance will be given the
people of Canada by the Federal and
Provincial Governments, and incor-
porated bodies. Dominion-wide co-
cperadNon are asked to solve the hous-
ing préblem, and give the industrial
and labouring classes a new start ic
life, by providing better and mor2
comfortable homes.

The year before the war I visited
Bournville, near Birmingham, Eng-
land. -In this little town, there is what
is known as the Bournville Village
Trust founded by Mr. Geo. Cadbury —
of Cadbury’s Cocoa fame. It was ia
1879 the first cottages were built, but
the greater part of the building dates
from 1895 onward. No person knew
the slum conditions of Birmingham
better than Mr. Cadbury, although =2
distance of four miles from Bourn-
ville. For over fifty years he taught

slum houses. In fact, Mr. Cadbury
found himself in direct contact with
tne housing problem. It was not
something he had read or heard

‘about, but an actual fact in the lives

of men whom he knew and visited

'again and again in the midst of.their

very surroundings. Here then was
the solving of the housing problem by
cne man—and that man—Geo. Cad-
bury, to whom I had the pleasure of
being introduced during my visit to
the Village of Bournville, a few years
ago. To avoid misunderstanding, it

{ should be said that the village is not

reserved for Messrs. Cadbury’s work-
people, the scheme not being intended
primarily for their benefit, but as a
contribution towards solving the

;l.,ousing problem, especially as it ex-
ists in large cities.

Less than half of
these houses are occupied by em-
ployees of Messrs. Cadbury’s—the ot-
hers being employees in the neighbor-
ing villages or in Birmingham, which
ic easily accessible by rail, electric
car or bicycle.

By co-operation, thrift and common
sense, we can build in St. John's a
new model village after the fashion of
Bournville—where there are about
seven houses to the gross acre, for
workmen with growing families. The
majority of the houses have two sit-
ting rooms, a kitchen gr scullery,
three bedrooms and the usual con-
veniences. There are others with one
large' living room instead - of two
smaller ones, a few with only two bed-
rooms, and recently two quadrangles
of small bungalows have been built
for single women. In some cases they
are occupied by two friends living to-
gether, and in several instances by
married couples in receipt of old ag:
pensions. There are also some houses
of a larger type—several of the
houses have bath rooms, with hot and
cold water, in'others the bath is in the
kitchen or scullery, either set at the
side of the room, and fitted with a lid
so as to form a table, or arranged so
as to work on a hinge and shut up
into a cabinet.

The average plot allowed to each
house is about 500 square yards. The

$1.70 per week, $88.40 a year .

$1.95 per week, $100.00 a year

Houses including shops, $100 a year.

Taking all together .there is over
1,000 houses with a pop\llttlon ot
about 5,000, many of these ‘houses
have been sold and are now occupicd
by the owners. The village is served
by Birmingham with gas, water and
sowers, rates being $1.80 to every
$5.00 rental (exclusive of water rate).

The vital statistics of the village are
of great interest. For purposes of
comparison, we give them together
with the figures of Birmingham and
those for England and Wales.

Death rate per 1,000—average for
five years.

Bournville—5.5, Birmingham—14.50,
England and Wales—13.9.

Infantile mortality per 1,000 live
births—average for five years:

Bournville—37, Birmingham — 125,
England, Wales—109.

The evidence shown here plainly
indicates the rural surroundings, the
close contact with the facts of nature,
that to have a healthy children, they
must have decent homes and fresh
air. What are you going to do? ‘Are
you going to face the housing problem
with courage. We can never tackle
successfully a job of which we are
afraid. Our effort must be equal to
ithe task. We must handle the hous-
jnug problem boldly. We ask the co-
operation of all classes to assist In
this great work of reconstructing the
city of St. John’s.

With the co-operation of His Excel-
lency the Governor, who will be a
shareholder, and other shareholders,
including His Grace Archbishop
Roche, The Lord Bishop of Newfound-

With the co-operation of the Gov-
ernment, City Coupcil, lumber mills,
carpenters and pMimbers, we- ask - a
united co-operation of all on similar
lines to' that which are being carried
out in the British Isles, Canada and
the United States.

During the past four years we have
been living through momentous times.
The war is over: Newfoundland re-
joices. It rejoices because the
stronghold of savagery is broken,
because right has been enthroned
above might.

Take the case of a tenant who oc-
cupies a house that cost $1,200 the
annual rental would be $120, or $10
per month, during the period of ten
years by paying in addition to rent
$100 each year, interest 3 p.c., he
would own the house and have money
coming to him. Concord, Co-opera-
tion, Thrift and Common Sense, four
great constructive elements that in
ten years will re-build a new city of
St. John’s that will be a living mem-
orial to the dead, and an everlasting
monument built by the living in per-
petuation of the greatest and bloodiest
war the world has ever known.

Electric Bulletins From
a Typewriter.

News bulletins, flashed in big elec-
tric letters almost simultaneously
with their receipt over press wires, is
made possible by a new electrical de-
vice. This invention consists of a
huge bulletin board, operated by a
typewriter. It is called an electro-
graph.

On either side of the board, which
towers above a newspaper building in
a mid-western city, are 60 monograms,
arranged in three rows. Each moho=
gram, which measures 2 by 3 feet,
contains an arrangement of 21 lights,
varfous combinations of which lonn
any letter or numeral, the dash, quesé
tion mark and dollar sign. st

Selection of the groups of lights ‘to’
form the various characters is done’
by pressing the desired keys on the
typewriter. Selection of the mono=;
grams is done automatically through!
an extra platen on the typewflter.
Thus, when the operator writes a bul-
letin on the typewriter, the letters ap«
pear in quick succession on the board
and remain until the bulletin is com-
pleted. The bulletin may be left on
for any desired length of time -and:
then released by pressing a’singlé
key. A unit releasing device enzabDIed’
the operator to strike out a single 186
ter without interfering with the ether
letters. Thus, when an error is ¥adé®
the correct letter may be inseérted-
without writing the entire - bullétif’
again.

As the keys are struck to profuce’
the letters on the board, the same buk"
letins are written on paper - in  he
usual way thus giving a complete re-
cord of everything flagshed.

An interesting feature is the rapid-
ity with which the bulletins ‘may be,
flashed. An ordinary bulletin may
be written in 10 seconds, the operator®
writing just as he would on any type-
writer. |t A

As the operator cannot see the;
board as he works, a pilot board has|
been provided directly before him,:
consisting of 60 green light bulbs.
When he strikes a key, the action
throws ‘on the corresponding letter,'
which in turn lights the green bulb
corresponding to the mumber of the
monogram in which the letter ap-
pears. For instance: if he strikes
the«“A” key, with the platen set at No.
1 position, the letter “A” will appear
on ghe first monogram of the board
and No. 1 green light will burn. If it
does not burn, the operator knows that
‘the letter did not appear and he
strikes it over.

The British authorities gave
instructions to captains leaving Eng-
land to destroy their registers when
there was any likelihood of being sub-
marined, and leaden weights were
given them to attach to their register
for the' purpose of sinking them
quickly, which makes it even harder
to prove reason for loss of missing
vessels.

As further proof I may mention that
Lloyd’s Marine Underwriters and War
Rish Underwriters are each paying
half the loss of . all claims for missing
vessels when an equal amount of in-
surance was carried fof both these
risks. Therefore, why should these
claims not be presented'?

Herring Fishery.

Bay of Islands. |

The past week the herring ﬁsheryl
has continued fair in Bay of Islands.|
In the Humber Arm some fish were
taken at Riverhead on Friday and
Saturday, but the best fishing was
further down the Arm. At Meadows
and along the Farms shore some big
catches were made of a very large run
of herring.

On Monday and yesterday there was
good fishing in the Humber Arm from
Meadows out. The ice in the Arm,
however, somewhat interfered with
operations on Monday.

In Middle Arm the catches on Mon-
day ranged from 10 to 35 tubs, while
a few boats that were able to haul all
their gear loaded, securing 50 to 60
tubs. The fish were plentiful at
Penguin Arm, at mouth of Goose, Arm
and off Wheeler’s Beach. The prices
paid ranged from $5 to $6 per barrel
from the nets. /

There are several schooners at Mid-
dle Arm taking salt bulk, and with the
large number of packing factories,
the fishermen find a ready market for
their catches, and everything seems to
be working harmoniously.

A week ago Capt. Peeples had his
schooner half loaded, and he will like-
ly soon finish up.

Bonne Bay.

There has been a slackening off in

past week, and it is thought the fish
have struck off into deep water. For
a few days the fishermen had a ‘brisk
time, and big catches were taken. The
first cargd went to market last Wed-
nesday by the schr. Catherine Burke
and consisted of 1225 barrels salt
bulk.
Green Bay.

Latest reports from Green Bay state
that herring continues scarce at
Springdale and viéinlty. There wera
two schooners there a week ago seek-}
ing cargoes. The best fishing so far'
seems to be along the northern part of
the Bay, particularly at Nipper’'s Hr.,,
Round Hr. and Three Arms.

Trinity Bay.

One or two packing station have
been started in Trinity Bay this year, |
but so far we have been unable to get
any definite reports of the fishery in
that vicinity.

At Placentia Bay.

The herring stations at Placentia
Bay have made considerable prepara-
tions for this season’s operations.
The fish, however, have not shown up
very plentiful to date, but in view eof
‘the open coast there is yet time for a
good voyage on that coast.—Western

e Price of
Herring.

(Western Star.)

"There is much speculation at pre-
sent as to the price of “Scotch” pack-
ed herring in the foreign market. The
present outlook indicates that the
catch will be far below that of last
season. In Hall's Bay where a big
pack was made last year, and exten-
sive preparations made for this seas-
on, the fish have been very scarce, and
the season being so far advanced that
even should the fish strike in in large
qquantities the catch must now be
far short of that of last year. At Bonne
Bay sickness interfered somewhat
with operations. So that the trade
will have to depend largely upon the

The German Armistice Commission-
ers 'complained -that they found Mar-
shal Foch “cold, stern, implacahle. He
read the terms, that seemed to them
ruthless, in a voice which there was
no consideration for them as repre-
sentatives of the Imperial Govern-
ment and its still powerful army.
