It is further alleged, by ihe
same authority, that this is the rea-
son why Lord Grey returned to Eng-
land without making the President’s
acquaintance, and wky he subsequent-
ly embarrassed the President of the
United States by what appeared, to
the rest of us, an honest attempt to
tell his own people something ahout
the American Constitution.

If this is so truth is stronger than
fiction. As a matter of fact histery
proves that it is, Frederick the Great
once ventured, in mixed company,
some rankling comment upon Madame
de Pompadour. She, or officially
Louis XIV. resented ' the gratiutous
fling, and the consequence Wwas that
France went to war on the side of
Prussia’s enemies. Both Catherine of
Russia and Maria Theresa of Austria
considered personal remarks a cause
of war. But Frederick was an absolute
monarch and they were queens.

For the sake of common decency it
is to be hoped that the President will
immediately do semething to muzzle
his friends. . He has adopted a tone of
absolution which requires all sorts
of dignity to make itself effective.

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GOOD FRIDAY.

Good Triday ig the usual
English name for the day ob-
gerved throughout Christendom
as the anniversary of the Cruci-
fixion and dJeath of : Christ.
From _the earliest period of its
‘observance by the Church, the
day was marked by a specially
rigorous fast, and on the whole
‘by a great simplicity of ritual
in the public . services. Good
Friddy marks the end of the
geason of Lent, that period dur-
ing which “all who profess and
call themselves Christians,” are
undergoing examination in pre-
paration for participation and
reception into that new life
given to all mankind by the
marvel of the resurrection of
Christ on Easter morning. Good
Friday marks the culmination
of the passion of the Redeemer,
and His death upon the Cross of
Calvary on the evening of
that day which was at the
time thought by His Apos-
tles to be “the darkest
day in their lives” has
ever since been the theme of
Christianity, for having been
lifted up He has drawn all men
unte Him. And so with solemn
and impressive ceremony the
Way of the Cross is followed on
Good Friday, and men and wo-
men and children endeavour to
celebrate it in a manner at once
becoming the wondrous event
and in a spirit of drawing near-
er to the things which Christ
would-have them do.' In the fol-
lowing article, taken from an
exchange, the lessons of Good
Friday are brought home, and
we are shown that to properly

On April 2nd, 1879, forty-one
years ago, Mr. W. J. Herder, as
proprietor, made application for
the registration of the Evening
Telegram as a newspaper, hav-
ing a circulation in Newfound-
land. The Telegram of that
date, its first birthday, was a
small four-page paper, set and
printed by hand. To-day, its
forty-first birthday, the Tele-
gram is primus inter pares
amongst its Newfoundland con-
temporaries, and far and away
ahead of many Canadian and
United States daily journals.
From the small sheet of four
pages, it has grown to a sixteen-
page edition, printed on the
most modern of presses. Mod-
esty prevents us, even though
we are the oldest daily news-
paper in Newfoundland, from
patting ourselves too heavily on
the back, but we will state that
the reputation established by
the Telegram from its very first
number to the present issue,
will be maintained in the fu-
ture, and the high standard of
its literature adhered to. Should
it be our good fortune to cele-
brate our semi-centenary, and
there is no reason why we
shouldn’t, though this is looking
far ahead, it will be our pleas-
ure and duty to publish the com-
plete history of ‘“The People’s
Paper.”

It is a record for Mr. W. J.
Herder that, during the whole
period of forty-one years, his
proprietorship of the Telegram
has remained unbroken. Edi-
tors have come and gone, but
the dean of the Newfoundland
Press remains. May his shadow
never grow less.

NIGHT — HAS DOMINION.WIDE
AMBITION.

At 9 o'clock last evening {in the
Board of Trade Rooms, there was a
meeting of the Preliminary Conimittee
appointed Sunday night at the meeting
of young men for the purpose of do-
ing the initial work of organizing a
“Young Men's League.” Messrs. Har-
old Pike, W. Learning, Walter
Sparkes, J. Hynes, J. S. Noseworthy,
Mac Morgan, J. Osmond, Laurence
Cullen and J. R. Smallwood were pre-
sent. Mr. Cullen was elected to the
chair, after which Mr. Smallwood
tabled a draft of a constitution for the
League.

This Constitution
will be submitted to the general meet-
ing of young men which will likely
take place Sunday night week. The
name of the organization will be “The
Young Men’s League.” Qualifications
for membership therein are that the
candidate be between 18 and 30, in-
clusive, and that he take the League
Pledge, which is: “For . Purity of
Mind: Health of Body: and Cheerful-
ness of Spirit: I will ever strive.” The
League will be undenominational,
nonsectarian and nonpolitical. The ob-
ject shall be the educating of its mem-
bers in the three ideals set forth in
the Pledge—“Purity, Health. and
Cheerfulness.” To accomplish this, re-
creations, sports, debates, competi-
tions, etc,, will be arranged. Medals
and other prizes will be offered for
winners, and it is likely that a scholar-
ship will be awarded annually.

the Regatta. Branches will be formed

eventually held here, where a library,
writing-room, gymmasium, swimming
pool and other attractions will be
seen.

BETRAYAL OF FAITH.

PARIS, March 31.

That direct negotiations were made.
between the French and German Gov-
ernments without the participation of
the other Allies, developed in an ex-
change of communications to-day con-
cerning the question of occupation of
the Ruhr’Valley and are regarded
here as of extraordinary significance.
Dr. Von Mayer, German Charge, made
his request for permission to send
troops in the Ruhr region to the
French Government alone, and to M.
Millerand as Premier of France, and
not as a member of the Allled Su-
preme Council. Premier Millerands
refusal of the request, delivered to-
day, is in the name of the Government
of the French Republic without any
allusion to the Entente Powers.

Was Made a “Barnacle Bill” Yarn—
Profound Knowledge of Newfound.
land Geography.

Queenstown, Saturday Night.—Can-
adian despatches received at Queens-
town this afternoon contains a thrill-
ing account of the terrible experien-
ces which sixty Passengers and crew
of 106 hands had for a period of eight
weeks on board the British steamer
Prospero. g

The Prospero got jammed in the ice
while on a voyage from St. John,
New Brunswick, to St. John’s, New-
foundland, and for eight weeks all on
board, especially the passengers, suf-
fered intensely from bitter cold and
want of sufficient food.

‘When the Prospero first got fast in
the ice-floes, a rescue steamer, in
response to signals, endeavoured to
reach her, but without success.

After being two weeks marooned
in the ice, the provisions gave out,
and the commander of the vessel was
driven to the necessity of placing all
hands on short rations.

The want of the bare necessaries
of life later on became go acute,that
signals for food had to be made, with
the result that provisions for the suf-
fering people were with great diffi-
culty sent by sledges over the ice to
the ship.

To add to their
storms swept over
quick succession,
hardship from cold.

About the middle of February the
ice broke up somewhat, and a passage
was made through it, whi¢h enabled
the steamer to reach the open sea
and make for Port Wellington, New-
foundland.

The passengers said their experi-
ence was one never to be forgotten.—
Glasgow Sunday Herald.

Sir Hyde Parker made
a signal to discontinue the action, but
Nelson took no notice of this order,
and made the signal for “closer bat-
tle,” ordering it to be kept flying. At
1.30 p.m., the fire of the Danes slack-
ened, and a little before 2 it had ceas-
ed entirely along nearly the whole
line. Some of the Danish vessels had
broken loose, and others had mo col-
ours flying, but would not suffer
themselves to be taken possession of,
and fired on the British boats. Lord
Nelson had thoughts of sending in the
fire ships to burn the surrendered
vessels, but before doing so, he sent
his celebrated letter to the  Crown
Prince of Denmark, and the action
was brought to a close, after being
warmly contested for five hours. The
Danish fleet was literally knocked to
pleces and ‘their loss, at the lowest
estimate, was betweéen 1,600 and 1,-
800 men killed. The British lost 255
killed and 688 wounded.
