In 1917 the Royal Newfoundland 
Regiment was stationed at Windsor 
and during their stay they won the 
admiration and respect of the boys at 
King's. There were several keenly 
contested hockey matches played be­
tween the Regiment and the Varsity 
team, and good clean sportmanship 
characterised the games throughout.

In 1918 the College hockey squad 
visited St. John’s, and the hospitality 
and kindness accorded them on that 
occasion by the people of Terra Nova 
was beyond all expectation.

This year there are three Newfound­
landers at King’s, and all three were 
regular men on the Varsity Sextette, 
a team which defeated the Intercol­
legiate Champions of the Maritime 
Provinces by a score of 8-5. T. H. Win­
ter has been a regular man on the 
team for four years and for two of 
those has captained it He has also 
been captain of the football team, and 
twice he has been awarded the medal 
for the best all-round athlete. Tommy 
has always been a general favorite 
among tho men, and It is with sincere 
regret that we must see him leave ns 
at the end of the year.

Reg. Parnell has played a star de­
fence on the Hockey Sextette for two

years, and we predict the captaincy 
for him next year. This year he won 
the silver medal awarded for the 
cross country race, doing six miles in 
38 minutes. Reg. is of a very energe­
tic temperanment He has organised a 
Varsity Store at the College; and as 
far as we know, King’s is the first 
University in the Dominion to open 
ate its own College Store. In addition 
to this, Reg. has won the Reading 
Prize and also what is known as the 
Binney Exhibition Prize, and at the 
present time he is Secretary to the 
President

This year we welcomed to our midst 
Gerald White, and we soon discover 
ed, like all the other Newfoundland­
ers of our acquaintance, he was an 
all-round athlete. As full-back on the 
football team he played a star game 
and when the all-star hockey team, 
chosen from the Maritime Colleges was 
drawn up, he was given the position 
of right wing. Gebby has still five 
more years to spend at Old King's 
and we feel sure that the captalnhy 
of both the hockey and football teams 
will be his lot in the near future.

In conclusion we might say that 
if there are more Newfoundlanders 
like the three we now have, we feel 
sure that they can do no better than 
come to King’s, where a warm wel­
come will await them.

IN THE MATTER OF THE HARBOR 

MAIN ELECTION PETITIONS.

Between Bichard Kelly, Petttoner, and 
William Woodford, Respondent.

A crowded Court, comprising a large 
section of the legal profession and 
many inquisitive citizens, greeted the 
proceedings in this matter this morn­
ing. The Full Bench was present

When the case was called by the 
Registrar nobody appeared on behalf 
of the Petitioner, Rtehard Kelly, hut 
Mr. Howley, K.C., and Mr. Higgins, 
K.C., Counsel for Mr. Woodford, the 
Respondent were both present

Mr. Howley moved, on behalf of Mr. 
Woodford, that a certificate of Indem­
nity be granted to him and, in support 
of his motion, addressed the Court as 
follows:

He first outlined the history of the 
case, pointing out that the case came 
up for trial before the Court on the 
morning of the 18th of March, when 
Mr. Gibbs, K.C., Counsel for the Peti­
tioner, moved to have the petition with* 
drawn. The Court intimated that 
they thought that In proceedings fur 
withdrawal the English practice should 
he followed; that notice should be 
given and affidavits by all the parties 
and their solicitors should be filed, 
showing whether or not there had been 
any collusion. An adjournment then 
took place without setting a day, but 
five days later, on an application in 
the Jones case, the Court intimated 
that they would sit on the following 
day on the Woodford case.

In the meantime, although no notice 
had been given, affidavits from Rtcn- 
ard Kelly, the Petitioner, and John 
Barron of the firm of Gibbs ft Barron, 
Solicitors for the Petitioner, had been 
filed.

On the assumption of the hearing j 
the Court handed down the Judgment 
defining the procedure to he followed 
in such cases, which amongst other 
things, required all the parties and 
their solicitors to file affidavits. In 
pursuance of that requirement Coun­
sel for the Respondent filed affidavits 
from the Solicitors and from the Res­
pondent himself. Before filing the res­
pondent's affidavit Counsel intimated 
to the Court that they would ask for 
a certificate of Indemnity for Mr. 
Woodford with regard to the matters 
contained in the affidavit. Mr. How­
ley then read the law, showing that it 
was a criminal offence punishable on 
indictment by imprisonment for one 
year and a fine of £200 sterling for

The explanation given is that an at­
tache of the previous British Embassy, 
Lord Reading’s military secretary, on 
at least one occasion, a dinner, allow­
ed himself to speak in comment and 
ridicule of the White House “family.” 
This comment is said to have beeen 
conveyed, by two women, to the Per­
son most concerned. It was then 
seriously submitted to the State De­
partment and, by it, to Lord Reading. 
An apology or explanation from the 
indiscreet British officer was accepted 
by Mr. Lansing. The officer subse­
quently returned to Europe in the 
train of his Brittanic Majesty.

But when Viscount Grey came to the 
United States on hiie diplomatic ap­
pointment the same officer occupied a 
minor position on his staff. It is stated, 
by the World’s correspondent in 
Washington, that the White House 
then requested the withdrawal of this 
official, and that Viscount Grey did 
not comply with this somewhat as­
tonishing amendment to the peace 
treaty. It Is further alleged, by the 
same authority, that this is the rea­
son why Lord Grey returned to Eng­
land without making the President’s 
acquaintance, and why he subsequent­
ly embarrassed the President of the 
United States by what appeared, to 
the rest of us, an honest attempt to 
tell his own people something about 
the American Constitution.

If this Is so truth is stronger than 
fiction. As a matter of fact history 
proves that it is. Frederick the Great 
once ventured, in mixed company, 
some rankling comment upon Madame 
de Pompadour. She, or officially 
Louis XIV. resented the gratiutous 
fling, and the consequence was that 
France went to war on the side of 
Prussia’s enemies. Both Catherine of 
Russia and Maria Theresa of Austria 
considered personal remarks a cause 
of war. But Frederick was an absolute 
monarch and they were queens.

For the sake of common decency it 
is to be hoped that the President will 
immediately do something to muzzle 
his friends. He has adopted a tone of 
absolution which requires all sorts 
of dignity to make itself effective. 
Now, least of all times, can he afford 
to be made ridiculous.

English name for the day ob­
served throughout Christendom 
as the anniversary of the Cruci­
fixion and death of Christ.

would wish, according to our 
circumstances and surround­
ings.

Before we commence oar pleasure 
Strips on Good Friday, let ns stop and 
think what these two words mean.

A sacred day is one which is in­
violable, not to be profaned, or its 
glory tarnished by works and acts 
which would dishonor 1L Can we 
say that it is not profaned or tarnish­
ed in this our Christian land by the 
wanton neglect of many people who 
profess to be Christian? Do we pot 
behold their irreverence; yea! their 
indifference?

Should we suspend business opera­
tions on that day! Is not the sacri­
fice of Christ made worth a few hours 
of our time? Are not the sacrifices 
which our boys have made worth a 
few hours on that day to worship and 
thank God for the hope which He has 
given us through His Son, the hope 
by which many of our boys were 
carried triumphantly over the river of 
death? Will not their sufferings and 
their passing cause us to remember:

Birthday.

On April 2nd, 1879, forty-one 
years ago, Mr. W. J. Herder, as 
proprietor, made application for 
the registration of the Evening 
Telegram as a newspaper, hav­
ing a circulation in Newfound 
land. The Telegram of that 
date, its first birthday, was a 
small four-page paper, set and 
printed by hand. To-day, its 
forty-first birthday, the Tele­
gram is primus inter pares 
amongst its Newfoundland con­
temporaries, and far and away 
ahead of many Canadian and 
United States daily journals. 
From the small sheet of four 
pages, it has grown to a sixteen- 
page edition, printed on the 
most modern of presses. Mod­
esty prevents ns, even though 
we are the oldest daily news­
paper in Newfoundland, from 
patting ourselves too heavily on 
the back, but we will state that 
the reputation established by 
the Telegram from its very first 
number to the present issue, 
will be maintained in the fu­
ture, and the high standard of 
its literature adhered to. Should 
it be our good fortune to cele­
brate our semi-centenary, and 
there is no reason why we 
shouldn’t, though this is looking 
far ahead, it will be our pleas­
ure and duty to publish the com­
plete history of “The People’s 
Paper.”

It is a record for Mr. W. J. 
Herder that, during the whole 
period of forty-one years, his 
proprietorship of the Telegram 
has remained unbroken. Edi­
tors have come and gone, but 
the dean of the Newfoundland 
Press remains. May his shadow 
never grow less.

Pass Resolutions.

Dear Sir.—I am instructed to for­

ward the press for publication copy of 
a resolution passed at a Committee 
meeting of the Moderate Prohibition­
ists held on Monday night last, rela­
tive to the import and sale of spiritu­
ous Essence.

Resolution passed at a Committee 
meeting of the Moderate Prohibitionists 
held on Monday night, March 29, 1920:

WHEREAS the excessive drinking 
of spirituous essence is on the in­
crease with deplorable results;

AND WHEREAS it is desirable to 
prevent persons from becoming drunk 
on this essence;

AND WHEREAS it is not desirable, 
nor is it necessary, that persons win 
use this article for culinary and manu­
facturing purposes only should be de­
prived of their right to do so;

AND WHEREAS a doubt exists in 
the mind of one, at least, of the Judges 
of the Supreme Court as expressed in 
his judgment in the case of Soper, 
appellant, va Byrne, respondent, as 
to whether any power is given the 
Govemor-in-Coundil to prohibit the 
sale and importation of the article;

BE IT RESOLVED that this com­
mittee, appointed at a large and re­
presentative public meeting of citi­
zens of SL John’s to endeavour to 
secure a modification of said Prohibi­
tion Acts, is of opinion that the Gov- 
ernor-lnrCouncil should take necessary 
powers or steps under any Act now in 
force or which may hereafter be en­
acted to control and regulate, hut not 
to prohibit absolutely the Importation 
and sale of said Essence;

BE IT FURHTER RESOLVED, that 
this Committee is of opinion that a 
rationing system be pnt into operation 
so that householders may be supplied 
periodically with small quantities of 
said Essence sufficient for ordinary 
household purposes and that manufac­
turers of cakes and confections may 
procure sufficient quantities of the 
same under stringent regulations de­
signed to prohibit the use of same for 
any but bona fide flavoring purposes.

NEW MOVEMENT ORGANIZED LAST
NIGHT — HAS DOMINION-WIDE
AMBITION.
At 9 o’clock last evening in the 

Board of Trade Rooms, there was a 
meeting of the Preliminary Committee 
appointed Sunday night at the meeting 
of young men for the purpose of do­
ing the initial work of organizing a 
“Yonng Men’s League." Messrs. Har­
old Pike, W. Learning, Walter 
Sparkes, J. Hynes, J. S. Noseworthy, 
Mac Morgan, J. Osmond, Laurence 
Cullen and J. R. Smallwood were pre­
sent Mr. Cullen was elected to the 
chair, after which Mr. Smallwood 
tabled a draft of a constitution for the 
League. This was discussed section by 
section and accepted. It was not all 
gone through, the meeting adjourn­
ing at 11 o’clock. This Constitution 
will be submitted to the general meet­
ing of young men which -will likely 
take place Sunday night week. The 
name of the organization will he "The 
Young Men’s League.” Qualifications 
for membership therein are that the 
candidate be between 18 and 30, in­
clusive, and that he take the League 
Pledge, which is: “For Purity of 
Mind: Health of Body: and Cheerful­
ness of Spirit: I will ever strive." The 
League will be undenominational, 
nonsectarian and nonpolltical. The ob­
ject shall be the educating of its mem­
bers in the three ideals set forth in 
the Pledge—"Purity, Health , and 
Cheerfulness." To accomplish this, re­
creations, sports, debates, competi­
tions, etc., will be arranged. Medals 
and other prizes will be offered for 
winners, and it is likely that a scholar­
ship will be awarded annually. It is 
probable, also, that an annual Sports’ 
Day will be set apd the League will 
likely enter teams in the Hockey and 
Football Leagues and enter a boat in 
the Regatta. Branches will be formed 
in the Outports and a headquarters 
eventually held here, where a library, 
writing-room, gymnasium, swimming 
pool and other attractions will be 
seen. There are numerous men of in­
fluence who favor the idea and when 
the next general meeting is held a 
packed house will be in evidence. 
Hundreds of young men have signified 
their intention of joining. A President, 
Vice-President, Treasurer and Secre­
tary, and an Executive Committee will 
be elected at the general meeting. The 
Preliminary Committee meets again 
Monday night at 8 o’clock, when it is 
hoped to get through the Constitution.

BETRAYAL OF FAITH.
PARIS, March 31.

That direct negotiations were mad*, 
between the French and German Gov­
ernments without the participation of 
the other Allies, developed in an ex­
change of communications to-day con­
cerning the question of occupation of 
the Ruhr' Valley and are regarded 
here as of extraordinary significance. 
Dr. Von Mayer, German Charge, made 
hit request for permission to send 
troops in the Ruhr region to the 
French Government alone, and to M.

Most of the revolutionary leaders in 
the Ruhr district, after a long jperet 
session, in which an effort was made 
to find some way out of the corner in­
to which they feel they have been 
driven by the Government’s measures, 
admit defeat to-day, but many of them 
ore declared to be resolved to pursue 
a course of sabotage with regard to 
mines, and possibly one of destrustlon 
of factories if the Relchswehr really 
advance upon them, as was threaten­
ed in the Governments ultimatum. 
Krupp planta, which are declared to 
be turning ont munition» for the Red 
Army, are said to be the only ones in 
operation.

SATISFIED WITH FLAN.

LONDON, March 3L 
Replying to arguments in the House 

of Commons to-dey against the Irish 
Home Rule Bill, Premier Lloyd 
George declared that the Government 
had every reason to be satisfied with 
the course of the debate, as it de­
monstrated that the Government’s 
plan was the only workable one. The 
difficulty of the problem, said the 
Premier, was that no( proposals, which 
would be acceptable’ t6 any party in 
this country would be accepted by 
any party in Ireland. If the people of 
Ireland were asked what plan they 
would accept, declared Lloyd George, 
they would say by an emphatic major­
ity "We want Independence and an 
Irish Republic."

FLOUR PRICE’S TO GO UP.
OTTAWA, Ont, Mar. 31.

A material advance in the price of 
flour, in Canada, is indicated in an 
announcement made here on behalf 
of the Canadian milliers by Geo. Mc­
Donald, representing the Quaker Oats 
Co., end head of the delegation of re­
presentative millers, which waited 
upon the Govt today to discuss the 
serious situation which Canadian mills 
are facing as a result of the action of 
the Canadian Wheat Board in con­
tinuing the restrictions on the price 
of flour on the Canadian market, auib 
the lack of export markets for Cana­
dian flour. The increase will be nec­
essary to meet the increasing cost of 
manufacture it is understood.

MAYOR’S MURDER MYSTERY.
LONDON, April 1.

A statement tha* Lord Mayor Mac- 
Gurtain was murdered after his ex­
pulsion from the Irieh Republican 
Brotherhood, according to the Dublin 
correspondent of the Loudon Times, 
is denounced with indignation by SLin 
Feiners in Cork and Dublin, and in­
deed by the whole Nationalist |>ress. 
The Freeman’s Journal says that the 
story was invented in order to” throw 
the public off trail, and repeats its 
conviction that the Lord Mayor was 
murdered by tnen, who believed they 
were thus helping the British cause in 
Ireland.

COMPARING THE NAVIES.
LONDON, March 31.

His attention being called in the 
House of Commons to-day, to the 
American naval estimate, Walter 
Hume Long, First Lord of the Admir­
alty. entered into a detailed compar­
ison.

Its object is also 
to discourage lockouts strikes, unfair 
demands by either employers or em­
ployee and to secure for employees 
freedom of contract in the manner of 
employment Twenty-five groups of 
industry and trade are represented.

FRENCH SENATE GRANTED 
CREDITS.

PARIS, April L
The Senate, last evening, adopted a 

Bill granting the provisional credits 
asked by the Government There were 
only eight votes against the measure.

The Newsmonger
Abroad.

How the Prospero’i Long Trip North
Was Made a “Barnacle Bill” Yarn-
Profound Knowledge of Newfound­
land Geography.
Queenstown, Saturday Night—Can­

adian despatches received at Queens­
town this afternoon contains a thrill­
ing account of the terrible experien­
ces which sixty Passengers and crew 
of 106 hands had for a period of eight 
weeks on board the British steamer 
Prospero.

The Prospero got jammed In the ice 
while on a voyage from St John, 
New Brunswick, to St. John’s, New­
foundland, and for eight weeks all on 
board, especially the passengers, suf­
fered intensely from bitter cold and 
want of sufficient food.

When the Prospero first got fast in 
the ice-floes, a rescue steamer, in 
response to signals, endeavoured to 
reach her, but without success.

After being two weeks marooned 
in the ice, the provisions gave out, 
and the commander of the vessel was 
driven to the necessity of placing all 
hands on short rations.

The want of the bare necessaries 
of life later on became so acute, that 
signals for food had to be made, with 
the result that provisions for the suf­
fering people were with great diffi­
culty sent by sledges over the ice to 
the ship.

To add to their sufferings snow­
storms swept over the steamer in 
quick succession, causing intense 
hardship from cold.

About the middle of February the 
Ice broke up somewhat, and a passage 
was made through it, which enabled 
the steamer to reach the open sea 
and make for Port Wellington, New­
foundland.

The passengers said their experi­
ence was one never to be forgotten.— 
Glasgow Sunday Herald.

gen. This “Battle of the Baltic” com­
menced at 10 a m. on April 2, and the 
British ships gradually got to their 
places, but the gun and bomb vessels 
did not get near enough to be of any 
service during the action which, after 
three hours’ conflict, could not be 
said to have taken on either side a 
decisive turn. Sir Hyde Parker made 
_ signal to discontinue the action, but 
Nelson took no notice of this order, 
and made the signal for "closer bat­
tle,’.’ ordering it to be kept flying. At 
_,30 p.m., the Are of the Danes slack­
ened, and a little before 2 it had ceas­
ed entirely along nearly the whole 
line. Some of the Danish vessels had 
broken loose, and others had no col­
ours flying, but would not suffer 
themselves to be taken possession of, 
and fired on the British boats. Lord 
Nelson had thoughts of sending in the 
fire ships to burn the surrendered 
vessels, but before doing so, he sent 
his celebrated letter to the Crown 
Prince of Denmark, and the action 
was brought to a close, after being 
warmly contested for five hours. The 
Danish fleet was literally knocked to 
pieces and their loss, at the lowest 
estimate, was between 1,600 and 1,-

THE WRECK OF THE 
TOR-MAT DAUNTLESS.

H. F. SHORTIS.

On this date, 1858, the tug-boat 
Dauntless was ecgated in towing out 
the brig Spray, Capt. Roper, (father 
of Mr. Joseph Roper, watchmaker), 
and owned by McBride & Kerr. The 
Spray was bound for Pernambuco, 
Brazil, with a cargo of codfish from 
the above firm. The wind was blow­
ing a storm at the time from the 
North East, with a heavy sea; and 
Cap* Spear grounds, Old Hamen and 
Old Harry breaking “mountains 
high.” When about one mile outside 
the Narrows, the Dauntless let go the 
Spray, and was returning to St. 
John’s. Coming through the Nar­
rows, Capt. Mearns, to show the pas­
sengers on board, who were friends 
of Capt. Roper, the scenery, kept too 
near Cahill’s Rock on the South Side, 
and she struck the rock, smashing 
her bottom and sinking in a short 
time. Boats from the shore, which 
witnessed the accident, hurried to the 
assistance of the crew of the Daunt­
less and her passengers, and suc- 
teeded in rescuing the entire com­
pany. Among the passengers on 
board the tug-boat at the time were, 
John Dicks (brother-in-law of Capt. 
Roper), George Dicks, J. H. Martin, 
George Rowland and several others.

KEARNEY TO THE RESCUE.

C. F. Bennett & Co. purchased the 
sunken steamer, and, after a short 
time, an arrangement was entered 
into with the famous master-builder, 
Michael Kearney, who succeeded In

raising her on the 24th July of the 
a ue year. The manner In which he 
carried out his operations was as fol­
lows: He procured two foreign-
going vessels belonging to C. F. Ben­
nett & Co. (the brig Superior and an- 

; other), and with very large spars, 
I i ashed together with chains from one 
! vessel to the other, one against the 
I foremast, and the other against the 
i mainmast, across the vessel, he start- 
j ed the undertaking. Kearney placed 
i the two vessels on either side, a^|ye 
! the sunken tug-boat, and then sent 

down the diver to “sweep her,” by 
placing chains under her bottom, one 
forward and the other aft. When this 
was done satisfactorily, he filled the 
two ships with water, at low tide» and 
secured the chain “frapes” that were 
around the tug-boat. He then got 
the ships pumped out, and as the 
tide rose, it lifted the tug-boat and 
she was brought in shoaler water. 
At the next tide, while she was in 
shoal water, they filled the two ves­
sels again with water, secured the 
chains around the spars and again 
pumped the vessels out at low tide, 
which lifted the tug-boat to the sur­
face sufficiently to bring her up to 
Mudge’s Dock on the South Side, 
where Morey & Co. have now their 
coal shed.

PERPETUATED IN POETRY.
Kearney next built a launchway, 

and placed It under the bottom of 
the tug-boat, and hove her In with

winches, until they had

took her In on the launch way and ' 

her. The sinking of the tug 
Dauntless has been recorded In verse i 
by the poet of Pokeham Path, Power, 
but I can only give one verse, which 
is as follows:

on the 1st of April, in the 
middle of the day,

The Dauntless went down the Harbor 
to tow out McBride's Spray;

She towed her to the Southern Head, 
and quickly cast her off.

And on her way returning she struck 
on Cahill’s Rock.

She struck on Cahill’s Rock, my boys, 
and tore away her keel,

And down went the old Dauntless 
belonging to Davy Steele.

Mearns, he was the captain, Dick 
Roche was second hand.

And all the rest of the lolly crew 
belonged to Newfoundland ;

And as I went down on the wharf, it 
was to my surprise.

To see the gallant Davy Steele with 
tears all in his eyes.”

NO TUG AVAILABLE.
On the same day, Capt. Edward 

English, father of the present Capt. 
Edward English, Sr., for many years 
Harbor Master in St. John’s, and 
Examiner-in-Chief of Masters and 
Mates, arrived off the Narrows from 
the sealfishery in the brigantine 
Witch of the Wave, with a full load 
of whitecoats. The Witch of the 
Wave was owned by LeMessurler, who 
carried on an extensive business just 
east of James Baird & Co.’s premis­
es. When Capt. English arrived off 
the Narrows there was no tug-boat 
to take him in—the wind blowing 
out the Narrows, and he did not wish 
to run any risk with such a valuable 
cargo. He squared away and went 
South round Cape Spear, and remain­
ed in Petty Harbor Bay all night. 
The next day (April 2nd) the wind 
veered down to W.S.W., and he came 
on to St. John’s, landed the seals and 
the crew shared about one hundred 
and twenty dollars per man.

Neither was It a law made by a 
few, but the wish of the people. Sure­
ly the people knew what they were 
voting for!

The American Brewers' Review 
says:—
’ “The so-called personal liberty 
argument In behalf of alcoholic drinks 
loses its force. Consideration of the 
public welfare continues to grow, 
and overshadows the right of the in­
dividual. The drink question must 
be fought out upon the ultimate fouw- 
dation of moral, hygienic and social 
order—In other words, the public wel­
fare, for If the public welfare requires 
the suppression of the alcoholic drink 
traffic it should be suppressed.”

Other people claim that the prohi­
bition of liquor gives rise to the drink­
ing of “moonshine," essences, etc, 
which are much worse than the pure 
drinks. By all means allow those 
persona, who are unworthy to he call­
ed decent citizens, to drink essences, 
shoe polish and whatever else their 
depraved tastes may lead them to, and 
the sooner thef kill themselves the 
better the country will be. I should 
advise the importation of wood al­
cohol so that they may he removed 
from our midst a ljttle sooner. We 
do not expect to reform such confirm­
ed drinkers. Our aim is to free the 
next generation from the curse of 
drink. We want to save our young 
men, who might if the laws of our 
country allowed it, drink brandy, rum, 
whiskey, etc, and finally contract the 
taste for it, but who would never 
think of imblbtog into their systems 
such stuff as is being taken by people 
In St. John's and in Newfoundland to­
day, and which of itself ought to he 
enough to convince everyone of the 
evils of strong drink.

Surety 
if it possesses the power to produce 
bodily heat that some claim for it, one 
would feel Inclined to think that these 
gallant gentlemen, whose valorous 
deeds ranks them among the world’s
