BY-LAWS.

It is instructed by the Executive
that the following Extracts from the
By-Laws of the Association be pub-
lished, having for their object the in-
culcating of sane and consldemte driv-
ing:—

1. Members of the Association must
nse the tollowlnx hand signals:

. slowing, down; or turn-

out ho ntally. If the drive is left
hand, left hand held out.

2. Any Motorist Member of the As-
sociation desiring to overtake or pass
a car must blow his horn two blasts,
and the driver of the car ahead shall
signal that he has heard the horn by
answering two blasts. If the car
ahead cannot keep ahead of the over-
taking car, the driver should allow the
overtaking car to pass and the over-
taking car must immediately get far
enough ahead to prevent the occupant
of the car passed from getting the
dust.

3. A Member of the Association
must help any other Member whose
car is on the road and in trouble, when
gignalled to do so.

5. Cars meeting must keep as close

to the left side of the road as pos-
sible and slow down.
+ 6. A signal of three blasts will mean
that the person blowing is under the
impression that the other party has
offended against some rule.

7. The horn must be blown at every

'bund corder and the car must be un-

der close control. A car is under
close control when it can be stopped
within 10 feet. At sharp curves the
horn must be blown.

8. When two cars meet on a hill
going in opposite directions, the car

£ going up the hill has the right of

way.

9. These By-Laws apply to motor
cycles as well as to motor cars.

10. Members should report breaches
of the rules and inconsiderate or reck-
less driving to the Committee on Dis-
cipline.

The
country expected that he was brought
here to work out some permanent
solution of the railway problem, to ad-
vise us how we could make arrange-
ments for the operation of the rail-
road for a term of years. The posi-
tion in which we find ourselves to-day
is simply that the Government, which
adopted one policy last year in des-
peration, is adopting another policy
this year, because they are more des-
perate than they were then, and a
year from now we will find . them
adopting another policy, because if
the country is above water it can
hardly be better than waterlogged,
and what the Government is going to
do then no man can foresee. 1 re-
peat, sir, that this-was not the idea
which the country had of the bringing
here of Sir George Bury. A year ago
this House was fooled with the idea
that it was only to approve of a loan
to provide the Reid Company with
locomotives, freight cars, and other
items of a permanent character, to be
charged to Capital Account and to be
recovered from the Reids at the end
of their fifty-year term. As soon as
the House was closed the Govern-
ment adopted an entirely different
policy, and undertook to operate the
road in conjunction with the Reids and
to pay all the expemses. In his
speech a year ago, as I have already
quoted, the Premier told us he was
going to get experts from the States,
an expert engineer to supervise the
repairs, and an English expert to go
. into the contract, but he drifted along
for a year doing nothing. It was only
when his hand was forced by us, at the
last moment, that he got Sir George
Bury down here, and now I have no
hesitation in saying that the money
' that was spent on this gentleman
might just as well have been thrown
over the head of one of the wharves
into the waters of the harbor. He has
" been of no benefit to us whatever. We
surely didn’t need to get a man down
from Canada and pay him $7500.00 to
tell us to make a contract with the
. Reids to run the railway for twelve
months, we to pay the bills and the
Reids to do the operating. We did not
need a man to come from Canada to
make the suggestions in his report
because they had already been made
to us by the Government Engineer.
When this House opened on the 30th
of March, the Speech from the Throne
contained a statement regarding the
railroad, which indicated that the
Government was going to deal with
the matter this session in a tempor-
ary fashion and work out a permanent
scheme for next year. Nearly a month
ago the Premier came into this House
with a motion for a suspension of the
Rules, and a proposal to adjourn on
June 21st, his object, of course, being
to get the House shut before the rail-
way problem was tackled, so that he
and his associates would have full
liberty to do as they liked, without any
criticism from us or from the coun-
try. e
RAILWAY POLICY DISASTROUS.

1 was accused by the Government
papers on Friday last of demanding
that the railroad be shut down. I
blame the Prime Minister for this, be-
cause these statements bore on their
face the lack of truth - and honesty
which alvpays marks him in connec-
tion with these matters. I did not
say that the railro®d should be shut
down. I said the railroad would have
to be shut down unless the Govern-
ment was able to show the House and
the country where it was going to get
a million and a half dollars a year to
operate the railroad, and I repeat that
statement to-day. This policy only
means bankruptcy for the country.
We can no more get a million and a
half dollars a year to run this rail-
road indefinitely than we can fly. The
country is on the rocks already. The
balance of the loan, which the Pre-
mier has available, will no more than
suffice to meet the shortage in
revenue he dis going to face in this
twelve months, and there will be
nothing whatever left to run the rail-
way. Indeed, I very much question if
it will be possible to keep the country
going after the end of December, be-
cause by that time I believe every
available dollar that he has or can
lay hands on will have been used up,
and then there will be nothing for it
but Confederation or Crown Colony.

I turn to the Premier’s Manifesto
again andI read what he said eighteen
months ago about the railway and
what h@intended to do.

To-day there
is nobody to check the Reid Con}pa.ny,
and so long as they can see their way
clear to keeping within the figure of
a million and a half dollars for op—|

eration, they can do as they like. It i
may be argued tkat the Government
Engineer must certify amounts on |
Capital Account, but that is a dlﬂer-f
ent matter entirely. The Govern-
ment Engineer, or the Government,
or anybody else has mno control over
the Reid Company in the expenditure
of money in connection with the op-
eration of the railway for the next
twelve months, so long as the ReidsI
are able to keep the total expenditure |
within a million and a half dollars.
1t is true, too, that provision is made
for auditors, but they have no control
over any expenditure. They merely |
have the right of access to the books
of the Company, and' they cannot ex-|
ercise any control or direction over,
the way the money is to be spent at |
all. The second clause provides “that
the Company shall secure the ser-
vices of a competent person from
Canada or the United States to be
General Manager in full charge of the
operation of the railway and his ap-
pointment shall be subject to ap-
proval by the Government.” This
section merely creates another of-
ficial to be paid for by the Colony,
without giving him the independence
of control which might be desirable
under some conditicns. I want to ask
whether he is to be subject to the
directorate of the Reid-Newfoundland |
Company or not. I maintain that hei
is to be subject to it, because the Reid
Company is to have the operation of
the railroad and the general control
of the policy of operation, and the
General Manager can only operate the /
railroad subject to the orders of his
principals. 1 say, therefore, that to
bring a man in here from abroad to
operate the railroad under such con-
ditions is to throw away our money,
because Mr. John Powell, who has
been acting as manager of the rail-
road for the Reid Company, and who
has had thirty years’ experience fin
railroad building and operating in the
country, is certainly much superior to
any man who can be brought in from
abroad. If you were going to bring in
a man like Sir George Bury, and put
him in full charge of the railroad, in-
dependent of the Reid Company, and
subject to no control whatever,'a man
who could initiate new lines of work
and new policies of himself, it would
be different; but this man who will be
brought in will be unable to do any-
thing of which’ the Reid Company’s
directors do mot approve, and, there-
fore, I repeat the money that will be
spent for him will be absolutely wast-

gests. They can be done a year or
two from now when more money IS
available. Why, again, should we
build snow sheds near the Avondale
section when it is proposed to shut
down so much of the road next win-
ter, and when we shall be running
only two trains or possibly one train
a week afier the smow comes. Why,
again, should be spent a lot of money,
as I am told it is proposed to do, to
widen some rock cuts because the
snow blocks them up. Surely if that
could be avoided in past years when
the Reids had plenty of money, why
should the country be asked to make
such expenditures this year, the worst
year in the history of the Colony?

" THE GOVERNMENT PLEDGE.

Section No. 4 of the schedule,pro-
vides that “the Government shal] pay
the actual loss of operating the rail-
way during the year up to a million
and a half dollars, any excess of that
to be borne by the company.” The
first argument I have to make with
regard to this is that, as I stated be-
fore, there is no control imposed on
the Reid.Company, and they can do
anything they like in regard to the
railway, spend any money they like,
in any way they like, so long as they
do not exceed a million and a half
dollars. The Government cannot in-
terfere with them in any way,  the
Goyernment has no vote power, has
no check on them, and they can come
in every month and ask for $100,000
or $125,000, whatever they may - need,
and the Government is powerless to

when they ask for it, because in that
case they could and probably would
shut down the service and leave us
helpless.

The next section (No. 6) provides
\that the Government shall have the
right to appoint auditors who shall
have access to the books, and shall
have the right to make copies or ex-
tracts and to examine any officials
df the Company. This is the merest
padding, and can have no effect, and
can accomplish nothing. Mr. Coaker
and Mr. Hall brought down a man
named Pill from the United States a
few months ago, and put him in the
Reid office at a salary of $400 a
month, and what benefit has the
country gained by it? I .do not dis-
pute that it is desirable to have an
auditor, when we are paying the bills,
but I say that a man or men, suitable
for the purpose could have easily
been got in this country. Of course
we have been stuffed with the idea
that Mr. Pill is the eighth wonder of
the world, a man designed by Nature
for this job, but my answer to that is
that if Mr. Pill was any good he would
not be giving up his job with the
Southern Railway Company of* Am~
erica to come down here on the
chance of what he could pick up, and
I think that the common sense of that
will appeal to everybody.

The sixth section, providing that the

One man, said the ar-
ticle, a native of Rose Blanche, who
had been refused a sack of flour on
credit, and whose family had been
forced to live on the disearded heads
of codfish, stole a sack of flour, but
became so frightened that he after-
wards threw it into the sea. Similar
cases were cited in the article.
Howard concluded his article with an
appeal for funds. and other neces-
sities. He offered to sell Newfound-
land salt codfish at 10 cents per
pound in 100 pound cases.

RAILWAY DEBATE RESUMED.,

The debte on the Railway Resolu-
tions was resumed by Mr. Moore who
8erved notice on the Prime Minister
that he must cast no slurs on the
Opposition for it was up to them as
to whether the Resolutions wollld go
through or not. He said first of all
that Sfr Michael Cashin had been
villified because he had given a script
but now that the Controller’s De-
partment was {n the hands of the
Prime Minister, any Government
member could give a script when he
liked. He said the country owed a
debt of gratitude to Mr. Archibald
for giving the connecting link be-
tween Mr. Collishaw and the Govern-
ment. If the Resolutions went
through the Government would be
cursed by the rising generation of
Newfoundland. If Mr. Archibald’s
statement that Mr. Collishaw con-
trolled eleven seats. were correct,
then there was no House of Assem-
bly at all and Mr. Collishaw should
be put outside the Narrows. When
Mr. Collishaw comes to the Bar of
the House, he hoped he would get
the reception he deserved. Mr. Moore
ocpncluded by warning the Govern-
ment that the eyes of the public
were on them. He announced that
he intended to vote against the Reso-
lutions.

Dr. Jones realized what little effect
the comment of the Opposition would
have in preventing the Resolutions
from going through for publi¢ 6pinion
was dead. This had not been always
so. Dr. Jones reviewed the history
of the railway and stated that whilst
at -one time Reids were looked upon
as little tin gods, a shrewd old plant-
er had told hira that “Newfoundland
would live to curse the name of
Reid.” There had been too many
railway deals in this country and
too much railway consiruction.

A BONUS FOR EXTRAVAGANCE.

Any large amounts spent on rafl-
way construction was not only a lux~
ury but a crime and we were now
suffering for that crime. With refer-
ence to the Railway Commission, Dr.
Jones said it was appointed for a
specific purpose but afier the House
closed it took upon itself duties it did
not possess and was guilty of an or-
gy of extravagance such as was nev-
er contemplated by the Legislature.
Things were dene last year to pad oxt
the cost of the railway under the
Raflway Commission. There was no
indication that the Reids had any
obligations to Newfoundland. But
efforts were, being made to conserve
the Reids’ interests. If the railway
cost $1,500,000 this year, it might.cost
us $3,000,000 or $4,000,000 later. This
subeidy to the Reids was a bonus for
extravagance. If the Reids would
run the raflway cn their own respon-
sibility they would do it much more
econpmically than it would be rua
under the present arrangements. He
agreed with ths statement that a
general manager who came here for
cne year would uot be worth his salt,
but this five year contract sprung on
the House by the Prime Minister
ghowed that the preseat resolutions
were only a stop gap. He did not
sce how any man who had the Inter-
ests of the country at heart ¢ould
poesibly vote for the resolutions.
They were only & makeshift and were
putting us out of court so far as our
tontracts were concerned. 'They
were unfair and unjust and the Gov=
ernment members who voted for them
must do so with qualms of coas
science.

“WHAT DOES IT PROFIT A MAN?”

Mr. Vinicombe could not conceive
that a Government who had condemn-
ed the past Government as “grafters”
could bring in such resolutions. Hé&
did not think he was justified in vot=
ing for them because he knew noth=
ing of them. As Newfoundlanders
the rank and file of the House should
demand from the Government infor-
mation.

HUGE OIL FIRE.

An editor who has a morbid taste fo’
post-mortem examinations has prepar-
ed a schedule of the comparative pub-
lishing costs of & newspaper since the
year 1967. In submitting his figures,
he makes the trite remark that while,
during the - war and after, men in
several lines of business spent much of
their time holidaying in Florida or
California, or acquired a taste for high
powered motor-cars, and the wage
earners blossomed forth in silk shirts,
the average publisher either went
broke, or burnt the midnight oil trying
to keep on the right side, In his
figures he takes the year 1907 as nor-
mal, and puts every item in that year
on a basis of 100. His schedule shows
the great increases since then, and,
incidentally, the editorial salaries have
advanced less than any eother branch of
the cost.

In 1907 wages were at 100;
in 1914 they had advanced to 178,
but in 1921 the figure is 393. News-
_print, from 100, jumped to 177 in
1914, and to 623 in 1921. News-
paper postage, hich cost the nor-
mal of 100 in 1907, was 147 in 1914,
@#nd 337 in 1921, Ink was 100 in
1907, 200 in 1904, and to-day stands
at 331. Editorial expense jumped
from 100 in 1907 to 120 in 1914 and
241 in 1921, Miscellaneous ex-
penses went from 100 to 1907 to
126 in 1914, and to 244 in 1921.
Taking the average of all news-
paper costs, it was found that
while the average in 1907 was 100,
in 1914, it was 159, and in 1921 it
reached the high mark of 411,

From reading these figures it is not
surprising to read next that over four
thomsand publications have gene out
of business in the United States and &
great many in this country. The reason
is not far to seek, for advertising rates
and subscriptions have, not advanced
in anything like a corresponding de-
gree. The publication of the above
figures shows how hard the newspa-

pers have been hit by the inflation in.

prices, and so far there is little indica-
tion of any return to normal, or to any-
thing approaching that figure.

Great Railway Strike

in United States.‘

A great strike of railway servants in
the United States had, by July 20, 1877,
extended over four of the great truck
lines. Large bodies of working men
took the side of the strikers, while the

soldiers and militia weré resisted by !

the mob, about three hundred persons
being killed, or injured, and damage
was done to property to the estimated
value of £800,000. At Baltimore on
July 20, a mob of five thousand people
attacked the militia, and sustained a
loss of ten killed and thirty wounded,
but succeeded in destroying half the
station, in demolishing the telegraph
office, and in tearing up the rails. On
the next night—Saturday—there were
still more terrific scenes at Pittsburg,
when a mob of three thousand, after a
sanguinary fight, obtained a victory
over the militia and put them to flight,
after thirty persons had been killed,
and many others injured. The de-
struction of’' railway plant included
seventy engines, two hundred and fifty
carriages and the whole range of
machine shops, the @damage being esti-
mated at £400,000. During the follow-
ing week the strike spread wider and
wider, not only the Pennsylvania, the
Eerie and the Baltimore and Ohio lines
being blocked, but also several of the
Western communications. The strike
extended throughout New York,
Pennsylvania, Ohio, Maryland, West
Virginia, Indiana, and ' Illinois, and
even reached San Francisco and the
southern border of Canada, so that the
conveyance of goods, produce and cat-
tle was consequently rendered impos-
sible throughout the greater part of
the United States, and business was
brought to a standstill. By the end of
the month the strike was nearly over,
many of the strikers being arrested,
and the ringleaders sentenced to var-
ious terms of imprisonment.
