BRITAIN’S SURPLUS.
LONDON, April 1.

With the close of the financial year
the British Treasury, the ‘Chancellor
of the Exchequer indicates, mot only
balanced its budget but secured a Sur-
plus of nearly 46, 000,000 pounds for
reduction of the national debt. The
actual revenue amounted to 1,124,000,-
000 pounds and expenditure to 1,079,-
000,000 pounds. The- taxpayers created
a new record of 398,000,000 pounds for
the year, a most conspicuous and sat-

isfactory feature of revenue.

BELFAST’S BLACKEST MONTH,
BELFAST, April 2.
The roll of fatalities from faction
}isopders here during March was 64,
’he blackest month in the city’s his-
tory. The train from Belfast:to Dublin
was held up Saturday by forty armed
men, who removed all letters and par-
els from Belfast. On Friday night Re-
publican insurgents attacked the police
station at Emyuale, Donegal, with" ma-
chine guns, but the police garrison
escaped injury. An armoured car
which went to the assistance of the
beseiged was subjected to a determin-
ed attack.

ANOTHER BELYAST HORROR.

BELFAST, April 2.
Another grim week end for Belfast.
Four men were shot and killed and
three children wounded in the Sinn
Fein drea last night. Shooting is be-
lieved to have been in reprisal for the
killing on Saturday of George Turner,
a regular policeman for fourteen
vears. The assassin fired on Turner
from a vacant house and escaped. Lat-
er there was heavy rifie fire punctuated
by shrieks of women and children and

afterwards the bodies of four dead-men |

were found and also three wounded
chiliren. The father and children,
Joseph Walsh, was one of the men
killed. Walsh was lying in bed with
the two children, one two years and
the other seven years. The bullet
which killed him wounded the two
children. At Waterford, Protestant
Bishop Willer, speaking on the ter-
rible events in-Nerth-Ireland declared,
‘the names of Catholics and Protest-
ants are being, used4n connection with
some of the foulest deeds that ever
disgraced a countgy!”

\ SERIOUS SPLIT IN IRISH ARMY.
DUBLIN, April 2.

The serious extent 6f mﬂm in the

Irish Republiun grmy was- revealed

to-day when the five Dublin battalions
were ordered out to take the new oath
of allegiance to free themselves from
responsibility to Dail Eireann and over
2,000 men responded. Extremists to-
night expressed entire satisfaction. De
Valera to-day, addreﬁsing a demon-
stration at Dundalk said the new peace
pact between Craig and Collins was
already regarded as a scrap of paper
in Ulster. Collins, speaking at Castle-
bar, said the peace pact had added im-
mensely to the prospect of a new un-
ion between the North and South.

A FRENCH THREAT.
PARIS, April 2.

Premier Poincare, told the Cham-
ber on Saturday that if Germany re-
mained recalcitrant regarding payment
of reparations, France would reassert
her entire liberty of action and that
the Allies were in accord with her on
this point. Three-fourths of the De-
puties applauded.

B.C. TOWN WIPED OUT.

One person was burned to death and
four are missing as a result of a fire
which destroyed the town of Hazelton,
B.C., with property loss of $100,000.

0il Company, .which broke out Satur-
day, was only extinguished to-day. Ow-
ing to a strong wind it threatened for
hours to ignite the tanks containing
over a million gallons of kerosene and
gasloine. It also menaced the city.

Josephus Pike, aged 60, cook on the
Newfoundland schooner John W. Mii-
ler, died in Hospital yesterday. He was
a native of Carbonear. The body is go-
ing by the Rosalind.

Killing Industry.

If, as a well known economist

once said that increased taxa-
tion reduces production, it may

well be implied by following the
analogy that borrowing dulls
the. edge of husbandry. -In
Newfoundland we have both
these evils, each in its own way
retarding progress and strang-
ling production and business
and thereby killing labor, for
with neither industries of the
fisheries, forest or farm being
engaged in, labor is put out of
its own. Increasing taxation
has been the bane of New-
foundland, as it has been of all
other countries whose financiers
endeavored to extract the last
cent from the pockets oft the
people. Newfoundland’s self-
styled financiers are daily dis-
covering new methods and put-
ting into execution measures
destined to mulet a population
whose members have plumbed
the nadir of despair under the
present regime. The barons of
mediaeval times imprisoned
those whom they suspected of
possessing much treasure, in
their dungeons and under pain
of physical torture compelled
them to pay for release. The
political barons of Newfound-
land do not extort the money
they acquire in like manner, but
they get it just the same, by
boldly going to the Legislature
and insisting that the members
thereof pass Acts for the im-
position of extra duties, the col-
lection of which is placed in the
hands of the proper officers, and
woe betide he who attempts to
evade payment. He will be fin-
ed or imprisoned or perhaps
both. Thus there is not a great
deal of difference after all - be-
tween the gld and new style of
furnishing money to the rulers.

The Government of Newfound-
land of the present day seem to
have become past masters in
developmg this art. If money
is needed and it is impossible to
obtain it out of general revenue,
the Government through its
agents, go afield and secure it,
by mortgaging away the assets
of the country.

‘A’ country’s gov-
ernment should therefore act
wisely if they ‘do mnot profess
wisdom, for it is the leaders
thereof-who go a borrowing, but
it is the country that goes a
sorrowing. Small care theé men
who borrow on public account
 give to this.

| legacy of debt, unfortunately
does not go with them, but is
passed on to their successors in
i office, and through them to
_theirs and so on indefinitely.
| But it is always the people who
i have to pay. Subsequent gen-:
;lerations will have to carry on
{ the payment of interest on the
debt . contracted to-day, for
which not one iota of benefit
will acerue to them. They will
be saddled with the onus of find-
ing money to meet the semi-
annual interest obligations on
huge sums which they never
saw, never handled and never
had a say in the matter_ of rais-
ing. The shackles of debt are
being rivetted on the limbs of
posterity by an extravagant, in-
competent and incapablée admin-
istration whose only thought is
to shovel out money for useless
purposes in order that friends
and supporters of the party may
profit, whilst gloating over the
opportunities offered them.

The
same condition of affairs will exist in
Newfoundland by the month of May,
when it is expected all our fish of 1921
catch will have been shipped. The
problem in this country is the getting
of supplies for the fishery.
} There are some independent men
who are able to get their own supplies,
but these are very few. Some plan
will have to be evolved whereby the
bulk of the fishermen can -get sup-
plies. The Government should not be
depended on again to issue’ supplies
this season, because it puts a premium :
