Canada’s Lead 
In the U. S. Market
In the London Times Trade 

and Engineering Supplement 
issued recently, it is stated 
that during the twelve months' 
ended June 30th last the goods 
imported from Canada by the 
United States were valued at 
over $400,000,000. In the same 
period the importations from 
Great Britain amounted to about 
$340,000,000.

Previous to the war, Britain 
ranked first among the suppliers 
to the American market and 
Canada, fifth. The Dominion has 
thus supplanted the parent state 
as the chief exporter to the Re­
public. The major part of Can­
ada’s trade consists of news­
print and pulp, but there is in 
addition a wide range of manu­
factured goods, a fact which il­
lustrates the great development 
that has taken place in a coun­
try which formerly depended 
for the most, part on the sale of 
its products in their natural 
state. j

Right here is a lesson in 
economy which we in New­
foundland might take to heart, 
particularly with regard to our 
forests, every stick of which 
should be kept for local manu­
facture. The timber is not un­
limited and it has been proved 
conclusively that by such means 
conservation is best effected. On 
the other hand the export of 
raw wood means certain deple­
tion at no distant date, and in­
stead of establishing an indus­
try that would represent millions 
of dollars, we are disposing of 
the material without any great­
er return than the comparative­
ly insignificant amount paid out 
in wages to the hewers and 
shippers.

If it were true that the manu­
facture could not be carried on 
in Newfoundland profitably, 
there would be every justifica­
tion for permitting the export of 
the raw material, but the very 
reverse is the case. Grand Falls 
itself is convincing proof that 
Newfoundland is as naturally 
adapted to this particular manu­
facture as Lancashire is to the 
manufacture of cotton. We have 
the raw material, abundance of 
water power, excellent shipping 
facilities, and we are admirably 
situated to supply either the 

Id World or the New.
To return to the subject of the 

Canadian export trade, The 
Times deplores the falling off of 
British trade with America, 
which is to some extent respon­
sible for the unemployment in 
the United Kingdom, and it at­
tributes the rapid growth of 
Canadian exports to the fact 
that American capital permeates 
the Dominion. The explanation 
is no doubt perfectly correct, but 
it is possible that there are 
other causes Which may help to 
account for it. Canada, having 
turned her attention to manu- 
features, has adopted the ag­
gressive policy of her neighbour 
in finding markets for her goods. 
The manufacturers carry out a 
systematic campaign of live ad­
vertising; their salesmen are 
everywhere looking for new 
business, and they are not only 
active, but they are thoroughly 
capable experts in their par­
ticular line. The manufacturers 
study the requirements of pros­
pective markets, and turn out

goods that are particularly suit­
ed to the requirements of the 
different customers. Great Brit­
ain, for years the world pro­
vider, has been slow to adapt 
herself to the changed condi 
tions, and while her goods are 
still regarded as the best of their 
kind she has not boosted them 
to the extent that her com­
petitors have.

In Newfoundland as well as 
elsewhere this has affected her 
trade. WepreferEnglish goods to 
any others, but it has too often 
been found that some particular 
shipment does not suit the local 
demand, because the -supplier 
has not made himself familiar 
with local ‘ conditions. Many 
lines are represented by agents 
who live in Toronto or some 
other Canadian city. This tends 
to inconvenience and unneces­
sary delay, and gives the local 
representative of competing 
firms a great advantage. The 
numerous labour disturbances 
in Great Britain during recent 
years haveynade shipments un­
certain, and the increased cost 
of manufacture has made prices 
of certain goods almost pro­
hibitive.

There can be no question as 
to our desire to obtain British 
goods which have always borne 
the hall mark of quality, and we 
would welcome the adoption of 
the suggested preferential tariff 
which would materially help to 
divert our trade back to the old 

yrkets.

General Strike
Declared To-Day

Business along the waterfront is 
practically at a standstill as a result 
of the 'Longshoremen’s strike. The 
strikers held a short meeting in the C. 
C.C. Armoury this morning and it is 
understood they decided to call out all 
their men and continue the ertlke un- 
|til their demands are granted. The 
situation apparently has reached a 
stage where a showdown Is Inevitable. 
The employers are determined not to 
submit to the demands which they 
deem outrageous, and with which it is 
believed a large number of the men do 
not agree. It is also claimed that a 
former native who has been promin­
ently identified,with labor strikes in 
Sydney and more recently in the af­
fair at Bell Island has been using his 
influences to bring about a strike. The 
trouble it appears originated with the 
steam boat section of the Union. They 
demand an eight hour day from 9 a.m. 
to 6 p.m. with time and a half over­
time to midnight aa the ordinary rate 
was 60 cents per hour this figures out 
at 75 cents per hour. From midnight 
to 9 a.m. they ask 90 cents per hour, 
which is 40 cents per hour more for the 
morning hours than previously paid. 
General labor on the wharves is paid 
at the rate of 30 cents per hour, but 
for special work such as packing fish 
and carrying the barrow, 36 cents per 
hour is paid. Appended is a copy of a 
communication received from the 
Secretary of the L.S.P.Ü. which has 
been forwarded to the Employers’ As­
sociation.

No Floating Debt Nov. 1—Chances

Good for Preferred Dividend Re­
sumption.

Boston—For the first time In a good 
many years Fisk Rubber Co. will be 
completely free of bank borrowings 
when the books are closed on Its fis­
cal year the end of this month. Sixty 
days ago floating debt was a very 
substantial Item, but the process of 
reduction has been very rapid In re­
cent weeks.

Wiping clear the balance-sheet has 
been effected in the face of a rapid 
expansion of output schedules since 
early June, thus demonstrating how 
firm a control the company has nowa­
days of Us inventory. The natural 
supposition would be that rising pro­
duction and a lively crude rubber 
market would call for additional 
credit lines.

Codfish—The price of Labrador fish 
advanced this- week to $7.80 per quin­
tal In the local market. Some Ash la 
holding at $9.6ÿ, though we have 
heard of twenty cents more than this 
being given for superior quality to 
make up hurried shipments. Some of 
the arrivals with Labrador quality 
th’s week are holding back for $8. 
The foreign markets are in good con­
dition just now, but In consideration 
of the many heavy cargoes that are 
being rushed into Italy and Greece 
since the first of October one never 
can be certain that a slump in prices 
may not occur for Labrador. Those, 
therefore who are holding back their 
catch in the city aud oui ports are 
running a great risk In refusing to 
accept such a good price as $7.80. The 
election of a Conservative government 
in Great Britain with a clear working 
majority is welcomed by all in the 
British Dominions overseas as ao 
event that is going to Insp re trade 
and exchange has . already advanced 
two points In England. TJie exports

About 660,- 
000 quintals of the 1,160,000 catch has, 
it is estimated, gone to market, and 
there are two months rfcore of 1924 
for export. Averaging 100',000 qit:n- 
tals—a low estimate for each month 
—there will pe only 300,000 quintals 
left at New Year.

Common Cod Ofl—There has been 
an improvement in the demand, that 
is more enquiries are being received.

in 426 barrels this week and with the 
exception of family grade the market 
is well supplied. The quotations are- 
Bos Flank, $26.60; Extra Family, $24.- 
00; Family Special $22.00; Plate, $21.- 
26; Boneles* Flank, $17.00 per barrel 
wholesale.

Sager—The Cuban planters and 
sugar dealers there are folding back 
for higher prices end hoping to force 
the head of American refiners, who 
are buying merely what they went for 
the time being .end else using their 
domestic beet sugar. They heve had 
a great crop at Cuba, and *.s sugar has 
slumped In England the U.8 refiners 
feel that Cuba wtti have to come down 
In their demands very soon. The quo­
tation In New York this week is $6.50 
per 100 pounds and $8.25 in the locti 
market.

Tee—The tea market continues 
strong and prices are quite firm in 
the local market. Any change in the 
present quotations is likely to bo up­
ward. Dealers here are ordering 
their winter stocks in antic'pation of 
there being more unfavorable condit­
ions in the winter. Prices range from 
50 to 80c. according to quality A good 
enough tea for general use can be 
had for 60c. in the chest.

Molasses—There is always an In­
creased demand at this season when 
the fishermen are settling for the win­
ter. There has certainly been some 
business doing lately. The heavy 
duty of 8c. on choice and about ten 
cents per gallon on fancy brings 
prices high but the extra good qua - 
ity this year is a great compensation. 
We look to see stocks greatly ex- 
hautsed early in the winter. Choice 
molasses is firmly held at 86 cents 
and fancy molasess at 92 cents per 
gallon by the puncheon. The impor­
tations for 1924 are practically all in 
and are considerably short of last 
year’s by about 6 per cent.

Potatoes—There Is very little P.E.I., 
product In the local market yet. There 
are some shipments of fair volume 
on the way from Charlottetown by 
steamers and they have been bought, 
we understand, at very low prices and 
will sell in the local market as cheap 
a rate as the home grown product,

Hay—The hay market Is strong this 
week on anticipation of higher freight 
rates. The local quotation Is $32 per 
ton for No. 2 Timothy. Canadian hay 
is hard to get this week owing to lack 
of freight space on steamers plying to 
this port. Hay being bulky, and not 
being risked on deck at this season 
must be stowed below decks and it 
pays better to take less bulky freight.

‘ There is none worth while coming 
from Montreal this week. This is 
likely to make hay higher aa shippers 
will be asked to pay higher freight 
rates in order to get space below 
decks.

Oats—The oat market, too, is strong 
this week and there is not the least 
Indication of the easier prices that 
were anticipated as soon as P. E. I. 
oats came on the market. The last 
S.S. Canadian Sapper brought some 
shipments from Charlottetown but 
the prices turned out to be 30 cents 
per bushel in excess of oats that hare 
been coming In all the fall from Wes­
tern Canada, which prices seemed 
higher until P.E.I. dealers made their 
price and announced it to their cus­
tomers, In the local market to-day 
mixed are $3.80, white $3.9C, and P. L. 
I. Black $4.20 per sack of four bushels.

about that of Capt. Supple, on the 
Brigu* Barren» in 1860. It is «aid 
that he led three hundred men, and 
Intimidated the whole opuntry. They 
were Insisting en the abolishment of 
tne berth money. There was one man 
1» this strike who defied Dlok «up- 
Pie and hie-followers, and that wai 
Captain Bill Whelan of Brigua. He 
was a noted and Stcceseful old eeal- 
klller, and h|a crew stuck te him. 
When they were reedy te leave he 
Billed out te let go the rope'from the 
gump-head. Supple refused to permit 

.a man to touch It, and ordered the 
men to board the "Hound," which 
wae the name of Whelan’s vessel. Cap­
tain Whelan wae ready for them, end 
with hie gun tp hie shoulder, he dared 
the first man te come a beard. They 
knew the determination of this old 
skipper, and their lives were not 
worth a snap when he made up hie 
mind.-Whelan then ordered hie crew 
to cut the rqipe, and the- '‘Hound’’ 
sailed for the sealflehery. Whelan's 
famous vessel was built by Curtis—a 
man of herculean strength. The 
Hound’’ wae the only vessel with a 

full load of seals that year. The other 
Brlgus captains held their vessels up 
until It was too late, and the strike 
broke up in confusion. '

There wae another noted strike that 
the Hon. A. B. Morins oan tell Sbeut, 
but I must get back to the strike of 
1832, which in all probability wee the 
first sealers' strike that ever took 
place.

The following is a copy of the 
sealing agreement, which appears to 
he the one then in force, and as the 
men.opuld not get ready cash for 
their s&re of the seals, they demand­
ed that they "have the right to sell 
their respective shares to any person 
they liked."

The letter following this agree­
ment, signed by Gpsse, Peak A Fryer 
of Carbonear, shows that this firm 
was perfectly willing to allow the 
men this concession, but the manner 
in which the men treated the schoon­
er "Perseverance,” owned by the great 
firm of Ridley & Sons, of Harbor 
Grace, it looks very much as it this 
firm refused to make any concessions.
