Agricultural Distress in Spain. — 
London papers speak of the distress in 
Spain, and say that the cultivators of 
that unhappy land are in such a strait 
that the only alternatives arc emigration 
or starvation. The London Herald says: 
—f In the towns thousands of laborers 
out of employment are piovided with 
what is called “work.” No less than six­
teen thousand men are now doing in 
Madrid what might be expected from one 
fourth of their number. Paid at the rate 
of seven reals (Is. 5 Jd.) a day, under little 
or no inspection, unprovided with prop­
er implements, these poor wretches are 
mere beggars under the flimsy disguise of 
laborers. They work as little as they can 
manage, and they even ‘strike to be free 
from that little ; they insist upon being 
paid on rainy days, when no work is 
practicable, on the good ground that 
bad weather does not interfere with their 
good appetite. They will hear of no 
different rates of remuneration ; they con­
tend that the wages should be the same 
for good or bad workmen, and admit no 
difference in behalf of assiduous industry 
or skilled labour. What is done in 
Madrid becomes the rule for other large 
centres of population.”

NOMINATION OF MAYOR, REEVE 
AND DEPUTY-REEYES.

The nomination of candidates for the 
offices of Mayor, Reeve, and Deputy 
Reeves, for the town of Guelph, for the 
ensuing year took place in the Town Hall 
at 10 a. m. to-day (Monday). There was 
we think a larger attendance of the rate­
payers than there is ordinarily. The 
Returning Officer, James Hough, Esq., 
explained the object of the meeting 
and said that all nominations must be 
made within an hour. Having called 
for the domination of candidates for the 
office of Mayor.

Mr. N. Higinbotham, the present May­
or, said he had great pleasure in rising to 
nominate for the approval of the ratepay­
ers a gentleman whom, he believed, had 
a right to the position, and who .tci’l 
discharge faithfully the duties pertaining 
thereto. So far as he knew there was 
only one opponent to him, and it was not 
for him, but for the people to draw a dis­
tinctive line between their merits, yet a 
proposer could scarcely pass on with out 
an expression of opinion on his candidate, 
and the gentleman referred to,and wl jm 
he rose to nominate was Mr. Melvin.
For a number of years he (Mr. Melvin) 
had been in the Town Council, and for 
two or three years had done good service 
in the County Council. He believed that 
the strongest objection against him was 
that raised by hie friends, who wanted 
him to be sent back to the County Conn­
ed, where there was every prospect that 
he would be chosen Warden. This would 
pe a great compliment but the principle 
is not a safe one. If he represented the 
Town fairly and ably in the County 
Council, the Town should in common 
justice give him the highest position that 
he may ask lor, which it has the power to 
confer. The Mayor has in general but 
little to say in the Council, it is his duty 
to preside at its meetings ; but there 
are important, even critical matters com­
ing up, and if there is a man prepared to 
devote time and attention to them that 
man is Mr. Melvin, and in his hands they 
will be safe. He (Mr. Higinbotham) 
thought the people of the town believed 
this, and would consider himself very 
much mistaken if they did not give a 
verdict in favour of his candidate.

Mr. Brill briefly seconded the nomina­
tion of Mr. Melvin, whose public acts, he 
thought, had always been just and right.

Mr. Peterson proposed Dr. Herod as a 
candidate for the Mayoralty. He had 
listened to the remarks of Mr. Higin­
botham, who appears to be in the secret 
of others in regard to the course that 
was proposed for Mr. Melvin. He re­
gretted that there was to be a contest ; 
he had tried in his humble way to pre­
vent municipal friends who had always 
worked in the same direction from con­
fronting each other as they do now, but 
a settlement was impossible, so a contest 
became inevitable. With regard to Mr. 
Melvin’s candidature it was entirely un­
known until this* day week, when the 
Mercury came out with a programme, 
of which not five persons knew any­
thing until it was published. On 
the contrary Dr. Herod had long 
since considered that he was entitled to 
the mayoralty, and had spoken what he 
though. Consequently the people were 
prepared to hear of his being a candi­
date, but Mr. Melvin’s candidature was 
sprung upon them without any previous 

^intimation. Had there been a little more 
confidence among friends Dr. Herod 
might have waived his claims for the 
present. Those are strong claims. The Dr 
has served jgflhe Council since 1858, and 
has served faithfully. Who can show 
a stain on his public conduct? Has it 
not been fair and manly, and if anything 
too straight-forward# This is the only 
imputation that can be brought against 
it. He has never been known to permit 
friendship or any other considerations 
than those of duty to influence his acts. 
The present opposition is not that of Dr. 
Herod to Mr. Melvin, but of the latter to 
the former. That he is well qualified for 
the position of Mayor cannot be denied, 
he has been repeatedly elected to 
the Council, and to the Board of School 
Trustees. In the latter he has been 
chairman of the School Property Com­
mittee, an office involving a great deal 
of labour,but he has discharged his duties 
In it, as well as in the Council with abil­
ity and faithfulness, and his merits can­
not be overlooked. The people consider­
ed it was better that Mr. Melvin should 
remain in the Co. Council, where he had 
already rendered very valuable service, 
and where, if ho had not descended to en­
gage in this contest and set friends by the 
ears, he would have been chosen Warden. 
Mr. Peterson concluded by hoping there 
would be no bitterness in the struggle,but 
that it would be carried out on fair 
grounds.

Mr. Chas. Davidson seconded the nom- 
i ination of Dr. Herod. Since he came in 
he had heard statements that he was not 
prepared for. He had always considered 
that the Mayor had a great deal to do, 
and was a very important person in the 
Council. Dr. Herod had been a member 
of the Council for the last ten years, with 
the exception of one year or two, and 
was the oldest member of the Board ex­
cept Mr. Harvey, consequently he had a 
claim to the mayoralty. He was honest 
and straightforward, and would not be 
prejudiced by party politics, as some 
were who had been sent to the County 
Council. He thought it was time the 
ratepayers should choose a programme 
for themselves instead of allowing the 
Mercury to do it.

Mr. Harvey proposed Mr. R. Mitchell 
lor Reeve, and Mr. Chadwick seconded 
the nomination.

Mr. Chas. Davidson moved, and Dr. 
Herod seconded, that Mr. Jas. Goldie be 
Deputy Reeve.

Mr. Maesie moved, and Mr. Higin­
botham seconded, that Mr. McCurry be 
also Deputy Reeve.

There being no other nominations, the 
candidates were asked to address the 
electors.

Mr. Melvin came forward and said 
that although he appeared before them 
with some degree of diffidence as a candi­
date for the Mayoralty, yet since he had 
the honour of serving the ratepayers he 
had invariably done what he considered 
was right, and he would yield to no man 
as regards the earnest, honest and con­
scientious discharge of his duties, in 
proof of which he could point with pride 
to the hearty exfdorsation his conduct 
had repeatedly received at the hands 
of the ratepayers. In referring to the 
present contest, he might well say, save 
me from my friends, He had done ills 
duty in the Town Council and in the

County Council, but because he had done 
so, and sacrificed considerable time in the 
County Council, was that to say that he 
should remain there for ever. He did not 

N understand the inuendo of Mr. David- 
ton when he spoke of him giving a vote 
which he (Mr. D.) considered wrong in 
the County Council. He could only say 
—and he could appeal to his colleagues— 
that he had never given a vote at vari­
ance with theirs. If Mr. Davidson re­
ferred to the Treasurerahip, he (Mr. Mel­
vin) would say that he voted for Mr. 
Newton, for he considered him and the 
other gentleman who was a candidate, 
equally qualified with Mr. Reynolds, 
against whom he had never said a word. 
If Mr. Davidson had been manly enough, 
he would have stated what he (Mr. Mel­
vin) had done or what he had not done. 
A great deal had been said about Dr. 
Herod’s claims. He had given more years 
service to the Town than Dr. Herod had, 
as might be seen by leferring to the 
Lierk’s books. In regard to the present 
contest he hoped nothing of a political or 
personal character would enter into it. 
He should treat Dr. Herod as a gentle­
man, and he hoped Dr. Herod would do 
the same to him, and that they would 
have a fair, open and honourable fight. 
In speaking of his past conduct he re­
ferred at considerable length to the 
services rendered by him and his col­
leagues in the County Council—to the 
feeling of antagonism which existed on 
the part of the northern townships to­
wards Guelph—which happily had been 
allayed. He also spoke of the undue pro­
portion of the County rate which 
had hitherto been imposed on the 
Town on account of the low as­
sessment of the rural municipalities. 
After a hard struggle they had succeeded 
in getting an additional assessment of 
$78,000 on these muiotpalities, which 
would proportionally lower the County 
rate in Guelph. He alluded to the im­
portance of gravel road extension —a 
question in which the Town was largely 
interested. Last year the representatives 
of the Town succeeded in getting $3,000 
which was applied to finishing the Erin 
road, also $3,000 to the Glenallan road 
which was an important feeder to the 
Elmira road. This year $3,000 were 
granted to the Douglas road, $5,000 to 
the Hillsburgh & Reading read,—an im­
portant feeder to the Erin road— $3,000 
to the Glenallan road,and a loan of $3,000 
to the Elmira Road. All these grants, 
with one exception, benefited Guelph. 
He explained how the county rate was 
larger this year, in having to provide 
for a balance of $14,000 which the County 
Council owed the Bank, and which the 
Council thought it right to pay, and close 
the special account. The item increased 
the County rate by £ a mill, an extra rate 
which would not require to be again 
levied. He then spoke of our town as­
sessment whichjwas large, but which 
considering the rate paid in other cities 
and towns would be found to be reason­
able enough. Last year and this one wo 
had more of the debentures which were 
issued to'pay for the market house to sell, 
and the whole amount of our taxes had 
therefore to be raised by taxation. 
Another item of expense was for the 
fire engine, tanks, hose, &c., which would 
cost $7721, and to this we might add the 
amount paid the firemen, which would 
make the total cost about $8,000 or 
$9,000. He was in favour of Mr. Hob­
son’s scheme, but when the public meet­
ing pronounced against it, he acquiesced 
in the decision, and went heartily into 
it. With regard to the Municipal Loan 
Fund debt, the amount we owed was 
$77,316, but no matter how the Legisla­
ture arranged it, Guelph could not be 
hurt by it, for if the other municipalities 
were compelled to pay it they would be 
ruined. He gave the rate of assessment 
in other places to show the favorable po­
sition of Guelph, for these rates ranged 
from $1.75 to $1:25 in the pound, which 
latter figure was the rate here, and which 
paid every cent of our indebtedness ex­
cept the Municipal Loan Fund. He

He did not think he had l 
treated fairly, for he and Mr. Y~ 
botliain had always worked togethei 
moniously, and had he been consulted,he 
would have gone heart and soul for 
him. He gave way last year, 
he felt nettled. This yearjhe 1 
his claims still good, and he was 1 
consider that Mr. Melvin would not be a 
candidate. He had been such a useful 
member of the County Council—as had 
been proved by the lucid statement he 
had made—and by the high character 
given him by Mr. Peterson—that he 
he thought’he should continue tliere. Be­
fore entering into the contest he had gone 
to Mr.Melvin to see if they could arrange 
matters and thus save a contest. He 
found that it could not be done, and 
the result was they were both in the 
field. H • deprecated introducing poli­
tics in municipal matters or elections. He 
was the first to put a stop to it in the 
Council, and rather than see politics 
now introduced into the present con­
test he would retire from it. His plat­
form, as he said already, had been so 
perfectly handled by Mr. Melvin, that 
it was almost unnecessary for him to go 
over the subject twice. He was of opinion 
the Legislature must come down and re­
lieve the municipalities of the Municipal 
Loan Fund Debt.

Mr. Eiliott—Is the proposed station for 
freight and passengers or for passengers 
alone?

Dr. Herod—As I understand it, the 
station is for passengers. In regard to 
the changes in the Municipal and Assess­
ment Acts, he was also one of the com­
mittee which sent down amendments. 
As regards the Town Hall enlargement, 
he thought if a little money was spent 
on the Drill Shed, it could be made to 
answer all purposes for a time. In 
reference to the roads and bridges, 
he thought an improved system of 
repairs would be advantageous. The 
leading thoroughfares, such as Wyndhaxn 
street, he would be in favour of macad­
amizing, and instead of putting down 
any more wooden sidewalks, which in a 
few years rotted, he would make them of 
gravel,ashes and lime mixed,which would 
last a life time. He made some observa­
tions in regard to the duties of Mayor, and 
looked upon them as more important and 
onerous than Mr. Higinbotham said they 
were. He thought the Mayor should 
attend every committêe meeting, and if 
lie was elected he would do so,and would 
hold himself equally responsible with 
the other members for the reports.

The Volunteer Force of Ontario.
The following general order ap­

peared in Saturday's Gazette : The 
Province of Ontario having, on the 
first day of October last, an excess of 
3,590 volunteers over the proportion 
which, according to its population at 
the last census, is required to be fur­
nished by that Province, it is ordered 
that such volunteer corps now orga­
nized in the Province of Ontario as 
shall fail to comply with the provi­
sions of the law as regards organiza­
tion, to enroll under the authority of 
the seventh section of cap. 40 of the 
Act of last session of Parliament, 
within three months , from the 1st of i 
October last, be removed from the list j of volunteer militia—and if it then 
appears that the nominal strength of 
the force is in excess of the maximum 
for drill pay, a reduction of strength of several corps be made to such a 
number as will in the aggregate pro­
duce the required result.

Despatches to the Evening Mercury.

Great Western Railw ay.
The business done on the above road 

at the present time is immense. The 
present working time-table has on its 
face twenty trains, and besides, there 
have been days during the past week, 
when as many as ten special freights 
have passed east and west, making the 
number up to thirty. Takiugoff the ten 
passenger trains, twenty freights are still 
left, and as each one of these freights 
average a bout-twenty cars, it will be seen 
that four hundred cars puss daily along 
Incline. A considerable portion of the 
freight passes east. The New York 
Central is taxed to its utmost to forward 
the cars delivered at the bridge, and we 
learn on good authority that difficulty is 
experienced in getting room to move 
trains in and out of the yard, so great is 
the number of cars lying at Suspension 
Bridge station. We also learn that hun­
dreds of car loads arc lying at Chicago, 
Juliet and other places west, awaiting 
shipments over this “ Great Central 
Route,” known as the Blue Line, of which 
the Great Western Railway is the prin­
ciple connecting link. Notwithstanding 
the rush of business, the regular work 
of the road goes on like clock-work, 
and the regular passenger trains keep as 
good time as if they were the only ones 
on the road, which fact speaks for itself 
with respect to the excellent system ad­
opted by the General Traffic Superintend­
ents. We are also pleased to learn that 
in order to better ^facilitate the running 
of special trains, several telegraph offices 
are about to be opened along the line,and 
amor e them one at Princeton, which 
will be kept open both night and day. 
The time will soon come when our Great 
Western Road will require a double 
track to accommodate even the average 
business between the cast and west.— 
Princeton Transcript.

Legislature of Ontario.
Toronto, Dec. 10.

The House met to-day at 11 o’clock, 
and continued in session until 12, when 
a recess was had till 2 o’clock. A few 
private Bills passed the second reading.

At two o’clock His Excellency the 
Lieutenant-Governor came down with 
his suite, escorted by a guard of honor, 
and gave his formal sanction to sixteen 
Bills which had passed the House. His 
Excellency then returned, and the House 
adjourned to meet again on the Gtli of 
January next.

Among the Acts assented to were An 
Act to alter the Law of Dower, aud to 
regulate proceedings in action for the re­
covery of Dower. The Law Reform Act 
of 18G8. An Act to divide the Township 
of Garafraxa into two Municipalities. An 
Act to secure the independence of the Le­
gislative Assembly. An Act for the bet 
ter protection of Game in the Province of 
Ontario. An Act to amend the Registry 
Act, and to further provide as to the cer­
tificates of Married Women, touching 
their consent to the Execution of Deeds 
of Conveyance. Au Act to amend Chap. 
119 of the Consolidated Statutes of Upper 
Canada, so far as it relates to fees of 
Sheriffs.

Resignation of Dr. Ryerson.
We find the following in the Hamilton

Spectator :—
“ Dr. Egerton Ryerson, whose name 

has been familiar to Canadians for the 
past thirty years, and who, for nearly a 
quarter of a century, has held the import­
ant position of Chief Superintendent of 
Education for Upper Canada, is about to 
pass from the scene of bis vast labours : 
not to enjoy a quiet and dignified retire­
ment, but to become, as he says, the his­
torian of the country, an object lie has 
been aiming at all liis life*. He now 
simply holds office until a successor is ap 
pointed, but it is not yet known whether 
any one will he appointed to fill the va­
cancy, as the action of the govtu ui 
in the matter depends upon the progress 
made with the new School Bills, me of 
which has been read a second time, and 
the other has not yet been introduced. 
According to the proposed changes in the 
school system, the office of Chief Super­
intendent will be dispensed with, and the 
Educational Department placed under 
the control of a cabinet minister, who 
will be known as the Minster of Public 
Instruction.

Paris, Dec. 19.—The Moniteur to-day 
has the following details of the Erosis af­
fair. The Erovis answered Hobart Pacha’s 
signal with a shot and immediately sought 
refuge in the Island of Syra, where she 
was blockaded by vessels of the Turkish 
fleet. Hobart Pacha announced his will­
ingness to abandon the blockade, on con­
dition that the Eroais should be escorted 
to Athens by a Grecian frigate, there to 
await the result of judicial proceedings 
for outrage committed.

The following despatch has just been 
received, bearing date Constantinople, 
Dec. 19.—The Greek embassador in this 
city to-day demanded of the guarantee­
ing powers the protection of Greek sub­
jects In Constantinople. The French 
envoy, on the part of his Government, 
declined to meddle on the matter. The 
Sublime Porte demands the banishment 
of all Greeks from Bulgaria and Bel-

Madhid. Dec. 19.—The election for 
members o! Cortes are proceeding in the 
incorporated cities. There lias been no 
disorder, a large majority of those elect­
ed are favourable to formation of a raoh- 
archial form of Government. Govern­
ment authorizes a statement that - a 
treaty of peace with Chili may be consid­
ered as an accomplished fact.

London, Dec. 20.—The latest news 
from the East is more pacific. The Gov­
ernment at Athens which has hitherto 
been swept away by the popular eager­
ness for war with the Turks is now dis­
posed to listen to the protests of Euro­
pean powers. This disposition strength 
ened by rapidly growing sentiments in 
favor of peace may a 'ert war if the Sub­
lime Porte will grant time for further 
negotiations. It is understood the West­
ern Powers will sustain the Sultan’s 
ultimatum in Greece, while Russia in the 
interest of the Greeks will seek to modify 
its terms. A rumour which prevailed in 
Paris yesterday that Russia had sent an 
unfavorable note to Franco on the East­
ern question proves to have been a canard 

i invented to depress the Paris market.
The foreboding allusion to the Eastern 

question made by Lord Stanley on the 
j 13th of November in his speech to his 
1 constituents is regarded as one of the 
secondary causes of the crisis in the

Constantinople, 18th.—The Greeks 
in this city ask of the Porte the privilege 
of remaining here in case of hostilities be­
tween the two countries, agreeing to 
preserve a strict neutrality. A corps 
baq been organized aud is ready to pro­
ceed to Greece at short notice. Turkey 
continues tranquil.

Madrid, 19tli.—It has been decided 
that the Cadiz insurgents be tried by a 
Council .of War, but in no case will the 
extreme penalty of death be inflicted.

Paris, 20th.—Ex-Queen Isabella has 
returned from a visit to Napoleon at the 
Tuilleties.

The Moniteur continued to urge con­
ciliation on both the Greek and Turkish 
Governments. The Patrie asserts that 
the Porte will submit to the Great 
Powers documentary proofs that Greece 
intended to incite insurrection in the 
Turkish islands, and then take posses­
sion of them.

Telegrams from St. Petersburg say Russia 
and other great Powers agree that both the 
I’orte and Greece should delay action for 
five days in order that negotiations for set­
tlement of tho question may be attempted.

The public newspapers say the Envoys of 
Turkey and Greece nave not left their res­
pective posts at Athens and Constantinople.

It is not possible for me in the scope of a 
brief address like this, to discuss these im­
portant matters, bdt I shall have ample op­
portunity hereafter to do so. I may Briefly 
here observe that I consider no step should 
be taken involving the expenditure of any 
large sum of money with reference to any 
of these questions without the opinion of the 
ratepayers being first duly obtained. Our 
present liabilities are heavy, taxation suffi­
cient, aud our future, in a measure, fraught 
with perplexity. Still, I think, with pru­
dence and judgment, the town of Guelph is 
bound to flourish, apd increase in general 
prosperity.

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Onr County Bâte.
To the Editor of the Mercury,

Sir.—Any ratepayer in this town on 
looking at that very neat little document 
presented to him annually by our urbane 
tax collector will discover that 4 mills in 
the dollar out of the 12| mills levied, or 
about one-third of the taxes paid in the 
town, is for a county rate to be paid over 
by our town treasurer into the funds of 
the County of Wellington. This pro­
portion of the taxes for county rate has 
been about the same for some years past. 
What advantage, use and benefit, the 
town derives from this large annual tax 
epon its property and resources I propose 
tO'discuss in a future letter, and whether 
the town would be benefitted by a muni­
cipal separation from the county or not. 
The subject to which I would most 
strongly invite the attention of the rate­
payers. and one of the most powerful 
reasons that can be urged in favour of a 
municipal separation of the town from 
the county, is the monstrous and gross 
injustice done the town in the manner in 
which township assessors in almost every 
township in the whole county value the 
property of such municipalities upon 
their assessment rolls? We all know in 
town that our assessors value our pro 
perty so high that many of us would be 
very glad to sell for cash at the rate they 
assess us, but I state boldly, and can 
prove my position, that in almost every 
township lands are assessed at not more 
than one half, and in some cases, not one 
third of their cash value. Now what is 
the effect of this unjust mode of asses- 
ment ? That the town has to bear an 
unjust and unfair amount of the county 
liabilities, because the assessment of the 
townships is not as great as it should be, 
and by this process many thousands of 
dollars have been taken out of the pock­
ets of the ratepayers of this town which 
should have been paid by those who 
more directly enjoyed the benefits, in 
the construction of roads and bridges by 
which their property was improved. Now 
who is to blame in this matter ? Our 
Reeves have year by year done their 
duty in the County Council, and as far 
as was practicable endeavored to main­
tain the interests of the town, and have ; 
always exerted themselves to remedy in 
a small degree this injustice. It is the 
township assessors who are the culpable 
parties, and do not do their duty, or such 
monstrous inequalities could not exist ; 
and it is astonishing to me that men can 
so grossly neglect their plain duty pre­
scribed by law, and yet subscribe to the 
oath that is attached to the assessment 
roll, viz : Sec. 50, of the assessment act 
of Upper Canada is as follows : “The 
assessors shall make and complete their 
rolls between the 1st day of February 
and 15th of April, and shall attach there­
to a certificate signed by them respec­
tively and verified by oath or affirmation 
In the form following : I do hereby certi 
fy that I have set down on the above as­
sessment. roll all the real property liable 
to taxation in the township, village or 
ward (as the case may be), and the true 
actual value thereof in each case, accord­
ing to the best of my information and 
judgment.

Sec. 179 declares that any assessment 
on real property thirty per cent, less or 
greater than its real value, shall be a 
prima facie evidence that the assessment 
was unjust and fraudulent.

Sec. 130 provides that any assessor so 
convicted shall suffer the greatest punish­
ment allowed by the Act, viz : Two 
hundred dollars and imprisonment at the 
discretion of the Court.

It is high time that the Township 
Councils looked into this matter and saw 
that their assessors did their duty, and 
assessed the lands at their value, which 
if the assessment had been made on a cor­
rect basis, there would be no need to pro­
cure Legislative interference to legalize 
by-laws for railway bonuses when the 
remedy was in their own hands by mak­
ing a just assessment. Every otïicc in 
town where money is loaned can verify 
my statement respecting the unjust as­
sessment of lands in this county, and cer 
tificates signed by Reeves, Justices of the 
Peace and other influential persons certi­
fy to the cash value of land at rates dou­
ble, and more, than the same lands are 
assessed for. I fear that I am trespassing 
on your columns, but I thought as this 
was about the commencement of our now 
Municipal year it would be a good op­
portunity to call the attention of those in­
terested in the matter to a sense of their 
duties, for it would be a distressing thing 
to witness, that any of the municipal of­
ficers of our good County should be 
brought before a bar of justice to answer 
for what many who do so, in making 
what they call a light assessment, forget 
they are breaking the law while they 
endeavour to save their township, so 
they may come off with a low County 
rate at their neighbours' expense.

Military Strength IK Bp AIK.—The 
Spanish army is at present composed of 
41 regiments of infantry, 20 battalions of 
chasseurs, 1 regiment of veterans, 80 bat­
talions of provincial guaids,18 regiments 
•of cavalry, 10 regiments of artillery, and 
2 of engineers—altogether 166,666 men. 
To these must be added the royal halber­
diers, the gendarmry, Ac. In '66 the army 
was estimated at 236,000 men. There 
are besides numerous troops in the col 
onics. The fleet comprised, in 1866, 120 
vessels, carrying 1,000 to 1,200 guns, and 
manned by nearly 16,000 sailors. The 
vessels comprise six iron-clad frigates.
