It will be noticed here that the power 
of limiting the number of licenses is con­
fined to hotels and saloons only under the 
power so given. On the 12th August,
1886, the corporation passed a by-law, No.
5, in which it divides the licenses into 
hotel, saloon, shop or retail, and whole­
sale licenses. The hotel and saloon li­
censes authorize the sale of liquors in 
quantities not exceeding one quart to be 
consumed on the premises. The shop or 
retail licenses authorize the sale to any 
one person in quantity at any one time 
not less than one pint, not to be drunk on 
the premises; the wholesale license in 
quantities not less than two gallons, 
not to be consumed on the premises.

The distinctions between the three 
classes are thus clearly marked; the first 
for the convenience of the traveling or 
transient public, the*two last for trade.

The bye-law by sec. 9, points out 
the duty of the inspector to report 
upon each application for a license to the 
licensing board, first, as to the premises; 
secondly, as to the fitness and character 
of the applicant, which is to exercise, 
nevertheless, its own discretion on each 
application. Section 12 makes void any 
license granted in the immediate vicinity 
of any church, school, or hospital. Sec- 
tion 13 forbids any shop license to sell 
liquors being granted to any place where 
any goods or merchandise, except tobac­
co, or articles connected with the con­
sumption of tobacco, are sold.

tion as to number with reference to the 
first only, not with reference to the last.

The reason for refusal assigned by the 
corporation to the complainant’s applica­
tion was to number only; wjiereas their 
power of refusal was limited 
being a fit and proper person.

The legislature has deemed it proper to 
draw a distinction between licenses for 
trade and those merely for public conven­
ience The rule, therefore, must be made 
absolute.

that he has no other legal remedy. If his 
application has been improperly refused it 
may nevertheless be damnum absque in­
juria, he may have sustained no actual 
injury, and the action of the corporation, 
though technically wrong, may have been 
intended for the public good. The re­
fusal of an abstract right may be a ground 
of action, and the complaining party can 

- look to his remedy in the ordinary process 
of law; but it is only a ground for the ex­
ceptional exercise of the highest preroga­
tive writ in cases of necessity. Secondly, 
we think that while the rule nisi may be 
granted by one judge on good cause 
shwen, the hearing to make the rule ab­
solute should, when practicable, be bef 
the full court. This practice has not 
been hitherto followed. In the public 
interest we think hereafter it should be.

The chief justice concurred in this judg­
ment.

TO THE PACIFIC.

An item in our news columns yesterday 
should not be lost sight of by all .who are 
interested in the welfare of Victoria*
The Grand Trunk has reached Winnipeg 
through its American connections, and 
now proposes a line to the Pacific Coast. 
This line will in all probability take the 
route by Prince Albert and Edmonton, 
and cross the Rockies by the Yellow Head 
Pass. Whether that should prove the 
case or not there should be no stone left 
unturned on Victoria’s part to secure 
that she shall be the terminus. A short 
time ago a proposal was made in the 
council to offer a large bonus towards the 
bridging of Seymour Narrows. That 
proposal fell through for the moment be­
cause there was no sign of any railway 
from the east. Now, however, the hour 
has come when a decided step should be 
taken, so that the western terminus of

the Grand Trunk Railway shall without 
doubt be fixed here. It is scarcely 
necesary to point out the ad­
vantages of Victoria as a terminus
over any point 
because these advantages have been 
admitted by the most competent author­
ities. First: We are within a few hours 
of the Sound ports to the south of us, 
and when the new ferry scheme between 
Beecher Bay find the American shore is 
carried out we will be separated from the 
southern railway system by only a half 
hour’s steaming. Second: We have the 
San Francisco traffic already by the week­
ly steamers, and with direct communica­
tion with the east that traffic would be 
indefinitely increased. Third : We have 
the magnificent harbor of Esquimalt, 
which is sufficient for the accommodation 
of the world’s fleets, and is of easy access 
in all conditions of the weather. The 
China steamers are now often delayed be­
tween Victoria and Vancouver, and by

the mainland,

discharging their tea into Grand Trunk 
cars at Esquimalt, at least twelve hours 
would be saved and often twenty-four 
in the transit across the continent. 
Sailing ships cannot reach the mainland 
without large expense for towage, which 
would all be saved by making Esquimalt 
the great maritime harbor of the Pacific. 
Now, the question is, what are we pre 
pared to do to welcome the Grand Trunk 
Railway into our city ? Surely our Board 
of Trade and Board of Aldermen 
will at once take up this subject 
and allow no petty moss back reasoning to 
prevail in this great crisis of the city’s 
history. If proper steps are now taken 
in this matter there will be no difficulty 
in dealing with the Grand Trunk Rail­
way Company, and depend upon it, they 
will be quick to see the advantages we 
are able to offer them. The main ques­
tion to be discussed is, of course, what 
bonus the city is prepared to offer the 
Company to make this their terminus. 
The enterprise is so great and the issues 
so momentous to us that we must be pre­
pared to make an offer that would really 
appreciably help the undertaking,' One

The reports of some of the en­
gineers who professed to have discovered 
the impracticability of the Bute Inlet 
route will, of course, be brought forward 
to prove the impracticability of the un­
dertaking. But we know now the reason 
of these reports and so cannot be beguiled 
by them; and fortunately Marcus Smith 
who surveyed the Bute Inlet route still 
lives, and when last in Victoria, expressed 
the opinion that a railway would yet 
be built by that route, though he 
might not live to pee it done. We Re­
lieve he will live to see it and to visit our
city in a Pullman car travelling over it. 
Let Victoria awake now, and she will be­
come in the course of a few years a city of 
50,000 inhabitants and a centre of manu­
facturing and commercial enterprise un­
surpassed on the Pacific slope.

A CANDID FRIEND.

Lord Randolph Churchill keeps on act­
ing the part of the candid friend toward 
Lord Salisbury’s Government. Every 
now and then he takes the friend’s priv- 
lege of uttering unwelcome truths and 
saying in a frank, off-hand way the most 
disagreeable things. The Government 
cannot treat the irrepressible leader x>f 
the young Tories as an enemy. They 
cannot resort to any of the ordinary 
means of silencing and discrediting a 
member of the opposition who becomes 
disagreeably prominent. They must 
treat him tenderly as a misguided and in­
discreet supporter whom it would be very 
bad policy indeed- either to slight or to 
exasperate. This time Lord Randolph 
has good grounds for his animadversions 
on the Government’s policy. The Gov­
ernment has not altogether evacuated the 
Soudan. It keeps a garrison in Suakin, 
but that garrison is barely sufficient to 
prevent the place from falling into the 
hands of the native forces, which though 
often beaten, are still in the field and are 
conducting the seige of Suakin with con­
siderable vigor and skill. There ought, 
Lord Randolph contends, be sufficient 
British troops in the place to insure its 
safety. Its garrison should be able to 
keep at a distance any army that the 
Soudanese can bring into the field. He 
considers that it is disgraceful to allow 
a handful of British soldiers to be cooped 
up in this Eastern seaport at the mercy 
of the semi-barbarians, who surround 
them in overpowering numbers. If the 
garrison is slaughtered—as they doubtless 
will be if the Arabs get the upper hand— 
irreparable injury will be done to the 
British prestige in that part of the East, 
and their massacre will be an intolerable 
outrage on humanity. Seeing the peril­
ous position in which that garrison is 
placed, it is no wonder that- Lord Ran­
dolph Churchill censured the Government 
for their inaction and apathy, and im­
plored them to send sufficient relief to 
the beleagured garrison before it is too 
late. The Government, of course, de­
fended the course they are pursuing. 
They maintained that the troops are in 
no immediate danger, that their black 
allies are brave and loyal, and that the 
reinforcements sent will prove amply 
sufficient. But as Lord Randolph ex­
pressed the opinion of experienced mili­
tary men, and as his influence with the 
Tory party and in the country is great, it 
is not by any means likely that the Gov­
ernment will disregard his appeal and re­
monstrance. They will, now that the 
nation’s attention has been directed in so 
marked a manner to the position of the 
British troops in Suakin, take immediate 
measures to strengthen the force there, 
and to put it in such a position 
that instead of being cooped up behind 
fortifications, in hourly dread of being 
stormed and overpowered, they will be 
able to take the offensive and force the 
Arabs to raisa the siege. Lord Randolph 
is a thorn in the side of the Salisbury 
Government. He is a most unreliable 
and unpleasant supporter. He is not 
amenable to party discipline. He does 
not care a snap for the crack of the party 
whip, and he has a trick of-blurting -out 
what he believes to be the tfuth, no ihst- 
uiatter how much his criticisms may anger 
and embarrass the Government. But if 
his outbursts of independence are always 
as timely and for as good a purpose as 
that of Tuesday evening last, the country 
will be apt to conclude that one such in­
subordinate supporter is of greater real 
value than a score of unquestioning and 
humbly obedient followers, 
uniment newspaper organ is, we see, 
scolding him, but Lord Randolph 
very little for the hard and bitter things 
that the Standard, and papers of that 
class, may say of him.

TROUBLES IN ONTARIO.
It was towards the close of 1886, that 

Western Ontario had the honor of be­
coming pretty thoroughly acquainted with 
the light-hearted doctor. From Montreal 
to London thè doctor soon became well 
known on all trains of the G.T.R., over 
which road he held passes granted to him 
as a special correspondent of the Montreal 
Journal of Commerce, Montreal Herald, 
London Free Press, Hamilton Spectator, 
Berlin Netos, L’Avenier, Parisr and La 
Critique, Paris, as well as a representative 
of the Associated Press.

Certain it is 
that some of them did not know that he 
was, until his card was thrust before 
them. In his travels through Ontario, 
the doctor never lost an opportunity of 
purchasing whatever might suit his taste 
aud fancy, if the purchase could be made 
without an exchange of cash. The general 
plan would be to select an article, and 
leaving his card, graciously inform the 
seller to send the bill to his secretary in 
Montreal, who would remit a cheque. 
Many hotels in small Ontario towns ac­
cepted the doctor’s easy manners as thdse 
of a cultivated gentleman of high degree, 
and accordingly trusted him, to their sub­
sequent sorrow. In his many tours, the 
doctor of course formed the acquaintance 
of many railway men, two of whom, dur­
ing a short conversation in 1886 1m in­
duced to embark with him in a specula­
tion in imaginary real estate in Stratford, 
Out. After obtaining two notes from the 
railroaders the doctor proceeded to con­
vert them into cash. He was not many 
days after taken into custody on a charge 
of obtaining the notes under false pre­
tences, and had a very narrow escape from 
again seeing the interior of a prison.

000. The causes of this great and rapid 
declension are many, but the chief one is 
their participation in unwise strikes.
Strikes were ordered and approved with­
out due enquiry, and without considering 
consequences. It would appear as if some 
of them were entered into rather to show
