The United States Congreu hu refused

liberty. Rules of debate, which are good
enough for the Congress of the United
States, bhe French Chamber of Deputies,
and the Parliament of Great Britain, should
be almost good enough for the Dominion
House of Commons.

as the trade question. ~The desire for some
pesceful and equitable mode of - settling
trade- disputes is universal. Employers
and workingmen have become tired of the
rough and expensive mode of settling trade
disputes that both have been forced to
resort to of late yean. St.nkes and Iock-
outs, besides being rude and ooatly, are
most unsatisfactory as means of settle-
ment. They, in fact,settle nothing, neither
do they afford a basis for futnre agreements,
They generally leave the matter exactly
where they found it, and when next a diffi-
culty arises, it has to be dealt with in the
same clumsy way. If boards of arbitration
whose decisions would be authoritative,
and which could form general rules for
the settlement of lahor difficulties, could
be established in all centres of industry an
immense stride will be made towards bring-
ing capital and Jabor into better relations.
This is a work worthy of the earnest exer-
tions of the members of the Chambers of
Commerce.

As to the Imperial registration of trade-
marks and‘an Imperial penny postage, these
are matters which are comparatively easy
of accomplishment. : The ocean penny post-
age is sure to come, and  that, too, before
very long, and & currency for the whole
empire would nedessarily follow aloser com-
mercial relations. The Congress will have
much important work to do, and it is earn-
estly to be hoped that it'will do it well,

HE DISSOLUTION.

There is not nearly so much certainty
about the dissojntion of he British Pnrha-
menk now, as there wasa ‘few weeks ago,
Then it was qonﬁdently $redicted “that the
dissolution would take place on the 28th of
this month. But various circumstaunces
have happened since that have led the
country to believe that the Government have
not yet made up their minds when the dis-
solution is to take place. It is believed that
delay will be to the advantage of the party
in power. The division on the Irish County
Government bill has led the country to be-
lieve that the Government is becoming
stronger. The sympathy of the British
non-conformists with the Protestants of
Ulster is strong, but it needs time to do its'
work effectively. The Ministers have been
ominously - silent lately. It was ex-
pected that Mr, Balfour would give some
intimation of the Government’s intentions.
He, a week or so ago, promised ‘to make
a definite declaration on the eve of the
Whiteuntide adjournment, but when the
adjournment took place he, to the disap-
pointment of both friends and opponents,
said nothing whatever about a dissoMition.
If the Government make up its mind to
allow Parliament to die a natural death,
there will be no general election until the
spring of 1893, and a Home Rule Bill, if
Mr. Gladstone is returned with a majority,
will not be pessible until some time the year
after. A great deal may happen in a year,
and it appears that Lord Salisburyhas made
up his mind that his Government stands a
better.chance of being returned with a good
working majority a year hence than it does
now, 8o no one need be surprised if the
present Parliament lives a year longer.

Any resistance to
the Serjeant-at-Arms or his officers, or
others acting in execution of the orders
of either House, has always been treated
as a contempt, and the parties in numer-
ous instances have suffered punishment
accordingly. If the warrant i write that
the person to be arrested has been guilty
of a breach of privilege, the courts of law
cannot inquire into the grounds of the
judgment, but must leave him to suffer

committed. The Habeas Corpus Act is
binding upon all persons whatever who
have prisoners in their custody, and it is
therefore competent for judges’ to have
before them-persons committed by the
Houses of Parliament for contempt., But
although the return is made according to
law, the persons who.stand committed for
contempt cannot be admitted to trial, nor
the causes of commitment inquired into
by the courts of law. 1n 1761 Mr. Mur-
ray was committed to Newgate by the
Commo: for a contempt, and was
brought dp to the Court of King's Bench
by a habeas corpus. The Court refused
t0 admit him for trial, Mr. Justice Wright
observing, ‘It need not appear to us
what the contempt was, for we could not
judge thereof. The House of Commons
18 superior to this Court in this particu-
lar. This Court cannot admit to trial a
person committed for a contempt in any
other court in Westminster Hall.”

In several important “particulars there
is a differencé in the methods of punish-
ment adopted by the Lordsand Oommona
in' cases of “breach of privilege. The
Lords claim to be a court of record, and
as such notonly to imprison but to im-
pose fines. They also imprison for a
fixed time, and order security to be given
for good conduct, and their customary
form of commitment is by attachment.
The Commons on the other hand, commit
for no specified = period—of late years
have not imposed fines. The last case of
a fine by the Commons occurred in 1666,
when a fine of £1,000 was imposed upon
Thomas White, who had absconded after
he had been ordered into the custody of
the Serjeant-at-Arms. No period of im-
prisonment is named by the .Commons,
and the prisoners’committed by them, if
not sooner - dischatged By the Hoéuse; are
“immediately: released from their confine-
ment ona prorogation. When the of-
fence has niot ' been 8o grave as to cause
the commitment of the offender, he is
generally directed to be ‘‘admonished”
only. This course was pursued in the
Tecent case. What is said by the Speaker
in reprimanding or admonishing persuns
at the Bar is always ordered to be en-
tered on the journals. Formerly, also,
persons ‘who were censured for breach of
privilege were compelled to receive the
censure upon their knees. In both
Houses, however, this practice has long
been discontinued, although the entries
in the Lords’ )onmah still assume that
the offenders are on their knees at the
Bar. The ceremony is said to have been
bought into some ridicule in 1761 by a
culprit who, on rising from the floor, ex-
claimed in a tone that was auditable to
all, while ostentatiously dusting his dress,

At
that hour, Mr. Deamt, Private Secretary to
Mr. Blaine, ‘with Mr. Blaine’s resignation
in his pocket, came into the room of Private
Secretary Halford at the Executive Man-
sion and handed him the following commu-

Jeave to submitmy resignation of the office
of the Secretary of the United States, to
which I was appointed by you on the 5th of
March, 1889, g;‘:e condition of public bus-
iness in the Department of State justifies
me in requiring that my resignation be ac-
cepted immediately.

The
graveyard is composed of several  acres of
almost hefmetically sealed huts, wherein
lie the *‘soulcases” of those who are trailing
in the Happy Hunting Ground. When a
fresh burial takes place, the boards of the roof
are lifted off, and the box lowered in.” All the
huts have glass windows. Most of the cases
of the dead are entirely covered with blan-
kets, gunpowder or a cartridge box and a
light lunch lying on the outside, but in some
cases part of the body is exposed—a most
uncanny sight. Most of the tombs had
family totems squatting around them. In
one case two images representing lizards
and a snake were entwined with wild roses
and the centre of the cemetery was a bower
of sweet smelling wild flowers.
