ed him, Yet E. A. Bayley, an Austra-
lian witnessed as close and gallamt a
fight as thowe at Trafalgar, Aboukir and
Cape St. Vincent, when battleships ran
alongside one auwcther and hand-to-hand
fighting Was the ruwe instead of the ex-
cention,

Mr. Bayley was for some years in the
employ of a nitrate company at lquique,
a seaport of Chili, and the battle he
witnessed was the famous fight between
the prides of the navies of uha: country
and Peru, in May; 1879. Y

The trouble between the two coumtries
arose over a dispute beétween the gov-
emments of ‘Bolivia and Chili as to a
tax imposed by the former country upon
saltpeter in 1879, A Chilian company,
which was working the guano deposit
on a large scale, refused 10 pay this
tax, and mvoked the treaty of 1874, put
the MBolivian _ government.. answered
Chili’s protest by ordering the sale of
the property involved by’ awmetion on
February 13, 187]9. Chili tsens at once a
man-of-way to the port O y
and seizvd‘it. As Peru J -entered in-
to a. secret defensive alliamece with
livia against Chili in 1873, the sews of
this seizure c.eated intense excitement
in the Peruvian capital, and this was
augmented when Chili, having demand-
ed the neutrality of her sister mepublid
on April 5th, declared war agaimst Peru.

Botivia, having 1o nayvy, relied upom
Peru for support, and the latter coun-
try agcepted the responsibility with avid-
ity, because her mavy and that of Chili
wene ‘about equal, both in nmmbers and
armament, Both countries manned the
respective Ships with adventurers from
Ingland, America and Germany, who
were promised bonuses and \high wages,
in raddition to the glory attached to the
services required of them. The result
was that the war, short though it was,
produced some of the miost heroic fights
ever waged upon the Pacific ocean. ¢

Chief among them was shat of toe
battle of lquique, fought May 21, 1879,
wihich was watnessed at short ramge
from the shore by Mr. Bayley. He te'ls
the following graphic story of the - en-
gagement; as he saw it from the bodeza,
where he and a few other foreign em-
ployees of the corporation wihich owned
it had barricaded themselves during the
trouble: :

“Shortly after daybreak on the miorn-
ing of May 21, 1879, the frigate Inde-
pendencia and the turret Huascar, fly-
mg the Peruvian flag, steamed around
the head from Arica dnto the bay of
Iquique, where the Chilian corvette He-
meratda, of 850. tons, and the gumboat
Covadonga, 600 toms, lgy.at anchor
blockading the port. The’ Covadonga,
being further in the offing than ber es-
cort, sighted the enemy rvst, amd, slip-
ping her moonings, steamed our to sea.
The Indepes ia imme¢iately gave
chase, while the Huwascar proceeded to
engage the Ksmeralda.  There was a
slight southeast swell rolling in when
the Peruvian vessels entered the month
of the harbor, and this sémowhat inter-
fered with the execution of the gunners,
but the Huascar's forward battery-open-
ed upon the Esmeralda at 8 o'clock at
a range of about 2,500 yardsn. Captain
Pratt of the latter vessel, realizing that
it was impossible to make. his escape,
cleared his ship for action, and taking
up such a position that every shot which
missed- his ship must strike the town,
weplied with great viger from 'his star-
board battery. Soon. after fhe engage-
ment opened; however, - the eravian
troops ashore established a field battery
on the beacl and opened fire upon the
Chilian ship, and Captain Pratt, seeing
that he was betwen two fires, hauled
off toward the open sea. The Hugscar
promptly dashed after her, and a lucky
shot opening a gap in the Esmeralda's
port side just above the water line,
caused her to slack up for repairs. This
was the Huascar’s opportuwity, and
Captain Grau was quick to take advan-
tage of it. He steamed abead until
within 500 yards range, wheh a shell
from the Esmeralda damaged the Huas-
car's steering gear. Nothing | daunted,
Oaptain Graun gave the order to -ram
the ememy despite the fact that he be-
Jieved she was swrrounded by oes,
The BEsmeralda Teserved her fire until
the Huascar was almost mpon_ber, and
raked her fore and aft as thé turwet

“As the Huascar's engmes had evi-
dently been reversed just before the fm-
pact, the damage was lot 80 exbensive
as had been expected, and Captain Pratt
immediately issued the order to boanrd
the ememy. Suggn-g nltlnm aetmnl tof the
word he ‘sprang m the gunwale of his
own vessel the “forecastie of -the
Huascar, . cu in band, and ruslhed
fearlessly aft, followed by one marine,
hig orderly. “The rest of his crew either

Meanwhile
the ships had drifted apant for. about
400 yards, and Lieutenant Uribe, who
bad witnessed the death of his con-
manding -officer, assumed charge of the
Esmeralda, and prepared to resist thLe
next assault of the Peruvian turet.

B. C. UNIVERSITY.
On the motion of Mr. Ross, seconded
by Mr. Bowser, it was resolved that in
bhe interests of higher education, it is
desirable that the means for the intro-
duction of a scheme whereby a univer-
sity may be established within the Prov-
ince of British Columbia should receive
the early consideration of the governwr
ment of this province
Mr. Ross supported his motion in a
well-thought-out speech in which he elo-
quently pointed out the advantages to
the province of having a unjversity es-
tablished here, -
He was followed by severai other
Speakers, who briefly conimended the
proposal and announced themselves
strongly in favor of the motion.
The Premier said that later on an en-
dowxpenlt might be made toward such
an institution. He could not believe
that any British Columbia governmeni
could grant monetary assistance, al
though from.. the vast area of govern-
went lands it might give a substantial
eudowmgut. He was entirely in sym-
pathy with the motion, but he hoped to
see some of our wealthy men come for-
ward as their lacky brethren in the East
had done and give generously from ‘their
great fortunes in aid of the establish-
ment of a provincial university. ‘Where
the university should bé”placed was iiot
o; very much moment;, the people of
\aucopver, as ‘was well known, did not
want it there; and it was equally well-
known that Victoria did not want it

ON SUPPLY.
The House then went on' with the ifems

in supply reported from committee. The
usual opposition challenges weré made on
almost “every item without contributing
anything vajuable to the comsideration of
the matters in question.

Dr. King asked speclally regarding the
care of the deaf, dumb and blind, and the
Premier sald the custom had been to send
those cases to‘institutions outside the prov-
ince, to Manitoba, Washington, etec.

Mr. Macdomald objected to any assistance
being given to the purchasers of lots on the
banks of a river, which lots had been dam-
aged by the action of the stream. Those
purchasers were private individuals who
had purchased those lots as private prop-
erty, and it was improper to expend public
funds for their benefit. To spend $2,000
on such a purpose was not right.

Hon, Mr. Green said there were many
similar instances of expenditure of public
funds - on ' which was practically private
property. He instanced the case of Revel:
stoke, -where the banks of the Columbia
were largely owned by private individuals.
The erosion of the banks there had provid-
ed the government with a sufficient reason
for using public funds to prevent further
damage to the property of the municipal-
ity. But for those works great damage
would have been dome. The matter was
clearly one of publi¢ duty, and the govern-
ment was qufte justified In expending the
funds in that way.

Mr. Oliver discussed: the matter at great
length.

Mr. Macdonald again, on the item of ap-
propriations for Ymir riding, delivered a
vehement philippic against the government,
upbrs‘d'cy them with meglect of public
interests and the .conservation of private
interests.

‘Mr. Wells passed, at some length, a gen-
eral criticism on the appropriations for
the Upper country ridings. He went into
the matter in considerable detail, argu‘ng
that undue discrimination had been shown.
He was disappointed at the results as they
affected partv line government. Mr, Wells
highly praised the British Columbia road
system, saying it was second to none
throughout the Dominion. If, however, it
was not kept im good order great expense
to the province would be incurred. Refer-
ring to Revelstoke, he recalled the danger
to which that place had been exposed, andj
that it was saved only by the prompt ac-
tion of the government of that date. If
the Chief Commissioner ever visited the
Upper Country #n‘his present capacity he
would certainly get & very warm reception.
Al]l that he could promise the Chief Com-
miss'oner was that he could provide him
with a fair escort.

Hon. Mr. Green strongly resented the ex-
Ppressions of Mr. Wells, and’ warned him
that he was quite able to ta%e ecare of him-
self on the floor of the House ‘or anywhere
else. He then proceeded to review Mr.
Wells' record .as Chief Commissioner, and
showed that Mr. Wells had hardly been

here. (Laughter.) And as for the
Northiwest, its opinion had not yet been
learned. ;

Mr. Cameron complimentea tue re-
mier upon his eloguent address, bui
could not see the point of the Premier’s
joke that Victoria or Vancouver did not
want the university. Mr. Cameron with
great solemnity and gravity, went on
to discuss Victoria’s claims to the es-
tablishment. He believed in plenty of
educational facilities. e  wae confi-
dent that British Columbia” would soop
be ‘up to the  university, question. A
step in the right direction: had been
made in establishing the normal school.
#He complimented the mover of the reso-
lution,

‘Mr. Maegowan supported the resolus
tion. -He considered Vancouver to be
the most suitable vglaee for the univer-
sity; owing to ancouver’s ' splendid
showing in scholastic affairs. The peo-
ple. of this province. were: always will-
ing to spend their money freely on edu-
cation. ‘At present British Columbia
students for universities had to travel
a long 'way to attend those’ institutions.
Paterson ridiculed the idea of
Vancoyver being the site of a univers
sity. A town that could not get Su-
preme court judges to reside in it was
surely not fit for the purposes of & uni-
versity.

Mr. ‘Mclnnes wanted no tin pot uni-
versities in this province. The modern
university was an exceedingly expen-
sive institution to run; and it was prae-
tically impossible for British Columbia
to have such & university. Then there
was needed population to make it pay.
Higher education is in the nature of a
luxury. This province, however, had
not enough practical eduecation in
the province. 1t wae a sad and extra-

.{ordinary thing that the High school

pupil before he could cope with the prac-
tical ‘daily life of the world in shop or
office he had to attend a so-called busi-
ness college or night school to fit him
for these thiugs of a work-a-day world.
It would be time enough to talk about

.| universities 'when we had a thoroughly

practical - education here. The edunca-
tiomal system of the country-was on
lines which tended to produce candidates
for the professions; about 5 per cent of
the pug;ls here -went into the profes-
sions; “the remainder into the practical
walks of life. :
