A great deal bas been written and said
about the climate of the Northwest, and it
is averred that the numerous deaths that
have occurred this winter of immigrants
from Ontario are attributable mainly to lack
of due precaution to guard against the ex-
treme cold which has prevailed at Winni-
peg and other places, No doubt -ihere
have been instances of extreme carelessness
in this regard, particularly on the part of
individuals addicted to the use of stimu-
lants,- The ordinary tippler of Toronto can-
not tipple with the same impunity in the
Northwest, Hemay for s time expose
himself here, but ke cannot do so there,
Unfortunately also the young men who go
up there to seek their fortune—generally
reputable and well behaved, under the re-
straints of home—fall into evil habits and
often become confirmed drunkards and
gamblers, We spesk now of Winnipeg and
the business centres,

Another source of mortality is . the
wretched fwant of ordinary comforts in
boarding houses and hotels, Many of these
even in the city ot Winnipeg, are mere
shells—indeed in some inst, they are
only cenvas huts, Fapcy this with
the thermometer down among the forties
and fifties, At Regina and at Birtle,
Brandon and other places where the ther-
mometer recently went down to 54, the
““bouses” are nearly all constructed of
half-inch boards, by no means air-tight, and
it is no uncommon thing for inmates, not-
withstanding heavy blankets and fur night-
caps, to wake up in the middle of the night
with congestion or inflammation of the
lungs or pleurisy.

A OANADIAN VARMERS VIEWS,

He Advocates Anmexation and Gives His
Reasons for Doing so.
To the Editor of the New York Sun.

Sig: [ am a farmer in the remote back
country in Ontario, and have no interest
whetever in the political situation of the
gountry, except in so far as any change
might be benefioial or otherwise to myself
and my neighbors,
|- As s son of one of those who took tp
arms to defend their country in '37, and
being of Knglish descent and very closely
connected with the descendants of the New
England loyalists who were driven out of
the United States in the -revolution and
robbed of everything tluﬁ possessed, it is
not strange that any political prejudices
that I may have should be in favor of Brit.
ish connection and against a union with the
United States,

The fact is, howover, that a great wave
of common sense is beginning to pour over
Ontario, and we are being forced to see
that our present policy of attempting to
create by unpatursl means a profitable
trade between a number of widely-separated
provinces canuot be ultimately successful,
more especially when it is considered that,
beini.in pretty much the same latitude,
and baving about the same climate, there
is very little variety in their natural pro-
ductions, while in every case the United
States furnishes a far better and more con-
venient market than any of the other prov-
inces could possibly afford,

With us in Ontario, however, the case is
somewhat different from the other pro-
vinces, Ontario pays, in round numbers,
three-fifths of the whole revenue of the
dominion, while the smount expended in
the prevince is less than one-third, The
fact is that we have had to purchase the
adherence of the outlying provincés, and
they continue to ask for more, in a much
more sell-asserting manner than that in
which Oliver Twist made his tamous re-

uest,

. 1t follows, then, that we in Ontario are
placed a! & disadvantage—first, in all that
we huy; second, in nearly all that we sell;
