Compulsion That Does Mot Compel.
Canada has a compulsory Education Act, 

but it is negatory to an indefinite though 
large extent. It has not yet been translated 
into executive act and deed. It adorns the 
statute book ot the Legislature. But it has 
not yet gone out into the open air tor exer­
cise, where such graceful adornment would 
meet with its meed of admiration and praise. 
How long is it going to be locked up and 
kept out of sight !

These and simitar reflections are naturally 
produced to the minds of those who read the 
account we published yesterday of the meet­
ing of tiie associated charities. The outcry 
concerning the importation of waifs from 
the Mother Country made itself heard at 
that meeting. That this is as great 
an evil as many have succeeded apparently 
to convincing themselves that it is hae not yet 
been proved. At any rate more is done for 
these waits previous to their coming here 
than we seem willing to do for • the home 
article. The former are planted to the 
country and well looked after. If some of 
them show a distaste for work, slip the rope 
and establish themselves as waifs to our 
towns and cities it is a pity, but hardly more' 
than any one in the least acquainted with 
human nature would expect. Bat, as the 
Rev. D. J. Macdonnell remarked at the 
charities meeting: “If we have so 
many waifs in Toronto - let us
set to work and plant them in 
the country instead of having them 
graduate at the ‘street corner university.’ ” 
The need of enforcing school attendance was 
well dwelt upon by Professor Ashley. The 
lamentably large number of non-attendants 
and Irregular attendants at school proves 
the need of a “truant officer.” There is no 
excuse whatever for such a lamentable con­
dition of things. “Better,” said the pro­
fessor, "cure these evils than stop emigra­
tion.” There is a law to enforce school at­
tendance. Education can be had tree of 
cost. The compulsory education act has too 
long waited to be strictly enforced.

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Another Big Deal in Canadian Concerns 
by English Capitaliste. >

Another syndicate deal manipulated by 
English capitaliste is on the tapis, and should 
the negotiations at present pending prove 
successful the transaction wUl be one of the 
largest consummated in Canada.

The interests which the syndicate is en­
deavoring to make its own are the Rathbun 
company, tbe agricultural implement fac­
tories throughout Ontario, the Millichamp 
showcase works, the Toronto Brewing and 
Malting Company. The Rathbuns own and 
control a car wheel foundry, a car factory,, 
terra cotta works, sash and door the tories, a 
flour mill and a factory for the production 
of methylated spirits from sawdust.

The Parisian’s Rough Passage.
Montreal, Nov. 4.—The Allan steamship 

Parisian, Captain Ritchie, came into port 
yesterday afternoon, having left Mo ville last 
Friday week at 4 o’clock in the afternoon, 
arrivibg at Father Point shortly Ster mid­
night oo Saturday. This run, especially at 
this late period of the year, is exceptionally 
good. The present passage was the Parisian’s 
worst during the season, and it is 
long since she encountered such a suc­
cession of high seas and gales.

Such Is the title ot a new school book issued 
under the authority of the Education De­
partment of Ontario. It is a book consisting 
of 800 pages, and is to 19 chapters, which deal 
with definitions and explanations, the plant, 
tbe soil, the improvement of soils, prepara­
tion of the soil for tbe seed, rotation of crops, 
growth and management of crops, crops for 
■oiling, weeds of the farm, diseases of crops, 
Insects, principles of feeding, care and man­
agement of horses, cattle, sheep and swine 
breeding, breeds of live stock, dairying, tbe 
gflo and ensilage, cultivation -of forest trees 
for shade, ornament and protection.

The chapter of definitions and explanations, 
and those on the plant, the soil, diseases of 
crops, insects and dairying are written by 
Mr. James Wills, M.A., president of the 
Ontario Agricultural College, and the re­
mainder of the book by Mr. Thomas Shaw, 
professor of agriculture to that institution. 
There is no other work of its size which con­
tains so much useful information and instruc­
tion concerning the important subject of 
which it treats.

Difference of From and Through.
The Hamilton Spectator on its first ap­

pearance as an evening paper makes a point 
In re trade with the United States. Our 
trade with our neighbors is not, our con­
temporary says, by any means’so large as is 
generally supposed. One serious mistake 
made by commercial annexationists is that 
all tbe goods which come into Canada 

* through tbe United States come into Canada 
, /rom the States, and that all which disap­

pear across the United States border are 
•old to tbe States. This Is an error of very 
large proportions. For example, tbe trade 
end navigation returns report that in 1889 
we imported from the United States 
tin to blocks and bars 
■75,784, and tin plates and sheets valued 
et $777,188. Now, no tin was mined and no 
tiq plates Were made in the United States 
during that year. These goods were im­
ported from some other country (almost cer­
tainly from Great Britain), and as they came 
through the United States they were 
•numerated as importe from that country.

Sugar and molasses were apparently im­
ported from the United States to the value of 
more than $600,000. - Borne sugar is produced 
In the United States, but not for export. 
The whole of that sugar was imported from 
other countries through the United States.

Tea and coffee appear to have been 
Imported from the United States 
to a value of $157,600.

Studying Shakespeare.
On Monday night 140 people attended the 

Y.M.C.A. class in Shakespeare’s “ Tempest,” 
conducted by W. Houston, M.A. The num­
ber of mflmbers is increasing, insomuch that 
the library of Association Hall affords too 
little accommodation. The work on Monday 
night was the consideration of textual diffi­
culties of various kjpds, and this will be 
continued on Monday evening next, the 
second act of tbe play being the special por­
tion for that evening. The work of this 
class does not consist in listening to dis­
courses. Every meinbër of the class is ex­
pected to become familiar with the text of 
the play, and from the part they take in the 
discussions it is quite obvious that many of 
them do so.

The Clergy on the Taxes.
If evidence were needed that the old line 

of demarcation once thought to be estab­
lished forever between tbe secular and the 
religious is being overstepped, and is likely 
soon to be obliterated, such evidence si mply 
poured forth in one continuous stream at 
the meeting of the Ministerial Association on 
Monday. It is a striking anomaly thatthe 
Christian mind with the Bible open before it 
should ever have laid down1* such hard and 
fast lines as have long obtained now regard­
ing the religious and the secular. And yet 
one can understand that the i intention was 
good. It no doubt proceeded from a desire 
to prevent as fir as possible the secularizing 
of the religions. But like most revolts it 
proceeded much too. far. The pendu­
lum swung to the opposite extreme. 
We do not mean that there is no distinction 
to be observed to thought between tbe two, 
nor that a distinction of sphere that shall be 
reasonable is difficult of comprehension. The 
sphere of tbe church and that of the state, 
e. y., we maintain to be different. But this 
distinction and even separation of sphere 
need not prevent a practical interpenetra­
tion. And in this the moral and religious 
has the right of supremacy.

The clergy are quite right to discussing 
secular matters. No doubt they are also well 
qualified to do so. Evidence of this was 
forthcoming at the meeting to which we re­
fer. At the invitation of the Single Tax 
Society they resolved to discuss the general 
question of taxation. Aptitude for such 
a discussion was shown to the division 
of the subject agreed upon: (1) Defects of 
the present system of taxation; (3) proposed 
remedies; (8) ethics of the question. The 
committee of three were to prepare papers 
to be read in the foregoing order. Owing to 
some misunderstanding the third topic into 
whiclL the general subject had thus been 
divided—an important one—was not dealt 
with. The first topic was handled by the 
Rev. Dr. Hunter. He dealt first with the 
tariff ter It cannot, however, be said that, 
figuring as a free trader, ha made any not­
able contribution to the subject. Adverting 
to the matter of tax exemption the reverend 
doctor put in a plea for No. 1. On 
the ground that the state has no right to 
aid the church, he denied tbe right of the 
state to impose a tribute on the 
church for its very existence or the house to 
which it lives, aud, waxing eloquent^ tit»
