A Warlike Incident.

During the time Lieut.-Col. Bowell was
acting as a critic of the military administra-
tion he ificurred the hostility of Sir Patrick
Macdougall, then the general officer com-
manding the Canadian militia. Mr. Bowell
made very e use-of certain documents
in bis possession, These Sir Patrick thought
Mr, Bowell as & militia officer should band
over. Mr. Bowell took the ground that he
bad become ‘of them as & member
of Parliament and refused to give them up,
Sir Patrick was furious and took steps to
cashier the bold member, who, however,,
would not recede an inch from his position.
.Mr. Bowell retained his  rank and
when next he encountered 8Sir Pat-
rick it was under somewhat changed
circumstances. In 1878 Sir John Macdonald
was forming a Government and among
others he called the member for North Hast-
ings to the Cabinet. S8ir Patrick Macdougall
was acting for the Governor-General at the
time., The Cabinet was sworn in at Quebec.

The branch offices
will be kept up, but more work will be got
out of the clerks. They must be their own
turnkeys.

He Suggested the Happy Dispatch.

Ald. McMaurrich said that he would like to
see the Waterworks Department merged in
the Board of Works. Then/a still -greater
saving would be effected. - 'He instanced how
the two departiceats conflicted in the laying
of mains and tearing up of stréets. In other
towns these departnients were! under one
head; so it should be in Toronto: -

The Mayor suggested that ag-he was ob-
taining informaton on the matter the ques-
tion be left over for a fortnight.\

‘Ald. Carlyle (sr.) said the discussion would
do no barm. All street work shouid be un-
der the control of the Board of Works. The
fewer the cominittees and the less compli-
cated their work the better for the city.

The Mayor: Hear, hear.

Lower Water Rates.

After discussion it was agreed that the
question of reduced water rates be deferred
till the next meeting, when a report will be
presented as to the rates for meters.

The Chairman said: We must reduce the
water rates. There was a surplusof $41,000
last year. It will be .much'more this year
with the rednced staff and reduced salaries.
We should charge the public no more than
tbhe cost of production.

This led to Ald. McMurrich suggesting a
new basis of assessment. This was as the
apple of discord in the meeting, >

The Mayor protested that it would not be
fair to assess vacant land where pipes and
meters would not be used for probably five
years. Mains had been "laid by these lands
for the benefit of houses far away.

The Discussion Got Lively./

The Mayor: If you held any vacant land
just now you’ would find you were paying
enough without being assessed for water
mains in front.

The Mayor: Isay itis unjust to assess
people for water mains who bad no say in
their being put in.

Crawford could not on this question
agree with the Mayor.

Ald. Leslie: Where an understanding
equal to a guarantee has been given pro-
perty-owners they ought not to pay. Auy
future mains ought to be assessed on ali
land. ¢

Ald. Carlyle, sr.: It is never too late to.do
what is right. Laying of water maius is an
improvement, and all improvemenis shoula
be paid for by those benefited.

Alid. Crawford: Real estate men and
boomsters should be assessed for water
mains, whether$he land be built on or not.
The mains were laid at their instigation and
for their benefit.

Ald, Leslie said that owners on the out-
skirts paid the same taxation as those in the
centre of the city.

Ald. Cariyle: It is they who have increased
the city deut so enormously.

note of the 2lst inst. to. Minister Kgan.
These demands are that the Chilian Gov-
ernment must apologize and make repara:
tion for the assault upon the Baltimore’s
sailors Qet, 16, that the Matta circular note
of Dec. 13 must be withdrawn and the lan-
guage disavowed with as much publicity as
it was circulated, or diplomatic relations
with Chili will cease; that Mr. Egan’s re-
call will not be eonsidered until these mat-
ters are disposed of. The President, in
stating his reasons for making these de-

enforced by Corigress
" Egan Defended.

After defendin,
throughout, President Harrison ‘continues:
The communications of the Chilian Gov-
ernment in relation to this cruel and disas-
trous attack upon our men, as will ' appgar
from the correspondence, have not in any
degree taken the form of a manly and satis-
factory expression of regref, much; less of
apology.

The event was of so serious a character
that if the injuries sustained by our men
had been wholly the result of an dccident
inra Chilian port, that incident was grave
enough to have called for some public ex-

ression of sympathy and regret from the
ocal authorities. - It is not enough to say
the affair was lamentable, for humanity
| would require that expression, even if the
beating and killing of our men had been
justifiable.. It is not for a generous,
sincere Government to seek for words
of a small or equivosal meaning in
which to convey to a friendly power an
apolo an offence such as this.
 In gur note of Oct 23 last, after receiv-
ing {the report of the hoard of officers ap-

inted by Captain Schley to investigate
the affair, the Chilian Govérnment was ad-
viged of the aspect that it then assumed,
ahd called upon for friendly facts in its
Jjossession that ought to modify an unfavor
able impression which our report had
created. It is very clear from the corres-
pondence that before the receipt of the
note the explanation- was regarded by the
authorities as practically closed. It was,
however, reopened and protracted through
a period of three months.

We might justly have complained of this
unreagonable delay, but in view of the fadt
 that the Government of Chili was still pro-
visiogal and with a disposition to be for-
bearini and hopeful of 4 friendly termina-
tion T have awaited the report which hay
just been made. On the 21st inst. I cansed
to be communicated to the Government by
the American Minister at Santiago the con-
clusions of:this Government after a full con-
siderationof all the evidence and of every
suggestion affecring the matter, and to these
conclusions I adhere. They are:

1. That the assault is not relieved of the
aspect which the early information of the
event gave to it, viz.: That of an attack upon
the uniform of the U.8., navy, having its
origin and motive in a feeling o{ hostility .to
this Government and not in any act of the
sailors or any of them. 3

2. That the public anthorities at Valparaiso
ﬂagmnt:iy failed in their duty to protect our
men, and that some of the police and of the
Chilian soldiers and sailors were themselves
guilty of unprovoked assaults upon our
sailors before and after arrest. He thinks
the pregondernnce of evidence and the inher-
ent probabilities lead to the conclusion that
Riggin was killed by the police or soldiers.

3. That he is therefore compelled to bring
the case back to the position taken by thi
Government in the note of Mr. Wheato
Oct, 21 last, a copy of which you will déliver
with this, and to ask, for a suithble
apology and for some adaquats/ re-
paration for the injury done this
Government, You will assure the Govern-
wment of Chili that the Presideut bagno dis-
position to be exacting or to ask aliything
which this Government would nét under
the same circumstances, freely concede. He
regrets that from the beginning the gravity
of the questions involved has not apparently
been appreciated by the Government of
Chili and that an affair in which two Ameri-
can seamen were killed and 16 others seri-
ousiy wounded, while only one Chilian was
seriously hurt, should not be distinguished
from an ordinary brawl between sailors in
which the provocation is wholly personal and
the participation limited; no self-respecting
Government can consent that persons lin its
service, whether civil or military, shall be
beaten and killed in a forcign territory in
resentment of acts by or imputed to theig
Government without exacting suitable re-
paration.

The President continues; We have given
every opportunity to the Government of
Chili to present any explanatory or miti-
gating facts, and have had due regard to
the fact that th& Government of Chili was
for a considerable part of the time that has
elapsed since Oct. 16 upon a provisional
basis,

CHILI GETS THi ULTIMATUM,

It Took the Cabinet By surprise and They
Ask For Delay,

New York, Jan. 25.—The Herald has
the following from Valparaiso: . The ulti-
matum of the G vérnment of the United
States that Chili mmust immeliately and
without reservation withdraw the offensive
note of Senor Matta, ex-Minister of Foreign
Affairs, apolegize for the assault upon the
sailors of the cruiser Baltimore and
indemnity for the injuries inflicted upon
Anmerican citizens, has been handed to vhe
Chilian (GGovernment by Minister Kgan.
This is the reply sent by the United States
to the demand of the Chilian Government
for the recall of Mr. Egan. The prompt
sending of this ultimatum, instead of an
arder to Mr. Egan that  he return home,
has  surprise the Chilian ~ Govern-
ment, and it “is rumored that Presi-
dent Jorge' Montt, while resting at a
bath resoft, has been asked ‘to return at
once to Santiago and consult with his Cabi-.
net and Council of State in regard to the
matter. The cortespondent ‘says: “I had
interviews to-night with Kdwardo and
Judge Alfonso, both of whom are members
of the Council of State. . When I.informed
them of the nature of the ultunatum sent
by Secretary Blaine they expressed con-
siderable surprisv-a$ its terms, and without
formally committing themselves both agreed
that it would be a supine act to now with-
draw Mafta’s letter. They expressed the
hope that at the meeting of the Council of
Statp in conjunction with “the Cabinet
Monjday a peaceful solution of the diffi-
culty might be arranged. Judge Alfonso,
wholis well known to Secretary Blaine, said
‘thatlany war betwyen the two countries
would be exceedingly foolish and he was
fully convinced that the United States did
not {lesire to humiliate Chili. When I saw
Don|Carlos- Walker Martinez to-night he ex-
presrmd deep regret that the Chilian Cabinet
had [brought matters to such a crisis and
evinped strong hoﬂpe for & eful settle-
ment of the difficulty. He has no doubt
that the sentiment of the Chilian Congress
will nphold these views. The Chilian
public is not aware of the gravity of the
present situation, nor does it know that the
American ultimatum has bheen received.
The Cabinet is acting secretly, and is accus-
ed in some quarters not only of giving out
false news to the public, but also of keeping
the real facts from the councillors of state.
Vague and uncertain rumors have gained
circulation in Santiago add Valparaiso, but
the real danger is not generally known.

Mr, Kennedy, the British iuister; mct-
ing under instructions from the Home
Government, went, to Santiago this morning
to offer his friendly offices as a mediator.

There is & marked sentiment in army and
pavy circles against saluting the American
ﬂa% should that be demanded. Iam priv-
ately informed that British Admiral Hothamn
is very niuch opposed to the foolish policy
of the Chilian Government.

It was definitely ascertained to-day that
Senor Pereira, the Chilian Minister of
Foreign Affairs, has sent to United States
Minister Egan a formal notification that the
Chilian Government will reply to-morrow to
the note containing the ultimatum of the
United States.

Coal for the Cruisers.

8ax Fraxoisco, Jan. 25.—The Southern
Pacific steamer San Benito, which has been
chartered by the United States Government
to convey coal to Chili for warships there,
will probably be ready for sea Friday, It
s learned that at least three other ships will
follow the San Benito on the same eriand,
and the cruisers in Chili will soon have all
the coal they need.

Chili Buys . Another Ship,
‘W asHINGON, Jan. 25,—Authentic infor-
mation was received here to-day from Eng-
land that the Chilian Government has just
purchased the new cruiser now being built
at Armstrong’s “shipyard, Newcastle, and
that her completion is being rapidly pushed.
This vessel is described as a  high - Speed
3000 ton cruiser, very similax to the cruiser
Twenty-Fifth of May ‘vecently constructed
by the same firm for the Argentine Re-
public.

?osit.ionon the board. No, My. Ed{tor, I think

voice the sentiments of 99 per cent. of the
popuiation whén I say that —they want
notbing more to do with sewage ice. We
have had too much of it ;already. No half
measure will secure safety. We want but
one quality of water and one'quality of ice—
both must be the best . procurable, When
the Bourd of Health shail have . provided
Toronto with these twdwital necessities, then,
and only then, will it be worthy of the name.

A WORLD READER.
Clearly in the/ Wrong.

Editor World: I am very much pleased to
see that your paper has taken up the matter
of impure ice. The question is one that
ought to interest éach and every citizen. For
who is thére that would care to have such
ice as comes from Toronto Bay used in their
homes? Mayor Eleming ought to have taken-
a little time to cénsider the gravity of such a
question. I understand that at the meetin
of the Board of Health last week he sta
that it was an injustice to the workibgman
on account of the extra price of meat that
the butchers should be compelled to use pure
ice, Also that it was another instance of
driving away work. from our city.. 1 would
like to ask Mayor Fleming what advance
would be necessary in the price of our meat,
| and whether the working man would not
sooner pay the slight advance, if any, than to
have his family sick, and perhaps in the end
lose some of them. The position of our
Mayor in this matter seems to me simE]y ab-
surd. Then, again I would like to
know by what rule of common  sense
does he work when he opposes the putting on
of such an authority on sanivary matters as
Dr. Oldright on our Board of Health. I un-
derstaud aiso that our Board/of Health has
appointed a sub-committee to see if it is not
possible to reduce the number of. inspectors.
This also seems absurd seeing that there will
be a greater need of inspectors ‘owing to the
cuttingof impure ice, whicfi is beioz done
under -the direction of our new Board of
Health,and against the advice of our Medical
Health Officer, Dr. Allen. Now, I hope thas
Mayor Fleming will consider’ more fully his
future acts, so that when he comes before
the electors again hisfriends will be able to
stand by him and not bave to throw him
overboard such as will be therease if he does
not exerciss better judgment;  because the
health of oar city is of miore impdrtance
than the'saving of a few cents to the butchers
or a fev dollars toa city like this. The
citizens ought to rise up in their might and
stop the delivering of such rotten ice, and
Jet the Board .of Health see-timat it is the
health of the citizens that they are supposed
to Jeok. after and not the votes of the
butchers I think it about time that the
Board of-Health was composed of indepen-
dent men in place of the Mayor end alder-
met: as at present.

Gossip From Chicago. .

Kennett, Hopkins & Co, to R. Cochran: War-
like inteiligence in papers started wheat stroug,
but realizing sales caused moderate reaction.
Market was quiet but firm till it became appar-
ent that visivle, which was expected to decrease
trom 100,000 to 200,000, would be a decided dis-
appointment. About this time easier cables
came, adding to weak fecling and price ran
down 3c. As on previous declines good parties
came inand absorbed the offerings, advancing
the price }4c. This was followed by a decline of
3gc on receipt of news that Indian shipments
were 980,000 bushels and the total amount set
afloat for the week 6,720,000, a somewhat larger
aggregate than for previous week. The weak-
ness of foreign marsgets’ would indicate thata
large amount has gone off passage the past
week, so that the on passage may show a possible
decrease. . Weekly shipwents, though larger
than expected; dre still nearly 1,000,080 below the
weekly requirénents of importing codntries, It
is generally admitted that our visihle supply
figures do not represent the actual situa-
tion, and the decrease next week will probably
be larger than expected. On this account
wheat 1inds good support on ail weak spots and
outlook for holders is quite satisfactory. Con-
siderable liquidatjon among longs made a weak
muarket: in oats. Corn easier, the decline in
visible being less than expected, but the exports,
about 1,000,000 bushels, wer'e above expectation

seems to favor lower —prices, but outlook is bull-
ish, and we think the tide'will turn shortly. Pro-
visious are quite strong.

Counselman & Day to John J. Dixon: Wheat
opened tive-cighths cent higher on firmer Liver-
pool cabies, but declined 13§ under realizing sales
caused by increased Northwast receipts, slack de-
mand for shipment, light clearances and decrease
of a million less than average estimates in the
visible and heavy tone to closing cables. The re-
port that President Harrison’s message to Con-
gress -to enforce the demands made upon Chili
caused a three-quarter cent rally on active cover-
ing by shorts, but market finally eased off one-
quarier, and closed unchanged.
