Significant Speeches By Four Members of
the Gladstone Government—Editorials
1i the Liberal Papers—Britain On the
Eve of One of the Fiercest Struggles

On Record,

New Yorg, Feb. 11.—Ballard Smith
cables from London to The World:

It seems quite clear from speeches made
last night by four members of the Gladstone
Government and strikingly similar editorials
in The News and Chronicle of this morning
and The Speaker, a Liberal weekly organ,
that the Liberal leaders have "ht,vlut deter-
mined to make a vigorous and probably im-
mediate war upon the House of Lords.

The House of Commons will meet again
next Monday, and the annual meeting of
the Liberal Federation will begin at Ports-
mouth on the same day. The program of
the | Federation, published to-day, in-
dicakes that “ending or - mending’
the Lords will be almost the sole
topic’ of discussion and  that the
House of Commons must forthwith decide
whegther to accept the amendrents by the
Lo:gl to the Employers’ Liability and the
Parish Qouncils bills, or by insisting on the
‘otiginal bills as passed by the Commons

precipitate an ominous conflict between the'

two bodies.
Abolition Means Revolation.

The Chronicle frankly says the abolition
of the House of Lords means revolution,
adding: “The Lords have temporarily
wrecked the three great measures of the
session. They have rejectea the Home
Rale bill for the pacification of Ireland *by
such just redress as can now be offered” for
centuries of outrageous misrule. They
‘have mangled the Employers’ Liabilify
bill in frank contempt for the viriually
unanimous claim of the workers to effective
protection of life and limb, - ;

“They have mauled the Parish Councils
bill,in sheer disgust that any pars of village
and parish administration should be taken
out of the hands of the landlord and the
parson and be conducted by the people
themselves in their own way.

““The second chamber is an effete institu-
tion. It is useless and dangerous,and ought
to be abolished with all convenient de-
spatch,” S
The Controversy Calls for Immediate Set-

tlement,

The News, owned by Arnold Meorley, the
Postmaster-General, is not les minatory
and explicit.

*‘Let the quarrel come,” it exclaims.
“We need hardly say what the quarrel is.
It is the old controversy between the repre-
sentative principle and the hereditary prin-
ciple. That controversy has now reached
an acute stage and calls for immediate
settlement.”

““Present appegrances,” says The Speaker,
*‘indicate that we are on the eve of one of
the fiercest struggles on record |between *72
representative chamber and the body .2t
repregents only the absurd and exclusive
privileges of a narrow caste.”

“No. Compromise,” Cries Bannerman,

HeRry Campbell-Bannerman, Secretary
for War, spoke at Newecastle last night of
the fashion in which the unrepresentative
Lords have emasculated bills passed by the
popular majority in the representative Com-
‘mons.

““The Lords,” he said, ““have asserted the
obsolete privileges of their order and the
selfish interests of themselves and their
triends. Let the quarrel come. There
must be no compromise and no yielding
upon it.” 3 :

Arnold Morley ; at Nottingham and At-
torney-General Raussell &t Wisbeach used
substantially the same terms, while Prof.
Bryce, Chancellor of the Duchy of Lan-
caster, author of “The American Common-
wealth,” and regarded as the ,most con-
servative member of the G!adstone Govern-
ment, expressed, perhaps, more radical
views than his colleagues.

A Bar On Which Legisiative Vessels Are
recked,

“The Liberal party,” he said, ‘“‘would
have preferred to proceed with measures of
social reform rather than be driven to mend
the machinery of the government, if the
Lords themselves had permitted them to do
so. But if the Lords choose to force a con-
flict the conflict must be faced and an effort
must be made to clear away this bar, on
which so many vessels freighted with useful
legislation have been wrecked. What
would be the issue of a struggle between the

areditary House and the Commons of
» bgland few could doubt, and the Liberal
party would be true to its best traditions in
accepting 1t with promptitude and courage.”

All this, in the present excited state of
popular feeling, may presage startling
events within the coming fortnight.

. The Lords’ Decisions Command no Respeect

Lospox, Feb. 12.—The Daily News says
that the immediate business of the Liberals
isto fight the House of Lords, which cannot
be reconciled with the theory or practice of
representative government. After remark-
ing on the “Intolerable condition to which
the peers have reduced public affairs” The
News adds:

“The Lords are faithful only to-the sgel-
fish interests of their class. Theretore their
decisions command Bo respect. Since 1832
they have been almost purely mischievous,”

from Queen Guelph or Lord Salisbury. Let
the people present to the Lords such a front
as will induce the Queen and the Prince of
Wales to tell Lord Salisbury: ‘Imperil
your own existence if you like, but do
not damage our right of succession.’”

Reinforcements Are on the Way From
% © [ Algiers and Other Flaces,

~Paris, Feb. 11.—n the Chamber of
Deputies yesterday - M. Casimir-Perier
made a long statement in regard to the dis-
aster to the column, commanded by Col.
Bonuier, near Timbuctoo. _The Premier
said that the Gevernment had nothing to
concede and it.did not minimize the gravity
of:the situation, but' this was not the mo-
meat, he added, to enguire whether there
had been any act of excessive courage or
igiprudence.  On learning that Timbuctoo
had been . occupied by the French troops
the Government telegraphed to Col. Bonnier
to return to rance as soon as
the ' circumstances permitted. In the
meanwhile they counseled Col. Bon-
nier not to undertake any fresh
act of aggression, and snggested that all
ible prudential measures be taken. The
remier remarked that after having read
the official despatch from the Governor of
the Sondan he did not know whether the
French officers were dead or whether they
were only missing. But instructions had
been sent- to the Governor of the Soudan
and to other Governors, with the result
that reinforcements were on their way from
Algerig and from other places, and it was
expected that the French force at Timbuc-
too would svon be relieved. There could
be no guestion of evacuating Timbuctoo.
[€Cheers.] The incident, he added, con-
veyed a lesson to France, and she would not
forges that the necessary measures should
be taken to prevent its recurrence. ‘“‘We
are’ convinced,” the Premier finally re-
marked, “‘that the Chamber does not desire

1todiscuss the merits of the case at the

present moment.”

The interpellators then agreed to post-
pone any further diecussion of the Timbuc-
too question and the Chamber of Deputies
adjourned.

Our Great Soudanese Policy.

There is a very strong impression that
the news of the pation of Timbuctoo has
not been welcome to the Government. The
Paris Eclair remarks that no one could tell
exactly why Timbuctoo had been taken. A
colonel was passing that way and he
walked in. Colonels in the Soudan go
up and down, describe a variety of zigzags,
fight battles, take towns and sign
treaties, and usually the Government does
not interfere, Sometimes the Government
ventures upon some remark, but it is un-
derstood that the colonels shall pay no
attention to it. The Chamber may vote all
the resolutions it likes, but the colonels
will continue (o wander about at their own
sweet will. This regime has been in vogue
for years, and chis is what worthy colonists
in Parliament call ‘“Our great Soudanese
policy,” adds The Eclair with frankness.

Preparing for an Emergen ¢,

Maprip, Feb. 11.—The cabinet yesters
day discussed for hours special despatiches
received from Gen. Martinez Campos, in re-
lation to his mission to the Sultan of Mo-
rocco. It is said these despatches state
that the Saltan, while dilatory, accepts the
principle of Spain’s demands, though he
quibbles over some of the details. As a
result of the cabinet meeting, it has been
deemed expedient to give Gen. Campos full
powers for bringing to an end negotiations
with the Sultan in consonance with :the
honor of Spain. The commanders of the
Andalusisn army corps and of the Spanish
flest have been ordered to hold themeelves
in readiness for an emergercy.

Revolutionary FPlacards In London,
Loxpox, Feb. 11.—Anarchista posted
revolptionary placards on walls throughout
the city Saturday morning. One man was

Drawn Battle at Nictheroy.

Buexos Ayres, Feb. 11.—A despatch
from Rio Janeiro says: The insurgents
landed yesterday at Nictheroy. There was
a drawn battle, in which many were killed
on both sides. Gen. Argollo commanded
the Government troops and prevented the
insurgents from advancing.

Heavy Loss on Both Sides.

MoxsTEVIDEO, Feb., 12, —The insurgent
flestfattacked Armacdo at 8 o’clock last
evening and continued the fight until day-
break. The mnsurgents landed troops and
destroyed the beach and hill-top forts of
the Government. With six heavy guns and
two magazine guns they swept the streets
ot Nictheroy, but finally were torced to
retreat before the superior numbers of the
Government forces. The Government ad-
mits a lcss of 200; the correspondent at
Nictheroy says that 500 is nearer the true
loss. The insurgents succeeded beyond all
hopes, having destroved the Government
position most menacing to the fleet and
having lost but 270 men in all.

PLEADED GUILTY TO FORGERY.

Finally all the ready cash, smounting
to $2000, was turned over and then came a
deed to Miss Remley’s home, At this the
public  interfered, and Mrs. Heenan was
arrested, proved to have pliayed the gypsy
and sentenced to ohe year in prison.

ERTLY SEEKING OFFICE.

A Series of Questions on Irish Politics
| Prepared, Byt the Parnecllites Were
Not Admitted to the Reception—A
Depatation Waits on Mr. Binke—The
Insulting Queries Unanswered,

- New York, Feb. 11.—Hon, Edward
Blake, M.P. for South Longford, Ireland,
was tendered a reception by the New York
council of the Irish National Federation of
America at the Hoffman House on Friday,
as previously reported,

| It had been announced in advance that
\Mr. Blake would deliver an address upon
\he Irish canse and explain his own position
q 1.d that of the Irish Nationalist party
with reference to the attitude of Mr. Glad-
stone and the Liberals towards Home Rule.
With this in view there was a lneet.in% of
Irish-Americans held at No. 158 Kast
Feruy-second-street Feb. 7, at which J. C.
O'Jounor, editor of The New York Club
and Society Journal, presided and J. F.
O'Grady acted as secretary. A series of
questions on the present aspect of the Irish
political situation was drawn up and printed
for distribution, and it was announced they
would be propounded to Mr. Blake at his
reception.

The Blake people heard all about this,
and as a resulc every precaution was taken
to prevent Irishmen of Parnellite tendencies
irom attending the reception. A big police-
man guarded each entrance to the banquet-
room, and at the elevator and the staircase
there 'were members of the Federation, who
watched carefully to see that no enemy
came up unawares. Ex-President Gleason
said to the reporters that if any one insisted
upon asking any questious he would be
escorted out and little ceremony shown bim
in the process, 3

The Parnellites subsequently sent two of
their number to wait on Mr. Biake at the
home of Dr. Emmet,No. 89 Madison-avenue,
and there submitted their views. To the
firat of these queries, which suggested that
Mr. Blake was covertly seeking office
under the British Government, Mr. Blake
said: *“This question is a direct insalt, and
as the others seem to be of the same tenor,
I shall decline to answer any of them.”

WORK ON THE TARIFF BILL,

The Senate Finance. fub- fommittee Meet-

. ing With Much Trouble,
= WasHIxcTON, Feb. 11.—The sub-commit-
tee of the Senate Finanze Committee
engaged in the formulation of a Tariff:bill
for the consideration of the full\committee
finds it a difficult task to,arrange a bill
that will prove satisfactory to the conflict-
ing elements in their own party. About
the time they believe they have a certain
schedule settled it meets the opposition of
some Senators and the whole thing has to
be considered anew. This appears to be
the case particularly with sugar; and the
Louisiana Senators have been loud in their
protests against all the suggestions relative
to this tax so far made by the sub-commit-
tee. .

There is some evidence of a combination
of sugar, iron and coal Senators, and their
demands on the committee are causing it no
end of trouble. The impression is growing
that mutual concession will be the result.

Want Barley Taxed 30 Per Cent, %

Saturday the committee took up the
subject of barley malt, and came to the
conclusion that they would equaalize the
matter by fixing a duty of 30 per cent. on
barley and barley malt, the bill as it passed
the House putting barley malt on the duti-
able list at 35 per cent. It is not now ex-
pected that the bill will be in shape to lay
before the full membership of the Demo-
crats at the meeting of the Finance Com-
mittee Tuesday. The impression is gaining

An adjournment over from Thursday till
the following Monday is to be expected in
order to give the committee now engaged
in the revision of the tariff bill further op-
portunity to complete their labors. In the
event that the Committee on the Judiciary
should dispose of the Peckham nomination
at to-morrow’s meeting there may be'a
short but savage contest in executive
session,

THEIR VAST INCOMES,

Millionaires Who Would Ilelp Pay the
Income Tax,

New, York, Feb, 11.—~The Income Tax
bill whicl passed the House of Representa-
tives, and which is now in the United
States Senate, provides, in its present form
that incomes o} $4000 and less shall pay
no tax. Incomes of moure than $4000, de-
rived from whatever source, will pay a
two per cent. tax only oo the excess
over $4000. The posseesor of an income
of $5000 must pay two per cent. on' §1000,
The tax upon corporations includes every
phase of corporate stock. This tax is gen-
eral; is without the $4000 redemption al-
lowed on individual incomes. It is provid-
ed that in collecting the tax on corporate
the corporation shall pay the tax and de-
duct the amount from the dividends of the
stockholders.

There are in New York City, at a con-
servative calculation, the surprising number
of 1157 individuals and estates that are
each worth at least one million dollars.
There are in Brooklyn 162 individuals and
estates each worth at least one million,
In the two cities there are then 1319 mil-
lionaires.

MoxTREAL, Feb, 10.—Rev, Dr. Douglas
died at 3.30 this afternoon. He passed
away guietly, having been unconscious for
a couple of hours, He was, no doubt, the
most remarkable figure in the pulpit of'
Canada to-day. It isonly a few months|
since he appeared in the pulpit, and his
remarkable address on the social evil to the
Christian Endeavor convention last summer
will be remembered.

Sketoh of His Career,

In the death of the Rev. Dr, Douglas

His manly presence, deep toned voice,
broad sweep of thought and majestic fligh
of eloquence have stirred the hearts ¢.

His parents were mnot in
the best of oircumstances and he was
surrounded with very few of the luxuries of
life. He came of a deeply religious Presby-
terian family, When he reached the age
of seven his parents emigrated to the city of
Montreal.

But the
turning point in their life came when Mr.
Adam Miller, s member of the publishing
firm of Miller & Co., and who was deeply iu-
terested in evaugelistic work,came down one
Sunday to the wharves of Montreal for the
purpose of ministering to the wants of tho
needy as well as to the spiritual welfare of
the community. He was at once attracted to
the little family of Presbyterians who,
votwithstanding tho fact that hunger was

Tbrough his instrumentality the family
were relieved of their present necessities and
raised to the seventh heaven of delight. But
again dire extremity caused them to falter,
and again Mr. Miller come to their assistaoce.

He secured young Douglas a situation in a

professed Roman Catholic must of necessity
make a bad public servant.
hen Romanists renounce their allegi-
afide to the Pope of Rome, when priests are
no longer bound by pledges to a foreign
pontiff, when they no longer arrogate to
themselves supreme functions and divine
power, then will the C.P,A., have fulfilled
its mission. 1t will puss away like all
other reformatory institutions and be no
more seen, because the cause of "its estab-
lishment will also have passed away, Just
so long, however, as Canadian politics are
dictated from the Vatican, just so long as
the public press is controlled from the same
source, just so long as the priests of Rome
sway the minds of their subjects here
through the hope of heaven and fear of hell,
a8 long as priestcraft dictates the political
candidate to be elected and the men who
shall elect him, just so long will the Cana-
dian Protective Association continue to
thrive and increase in numbers, This is the
C.P,A.-ism, pure and simple—there is
nothing more to it—nothing less. If mem-
bers keep their identity a secret, they do it
to avoid injury to their business from boy-
cott of the priesthood.

To whom does a private letter belong
when once it has been mailed? According
to & judgment just rendered by the British
courts of justice it isto the postoffice, in

which the ownership is vested until its de-
livery to the address. It was a failure to
appreciate this fact that led to the case
which has resulted in this decision. A
chemist at Preston having written a letter
and mailed it wished to get it back, With
that object in view he went to the post-
officg, specified the address of the envelope,
pretdnded that he derired to send it by
special delivery, at the same time putting
down sixpence as the payment of the extra
postage, Deceived by these procendings
the clerk hanted up andproduced the letter
to have the six-penny stamp stuck on. No
sooner did the writer get hold of the letter
than he tore it to fragments, asserting that
he had a right to do what he liked with his
own property.

A Crown Lands Officer at Sherbrooke,Que,
Suspended—~He Claims to Have
a Contra Account,

SEERBROOKE, Que.,, Feb, 10,—It is
rumored that the crown lands office in this
eity is short in its accounts to the amount
of $6000. Mr. E. Noel, joint crown land
officer, has been suspended from office, and

has been put in charge of the office. Mr.

$600 for rent and other sums to
cover taxes, imsurance, etc.,, also
by additional sslary due him for
having during two years and a half
borne all the expenses and done all the
work alone. For this period Mr, Farwell,
who has been an invalid unable to attend
he office at the same time he drew salary,
did not furnish an assistant to do his share
of the work. In the meantime Mr. Noel,
having to bear the burden of arrears of
rent, retains the office. The commissioner’s
representative is here this morning and
making a thorough investigation of the
whole matter, r. Noel, assuming that
the Government should not recognize his
contra claims, is still willing to offer a
satisfactory statement of the deficit.

It was about 7 o’clock in the evening of
Feb. 2 the cathead lookout reported
breakers ahead and on the port bow. The
ship was then steaming at hslf; power and
was under topsails,foresail, jib and spanker,
goingozith s nearly beam wind on the

rd tack, making about a ten-knov

*‘Breakers Ahead!”

On hearing the hail, “Bresakers ahead
and on the port bow!” the officer of the
deck ordered the helm aport, but it was too
Iate to escape the reef and in an instant the
ship struck with a force that jarred her
from stem tostern and brought every soul
on deck except those whose proper stations
were below.

The engines were at once backed and
simultaneously the sails
up and the men sat aloft farl
top gallant yards
were sent, down, followed immediately
by the top-gallant-masts, While these
duties were being rapidly yet thoroughly
done the ship was pounding terribly on the
reef, the seas being heavy enough to lift
her and Jlet her down with tremendous
force, It was useless to think of saving
her, and all efforts were devoted to saving
she ship’s company.

Holsted One Gun Overboard,

The further inshore she drove the less
she would feel the waves, The main pen-
nant tackles were hooked into slings under
the historic 1l-inch quarter deck gun,
which had been pivoted to port, and it was
hoisted overboard to lighten the ship aft.

Deery and the
ig's erew got ushore and made tast the
ine to a solid piece of sunken’ coral. The
first cutter and the second cutter had been
swent from their davits and stove in. The
steam launch was successfully pu toverboard,
bat was then stove in and sunk by the
batt of the foremast floating alongside. The
ssiling lannch and third cutter were lower-
ed at the lee gide in good condition.

Lt. Brainard took a volunteer crew in the
seiling lauoch and pulled for the beach,
getting through the breakers by the aid ot
the beach line.

ed by Ensign Magruder, also got ashore by
hsaling on the beach line.

Rate-%uving Linés Saccessfully Worked,

Lt. Brainard took charge of the party on
the beach and collected everylhing that
csme ashore. All kinds of canned provisions |
were lashied to gratings, ladders and light
spars and were thrown overboard from |
the ship. The surf carried, them
upon the beach, where they were picked
up and stofed in the boats. The whale-
