While it will not be compulory 
for ratepayers to pay their taxes in 
semi-annual instalments, those who 
do so will receive the benefit of a 
discount. The object of the semi-an­
nual collection is to furnish the 
council with sufficient funds for cur­
rent expenses without having to bor­
row from the banks. It also works 
out to the benefit of the ratepayer, 
■who is placed in a position to pract­
ically receive the interest that form­
erly went to the banks. The system 
has been adopted in many other mun­
icipalities with success.”

Bronzes and gilt ornaments can 

be cleaned only by brushing care­
fully with fine quality small paint 
brushes. When too dull and shabby 
they must be done over by a profess­
ional. When the cheaper quality of 
gilt frames get shabby, take enough 
flour of sulphur to give a golden 
tinge to a pint and a half of water 
and add four bruised onions. Boil 
twenty minutes, then strain and 
cool. Wipe the dust from the frame, 
and with a small, soft brush paint it 
over with the liquid, then set to dry. 
When dry it will look almost like 
new. The more expensive big frames 
must be regilded by a professional 
when very shabby, though they may 

' be touched up once or more times 
with this liquid, which will help their 
appearance.

Over six thousand chain stores, 

have been established in U. S. in the 
last three years, says a writer in the 
American Review, of Reviews. It will 
be a surprise to Canadian readers to 
learn that WoolWorth does not lead 
in the total number of these estab­
lishments; in fact, the name of Wool 
worth is fourth on the list with 1,- 
260 separate establishments the At­
lantic and Pacific Tea standing first 
with 10,000. In average volume of 
turnover for store, S. S. Krerge is 
first with $361,258, but in total vol­
ume for all stores under one name. 
The Atlantic and Pacific it at the 
top, with nearly $301,000,000. Most 
remarkable of all is the fact that the 
cost of doing business is these stores 
is quite as great as in small individ­
ually-owned places, running from 
25 ty 30 per cent, on turnover. The 
profit of the “chains" is made on the 
frequency of turnover, only quick- 
selling articles being handled.

The third issue of 25 cent paper 
bills, commonly known as “shin-plas­
ters,” to appear in, the fifty years 
since the first bills were issued, is 
now being put into circulation. The 
new bills are considerably neater end 
more artistic in design, and show a 
decided improvement over the old 
type of bill.

On 
the right is a'replica of the seal ot 
the department, and On the left ap­
pears a large “25” in brown. Small 
figures appear in each of the four 
corners. The bill is printed in black 
and white save for the red serial 
number, and a half inch panel of 
light brown inside the .border at the 
bottom. The design on the reverse 
side has not changed. The bill is 
the work of the Canadian 'Bank Note 
Company, and bears the date “July 
2, 1923.” Though over a year old 
the new bills are only just beginning 
to appear in circulation.

The Vote on October 23rd

Malice and prejudice* have levelled 
two charges against the Premier of 
this province. One was that he had 
no right to provide for a vote on the 
continuance of the O. T. A., and the 
other was a prophesy that the ballot 
would have a joker in it to befool or 
befuddle the elector and becloud the 
issue.

After a session of the cabinet 
council on Friday the Premier an­
nounced the questions to be placed 
on the ballot paper as these :—

(1) Are you in favor of the 
continuance of the Ontario 
Temperance Act?

(2) Are you in favor of the 
sale as a beverage of beer and 
spirituous liquor in sealed pack- . 
ages under Government control? 
The ballot has certainly put the

lying prophets out of countenance. It 
is a simple, plain and eminently fair 
statement of the issue. It is neither 
too much nor too little.

So here we have the specific mat­
ter that is to engage the attention of 
the electors on October 23. It is true 
that the Premier has committed a 
political crime in providing the 
means that the voter may go to the 
polls on the question? The people 
may express their will. Is it wrong 
that they should do so? On what 
rights has he trampled in giving 
them facilities for doing so?

The final result of the O. T. A., or 
its defeat. If the temperance meas­
ure^ is sustained it will be so much 
the better for it; if it is defeated it 
will be because the electors willed it 
so, and it is strictly their question.

The O. T. A. has been laid at the 
door of the elector.

TAKING THE MASK OFF

The Brantford Expositor calls at-1 
tention to circulars put out by a I 
firm of Montreal stock brokers, urg-l 
ing the purchase of two stocks mok-1 
ing alcoholic beverages. The speed I “ 
with which these circulars are being f ffl 
put out is evidence of what the Mon­
treal brokers think of the contest in I 
-Ontario. Their interpretation is that | 
p change in Ontario will mean 
greater demand for liquor; this in | g 
turn will bring more business to the | 
firms making alcoholic drinks.

Speaking of the stocks of the com­
panies in which this firm, MdCuaig I 
Bros., is interested, the circular pro-1 
ceeds to give these views on the Ont­
ario situation and what government | 
control will mean. It says:

“The announcements that the Ont­
ario referendum plebiscite on the 
liquor question will take place on the 
23rd of next month is likely to bring 
the stocks of the two above-mention­
ed companies very much into the 
limelight during the coming month, 
as it is thought that the prospects 
are decidely in favor of tiie repeal 
of existing prohibition laws owing 
partly to the failure to enforce them 
and partly to the large revenue 
which the province would derive 
from the sale of spirituous beverag­
es. If Ontario goes wet it is obvious 
that companies like National Brew­
eries and Canadian Industrial Al­
cohol stand to benefit very substant­
ially, since, as we have before point­
ed out, over a third of the entire 
population of Canada live in that 
province. As both companies have 
worked into a strong position and 
are making large earnings, their 
stocks are attractive at current level, 
quite apart from the above-mention 
ed development.”

It is quite evident that government 
control does not mean a lessening of 
the demand for liquor. The men in 
Montreal who seek to interest Ont­
ario investors in brewery stocks 
know what government control means 
in Quebec, and what it will mean in 
Ontario. It will mean more liquor, 
not less. If it did that circular let­
ter would never have been sent out. 
Ontario will be well advised to keep 
-away from a system that will make 
an investment in breweries profitable 
-because there will be a greater sale 
for the product in this province.

Home department was reported 
by Wni, Walker, who stated that he 
had received no report from Wat­
ford and Plympton, but Bosanquet 
had three home departménts with 
143 members.

Rev. H. Workman reported for 
teacher training, and said there was 
not much being done for training 
teachers, but hoped mare would be 
done in the future. A class could be 
organized in every community and 
meet at least once a month, as is 
done in some communities.

John Robinson of Warwick, re­
porting for the missionary depart­
ment, said that seven schools in the 
county had a missionary secretary, 
which every school should have, and 
freely distributed.
