Spaculation bas been ex-
teedingly narrow uf lata, but sbould the
ganeral public become botter acquainted
with the.strong statlsticaljposition of corn,
there would be an immediete and substan-
tial rise In this careal.

The Government~ crop -report for the
past week wlll bce somcwhat of a disap-
pointment to the bulle on the Orangers,
Inasniuch as it declares that the week
which ended Saturday last vwaa not as fav-
orable to winter wheat as the succeeding
week.

The General Electnia pubiisbed a report
this xnorning saying an analysis made by
one of the newa agencies stated tbat on
the present basie furnished, and taking
i* o account the faot that the back divi-

dbnd on the preferred stock bail been
paid, and that thiere le no floatlng debt,
the stockbolders wili receive lu the future
very largely increased dividends.
