The Presbyterian Churches of South Africa have taken
an important step towards union in the formation of a
Federal Council on the basis of the twenty four Articles of
Faith of the Presbyterian Church of England. Thus far
the union includes “ 285 churches and preaching stations,
57 ministers and 5 probationers, 804 clders and deacons,
13,000 members and 7000 scholars in the Sabbath schools.”
Overtures have also been made to the Synod of the Dutch
Reformed Church which have been received in a sympa-
thetic spirit, though without leading to action as yet. The
various churches among them number altogether well on
to half a million adherents. There is no doubt that their
effectiveness would be greatly increased by a consolidation
of forces.

The English Bookman for March contains an interest-
ing account of the most popular books sold in the book
shops of the larger cities and towns of Great Bntain,
which is indicative of the character of the inhabitants. It»
is pleasing to note that in Glasgow the ** Apostolic Gospels
by J. Fuiton Blair, B.D., takes the lead, followed by
“ Nineteenth Century Literature’ by George Saintsbury,
while in Dublin, “Owen Roe O'Neill” by F. F. Taylor leads,
followed by *“The Life of Cardinal Manning.”

The young Empress of Russia is showing an earnest
interest in the line of temperance reform. Recently she
has had interviews with several provincial governors
regarding the best means of checking the fearful increase
of intemperance among the peasantry. It is understood
that she intends to found a woman's temperance association.

Chaplain McCabe wants the working people of the
United States to get rich, and tells them that if they will
put the $750,000,000 that they pay for beer and whisky
per year into starting savings banks, in three years time
they could have 10,000 banks with an aggregate capital of
$2,250,000, and then have a2 surplus of one hundred
millions a yecar to be divided among them! These are
tremendous figures, and the singular thing about them 1s
their truthfulness.  How many of the laboring men and
women will improve their privilege and secure the benefits
of abstinence ?

We need not worry ourselves about the time of our
Lord’s sccond coming. That he has not revealed, nor are
we cexpected to know it.  What now should concern us
most is rcadiness for it. We are to be found watching
and waiting for our Lord,c not in heated discussion about
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the season and mode of his manifestation, nor in rhapsodies
over it, but in fitness of spirit for it and in faithful perfor-
mance of every-day duty. He who is always in a holy
frame of mind and in zealous work for his Master has all
the necdful preparation for meeting his Lord howsoever
and whensoever he may .ome.

From the wealth of Bible knowledge presented by Dr.
Brooks in recent special sermons, the following facts sank
deep into the memories of all his hearers: In the Old
Testament, **thus saith the Lord " appears 2,500 times.
In the book of the Prophets, * thus saith the Lord " is used
by them 1,306 times. In the shortest book, Obadiah used
thus saith the Lord" 4 times ; in Hosea, *thus saith the
Lord " appears 22 times; in Joel, 4 times; in Amos, 64
times ; in Jonah, S times, and so on to the book of Malachi,
where * thus saith the Lord " is found 28 times. “ Thus
saith the Lord " is the keynote for Christians in this day of
destructive Biblical criticism.

It is wonderful, says the Presbylerian, how sensitive
people are, upon the Sabbath, to bodily aches and pains.
No sooner does the church bell ring than the head-ache,
bad feeling, nervous ailment, bodily weakness and mental
depression become worse and prevent attendance upon the
House of God. The Sabbath has largely become a time
for doctoring, for nursing and for taking things easy. To
some extent these complaints are the re-action from over-
work during the week, but oftener they are the effect of a
low state of piety and of an effort to case conscicnce on
account of a known neglect of duty.

The papers are telling an amusing story at the expense
of the wife of a Cincinnati clergyman. It appears that a
year ago at the spring cleaning timne she traded a barrel of
her husband's sermons for a new bread pan.  Chis spring,
the ragman came around again, and asked if she had any
more sermons to scll. “Why do you want sermons? ™
“ Because I did so well with those I got here a year ago.
I got sick in the summer and a preacher in the country
boarded me and mjy horse three moaths for that barrel of
sermons, and he has since got a great reputation as a
preacher up there. T will give you five cents a pound for
all you have got.”

The late Dr. Thomson, Archbishop of York, when he
was bishop of Gloucestcr, suffered from toothache, and by
medical advice, resorted to narcotics to relieve the pan.
One morning, after a night of great suffering, as he left the
house to consult the doctor, Mrs. Thomson begged him
not to allow the physician to use a narcotic, as 1t affected
his brain for several hours after taking it.  On his way the
bishop met the postman, who handed him a large official
envelope. He opencd it in the street and read his appoint-
ment to the sce of York,. Instead of visiting the doctor
he hastened back to communicate the surprising news to
his wife. ¢*Zoc, Zoe,” he exclaimed, * what do you think
has happenecd? I am Archbishop of York!™ *There,
there 1” rejoined the wife, “ what did 1 tell you? You've
been taking that hormrid narcotic again and are quite out of
your head,”
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Lord's Day Alliance.
N presenting the annual report to thé meeting of the
Lord's Day Alliance the Executive touchedon several
interesting matters which had received attention during
the past year. Therc was the subject of Legislation
and that of litigation, for before the Legislature and
the Courts of Ontario the Executive had bean active.
The Lord's Day clause of tae Electric Railway Act was
enacted mainly through the eforts of the Executive.
It forbids all traffic on these railways on the Lord's
Day except the transportation of milk. Another clause
for which the Executive committee deserves credit is
one providing that parks or pleasure grounds owned by
the company shall not be open on the Lord’s Day to
be used for games, picnics, concerts, excursions, or
other public entertainments. This clause would have
been stronger if its application had not been confined to
parks or pleasure grounds owned by the railway com-
pany, but applicable to parks or pleasure grounds by
whomsoever owned. There is cause for thankfulness
also, that the efforts of the Metropolitan Street Rail
way Company of Toronto for power to operate on the
Lord’s Day failed owing to the opposition of the Alli-
ance ; and further, that the amendments to the Lord's
Day Act passed at the recent session of the Legislature,
were kept within the lines suggested by the Alliance.
Such a record is one to be thankful for, but it surely
emphasizes the fact that the *¢ world, the flesh and the
devil” are up in arms against the sanctity of the Sab-
bath and its due observance, and the necessity that exists
for eternal vigilanice on the part of the Lord's people.
In the matter of litigation the report recites the
steps in the Hamilton Street Railway case, already
familiar to the general reader, and in which there is an
appeal now standing for argument
The Alliance has very wisely taken up the question
of a half-holiday orce a week during legal business
hours, and early closing on Saturday evening. All
Christian people ought to support both requests on the
ground of humanity and Christianity. It is a notorious
fact that in cities and towns, young girls and young
men are kept at the counter untileleven o'clock at night
and later, after which, when the doors have been closed
to the public, sweeping, packing and stowing away of
goods have to be attended to, and the midnight hour
often strikes erc the weary and worn-out young toilers
reach their homes. The result is a lassitude and
fatigue which the few hours of sleep until breakfast time
do not remove, and in that fact lies much of the cause
of non attendance at church of the young people.
There ought to be a mean in hours of labor, and there
is no reason why the law of the land should not decree
the closing of stores at a certain hour on Saturday

night, say cight or nine o'clock. This is a subject
which ought to be agitated in the churches and on the
public platform.

At the public meeting of the Alliance, the voice of
Rev. Principal Caven rang out loud and clear for the
Sabbath, as it ever hasdone. There was working sense
that should not be lost sight of in the following sen-
tences: ¢ There was one thing he would impress upon
members of the Alliance, he said, and that was the
necessity of keeping a brave heart. What, though the
forces of the world were arrayed against them? That
should not prevent every Christian man and woman
doing his or her duty. Secular forces were so strong,
ruthless, and aggressive, that unless they were heid in
check the Sabbath day as an institution would soon be
lost. He believed that if the religious idea wns dropped
out of the question, the end would soon come. But if
a man came to him and said that, although he did not
believe in a God or in religion, yet because he thought
that man should have one day in the week for rest, he
would vote for the observance of the Sabbath, he (the
speaker) would not be foolish enough to refuse his
assistance.” Other speakers, such as the chairman,
Mr. J. Macdonald, Rev. Dr. Potts, and Mr. Hoyles,
were earnest in their appeals which it is to be hoped
will find a fruitful response. Altogetuer the meeting
was most successful and showed conclusively that there
are champions ready for battle, and sentinels on guard
for the interests of the divinely-appointed day of rest.

Their Special Claims.

In these days when the great s chemes of the church
are attracting wide-spread attention, and when great
cfforts are being put forth on their behalf, thereis a
possibility that some of the smaller, less clamorous, but
not less important schemes may be lost sight of. To
this latter class belongs the Aged and Infirm Minister's
Fund. There are few indeed, in the whole catalogue
of the church schemes, whose claims are stronger than
those of the Aged and Infirm Ministers. Should it be
necessary at this time of day to set forth some of the
many reasons that could be urged in behalf of these
fithers of the ministry of the Presbyterian Church in
Canada. It should not. The information in the pos-
session of the members is full and detailed, and it only
remains that members should do their duty. Thechurch
simply cannot afford to neglect her aged ministers who
have been wedded to her interests, and who have served
faithfully for long years within her pale. She could not
hold up her face to the world, were she derelict in her
duty to her war worn pensioners ; nor can she vindicate
the Christian doctrines of right conduct should she
place her standard of action on the worldly level of com-
merce as a slave-driver does with his human cattle. It
must not be, and now is the time to open the purse-
strings and to contribute liberally to the Fund. It is
with regret that we have to publish the following appeal
from Mr. ]J. K. Macdonald, the convenor, and Rev. Wm.
Burns, the secretary, both of whom have put forth her-
culean efforts for this blessed cause. They speak as
follcws : ‘* We regret the necessity of speaking of a
deficit in the Aged Ministers’ Fund. No arrearage in
rales this year makes these receipls less by S300. Con-
gregational collections are less this year; several con-
gregations have sent no contribution so far. Inferest
account will not be greater. OQOur income is $3,000

short at this date. Itwas necessary to reduce annuities
in November, and, unless aid is given at once, we must
face the painful necessity of a further reduction in May,
Your congregation has not yet contributed. We plead
with you for help.” Let this appeal not go unheeded,
but let the hearts of the Aged Veterans in Christ's
Army bs rejoiced by a libarality which will prove that
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their labors have not been in vain and that the first-
fruits, so to speak, are gathered here, ere the eternal
crown has been placed upon their heads by the Master
Whose ¢ ¢ wel done * must shortly greet them within the
golden gate.

Woman's Blessed Work.

Next week the annual meeting of the Woman's
Foreign Missionary Society will take place at Peterboro,
and will continue from the 21st to the 23rd inst. The
annual reports and the usual routine business will be
interesting, but the chief interest will lie in the addresses
which will deal with live topics in connection with
mission work. A cordial welcome will be extended by
the Peterboro’ friends and dclegates may expect a
pleasant as well as a profitable time.

The Church is especially interested in this meeting,
as its work is of the most vital character in the mission
field, and its contributions year by year have been
princely in their largeness. When it is remembered
that the splendid amounts paid over to the Church funds
are made up of small items, reminding one of the words,

Little drope of water,
Little grains of sand,

Mako the mighty cosan
And the pleasant land.

—the detailed character of the work and the huge area
which it penetrates can be imagined. Vet the money
side is only an evidence of the real missionary work
conducted under the direction of these devoted women.
The relief to the poor, the dissemination of the Gospel
truth, the care of the young—in these and other such
labors they are unwearied having their reward in heaven
and in their hearts, for so quietly do they move along
that they are too often unnoticed and overshadowed
by the more claimant activities.

A Good Example. Our esteemed contemporary, the
Belfast Witness gives an editorial account of an i1ron
foundry in Toronto, with which a chapel is connected,
where every morning at seven o’clock a religious ser-
vice is regularly conducted which lasts exactly half an
hour.

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The Stewardship of Money.

Wrilten for the Review.

Christians are the wealthiest people in the world,
There are many isolated individuals who have immense
fortunes in heathen lands, but nowhere is there so much
wealth in the aggregate, nowhere isit so evenly divided,
nowhere does it produce so much comfort and happi-
ness zs in those countries which profess faith in Christ.
While this is partly owing to the superior ability that
their religion gives them, it ischiefly due to God's favor
to His own people. But He never bestows His gifts
merely for the gratification of our selfish desires, for
that would injure instead of blessing us. He supplies
them to equip us for doing His work, and every posses-
sion we acquirc, He requires us to use for Him. Yet
how many Christians give no regular portion to God,
how many who do give systematically disregard God's
willin disposing of the rest of their income. An eminent
advocate of missions said in 18go:—**1 have heard a
great deal said about the generous giving of the Christ-
ian Church. There are thirty millions of Protestant
Church members to-day, and two and a half millions of
pounds is the aggregate sum that is given to foreign
missions by these Christians ; whereas if every one of
them gave one penny a day, it would amount to forty-
five millions, and if every one of them gave three-pence
a day, it would amount to one hundred and thirty-five
millions a year.” Jutt think of it—thirty millions of
Protestants rejoicing in salvation, many of them the
richest people in the world, and the great majority of
them enjoying peace and plenty, and ¢ takes cighteen of
thens to make up a penny a day to spread the Gospel
among the heathen in obedience to their Saviour's
commands! There is something radically wrong when
their religion means so little to them in faith and prac-
tice. I have frequently heard people talk this way :—
¢When my quabfications are the product of careful
cultivation, when my opportunities have been diligently
improved, when my possessions are the result of slavish
toil and rigid economy, I should not be expected to
surrender a tenth or any considerable portion of what
is so hardly won, for I am entitled to enjoy the fruits of
my labor.' But who supplied your strength and skill,
your determination and your opportunities, and who
crowned your efforts with success? Have you never
seen men as capable and deserving as yourself, ground
down to poverty and obscurity by a seemingly relent-
less fate? Why then are you favored with success?
Merely that you may use what you possess for the good
of others, which is the glory of God. Every cent we
call our own rightly belongs to God. It is plundering
His treasury to spend one farthing of it contrary to His
will Before making any outlay, we should consider
His wishes and seek His guidance, for Hisinterestsare
at stake. If you expend your money on yourself, you
should be sure that, by doing so, you are promoting
His kingdom’s prosperity more than in any other way ;
for just as the supply of a servant’s neceds enables him
to render better service, and so is profitable to his
Master, so the provision for your necessities tends to
further Christ's cause by increasing your efficiency.
While it gratifies His love to see you thus blessed. So
in all our enterprises, and in the disbursement of all our
possessions, God's will should be sought and done.
This principle makes God's financial dealings with us
generous and kind, but it prohibits all needless luxury,
all carelessness and waste, 2ll miserly hoarding to
gratify an irrational passion for acquisition, which will
ruin alike those we pamper, and those we oppress, by
the wealth and power we obtain. It will lead to self-
denial, and self-denial will lead to greater strength of
character and holiness of life, and holiness will 1cad to
deep devotion to the cause of God. When we fully
realize that God has entrusted His preperty to us that
we may use it for Him we shall be stirred up to stren-
uous exertion for the progress of His Gospel. The
history of missions in the last few years affords many
examples of noble self-sacrifice for Christ. In one of
his addresses, Dr. Pierson cites the following in-
stances .—* There was Sarah Hosmer, a poor woman
living 1n an attic and working with her needle. She
saved, on six different occasions the equivalent of £ro,
and sent it to educate a native preacher in Oriental
Countries ; and when'she was borne to herrest, sixmen

were ﬁreaching in foreign lands, whom she had helped
into the ministry. . . There was Mr. Hamilton, a mere
clerk in a surveyor's office in Glasgow, and all the
income he had was 25s. or 05. a week—say 575 a year
—yet he annually gave to the U. P. Church’ 420, nearly
one-third of his entire income. And when in 1887 there
was a special call made by the Synod for £20,000, that
man furnished a one-hundredth part of the amount,
He sent £200, one-half of the savings that he had
made all theough his li‘a-time  Aad 2¢ter his death his
cash account was found with the Lord’s offering indi-
cated there, and it was discovered that he only spent
one shilling a day on his own needs, besides three shil-
lings a week for lodgings—ten shillings a week in all—
that he might give the more to the cause of the Lord
Jesus Christ.” ~ Such examples shew what great things
we may do with the money God has lent us, and the
question is :—Are we free from the blood of the heathen
until we have exerted ourselves fo the utmost to send
the Gospel to them? The full significance of this ques-
tion eternity alone will tell, and every man should
answer it prayerfully and carefully for himself. These
dollars in our handsmean souls saved, if we use them
right.  Many of us might have one or more representa-
tives working for us among the heathen, simply by
denying ourselves a few of the pleasures and luxuries
of life. From a human stand-point it is clear that
multitudes will recive an offer of salvation, if we send
the Gospel ;to them, and won't, if we do not. No
matter what God in His over-ruling Providence ma
do, the fact remains that we are responsible for the logs
of every soul whom we might enlighten but shamefully
neglect through our misappropriation of God's funds to
the gratificacdior of our selfish desires. The principles
illustrated by Ezekiel in his parable of the Watchman
on Zion's walls should be applied to the modern Christ-
ian’s cbligation to the heathen, and a prayerful study of
it in this light will awaken us to our privileges and
responsibilities, and enable us, by the grace of God, to
ap}sreciate fully the one, and to discharge faithfully the
other.

The Free Church Congress.

The Free Church Congress of Great Britain was
organized in 1S92. It is composed of most of the Non-
conformist denominations of that country. Its inspir-
ing spirit and great leader is the Rev. Dr. Alexander
Mackennal, says The Outlook, whom many will remem-
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ber as the Secretary of the International Congregational
Council of 1891. ~The fourth annual meeting of the
Congress has just beeu held in Nottingham, England,
About nine hundred delegates and guests were in atten-
dance, and the number would have been far larger had
there been a building in the city suitable for larger
gatherings. The object of this Congiess is to unite the
various Nonconformist bodies in the work which ali
have in common, and espesially for more efficient co-
operation in the cause of Disestablishment. There is a
National Congress, and the whole country is organized
into smaller ** Nonconformist Councils'' representing
counties and cities. The body is steadily growing.
The president of the recent Congress was the Rev.
Hugh Price Hughes, the leader of the great Wesleyan
Mission in London, The preacher was the Rev. J. H,
Jowett, successor to Dr. Dale in th . Carr’s Lane Chapel
at Birmingham. The sermon, the address ol the Presi-
dent, and the various other addresses all seem to have
warranted the statement that a new era in the history
of Nonconformity is opening. The English Dissenters
ate closing their ranks, and showing to the world the
power of a united and compact Christian body. There
is unity among them without uniformity. They are
beginning to realize some of the blessings of a united
church. The paper on ¢t What Federation is Doing,"
showed that ‘* The Councils now have associated
with them at least 7,500 churches, and 2 membership
of more than a million. By the adoption of a parochial
system in which various churches unite, many benefi-
cent results have been achieved. In some cities united
* missions '’ L.ave been held, as, for instance, in Bir-
mingham, in which over one hundred and sixty churches
and missions co-operated. The city was divided intn
eighteen districts, and from ten to fifteen thousand
people were gathered every night in the meetings, while
about fourteen hundred confessed conversion. Another
result of the co-operation is the prevention of wasteful
competition such as is seen in the starting of churches
where they are not needed, and the maintenance of ser-
vices where only rivalry is possible. Another result has
been united effort against public evils, as gambling,
music-halls, and saloons. Still another result has been
federated civic work, in which the whole force of the
Free Church sentiment has been brought to bear in
favor of liberty of religious opinion, especially in its re-
laticn to the School Boards. These are samples of
what has already been accomplished, and show that we
do not need to wait for harmony of opinion on doctrinal
or ecclesiastical principles before practical Christian
union begins. Every student of the religious life of our
time ought to examine with care the history of the rise
and growth of the Free Church Congress.

Do People Sleep Enoug.h?

No ; and by this bold denial, we mean to stand, when
we take into consideration the whole people of the whole
broad land. i

Some years ago the man who calls himself ‘‘The
Bystander' in the London Grapliic, wrote some papers on
the drawbacks and advantages of going to bed early
a}x:d getting up carly; and he ended his preachment
thus:

My brethren, let there be no mistake about the
matter. Early to bed and carly to rise neither makesa
man healthy or wealthy or wise."

He wrote these words in his youth, and while time
has perhaps modified some of his views, he thinks, on
sober reflection, that his opinions were in the main
right, and that he was really in advance of his time, for
the most conservative of medical periodicals occasion-
ally echo his opinion, that the plumage of the early bird
is not so beautiful nor its conduct so worthy of immita-
tion as we have been accustomed to think ; and he agamn
callz attention, in a late number, to the opinicn of the
American physician—Dr. Talcott—who traces the pre-
valence of insanity among farmers and their families to
perpetual early rising. The English people seem to be
in advance of us here, forin London the business houses
are each year getting later and later.

¢ Tis tho voice of tho sluggard, I heard him complain,
-Don’t call me-s0 carly, you'll make me insane;”. .
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and he threatens to bring out a new up-to-date, topsy-
turvy edition of Dr. Watts's rhymed homitlies.

That the great increasc in insanity will have a
thorough silting there is no doubt ; and we are prepared
to see the want of sufficient sleep take rank as the first
great cause. The farmers, many of them, dominated
by the old saw, see in imagination a vision of the poor-
house if by chance outraged Nature takes her legitimate
revenge and causes them to rise a half-hour later on
some morning succeeding a yery wearisome day, and
without knowing it they are robbing themselves of the
sleep worth the most to them—i.c., that hour of
brain-restoring slumber that comes when all vigilance
of the nerves is gone and the man is thoroughly
‘‘wrapped in oblivion," as the old novelists used to say.
So habituated are many of them to see disaster in any
shortening of the hours of labor, that all the agricul-
tural machines that abolish half the toil might as well
nothavebeeninventedforthem. Certainlyamorerational
conduct of life oughtto fol'ow the diffusion of the
" nowledge of the structure and needs of the brain.

Among the contributory causes we fancy that the
kerosene lamp plays an important role—not that we
would deprive one houschold of that blessed bit of
liberated sunshine. Who can blame the farmer's wife
and famly lor indulging themselves in the hours of
peace and possibly of enchantment they owe to it when,
the drudgery of the day, ended, they take the journal
or the book in hand. Their mistake is in letting it
fascinate too lcaig, if they are in a home subject to an
iron rule of needless too-early rising. In the days of
tallow candles there was no such temptation ; but while
enjoying the sweets they should not make themselves
liable to be treated to the bitters.

¢ It takes more strength of mind and will to go to
bed from among pleasant eveming surroundings than
for any othei act of daily life,” we once heard a shrewd
person remark. The hygiene of cnough «leep needs con-
stant reiteration.

How to Hear the Truth.*
DY REY. ADRISON Ir. YOSTER, D.D.

On right hearing depends our knowledge of the truth
and therefore our Chric:ian life.  The parable of the sower
explains the duty of heu.ing.

Christ in justifying his resort to parables set forth

CERTAIN PRINCIPLES CONCERNING HEARING.

The first of these is that practice in hearing makes
hearing easy. Our understanding of truth depends on how
and what we hear. When once we have received truth it
is easicr to receive more truth.  If we open a channel all,
that flows through deepens the channel and prepares the
way for a larger flow. Tor this rcason that which is some-
times a puzzle to the learned is simplicity itself to the
humble believer. Thke former has not learned the rudi-
ments of Christianity, how then can he understand its
mysteries? The latter has accepted the truth and the
more he lcarns the more he is able to receive.

A second principle is that right hearing is a matter of
choice. Christ spoke in parables because many about him
had determined not to hear and be saved. Belief is under
control. The sin connected with unbelief consists in
refusing to consider testimony. The truth will set us free
if only we will receive it, but some deliberately turn their
back on truth lest it force them to a different life.

The third principle is that the reception of truth is a
privilege. Those who heard Christ were blessed. They
enjoyed what cager prophets were denied.  Nothing gives
us greater happiness or i1s more elevating to character than
1o open the heart to the sunlight of divine truth.

" 1In Christ's parable of the sower he instances
THREE WRONG WAYS TO HEAR THE TRUTH.

There is the hardened and indifferent hearer. His
heart is like the well trodden path through 2 grain field.
The truths of the Gospel fall on it and make no impression.
His thoughts run over a defimte course till they have
beaten the path hard and now he can think of nothing else.
He may be a business man or a scientit or a pleasure-
secker. No matter what he is, he is prejudiced and pre-
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oconpied. He has no intarest (o divine troth: ho is thioking of
soaething clse.

Then there is the shallote and impulsive hearer. OChrlst com-
pares him to the thin earth that often just covers the flat rock;
such a sail is uonaturslly heated; the seed quickly maturos, but
the yoang plant laoks moisture and coon dics. In times of
speolal roligions interest such hearsrs are numerous and promin.
sut, but after the revival scason {s over they aro not to be found.
Phoy have forgotten all thoy have heard and are no loogor as
praysr mesting or evon tho Bl.bbnth gervice. Such people aot on
exciloment and not reflection.” ‘Their word is worth little. They
cannot bo dopended an.  Thoy are morcurial, flighty, aanstable.

Then thors 18 the world choked hearer, Chrisd comparos bim to
the #0il in which the thorne spring up and stifle the growth of the
good soad. Ho is a man of good qualitios ; otherwise he could not
snoceed ns ho dooa in businces, He has resolution, onorgy, tact,
comprehemvion, skill. Caros muliiply upon him and richea
acoumulrce; his ambitions are largeand be is able to gratify
thom ; he loves ploasure and seoures it. He is strong and the
world admires bim. Great commercial entorprises are in bhis
hands, Governmeot is likely to bo managed by bim. Trustaare
committed to him; bo is poshed to the front. Then, too, he
moxps well. The so0il of bis hoart is rich and bie seoks the truth
and lets it lodge ia his wul. The trath grows, too; it convinoes
him to u certain extent and gives him many noble purposcs. Wo
Jovo him becauso of his ability, his good intontions and his fras
worth. Yot after all wa aro grevionsly disappointed in him,
Wby ? Beoause bis beart in divided. He is unduly interested in
tho wer!d, whilo thinking of his daties,~aud the world ie gettiog
tho mastery of him. Uncoceciously to himself, though we can
eeo it, he ie growing solfieh, avarioions, hiard, proud, ambitious,

The greatest of aill occupations on earth is to bo a preacher of
the Gospel of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, and thosto who
aro periiitted to devoto their livea exclusively to this work arevery
highly honored.

Bat just bocsuso it is tho higheat of all vocations it isbesct with
poculiar difficulties and with peculiar temptations. And just as
thero ia no power that can do 8o much to advance the Kingdom of
Christ as a minister after the pattern of Panl, so there is no power
that can do so much to hinder tho growth of the kingdom of aself.
secking cgotist in tho pulpit of a CbristianChurch, A dozen
Iogersolls could not do as much dainage as one clever but unspinit.-
ual proacher,

Mauy a church which had run we!! 2nd exercised a powerlul in-
flucnce for good in the commnunity has been wrocked by tho ambi-
tion, or greed, or worldlincas,of a plausible, ambitious pastor,
Multitudes of church membars who, under wiss guidancoand with
the atimulus of & Paul-liko cxample in the pastor, would have de.
veloped into bright and useful Christians, have grown careleas
under the influence of a pompous or frivolous pastor,

And the lows in such cases is not coanfindd to the charches or
churck members whoae spirituality has besn directly destroyed by
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this unfaithfal steward of the manifold grace of God, bt affocts
tho whole commaunity, and other communities through that one.

Wo are glad to beliovo that at leaat nineteen out of twenty of
the minuters of all denominations are honeatly trying to discharge
the daties of tholir office faithfully and efliciently ; but wo regres
to say that thero soems to bo in many of these s aad lack of appre.
ciation of the neods of tho souls which have bion committed in a
measurs to their care.

Tho minister's time and attention are unavoidably taken up to
a great oxtent with tho moroly mechanical and external part of his
duties and, while he seeke in and through theso things to win con-
verta and to edify beliovers ho often fails to realize to how great an
extent the outward becomes both in hie own work asd in the
thoughts of his people o substitute for tho inward.

Fow ministers scem to have sny adequste idea of the effecs of
their own personal charactera upon the members of their congre.
gations, The minister knows that hie is honeatly desirous of dolng
good and that ho is working bard, and he thinks Liz ebarsster is
all right and wonders why he cannot exert a more powerful influ.
ence upon tho people. And all the time he 1s exerting s much
greator influcnce than he imagines, and, sad to say, it is a vory dif-
ferent sort of influcnce from that which he desires to exert.

The minister aees thay cortain things tend to inoreass his popu-
larity and naturally assumes that they will also incresse useful-
nezs, while the truth is that the very thing which does most to in.
creage his popularity is often that which is the greatest bindrance
to his apiritual work,

He is oarness and laborious, but he lacks the deep apiritual ex-
perience which alone can qualify him for hiswork. And he labors
op in # discouraged state of mind, thinking all the timo that the
chief trouble lies in the barronness of the field which has bren as-
signed to him for cultivation.

Or, perhaps, he attribotes his Iack of su.ness to his own de-
ficiency in natural gifts. This is a still more discouraging thought,
and islikely 0 be as misleading as the other. Any man who is
catled of God to preach the Gospel can win great victories for God
in spate of all obatacles.

Une of the mostsuccessful souf winners of the present day, the
Rev. Androw Murray hasto contend againat great natural obstacles,
He 18 a very norvous man, hia voice 18 vory weak and unpleasing,
®0d hio1s not at all bralliant. Yot his 1ntonse spituality makes

taelf folt wherover hs goes and impresses itsclf opon his hearers.
And the greatost of all human preachers bas left us a record of the
act that his opponents encered at him saying that his bodily pre.
sonce was weak and his speech contemptible,

The great trouble with preachers generally seems to be a lack
of power to enter into and sympathize with the feelings and needs
of the peoplo to whom they minister, They feel bound to sympa-
thize with members of their congregations when in special troable,
but do not reali_s that they are under an equal ubligation to keep
in touch with the people at all times. Many preachers donot seam
to know that it is ucceasary to study the apiritual weakness and
mental defects of thoir people 30 as to be ablo to apply the truthia
a manner that will reach their hearts,

The preacher sees the faults of hia people clearly enougb, and is
greatly distresacd by them. He feels that tho egotism of brother
A, znd thequarrelsomencss of brother B. and ths lack of moral
strength of brother C. are a great hiodrance to his work, and so
they aro ; but he ts there for the oxpresa purpose of helping these
peoplo to overcome thoir fanlts, If the members of any church
could all get rid of the old Adam, such a church would have no
need of a pastor.

Two facts are patent to every closo observer. Christ-like
goodneas is admired wherever it is recognized, and yet the men
who by profession are the advocates of Christ-like goodness are aa
o clats very unpopular with the masscs, and often, aven with a
large proporiion of the memberahipof their owa churches. And
thero is only one possible explanation of this anomaly, namely,
that tho world looks upon the preachers as a class of men who
mako » trade of religion. That this is a harsh and unjust judg-
ment goes without saying, but it would not bo so0 generaliy enter-
tained if thero was not in mavy cases some foundation for it.

One munsterisopinionatedin hismannerof teaching. Auncther
introdaces into his sermona his views on political economy or on
other subjects which are foreign to his commisaion as a preacher of
the Gospel. And by doing 30 he makes thoze who ditsgree with
him on thess cubjects justly indigvant, because they bave no op-
portunity ¢o talk back. .Another adopts the seasational atyle of
pulpit oratory. Another amstmes a pompous ministerial air. And
another is undignified and trlvial in his words and ccnduct. One
negleots his psatoral duties, while anctber azaumes an improper
tone of familiarity in addrening the young women of bis charge,

Thaego are some of the waye in which ministers hinder their own
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work, Others might be mentioned, but will no doubt suggest them-
sslves to any minister who will take the matter into careful con-
sidoration.

Baut, what then? Can we expect perfection in the ministry,
are not all human beings fanlty ! Yes, truly, but wo are not com.
paring ministers with isymen ; we are merely trying to open the
eyes of ministors to some of tae things which hinder their work snd
which it is in their power to change.

We havo no sympathy at all with the popular notion thata
minister should be judged by a higher standard thau that which
bis judges are willing tc apply to thomselves ; God makea thosame
demands upon all mon. Bat we do know that s ministor who
wanta to win souls for Christ and to bo a source of strength to bo-
licvers must apply to himself & much higher standard than that
which his neighbors gonerally are willing to accept for themselves.

Eupecially must the minister w70id professionalism, It maybe
correct in & sense to look upon the ministry as a profession ; bus
the professional minister, that ie, the ministar who magnifies him-
sclf on account of his offico, will always bs a stumbling.block
rather than & atepping-stone to the people among whom he movos.
—Netw York Witness,

Ignorance of the Bible.

Onco our fathers had fow booke, no newspapers, no facilities
for communioation with tho world, and the Bible and the
« Pilgrim's Progress " wore almost ths only works zcoessible
among the people. Then the Biblo had the @ret place, but now
it has been dethronod by the pressure of modern life, until the
goneration in middle age and their children are growing up so
igaorant of even the Biblo stories, to say nothing of its great
truths, that they do not underatand them in tho ordinary inter-
oourse of life, or in thelr relation to literature. The Bible stories
have heretofore beon one of the treasures of ohildhood, but now
they are not familiarly known.

This ignorance has begun to show itself in life, An American
houss, extensively engaged in the manufaotnre of stained glass
windows, reports thas tho demand for biblioal subjeots represented
in shis form has greatly fallen off, becauss those who are ordering
them for $he churohes are 80 ignorant of tho Bible thas they do
not appreciata the fitness of a Bible atory for this purpose. They
havoe to ba taaght their Bible bafore they can rightly valuo the ard
which they desire to employ. In other days tha richost forms ot
stained glass have beea those thas reprodaoced ihe familiar scenes
of the Bible, and their lessons,

What ahall be done to restore the Bible to its place? We ars
not a religious people, and do not have encugh regard for sacred
things to adequatsly maiotain that side of life. The preference
of ssntiment to religion in art indicates shat show takes the place
of reality, and perbaps there is no better illastration of whers our
weakuesa lies; but it the Biblo is not to take its old place iz the
ohuroh and the home, it is not to lose its hold of life. It is the
greatat litoratnre of the world. Ita appeal to us is on the
highest plane, It is inexbanstible. It may be less authoritative
throagh & transitional period, bud the time is not distant when it
will again be read, not perbaps, as an oracle, but as the one book
which rovea's us most to oursslves, and as the treasnry of the
bighest trath that has yet been given to mankind. It ia the
stroog conviction of thoia who have given the Bible most atten
tion, that it is only temporarily negleoted and that when it ceases
to bs & fetish its matohless trathe wiil atand ont in brighter lustre
than ever bafore. The Bible has not passed away because this
gonoration is less familiar with it than other generations have
been. Itis the literaturo of the Hebrew people, and it is so
wrought into our inetitutions and into all that bslongs to onr
highaeat life that it can never 1za ita place as the chief teacher of
the humen race.

It has nover beon disputed that the little town of En Nasira
in Syris ocoupies tho site of anclont Nazareth. Hore ono may
assuro himsclf that one is looking upon scencs familar to tho bey
Josus. Hero He dwolt in glad subjection to His parcats. Hero
Ho passod through ohildhood into manhood, invreasing in wisdom
and in stature nnd in favour withGod and man. To visit this
sccluded valloy of hallowod memeorica without decp emotion is
tmposnblo; and 1t is not unreasonable to capoct that the gospel
parratives will gain somothing 1o vividacss and reality when read
in tho light of such a visit.

Wo saw lazaroth first as wo rode down the slope of the oppo
site huli in tho Into atterncon of an Aonl day. Wo had caton
luncheon at noon in Jhe lonely Latin o vent upon tho summit of
Mount Tabor ; and a hot, dry wind blon. g persistently in our faces
had made the ride from tho foot of the mountain with which the
day's journey olosed ono of unusual fatigne.  Very pleasant there-
forc to the oyas of the jaded horsomen was tho soft and smiling
scenery in tho midst of which, just outside the town, the white
ents of the camp were pitched.
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pllos of offal, the gutter in the middle of the crowded strect wxa
ruaning red with blood, a sight explained when a little higher up
we found that a sheep was boing slaughtered at the convenience
of tho butcher in the narrow highway in front of his stall.

All this ono muet cncounter in Nazaroth if ho would see the
‘ holy places’ which the conscientious traveller, howover skeptical
as to their claims he may be, will not deolino to visit. But the
assuranco that ho is doing his duty hardly cheers him, and he
listons with a dull hoart to the gabble of his guide, tolling him that
just hore in the Chapel of the Anununciation Gabriel stood, and
hero Mary ; that this old cistorn is the kitchen ot the Virgin, that
this enclosed court is the workshop of Josoph, and this great atone
slab tho tuble from which our Lord and His disciples once dined.
It is hardly surprising to learn, further, when theso wonders have
been pointed out, that thero is anothor Church of the Annuncia
tion even more authentic and holy, if the Greek Christiars aro to
bo believed, than that of which the Latins make their boast.

The true holy placo of Nazarath, however, is the summit of the
hill upon whose slope the town is built, Twenty minutes, or
thercabouts, of casy climbing by flowery paths, and oue stands
upon tho broad vop of Jebel es-Sikh, 1788 feet abovo the sca, com-
mandiog one of the most famons views of Palestine. This band of
dark blue rising aguinst tho western sky lino is the Mediterrancaa
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MOUNT TABCR.
Frox o Marcu Biblical World.

Nazarsth lios in a little valloy shut in by a circle of gently
rounding halls enclosing 3t, to borrow Dean Stanicy’s apt com-
parison, **liko the cdgo of a shell, to guard 1t irom intrusmon,”
And yet ono muat not think of it as withdrawn from obscrvation
in the bottom of the valley, but rather as slipping back into the
valley, from a futilo cffort to climb the stcep hillade. These pro-
jocting hills are not high onough to be called imposing or majestic,

- but their broad, green rolling surfaces, baro of trees, are impressive
and very satisfying to the oyo. Al about the town itselt and at
tho bases of tho hills aro gardens and vineyards and silvery green
olives and wido-spreading broad-leafed fig trees, and the bristling
contortions of cactus hedges, Hardly another place in Palestine
offcrs to Western eyes so habitable an aspect &s this green-girt,
compact town of flat-roofed white houses with tho massive fort-like
enclosures of convents, the minaret of a mosquoe and tho équare
towor of a I'roteatant church rising among them.

Bus close inspection of an Oricntal town never quito bears out
the promiso of a distant view, The streots of Nazareth aro narvow
and crooked and azeep, and encumbered with hoaps of unmention.
able filth, Ita houses aro mean and squalid and too modern and
commonplace in construotion to offor s0 much as a redoeming touch
of the picturesquo, As wa picked onr way the next morning,
under drizzling skies, through puddles of loathly mud and over

Sea; apd that long, bold promontory sholving down upon the
water aod runaing fac back inland is Mount Carmel, That cluster
o whito dwellings at the foot cf the Carmel is the seaport of Haifa,
and that wavering, white line yoader marks the beatiog of the
foam-crested waves upon tho shore of the Bay of &cre. To the
north, turburlent rapges of hills roll confusedly one against
another, and snowy Hermoa towers above them all. Looking to
the northeast, clear bluc masses, blending with the sky, mark the
hiding place of tho Galilean Lake. Eastward is the rounded
dome of Tabor ; just below io the hollow, Nazareth; co tho south
the billowing green cornfields of the plain of Esdraelon. Fa
away to tho cast tho mysterious barrier of the mountains of Moab
mglts against tho borizon. Beyond thoso Lluo ramparts to the
south Jerusalom is hidden; and one oven fancics that ons can
trace the course of the deep depression through which the Jordan
hurries down to its silent grave in the Dead Soa.

It is impossiblo to doubt, aathe cye swecps thislovely g;ospoct,
that the boy Jesus must often have climbed this hill. Hore, if
snywhero in Palestino, we aro in tho very f°°“‘°ll“‘ of our Lord.
These cncompassing moustain ranges he must have kmown by
heart. Standing hcre ho looked with throbbing cxpectation
towatds the southern hilla which hide Jerusalem, anticipating the
day when His glad foet-should ascend its holy conrte. Standing
hore his thoughts ran out across that bluc sea to tho weat,
“socking tha isles of the Gontiles.” -Looking-down upon {ertile
and sunny Esdraelon, did He recall the heross of his dountry’s

in battlo array across it—

Barak, and Gideon, and
Saul? Looking over to
Mount Carmel did His
thoughts kindlo with me-
morios of tho dauntleas

rophor, standing alono for
gohovah ngajnst the min.
istors of Baal; and did Ho
picture ta himaelf Elijah
running fleotly across the
plaia Lejow, outstrippiog
the chanots of Ahab from
(‘armol to Jozroel while
bohind him the wolcome
storm-ojouds wern rolling
up from an angry soa !

Theso are not valn im
aginings In oll achornese
wo may say that thoaident,
refloctive boy must have
lovea this spot, and horo,
with this picturo unrolled
beforo Him, unchanged
stfll and unchangable inits
osscotinl  features, havo
pondered that sigaificant
national history whose
every pago spoko of Him-
solf.

A truu holy placeis this
Nazaroth hill, for it had to
do with our redemption.
This outlook takes its part
among tho many influences
which wroughtupon Mary's
son as ho grow into fitnesa
for His awful task. Inthe
stress of tio coofliots of
His publio ministry ho was
accustomed to go apart
into desorts nnd mountain
places to pray Tt is casy to belicve that this habit wes furmed
whilo Nazareth was still his home. Tho young carponter wouid
often leave the narrow, noisy stroots of the town hchind him and
seek tho hilltop, orushiog beneath his feot the flowera of the field
as bo camo up to its wido scclusion, that he might bo alone with
tho Hoavonly Father and make inquiry again in prayer concerning
the Father’s will, upon tho perfect doing of which His holy soul
was bent.

It is very quict heroe on this Sunday afternoon, and wo aro
lonth to leavo this mount of vision. Fortunately tho hilltop has
not yot been climbed by either tho Latin or the Greok church as
the sito of somo legondary miracle, and vulgarized by the crection
of atawdry shrine. Tho only building upon it, a tiny ** wely,”
roughly built of stono and mortar, the tomb of some forgotten
Mohammodan saint, is now aeglected and crumbling, and one may
cl}mb upaon its roof, without offence, to gailn o still wider viow.
Lingering thoro for a farewell look, although the impaticnt
dragoman warns us that our allotted time is long past, one of the
party apcaks tho thought ot all . ** How small tho country is!”
Wo might havo learned that from the maps. But the maps do
not toach it.  One must go himself to Palestine to find itont It
is a case whoro only seeiug is bolioving. How small the country
ist This singlo viow embraces or suggests it ali. From the
Mediterrancan to tho mountaius of Moab the oye travels, from tho
hills which surround the Sca of Galilee to tho shudowy line upon
tna southern horizon which, boing interproted, is the rango of the
hills of Judea. It could not havo taken long for the fame ot tho
Teachor and tho Healer who had como ovt of Nazarcth to fill all
this littlo land.

It is a chango indeed from the solitude of Jebel es-Sikk to the
buathing precinct of tho Fountain of the Virgin. The long-famed
agnnq it.so_lf licsnear tho Gresk church of tho Aununciation (and
tho wator is led thonce by a conduit through the church) flowin
near the altar, whoro wo look down into it as into o well, an
pours in abundant streams through two atono spouts projcoting
from a wall and proteoted by o stone arch, into a great marble
basin without. From this basin it overflows again into a lower
and larger pool. To this Fonatain of the Virgin hterally all
Nazareth rcsorts. There is no option, for apart from a fow
cisterns this is tho aole water supply of tho town. About the
larger pool groups of washerwomen with heaped-up laundry baskets
aro gathered ; and other women are cleaning waol by beating it
with heavy clubs. This accugation looks liko hard work, but it 13
not 8o cugrossing after all but that there is opportunity for gossip,
and above tho unintormitting plash of tho water sounds cheir
shrill talk. A moro attractive group is tho company of girls whoso
livelihood it is to supply tho houscholds of Nazaroth with water
and whocome and goall day long with tall heavy water jars
skillfully balancod upon their’ heads. At suneet tho throng
increaseaandan dinofhigh pitched ecreaming voices fillsathoait  The
water carriors arshurryiog to and fro to meet the urgent domands of
tho closing hour of tho day, or scolding and squabbling volubly
over qucations of procedenco at tho spouts. Here is a mother, ono
arm sustaining & jar upon hor head, the other supportiug a babe,
whilo two or three chiliren cling shyly to hor garments. The
washerwomen bave boen driving now from the larger pools, and
horaes, donkeys and camels are waiting their turn to drink. For
how many huadreds of yoars the talk of Nazarcth has babbled
here, in & stream as unlailing as that of tho fountain itsolf; and
horo havo juat such water jars baca filled, by just such dark-cyed
women with littlo childrer trooping at thoir beols. To this spot
tha child Jesus must often have some, helding by Afary’s .kﬁ%,

The hill, across whoso faco tho jig-zag stroots of Nazareth rus,
is 80 steep that frequently there 18 room for houses upon one sido
of tho strect only, Coming upon one of theso exposed dechivitics
the question arises, ¢* Was this porhaps the very brow of the hild
to which tho townsmon of Jesus ance huecied him that they might
cast him dowo hoadlong 2" ** It might have been here,” we say ;
and going a few yards further on wo repeat, ** It might navo
been here.” But if you will listen to the voico of that intalliblo
church whose high function i1t 18 to fecd tho human mind with
cortaiutivs, you neod not remaio o doubt. Accept her guidance,
and you will boe led out of the town across the valley acd up the
upposito declivity tuv a point where tho hill falls abruptly to tho
plain of Esdraelon. ‘¢ Preciscly to this spot,” tno church will
toll you, **tho angry mob led Jesus.” It is uot impossible indeed
that this is in fact, ** the imount of precipitation ;  though it would
bo casior to accept the lozation if it were somewhat nearer to
Nazaroth.

It iz a far cry from tho snow-bound plains of Russin to tho
flower atiown fiolds of Nazareth ; Lut whon we sauatered intn tho
streets again beforo the call to dinner should sound, tho formal
datics of aight-sceing all uischarged, we found them over-flowing
with Russinn pilgrims.  They had seen Bothlohem sud Jorusalem
and had bathed 12 the Jordon (though one would hurdlﬁ guapeot it
from their apperarance), anu they have como now to N- -~ * to
comploto their pilgrimago by saying their prayors and | sir
vows at tho altar of the Gresk church of tho Angol Gabriva. Lho
Greek convent had openced its doors to theso orthodox beliovers, s
in duty bound, and hospitably suffered them to spread their
blankets upon tho stone pavement of its spacious and empty court=
yard. In tho strcot without tno thntty poople of Nazaroth had
extemporized a markot, wnd wero driving & brisk teade with thele
guests in bowls of steaming soup and blocks of coarse, dark bread.
How dirty theso pilerims wore, how raggoed, how weary? But
how cheerful taoy wore, and how noisy as thoy drank their tea,
and cobbled therr shoes and patched thetr garments )

Wo greeted them as brothren 1o pilgrimage though they could
not understand our spoech ; for we and thov alike had como to tar
Nazaroth to ask what it had to tell nsof its whilom townwman,
tho Son of Man., It did pot seem too much to hupe that tho
dulleat and must superstitious of them ail woutd carry homo somo
cloarer understaading of tho carthly lhifo of his Lozd. Jesus caonot
bo to them heroafter only a painted picture dimly discerned
through incense smoko and by tho light of flaming caodles, sinco
they havo secn the vory ficlds in which His fcot wero sot when Ho
walked, o man among men  To us whose privitege it had been to
onter upon our pilgrimage with some not altegether indefinite and
mislending concoptions of the Nuzarouo already formed in our
minds, ‘“his cwn city” had also a now truth to impart, now,
although 1t was old and tho trite theme of much moralizing., For
he who has climbed tho hill of Nazarcth in tho footsteps of Jesus,
and drank of tho fountain of Nazar 'th which in tho centurics since
Jdesus drank of it ** has not wearied in well dojug” must bave
gaincd thereby a moro vivid undueratandiog ot the valuo of tho
ministry of tho thirty uncecorded years; and his own Life, what.
ever bo 1ts sphore, has widened immeasurably betoro him, as ho
Icarns that ovon in so narrow a round as the workshop, tho
synagogue and the homo, there is ample space and opportunity to
o daily inoreasing in wisdom and in favour with God and man,

TREES THAT GROW IN THE NIGBT.

¢ Plant & tres,” 2aid a Wise man to hit son, ““ plant a tree—when
You are slecping, it will be growing.” And no better advice could
ever be given to young men and women. No small part of the
glory of a reverend old age is duc to trecs that planted in early
youth have grown steadily night and dsy, and have borne rich
losds of delicions fruit. For a young man or woman to neglect
tree planting of this character means a barren, inatead of a fruit-
fal legacy in the yoars to come.  What, thep, are some of the trees
that our young mea and maidens ought to plant in early youth,
that growing with the revolving sezsons might lay without fail
their reward at tho owner’s feet?

Foremost among:t the mzny that might ba named, we woald
say a pure and koly imagination. Even more than upon reason are
wo dependent for our heppinesa or our pain upon the imagination,
I:s cultare, therefore, should demand onr cloasst attention. If we
sow pure thoughts, il wo kecp our mind freo from all unholy
imaginings, and from the taint of cvil dreams, then indeed, our
happiness will be increased, and our whols nature elevated. Bat
it is a characteristic of thoculture of the imagination that purity
aud nobility ¢an nerer bs secored by allowing the mind to b fal-
low aud empty. If we would keep out tha woeds, the thorns, and
the briars, we mnat till tho ground and pot it to use. Nomanard
8o woman in this matter can afiond todepend npon themselveaany
mors than tho common #5il could be expscted ! its own acoond to
develop {ts harvest yicla. 1f wo would thirk nobly, we must drain.

in the noble aspirations and soul-stirring thoughts of the great
and good that have gons beforo vs, 1f cur jmagining are to be
lofty, wo must live with tho great and noble. If our thoughts are
to be pure, and tender, and boly, wa must aeek with the eyes of
tho mind for the pure and tender and holyin the life and character
and sayings of the good and pure. And this is our planting, the
deliberate filling up of the fallow places of the mind with thought
germs that will bear their own preoious fruit after many days.
How inexpressibly sweet it is to feel that it is the pure wish that
comes firat, the noble sentiment that is so apt for the tonguc's uge,
Plant thin treo, then, in early youth; plant it well, tend it care-
fully. I{ts fruit is precious. More to be desired than gold, yes,
than muoh fine gold, is a pure and holy imagination,

Another troo that should be planted early, is a love of the beauti-
ful. This is perhaps closely akin to the first, though in inany re-
spects it may bo considercd as distinct. Let the eyes feast upon
tho beautiful, lot us learn to love that which is lovely, to prize as
God's gift everything that is beautiful. Every one of Cod's
children should be a worahipper of beauty in Nature and thought
because God is tho Author of all that is lovely, beautifal, and sob-
limo in this world, and He has wondrously linked beauty with
goodness. All good and glorious and beautifal things are His, and
deop down in the human heart He has created a shoine where the
beautiful and the good are worshipped. Lot our lives, the words
of our mouth, our demeanour and our coaduct be framed apon
lines that will make them beautifel to those who live with us.
When this treo has borae its load of fruit, what an inheritance we
will have even if we own nothing else in God’s Universe! No one
can ever rcb us of this glorious heritage of beautiful thoughta and
beautiful visions; a storehouso in the mind filled with the treasures
of God's own lovely work, where we rovel in and onjoy the sweet,
the holy, and the beautiful.

Cold perhaps, after thess, but none the less valuable is ke
planting of the tree of knowledge, the culture of the reflective
powers of the mind. How easy you think it is for some friend to
dissect withous difficulty the intricacies of some mental problem,
how readily words come to the practised speaker, with what little
effort is that striking article thrown off by the skilled writer.
How stupid one zometimes fecls beforo those keen cyes, symbol of
a keener mind, that seems to pierce without difficulty into pro-
blems that mystify us. Woell, the power to do this is quite within
our grasp. To all this we may readily attain if we would only con-
doscend when the soil is fresh to do the necessary planting. In a
fow more years, whother we like it or not, wo will pay the penalty
of our neglect ; atrange weeds will occupy what might bave bean
the fruitful places of the mind; it will be difficult, if not impos-
sible to plant then. Do your planting new, when the powers of
the mind are pliable, when you feel what is a young man’s glory,
the desire to overcome, the desire to know. Fill the mind with a
rich store of knowladge. Seck to learn that which ia worth learn-
ing in the story of tho human race, atrive earnestly, for truth is
all around you, and to the busy aceker only will its treagsures ever
be unfolded. And as surely ac hiarvest follows s2edtime, will this
planting bring to you its revzrd, the sense of conqueat, tho know-
1edge of trath, the insight into God’s desigo, the conscionsness ol a
power nkin to dirinity, which enables you topierce with developed
powers into the region of the infinite. This, too, iz a precious
tree. If planted in eavly life, it will bear wonderfolly rich and
precious fruit.

The Rev.Ilope W.Hogg, 3.A., B.D,
the nominee of the Board for the chawr
of Apologetics and Church History, is
the posgsssor of unusual qualili Ations,
Born in Egypt, a little over thir , Years
ago, be is the son of the Rev. Dr) Hogs,
a misswpary under the Amerwan UL,
church. His childhood and youth were
spent in that country, and ho thus be-
came familiar, when still quite young
with the Arabian and kindred langu-
ages. Coming to Edinlurgh he took a
most success{ul course 1n arts, distingu-
ishing litausell eopecially in pladosophy,
being the brodman in bis year. He took

M, A. degree in 1883, Dr. Cald-
erwood speaks in laghwst terms of s
work in this part of’ his cours».  His
theological training in the U. P. Hall,
Edinburgh, was equally successful speci-
al attendion being given w Hebrewand
the Oriental languages. Iis  course
here was crowned by his taking the de-
gree of B. D. in 1887,

When licensed he offered hunsclf to
the serviee of the mission in Egypt. and
being  accepted  spent  tho  next  six
years as Theological wnstruntor to the
native agents an the oesion Iraining
College at Assiout, teacking chivfly, Old
Testament Literature, Ancient History
and History of Relygzions.

Manitoba College.
STMMER Sesston.

The sumner sessivn of Manilola Coi-
lego opencd on the Sist of March. Rev.
Princ'pal King gave a few detatls re-
lative to tho work of the schoa of
theology, and tho greater work of the
college, together with a  Igief state-
ment of the financial position of the
institution. He sid:._ We enter this
cvening on tho fourth session of the
summer school in theolvgy. The hald-
ing of the classes in theology at this
scason was designel to give a supply
of approved labourers for our mission
ficld_at tho timmo of the year when it
bad been found most difficull to secure
them. It bhas in a lafRe measure ac-
complished its enl. We  weltom» to-
night to the classes of theology stud-
ents who during the last seven months
have been occupning _fields in Mani-
tolwt, tho Termtonex, Brnitish Columina
and Algema, and, asvordag to the teati-
mony of the rrspoctive preshyleries,
have boen doing efficient work in these.
Tho arrangements for the present sum-
mer Session have been alrends inlimat-
cd. In addition to Prof. Raird and m-
sclf, to whom naturally the iarger pur-
tion of the traching muxt fall. the ol
lege is to cnjoy the services of «everd
othrrs. Profossor Maclaren comes to
us with his npe acquaintanee wath thes
oloxs for the third tume, and will as-
sist dJuring the carlier part of the sea-
sion.  DUr. Brattie, a profeswr, in an
American college, bat a Caszdian, a
Sraduats of the University of Toronto,
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will givo his sorvices at a later poriod
of tho scasion; while Presidert Pat-
ton, of Princoton, filling a place of
historio xmxt)ortgneo.. and mest worth-
ily filling it, \vxl!cfwo at some point in
the scssion & briel course of lectures.
It is too sovn to say what the attend-
anco in theolozy may be this session.
‘Therv is always more or loss {luctuation
in fuch a matter, and it would not sur-
prise me if the attendance this year
was somewhat less than last year,w hen
so larze o number completed their
course. The attendance in  the arts
classrs has been unusually larze this
sear, I find that 182 in all have been
enrolled—though some of these, it is
night to say, have been in attendanco
for brif puriods. Taking  these who
have been in  attendanco for a good
part of the tuno along with those who
mway be expected to entor in theology
at this time the number of students of
all classes in attendance on this in-
sttution will excoed rmthar than fall
slhort of 200. The college  as s well
known, while Christian, o~ 1 sustaived
by the moneys of Chr.stinn peopie,
under the auspices and government of
the Preslyterian Church, 18 open to
students, as is St. John's and Wesgley
colleges, of all denomunations and in-
deed” Lo all secking learning. whether
connected with any of the Christian
churches among us or not.

As to the finsnoes of the college, as
thy _year does not  close until 30th
April. it is too soon to speak with con-
Thdener. The support from outside of
Minitolxt is not likely to bo larger

thin in former years, it may .on be
less. 1 amn happy to say, that ¢ sum
contributed by~ Manitoba,  auwd the

congregations to the west of Mani-
fola will be greater than in any pro-
vious year. But the increase has been
greater in the country parts than in
this city to which the college is sur
¢ly no small boon. An cffort may bo
made {0 1ncrease the amount given by
congregations through an  appeal at
least to a few  individuals who have
expressed their readiness to aswast.

This amount 18
to bo allocatod among the several
presbyteries of the Church, and steps
taken to sccure continued interest on
behalf of the fund, .

Superintendent’s salary and  all  the
travelling expenses of students.  Owe
ing to the long distance men have to
travel to remote points in the west,
these expenses arv necessarily  very
heavy.

Tho American Presabyterisn church.,
i consequence of large deficits ‘have
been obliged to cease employving stud-
onts, and for two years no new ground

has been broken. Thie 18 a ruinous
policy 1n a new country The Cane
adian churcl has shown a  better ap-

lm-cmlmn of the situation, and prompt-
y wiped out the threateming deficrt of
last spring. We trust the 1nocome will
equal the expenditure thus year. Three
weeks wiall tell. But, if the work 18 to
bo wvigorously carried on, the revenuo
must be kept up. An inadequate rev-
chue begets a timid, halting polioy that
discourages  the missionaries in the
field and disappoints the church.

treal Presbytery Mr. Bonnenfant is
one of the most encrgetic and successful
colporteurs the Board has ever had. For
the past vear he has heen warking in
counties vf Chatenuguay and DBeau-
harnois, south of the St Lawrence, and
south-west from Montreal. It is most-
Iy a rich farming commumty but
there are several towns and villages
such as Beaubarnois. Ormstown and
Vaileyfield, etc. During this time he
has called upom noarldy 5000 Roman
Catbolic families, reading the Scrip-
tures, praying and speaking to as many
as gave lum the opportunity Ho dis-
tributed about 150 copies of God's word,
along with more than 6,000 tracts, pam-
phlets, etc.

It will easily be scen that this earn-
est servant of Christ has thus sown the

0o seed with unsparing hand; and he

watered it as well with prayere
and tears, and has already bLeen much
encouraged br the results of his lab-
ours. In his last report, for the month
of Mnarch past, he atates he has visit-
od 331 Roman Catholio families, and
s;;o}::_- of the gospel  in 125 of these;
offering prayer in 12 fanulies, In or-
der to increase Ins usefulness, and come-
mend the gospel to his fellow ocountry-
men, he has procured some 83 views
of roenes in the Saviour s lfe on earth,
which he exhibits by means of a magic
lantern, and makes them '~ occasion
of explawning the simple gaspel to those
in darknisy,

Who can dould that God will Lleas the
endecavors of this good man? Rut be is
only one of a large_numixr of zcalous
workors under the Boavd, sll of whom
are engaged In sow! e word of
lifs, some in ohurches, others {n mis.
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slon sobools, and many othars, durim;
the summer season, in various parts o
the country. The church as a whols
bolioves in the vast Lnportance of
this work, und its Intimato ing up-
on the future well-being of our coun-
try. What the missionaries feel the
n of, as well as  those engagod in
direoting the work, is intercessory
prayer in their Wehalf, and for the
work. Again and agaul do they beseech
us to pray for than, and we are con-
vinood that may dn. But what is nced-
ed is prayer by tho whole churoh. Then
the inlerest in tho work will deepen,
and wo may surely look for showers
of Llessing, and a turning to the Lord
of vast numbers who are now entire-
ly ignorant of the liberty and joy of
t{m simple truth as it is in Jesus.

Mr. Robert Lindsay came from the
North of Ireland in 1814, and settled
near Oxlord Mills, He was ordained to
tho office of ruling clder on 5th Octoler,
1881, and served the cungregation for
over 14 years till called to his rest on
Sabbath evening, 2nd March, at the
ripo agy 82." He was held in high
cstecin by the whole community.

Mr. Coaby Cook was born and rearcd
in the vicimty of Prescott. lHe spent
several years in Cahifornia, where ho
united with the Presbyterian church.
Returning to his native land he sett!-
ed i Kemptvillo and upited with the
congregation.  Ho was ordained to the
eldership on 16th June. 1889, and for
over 8ix years served the congregation
in that capacity. He was of a gentle
and kindly disposition. For sevoral
years he sulfered with failing health,
He bore up with Christian forttiude, ro-
signed to his Heavenly Father's will,
ripening for the church above, to which
ho was called peacsably away on 10th
of Fcbruury last, aged 50 years.

Presbytery of Regina.

Tux ragular meeting of ths Preabytery of
Regins was held in Moosomin, March 4th.
There wero present fifteen ministers, four
elders snd four students. A call from St.
Paul's, Princo Albert, in favor of Archibald
Lwe, Kamloops waslaidon tho table. Afterthe
ocallhad been read, which showed that it had
been signed by nisety members and fifty
adherents, it was moved by Mr, Carmichacl,
and ssconded by Mr. Campbell and agreed
that the call be sustained as a regular Rospel
call, ‘wd that it ba transmittea with
accompinying documents to tho Presbytery
of Kamloops. An appeal from Mr. John
McKenzie against the clection of elders in
Moosomin, was after discussion dlamissed,
and the election declared valid. The report
of the convener of the Home Mission com-
mitteo was roceived and adopted. The
following motionsy were agreed to :—{1) In-
asmuch aa Shell River Station is forty miles
from Colleston, with which it is warked, and
ouly fifteen miles from Snake Plains. The
Preabytery of Regioa asks the Synodical
Gommittee to coter into correspondence with
the Forcign Mission Committee, with a view
of putting Shell River ficld under the
Jastoral care of Rev. W, S. Moore, and thus
secure the bLotter working of the field, and
save the missionary thy jong and expemive
journey. (2) A deputationappointed to visit
Ohlen ficld report that the Swodes are rot
in sympathy with the Presbyterian Church,
and although in hirljv good circumatances,
bave only contributed §2 to the support of
Mr. Hofstrand. 1tfurther reports that thero
are English spoaking settlements in the
vicinity of the field where two additional
stations could be opened. The Lutherans
als Lold regular aervico in Ollen field. In
view of thess facts, the Prosbytery recom-
mend the Synodical Committes to withdraw
the t{rom Ohlen as now constituted or
0th September, 1806, and appoint a atadent
Probyterian mimionary to Ohles and ad-
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joining stations with} a grant of five dollars
per Sabbath, (3) AsCarnoustie can be oon.
venfently worked with Dongols in the
Minnedosa Preabytery, the Preebytery of
Regina would respectiully aak the Synodical
Committee to conneot it lor the summer with
Dongola field, and if this can bearranged, the
Presbytery would re.arrange the remainiog
stations with Hillbura and Welwyn, thus
saving the sorvices of one missionary and
doing the work with equal efficiency. (4)
We reccommend that Abernethy be separated
from Fort Qu‘ApQ;lle field and joined with
Kenlisand Rose Valley, so as to constitute
one pastoral charge, to be put on the
Augmentation list, also, that Indian Head,
Sintaluta and Walkers form another pastoral
charge, and that these changes take place on
Oot. 1st, if thero is no difficulty in the way.
(5) Whereas all attempts to remove the
Indians to the plain have been futile, the
Presbytery of Regina recommend the
Foreign Mission Committee to build churches
on Piapot's and Muscowpetong’s reserves in
the valley nesr the encampments. Whereas
there are many aged and infirm Indians near
Round Lake Mission, that Mr, McKay's
idea of building cottage hospitals for aged
and infiem Iudians beapproved, and that the
Joreign Miusion Committes be asked to
{uraish him such aid as he may require for
tins pucpose, (6) The Presbytery of Regina,
at this its first meeting after its acceptance
of the resignation of Rev. Mr. Rocheater of
the pastorate of Prince Albert, desires to
place on record its senss of the important
work done by him in that field and all the
ncighboring districts in the five years of his
residence there. (7) That a Presbyterial
library he started ata fee of $2 per member.
ship, and that the moderator, clerk, with
Messrs. Thompson, Kemlo, McLeod and
Reddon, bea committes to startlibrary and
obtain memberships. Deputations were
appointed to visit Glen Adelavde, Whitewood,
Broadview and Wolseley, Rev. D. M.

Generu! Assembly. The following were
anornted commissioners: Messrs, Camp-
bLell, Carmichael, Bryden, Reddon and
Thompson, ministers, and Messra.
