We have an infinite dislike and repulsion to cant. Scarcely a newspaper,
either here or in tho old country, discusses the Soudanese war without an
ostontation of psuedo-moral reflections about the slaughter of the Dervishes,
War is war, and, as against a savage, ignorant and intensely fanatical foc,
he would be a milk-and-water commander who should hesitate to make his
adversary’s losses in killed and wounded as large as possible. Heavy
slaughter is the only thing that tells upon savage hordes, stimulated by the
extreme of Moslem fanaticism, and every reader of history knows what that
is. Physically and fatalistically brave and reckless, the followers of the
Mahdi are as ‘gratuitously aggressive and pestilent as any savage foe the

9l arms of England havo ever had to encounter, and should be met with the

sternest interpretation of the exigencies of war.

The Chronicle in a recent issue demurs to comment on the prevalent
lawlessness in the United States. We cannot coincide in this opinion.
With a full appreciation of the greatness of our neighbors, we are not of those
wlio shrink from publishing truth lest it may cause offence,and we think it right
that the contrast between our own institutions, and the law-abiding spirit of
those who live in peace under them,and thuse of the States, should, without
invidiousness, be kept before the eyes of our countrymen. There isno reason
that Canadians should be hoodwinked as to the actual facts of lynchings,
“ stickings up "—to use an old Australian expression—of railway trains, the
frequent cowardly shooting of men on the most trivial provocations, the
pitched battles between malefactors and sherifP's posses, White-Cap out-
rages and other evidences of a tendency to violence, which have no little
influence in producing international complications as evinced in the proceed-
irgs of the Alaska Far Company, culminating in the piraticai seizure of the
Black Diamond.

The German Emperor, whatever may go to the making up of a perhaps
somewhat curious character, las evidently a geod share of commoun sense,
as well as the outspoken directness of a man with no sort of nonsense about
him  Man of our most distinguished naval and military ofiicers wear their
hearts, so to speak, too openly displayed on their slecves, and they write
and speak moro freoly than prudence justifies. It is the same weakness of
exuberant Saxon frankness which has stamped British diplomacy with ill-suc-
cess.  None cther of the great European Powers fall into this error. We
can imagine the Freachman, for instance, discussing moral and military con-
tingencies, saying “ Let us wait a httle, w= shall presently know from them-
selves all they have accomplished, and, in adduion, all their weak points.”
The German has none of this facility. The Emperor was astonisked at the
ocular demonstration ol the greatness of kKngland's naval strength, and
expressed his admiration without stint or reserve, but he naturally regretted
that a country so powerful as logland shoud, by persistenily croaking
about her naval and military position, lead foreign powers to form a very falso
estimate of her strength. He expressed himself strongly as to the folly of

‘saying publicly, as he had licard one or two distinguished naval officers do,

that when we got the new ships the government had just got money to build,
we should be unable to get men for them. These utterances should, con-
sidering the mihtary soundness of the source frum which they come, act as
a salutary restraint to the rather gushing propensities of Eoghish authorities.

It would now appear that the Grand Trunk have dotermined to secure
the shortest possible air ling, alt on Canadian territory, 10 Halifox,  With
this ubject in view they have securcd.an option on the Temiscouata railway,
and are now having survoyed a route from the terminus of the latter rpad as
direct to Moncton as possible. Mr. Davy, Engineer-in-Chief of the.Témis-
couata railway company, and Mr. Cranston, C. E., arc now cogaged in
locating the line between Edmundston and Salisbury, the direct distance
But in order to secure the traffic
of an important section of the country, a slight deviation from au airline will
be made, increasing the distance 30 miles or 190 miles in all.  This would
make the distancoe from Montreal to Ialifax 1 the neizhborhood of 753
miles, or about 100 miles shorter than by way of the I, C. R. and the Grand
Trunk. While this still leaves the Canadian Dacific Short Line a consider-
able advantage in distance, the proposed Grand Trunk Line will have tho
great advantage of being entirely on Canadian territory, no small matter
in viow of the recent hostile legislation of the United States aimed to crip-
ple Canadian Railways. Now that the Grand Trunk and Canada Pacific
arc both sceking thu shortest routes to Halifax, we need have little doubt of
the great business that is to reach this port in the near future, The wisdom
of the Senate’s course in rejecting the bill of last session, which positively
gave tho Canada Pacific a monopoly of the carrying trade of the Maritime
Provinces, is now made apparent, as it assures us the keen competition of a
;ival gou]te, without which the benefits to be derived would have heen pro-
ematical,
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According to a correspondent cf onc of our cily contemporaries our sis-
ter city of St. John, whose enterprising Prese is somewhat given to
poking fun at Halifax on account of the fogs which it assumes to be peren
nial and abiding, was protty well farnished with that mmky atmospheric
article during some of the days when we were ¢ joying weather of the most
perfect description for our Carnival,

We have as yet failed to see the f asibility of any scheme—if scheme
there can be said to exist—of bringing about Imperial Federatiun, beyond
the simple idoa of a contribution by the great Colonies in aid of the Naval
Forces of the Empire, somewhat on the lines of the measure so nearly car
ried into effect recontly by Australia, but it has struck us as not at all
improbable that the recent discouraging utterances of Loid Silisbury may
have been not a little prompted by a consciousness that any measure in the
direction of Imperial Federation would be in accord with Hume Rule for
Ireland. English Conservative dislike to and distrust of federative princi
ple, especially as applied to tho nationalities of Great Britain, is undoubtedly
strong, and the County Councils Act was, we imagine, put furth partly, if
not principally, as a means of staving off the rising opinion in favor of
Federation,

The British Government has appointed a Departmental Committee to
enquire into the question of authorizing tho investment of trust funds in
Colonial securities, This is a matter not only of considerable interest to
colonists, but if the stringent law of England were modified, and English
trustees were brought to realize the safety of Colonial investments, of great
relief to them in the expansion of their powers, with the additional advan-
tage of higher rates of interest than are obtainable in the old country from
such limited scope as is now permissible. It is much to be hoped that the
enquiry will result in the Cesired permission. It would have the effect of
increasing the supply of British capital in the colonies, and widening English
knowledge of the capabilities of her great dependencies, and much credit
is due to Si» Charles Tupper for his representations in the matter, which have
led to its serious consideration by the Home Government.

We take it to be the resolution of the vast majority of Canadians, that
Canada shall work out her own destiny on her own national lines, and by
mesns of her own immense natural resources, If this be the case Unrestric-
ted Reciprocity—whatever may be the precise meaning of that somewhat
elastic term—seems to us to be almost as objectionable as Commercial
Union. To say nothing of the question of revenue, wo desire, as a matter
of national aspiration, to see our native manufactures prosperous and secure.
They are as much a constituent part of the npational economy as any other
section of the body politic, and, if secondary to any, to none but the agric-
ultural interests, and it is certzin that, with free-trade with America, they
would even yet as in former times be utterly swamped. The N. P. has
at least given them standing ground, and we believe that a few years’ more
security from foreign encroachment will leave them in a position to hold
their own against any alien competition.

If current reports are at all to be trusted indicatiors are not wanting of
a quite possible amelioration in the condition of Ireland. On the whole a
less lawless spirit seems to animate the Home Rulers in parliament, and the
vote of the Pamellites with the Government on the Royal Grant is said to
have given such satisfaction to the Queen that Her Majesty is thought to
have become inclined to visit Ireland. Again the new league for defence
against landlords seems to be altogether of a more law-abiding nature than
the National or Land Leagues. The landlords are already considerably
held in check by existing legislation in favor of the tenants, large sums have
been raised by Acts of Parliament to enable tenants to purchase their hold-
ings, and Lord Randolph Churchill advocates the appropriation of £100,-
000,000 to the same purpose. This may seem a startling sum, but it is no
more than, if we remember rightly, was proposed by Mr. Gladstone in the
outline sketch of his policy which led 1o his defeat, and against such an
additional burden might be set a large decrease of the heavy expenditure on
coercion, if the country could only be brought to a state of greater content-
ment. In addition to these grounds of hope the crops are reported so far
to give promise of being much 2bove the average. It is to be hoped these
auguries may not be delusive,

It would be difficult to find a stronger tribute to the national importance
of the C. P. R., and its Pacific steamboat continuations than is furnished by
the San Francisco Examiner. Exhorting its own steamship line to Australia
to improve its service in time, the Ezxaminer continues :—* So long as the
Canadian Pacific will carry passengers from Yokohama to London for §300,
and give them a less sea voyage by two days, and carry them in a mostluxurious
style from Vancouver to tho Atlantic seaboard, a. 4 vice versa, without
change of cars, landing them in Liverpool a day and a half carlier than by
the American routes, the British line will unquestionably control the traffic.
To this has to be added the further fact that the C. P, R. equipment and its
cating-halls are superb as compared with the vile places and still worse
cooking on the lines running out of San Francisco. The farc by the San
Francisco route is 8325, and the Ezaminer has yet to learn that there is any
law which compels Americans or any others to travel by a line which is
being rapidly superseded by tho more northerly and short one.”” Wo huve
always painted out that American abuse was the measure of the national
value of the C. P. R. and its connections. What we bave quoted is not in
any way abusive or objectionable, but is quite as good testimony as if it were,
Such expressions of opinion and statements of facts should go far to encour-
age & spirit of national pride and sclf-reliance,

The recent visit of the German Emperor to England may be the means
of corracting some of the evidently exaggerated poriraits of him which have
been so universally current sinco his accession,  He has been painted more
cr less in all colors, principally binck.  Personally he is neither angel or
demon, though probably a by no means remarkably amiable potentate,
However, hie seems to have behavéd himsclf as a tolerably decent gentle.
man duri..g his visit, to have manifested some cordinlity, whether sincere or
politie, and if he criticised some military points with the sharpness of a
man who is at heart a soldier, he was appreciative enough on many others,
He seema to have had enough bonkommie to have joked very graciously
with his Admiral, who got thrown from his horse, and, altogether, not to
have been quite so much of an ogre as he has been represented. Consider-
able exaggeration seems to have been indulged 1n about the infirmity of his
left arm.  If the reports are at all correct it cannot amount to much, as he
is said to be quite able to pull his hcrse on his haunches from a gallup,
using the left hand alone, which is an exercise of power impossible to a
limb seriously crippled. He is probably an instance of the little reliance to
be placed on the sensativnal 1tems i which the press is so fund of indulging,

-

If it were not for the lack of trial and exrerience in actual battle of the
ironclads, which engenders a strong elemient of doubt as to whether these
gigantic structures might not at any moment be rendered useless, or worse
than useless, by some new engine of destruction, the late review at Spithead
might well inspire confidence in the invincibility of Great Britain at sea,
Threo lines of war vessels each five miles in length is a maghificent show-
ing, considering how large a proportion of this magnificent flotilla con-
sisted of some of the largest, most powerful and mnst completely equipped
of the warlike sea- mo 'sters of the world. We have, indeed, already
begun to admit that the controlling implement may have been found in the
dynamite gun, if only the requisite precision of fire can be assured. Its use
would, of course, be open to each of two contending forces, and what might
be the result no man can precisely foresee. Grand as these great spectacles
are they are still painfully suggestive of the diversion of vast sums of money
from productive to destructive uses. Practical patriotism, however, loaves
10 oplion, and if we cannot forget that the progress of science may within
three or four years render that magnificent fleet comparatively useless, there
may be some consolation in the idea already entertained by many that the
same progress of science is gradually bringing to pass a state of things
in which war will be such certain mutual destruction as to become eventually
impossible.

The followinw, if correctly given, i3 the text of Mr. Hitt's resolution on
Commercial Union :—* That whenever it shall be duly certified to the
Prosident of the United States that the Government of the Dominion of
Canada has declared a desire to establish commercial union with the Untted
States, having a uniform revenue system, like internal taxes to be collected,
and like import duties to be imposed on articles brought into cither country
from other nations, with no duties upon trade between the United States and
Canada, he shall appoint three commissioners to meet those who may be like-
wise designated to represent the Government of Canada, to preparea plan for
the assimilation of the import duties and irternal revenue taxes of the two
countries, and an equitable division of receipts, in a commercial union;
and said commissioners shall report to the President, who shall lay the
report before Congress.” Now there can be no sort of doubt in the mind
of any sane person that Commercial Union so defined would result in
political annexation, M. Longley further illustrated the position in saying
“ft is unnecessary for me to say that in such a case the American tariff would
largely prevail, and that wein Canada should be practically under the Amen
can tariff against the rest of the world.” Thanks to awakened Canadian patriot-
ism commercial union—with its inevitable results—is a dead issue, Canadians
being now fully persuaded of the superiority of Canadian constitutional
institutiors, of Canadian habits and morils, and consequently of the
inestimable value of Canadian auwtonomy.

Quite a lively interest has lately bee <hown, chiefly through correspon-
dents to newspapets, in the question as tc the possibility of combatting with
any effect and keeping down the numbers of the vmnipresent and vivacious
mosquito.  Most people will no doubt be inclined to put the subject
aside with a sort of despairing conviction of the invincibility of that deter-
mined and skillful skirmisher. Yet a suggestion has been made which i
by no means unworthy of serious consideration. It s the breeding and
culture of the dragon fly. If the liabits of this harmless and most beautiful
insect were carefully and scientifically studied, it is almost certain that
wmt.ch might be done to counteract the taciics of the universal enemy. It
has fallen within our experience to have scen examples of the sweeping and
exlerminating operations of the dragon fly. Some years ago a party of
Mounted Police, camping for the niyht near Fort Ellice, found it absolutely
difficult to obtain water from a small stream in a raviac on account of the
mosquitos. The officer in charge went duwn himself to sce what the truuble
was. While he was vainly endeavoring to defend himadlf, a smali swaim
of about a dozen dragon flies suddenly swooped d.wn to tho stroam, Fur
four or five minutes thoy darted to and fro, backwards or forwards with
equally lightning like rapidity, and at the end of that brief space there w2
peace. Not a mosquito was to bo scen, Beiween swallows and dragon
flies the precincts of the then headquarters at Furt Pelly were also keptt
all times clear of the insidious foe. We fancy the man in Canada b2
qualified to investigate such a subject and saggest means of making this
natural ally of man available against his natural enemy would be Professor
Saunders, the cminent entomologist of London, Ont,

the world.

Lord Kintore, Governor of Svuth Australia, telegraphs to Lord Knuts-
ford that both Houses of the Legislature have unanimously adopted an
address to the Queen praying Her Majesty to speedily extend to Western
Australia full responsible guvernment, thus advaucing the intercsts of federa-
tion, and completing Australian unity.

The Czar has conforred the cross of St. Stanislaus upon ex-Capt. Grueff,
the notorious abductor of Prince Alexander of Bulgaria, and a persistent
plotter against the present regime in Bulgaria. Thisact of the Czar is re-

garded as one of open hostility to Bulgaria, as well as a menace to the Porte,
Grueff being a Turkish outlaw.

A new usc for rabbits has been found by the physicians of the Birming-
ham Lunatic Asylum. A number of wild rabbiis have been turned loose 1n
ihe fields adjoining the institution, so that the inmates will be amused by
seeing the rabbits run about, and to divert the minds of the patients is one
of the great objects of the institution.

It is reported that the recent interviews between Prince Bismarck,
Emperor Francis Joseph and Count Kalnoky resulted in a modification of
the Austro-German treaty, whereby the casus foederis was established
whenever the vital interests of either nation are threatened. Hitherto only
open attack constituted a cause for joint action.

Constantine, heir to the Greek throne, is in his twenty-sccond yecar. He
15 handsome and has a fascinating manner.  He 1s fund of military matters,
but has devoted a great deal of time to literature.  lle reads and speaks
Lioglish, I'rench, German, Russian and Danish. His mind is active, and he
is more of a thinker than appearances would indicate.

Apropos of tho Prince of Wales’ supposed views on the.subject of the
Unioo, a London correspondent states that Mr. Parnell is aware of them,
aod that he has consequently suppor ed the increased grants, and used his
influence with his party to induce them to do likewise. Mr. Parnell and
the Prince have met more than once in the somewhat exclusive but luxuri-
ous rooms of the Marlborough club.

The conversion to Catholicism of the aged widow of the Emperor Wil-
liam First of Germany is now definitc}y announced, and has created a great
scandal at court. The Empress has been leaning toward the Cathohic
church for more than twenty years, and she has been unable longer to resist
her inclination. Tho present Emperor appears to have made no public
comment upon this change of faith, which was officially announced to him.

. Pcoplo who havo only seen the Duchess of Fife sitting ia her carriage or
with the quiet demeanor required for State ccremonials have no idea how
great a pleasure she takes in cxorcise and rapid motion. The Duchess
delights in gymnastics and is an accomplished mistress of the art of fence.

BB, Bertrand, profcssor of fencing to the late
Princo Imperial, and he speaks in the highest terms of the courage and
prowess of his Royal pupil.

LETTER FROM INDIA.

Dgar Critic,—I wrote you last from the Punjab. I sond you to day a
cry forther from fair Kashwir, from ono of the wost romantic spots in the
wotld—the Vale of Kashmi, the ¢ Happy Valloy "—the sceno of ¢ Lalla
Rookh.” .

I feol I cannot doscribe it to you. Many pens more sloquont than mine
have often written its praises. It is a Paradise, a haven of rest to worn-out
and woary suflerers from the hot plains.

The life is oro of complete idleness in perhaps the most perfect climate
in tho world, ‘The Valo is bounded on all sides by its snow clad mountains
—the Himalayas themselves, and it greots ono’s sight like a glimpse of
Edon at the end of the long and tiresome march of twolve days from Rawul
Pindi.

This life of idleness is spont in Kiskhiis or Xashniri boats, going about
frow one beautiful camping ground to another, pitching one's tent under
somo ahady chenar (plane) treo, beside a lake, or some tributary of the great
Shelburn which divides tho valley almost medially. It recalled dear old
Horace—* Tityre, tu patuls recubas sub tegmine fugi.” These camping
grounds are called Daghs, or gardens. There are the lasim Bagh, the
Nishak Bagh, the Chenar, Moonshes, and the Shaleinar Bagh, where the
closing sconos of Lalla Rookh are laid,

Mocre’s description is wonderf{ully accurate. To-day you c:n follow
him, line by lino, in what must have boen very clearly related to him, for I
beliove the poct was never in Kashmir in his life,

The Kishti or boat in which you live on the river i3 about 40 foet long,
and is roofed in with matting.

In the foro half the Sahib lives; the boatman’s family live in the after-
part; the crew consists of four, two mon and their wives. In my caso tho
crew consists of & head boatman, his brother, his wife and mother, all of
whom tako their full share of paddling, towing, and generally navigating the
boat. A second boat holds my servants and kitchen. The pay is only
Rs. 15 2 month, something cheaper than house ront.

The boatwomen aro, most of them, handsome, with dark Gypsy faces,
and a bright color. They wonr curiously ditty clothes—a long loose gown
to their knees, and a sares or cloth over their heads. The men are drossed
in beautifully clean white clothes, but tho women's drosses are quite black,
and I fancy aro nmever washed. I askod my boatman the reason of -this—
* Sikar-ka hookum "—(it is the order of the government) said he, So I am
still unenlightened.

All through Kashmir, however, I noliced that, while tho men aro usually
woll and cleanly dressed, their women-kind, almost without excoption, wear
the most filthy clothes.

. Of course, dealers in shawls, pushmina and embroidery, also workers
1o copper and silver, boset ono at every turn. Their wares aro very beauti-
ful and fairly chesp (aftor tho usual bargaining), but onco entered into tho
shop of a shawl merchant, Mr. Sahmud Shab, or Bahar Shah, tho chances
are against your coming out without having spont moro than is cithor expe-
dient or necessary, tho things they show you aro so boautiful and so cheap.

. L wroto you last in the cold weather, almost Canadisn in ite cloarnessand
orispness. [am writing you now from a little placo in the bills, Galmerg,

some 8,000 feot abovo the 8na, whero it noeds little stretch of imagination to
fancy one's self in Canada again. Among forosts of pines, the ground slip-
pery under foot with nerdles, my tonts ato pitched, ovorlooking a curious
grassy plain in the midst of tho hills, Tho march up hero was vory liko
Cavada. A rough pathway road, with alders, pines and junipors alongsido,
and evorywhore wild roses in profusion. A follow-counlryman camo with
mo, and vur covstant romark was—** How exactly liko Canada this is1”

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Soxi: Cucymsers.—The propriotors of tho Picklo Factories at Gaspor-
cau aro just now doing a rushing business in tho way of buying and salting
small cucumbors. In vno room alouo we saw thirty-fivo hogsheads contain-
ing nearly thirty tous of this material, and this was boing iucreased at the
rate of fivo hogsheads o doy.—Acadian.

The rattan ware-room on Wator streot, Windsor, is being put up with
surprising rapidity.

ANoTHER Brick BuiLpina.—Thoe 1ncreased valuo of the business stands on
Victoria St, is rapidly causing the old buildings to give place to higher and
moro substantial orections. A yoar ago the propriety of such a courso with
the valuable property between Dunlap Bros. & Company’s and Josepk Weoks'
was recoguised by the owner,—B, B. Treen—but inability to terminate
lonses held by tonants provented him from making the desired improvements.
He i8 now nogotiating, however, for the oroction noxt summer of a throe-
story brick block, of 62 ft. front, and about the same dopth, the first flat to
contain ono single and two double shops, and an entrance to upper stories ;
tho second flat to contain oftices. The building will be a vory great im-
provement to the appearance of the town.— Amherst Record.

WeyMoutit NoTes.—The Metoghan River Lumber Co., of this place,
although tomporarily shut down for the want of water, are filling in the
leisure time by making some very nocessiry improvements on their mill and
outside equipment. Thoy aro this weok putting on quite a largo extonsion
to tho mill on the west side. A large woll is being dug and is gotling woll
under way. This, when completed—they are in hopes—will furnish them
with an amplo and permanent supply of water for all seasons of tho year.
The upper story of their warehousoe is being converted into a boarding house
for the omployces. Dormer windows are being put on the roof on the
north and south sides, and stops have been put up from the outside, and
when finished will make arrangements quite complete. The work is
under the supervision of Mr. Poter Dugas of this place. Mr. Dugas roports
work as plentiful, and finds some difficulty in procuring his requisite sup-
ply of laboring men. The company are also putting a projection on to their
blocking on the south side of the mill, extending it out to low water mark.
Mr. Ruel Hollowell has charge of this.

Mr. Poter Dugas has just begun the erection of a largo two story building,
40x60, on the north side of Comeau’s tailor shop. This building, wo have
boeen informed, is to be occupied by Mr. Landry of the L'Evangeline, who
intends printing his paper hore this fall, in addition to conducting a large
and goneral job printing business. Tho building will bo fitted up with
soveral sparo business offices and storo rooms, and will be a much nooded
acquisition to the place. Mr, Landry is well known in this place, and we
hope that all his arrangoments may be crowned with every success. Our
placo possesses uncqualed facilities sz a distributing contre, and there is no
reason why we should not have just such a business hero, and run in first-class
style.~Diyby Courier.

CerLuverT.—This material, which is being placed on the market by Mesars,
David Mosoloy & Sons, Chapel Field Works, Manchester, i propared from
cellulose or vogetable fibres. It is applicable for many purposes, such as «
fho manufacture of baskets, dishes, roving cans, journal bearings, tubes,
cylinders, canes, shoomaker’s fillings, bushings, gibs, cross hoads, washers,
nuts, bolts, wheols, trunks, chair seats, &c. Its strength is very great, both
to resist tearing and crushing ; a strip 1 inch wide by £ inch thick stood a
tonsilo test of 2.210 1bs. It is made with two differont degrees of flexibility ;
it will tako a bigh polish, and it can bo filed, turned, sawn, planed, drilled,
and tapped. The ordinary solvents have no effect upon it, and acids and
alkalios attack it but slightly. Its resistance to the passago of electricity will
make it useful as a non conductor, and it is also capable of withstanding a
high degreo of heat without sny injury. If it is svaked for savoral hours in

water it will swell a little, but its original shape will be resumed when
dried.—ZIndustries.

Opinion is expressed that Canadian farmers should cultivate flax, for
which tho soil and climate are well adapted. It could be always counted
upon as a sure crop which would produco an average of about tifteen bush-
ols of sced per acre, worth S1 a bushel, besides two tons and a half of flax
straw, worth S20 a tou, from which could be produced 1,000 lbs, of flax
fibre, worth 3200 a ton,

. It is believed that the grading upon the whole of the Nova Scotia Short
Line will be finished n about six weoks, unless dolayed by tho bog fillings
near Conn’s mills,

The two picklo factories, run and managed by Davidson Bros., grocors,
of Hlalifax, and John Gertridge, which wore started last year at Gasporeaux,
N. 8., have given an impotus to the cultivation of tho cucumber, and the
farmers in raising them find that it pays woll. It is oxpected that upwards
of 30,000 bushe!s will bo raised in the immediato vic'nity of tho factories,
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The Cornwallis Valley Railway is progressing rapidly, tho greater part
of tho road will soon be ready for sloopors and it scowns possible that it may
bo in ruuning order this fall,

Theroe are 1,800 men at work on tho Capo Bieton Rmlway betwoen tho
Strat of Cruso and Sydnoy,and a largo goug engaged in building the Grand
Narrows Bridge.

St. John is doing n lig business 1 oxporting duleo, It sells for from 7 to
8 cents por pound, and a barrel holds fromn cighty pounds tv one hundred
pounds, ifrom ten to fifty barrols are shippod at a timo via tho Amorican
boat, and tho points of shipment in the Siules includo Doston, Philadel-
phia, New Yotk and Washington. ‘The total shipments ovor the bordor for
# year run up to soveral thousand dollms.  Dealors receivo their supply
principally from Grand Mauon, where tho dulse grows in great quantities on
the rocky shores.

Tne Brer Trhave.- Whatover differer<o of opinion there may be concorn-
ing tho offuct of uurestricted reciprosity upon tho price of beof, it soems to bo
protty certain thal thore is not enough beef produced in the Maritimo Pro-
vinces ot presont to supply tho demand. The markets of St. Jobn and
Dloncton and some of the smaller towas are now largely supplied from Chi-
cago, and the proposal {o ercct a refrigorator in St. John for Chicago beef
indicates that a degreo of’ porwanoucy is anticipated in thotrade. Itappears,
however, that Chicago is not the only competitor our beof-raisers have to
meot in our home markots, for in the last issuo of tho MMonetary Times wo
find tho following statement :—¢ Tho Canadian Moat Comphuy of Montroal
commonced shipmonts of dressed beof to Halifax last weok, and one carload
of ton tons was recoived in fine order, and sold out in half an hour safter
arrival.  Tho meat was packed in o refrigerslor car, and was iced twice on
the trip.”” This shows that instead of having beof for export, the Maritime
Provinces are unable to supply their own markets, and that our farmers are
loiting the trade slip away from them. Tho shipment of boof from Montreal

should be a revelation to our stock-raisers, for the conditions which render | ¢

it possiblo to ship beef frum Chicago at very low prices do not obtain in the
vicinity of Montrcal. If the Canadian Meat Company can buy beef in the
Province of Quebec and ship it to Halifax in refrigorator cars at a living
profit, it is evident that the farmers of tho Maritime Provinces aro making a
wistake in allowing the trade to Lo taken out of thoir hands. Deef can be
raised hero as cheaply as in Quebec or Ontario, and our farmers have tho
advantago in the matter of transportation. QOur farmers need not look for a
beef matket ataong the “ sixty millions,” but that shoald nul prevent thew
from retainiug their home markets. - Chiynectv Post,

The importance of securing for Canada a fair share of the trade of the
West India Islands aud Soutl America can scatcely be overestimated.  The
area of the West India Islande and Dritish Gaiana is abvut 96,000 syuare
miles, with a populstion of fuur or five millions—almust as much as the
entire population of Canada. 1f wo take Brasl wo find a pupulation of
about thurteen millions, and an ubnual trade of about £40,0uu sterhing.
That Canada 1s not making the 1eust of this ttade 13 painfully ovident.
Take for instanco tho colony of British Guiana, which embraces an arca of
76,000 syuare miles, with a population of about 260,000. The expurts
thenco tu the States are £513,000 yoarly, and mports £317,0vv, while to
Canasda she expurts £42,000 in value, and imports £95,000, shuwing a tutal
trade of £1,130,000 in ono case against £137.000 in the other. Canada
already exports moro than the United States to British Guiana of the follow-
lowing articles, viz. smoked fish, lumber, otaves, and potatoes, nearly
double the amount of lumber and staves. To obtain a large share ot the
trado requires, in the fitst place, the opening up of steam communication,
With a line of steamers estallishod one setivus vbstacle would be romoved,
and although there would doubtless bo other difliculties tu ovorcome, there
is uo roason {o fear that Canadian pluck and energy would not suun estab-
lish a profitable and constantly increasing trade.

Manners are often worst in the most industrious and advanced parts of
the country. In the Highlands of Scotland, whero industrial civilization is
almost unknown, popular manners are oxcollent ; in some parts of the Low-
lands they are rude, repellant, and unsympathetic. The best Epglish man-
nors are to bo found in cortain rural districts, the worst in thriving and
onergetic Lancashire. Too much energy is unfav rable to the best behav-
iour, which grows to porfection among idlers, o1 in agricultural or pastoral
communities, where folks work in a leisurely fashion and have many spare
moments on their bands. Manners always represent an ideal of somo kind.
The English way of bohavior seems to stand for dignity, tho French for
grace. Manners in both countries are more the representation of self in
outward forms than any ovidenco of real consideration for the persons to
whom they aro addressed. The Englishman wishes to convey tho idea
that he himself has dignity, that he is a gentleman; tho Frenchman is anx-
ious to show that hoeis a witty and accomplished mun of the world. . . .
Tho virtucs of English behavior are chiefly of a negative kind, and those
of T'ronch bohavior pusitive, An Englishiuan is pleasant because ke is uol
noisy, z. f troublesome,nof obtrusive, ncf contradictory, and becauso ho has the
fact to avoil conversational pitfalls aad precipices. The Frenchman is
agroeable bocauro he ¢» lively, fs amusing, “is amiable, 7s succossful in the
battle against dulluess, and will take trouble 1o inake conversation interest
ing. - “ French and English” (Macmillan).

Wo sin
coroly hope that it will, but wo may frankly say that wo rogard with sowm
distrust the establishmont of so wany rival Jines. Tho troublo is that the
business that might be profitable when conlined in a fow hands will be sy
cut up as to leave a profit for nomne. It is all vory woll to argue that the
public will gain through tho cutting of rates that must inovitably rosult
from overcrowding the business. Such a gain can only be temporary, and
tho cgmmunity at large cannot reap any adventage from one portion being
ruined,

DrY Goobs.—Trade is quiot but fair for tho soason, a moderato domanl
boing oxperionced for staple cotton goods at steady prices. A number ot
repoat and sorting-up orders have beon received during the past weok. Woul-
lon fabrics are roported in good demand with prices gradually stiffenmng,
Montreal fancy guods housos have decided to hold their upening fall sales o
week carlior this year, owing to the action of Toronto firms. Consequently
the opening sales of fancy dry goods and millinory in that city will take
place on the 27th, 23th and 20th instants, at which a large attendance w
oxpected. Sovoral firms in these lines in Halifax purpose boing reprosented
at those sales. Remittances have beon fair,

Iron, HarDwaRE AND MeTALS.—The market for pig iron is firm, cable
ndvices showicg a further advance in Scotch warrants, making a rise in the
past fow weeks of 3s. 3d. Makers’ brands are slso cabled 3d. to 6d highet
on the week. Tho recont advanco seoms to have had the effoct to check the
ardor of buyers in tho meantime, though it is thought that whon they are
eventually compolled to operate it will be upon less favorable terms. A fu
ther advance in pig lead of Gd. is advisod by cable, and galvanized rewauins
steady at the late advanco. Ingot copperiscabled £1 higher, but no chauge
has occurred here. In genceral hardwaro a fair trado is in progross, and wut-
taia lines of shelf goods have materially advanced in price.

BRreapsterrs.—No new foature has developed in the local flour mathe,,
business having continued quict and fow sales having boon effected owing Lo
slowdemand, and tho market has been dull on the wholathough prices have
been stoady. Beorbohm's cables show no appreciable change in the English
markets for wheat and corn, though spot wheat and corn at Liverpool ate
reported a turn dearer. © Weather in England shows signs of improvin,.
Fronch country markets are quiot but steady. Tho wheat yield of Lurope,
according to official roports, will be about 10 per cent bolow that of list
year. The Indian wheat crop is about 16,000,000 bushels below that of
1888. The wheat crop in the Argontine Ropublic was ruined and they
have been buying heavily in New York. Australia and Now Zoaland have
no wheet to export.  In Chicago the market has fluctuated within nartow
iimits, with the feeling decidedly lower. Wheat dropped #e. to 2c. Corn
was fairly active, but prices fell off de. to ¢. Qats eased off %6, to }c. In
Now York the local disposition has beon anti bullish if not positively bearish,
and the mental encrgies of tho crowd aro all turned upon getting out a fow
loads at the right time. Most of the leading houses there keep ** long” of
wheat, whercas tho crowd are slways ¢ short,” and finding that tho large
houses at Chicago turned buyers on heavy storms in Iansas, and heavy rains
throughout tho mnorth-west, which meaus light recoipts for some day. to
como, theso shorts were oager to cover and found vory little wheat for sale,
and a riso of le. was made with small transactions.

Provisions.—In pork the fesling has been steady, owing to the bulk uf
tho stock having gone into consumption,and offorings are now swall. The mar
ket has on the wholo bean quiet, there being only a moderate domand for
small lots. Prices for lard have ruled steady and unchanged under a ver,
moderate demand. Tho Liverpool provision market was unchanged ard
prices throughout were steady, In Chicago the morket continued weak and
pork broko 121c. to 22§c. Laid was very weak and dropped 7ic. to 13c.
The tono of tho hog market was very woak and prices declined 1Uc. to 20

DurrerR.—The butter market has continued qnict with a swall volume of
trade, which was chiofly ccnfined to domestic wants.  Still holdors are b
no means cndoavoring to push sales, as thoy confidently look forward to a
bottor dewand noxt month.

Cugtse.- ~The cheess markol has cuntinued very quicet and, sv far &

upol business is coucerr.ed, littlo can ho said.  However, it is ovidout that
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notwithstanding tho decline of 6d. in the public cablo, there is considerablo
confidenco in the market—not that thero is any axioty to buy but that the
improssion provails that prices will go no lower.

In consoquonco of the scarcity of
these, a good domand has sot in for Sultana and Elemo raisins.

‘L'ea.~Tho tea market has continued aclive under a good domand, aud a
largo volume of business has beon accomplished, ‘The tone of the market
has beon strong, owing to the continued strong advices which have besn
received from abrond and New York, whero prices have been steadily
advancing. In consequence, values hore have boon firm, and holdera in
somo cases have mado sales at highor figures. The enquiry for cheap Japans
has beon vory fair. These grades are, however, scarce, and buycrs have
somo difliculty in filling wanis  Messrs, Swith, Baker'& Co , of Yokohammn,
cablo as follows :— * All low grado Japon tens of any good leaf are not to be
had except at an advanco of $1 to 2 per picul.”

Susanr.—"Tho tono of tho refined sugar market is weak, and granulated
has declined at the factory Jc. This decline was duo to the break in New
York and wonk cablos from abroad, which noted u decline of 6d. on prompt
boct and 3d. on cano. In yollows an oasior fueling provails and prices have
fallon off §o. Thuv demand has beon slow and the market has ruled quioet
with only a small volumo of business. Lateat advicos froma loading
English houso say :—* Qur market has been in a quite unprecedented stato
of stagnation, and buyers have adopted a policy of masterly inactivity.
Sugar for prompt delivory is practically unsaleable, nnd the question of
prico docs not enter into the situation at the moment., Importers however
seo no reason for this excessive disgust, and have abstained from pressing
sales. Stocks in second honds are light, and it eeoms improbable that the
prosont deadlock can long enduro, ag we have slill threo mounthsof active
consumption to pass through bofore full supplies of new crop becomo avail-
able.” With the visiblo supply 360,000 tons less than at this tin:e last year,
it may yet bo found that between now and the marketing of tho new crop
the replomshment of supplies may not bo 8o casy a mnttor as some anticipate.

MoLassEes, —Business iu molosses has been dull, there beiuy little enquicy
and po transactions have taken place. It is rumored that cargu lots to arntve
havo been offered, but that buyors have refused tv name anywhere near the
figure that holders would accopt. Tho Montreal Lrue Balleteu says of the
norket thore :—* Tho market for wolasses has doveloped further woakness,
with sales of round lots at 44c. and of smaller lots at 474c. Tho sale was
said to have buen wade on Saturday last of 1,uu0 puncheous of Barbadoes,
but the terms wero private, Tho recont decline in values 18 said to be due
ot 80 much to n cortain party cutting prices, as to the fact that more molas.
ses havo turned up in Quobec than were oxpected, and consequontly holders
here who have been getting 60c. for Barbadoos aro now eolling at 44c. to
471c as to quantity. It is asserted, hiowever, that thore are no moro stocks
in Montreal than will be required for the trade o Canada during the coning
season, and the great bulk of supplies for tho Dominion being hold in
Montreal, they appear largo at the moment. It is roported that Barbadoes
molasses aro being oftered at below the inside figure quoted above, ono lot
being offered at $23c. The depreciation is in keeping with the easior mur-
kot for sugar.” .

Fisut O1Ls,—Qur Montreal advices read .—* ‘Lhio market for sleam refined
sonl oil is firm at 45¢. In cod oil tho firm foeling is increasing in Now-
foundland. Here wo quote Nowfoundland cod oil steady st 38c. to 40c.. and
other kinds 35c. to 37c.

‘The agitation now going on in the Now Eogland States for the intro-
duction of conl, irvon and other raw materials froe of duty, is likely to result
in aradical change in the United States tariftt  Whether rociprocity in
coal with the United States would bonefit our coal wines is a dobatable
question, somo high authoritios claimivg that by it wo should lose our pres-
ont large trade with Quebec, while reaping no corresponding advantages in
direct trade with tho Now England States. 'What we really neod in this
Provinco is the dovelopment of our coal aud iron mines. Morely miuing
tho iron and shipping it to the States will result in no lasting benofils,
IWhat is wented is the monufacture of the raw material on tho spot. The
Londonderry and Now Glasgow steel and iron works aro demoustrating that
iron and sicel manufactures, whon propetly conducted, will pay handsomely
hero, and there is now great activity in thoe iron districta in Pictou County.
Why should wo bolster up the rapidly declining iron trado of the Now
England States by sending thom our coal and iron when we can mdnufac-
ture horo, giving encouragement to the investment of largo amounts of cap-
ital and furnishing employment to thousands of men? If the Now Eogland
States succeed in bavicg tho tariff on iron and coal removed, it will stiply
be becauso they find it necessary in their own intarests to do so, not with
the slightest wish to bomefit us. We can woll afford to wish them every
succoss in their cfforts, but if they should ask us to reciprocate, wo should
remember that charity begins at home, snd decline to make any change in
our presont tariff rates. In other words we are porfectly willing to send them
our coal and iron if they want them, but wo cannot afford to remove the
tariff which is the life of our coal trade, and under tho fostering influences
of which iron and steo! works aro rapidly springing up.

A despatch from Groonfield Mass. conveys the sad intelligence that
Newell Snow died at that place on August 19, aged 73 yoars. He was
Lorn in Franklin County and camo to Groenficld in 1872. His cstate was
valued at from 200,000 to £300,000 and the foundation of this snug for-
tune was laid in Nova Scotia. Somo twonty years ago Mr. Snow went fo
Goldenville, Guysboro County, whore he prosccuted gold mining so success-
fully that he was enabled to retire from active work somo timo ago.

So far its
success has excoeded their most sanguine oxpectations and the * Denver
Mining Exchange” is now among the permanent oxchanges of the country,
Its establishment was brought about by a desito on the part of the mine-
owners and promoters and also the * practical miners” to place this pro-
duct, ono of the grandest resources of the State of Colorado, in its proper
light beforo tho world, as well as for their mutual protections, as the history
of mining in the past, and the rocords of the managoment of many of tho
principsl mines in Colorado has not been such as would commend thew tv
the mind of an * ardent searcher after truth.” “Their present mombership
numbers about one hundred and fifty, the initiation feo being onc hundred
dollars and tho annual dues nominal, Many sapplications are being made
by persons anxious to join, but the committee on admissions aro strict 1 theu
requircmentsthattheapplicantshall be of the “right sort.” An exchsngobuild-
ing to cost “ two hundred thousand dollars” has been decided on, for which
bonds are being issued. In addition to mining stocks they deal in the stocks
of ¢ Cable Roads, Electric Light, Insurance Companies” and other local indus
trics, and the “ ofticial list” of thoir daily sales would rather astonish somo
of tho older exchsnges. It is proposed to eroct on tho grounds of the Expo-
sition to be hold in 1892, probably in New York—a castle composed of
specimens of the various mines in Colorado.

Nono of the Nova Scotia properties which prowised so woll in tho early
spring have yot made their appearanco in the Now York market, and the
would be“investors™ aro anxiously looking for that ¢ boom in Nova Scutian
proporties.” Yours, L.

Editor of the Critic :—1I believe all the grumbling miners go to you
with their troubles, and I daro say among other complaints of their hard vt
they have held forth abont their sleoping partners—men who have acquired
an interest with them in their propertics, and who do nothing. These men
refusa to prospeet, refuse to contribute, and generally are very indignant
when called upon {o pay their share of renewal or rental foes. 1f ths
general public did nat objeet, these men could Lo cured by buing Loy,
drawn and quartered, or by any other gentlo treatwmont cal.ulated to wmake
thom feel ashamed. Joking apart, mueu troublo is oxporienced by logitimste
miners with drozes of tais class, and in view of the fact that in a fow yesrs
all our miving leasos will bo held on the rental system, calling for av
annual paymeont to secure title, some legislation would he very desirable.

To show hotw this matter is viewed in the United States, I give an oxtract
from some amcndments proposed in tho Congress of tho llepublic to the
general mining law. 1t reads as foliows :—

“Upon tho failuro of any ono of soverasl co-ownors to contribute his
proportion of the expenditures required herehy, the co-owners who haw
porformed tho labor or made tho improvement may, at tho end of the
yoar, givo such delinquent co-owner personsl notico in writing or notice b
publication in the nowspaper published nearest the claim, for at least onees
week for ninety days, and if at the expiration of ninely days aftersu
notice in writing or by publication such delinquent shall fail or refuss i

contribute his proportion of tho expendituro required by this section, Ls
intorest in tho cluim shall become the property of his co-owners who bawe
mado tho required oxpenditures, upon recording a copy of such potis
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togothor with on affidavit showing personnl servico or publication, as tho
caeo may bo, of such notico with the recorder of the mining dietrict in which
such mining claim is situated, and if thero be no such officer, then with the
rocordor of deeds of tho county in which such mining claim is situated.”

The principal laid down in this amesdment if adapted to the roquire.
ments of our Mines Act would boe a boon to our miners, and tend to keop
properties in the posscssion of thoso who had the courago of their own con-
victions and woro willing to work or pay, and to oliminate those mean
ouou%h to hold back until their more courageous associates had aither struck
it rich, or tho gold leads grow high onough above the ground to save the
oxpenso of prospoctiog.
