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PRAOCTICAL RMEDICINE.

HYPOCHONDRIASIS.

This disease or misery is'the subject of a lec-
ture deliversd by Dr. Chambers at St Mary’s
Hospital, and published in the British Medical
Journal Dr. Chambers says bodily pain is not
misery ; but this last is ‘a constitutional disease,
idiopathic, not dependent upon exterzal circum-
star - for its origin.’ Acoording to the nomen-
clature of the College of Physicians, hypochon-
driasis is defined as ‘some disturbance of the
bodily bealth, attended with exaggeratod ideas or
depressed feelingz, but without actual disorder of
the intellect.” Thia definition does not quito sat-
isfy Dr. Chambers, as he ia of opinion that the dis-
turbance of the badily bealth does not always pre-
cede (as tho definition might lead one to expect)
the deranged feelings, but that in a great many
cases ‘the pasty tongue, the difficulty of swallow-
ing, the loss of appetite, the painful and alow di-
gestion of the stomach, the flatulence in the bow-
els, the weak, languid circulation, the loss of adi-
pose tissue, and in long casex the atrophy of the
beart, liver, pancreas, are consoquonces of the im-
perfect innervation.” The hypochiondrizo regards
tho present as worse than the past or the future
—hora novissims, tempors pessima.’ The sud-
denness of the attacks ia noteworthy, as in the
case ¢f John Bunysn, who was a very good type
of a hypochondriae. Dr. Chambers remarks thas
*a vaje idea of impending evil very frequently
acoompanics the misery, and sometimes (as in
Bunysa's cane) it takes the concrete form of a
droad of bell, and thoughta about devils’ Hypo-
chondriasis may oocur at any age, sometiiacs ap-
pearing very caxly in life. ¢ Oftonor it comes on
in manhood, rarcly after the meridian of life.’
Thére is generally a family history either of some
neurosis, sa insanity, hysteria, or of chronic in-
validism,

Hypochondriacs are not wanting in intellect,
usually quite the reversa. Dr. Cbambers has
*not found hypochondriasis oftencr precoded by
axooea of brain-work or of deak work, than by
athletic training.’

A temporary loss of power in the voluntary
niuscles of & part, or more ofton of the whole
body, paresia subitanea, is & common symptom in
this discase. This parslysiz affects most fre-
qu. utly the lower extremities ; there is no anses-
thesin, not even giddiness 'The patient can
stand, but he cannct go.  Thess attacks of parcsia
oome on in fine bright weathor, just the opposite
of what one would expeot.

- Hypochondriaca generally complain of pain,
which is not of & sharp, stabbing neuralgic char
acter, but & dull sort of burning sensation, deoply
scated in the interior of the body. It moves
about but slowly, and when it begins to move is
usually moving o, Sometimea what tl's patient
calls a {soratching’ or & ‘scraping,’ ara which

|

pathologists Latinise into *formication,’ is felt
more superficially than the deep bumning. The
back of the head and neck, the soles of the fest,
the nlms of the bands, are favourite points for
this sensation ; but some also describe it as oo
curring in the abdomen. A feeling of weight in
the rectum, in the uterus, or in the bladder, is
often experienced, though they may be all no
fuller than natursl

Hypochondrises suffor from constipated bowels,
owing to the paresis” subitanea affecting the in-
voluntary muscular fibres Patients also com-
plain of gaseous distension of the intestines, the
gas not being the product of decomposition in the
tube, but consisting chiefly of atmospheris air
and carbonic acid exhaled from the biext.’ Indi-
gestion is not an esseutial foature of hypochon-
drissis, although it may arise if paresis of the
bowels be long continued or frequently, repeated.

In protracted casbs of hypochondriasis, thers ia
almost invariably a loss of weight during the at-
tacks, which quickly disappoarson & normal con-
dition of fecling being recovered. There in fre-
quently derangement of the male genital fane-
tions in this disease. The uriae is wanting in
ita normal acidity, and its specifio gravity is vari-
able. It ofton contains crystals of calcium oxal
ate, and an exocesive quantity of renal and ved-
cal epithelium.  ‘Mucus also often is formed in
excess in tho urcthra, and is squoezed out during
straining at 2tocl, or even staina the linen.’

* Hypochondrisss generslly consider themselves
the victims of some organio disease, which has no
real existence.

Hypochondriasis sometimes, though nmly, afe
fects women. Patients labouring under the dis-
ease ave for the most part trathful and confiding.

With regurd to the pathology of hypochon-
driasia, Dr. Chambers regards it a8 a ‘drain upon
the voluntary nerve-foroo beyond the supply,’ the
supply being deficient in this disease, which pro-
hably haa its seat in the groy “matter of the ner-
vous centres. Bometimes the cure of piles and
uloeration of the rectum will also cure hypochan-
drissia

Dr. Chambers divides the treatment of this
disease into phymea.l and moral. The physical
moasures he recomiands are such ar teud to
kesp up the due nutrition of the nerve substance.
Duvonshire cveam, bacon, olive oil, pancreatio
emulsion, or cod-liver oil, the last-named being
the best if tho stomash can tolerste it. Strych-
nins and henbane may be roquired to improve
the digestion. A lauge amount of bodily rest is
necessary for some patients ; exertion freqmtly
retanding rooovery.

To prevent constipation of the bowels, which
the excess of rest in apt to produce, Dr. Cliam-
bers rocommends groen vegetables, miads, tars-
xacum, or soltzer water taken as a regular diet.
If theeo do not suffics, & pill containing cne-
eighth of s grain of extract of belladonns com-

bined with one grain of aloss may be given ocoa-
sionally.

Wnt.hmpocttotbemomlhuhnentoftho
dinease, the patient must be emcouraged to be
hopeful as regards the future. Much may be
done for bypochondriscs by interesting them in
thoughtful works of charity, and by leading them
to ornament life with beauty and pleasura.  They
must hate ugliness in any shape, not for their
own sake, but for that of others.

Dr. Chambers tells us that the medical treat-
ment must ba combined with the moral ; neithar-
alons is generally mufficient for a cure. Tho pe-
tient should not be advised to give up his usual
occupetion, as idleneas is oven miuch worse than
worrying hard work. Opiates and aloohol are
only admissible in those cases of hypochondrissis
in which there ir an actual deSciency of sleep,
confirmed¢ by independent evidenca. Bui the
vedative that is choscn must be given in very
small doses, and, sbave all, must not be incrose-
d- .

ELECTROLYSIS IN 8URGERY.

Dr. Groh, Prof. of Clinieal SBurgery in the
University of Olmuts, has e an important
ocontribution to electro-surgery, in which he re-
lates the resulta of his clinical experionce of the
effects of electrolysin. He bas modified the me-
thod of application introduced by Dr. Althouz,
inammuch as he does not make exolunive use of
the negntive eloctrode, but inserts the positive
likowiss into the tunfour. The author uses From-
hold’s battery, which consigta of rine, lesd, and
platinum moor ; and reeorts toa powerful current
applied for a ghort time under chloroform, or toa
gentles current for days and nights consecutively,
The needlos which he cmploys are either of stosl,
gino, or platinum ;-and he finds it udvantageous,
where the parts which are io be destroyed are
highly vascular, to use zinc voodles which are
dissolved at the positive pole by the nascent
chlorine, so that there is not only primary but
secondary electrolvaia. The escher at the positive
pole looks under those circumstances like ons
produced by ondinery chloride of rinc paste ; vis,
it is a greyish white, firm, and dry. At the ne-
gative pole there is & mpid deyelopment of foam
(hydrogen) wiich generally appsars white, and
more rarely brownish red, this chiefly where the
tissues are very vascular. The tissues become
more tense by the quantity of gas which is sct
free, and the epidermis or mucons membrane
beoomes raised ; disoolouration of the tissuca ep-
pears at first round the needles, but afervapies
at a distanos, mdth/} assumo & dark browy or -
livid tings. Where: this is distinctly perceptible, *
thereis genemally so much destruction that the
tisues do not recover themoelves after the appli-
cation has been dmontinned. The suthor thinks
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5t important to intveduce the positive needlo first,
and the negative ofterwards, inasmuch as the
former Uecomes so firmly glued to the tissucs
after the current Las commenced to sch, that it
is very difficult to push it forwards.

Groh considus tho following to be the advan-
tayes of clectrolyuis.  Very cxtensive tumours
uay by its aid Le dutioyed without the loss ofa
drop’of blood ; which is of great importanco in
cnses where theru is great prostration of strength,
In tlnce of his paticnts, the use of clectrolysia
enablud Lim to do without resection of the lower
jaw, which otherwise would have Leen uecessary,
und would have given riso to great distigurement.
Tn o case of cancer of the rectum, where subcuta-
ncous injection of morphis produced only slight
and towporary reliof of the intenso pain, and
where there was a raost offensive smell from the
ulceration, both smell and pain disappeared after
the fisst clectrolylic application. In a case of
epithelionia of tho lip, where the right submaxil-
Jary gland was wonsiderably swollen, this swell-
ing wes dispersed a fow days after ono clectroly-
sis. Timally sl cases progressed favoumbly,
without auy bed accidents. The pain never con-
tinued Leyond tho application itsclf ; there was
only stight lcenl and genernl reaction ; the cachars
which had been formed were mpidly throvn off,
there wis copicus granulation, and such an
amount of cicatricial contraction as to cover the
loss of substance caused by the removal of the
growth.

The drawbacks of eclectrolysis are thic follow-
ing. The Lattgries are expensive; it is not al-
~ways easy to introduce the needles 5o as to destroy
s mush as possible in the shortest time ; where
extensive tumours arc to be destroyed the appli-
cations must be frequently repeated or prolonged
for a considerable time. Groh thinks that sur-
geons will gradually find special indications for
electrolysis ns for any other operative r1ocedures.
“Where the knife iy the mofe simple instrument,

" and equally devoid of danger, they will not think
of resorting to electrolysis, but will ouly use the
Iatter where it either appears to offer special ad-]
vantages, or where no other means cun be em-
ployed. .

The author has described all the enses which
he has'thus treated, and brought then into two
classes, viz.,, first, whersa poweful current is
used for a short tim- ; and, secondly, wherés
gentle current was used for a prolonged period.

1, Ten cases of pevus; all cured Groh
thinks electrolysis, from the sbsence of danger,
end the avoidance of Llieding and disfigurement,
preferable to any other o} vration hitherto devised
for nevus,  Two cases oo lupus; four cazes of
sarcoms, cured ; eighwia cilis of cancer, chiefly
epitheliomatia of the Lj, t_lteen cured, two im-
proved, in two no Teoulls, cue death. In these
cases it is necessary to Custroy not only the

- growth itself but alsv it Luzt neighbouthood,, in
“order to avoid subseyicui ifection. "In some of
these cases, only onc, i cliers two or more ap-
” plications were nec~wy. In one case there
was not only ulcerativa of the lower lip, but also
of the whole chin ; tuv cuivesponding part of the
Jower jaw ‘was covesui v.ith detritus: some teeth

had fallen out, and those remaining were 50 Joose
thaj they could bo extracted by the finger. Both
submaxillary glands were engorged.  Four appli-
cations were sufficient to produce destruction of
the tumour, which was followed by good cicatri-
zation. . !

2. Prolonged clectrolysis with a fecble but per-
fectly constant current, such asis produced by
Daniell's battery, does not necessitate the admin-
istration of chloroform, and causes bardly any
pain at all. A tumour of any sizo may bo de-
stroyed by this procceding. The author reclates
threo cases ; one of myxosarcomn of the left leg,
of the sizo of a child’s head, in which the current
was mado to act from Jan. 27 to Feb, 13 ; sup-
puration supervencd, and tho patient was dis-
charged cured on April 15 :, another case of osteo-
sarcomn of the right thigh, larger than a child's
liead, which also yiclded, although not so rapidly,
o8 soveral relapecs took placo; and a secondary
cancerous tumour of tho mamma, which was
quickly removed.

* PELVIO CELLULITIS.

Dr. Bartholow reports tho following caso: A
lady six months after marrisge, the menstrual
flow kaving besn absent for six weeks, was taken
with violent hemorrhage, for which vagi a1 in-
jections of ico-water wero advised by her attend-
ing physician. Almost immediately after taking
the injection she was seized with violent pelvic
pain, which was soon followed by symptoms of
peritonitin.  She became very ill, and continued
so for two months. Suppuration was supposed
to have followed the pelvic peritonitia or cellu-
litis, for she discharged, per rectum, an ounce-or
two of puralent matter with marked relief to the
symptoms. A cure, however, did not follow.
Ske had frequent attacks of pain, with some
febrile movement, followed by a discharge of a
more or less purulent matter. She continted in
this state for seversl years, never in good health,
but not confined to_ the house. ‘When she came
under my observation, in September last, she was
passing several times daily, about a tablespoonful
of purulent matter. She was®emaciated, feeble,
and had a countenance strongly indicative of sup-
puration. I ascertained the existence of a turaor
of consziderable volume in the left iliac region.
It could be felt distinctly over the pelvic brim,
and projected downward almost to the floor of the
pelvia It was distinctly fluctuating. I regard-
ed the case as one of chronic pelvio abscess which
had never been thoroughly emptied. The fre-
quent recurrence of pain and soreness, followed
by discharge, indicated resccumulation of the
pus. It seemed to me that the opening into the
rectum was not in a situation to effect complete
evacuation of the pus; therefore I proposed to
puncture the abscess through the vaginal roof, so
as o permit drainage from the most dependernt
part of the sac. This was assented to, and with
the aspirator I drew off about a half pint of fetid
pus; thus confirming my diagnosis. Hoping
that zimple evacuation of the sas would be suffi-

cient, I withdrew the canula. Unfortunately s

violent attack of scpticemia followed, and X al--
most despaired of the lifo of my patient. Tho-
sso filled sgnin. At the expiration of three-
months I again tapped the abscess with & long
curved trocar, and pormitted the canula to re-
main in, fastened by a tape passed through the

eyclet and attached to a band passing around the

woist. A rtubber tubing provided with a stop-

cock was atlached to the canula, and X was thus

enabled to wash out the sa¢ and inject medicated

fluids, by means of the pump of the aspirator.

This arrangement worked very bappily for a

time. I washed out tho sac daily, and injected

solutions of iodine. Theso solutions were in-

creased in strength until ~¢ last X waa able to in-

joct the officinal tincture of iodine. Collapse of

tho sac followed, and matter after & time ceased

to bo produced.  Whilst I was dcbeting as to the

propricty of removing tho canuls, it ono day slip-

ped out and I was unablo to reintroduce it. 'Bab-

soquently I mado an attempt to introduce a sclf-

retaining canuls, but the sac had so diminishod

in sizo that X found it impracticable. Since the

abscces has boen cvacuated, my patient has guin~
ed in ‘weight, has a good appetite, and appesm,,
iadeed, to be rocovering permancatly.

This caso taught me the danger of interference
with such an abacess without making provision
for’ permanent drainage. Violent scpticemic:
fever followed tho first tapping of the eac, but
when, after the sccond operation, & cinula was
retained, no constitutional disturbance occurred.
The safety and advantages with which drsinsge-
tubes may bo inserted and retdined in cavilics
have been repeatedly exhibited in empyema and
hydrothorax. The utility of washing out retain-
ed fluids, and of injecting Thedicated solutions,
has also been abundantly demonstrated in the
same cases.—C'% Academy of Medicine,
(Ths Clinic). -

ON THE ACTION OF CALOMEL

In a paper read before the Royal Medico-Phy-
gical Academy of Florenco, and published in Lo
Sperimentals for June, Dr. R. Bellina, professor
of experimental toxicology in the Royal Institu-
tion of Florence, examines elsborately the change
which calomel may undergo when taken' into the
mouth, or applied externally or hypodermically.
He sums up his results in the following conclu-
sions. ’

1. Calomel ingested during fasting is convert-
ed, in very small proportion in the stomach, in 2
much larger proportion in the small intestines,
into & soluble compound of mercury. 7 R

2."This change is produced in the sjomach by
the alkaline chlorides and Inctic acid; in. the-
small intestine by the alkaline carbonates of the
enteric juices. - ] .

S, In suckling women, in whom the large in-
testine does not lodge sulphydric gas, s.soluble
mercurial compound ‘is formed in the lowest
tracts by the action of the Iactic acid and chloride’
of ammonium, which are thero present; but. in

non-suckling women, where this gas is present,
sulphide of mercury is formod. v
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1. ‘Caloxel taken into the stomach during the
digestion of protein aliments is entirely or in
part decomposed in that viscus.

5. In this decomposition metallic mercury is
first set free, and a soluble componnd of it is then
formned

6. Culomel taken into the stomach during the
digestion of bread, starch, soup, gelatine, &a.,
undergoes the same changes aud in the same man_
ner when taken during foasting,

7. This veaction, which takes place in the
course of the intestinal canal when calomel ix in-
gested, is attended with & grenter or lesa incrense
of the slkaline chlorides in the systein

8. The alkaline cbhlorides when in amall quan-
tity diminish, and when in large guantity neuw.
tralisc the action of the carbonates ¢ the calomel

9. In cnaes where sulphurous waters or sulphur
are taken into the stomach, or in indigestion or

achte or subncute gastric catarrh, the sulphydrie
gas which is forined converts the caloinel into sul-
phide.  If, however, the quantity of the gusbuso
amall that it is all wsed in the foruation of wul-
phide of mercury, the slkaline chblorides and the
lactic and hydrocloric acids of the gustrie juico
are atill capable of acting ou the sulplide, a0 that
* the action of uhe calomel, or mtlicr of ita soluble
cowmpound, is ouly delayed, not ncutialised.

10. Daring and after the administmtion of
calomacl, acid drinks and fruita should be taken
very sparingly or none at all.

11. Magnesia or its carbonate favour rather
than impede the ival effects of calomel.

12. Aslittle common salt us postible should be
mixed in the soup and broth given to those who
are under the action of enlomel.

13. The purgntive effict of calomel in increased
by taking milk during ov shortly after its admini-
stration.

14. Calomel may be injurious when given dur-
ing the adwinistration of acetate, anisate, onrbon-
ate, succinate, benzoate, &e., of ammouia or to
persons suffering from ammoninioia, ureiis, chol-
era, typhus, &

15, Injurious results may also follow the ad-
ministration of eniomel simultaneeusly with chlo-
ride of ammonium, the alkaine and metallic iod-
jdes and bromides, and the alkaline sulphites,
bromates, and jodates.

16. Although the hyposulphites produce & sol-
uble compound of mercury by their action on cal-
omel, they neutralise its action if given with it
during digestion : for tho hyposulphites are de-
composed by the acids of the gastric juice, and
sulphur is precipitated, which, coring iuto ocon-
tact with the nascent hydrogen from the food,
produces sulphydric acid; and this forms, with
the calomel, an insoluble aud inert sulphide of
menary. On the other band, the hyposulphites
rather increase the action of calomel, and may
even render it doleterious, when given with it on
an empty stomach,

17. Chooolate, sugwr, gum, ulocs, and moap,
mixed with calomel in various officinal prepara-
tions, do not give rise to the formation of a aol-
uble mercurial compound, and do not therefore,
increase the effect of calomel.

18. Opiwum and its preparations diminish the

effect of calomel, not by any chemical action but

by blunting the sensibility of ths organic fibre 0
the action of calomel

19. Severe symptoms may follow the admin-
istration of calomel by the month to persons who
for a day or two only disconticued the use of the
alkaline fodides, bromides, aud suiphites

20. When calomel is given on a full stomach
te persons who bave been taking hyposulphites
until a day or two previowsly, it may retiain
without effect in consequence of the presence of
tho mulphydric gas produced from the hyposul-
phites which have not yet been eliminated.

21. Calowel applied to healthy or diseased ox-
ternal parts, or injected subcutaneously, is ren-
dered aoluble by the alkaline chlorides present in
dhe syau\m.

2. Severe local and constitutional symptoms
mny follow the local application or the subeu-
tancons injoction of ealowmel in the cane of persona
who are taking the alkaline iodides, bromides, or
sulphites,

23. Grave results may nlso follow the applica-
tion of calomel tn healthy oxternal parts or its
subcutancous injection, in persons who are taking
internally alkuline hyposulpbites, or sulphur in
wnall and repented doses. On the other hand,
calomel miny, notwithstanding the internal use of
the above-named remedics, produce no such effect
wheu applied to wounds or ulcers with secretions
which mpidly become agie,

24, Clinical observation fully confirms the re-
mlta obtained from chemical experiments and
{rom those made on animals.

A CAUTION IN REGARD TO THE UN-
GUENTUN ZINCI OXIDI OF THE
NEW U. 8 PHARMACOPZEIA,

Forwerly the unguentam benzoini which forms
the baso of this ointment was propared by boil:
ing benzoin in lard. A small quantity only of
tho benzoin was in this way dissolved, suflicient
howoever to obviate the rancidity of the lard.  In
consequence of the objections made to the mode
of preparing it, that the resulting ointment was
of a dirty-white colour, and deposited a portion
of the benzoin whoen beated, it is directed in the
new Pharmacopeia that the ointment shall be
made by melting tho lard with the tincturo of
benzoin. By this process it appeors that a larger
portion of the benzoin is incorporated in the lard,
and the zine oirtment wade with it becomes
honoe irritating. 1n a case in.which we had oc-
casion recently to prescribe anew some bonzoated
zinc ointment, we were surprised to find that it
proved highly irritating instead of soothing, as
formerly. We wers henoce Jed to examine the
ointment, and its appearance was so different
from that previously used that we inferred the
apothecary had made some mistake in its prepa-
ration, but we were informed by him that it had
boen prepared sccording to the formula of the
new U. 8. Pharmacopais.

Wo call atteation to this because the use of
the officinal ointmant in the ifistance referred to
causod great suffering, and if the experience of
other praotitioners ahould be in confomty with
ours it will bo pmdsnt! to -bandpn the naw fory

TREATMENT OF CONSTIPATION.

r. Masario, of Nico, fiz & commaa*1iva to |
the Zyon Medical, obscrves fhat in trestiay con-
stipation most practitioners confine them: <{ves to
cnomata, laxatives, or mors or less irritatingg p-
gatives, which in point of fact rather aggwmvate
than cure the affoction. He therefore wis.e: to
make known what he says may be truly ter.n ia .
“heroic” remedy, which he has employed duiing
twelve years with sach’constant success that ho
cannot but regard it as infallible. )

Constipation, as every one lm;w'l, may be pro-
duced cither by intestinal excitement with de-
ficiency of secretion (nervous conatipation), or in
of deficient contraction of the mus-
cular coat of the intestine. ere it is produced
by atony or intestinal indolence, which bad anti-
bygienic habits bave'induced and keep up. The
prolonged contact of the feces with the rectum
blunts the sensibility of the muc.us and muscu-
lar tissues, and the synergical contraction of the
upper portions of the large intostine either doca
Dot take pluoe or does 50 in an insufficient degree,
conatipation being the result. 1o mervous conati-’
pation the following pill abould be given: Pure
aulphate of iron ten centigranumes, socotrine aloes
five ceutigramnmes, atropia from one-third to one-
half of a milligrammae - In the atenic form, far
&tropia one centigramine of powder of nux vomica
may bo substituted. By the aid of these pills”
regular stools may be procured, even in the' sub-.
jects of ohstinate constipation due to ramollisse-
mentof the bruin and chronic myelitis with pa-
mplegin.  Dr. Macevio gives from ono to t.hm‘
pnl]s nmmedmtcly after dinner, the object being to’
produce one easy, natwal, non-diarthaie evacua-
tion. If more than this is offected, the doso is to
bo diminished, one or two pills sufficing in most”
cases. The uso of these “anti-styptic” pls ought'
not to be continued indefinitely, = longer interval
being allowed to elapas between their administra-
tion in proportion as the constipation diminishes, .
it being of importance to allow the organs t5 re-~
sume their spontancous action ‘without any aux-
iliary. If the constipation returns the pills can*
be again had recourse to.—Afed. Times and Gax.

To neutralize this actien Dr. Silver
employs with it fluid extract of ergot, and myu
the combination. has 8 happy effect in cases in
which opium alone would be contra‘indicated by
the fluxiou of the brain. He does not regnrcl
ergot as & speuﬁc for headache, but ﬂnnkn thou-

The £27,000 collected in London on “Hospital
Sunday” has been distributed to 12§ institations,
viz,, hoepitals 64, disponsariea 47, other institu-
tions 15. The hospitals are to receive £24,571 ;
the dispenaaries £967, and the other institutions
£881, or as miach more in proportion as the com-
pleted sum will yield The sums ararded to
hospitals vary from £3,833 o the London Hoapi-
tal, to £19 to the Hospital for Hip Diseases in
Children. The average sum awarded to hospitals
is £383, that to dispensaries £20. Tbe dispen-
earies eppear %o Lave received comperatively
small awards. The Distribution Committee has
1o doubt had & very invidious tesk to perform,
and ought tobe judged generously in this its first
effort to divide 00 large & sum among 0 msny
claimenta,

Ths now Bt. Thomas's Hospital in London is a
magnificent rangs of pavilions, but its cost has
been enormous. The site on the Thames sanbank.
ment alone cozt £148,545; the buildings have
oost £783,948; the furniture upwerds of £10,-
£00; and the tire outlay” hns been more than

half & mlilion of money——in exact tigures, £552,-
000. Of this sum the musenm snd medical
sckool are chargesble with £30,000. The hospi-
tal i3 designed for 600 beds, and deducting the
cost of site, medical school, etc., the cost per bed
has been £530. Thin is undoubtedly a high rate,
but the bospital has been intentionslly construct-
ed on a scale of great maguitude and complete-
nesa ; and it forms a striking monument of the
wunificence of British charity. and of that Chris-
tan enterprise which is a feature of our modern
civilization, and which finds no counterpart in
the bossted civilization of avcient Jreece and
Rome The Londoners may well bs prond of
St Thomas's Hospital,

A great war always forms an ers in mediceal
and sargical history. Not only military asurgery?
and military medicine and Lygieve gain by the
enlarged experience of campaigns, but cvil
medicine also reapo sn advantage from the mpid
sccummulation of experience derived from a greai
war. The Crimean war did much to revive mili-
tary surgery amoang British practitioners, scarcely
cultivated as it had been since the daysof Cooper
and Guthrie, and dating almost all ita annals to
the Peninsular campaigns of Wellington ; then
the Schleswig-Holstein campaign, and later the
Prusso-Austrian campaigns, gave their contribn-
tions to military surgery. The great American
civil war of 1861-65 was mast fruitful of lessons
in all the departments of bygiene, medicine, and
surgery. So, also, the more recent war between
France sxd Prussia teemed with results that have
gerved to advance the medical art.

It does mot always happen, however, tha: the
full benefit of this experience ia gpecdily available
%o the general profession.  Bit by bit, the more re-
markable points are’given in articles contributed
to the magerines and jonrnals Sometimes we
find these contributions taking a larger form and
appearing in the abape of a book written by some
distinguished or experienced surgeon. Later on
the salient points of these contributions are incor~
porated in the newer editions cf text-books, and
20 bacome fixed in science. A grest deal of exr
perience thus gained, however, fails of publicity,
end 30 makes no impress on onr ooliective know-
lodge.

Grelt wisdom and liberslity have been shown
by the United States government in sccking to
tarn to proper acoount the immense accumula~
tions of the civil war. Reporta have been kopt.
and official reporta cerefully compiled ; sn army
museum has been established and wrranged, which
is rich in pathological and surgical specimens so-
quird during the war; and, lastly, a full and
careful history has been prepered at the pablic
sxpense, fiving to the world a detailed account of
the medical and sorgical history of the war. In
this way the obearvations aud progress made dur

The first instalments of this history have re-
contly made their appearance in two handsome
Royal quarto volumas, iszued from the govern-
ment printing ofice at Washington. One of
thass volumes ia devoted to the Medical History

of the war, and has besa prepared by Assistant

Surgeon J. J. Woodward, kaving an appendix of
reports, edited by Dr. Woodward and Assistant
Surgeon Georgs A. Otis. There are some eleven
hundred pages of reading matter in this volume
It is the first of three or more intended to em-
brace the medical history of the war. The Sun
gical History is a volume of upwards of eight
hundred pages, which bas been prepared by Dr.
Otis of the U. 8. Army. The whole work hea
been prepared under the direction of Surgeon
General Barnes.

These magnificent volumes contain an immense
array of facts, which muat ever remain as impor.
tant contributions to medical and surgical know-
ledge. Xt is not intended torefer in this place to
the order snd contents of the books, but more
particalarly to pote that the American govera-
ment haz been very profuse in bestowing copiss
of thia grest work. Indeed, it iaalveady reported
that neerly the entire isvae has been given away,
50 that it becomen » matier of regret that the
work is not to be obtained by purchase. I ap-
pears that Members of Congress have reccived
presentation copies intended for distribation in
their respective districts, and these presents have
consumed neariy the entire edition. There are
many surgeons out of the United Stetes who

would gladly ob.ain & copy by purchasing it from -

a publisher, but this want appears to have been
overlooked ; and it is anly by picking uwp odd
oopies from Congressmen snd others willing to
part with them that they can be obtained. This
inconvenience ia much to be regretted. Wa
should imngine, however, thet it has only to be
brought to the notice of the American sathorities
to bo remediad as far as possible, zay by supply-
ing a reissue at cost price o a pabliking firm, or
by the department baving charge of public docu-
ments undertaking to sell and forward copies at
a fixed prion

Cur contemporary the Canada ZLancet, refex
ring to the withdrawal of the Hommopathists
from the Medical Council and the probeble ea-
tablishment of & separate board for themselves,
says :—*“Come what may, we must insis{ upon an
uniform standand of matriculution forall ; alsoan
uniform curricolum and examination in all
branches common £o the various schools, on such
subjects aa anatomy, physiology, chemistry, disg-
nosis and pathology, medical jurisprudence end
toxicology, sanitary scienoe and botany. The
students may then be passed to either sooction—
[The C. L. contemplates a divizion of the Council
into secticns}—to be dealt with as such body may
deem proper. We believe this is the only plan
which will give satisfaction ; each section of the
profession” will then have fall control of tho final
education and registration of its owm students;
but the same matriculation and primary examina-
tion on the above subjects should be undergona
by all”

+ A plan like this would no donbt be satisfactory
to the general profession, and its justice ought to
commend it to the Legislature; but would it
satisfy the Homamopathists} We think not, fox

the reasom that it would opersts, as ementially
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past four years, and preveiit the Homaopathints
from obtaining a singly Cenadisn graduate. It
has been abundantly proved thet students who
aoquire the preliminary knowledge imparted in
the Canadian medical schoois do not seek to qua-
lify in bomeopathic medicine, but prefer to join
the ranks of the regular profession. There bas
deen no accusation of unfairness against the
- Jboard of examiners, and no deterring influence
has been or could be brought to bear sgrinst any
student wishing to beosme an Eclectic or Homnee-
opathist ; but the fact remains that not a eingla
student haa offered himself to the Homamopathist
examiners. There is consaquently a prospect of
-extinction and nonentity before this sect; and
there wounld be the same prospect under the pro-
posal in question. If the Homeopathists see it
in this light we coald not expect them to be satia-
fied with it, although it is a measure which our
profession snd the public have & right to insist
on, 50 long as the prlncip!es embodied in the
Medical Act are put in forve tewards gmdustes
<of Universities.

Tt would appesr from the observations of the
Canada Lances that the Homeopathists have not
yet sent in their official resignations, and are not
likely to do 80 until they have brought their al-
leged grievances before the Legislature, and have
received a favoursble reply from that body. If
this be 80, & solution of the ditficulty will not be
reached for several months ; and in the meantime
the public may be left in the derk as the nature
of the demands which Dr. Campbell and his
friends will make upon the Legislature..

THE PNEUMATIC ASPIRATOR.

The Pneumatic Aspirator of Dr. Georges
Diculafoy is now coming into more general use,
and promiees to become on eszential instrament.
It consista of a small sucticn-syringe fitted with
stopoocks to take the place of valves as in a pump,
«nd is provided with long needle-like canulas, as
in the hypodermic syringe. The wholespparacas
pscks away in a small pocketcase. The inven-
tion seerns o have grown naturally out of the
bypodermic syringe and the exploring trecsr.
Already modifications of construction are bemg

<artiod out by different makers, £nd the price of
" the instrument veries socording to style A
very uicely flaished one is sold in New York for
fifteen dollars. Probably, as the demand in-
«creases and the manufasture becomes established,
they may be had for ten dollara.  As in the case
-of the hypodermis syringe they are sure to become
-cheaper in course of time. .

THE GALVANIC ECRASEUR.

It is well known to those familiar with eleo-

ezl acience that if a galvanioc current of high
intensity mests with resistance at any point along
‘the path of ita circuit, its electxical forve will then
be converted into heet force and the effects of
boat will be manifested at that point. If a cur
rent travelling along a larger copper wire be
made to enter a firer platinum one the resistance
<causes the finer wire 10 beooms ved hot. This
effoct has been turned to scoount in firing off gun-
powder ; and in surgery bas found an application
in the galvanio ceutery. Still another and most

useful application of the same effect in surgery
has been lately introduced in the galvanic écxs-
seur for the removal of tumours and parts with-
out bemorrhage.  This instrameat seers to be a
great favourite at University College Hospital,
where Mr. Erichsen and other surgeons kave em-
ployed it for the removal of epitheliomata, of the
tongue and other cancerous growths, It consists
of a small écrasenr, the loop of which is of fine
platinum wire. It is of ocourse fitied with a
screw to tighten the loop, and the wires are con-
nected with a galvanic battery by means of suait-
abloadjustments.  There ia besides an ivoryknob,
commanded by the thumb of the operater, by
by which the current can be stopped at pleasare.
Cauterization und coustriction proceed together,
and there is no nemorrhage. By thisinstrament
the removal of the tongue or & part of it ceases to
be formidable ; and not only is it much easier to
perform, but the safety of the operation is very
much increased. It is thought to be a great ad-
vantage to have the tissues surrounding & cancer
ous growth cauterized by means of this instru-
ment.

A CASE OF STRICTURE TREATED BY
GOULEY'S CATHETER

In the Lancet of July 5 in sn article by Mr.
Toevan, in wiich he speska very highly of & atrio-

New York, consisting of a filiforma whalebone
bougie with an olive shaped point, over which
after introduction & catheter is slipped having a
short canal at its end and a groove on the convex
surface. Mr. Teovan has improved this, the ori-
ginal form, by slightly lengthening the canal, and
by having a slit the width of ths whalcbone
bougis cut in the convex surface of the catheter
instead of the compressed groove as devised by
Gouley. By M. Teevan's plan, he says any sil-
ver catheter can vwithout much trouble be con-
verted into an instrument a3 efficient a8, or more
#0, than Professor Gouley’s; more efficient be-
cause the calibre of the catheter is not diniirished
by the groove and a smaller sise can bo used.

Thia instrument, I believe, is likely to prove
extremely useful, and will frequently cbviate the
necessity for puncture of the bladder or perineal
soction, as the whalebone bougis, though not much,
larger, ia casier to introduce than & catgut bougis,
not being softened by the heat and moisturs of
the parts. The follovmg case will, I think, il-
Justrate its use.

THE INJECFION OF PERCHLORIDE OF
I

N.
By Dr. Ropent BARNES,

In discuseing the action of powerful styptic in-
joctions in arrvesting {looding after labour, the
couditions undor which the practice I have re-
commended is indicated have not always been ac-
curately appreciated. The great agent, of cowrse,
in stopping bhemorrbage, is the constriction of
the uterine vesscls by the muscnlar wall in which
theso vessels run. All the owlinary means of
arresting hemorthage se aimed at producing
wuscular contraction. But muscular contraction
depends on nervous power., Thus cold, grasping
the uterus, introducing the band, galvanism, all
depeud for their eflicacy upon the spinal cord
belag able to respond to the peripheral call
When, therefore, theso meaus prove sutlicient,
the inference is generally warranted that the case,
although serious, is not desjernte.  The condition
i8 very different wher the excito-inotor function
is suspended ; when neither by periphosal ex-
citation, nor by centric stimulus, the nerve-forco
enn bo drawn or sont from the spinal corl to the
uterus in suflicicot intensity to cause contraction.
At this point, unless the bleeding is mrvested by
syncope, or by temporary enfecblement of the
circulation, the patient is in the most imminent
danger of death. The slightest shock or distiu~
bance will gxtinguirh the flickering spark of life.
Under such circumatances I have known death
follow, to all appearance immediately causcd by
the injection of cold watew, or.passing the hand

" into the uterus, If, instend of cold water we in-
ject asolution of perchloride of iron, the same
catastrophe may ensue. I8 it wnore likely to en-
sue? Very careful ohservations are required be-
fore this guestion can be answered in the afiirm-
ative. . Peoplo ate apt to think that cold water is
so simples thing that it connol do any harnu
But if it cannot do any barm, is it not probable
that it is, nnder the conditions discussed, equally
yowerless to do any good i Harmless remedies,
an a rule, fail in grest emerjencies. Now, cold
water fails not because it is barmless, for the
shock and depression which it causes are extreme-
ly dangerous ; but it fails becnuse, nervous power
being exhausted, it cnnnot excite uterine «un-
traction, and it has no other virtue in mresting
hemorrhage.

Here, then, it is that atyptics come to the res-
cue. The emergency is extreme, and would be
desperate but for ihe new power invoked. If
blood be still running, it iz instantly seized at the
mouths of the vessels, which become sealed up by
coagula. 1t alno conatringes the inner surface of
the uterus, snd thus further closes the vessols.
The systera then haa time and opportunity to
rally, and by and by the contractive power re-
turns. an estimating the relative value, then of

* eold water and perchloride of iron, we must re-
flect that iron ects and saves life when water is
inert or injurious.  If oocasionglly death follows,
and is apparently aoccelerstod by, the iron injeo-
tion, wo have, on the other hand, to remember
that it was used 68 & last resonrce, whem the;n-
tient was likely to dis even if nothing were dono

and that even under these unpromising conditions
many lives, to all appearance, doomed have been
saved, .

The great lesson to learn is to use the sty'ptic
in time; that in, beforo the vital power has sunk
too low. It was not to bo expected that a re-
mesdy powerful enough to mave under the last ex-
tremity shonld be nltogether frec from danger.
But I have scen so many women bleed to death,
and bave scen 8o many raved by the timely use
of the iron injection, that I am much more afraid
of the bleeding than of the remedy.

In some canes, there is renson to believe that
the iron cnters the mnterine vessels. I have
known intense pain in the uterus follow immedi-
ately on the injoction. How is this cxplained ?
If blood were present in the vessels, it is a chemi
cal necensity that contact with the iron would
cause congulation. I infer, then, that there is a
certnin rimount of suction-action induced by the
relaxed state of the uterus, and by the lateral or
somiprone position of the patient. I wonld
therefore urge that the patient be placed on her
back, and that the uterus be grasped firmly
between the two hands of an assistant during the
injeccion.

In rome cnses, it is easy Lo carvy a swab or
sponge sonked inthe iron solution into the uterua.
In this way probably some of the risk attaching
to injection is avoided. The persulphate of iron,
which is preferred by onr American brethren,
mny have its advantages. Its styptic fores is
probably greater. It may bo used in the form of
one part of the liguor ferri persulphatis of the
British Phannscoperin to six or cight of water.
The proper strength of the perchloride solution
is ono in ten.

ERGOT OF RYE IN RELATION TC RE
TENTION OF URINE.

In No. 23 of the Ceniralblatt, Dr. Wernich
culls attention to a physiological circumstance
which should be borne in mind in the sdminis-
tration of tho ergot of rye. 1t has long been re-
marked in the autopsics of persons dying after
poisoning by this substance that the bladder is so
constantly found distended that this must be re-
garded, not a8 an accidental circumstance, but as
due o a causal connection. The explanation, in-
deed, is not difficult, as the action of ergot on
the sphincter of the bladder has often been re-
sorted to in therapeutics—e.g., in enuresis, incon-
tinence of the aged, paraplegia, ete. Moreover,
in a Dumercus series of experiments performed
with ergot for other purposcs, the author foundin
nurnerous instances that although the bladder
was emptied before the application of ergotin,
yet very soon after this had been sccomplished
the organ was found enormously full. It'is evi-
dent, therefore, that some other factor must have
come into operation besides th spasmodic action
of the sphincter excited by the ergot.

However, Dr, Wernich does not attempt the
explanation of the phenomenon on this occasion,
oonﬁninghxmselftothoobstbtﬁul point of view,
snd in this giving s useful prectical hint. Fo
refers (0 byo canes in which ergot had been nd-
ministered on ac.ount of mhon of pain, bat in

which effective pains secm to have been kept off
by resson of & distended bladder ; and he wishes
sccouchenrs to bear in mind mot only that ths
condition of the bladder should be ascertained
prior to any manipulation being undertaken, but
also that when mecale has been administered =
iong time without effect they should have re-
course 10 the catheter. It is, Le says, highly
probable that a large portion of the instances of
the failure of ergot iz not due to the bad condition -
of the drug, or its erroneous employment, but fo
the obstruction to delivery cauned by the coexist-
ing distension of the bladder.-—Meod. T5mes and
Gazette,

ACTARA RACEMOBA.

Actes {according to BMr. J. J. H. Bartlett, of
Kensington,) iz a most useful drug in the treat-
ment of chronic and sub-acute rhecmatixm and
lumbago. Out of fourteen cases of lumbago ele-
ven were cured, and out of £fteen cases of chronio
and . sub-acute rheumatism eleven were cured.
The acteea shenld be givem in doses of half =
drachm of the tincture three timea & day. Inthe
case of two children the dose was ten and twenty
minims, respectively increased to twenty and
thirly minims. Giddiness, headache, nauses, and
irregular. pulse are the symptoms produced by an
overdose. The tincture ahou]d be fmh]y pro-
pared. .

TEE PROCESS OF TAKING COLD,

Daily experience teaches the inedical ‘practi-
tioner that persons whe guard most anxiously
against every possible chance of. taking cold are
most frequently its victims. Geiger inan erticle
on the mortality of children at Wiirtzburg, Ger-
many, translated by Ch. Rauschenberg, M.D.,
Atlanta, Ga, shows that diseases “of the re-
spiratory organs cause, in the first year of life,
the death of relatively many more legitimate then.
ﬂlegmmaw children ; while the contrary is trae’
of diseases of nul.ntxon, proving that the too
great care of fond mothers to their oﬂhpnng fre-
quently produces what it is intended to prevent,

MODIFICATION OF ACUPRESSURK:

The great objection to scupressure (says Dr.
Will, of Aberdeen,)-is the disturbance of the*
tissues caused by the *“ corkscrew” of wire dnring
its withdrawal, and the consequent danger of dis-
turbing the clot. This dificulty may be overnome
by using silk or catgut ipstead of wire¢ The
needle is to be passed under t.he vessel, and ita
point made to emerge beyond it YA double liga-
ture is then to be passed under the pomt, them
brought backwards and tied in the usual surgical
under, but a little to one side of the proximal
end of the pin. Of the four ends of the ligature
4hree should be cut off neatly, leaving the fourth..
Two loops may seem unnecessary, but it is not so,,
for, when ouly one is used, it takes such a firm
hold of the tissue abont the vessel that, durmg its
removal, the safety of theclot is endangered. To
withdraw : first remove the pin b"sgentletwmt-
ing motmnq after which, the knot bemgh‘betw
‘ed, the hpt::n can be readily pullod out.
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DRESSING WITH MAGNESIA

Dr. Obleyer advocates, in Allgomeins Med.
Cent. Zeitung, No. 47, 1873, the use of magnesia,
which be has found very successfnl in the dress-
ing of certain ulcers when fermentative processes
wetarded henling.  Maguneain neutralises the acids
present, prevents the access of oxygen to the sur
face, and protects the granulations.  The author
especially applics it to (1) stonic ulcers ; (2) cases
in which the skin is without epidermis and in
which there is danger of suppuration (3} inflamed
and painful sorcs ; (4) wounds which require to
be stimulated or to be withdiawn from the in-
fluence of air, or in which suppuration should be
diminished or modified. Dr. Olleyer has also
wused magnesia with good results in erysipelas of
the face, as an isolating substance.

TREATMENT GF CHILBLAIN BY ELECTRICITY.

Dr. Santopadre makes known, in Gaz. 3ed. de
DLrovincie Fenele . means which be has employed
with success for the treatment of chilblain—
nanely-—electricity. He makes use of Gaiffe’s
electro-magnetic apparatus, aad of a current of
middling intensity. The positive pole is placed
in the neighbourhood of, and a little above, the
inflamed spot, snd the negative pole to the in-
flamed spot iteelf. The sitting lasts about ten or
fifteen minutes, and ia repeated if necessary tho
following day. Generally after the very firnt sit-
ting the iiching ceases and the pain is much abat-
ed. After the third or fourth sitting cevovery is
complete.

GUAIACUX 1N AMENOBRIIGZA.

Professor Cleland, of Galway, considers guaia-
cum in ten grain doses, once daily, & remedy of
considerable value in ovarian amerorrhes, i e.,
to stimulate the secretion when the uterus is
healthy and the ovarian action ia alona reqnired.

TRANSPUSION O MILE ¥N CHOLERA.

Dr. E. M. Hodder. of Toronto, has practised the
trapsfusion of mil;, freshly drawn from 2 cow,
into the veins of two patients in a state of ocol-
lapse from cholera. The effect after injecting
fourteen ounces in the first case was rapid recov-
ery, the purging and vomiting ceasing st once,
and the puise returning at the wrist. The milk
was injected into & vein of the arm by means of
a simple syringe. The syringe &nd bowl for the
milk were heated to the temperature of 100 deg.

CHLORIDE OF POTASSIUM IN EPILEPSY.

Dr. Lander uses chloride of potassium instead
of bromide of potassiom in epilepsy. Ho men-
tions the following advantages in the employ-
ment of the substance :—1t is more active, is but
one-sixth of the cost, and has not the secondary
effocts of the bromide. He begins with small
doses, but has been able to continue the use of
the substance for months without any inconven.
jence, in daily doses of from one drachm to «
drachm and & balf. According %o Dr. Lander,
bromide of potassium is transformed into the
chloride in the stomach.

SACCHARATED PEPSIN.

Owing to the rsady adulteration of this medi-
cinsl agent, great care in necessary in its selection,
and it has been recommended that pharinaceutists
slould, when practicable, prepare it themselves,
By the prooess given by Mr Schefler, of Louis
wville, Ky., it may be easily and expeditiously ob-
tained, and at a very moderate price. This con-
sists in precipitating it from its acidulated aque-
ous solution by eaturntion with chloride of sodium,

The stomacks of pigs are the best sources of
pepein, the yield from which is said to be enor
rious if the proper means are employed to secure
it. The stomachs should be quite fresh and well
cleaned. They are then cut into thin shreds by
means of scissors, macersted for two days in a
1arge volume of acidulsted water, of the strength
of half an ounce of muriatic acid to one gallon of
water. ‘This quantity is sufficient for one stom-
' ach. The scid liquid is then poured off ard the
stomachs are again macerated for two days longer,
with a similar quantity of acidulated water ; and
this operation may be repeated thice or four times
with profit. The liquid obtained from the several
wacerations is treated with sbont onefourth its
weight of chloride of sodium, and the precipitated
yepein, which accunmlates in flakes on the surface
of the liquid, is skimmed off, strained, and pressed.
The moist pepein is then mixed with & weighed
quantity of milk sugar, and dried. It is then
weighed, and enough milk sugar added to make
the final weight of the mixture equal to ten times
the weight of the real pepsin. Cold weather is
the most suitable time for manufacturing pepsin,
a8 the stomachs will remain fresh a much longer
time than in warm weather., The yield of pep-
sin from six stoachs is about four ounces, and
when the iilk sugar is added it will make about
forty ounces, Thus it will be scen that the out-
Iny inourred i very little, and the renunerstion,
aside from the fact of having a genuine article,
is sufficient to rewexd the labours of the chemist
abundantly.
