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CCNSUMMATION OF THE UNION.

Long before this number of the REcorp reaches our readers, they will
“have heard of the important event which took place in Montreal on the
15th June,—the consummation of the Union of four Presbyterian churches
hitherto maintaining a distinet position. The consummation of this Tnion
may be truly regarded as one of the most important events that ever took
place in Canada. It is true the Tnion has not brought into one church all
the ministers of the four distinet churches. In our own Assembly two
brethren, both highly esteemed, felt it to be {heir duty to oppose the mo-
tion to proceed to the consummation of the Union on the basis previously
agreed to. We trust, however, that they will not feel it to be necessary to
remain permanently in separation from brethren, with whom they have
hitherto been in sympathy and in harmony. In the former Synod of the
Presbyterian Church of Canads in connection with the Church of Scot-
land, some brethren have faken a position of separation from the United
Church, and in the former Synod of the Maritime Provinces in connec-
tign with the Church of Scotland, there are also some who have not come
into the Union with their brethren, although in their case it is believed
that the separation is but temporary. In the Presbyterian Church of the
Lower Provinces there was perfect harmony of feeling and action—not one
was left behind. It would have been pleasant had it been so in all the
churches; but, as it is, Presbyterianism may be said to be substantially
one now throughout the Dominion.

The churches now united,—The Canada Presbyterian Church, The
Presbyterian Church of Canada in connection with the Church of Scotland,
the Presbyterian Church of the Lower Provinces, and the Presbyterian
Church of the Maritime Provinces in connection with the Church of Scot-
land,—form s body with from 640 to 650 ministers, but we have not the
rolls at present so as to give the precise number. The Church is divided into
four Synods: 1. The Synod of the Maritime Provinces; 2. The Synod of
Montreal and Ottawa; 8. That of Toronto and Kingston; and, 4, That of
Hamilton and London. There is, in addition, the Presbytery of Manitoba,
with Synodical powers. Eventually, it is likely that there will be g
General Assembly of a representative character; but next year the General
Assembly, which is appointed to meet in Toronto, will consist of all the
ministers and elders on the rolls of the respective Presbyteries. .

*
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Much yet remains to be done before the United Church shall have all
its schemes and operations thoroughly amalgamated. It may be a work
of time; but much has been already accomplished in the consummation of
the Union, and, no doubt, by the blessing of God on the counsels of the
Clriifch, everythidg will befoys Tong besin ar consolidated)condstiony and dn
héalthy action. * A large Committee meets in Séptember to donsider vari-
ous matters which could not receive full consideration at the meeting in
Montreal.

1t becomes us all to thank God for what He has wrought, and to take
courage, and go on in dependence upun Him for His blessing, which alone
ean give success. Let 1t be our great desire and aim that there shall be
something more than a merely external and ecclesiastical union, even g
real union of heart and spmit, of effurt and aim, and a pressing forward
after a more close and 1ntitate univn with the living Head of the church.
Without Him, although strong in nwmnbers and material resources, we are
nothing, and can do nothing. With His presence and blessing we shell do
valiantly, and be largely instrumental in manifesting His power and ad-
vancing His kingdom and glory.

MEETING OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF CANADA
PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

The General Assembly of the Canada Presbyterian Church took
place in Erskine Church, Moutreal, on the 8th June, at 7:30 p.m. The
Moderator for the pa-t year—the Rev. Thomas MecPherson, of Stratford
—preached from Ephesians iv. 16: ¢ From whom the whole body fitly
joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth,
according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketn *
increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.” The sermon wasg
8 very suitable and impressive one. For it, and for the manner in which
he had discharged the duties of the moderatorship, he received the thanks
of the Assembly. The Rev. Principal Caven was unanimously called to
the chair, and on taking it made a few suitable remarks.

CHANGES IN THE ROLL.

The Clerk submitted a statement of the changes in the rolls of the
several Synods, and of the Preshytery of Manitoba since last year. There
had been eigat deaths, viz., My. C. C. Stewart, Mr. John Baird, Mr.
James Nisbet, Dr. Thornton, Mr. Andrew Melville, Mr. Jolm I.
Dunlop, Dr. Cairns, and Mr. Andrew Milne, formerly of Waterdown and
Wellington Square. There had been twenty-six ordinations, sixteen
translations, nine ministers received, twenty-one students licensed, nine-
teen new charges erected, and six new mission stations added to those
already organized.

¢
LEVOTIONAL SERVIFCES,

In accordance with the usual practice, the first hour of the second
day’'s proceedings was spent in devotional exercises, which were conducted
by Professor Gregg, Messrs John M. Roger, J. Dick, and W. B. Clark.
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BUSINESS.

At the close of the devotional services, the Assexhbly proceeded to
business, varivus committees having been already appointed. We present
to our readers the more important parts of business transacted.

HOME MISSION REPORT.

Rev. W. Cochrane, Convener of the Home Mission Committee, pre-
sented his report on the evening of Wednesday, the 9th. The report was
full and interesting. The amount received fur Home Missions during the
year was $22,000, and the expenditure, $24,000; leaving a deficiency of

o little over $2,000. The contributions were in advance of those of last -

year; but the expenditure, in consequence of the expanding nature of the
work, had increased still more. To enable the Treasurer to wipe off the
debt, it had been propused to ask the congregations of the Churech to
make 2 special collection on the Sabbath before the sitting of the Assembly,
and from this it was expected that the greater part of the amount required
would be realized. The report gave detailed statements of the amounts
contributed by the congregations in the different Presbyteries. The Pres-
bytery giving the largest sum per member was Montreal, and the
congregations giving most liberally according to membership, were
Erskine Church, Montreal, and Gould Street, Toronto-—the rate in these
congregations being $1.82 per member. After reading the Report, Mr.
Cochrane made a few suitable remarks in explanation of some parts of
the report, and urging the importance of cultivating a missionary spirit.
Mr. Robertson, of Winnipeg, gave an interesting account of the state of
the work in the Province of Manituba, speaking of the great destitution
prevailing in many parts of the couuntry, and of the necessity of vigorous
efforts with the view of meeting this destitution.

The report was received and adupted, and the thanks of the Assembly
given tu the Committee, and in a special mauner to the Convener.

TEMPERANCE.,

On Thursday forenoon the Assembly called for the report of the
Committee on Temperance. This was given in by the Convener, Mr.
John Smith. The report having been read, was referred to a committee
to prepare a deliverance or the subject. At a subsequent diet the com-
mittee reported the following deliverance, whieh was adopted :—*¢ The
General Assembly would take this opportunity to renew the testimony
borne against the evils of intemperance. Every year makes it plainer
that intemperance is the chief cause of poverty, the great source of
crime, and a most prolific cause of disease and death in the community.
The Assembly also cannut but express their conviction that intemperance
is & great external barrier to the progress of the Church, being a frequeut
occasion of scandal and discipline, end hindering in a large measure in
every department of our work as a Church of Christ. The Assembly
consider that intemperance is maintained chiefly by the customs of
society in the use of intoxicants as a common beverage, and by the
publie traffic in strong drink. The Assembly, therefore, would earnestly
recommend for the office-bearers and members of the Church the practice
of total abstinence, and, further, would express a decided conviction of
the expediency and desirableness of an immediate and total prohibition of
the public traffic in this Dominion.”
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SUSTENTATION FUND.

The Assembly then took up a memorial from the Synod of London,
expressing satisfaction with the past management of the Home Mission
business by a Central Committee, and regret that, while the salaries of
some ministers are ample and increasing, those of others are totally
inadequate, thus occasioning & diserepancy hardly compatible with the
unity implied in Presbyterianism, and the ecclesiastical parity of its
ministers ; and praying the Assembly to take such steps as may tend to
secure, if possible, the management of the Home Mission business of the
united Church by a Central Committee, whose labours and resources
shall be confined to strictly Home Mission work; and also to have a
large Sustentation Fund, out of which the stipends of ministers may be
supplemented, so that such a degree of equality may be attained ag
may be practicable in the different spheres which ministers occupy, and
as may be sufficient to secure adequate and comfortable support to all.

After long conference on the important subject, & resolution, on the
motion of Dr. Topp, was adopted in the following terms :—¢ The Assembly
receive the memorial from the Synod of London, and heartily endorse
the object contemplated by said memorial, in the hope that at the earliest
opportunity, such action may be taken by the United Church as will
effectually promote the establishment of a Sustentation Fund for the
support of the ministry.” .

REPORT OF KNOX COLLEGE.

On Thursday afternoon the Assembly called for the report of the
Board of Management of Knux College. The same was read by Dr.
Proudfoot, Chairman. Tle report of the Senate was also given in, and
the report of the Board ot Examiners was, in the absence of Rev. John
King, the Chairman, read by Professor Gregg.

It appeared from the reports that there were in the College during*
the past session thirty-twu theological students; twelve students in the
preparatory department, while not a few .tndents were taking a full
University course. The report stated that the subscriptions for the new
College buildings amounted to $110,000, of which amount $51,000 had
been paid. The buildings are now almost completed. The work of
canvassing the remaiuing congregations of the Church is being earried
on by Mr. Warden. It was hoped that the aniount received might
be sufficient for the erectivn of houses for the Professors. The report
referred to the fact that there was a balance against the ordinary fund
of $2,700, the greater part of which had been contracted in former
years. The report of the Senate referred to the Scholarship and Bursary
Scheme, and gave the names of the successful competitors.

On the motion of Dr. Topp, seconded by Mr. R. Hamilton, the
Assembly adopted the following resolution :—

“ That the Assembly receive the report of the Board of Management
of Knox College with the accompanying documents, and adopt the same,
expressing its thankfulness for the large liberality which has been mani-
fested towards the erection of the new College, and earnestly recommend-
ing that strenuous efforts be made by the congregations of the Church,
that the regular income of the College may be sufficient to meet the
expenditure.”

MONTREAL COLLEGE.

The repurt of the Board of Mabpagement of Montreal College was
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given in and read by My, John Serimger. The report of the Senate was
also submitted and the College accounts. The reports anc documents
connected with Montreal College were referred to a committee, which
subsequently presented a report with the following recommendations,
which were adopted by the Assembly :—

i. “ That the Assembly express its pleasure at the continued pros-
perity of the Presbytevian College, Montreal, and satisfaction with the
general efficiency of the work.

2. “That the second and third recommendations in the College report
be adopted, viz., (1) That the Rev. John Serimger, M.A., who has dis-
charged the duties of Lecturer in Greek and Hebcew Exegesis during the
past year, be reappointed for the following session at a salary, as before,
of $500; (2) That the Board, not being prepared to recommend a suc-
cessor to Professor Coussirat, be empowered to continue their efforts
towards this end, and that in the meantime the Senate be directed to
provide suitable instructions for the French students under its cdre, the
amount to be expended for the same not to exceed $500.

3. * That with reference to the basis of the future annual income of
the Montreal College, the Assembly take no action in the meantime.”

MANITOBA COLLEGE.

The Assembly called for the report of the Board of Management of
Manitoba College. The report of the Board and of the,Senate, and an
abstract of the College accounts were read by Mr. James Robertson, of
Winnipeg. There was read, further, an extract, bearing on the interests
of the College, from the minutes of the Presbytery of Manitoba.

The reports and documents connected with the Manituba College
were referred to a committee for consideration, and tv prepare a deliver-
ence on the same. The Committee presented a veport at a subsequent
sedernnt. The report proposed the sending of a deputation to Manitoba
to investigate thoroughly all matters connected with the Coullege, with
power, if need be, to make such changes in the staff of teachers as may
be necessary. After conference, this was not agreed to; but & committee
was appointed to gather information by correspondence or otherwise, and
report to next Assembly. A recommendation that the Assembly should
suggest some method by which che sum of 83,500, required in order to

s ecure suitable premises, was left for consideration by the Assembly
of the united Church. It is pleasing fo add that steps were taken
for raising the amount required at once.

REPORT OF FOREIGN MISSION COMMITTEE.

On the evening of Thursday, 10th, the Assembly called for the repoxt
of the Committee on Foreign Missions. The same was given in and read
by Professor McLaren, Convener. The report referred with expressions
of sorrow to the death of Mr. and Mrs. Nisbet. The Presbytery of Mani-
toba had sent up Mr. Hugh McKellar, a probationer, to take the place
temporarily left vacant by the death of Mr. Nisbet, ana the Committee
had recognized him as their missionary, and have invited him to become
their permanent missionary, but had not yet received an answer. Mr.
McKellar reports, since his arrival, fourteen baptisms and five marringes
among Indians at the mission station at Prince Albert’s. Mr. George
Flett, who is labouring among the Indians at Port Pelly, reports an
encouraging field of usefulness there. The report refers to the prospeet

of the Indians being gathered together and settled on their reserves, and
states that the mission work among them can be much more officiently
carriod on when that is done. 'The report next refers to the mission work
being done in India by Miss TFairweather and Miss Rodgers, labouring
about 750 miles north-west of Calcutta in connection with the missions of
the American Presbyterian Church. In this place they have charge of
several schools. The report recommends that the Assembly do more
than heretofore towards carrying on the mission work in India, and that
& mission be commenced in that country next year—referring to the
Province of Indore, in Central India, which at present is entirely
unoccupied. The work in Formosa had gone on prosperously during the
year, where Rev. Mr. McKay is labouring, and who has recently been
supplemented by the arrival of Rev. Dr. Fraser, from Canada. The
report gives & detailed account of the work being done by these two
missionaries, showing that it is in a prosperous condition. Other men
were urgently required for Formosa, but the Committee had been unable to
secure the services of a third missionary for that field Three who had been
invited had declined, and the Committee were now in negotiation with a
gentleman in the Lower Provinces well qualified for the work, and
also willing to engage in mission work in India, China, or Japan. The
oontributions of the Church towards foreign missions were steadily
increasing, the amount being $2,067 in 1861, and in 1874-5, $12,558. The
receipts for the past year were $20,989, including 388,481 balance on
hand at the beginuing of the year. Expenditure, $12,228; leaving a
balance of $8,761, wluch would be reduced before the report could be
published to about $3,700.

It was moved, secunded, and unanimously agreed to, that the report
be received and adopted, aud that the thanks of the Assembly be tendered
to the Committee, and especially to the Convener and Secretary, for their
dlilligonce and zeal in conduecting the important business committed fo
thom.

ORPHAN CHILDREN OF LATE REV. J. NISBET.

In connection with the Foreign Mission Report, special attention was
called to the fact that Mr. and Mrs. Nisbet had left four orphan children,
and that it was necessary that steps be taken to provide for them. A com-
mittee was appointed to consider the matter. At a subsequent sederunt the
committee reported, recommending that steps be taken at once for raising
the sum of $2,000, to be invested for the benefit of the orphan children of
Mr. Nisbet. It was understood that the amount would be rased without
any general appeal being made to the enngregations of the church. The
report was adopted; and it was agreed that Rev. Messrs. W. Reid, W. -
Meikle, and Mr. John Barclay, be a committec to take charge of the fund
for the present year.

MR. GEORGE FLETT.

On application from the Preshytery of Manitoba, asking the Assembly
to grant leave to the Presbytery to ordain Mr. George Flett, at present &
missionary to the Indians in the neighbourhood of Fort Pelly, was taken
up by the Assembly, and in accordance with said application, the Presby-
tery received authority to license and ordain Mr. Flett.

AGED AND INFIRM MINISTERS' FUXD.

The Report of Committes on Fund for Aged and Infirnn Mimsters
was given in, and read by Mr. John McTavish, Convener. Thu report
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stated the number of annuitants at present on the IFund, 12; and the
amount received and expended during the year:—receipts, $6,821.99 ;
expenditure, 85,015.79; balance on hand, $1,806.20, exclusive of $6,000
invested. The report embodied various regulations for management
and administration of the scheme, including one requiring a pryment
fom the ministers of the church. On motion made and seconded, it
was agreed to receive and adopt the report, and tender the thanks of
the Assembly to the committee, and especially to the Convener; refer the
case of Mr. Monteath to the favourable considceration of the committee,
to be dealt with as they see fit; further, it was agreed that no action be
taken at present on the recommendations contained in the report.

CASE OF RLV. J. G. CARRUTHERS.,

In conncetion with the Report on Aged and Infinn Ministers, there
was laid before the Assembly & memorial from the Presbytery of Owen
Soand, with reference to the ease of Mr. J. G. Carruthers, a licentiate of
the United Presbyterian Church before the Uniun, who has been, under
the afilicting hand of Gcd, laid aside for years, with but little hope of re-
covery. An effort was made, on two several oceasions, to raise such 2 sum
as might be sufficient for his support, but with very partial suceess, although
the sumn of aliout $600 is on hand for this object. The memorial prayed
the Assembly to place the name of Mr. Carruthers on the list of annuit-
ants from the Aged and Infirm Ministers’ Fund, transferring to that Fund
the amount at present in hand for Mr. Carruthers. After full conference
the prayer of the memorial was granted, and the Committee on the Aged
and Infirm Ministers’ Fund instructed to grant an annual allowance for
his support, that they may regard as consistent with the interests of the
fund, and in some measure adequate to Mr. Carruther's support.

WIDOWS’ FUND REPORT.

The Report on the Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund was read by Mr.
Reid. It stated the receipts and expenditure for the year: receipts,
$16,370 73; expenditure, $14,347 13; balance, 2,023 60; and referred to
the fact that, although no cullection Lad been taken during the year from
the cungregations of the church, the capital of the fund had increased
$8,700. The number of annuitants on the fund is now 27. The report
was received and adopted, and the committee were instructed to place on
the list of annuitants the fumily of the lute Rev. Andrew Milne, forraerly
of Waterdown and Wellington Square, deducting from the first pay ment
the amouut which should have been paid by Mr. Milne from the tume of
his ordination to his death.

FINANCE REPORT.

The Report of the Finance Committee was presented and read, em-
bracing,—(1.) stat nent of receipts and expenditure for the Assembly
Fund, and the means adopted, in accordance with the instructions of last
Assernbly, to raise the requisite amount; (2.) statement of receipts for the
various schemes of the chureh, with comparative statement, showing in-
crense or decrease as compared with former years; (3.) report of auditors,
attesting accuracy of accounts, and bearing testimony to the correctness
and business-like manner in which the general agent had discharged the
duties connected with the finances of the church. On motion made and
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seconded 1t was agreed that the report be received and adopted; that the
thanks of the Assembly be given to the auditors for their attention to the
work committed to thein; and also, and espccially, that the thanks of the
Assembly be given to the general agent of the church for the faithful and
highly successful mannper in which he has always conducted the financial
business of the church.

MINISTERS TO BE RECEIVED.

On application made by the several Presbyteries, the Assembly granted
permission to receive the following mimsters and probationers, viz.:—

Application was made by the Presbytery of Chathiam in behalf of Mr.
F. X. Jacquemet, formerly a priest of the Church of Rome. It was agreed
that, aftei attending Montreal College for one year he may be licensed by
the Presbytery of Chatham, and that in the meantime he be placed under
the care of the Presbytery of Montreal, under whose direction lio may be
employed in missionary work as tliey may see proper.

STUDENTS TO BE LICENSED.

The General Assembly, on application made, granted leave to Presby-
teries, to license the following students:—

D. McRae; E. D. Pelletier; A. F. Tully ; W. Reid; Alexander Stewart,
B.A.; P. Straith, M.A.; J. 8.

SABBATH SCHOOL REPORT.

The report on Sabbath Schools was presented by Mr. J. Thompson,
of Sarnmia, the Convemer. The report stated that there were 387,675
scholars attending the Sabbath Sclwols connccted with this Church—
the number of teachers being 4,478, while there were 96,726 volumes in
the hibraries. The Committee recommend the formation of Juvenile
Missionary Societies in the Sabbath Schools; also, that in all the prin-
cipal eities there should be established training classes for teachers, such
as those that have been conducted by Dr. MacViear in Montreal.

After conference on the subject, it was agreed that the report be
received and printed in the minutes: and the thanks of the Assembly
be tendered to the Comrmittee, and especially to the Convener, for his
diligence ; further, the Asscnbly desires to record their gratitude for the
evident progress and blessed results of Sabbath School work within the
bounds of the Church during the past year, and again renew their
frequently expressed opinions as to the close relations which should exist
between our Kirk-Sessions «nd Sabbath Schools, and the duty of parents
carefully watching over the religivus training of their children, and sup-
porting by their prayers and countenance in the Sabbath Schools the
teachers in their self-denying labours.

STATISTICS,

The Rev. R. Torrance, Convener of the Committee on Statistics,
presented, on belislf of the Cowmuuittee, a very full report of the statistics
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and finances of the Church during the past year, snd also a comparative
statement, showing the progress miade since the union in 1861. Accord-
ing to the report the number of ministers is now 889, an increase of 17
since the preceding year; vacant congregations, 78; mission stations,
96 ; stations in regular charge supplied by pastors, 677 ; families, 80,940 ;
communicants, 56,241. The total income of the Church for all purposes
was $618,558.78.

On motion made and seconded, the Assembly received the report,
and agreed that the thanks of the Assembly should be given to the
Committee, and especially to the Convener; that the Assembly express
its gratitude to God for the continued prosperity of our Church as mani-
fested in its largely incrensed ministry, membership and liberality ; that
the Convener be requested to accept the sum of $125 as some compensa-
tion for his great labour in preparing the statistics ; and that the returns
which havn been received at & period too late for insertion in the report
be added to the Statistical Statements, and published in the appendix to
the Minutes of Assembly.

HOME AND FOREIGN RECORD. .

The Rev. D. H. Tletcher, Convener of the Committee on the HouE
. AxD ForeIGN RECORD, gave in a report stating the receipts and expendi-
ture for the year, and stating that the circulation had increased to nearly
15,000, The report was received and adopted, and gratitude expressed
for the past and present support of the REcorp of the Church.

FRENCH EVANGELIZATION COMMITTEE.

Rev. Dr. McVicar, Convener of the Comunittee, presented the report.
It stated that there are at present six ministers and fourtcen students in
connection with our Church labouring among the French Canadians.
Two of the students have finished their college studies, and are to be
ordained shortly. Recently a French Protestant church has been
organized in Ottawa under the charge of Mr. Mark Ami, who is shortly
to be ordained as a minister. The labours of Father Chiniquy in Mont-
real had been abundantly blessed to the cunversion of over 300 Roman
Catholies. Many of these had been turned out of cmployment for
changing their faith, but the Christian people of Montreal had come
nobly forward and given them eraployment. The Bishop of Montreal
had denounced threats against all who would read the papers in which
Chiniguy’s sermons were printed; but, ncvertheless, many Roman
Catholics persisted in reading these papers, and great good had resulted
therefrom. The report further recommended tuat Father Chinigquy
receive a salary of $2,500 per annum while labouring in Montreal.

Dr. McVicar made some further remarks in explanation of the
report and in recommendation of the scheme. An eloquent address was
then delivered by Father Chiniquy.

It was agreed that the report of the Committee be received, and
that the thanks of the Assembly be tendered to the Committee, and
especially to the Convener, for their diligence, and that t! » Committee
be continued in office until the Union be completed.

HEARING OF DEPUTIES FROM OTHER CHURCHES.

Although it was not the privilege of the Assembly t> have the pre-
sence of 50 many representatives of other churches, as on some previous
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occasions. yat they had the pleasure of hearing several deputies. The
Rev. Mr. Gardner, deputy of the General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Ghurch in the United States, the Rev. Mr, Sankey, from the General
Assembly of the United Presbyterian Church in North America, and the
Bev. Dr. Ormiston, from the General Synod of the Reformed Church in
Ameriea, favoured the Assembly with sessonable and stirring addresses
in the course of the session of Assembly. The Rev. Mr. Gillies, Agent of
the Scottish Religious Book and Tract Suciety, and a minister of the
United Presbyterian Churech of Scotland, also addressed the Assemb'y.
To all these deputies and representatives the Moderator replied in suit-
able and appropriate terms.

STATE OF RELIGION.

The Report of the Coinmittee vn the State of Religion was given in
and read by Rev. W. Donald, in the absence of Mr. T. Wardrope, Con-
vener. The report was highly interesting and encouraging, referring to
the improvewent in the stute of redigion, and especially to the marked
indications of revival which bad been witnessed in various parts of the
church. On motivn mudle and seconded the report was received and
adopted; the thanks of the Assembly were given to the committee, and
especially to the Convener; and the report was ordered to be printed in
the Appendix to the Minutes.

REPORT OF UNION COMMITTEE.

Dr. Topp, on the part of the Union Committee, charged with all
matters conneeted with the completion of the Univn, presented first an
interim report, and. before the conclusion of the proceedings, & wore full
and formal report. The report included the varus arrungements for the
completion of the Unicn, and especially the concluding minute to bg
adopted by the Assembly, resolving to go in to the Union with the other
negotiating churches, and anthorizing the Moderator, in behalf of the
Assembly, to sign the Basis of Unmion and accompanying resolutions. It
was moved and seconded, to recerve and adopt the report of the comuittee,
and forthwith to carry out the Umon. It was moved in amendinent, by
Mr. John Ross, seconded by Mr. L. McPhersoz, that the report be recom-
mitted, with the view of securing, if possible, several changes in the basis
and resolutivns.  After full disenssion a vote was taken, when the motion
was carried by a large majority. The “Yeas” and * Nays ' having been
called for, 224 voted *“ Yea,” and 4 “Nay.” M. Ross dissented in his own
name, and in name of all who might uite with him. In accordance with
his memorial, Mr. G. Smelhe, who was prevented by circunstauces from
being present, was allowed to have lus name entered as dissenting. A
number of members ent red ther dissent from the Resolution having
reference to “Mades of Worslup.” At the fullowing scderunt several
other members jomed m tns dissent. At the same tune sixty-four (64
members who ware not present when the vute was tahen were allowed to
have their votes added to the votes of the preceding diet, making the
mejority 288.

On the morning of Tuesday, 15th June. the Assembly, having dis-
posed of all its buciness, in aecordance with 1its resolution then formally
agreed tu, proceeded to Victoria Hall, to take its part in forunog Tue
PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH 1N CANADA,
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SYNOD OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF CANADA
IN CONNECTION WITH THE CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

This Synod met in St. Paul's Church, Montreal, on the evening of
Tuesday, 8th June, and was constituted. The opening sermon was
preached by Rev. J. Rannie, M.A., the retiring Moderator. Principal
Snodgrass. of Queen’s College, was called to the chair as his successor.
Our space will not allow us to give any full account of the proceedings of
the Synod. The reports of the various Standing Committees were given
in, and the various Schemes of the Church were reported as being in 8
healthy and prosperous condition.

QUEEN’S COLLEGE.

The report as to Queen’s College was encouraging. The number of
students enrolled was sixty, being ten more than in the preceding year.
The number of students in theology are greater by two than the largest
number ever enrolled before in any session. The whole amount realized
for the Endowment Scheme is $87,669.37, and this amount is available
25 assets or capital. It was agreed to raise the salaries of the Professors
to $2,000 per annum, and that of the Principal to $2,600. The report
wasg received, and the Synod expressed anew its confidence in the
Tastitution.

WIDOWS' FUND.

The Rev. Robert Campbell presented the report of the Committee on
the Widows’ and Orphans’ Furnd. From the report it appeared that the
income for the year had been $9,042.03, and that $5,440 had been added
to the capital. The report recommended an increased seale of annuities
for the widows and orphan children of ministers. The report was received
and adopted. v

MISSIONARY REPORTS.

A report was given in by Mr. A. Drummond of Ottawa, in regard to
the Mission to the Lumbermen on the Ottawa, and one by Dr. Jeukins
with reference to the TFrench Mission. In connection with the latter
scheme, the Rev. Mr. Tanner gave a report of his operations in the City
of Montreal. These reports were received and adopted.

BEPORT OF DEPUTATION TO THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE CHURCH OF
SCOTLAND, AND THE CONSUMMATION OF THE UNION.

The deputies appointed to proceed fo Scotland ard wait upon the
General Assembly of the Church of Scotland reported. Iu connection
with this there was a paper from the Rev. Gavin Lang, one of thé
deputies, who had not yet returned to the country. The consideration of
this report, and of the report of the Committee on Legislation, and thp
!goposal to proceed, in terms agreed to, to the consummation of the

nion, led to a protracted discussion. Ultimately, after several afend-
ments had been proposed, it was decided, by a vote of ninety to sevemn,
to proceed to the consummation of the Uniom. Two-did not voté.
When the time came for the different bodies proceeding to Victorik
Hasll to consurnmate the Tnion, those voting in the minority resolved td
remain, and constitute themselves as the Presbyterian Church of Canada
in gonnection with the Church of Scotland. It is to be hoped that
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before loilg ally or most of these brethren will see their way to the
United Church.

COMMITTEE ON CHRISTIAN LIFE AND WORK.

The report on Christian Life and Work was given in by Rev. M.
Momison. The report embraced a number of questions to be sent to
mun:sters, with the view of briuging vut the stats of religion in the various
congregations.

On Tuesday evening, the business of the Synod having been disposed
of, the Synod proceeded to Victoria Hall to unite with the other Chuxches
in the formation of the Presbyterian Church in Canada. )

THE SYNOD OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN THE
LOWER PROVINCES.

The Synod of the Presbyterian Churcu of the Lower Provinces was:
constituted in Knox Church on Thursday, the 10th June, st 10 a.m. The
opening sermon was preachud by the Rev. P. G. MeGregor, who was
again elected Moderator. A short time having been spent in devotional
exercises, the Synod then proceeded to business. “he space at owr com-
mand will not permit of us giving anything like a full and complete
synopsis of the proceedings of the Synod; but we shall notice the more
important items.

RECEIPTS FOR VARIOUS SCHEMES FOR THE PAST YEAR.

The report of the General Treasurer and the Auditing Committee
was read, snowing the accounts for the year to be as follows :—

Foreign Misston—r.ceipts, §7,942.78; expenditure, $7,474.84 ; balance
due treasurcr, $664.46. Home Mission—receipts, $3,479.63 ; cxpenditure, ,
$2,783.50; balance on hand, $1,023.32. Mission Ship and Trinidad
Sehwuis—receipls, $2,417.73; expenditure, $1,934.87; balance on bhand,
$1,0uv.6v. dynud Yund—recapts, »1,726,74; exp.uditure, $1,526.26;
baaucs ou hand, $206.45. Supplementury Fund—rcceipts, $3,657.73;
exponditure, $3,070.40; balance on haud, $608.34. Acadia Mission—
receipts, $1,200.12; espenditure, $1,120.84; balance on band, $222.99.
Professorial and General Education Fund—receipts, $4,568.51 ; expendi-
ture, $4,553.51. Ministerial Education—receipts, $6,939,54; expenditure,
$7,6897.14; balance due, §421.31. Crerar Mission Fund—receipts, $491.64,.
which was transferred to other funds. Foreign Mission Bursary—receipts,
$166 ; expenditure, $70; balance on hand, $236. Iund in support of J.
A. McDonald—receipts, $882.75, expenditure, $418; balance due, $35.25.
Jewish Mission—receipts, $87.89. Comparatiye statements of the funds
for the past two years were also read, showing a very gratifying increase
in all the tunds but two, and an aggregate increase in the revenue of the
Church of $1,574.67

In connection with the Financial Report, the Moderator announced-
that the late Mr. C. D. Hunter, of Halifex, who had bequeathed large
sums of money to the schemes of the Church, had also left & sum of nol-
less than $50,000 for the formation of & fund for building churches, and
for ihe liquidation of church debts, and he suggested that a committee
should be appomted for the proper distribution of this fund. A motion
to that effect was carried.
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FOREIGN MISSIONS,

The Moderator read the report of the Committes on Foreign Missions.
The report, which was full, referred to the missions of the Church in the
New Hebrides and in Trinidad. While the work was not without diffi-
culties and trials, it was in an interesting and prosperous condition. The
report was received and adopted, and the Synod expressed its sense of
the faithfulness and success of its missionaries, and its sympathy with
them in their arduous labours.

HOME MISSIONS.

The Home Mission Report was presented by the Moderator. The
report gave a detailed statement of the work of probationers and catechists
throughout the various Presbyteries of the Church. While the report
was under consideration, the question as to whether or not the system of
employing ecateckists should be discontinued. Various opinions were
expressed as to the expediency of employing such an agency. Ultimately
it was agreed that the matter be referred to the Home Mirsion Board,
The report on Home Missions was then adopted, and the Synod agreed to
express its appreciation of the work of the Home Mission Schemes, and
its desire for the sympathy and prayers of the Church in their behalf.

THEOLOGICAL EDUCATION. "eFTen

The report of the Board of Theological Educationand the Theological
Hall, Halifax, led to some discussion. The Church now supports two
Professors in Dalhousie Cullege. On the part of some there is a desire to
withdraw that support and make Dalhousie Ccllege a non-sectarian and
Provincial one. Ultimately the whole matter was referred to the Board
of Suprrintendence fo deal with as circumstances may require.

¥ COMPLETION OF BUSINESS.,"§

The business of the Synod having been satisfactorily disposed of, the
Synod with perfect unanimity resolved to adopt the final resolution to
go into Tnion, and to authorize the Moderator in their behalf to sign the
Basis of Union and resolutions agreed on, and accordingly repaired at the
time appointed to Victoria Hall, where the Union was appointed to take

place, } 282"

SYNOD OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN THE
MARITIME PROVINCES IN CONNECTION WITE THE
CHURCH OF SCOTLAND. -

This Synod met in St. Gabriel Street Church on the evening of
Wednesday, 9th June. The Rev. G. M. Grant was called to the
Moderator's chair.

DALHOUSIE COLLEGE.

Rev. Mr. McRae presented the Treasurer's Report on the assets of
Dalhousie College Fund, which now amounts to $20,157.84,. of which
€16,000 are in Monfreal Corporation bonds. Incresse for the past year,
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$88,40, and this after the payment of & half-year’s saiary, $600, to Pro-
fessors. He moved that the report be adopted, and the fullowing be
electcd Trustees :—Hon. James Iraser, of New-Glasgow ; W. Gordon and
D. A. Perry, Isqrs., of Pictou, N. 3.; J. Gibson, G. P. Mtchell, und
Brenner (Ireasurer), Bsqrs., of Habfax; and Revs. G. M. Grant and
Pollock, and if vacancies occur, they shall be sapphed by the Synud in
which the College exists.

WIDOWS' AND ORPHANS' FUND.

Rev. Mr. McRae presented the report for this fund. Assets in hand,
$6,099 39; other itewms since reccived, etc., made it amount to $8,000.

Rev. Mr. McRae moved, seconded by Rev. James dMurray, that the
Comumittee and Convener be thanked for the diligence and wisdom dis-
played in the management of the fund. They rejoice that the contem-
plated amount of $8,000 has been so nearly reached, and trust that the
expectation of the Convener as to the increase of the fund may be full;
reelized. The Comimittee, with cértain alterations, was re-appowted.

JHOME MISSION REPORT.
The Moderator presented the Kepurt un Home Missions. It appeared

‘that m 18568, when orgamzed, the Syuovd consisted of thirty-one ministers,

the number now being the sume, while in suine cuses there has been a
change as to mdividuals. 'Lhie report reterred to svine causes which had
led to the want of growth, the cluef being the scarcity of ministers, and
the fact that so few young men had studied for the ministry. ‘There had,
however, been an improver-ent, chiefly from the fact that they had re-
coived labourers, principally catechists, tromr the Colonial Commttee. The
church is to & great extent self-sustgining, although there is & necessity for
raising the salaries of ministexrs. The report referred to the appointment
of Rev. Mr. Pollock, as Professur in the Hall at Halifax. [rom the
Treasurer s report it appeared that $036 18 had been collected for the
Synod s Home Mission, abuut vne-third of the congregations having failed
to make any collection. After several members had expressed their views
the report was received.

FOREIGN MISSIONS.

Rev. Mr. McLean read the Annual Report of the Mission Board; while
the mussion at Santa, one ot the South Hevndes Isluuds, Lad to be discun-
tinued, the work on the lsland of irromangs was progressing most satis-
factorly underthe charge of Kev. Mr. aud Mrs. Kobertsuu, who now em-
ployed ten natwve assistants. Lhere have beon twenty-four wembers
added to the church out there, and between four and five hundred attend
Divine service on the Sabbath, Miss Jolms had gone to Madras as n
missionary, the enure expense being burue by the cungregation of St.
Matthew's Claxch. It presented tv the euure budy & signal exawmple of -
true Chnistian liberality, and should erase for ever fruwmn the Lreasurer’s
returns, the pititul hgures of $2V, $30, etc., showing the suwms given by
various congregations to the work.

1t was agreed that tlus Synod cordially adopt the Report of the
Foreign Mission Commttee; thank the Cowmittes, and very especially
the Convener, for the zeal and hdelwwy wih which they have discharged
the important duties entrusted to them, and re-appoint them to continue
the good work in the foreign field,

Rev. James Fraser Campbell, whoe had offered his services to the
Synod as a wmissionary to & fureign field, was called on to stute lis views.
He believed the foreign mission work was decidedly the wwost importaut ;
and that a church by exteusively devoting its energies to this branch would
quicken the home churches. Ho yuuted the passuge in which our Lord
called on his disciples tu preach the Guspel to all the world, begiuning at
Jerusalern, but not remaining there. He desired to go to sowme tield whero
he could use the English language. After prayer on tho subject,

Rev. Mr. McRae believed, from all he knew, that the Rev. Mz,
Cainpbcll would be extremdly usctul in Madras, India, whers there is a
very large heathen population that speaks English; under God it was
probable English would eventuully becuiue the written and spukeu lauguage
of Iundia's 300,000,000 people. He woved a resolution, cxpressimg a
willingness to allow Mr. Cawpbell to go s & wmissivnary, sud notig two
propusitions from the Church of Scutiand for him to gu to Madrus, and
from the Canade Presbyterian Chwich inviting him to go to Formosu.

UNION.

Before the close of the proceedings a document was presented signed
by several members intimating that, for reasouns, they could not go into
the Union at present. A friendly conf.rcnce took place, and the general
fe ling was entertained that the sepurution could not be peruanent.  All
business Luving been completed the Synud proceeded, as did the other
bodies, in a coustituted cupacity, to Victoria Hall for the cousumimation
of the Union. :

FIRST GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE PRESBYTERIAN
CHURCH IN CANADA.

On the 15th June, 1875, in Victorin Hall, Mountreal, the General
Assembly of the Presbyterian Church in Cunada was organized, Leing com-
posed of the four churches, The General Assembly of the Cunudu Presby-
teriun Church, the Synod of the Presbyteriun Church of Canudu in con-
nection with the Church of Scotland, the Synod of the Presbyterian Church
of the Lower Provinces, and the Synod of the Presbyterian Church of the
Mazitime Provinces in connection with the Church of Scotland. On the
several bodies taking their places in the Hall, the four Muderators of the
respective churches jointly presided. After devotionul exercisus the cun-
cluding remarks of the several Cowts were read, and then the Basis of
Uniou and Resolutions accompanying. These were then signed by the
several moderators in name of their respective Churches, the aunisters and,
elders of the several budies rising in succession while their Moderator
signed the document. Thereafter the Uniun was declared to be cunsum-
mated, and the Presbyterian Church in Canada to be organized. The
Moderators gave each other the right hand of fellowship, and iu this were
joined by their brethren, the Assembly uniting in singing the exxaiii. Psa.
The Seniur Moderator then called for the reading of the several rolls, and
on these being completed declared the First General Assembly of the
Presbyteriun Church in Canada to be constituted, and called on the
Assembly to proceed to the election of & Moderator. Dr. John Cook, of
Quebec, was nominated as the first Moderator. The motion was seconded,
and was unanimously agreed to. Dr. Cook then took the Chair, and ad-
dressed the Assembly in appropriate terms.
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The Clerks of the several courts formerly in existence, viz.: Messrs.
W. Reid,W. Fraser, Prof. McKerras, Messrs. Frlconer and McKinnon, were
appointed Clerks ad interim. It was agreed to hold o diet for prayer in
St. Paul's Church at three p.m., and to meet on the following morning in
Erskine Church for business at eleven o’clock. A Committee to prepare
business was also appointed.

The Meeting for Devotional Exercises was held, the Moderator presid-
ing. The meeting was largely attended, and earnest, fervent prayers, were
offered up. In the evening there was no regular meeting of Assembly,
but a large Social Meeting in Vietoria Hall,—a meeting of welcome to the
Assernbly on the part of the members of the Presbyterian Churches in
Montreal. This meeting was larzely attended,—three or four thousand
were present. Principal Dawson presided with great ability, and several
speeches were delivered, wlule an opportunity was given for social inter-
course, which was gladly taken advantage of. Some met there who had
never seen each other since they were attending the same classes in
college or in the Divinity Hall.

Ov the morning of Wednesday 16th, the Assembly met in Erskine
Church, and was constituted. The first thing done was to call for and
receive the report of the Committee on Business. This report was con-
sidered and with some slight amendments, was adopted.

RE-CONSTRUCTION.

The Assembly proceeded to hear the Report of the Joint-Committee
on Re-construction of Presbyteries, which was read by Mz. W. Moore, and
adopted with some slight changes.

The Assembly did not meet on the afternoon of Wednesday, as this
wos left for the meetings of Synods, for the purpose of arranging the
boundaries of Presbyteries. 'The Synods instituted by the Assembly were
four, viz.: 1. The Synod of the Maritime Provinces; 2. Synod of Mon-.
treal and Ottawa; 3. Synod of Toronto and Kingston; 4. Synod of Hamil-
ton and London. In the Synod of the Maritime Provinces there are
eleven Presbyteries, viz.: 1. Syduey; 2. Victoria and Richmond; 8. Picton;
4. Wallace; 5. Truro; 6. Halifax; 7. Lunenburg and Yarmouth; 8. St.
John; 9. Miramichi; 10. Prince Edward Island; 11. Newfoundland. The
arrangement of Presbyteries in the other Synods will be found in another
column.

FRENCH EVANGELIZATION.

The first business on Wednesday evening was to hear a Report and
memorial as to the consolidation and extension of the French work. The
report was presented by Dr. Jenkins, who requested Prof. Camplell to
read the same. The Report referred to the present position of the French
work, stating that these were at the disposal of the church: 9 ministurs,
8 licentiates, 8 teachers, and 16 students, who during summer acted a8
Colporteurs. There were five French congregations, and two in which
French and English were preached. There were eight mission-fields, six
schools, and three large districts occupied by Colporteurs. The property
of the church consisted of four churches, a school-house, and a manse.
The report sought the consohdation of the French work under one board,
whose headquarters should be 1n Montreal. Prnncipal McViear, Chair-
man, Mr. R. Campbell, of Montreal, and Dr. Waters, of St. John, Vice.
Chairman, and with ministers 1n other parts of the church; Mr. Chiniquy
10 be engaged to preach in Montreal to French Canadians, and Mr. Tanner
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missions as the great work of thie churel were made by Mr. G. M. Grant 4
and other ministers. . Al

Synods and Presbyteries had been finished, the Assembly proceeded to § i
consider the Constitution of the General Assembly. The report wasgiven

in by Professor Gregg. After somewhat lengthened discussion, it was
agrsed that next year the General Assemubly should mect in Toronto, on
the second Thursday of June, 1876, as this year composed of ¢l the
Ministers and Elders in the rolls of the several Synods, and that a draft
act be sent down for the consideration of Presbyteries, for the constitution
of & representative General Assewmbly, on the basis of one third of the
entire number to be elected as Couwnissioners ; Presbyteries to report
their decision to the next General Assembly.

GENERAL PRESBYTERIAN CONFERENCE.

The General Assembly appointed Rev. Dr. Willis, Rev. Dr. Topp,
Rev. Principal Snodgrass, Rev. P. Gray, Rev. D. M. Gordon, B.D., and
Mr. Henry B. Webster, delegates to attend a preliminary meeting to
be held at Londoun, on the 21st July, for the purpuse of muking arrange-
ments for a General Presbyteriun Conference to be held in 1876.

DELEGATE FROM AMERICAN PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

Mr. B. Lyman, one of the delegates appointed by the General
Assembly of tue Presbyterian Church in the United States, was introduced
to the Assembly, and uddressed them, congratulating the Assembly on the
union just accomplished, and expressing, on the part of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States, their Christian salutations and best wishes.
The Moderator made an appropriate reply te the delegate.

BIBLE IN COMMON SCHOOLS, ETC.

The subject of the case of the Bible in Common Schools was brought
before the Assembly, and a Committee was appointed on the subject.
The subject of Sabbath observance, especially with reference tu the
Gov. rnment railways and public works, was brought before the Assembly
by & memorial from the Presbyterian Cuurch in the Lower Provinces. A
Commuttee was appointed on the subject; it was agrecd to memorialize
the Dominion Government.

APPOINTMENT OF COMMITTEE.

. The Assembly appointed a large Committee, consisting of members
of all th: Presbyteries of the Church, to meet in Montreal, on the 1lst
September, to consider maturely various watters connected with the
working of the Schemes of the Church and of the Assembly; tu report to
the Assembly, and also, if they think fit, to print the result of their

MANITOBA COLLEGE.

In connection with the appointment of the Board of Manitobs
College, the mpatter as to how the sum of $8,500 required for securing
suitable College accommodation could be raised, vras brought before the
Assembly. ‘ Ultimately it was agreed that & Committee be appointed to
receive contributions for thig object. The Committee was appointed,
with Mr. G. M. Grant as convener.

: ARREARS OF STIPEND.

On motion of Mr. Moure, it was agreed that Presbyteries be instructed
to deal with congregations in arrears for stipend, for the purpose of
gecuring payment of atrears and increased liberality for the future.
“Presbyteries were also instrueted to secure finamecial returns from con-
-gregations that may have omitted to send them.

STATED COLLECTIONS.
Stated Collections were sppointed as follows:—
. For French Evangelization, on 1st Sabbath of July.
. For Aged and Infirm Ministars’ Fund, and Widows' and Orphans.

Tund, on 1st Sabbath of August.

. For General Assembly Fund, on last Sabbath of Octobar.

. For College T'und, on 1st Sabbath of December.

. For Home Mission Tund, on 4th Sabbath of January.

. For Foreign Mission Fund, on 8rd Sabbath of March.
PASTORAL LETTER.

It was moved by Mr. Croil, seconded and agreed to, that the Modera-
4or issue a pastoral letter explaining the Union, and asking the congrega-
‘tions to contribute a thank-offering for the accomplishment of the Union;
also, that Presbvteries be instructed to appoint deputatione to visit the
congregations within their bounds, for the purpose of explaining to them
the nature of the Union, and the different schemes of the Church.

On motion of Dr. Waters, it was agreed that the Committee, tn mest
in September, be instructed to take into consideration the propriety of
raising & Memorial Fund, or take such steps as may be most appropriate
tor attaining that object.

DAY OF THANKSGIVING.

The Assembly apreed to appnint the first Sabbath of September as &

.day of special thanksgiving to God, for the accomplishment of the Union.

THANKS.

. Votes of thanks were passed by the Asserbly to the citizens of Mon-
4real for their hospitality, to the managers of the churches in which the
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several bodies met, to the committeo of management, to the railway and
steamboat companies, and to the press.

We trust that he may be lung spared to bear the title recently
conferred upon him, and to be, as he has been, an eminently useful and
sucecessful minister of the church.

FRENCH EVANGELIZATION.

Dear S1r,—By the action of the Iirst General Asserbly of the Presby-
terian Church in Canada, a comprehensive scheme of French Evangeliza-
tion has been adopted. The IPresbyterian French Missions hitherto
carried on separately have been united in one board, whose office is in
Montreal.

The board has already under its care eight French Ministers, three
Licentiates, three Missionary Teackers, sixteen Students for the Ministry,
five French Congregations, two in which Fr.nch and English are preached,
six Mission Schools, and thirty-one districts more or less occupied by
colporteurs.

The property of the mission ¢onsists of four churches, & manse, and a
school huuse. The board divects the services of thirty-one Missionaries of
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all sorts, including students, teachers, and colporteurs, and the work is
being prosecuted with encouraging success. As a special instance of what
is being done, it may be stated that through the Divine blessing upon the
labours of Mr. Chiniquy in Montreal last winter, over 800 persons left the
communion of Rome to follow the teachings of the Gospel. Mr. Chiniquy
is now settled in Montreal, and is to devote himself to the work in the
city and throughout the Dominion. In order to carry on and to exteud
a mission already so prosperous, and to plant Mission Schools and Stations
where openings can be made in the wide extent of the French and Acadian
field, & large annual revenue is required. The board therefore desire it to
be distinctly understood that all the available contributions of our people
will be needed for the work which the General Assembly has so cordially
undertaken. The Assembly has accordingly appointed a collection to be
taken in all congregations on the first Sabbath of July, or as soon after as
possible; and it is respectfully suggested, in view of the vast importance
of the work, that sermons should be preached on the Sabbath preceding
the collection, setting forth the evils of Popery, the dangers with which it
is fraught to the souls of men and the institutions of the country, as well
as the duty of giving the Gospel to the million of owr fellow-countrymen
s0 long enslaved by this system.

In cases where the Sabbath-day collections are deemed insufficient,
they should be supplemented by subscriptions; and it is hoped that the
claims of the mission will be presented to Sabbath schools and Bible
classes; and that in congregations where missionary associations exist,
liberal appropriations may he made in 2id of a work to which God in his
providence specially calls the Chuarch.

HOME MISSION COMMITTEE.

The newly appointed Home Mission Cowunittee met in Erskine
Chureh, Montreal, on the 17th June, the Convener, Rev. Wm. Coclirane,
M.A., presiding. Mr. B. H. Warden was appointed Secretary of the
Committee. Mr. Alexander Stewart, whose appuintment to Nanaimo,
B.C., was cancelled, owing to that field being about to be supplied by a
minister from the Church of Scotland, was appointed to Furt Pelly, the
Capital of the North-West. Mr. H. Currie was appointed for three years
to Manitoba, and 1t was resvlved to secure immediately another missionary
for a newly settled district on the Saskatchewan, where 50 families have
recently come from Scotland, and 150 others are expected this season.
Witlin the past three months six Missionaries have been appuinted to the
Presbytery of Mamtoba. Two months ago three were designated to thaf
field and the appointment of thrze others now, (fwo days after the Union
was consuminated,) 1s an earnest of the determination of the United
Church to prosecute with vigour the work of Home Missions in the Great
North-West. The Comunittee engaged the services of Mr. James Miller
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from the Free Church of Scotland,~~who comes highly recommended by
Rev. Mr. Wilson, of Barclay Free Church, Edinburgh,—as Missionary to
the western part of the town of Brantford, where the congregation of Zion
Chureh have just planted a mission, and are about to build a church. A
grant of $800 per annum was promised to this field. Messrs. W. Coch-
rane, D. J. Macdonell, J. M. King, and R. H. Warden, were appointed a
sub-committee to attend to all matters that may emerge in the intervals of
the meetings of thie General Committee during the year.

The following sub-Committee for the distribution of Probationers dur-
ing the year was appointed:—Messrs. Torrance, Mullen, Cochrane,
MecCuaig, Macdonnell, and Warden, Ministers, and Mr. T. M*Crae, Elder.

CHINA.—LETTER FROM REV. G. L. McKAY.

TorMOSA, SIN-TIAM, 21st April, 1875.

My DEar Mr. Remp:—Monday, 5th inst., I left Tamsui before day-
break and went up the river to Go-Ko-Khi, where a number of our
converts, hearers, and all our helpers but one, assembled in order to start
together for our southern station. The party consisted of thirty-four,
including myself. The first day was exceeding hot, and vn arriving at
Tiong-lek, found our usnal haliing-place occupied, so that we had to pass
the night in a dark, dawp, dirty hovel. Tuesday, we walked to Tek-
chham, and passed the night in a part of the city where I never halted
before. On that account patients were not so numerous as on former
occasions.  Still, I gave thirty medicine. One womun was insane, and
it required several men to hold her. Wednesday, we were accompanied
by scores of idolaters, who were on & pilgriinage to the South to worship
the goddess of the sea, ‘“ Ma'-tso™-po.” Many of them walked along,
grumbling under the heavy rain, and at the slippery road. Blessed be
Jehovah, not a murmur escaped the lips of our party. Avriving at Sin-
Kaig, I left those who were weary and worn and proceeded on Thursday
morning to Lai-sia, a station in connection with the work of our dear
brethren in the South. The rain continued so that all were glad when
little children and old men and women came out to welcome us. On
Friday, all our party, helpers excepted, slept on the benches in the
chapel. T spent the whole day giving medicine to sick brethren, or talk-
ing to them about Jesus. Our helpers rendered good assistance. Satur-
day morning we started back under heavy rain. When we bade our
Lal-sia. brethren farewell, many were in tears. This was the most
difficult day’s travel, because the heavy rains caused the mountain
torrents to rush wild over rocks and stones; in many places, twou, three
and four feet deep. A man was drowned when attempting to eruss one
of the streams an hour or two before we crossed. Myself and three of
our helpers joined hands and waded through current after current bare-
footed. The streams were somewhat like what they are in Canada in
spring, when the snow melts and heavy rains fill the rivers. It was
impossible to wade through without thinkiug of 2 Cor. xi. 26.
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It was neurly midnight on Saturday before I got through the Sin-Kaig
enquirers. Twelve applied for admittance. I admitted two on profes-
sion of faith, and on Sabbath all sat around the Lord's Table to com-
memorate the love of Him who snffered such as man never suffered in
order to save a guilty world. Monday, 12th, we armived at Tek-chham
towards eve, and found the insane woman mn her right mind. To God
be all the praire. The result was that upwards of one hundred applied
for medicine. Quite a number pleaded to establish a chapel in the city.
There will be a chapel there before long. God promised and will perform.
‘Wednesday evening, T was again with Dr. Fraser and famuly. Was glad
to find all well. The doctor is vigorously carrymng on the work in the
Tamsui Hoepital, and diligently acquiring the language.

Saturday, 17th, I went to the Pat-h-hun chapel. Freached on
Sabbath. Monday, went to Go-ko-khi. Tuesday, passed through Chiro-
nih and Toa-liong, where the people are building & chapel. In the
evening I arrived here at Sin-tiam in time to perform the simple cere-
mony of marriage. Our second convert in Northern Formosa, who has
been & faithful helper for two years past, got married to s convert in this
place. About one hundred were present, and thought the ceremony
superior to anything in connection with heathenisin. May God bless all
for His name’s sake. It becometh us to be very humble in heart and
dependent upon the 4lmighty power of Jehovah.

‘Who will come to labour in this field for Jesus ?  Kindest regards to
all who pray and give for poor Formosa. I an ever yours sincerely.

REVIVAL AT SHERBROOKE.

Ox hearing there was a remarkable work of grace going on in New
Glasgow, I at once, in company with my next neighbour and brother, the
Rev. Robert Cumming, proceeded to that place in order to study the
movement for myself, in the hope and with the prayer that my visit to
N3w Glasgow might be the means of bringing a shower to our own
corner of the parched field. Before leaving I wrote a letter to Fulton
Street Prayer Mecting, stating the circumstances, and repeating the
apostolic request, * Brethren, pray for us.” Mr. Cumming and myself
remained two evenings in New Glasgow, and one evening i Hopewell,
assisting our worthy brother, Rev. John McKinnon, ufter wlich we
returned to our respective congregations for the Sabbath. But on
learning that a similar work was going on at Lochaber, in the congrega-
tion of the Rev. John F Forbes, (a thorough Barnabas, Acts 1v. 36, with
whom I studied years ago in Knox College), I went there on Monday,
where I remained to the end of the week, and where, as in the other
places, I saw enough to convince me that * the Lord was working with
them, and confirming the word with signs following.” Mr. Cumming
was also thkere Monday and Tuesday evenings. Having observed and
studied themovement in all those places, I returned home, and on Sabbath
morning, the 28th of March, T preached from Acts xi. 19-24, closing with
the detailed account of what I had seen at New Glasgow, Hopewell and
L.ochaber, and intimating that in place of the usual servies, we should
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hold & prayer meeting in the evening. I wished it to be distinctly
understood that there would be no proaching in the evening, in order
that the attendance might Le taken for evidence as to whether or not
God was working on the public mind, and thus visiting us with His
salvation ; and to the great encouragement of all who were looking for
redemption in Israel, the attendance in the evening was fully as large
as it used to be when preaching or lecturing was expected. It was
enthusiastically agreed to meet again un Monday evening; and thus owr
meetings were continued in Sherbrovke for ¢hirty-five evenings without
interruption, increasing both in numbers and interest to the end.
Berches were placed ia the aisle, ard on many evenings every available
spot in the Church was occupied with an attentive listener. There were
only a few individuals in Sherbrooke so hardened aguninst God as not to
attend, and fewer still who attended without being benefited. It was
the general expcrience, and thercfore a common remark, at the end of
each meeting, that the last was always the best. The only means
employed were, as usual, praise, preaching and prayer. There was no
excitement; and yot I saw in the enquiry meetings muscular, strong,
healthy men, who had lived godless lives, so completely broken down
like little children, aud so overcome with weeping, that fur a while they
could not speak to me.

It would be neither wise nor kind to bring personal or individual
cases into public print. But suffice it tv say that, sc for, drunkards and
atheists have given every desirable evidence of having been brought to a
saving knowledge of the truth as it is in Jesus, I am quite prepared to
leave a wide margin for mere impressions, religious dreams, moral
emotions and pious fancies; and still a vast amount of real good has
‘been accomplished—how much, no wise person will attempt to conjecture.
‘The following mathematical fact tells its own tale :—The Colporteur of
the Bible Society sold last year in this community good literature to the
amount of $46.00, and this year, while the revival was in progress, he
sold to the amount of §142.57. One fact like this is worth a thousand
theories. A 1most disgraceful quantity of literary diré had been read
here before, but now think of the above sums in favor of good lit rature,
and that this difference was effected in less than a month. Having con-
ducted the mectings for thirfy-five evenings in Sherbrooke, we commenced
thein in Goldenville, the other wing of the congregation, which is about
three miles from Sherbrooke, and where the gold iines are worked.
In Goldenville we have continued the meetings for over three weeks
with very happy results. Vulgar and profane swearing, once the order
of the day, is now almost unknown in the community. Even Roman
Catholics and vthers who would not attend the meetings, are ashamed to
run to their usual excess of riot. The whole community is reformed.
Young men and young women, and even buys, have held several delight-
ful prayer-meetings. Many profane swearers have told me that they have
lust all taste for their former habits, and that now they delight to pray.
There isa novn prayer-meeting held daily in the ship-yard, immediately
after dinner, by the ship-carpenters, sume of whom were profane atheists
a few weeks ago. Those descrated chips on which they denicd their
Maker, are now the consecrated cushions on which they kneel, and
through Jesus Christ pray to Him as their Father in Heaven. We have
Iately held a wmost delightful mueting on board the ¢ Mary Aun,” which is
now underguing a thoro gh repair. Whether in the mines, in the shops,
on the strect, or in the ship-yard, religion is alinost the only subject of
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conversation. Many tears of joy have been shed here during the present
season of mercy. Parents praying for their children, and children praying
for their parents, have literally fulfilled the last verse of the Old Testa-
ment. We have clused the meetings against the desire of many, because-
I must prepare fur my departure to Montreal. In spite of the open
opposition of some, and the pious opposition of others ¢ who steal the-
livery of the Court of Heaven to serve the devil in,” we have had a
sezson that will be long remembered in Sherbrooke. May God give us a
better one soon.

Tae Synod oF THE UNITED PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH met on 10th May,
in the Queen Street Hall. Rev. Dr. McGavin, of Dundee, was elected
Moderator. The attendance was unusually large, and much interest was-
manifested in the proceedings. The questions in which most interest was.
felt were thosc relating to the Divinity Hall and to the English Union.
It has been agreed to make great changes in regard to the Divinity Hall—
the session is to be extended, and the Professars to be geparated from their
congregativns, su that their whole time will be given to the Court of their-
respecttve chairs. The union in FEngland between the brethren in
England and those of the English Presbyterian Church was virtually
agreed to by a vote of 253 to 164. The report as to missionary operations
was most encouraging.  There is, perhaps, no Chureh which does more
accordmg to its membership, for Foreign Missions, than the United Pres-
byterian Church. Inregard to general statisties, it was stated that the
total number of congregations on the xoll of the Synod in December last
was 616.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE ESTABLISHED CHURCH OF SCOTLAND-
met on 20th May. Dr. Sellar, of Abcrlour, was elected Moderator.

he report of the Committee on Patronage and the regulations for pro-
ceedings m the election of ministers in vacant congregations accupied con-
siderable time and called forth some discussion. The reports on Sabbath
Schools, the Conversion of the Jews, Edueation, Foreign Missions, were
encouraging and interesting. In India there are 11 Luropean mission-
aries, 4 native pastors, 21 preachers and catechists, and 133 teachers.
The receipts were £7,823. In connection with the Home Mission Report
there was some discussion with reference to conditions attached to grants
to congregations from the funds so hberally given by Mr. Baird. The
action of the Committee was sustained. The report on CurisTIAN LIFE
axDp WoRrk was given in by Professor Charteris.

LiBeRaLITY oF THE CHURCH.—It was reported that the total amount
raised for all purposes was £282,834 1s. 7d. The returns, however, had
not been complete.

In connection with the Colonial Committee, the Canadian delegates,
—Dr. Caok, Messrs. Gordon and Lang, with Professors McKerras and
Ferguson, and J. Croil, Esq.—were heard. After some discussion a
deliverance was adopted expressing regret that on the subject of an Incor-
porating Union in Canada there was the prospect of a division; but setting
forth that there was nothing in the Commmttee's report to prevent the
Assembly very cordially wishing God-speed in their labours to the breth-
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ren who proposed to accept the Union, or from co-operating with them
in any way in promoting the interests of Scotch Presbyterians in the
Canadian Dominion.

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE I'REE CHURCH met also on the
20th May. Dr. Moody Stuert was unanimously elected Moderator.
The reports of the Committees on Religion and Morals, on the Conversion
of the Jews, and on other schemes of the Church, were given in by the
respective conveners. The report of the Sustentation Fund was given in
by Dr. Wilson of Dundee. The report referred to the death of Dr.
Buchanan, to whom & warm tribute was paid. The total income for the
year was £525,424, being £14,340 in excess of last year. The amount
afforded an equal dividend of £157; and, in addition, each minister whose
congregation contributed at the rate of ten shillings per member received
£36, and thuse whose congregations contributed at the rate of seven shil-
lings and sixpence, received £18. The report on Foreiey Missioxs stated
that during the year 10 missionary agents had been added to the staff,
and left fur their respective fields of labour; 5 missionary artizans had
proceeded to Kaffraria, and other 3 were about to go. The report contained
mteresting information as to the establishment of missionary establish-
ments at Lake Nyassa and Zululand. The total incume of the Com-
mittee had been £58,884 2s. 11d. There are now 52 central and branch
missionary stations in India, and 37 in South Africa. The number of
communicants is 2,387; baptized adherents not communicants, 1,986 ;
and the number admitted on profession of their faith since the commence-
ment of the mission, 4,227. In 159 schools cunnected with the Free
Chwreh Missions, there are 11,803 scholars. On the subject of the
Abolition of Patronage in the Established Church there was a long dis-
cussion. A motion of Dr. Rainy, in favour of the dicestablisment of
the Church, was carried over an amendment by Dr. Begy, by a vote of
397 to 84. DMeasures were adopted for the union of the Reformed
Presbyterian Church with the Free Church.  Professor Douglas, of Glas-
gow, was clected Principal of the Free Church College there, and Mr.
Bruce, of Broughty Ferry, was appointed Professor of Divinity.

AMeRricay CRURCHES.—We had prepared a brief notice of the proceed-
ings of the Lcclesiastical Meetings in the United States; but we are
obliged to leave it over.
