St. Luke, 12th chapter, verses 16 to 21 ; and along with this,:

But this will be a still worse plan, if all that riches can get
cannot make you happy, even in this world! It is very natural
for you, my dear children, to think that they can do so, for you: |
seeso many people anxious to obtain them. Remember, I do
not say, that being rich, or wishing to be rich, is wrong ; because
riches are a_gift from Qod, and s0 are houses and lands, and
these, with all other beautiful things, are generally given as a
reward for industry, patience, honesty and self-denial, which
are pleasing to God. Who, therefore, would not like to have
riches! But what I say is this, that, if youhad nothing more,”
if, for example, you were not good, and did not care for God,
or Jove Him, but were proud, vein and selfish, all the world
could not make you happy!

Christ's Sermon on the Mount is recorded in the 5th, 6th and
7th Chapters of the Gospel nccording to Matthew. It js the
longest of all those discourses of our Lord that have been com-
mitted to writing by the pen of Inspiration. It contains an
epitome of all saving and sanctifying truth, It is the grandest
address that ever reachied the car or told upon the soul of man,
It was listened to by a mighty throng of most attentive and
solemnized human beings. It has been calculated that White-
field, “the prince of preachers” in modern times, may have.

reached Christ to as many as 20,000 heavers at one time ; but
in all probability the number who constituted the audience of
the Divine Master was far greater than that which formed the
most numerous one of His honored servant. We may conceive
some idea of it from the narrative contained in MaTTHEW IV,
28—25.

And what a sermon proceeded from the lips of the com-
passionate Redecmer to those interesting masses of travelers
to eternity who were thus congregated! How the heart of the
sympathizing Saviour was affected! “And, seeing the multi-
tudes, He went up into a mountain and, when He was set, Bis
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disciples came unto Him, and He opened His mouth, and tdught
them.” We wonder not, we fully understand why, that vast
concourse of serious persons were so impressed with what they
geard. We bave only to read over the Sermon in order to feel
bow truthful and just was the response of the highly favouted
congregation. The faithful bhistorian says.—* And it came to
pass,when Jesus had ended those sayings, the people were
astonished at His doctrine, for He tav~ht them as one having
authority, and not as the seribes.”

The Great Tercher in this discourse commences with o series
‘of beatitudes, each and all of which are to be found in every
child of God. Any of thom may be little developed and
scarcely noticeable in the young believer. Yet are they all ||
implanted in the soul when it is regencrated by the Spirit of

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND'S MISSIONS IN TURKEY.

‘WE are sure our readers will hear with delight that, as one.
of the first fruits of vur connection with Turkey in the late War, i
the Church of Scotland is ptejuuing to tuke advantage of any.
opening which may veeur of preaching the Gospel to the Jews
in the dominivns of the Saltan,  Already we have vecupied a
missionary station at Salonica, Iately vacated by the American |
missionaries, and are about to uter Smyina tov. We hope
very soun-tu report the progress of our woik there. Meanwhile ’
wo quote the fullowing seutences from correspundence lately
pubhshcd in the News of the Churdkes, which will be read with
terest— .

“You may be aware that the American mission to the Jewsis i
now. discuntinued, and the missivuarics transferred to labour
among the Arnicuians or Turks. We are happy to add that the |
places of these brethren at Salopica and Smyrna are now likely i
to be soun supplied by missivbaries frum the Established Church
of Scotland. 'ﬁ)‘he missivuaries hate already reached this city.
You are aware that in both of the abuve-mentioned cities
there is a very large Judeu-Spanish pupulation ; and it is greatly
to be desired that, in a Jand the most fiee to missivnary effort
of any on the Cuntinent, perbaps in the World, sumething more
should be done for this interesting people.

“The friends of the Gouspel will naturally be desirous to learn
whether the liberty of conscicnee, lately proclaimed to the Turks,
is producing any effect. I can at least say that many copies of
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the New Testament and other parts of the Scriptures have been
distributed to Turkish soldiers of late; and I hnve myself talked
with parties who applied for Scriptures, sometimes for them-
selves, and sometimes for the officer or doctor attached to their
company. Let us Inbour and pray; for there can be no doubt
tbatiltl’xe day of Turkey’s merciful visitation seems to be ab
hand.” o
In regard to Salonica, Dr. Schauffler writes:—

«I begin with Salonica, not to give the history of that station
but its present results, It was commenced in 1849. The
labours of this station, hardly commenced, were ropeatedly and
seriously interrupted by sickness and by death, so that but little
of regular and coutinuous work could ever be done there, its
results ave:—.. The Jows ave aceessible to missionary labour.,
‘The mussionaries con gv among them, and visit themn in their
families on Saturdays ;they are then expected to introduce the
subject of religion, and are treated with courtesy. Jews used
to visit the missionaries in their houses, There have been
listeners to preaching on Sundays. The only thing in which,

4 1ill lately, they used to be unyiclding, even more so than the
Jews of any oiher place in Turkey, was the subject of schools,
But now they beg for them for boys and girls. Some rabbis
even promise to sead their danghters. Some of the wealthiest
and most iofluential families desire the means of edueating
their children.  They say we might get one thousand children
assoon as we pleased. This is doubtless strongly byperbolical,
‘but tha Jewish mind in Salupica has undergone a great change
on this-subjuet, as it appears.  Aud these schools, for which they
beg, are to be Christian schools.

INDIAN MISSIONS.
CALCUTTA.

Ix the month of September last an interesting and important
meeting was held in the City of Calcutta, consisting of Christiad
missionaries conuected with the Church Missionary Society, the
Baptist Missionary Society, the Church of Scotland, the Fres
Church, and the London Migsionary Society. Their number,
including seven gentlemen identified with the several Institu-
tions, though not missionaries, amounted to fifty-five, and their
successive meetings oceupied four days. Such an assemblage
was & novelly in the history of modern missions, and ufforded
a delightful evidence of that brotherly love and Christian
Catholicity which best illustrate, and most powerfully commend
the faith of our Redeemer. During these bappy meetings ub
seetarian prepossession was obtruded, no jarring note was heard,
but the associated brethren maitained, not only unbroken, but
undisturbed, the unity of the Spirit in the {onds of peace.
During the successive sittings of the Conference ten valuable
papers on missionary subjects of the highest intercest were read
ang discussed, aud suitable resolutions were adopted. The
last of these documents is, “ An appeal from the Prorestayt
MissioNariss oF BENGaL, then assembled, to the Committees.and

Boards of Management of the various MissioNany SoCIETIES IN
