Unfortunately he was hardly
adapted for a Boniface, and as he had no knowledge of the
business ta help him out, it soon became apparent that his
chances of success were limited. Last May he endeavored ta
seli out: but without success. Now we hear of his assignment.

TuE English Bank of the River Platte, head office, London,
has failed, owing ta Argentine troubles. The bank has a paid
up capital of $3,750,000 and reserve of $2,000,000. It has paid
10 per cent for several' years. English capital will.give South
America a wide berth for some time ta come, and all foreign
banks are likely ta suffer f rom these failures, as well as some of
those in manufacturing centres from whence lirge exporte go ta
South American ports.

distance is 940 miles less than between Liverpool and, New'
York. This would be a saving of two days on an ocean trip.

THE fire loss of the United States and Canada during the
month of May was remarkably heavy, the expensive total of
$16,644,395 being reached. The following table will sbhoff how
great the May total is for 1891, compared with the sanie month
of 1889 and 1890:-

It will thus be seen that the losses for the first five montha of
1891 are soie 40 per cent, heavier than the total for the samte
period of 1890. In New York City the losses frotn January 1 to
May 30 amount to $4,500,000. It is thought by the Review that
out of that sum the underwriters stand at lesat $3,750,000. The
New York City premiums for the first half of 1890 amounted
to $3,681,282, and the total for the firat half of this year will
probably not exceed that sum. Allowing fifty per cent. for
expenses, it will be easily seen that if no fire losses whatever
occurred in the city during the latter half of 1891, very few of
the local underwriters would escape losing mnoney on the year's
transactions.

flouted as suited only for the amusement of debating
societies. Principles and theories that the great advo-
cates of free trade thought would revolutionize the
world of commerce, are regarded as obsolete and un-
practical. Men do not care to even consider as rele-
vant, those arguments that forty years ago were regard-
ed as vital and demonstrative. All that Cobden so
ably reasoned out to an irresistible conclusion, is now
admitted,-but the immediate contrary policy is adopt-
ed. Missionaries tell of tribes that openly accept
Christianity, but in their habitations and daily inter-
course with each other, are as thoroughly heathen as
ever. We fancy that the conversion of Lngland to
free trade left a large number of couverts with a secret
reverence for the old gode of Protection. The new
faith was earnestly held, while it paid, but now that
there is a cloud upon its success, the hearts of the
people are yearning after the old paths. There has
been formed in England the "United Empire Trade
League." Its reason for existence, and its objects are
set forth as follows:

"The importance of developing by all possible.
means the Commercial relations between the Mother
Country and the Colonies, and between the Colonies
themselves, has now become paramount. It has, there-
fore, been determined to form a strong Association
having this great aim in view, and uniting on a broad,
popular, and patriotic foundation, all Bocieties and
persons in the United Kingdom and throughout the
Empire, interested in the extension of British trade,the security of British capital, and the prosperity of
British labour-whether in the factory or on the land,
whether on shore or at sea, whether as employers or
employed, and whether as capitalists or wage earners.

The objecta for which "The United Eimpire Trade
League " will strive independently of party considera-
tions, are:-(a.) The furtherance of mutually advan-
tageous trading relations amongst all who share alle-
glance to ier Majesty, The Queen. (b.) The advance-
ment of the interests of British industry and commerce
throughout the world."

Over 100 English M.P.'s, and 105 Canadian ones,
with a large body of distinguished men, have approved
this league. The founder and chief public advocate
of the movement is Colonel Vincent, M.P. for Sheffield,
where ho defeated Mr. Plimsoll on a straight trade
issue. Sheffield is a highly representative constituency.
It is the core of British democracy. In no other town
are the artisans sO versed in political history. Their
occupations allow Of a general discussion being carried
on while at work. Hence thousands of men and boys
day by day debate the issues of the time in Sheffield
workshops, with a keennees of intelligence, fullness of
information, and sharpness of wit, that would, in argu-

ment, make even some ex-Cabinet Ministers. their easy
prey. It is therefore highly significant that such a
constitutency should have selected as its Member the
chief representative of the U. E. League. A generation
ago this town was intensely free trade. It was a Shef-
field tradesman who by his " Corn Law Rhymes," did
as much as Cobden's logic to repeal the Corn Laws.
It was in this town that the agitation for another revo-
lution was commenced, that was carried to success.
It was there that the movement originated for the
higher education of the masses, by opening a " Work-
ing Men's College." When such a community pro-
nounces in favor of a policy, it is the weather-vane
showing from what quarter is the wind blowing of
English democracy. The truth is that the McKinley
bill has shaken the free trade scales off the eyes of the
English workman. fe now sees that England's
boasted free trade is an hypocrisy, for her trade is not
" free," her importe are not all " free," and her exports
are becoming more and more hampered in freedom
by foreign duties. Now that the McKinley bill threat.
ens te cut off a large market from Engliah producers,
they naturally enough asik: Why should we throw
open our markets free to people, who will not allow
our goods te enter theirs? It was said to a great chief-
tain of old, that "hie policy might be advantageous,
but it was very unjust." This is the judgment now of
the English artisans as to free importa, and the next
stop will be te see so much more of the injustice, and
sO little of the advantage, that they will be prepared
tosanction the proposal of the ne w U.E. Trade League
-which is, te place a differential duty upon all im-
ports from foreign countries that have a McKinley
element in thoir tariffs. Colonel Vincent declares that
Sheffield bas publicly endorsed that policy, and, at
one of~the vast gatherings that are characteristic of
that town, gatheringa whore 14,000 mon hear political
discussions with the decorum of a church, gave hirm a
mandate te proclaim their convictions te Canada. But
the time is net fully ripe for so radical a change in
England, where great reforme pass through long
periods of gestation. Once however, convince the
British at home that bread would not be advanced in
price by a duty giving preference te Imperial produce,
and Froc Trade might be se far modified as to be con.,
fined te Imperial imports. But, before that conviction
is forced upon the minds of the people, any scheme
that pute them under the risk of a dearer loaf, has not
the ghost of a chance te meet with popular support.
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It is net Free Trade that is the faith of the mass of
the English-but Free Bread. If Canada could supply
Britain with the volume of wheat now sent from this
continent, then a differential duty on American bread
stuffs need not onhance the price of bread,-it would
simply McKinleyise the English food market. If the
vast harvests of the States were thus shut out from
Britain by a tariff upon all United States produce,
there would quickly ba a change in the United States
tariff in order te recover the British markets for United
States produce. The capacity of our North West to
meet all the food needs of Britain is undoubted.
When that capacity has been developed we shall then
be in a better position to ask for a preferential tariff
arrangement with England than we now occupy.
Meanwhile, as we are progressing to that point, it will
be of service te have the BEnglish people oducated up
to the idea of one day having to decide,-whether
they insist upon taking their supplies from us on no
better terms than are given te a nation that is alien,
and, in a trading sonse, most hostile nation, a nation
that seeks te prohibit British imports from their fac-
tories, or, whether they will net rather give us, their
fellow subjects, a preference, and treat the States te a
snall dose of McKinley physia? Were that done the
food producers of America would have as strong a
woyd to say about the tariff as the manufacturers for
whose sole benefit the McKinley bill was framed. It
would also teacli a lesson much needed in these days,
that, after all, the eler ent of reciprocity cannot pru-
dently be ignored.

But the scope of the new League is vider than
these questions. It aims te create an inter-colonial
trade system; its promoters grow eloquent in picturing
the enormoius possibilities or Timperial trade between
350 million customers, all subjects of the Queen and
Empress Victoria. If Canadians can go up and possess
such a land of promise, it will be a magnificent addi-
tion te our commercial wealth. That Canada needs
arousinig te groater enterprise in foreign trade we have
said before. The discussion of the U.E. Trade League
will do Canada great service by*exposing te the people
the extent and richness of the mercantile opportunities
afforded within the bounds of the Empire, of which
this land occupies one-third tie area. While however
generally approving of the principle involved in this
movement, Canadians ivill remember that they have a
large trade with Amaerica,' and, " it is well te be of
with the old love beforelbeing on with the new." Our
interests demand continuous and freer entrance to
United States markets, as well as te those of the Em
pire. Anierican interests denand als that the gite
of our markets be kept ajar. It is a mere chimera
not worthy of discussion, to suppose a condition e
trade which would involve or imply the cessation, o
any serious shrinkage in the interchange of product
between Canada and the United States. But it is
serious sign of the timnes of momentous import, tha
old watchwords are discredited, that the governin
law of modern international trade is not the logic e
politicat economy, but the keenest, the narrowest nat
ional selfishness. When then foreign nations are ex
cluding us more and more fron their markets, ive, a
part of the greatest Empire in the world, may res
satisfied that ve have in our Impérial connections, no
only the arned protection and the money that hav
been lavishly expended te advance the growth of thi
country, but we have in the Imperial bond the promis
and the potency of such further developinents in trade

n national dignity, in political independence, as will
ensure the future, prosperity, and happiness of the
people of Canada.

THE OUTLOOK FOR CHINA TEAS.

Private letters from the treaty ports confirm the
cables that the condition of the tea crop in Most of the
districts in China is most encouraging. The Congous
of 1891 are certainly equal in quantity and quality to
those of last year, and probably are a little better,
The Pekoes are fully up te the average, and the northern
teas are. reported as being far above it. These latter
will this year probably go entirely te Russia, as the
subjects of the Czar are ready ·te pay prices for them
which te a Canadian buyer would seem the height of
of extravagance. In Russia, as in Japan and China,
there are epicures ready te pay any price for choice
teas. Chops running from $100 to $300 per pecul are
net uncommon, and, occasionally, extra fine pickings
command from $10 te $30 per pound. The governor
of Formosa is credited with paying $10 te $20 per
pound for his tea, and there are other epicures willing
to pay similar prices.

The outlook for Formosan teas is as promising as
that for China. The first crop is estimated at 190,000
half cheats. The second will be 85,000 half-chests, (a
very heavy advance on the 30,000 half-chests which
formed the second crop of last year) and the third
will certainly reach 130,000 and possibly 150,000 half-
chests. Chinese merchants and officials all agree that
the crops this year are a little larger and very much
finer than ever before in the history of the island.
The yield per acre fell off, owing te the unseasonable
weather, but the increase in acreage fully made up for
the deficiency and it is believed that the success of the
crop this year will lead te an increase in the area cf
culture and thus te an augmented production in the
future. As these teas cerne very ]argely te this conti-
nent this will ho good news te the American buyer.

We Must net forget that the cultivatioù cf tea is
inow assuming large proportions eutside cf China and
Japan. In British India and Ceylon teas are new Pro-
duced cf a quality that rendors them popular in the

*market. The Spanish are endeavoring te raise tea in
the P'hilippines. The Dutch are grewing it in Sumatra,

*Born:eo and Java; although owing te the tea shrub
l equiTiflg inoisture, good soil, aud net excessive
'warnth, success has yet been attained only ini moue-
tainous districts. The French are experirnenting in

*Cochin China. The quality of incet cf these teas ks
sfar belon' that cf the Chinese but, ewiug te the anti-
,quated and expensive ruethods cf the latter> they cau

f be produced rauch more cheaply. The Chinese stil
r cure the leaf in' smaîl bamboe baskets over charcoal
slires, as did their ancestors centuries age, while their

a rivals use cepper or percelain plates, hot air, and
t labot-saving machinery. The Chinese abject te these
9 tuethoda on the ground that they destroy the bouquet
f cf the fine ea', and that their employmnent would
- thron' thousands eut cf werk, but as the miore pro-
- gressive Chinese have already begun te employ them,
8 sO far as the cheaper grades are con cerned, it ie safe te
t say that Western processes will previiil befere long.
t Another drawback te the Chinese tea grower is the
e fact that twe-thirds of thern are poor mien who are
s compelled te borrow monoy te raise* and move their
e creps. This money they obtain from, native usurers
~, or the English tes exporters. Each cof these charge
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the farmer 10 per cent ,on the loan, take the crop and
land as collateral, and impose the stipulation that they
shall have the first choice of buying the new leaf at

naarket rates. Naturally when the crop first cornes in

the money lenders-hold off, and force the market down
as much as possible, until there are signs of a revolt

among the farmers. Thon they buy as largely as they
can at bottom rates before jumping the market up to
keep out outside operators. It is this method of doing
business that renders the Chinese tea-farmer a poor
man, and it is this that gives hie rival in Japan, India
and Ceylon the power to undercu. him in markets
,which would be otherwise his own.

THE BRITISH IRON TRADE.

Statistics of the expert movement of iron and steel
from Great Britain for the six months of the present
year ending on the 30th June, show a marked decline
in six cut Of the ton great staple lines. In pig iron
the faIling off amounts te nearly 44 per cent, in rail-
way material itis 66 per cent, and in cast and wrought
manufactures of the heavy metals it is over 21 per
cent, as compared with the volume of expert during
the corresponding months of 1890; the figures, in detail,
being as follows:-

These figures are significant in themeolves,-and they
become still more se when we remember that the heavy
shipments made during last June in order te avoid the
action of the McKinley Bill are included in these
returns, althoùgh they were really made at the expense
of the present months.

The large increase in the expert of tinplate is, of
course, adventitious, and notin any sensé the result of
a trade moment. This tin was hurried into the United
States purely to escape the increased duty, and it
represents net only the purchases of American impor-
ters anxious te lay in as large stocks as possible, but
also those plates sent out by the makers on speculation
which have yet te be absorbed. On the amount of
this stock depends the volume of the expert demand
for the coming months, and, as it is impossible te as-
certain with accuracy the extent of this invisible sup-
ply, estimates as te the probable requirements of the
United States during the remainder of the present
year vary very considerably. The partisans of Amer-
ican tin plate allege that the country is fully supplied
for twelve months te come, and that, by that time, the
United States will be practically independent of British
tin plate. Most metal merchants; however, hold that
American tin plate will be a financial impossibility
for years te come, until American mill-men can afford
te roll 80 gauge steel as cheaply, approximately, as
the British, and, as there exists an impression that the
enormous stock of tin plate now in the United States
consists largely of undesirable sizes, the stock of 14 x
20 cokes in the country may possibly not be as large
as the McKinleyites assert, and;consequently the falling

off in the volume of importations may be less than at
present anticipated.

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These figures explain themselves readily. The heavy
falling off in the experts to India and the Argentine
Republic are due to the cessation of railroad construc-
tion in those two countries, and not to any increase in
their manufacturing power. The reckless expenditure
of the Argentine Republic has been brought to an
abrupt close, and, in the case of India, lines already
constructed appear te be all that are at present required.
Naturally, thon, their demand for railroad iron has
ceased. lu the case of Germany the falling off in the
demand for British iron is due to the extension of the
home iron industry, and its increasing ability to cope
with the domestic demand. And, possibly,to the enter-
prise of the German founders the decrease in the ex-
ports of British iron to Holland may also be ascribed.
The causes of the increase in the exports te the United
States we have already shown to be largely adventit-
ious, se that the only bright spot in the whole state-
ment is the steady growth of the demand for British
iron by Canada and Australia, in spite of their con-
stant additions te their own manufacturing capacity.
This is an indication of material progress upon the
part of the two great colonies too important te be over-
looked, and it is evident that the coming value of the
colonial trade te Great Britain is becoming daily more
recognized by the Mother Country.

THE TEACHER'S CONVENTION AND INTER-
NATIONAL RELATIONS.

Though civic hospitality is an old time virtue, that
of citizens at large is a modern feature. There must
have been something of this kind known in very re-
moto periods, but it was thon a necessity and obliga-
tion of religion at stated times. To.day, we are con-
stantly hearing of large gatherings of people drawn
from all parts, who are the guests of a town or city.
On a small scale these visits have been paid for some
years by delegations of various religious bodies whose
organizations involve annual or tri-ennial meetings.
From these there was developed first, the great con-
ferences held by the "British Association for the
advancement of Science," which one paper ridiculed
as " a huge picnic." These were se popular as te give
rise te keen contests between cities for the privilege of
playing host te such distinguished guests. Following
this exemple all manner of socioties were organized
on a perambulatory basis, This city has been in much
faver for its hospitable reception of such visitors, who,
very sensibly, regard the " picnie ". feature net only as
a great attraction, but a source of strength te their
societies. One of the largest gatherings of the kind
was recently held in Toronto, where some t'veNty
thousand school teachers, with others, officially, or by
taste, associated with education, assembled te diseuse
the principles and methods of their profession. Pri.
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vate hospitality has there been exercised probably to
a larger extent than ever before knowri in Canada, or,
in modern times, elsewhere. The most interesting
feature, we may indeed say, the historie feature, of
this event was that the visitors were all Americans,
representing every State in the Union. Some time ago
a delegation of Ontario School Trustees made a tour
through the States to inspect the public schools. They
came back with very smail results, so far as learning
anything of value went. But they learnt this, that
there were in use in the United Stated schools songs
that make their ears tingle asthey listened, so virulent
was the language used against the old country.
Numbers of places where the revolutionary and royalist
troops had coine into conflict were enumerated. At
the end of each verse, telling in a gasconnading style
of some defeat of the British, there came the chorus,
" We licked them before and we'll lick them again."1
Young America was thus being inspired with hatred
and contempt for the old land, and taught to associate
patriotism with hostility to a friendly nation ; a form
of education which is treason to civilisation, and
strangely antagonistic ta the generous and high mind-
ed tone of the cultivated classes in the United Statee.
The visit of the teachers to Canada will therefore, we
hope, have a highly beneficial effect. After so magni-
ficent a reception, which was keenly appreciated and
most handsomely acknowledged, those teachers cannot
but feel it their duty to eliminate such misehievous
influences from the school programme. From one
immense demonstration where some 1,500 children
sang Canadian patriotic songs, they would learn how
to inculcate and manifest intense national feeling
without even an illusion to other countries ; just as the
warmest domestic affections may be, without any crit-
icism of neighbors. Without entering upon the vexed
question of our economic relations, it may be said,
that whatever tends to promote the friendly intercourse
of neighboring nations, such as the United States and
Canada, has a decidedly healthy effect upon their mer-
cantile interests. There lias been a tendency in the
States, in recent years, ta pass such legislation in res-
triction of Canadian trade, as seems to have been ins-
pired by the songs of Bonbastes Frioso variety. Such
sentiments are, we know, highly repugnant to the
ruling oflicials, but they cannot ignore the prevailing
ideas and feelings of the overwhelning mass of the
electorate, imbibed at the public schools. Hence the
vast importance ta the business of the country of the
teaching of these schools, which affects all our inter-
national relations even more directly and intimately
than the more stately proceedings of diplomatists,
statesien or legislators. Sovereignty in now vested in
the people, what they will is law. Noble words were
said at the Convention upon the necessity of a democr-
acy being educated. An illiterate people are even more
dangerons to a State than a foolisli Monarch. That
from every corner of the Republic, Canada should have
had guests so intelligent, so observant, so shrewd, so
kindly, ill devoted to the dignified and mnost honor-
able occupations associated iwith popular education is
a happy augury for both countries. They honored
Canada by their visit, we honor them for their frank
and generous response to our invitation. One resolu-
tien passed by the delegate teachers reads, " That we
shall carry away with us the kindest remembrances of
the courtesy, generosity and hospitality of our Cana-
dian neighbors, and that we cardially invite them to
visit one and all the great cities and fertile praries of

our magnificient State, that we may endeavor to ex-
press in acts the appreciation we so deeply feel."

With equal earnestness the business men of-this
country will reply, that the teachers of the States can
not serve the cause of education to which they are
devoted, nor further the interests of the land of which
they are so proud, botter than by diffusing amongst
the rising generation that high respect for international
comity and good will which is felt by all who are, in
any true sense,-educated. •

THE U,S. TARIFF AND FOREIGN TRADE.

The United States import and export freight returns for
eight months seem to show that the McKinley tariff is not so
successful in barring out foreign goods as either its friends or
foes prophesied. We shall have to wait some time for more
complete and detailed reports before a full comparison can be
made between the different classes of imports under the old
and the new tariff. The Àwmerican Economist, which is chiefly
devoted to a defence of protection, accuses the Free Traders of
having " mendaciously said that the McKinley tariff was intend-
ed to destroy the foreign trade of the States." We hold no brief
for free traders, we indeed doubt whether there are any in the
States, in the strict sense, the Cobden Club sense let us say,
but their contention is, we believe, not that the new tariff was
intended to destroy the United States foreign trade, but that all
such tariffs by excluding foreign merchandise, tended to diminish
foreign exports. For -that position much may be very forcibly
argued, and the working of the McKinley tarifi will either
strengthen that plea, or reduce its economic force. For the
eloven months of the current fiscal year, during eight of which
the new tariff has been in operation, the returns show as below :

IHow far these figures were affected by the large imports brought
in to save the new duties is not discernible. It is however,
somewhat noticeable that the free importa have increased 83
millions under the McKinley Act, and the dutiable have only
decreased 25 millions. How far these free goods consist of such
articles as are admitted free, if intended to be manufactured
and exported, it will be interesting to know. The total exports
increased by about the same amount that the dutiable imports
were decreased. Should this continue, and exports go on en.
larging in same proportion to the diminution of imports, there
will be something in the foreign trade of the States to puzzle
the sticklers for old-fashioned ideas of political economy. But
both aides would botter avoid dogmatising at present.

TIMBER FREIGIT RATES IN ENGLAND.

Opposition has arisen in England to the proposal to weigh
certain classes of timber by scales instead of estimating its
weight, and also the proposition put " at measurement," timber
into a higher class-Class I instead of Clasa C as at present-
and well attended meetings are being held to protest against
the proposed change. For nearly the whole time of railroad
existence, they have been carrying timber at the estimated
weight of 2 tons 10 cwt, to the St. Petersburg standard, and all
the usages of trade have grown up and clustered around this
method of procedure so that an arbitrary change at present
would be moast perplexing and disastrous to many. It is argued
that the present system does no injustice to the railways, indeed
that if anything, the existing method works against the timber
and lumber merchant, and that the changes proposed would
seriously injure the trade without benefitting the railroads. The
protest is likely to be heard in Parliament.

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SHEEP FARMING.
The extraordinary development of sheep farming in Montana

is suggestive of the possibilities of. this enterprise in Canada.
In 1877 the number of sheep in that tate was 79,788, last year
there were 1,155,116. The mutton finds a ready sale, and real-
ises a satisfactory par centage on cost of grazing and tending
the flocks. Were the right breeds selected and due care taken
the English market would be open for large importations of
Canadian sheep. In another State, much nearer ta us in many
of its conditions, the farmers have gone into sheep farming and
found the profits from Wool ta be excellent. We give figures
furnished ta the Dry Goods Chronicle, which our farmera can
test and compare with localresults. The notion that forsuccess
in raising sheep large fiocks are necessary is not the experience
of English graziers, whose farm are worked on the tmixed'
plan. Of course if raising sheep for their meat and wool is ex-
clusively followed there needs ta he large pastures and extensive
flocks, and lands unfit for grain or root crops can be utilised for.
raising sheep on a large scale, the rental of sncb land is low, as
in certain districts in the south and east of the old country, as
well as on a smaller scale in one of the central counties. The
statistics below come from Lawrenceville, Pa. We submit them
simply for consideration, ta excite more attention ta what, we
believe, may become a large industry in Canada:

quently the difference in price. Five dollars is the average
value of sheep in this section, but of course this figure does nat
represent the value of blooded bucks, of which nearly every
farmer bas one, worth fron $20 ta $50.

We have shown these figures ta quite a number of our wool
growers, and they generally agree with the above. A number
thoughtMr.Calif estimated his pasture land too bigh,but ail agree
that $2 ta $2.50 will cover the yearly cost of keeping a sheep.

i How about losses? Mr. Califf lost four lambe. Mr. Vos.
binder eight, none of which are included in the above state-
ment. Neither lost any sheep during the year. Now, if the
Australian can stand a loss of 234 per cent from last year's
prices, and pay l1c per pound, we are inclined ta think the
average wool grower can hold bis own for the present.

TORONTO AND ITS RAILWAY STATIONS.
The rate payera of Toronto, irritated by the increasing rate

of taxes have for some tinie past voted down every money by.
law except one. The last one submitted mot, however, with
more favor, but as only about 3,600 votes were polled, the ab.
stention of rate payera is highly significant. The result of the
vote la that the city is now enabled ta spend $300,000 in secur.
ing the site for a grand central union railway station, the Cana-
dian Pacific Company secures a satisfactory eastern entrance,
and overhead bridgas will be erected ta carry the traffic ta the
water front over the tracks. It is announced that work on the
Esplanade will commence forthwith, and will be pushed with
vigar until the eastern route of*the Canadian Pacifia is in opera.
tion. This will shorten the time-distance between this city and
Toronto by nearly an hour, by avoiding the tedious round-about
road by Toronto Junction, The fight ta secure this has been
prolonged, and at times, apparently a hopeless struggle. Too
much praise cannot he given the Mayor and Board of Trade and
other citizens Who have so ably and with so much determination
upheld the inteiests of Tororito and the rights of the people ta
more ready and safe access ta the shores of the bay.

A DIFFICULT POINT IN LIFE INSURANCE.

J. B. Berry took out a $5,000 policy in the Masonia Life In.
demnity Company, and some time afterwards committed suicide
by hanging. The company refused to pay, upon the ground
that the policy itself declared that it would become void if the
insured should destroy bis own life. Judge Caldwall, of Kansas
City, overruled this plea, and directed payment of the policy,
upon the gròund that this clause in the policy was itself void,
because there is a law in Missouri which provides that " in all
suite upon policies of insurance on life hereafter issued by any
company doing business in this State, it shall h no defence that
the assured committed suicide, unless it shall be sBown that the
assured contemplated suicide at the time he made bis applica.
tion for the: policy and any stipulation in the policy ta the con.
trary shall be void." It seems to us that the decision of the
Judge was righteous, sound in equity, as well as law. Suicide is
not infrequently the natural outcome of some disease which bas
befallen a victim, for which he has no responsibility. -Extreme
nervous depression from sunstroke or a fover, or froi some acci-
dent, will occasionally develop suicidal tendencies tnat lead ta
a fatal ending. Why then should a policy h vitiated for what
the insurer could not forsee and could not control? Take the
case of the late Lord L., one of the noblest of nobles, very
powerful in mind and frame, an athelte in both, jovial in temper,
happy in bis family, eminent for bis piety, and sound sense-
yet, when old age was coming on, bis brain collapsed, and lie
died by bis own band. On what ground that would bear scrutiny
would an insurance company be justified in forfeiting a policy
on such a life ? This, and other difficulties that are sought to
be provided against by special clauses in policies, should be gov-
erned by the broad, equitable principle, that unless fraud enter-
ed into the contract when made, or some fori of fraud was the
determining cause of the amount of the policy being prema.
turely claimed, the liability of the insuring company should
stand.

NOT CARELESSNESS.

An idea as ta what opinions some practical men bave as ta
what is, and what is not carelessness in the management of a
steam boiler, is furnished by evidence recently given by an ex-
pert engineer, when under examination in regard ta a boiler
explosion, He was asked, " How did the explosion occur ?
Was it on account of carelessness ?" He replied "No, there
was no carelessnzess about il. The boiler was simply worn out."
Sa that running a worn out boiler, liable to explode any day and
ta kill a few dozen people, was not carelessness in the sworn
judgment of an engineer I Probably he thought it showed care.
fulness. It certainly proved that more care was taken ta create
a terrible risk than ta avoid it, and that carefulness over a few
dollars caused criminal carelessness about human life, as do
most boiler explosions.

ELECTRICAL POWER FROM A DISTANCE.
The remarkable advances being made in the transmission of

electrical power ta a distance will have a wonderful effect in
developing trois agency, both for lighting and force. The pro-
blem at one time was regarded as extremely insoluble as ta the
mode by which power could he sent without enormous waste
ta any distance. Now it is found that power can be trans.
mitted with a small loss over ten miles. The utilisation of
water is thus largely increased for generating electricity. In
Canada this is of the highest moment as there are so many
places that will be able ta secure their supply of lighting and
power from adjacent water falls or dams easily made for this
purpose. At Montier in France a paper mill is operated by
power produced over 3 miles distant, and in Canada we are
arranging for a longer distance transmission of force.

GAS AND SMOKE PREVENTION,

At Manchester, England, the gas warks are worked by the
corporation, and there is a likelihood of gas being supplied at
cost fqr furnace bating. The absence of smoke is the attraction
of this fuel. A scientific paper expresses the opinion tnat the
time is near when men will wonder why we subjected ourselves
ta the waste, cost and annoyance of using solid fuel.
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OTTAWA NOTES.

''he Budget debate was closed early in the morning of 29th
inet., the amendment of Sir Richard Cartwright being defeated
by a vote of 88 yeas ta 114 nays, Five supporters of the Gov.
ernment, three opponents, and two waverers were absent. The
Tarte-McGreevy investigation continues to disclose further evi.
dence of the extreme looseness in the Public Works Depart-
ment, and that contractars, alter securing enormous alterations
in contract specifications, made profits wholly inconsistent with
efficient protection of the public interests. Probably the most
ofl'ensive cvidence yet given was the testimony of Mr. Langevin,
C.E, who was employed on the works at Quebec, and by Mr.
Arnoldi, Mechanical Engineer of the Public Works Department.
Mr. Langevin, with most discroditable flippancy avowed that-he
bad approached contractars in order ta socure money ta assist in
his fathor's electoral campaign. Mr. Arnoldi admitted ownership
of a vessel used in departmental work, for the use and mainten.
ance of which he received payments. Hre also, with a nonchal.
ance that amazed the Committee, declared that ho had been in
receipt of numerous presents fron persans doing business with
the Government. lie has becu suspended. The Government
bas very properly and promptly, foliowed the advice recently
given them by this journal, by making the attendance of the
Civil Service stall ta conform niuch nearer ta the ordinary busi.
ness hours of a business firm.

WHALEBACKS.

The saie arrivai of the tiret vessel of the new form of freight
steamer ut Liverpool is an event of no slight import to the
Canadian carrying trade. This vessel aiiled direct from Duluth
ta Liverpool with. grain without once breaking bulk. TheEe
steamers aie called " whalebacks," because of their peculiar
construction. They look ta us, in form more like a cigar case,
with narrow end-, and rounled aides, made ta rest comfortably
in the pocket. Tho regiitered tonnage of vessels on the Great
Lakes is in excess of Ihoase engaged on the Atlantic and Pacifie
conats. To meet the growing demande of' the enormous inland
navigation trade, vessels have been growing in size until the

limit was reached possible ta pass through our canals. That
one such vessel bas crossed safely ta Liverpool does not prove
that the old style of freight carrier is doomed, But it certainly
seems to foreshadow a revolution in the building of vessels'ex-
clusively ta be used for Western freight bound ta Europe. A
description of the "l Whaleback " by Scienti.f mJnerican, reade:
These vessels are built bath as tow barges and as steam propel-
lors. The first boat of the fleet, the tow barge I101," a craft of
437 tons registery and 140G tons carrying capacity, excited ridi-
cule among lake vessel builders, but her cost was only $45,000,
and in two seasons she has netted her owners over $70,000, in
the face of active competition. This boat was built in the sum-
mer of 1888, and was immediately denominated I The Pig " by
vessel men-a name that clings to all ofi her kind. The first
,4eam propeller, the Colgate Hoyt, was built in the winter of
1880-90, and has been in successful commission during the sea.
son of 1890 in the ore, grain and coal carrying trade between
Superior and Lake Erie ports. She carries 2,800 tons of iron
ore on a 15 foot draught, and readily makes 12 miles an hour

, with a tow barge in charge crrrying 2,400 tons. The Joseph L.
Colby, launcbed Nov. 15, is a smaller vessel than the Colgate
Hoyt, boing deEigned for passage through the Welland Canal
and St. Lawrence river ta Montreal. Her dimensions are as
follows: Length over al], 265 feet 5 width of beam, 36 feet; depth
of hold, 22 feet. All steamers of this pattern will ho built 38
feet beam and 24 feet depth of hold. The tow barges 102 and
103 are of 1,132 tons registry and 3,000 tons carrying capacity ;
the tow barges 104, 105, 107 and 109 are each of 1216 tons regis.
try and 3,300 tons carrying capacity. The Colgate Hoyt in reg-
istered at 1,008 tons and 3,000 tons carrying capacity, with a
speed of 15 knots par hour on 800 horse-power. The statement
will he understood when it is said that the fine steamers on the
lakes of 1,800 tons registry, 15 knots speed and 3,000 tons carry.
ing capacity, require 1,600 ho's-power for their wzrk. The
" whalebacks "are all built upon the same pattern. They are
round decked, ftat bottomed and ended up like the pointed end
of a oigar. The wheel bouses on the tow barges is in a more
turret, and the men's quarters (it takes five ta man one of them)
are under the wheel house. On the steamers the cabin and
wheel houses are set up on three turrets. These are the pecu-
liarities that make of these boats a complote revolution in ship
building. There is no ponderous bulk above the water ta catch
and fight the sea in a storm. The water washes over them, not
against them. The round deck may make of them the most
formidable naval vessel ever built. The fiat bottom may make
of them famous river boats.

In spite of the unfavorable weather, it
oems generally conceded that tho wheat crop

of the North-West will be exceptionally large.
In fact, thirty millions of bushle are antici.
pated in some quarters. lu Ontario It seems
certain that crops will be above the average,
and, In this province, the unusually large fruit
crop has fully made up for any deficiency in
the bey harvest. This favorable outlook has
naturally had its affect upon trade. Although
the movement at the moment is duill sud
restricted in nany lines, In all thora is a feel-
ing of confidence in the future. In dry goods,
despite the complainte of the scarcity of

money, a fair volume of trade le reported.
Canadian.manufacturers speak well of the
outlook, and some of the more fortunate are
well stocked with ordere ahead, lu grocerles
the same hopeful feeling prevails. Sugars con-
tinue scarce, althongh the refineries are striv-
Ing ta overtake the demand Tees are In a eolid
position, and the general impression le that
the country is baro of goods, and that the
fall demand will be a briek one. lu iron and
hardware the usual mid-season lull is report-
ed, but tinplates are the only ztaple dieplay-
ing any signa of weakness. Chemicals are
strong, and in some linos prices hàve 'advonc-
ed in Bngland, where the Leblanc , Union
seems to b gathering strength. Fruit ls
active but cheaper, owing te heavy receipts
Flsh are scarce, and suppliés well taken up.
Butter and cheese are both stroüg, and the
factory-men seem to hold the kej 0f the posi-
tion in their bands. Hog products are higher,
in sympathy with the advance In Chicago.
Olle are quiet, and cernent is weak, owing to
heavy receipts and a curtailed demand.- Wool
le in good shape, and mill-owners speak well
of the future. Rides romain unchanged, and
leather displays Increased activity although
et unchanged rates. lu fact, the trade posi-
tinn generally le one of confidence In the
future.

Exporters talk
lower prices, but for finest white 81c would b
paid and colored maintains Its position at 8c
19o. Poor goode are being worked off at Se

dt8ic, while grades close to finest command
8¾c, The cable is unchanged at 44s. In
London thora seems te be a certain amount of
confidence in the present prices o! Canadian
and American cheese, although buyers content
themselves with satisfying immediate wants
only, and the market bas more tone in iL. A
fair quantity of New Zealand le on the market,
and offering ut 44s ta 46s, with a very quiet
trade. The trade for English cheese le rather
botter, more enquiry and latest arrivais show-
ing distinct improvement in quality. During
the week sales were made at Ingersoll of 375
boxes at 8î and 732 boxes et 9u. At Belle-
ville 430 boxes white eold ut 8c, 45 at 8,
9-16o and 165 at 81c; 260 boxes colored at
8¾c and 190 at 8, '13.16o. At Woidetock
ihe a les were 400 boxes colored at 81o, and,
1.185 boxes at so.

to meot. Renewals are again asked for lu
large numbers and the weaker bouses are push-
ed to their wit'a end to finance. Still the
feeling le a hopeful one. Bar accidents, the
crops should be good. In spite of the rainy,
unfavorable weather in the North-West which
may possibly delay the rlponing of the grain
until the danger of damage by frost becomes
au important factor, most merchants have
faith in aun enormous yield--some enthusiasts
putting it as bigh as 30,000,000 bushels-and
throughout Ontario, the crops will b large.
In this province the fruit crop ie exceptionally
abundant and prices are good. The result Is
that the country districts are doing well and
sooner or later their prosperity wlll make it-
self felt in dry goods circles. l fact mer-
chants generally feel that the corner of bad
times will shortly b turned, and although
(as usual in betwean sesons) there le very
little doing at the moment, the outlook for
the fall trade is brighter than for some years
paet. The city trade proper suffers, of course,
from the abs-nce of a number of citizens on
their annual vacations, but suburban traders
report a eteady satiefactory trade and one
much botter than last year. Canadian manu-
facturers are lu good spirits over the prospects;
as they feel that any change In prnces muet be
upward. Competition bas been so keon that
prices bave long since reached rock. bottem
and as production le now well wlthin bounds
there is an undercurrent of confidence lu 'the
future.

Oatmeal ls quiet and un-
changed. In the West wheat bas bea excited
over the news from Constantinople abont the
Rusesan crops. Statements are made that the
winter wheat je ruined and that spring suwn
promises poorly, but conservative cables
report that wbile the shortage of the rye crop
in Iussia muet curtail wheat exports from
that country, it wil certainly not prevent them
aitogether, as reported by the American con-
sul at Odessa. It le also said that the German
crops promise a deficiency of 28 millions of
wheat and 17 millions of rye. These state-
mente in regard to the foreign shortage are lu
harmony with the brisker demand In Chicago.
Offerings of cash grain are all eagerly accepted
and New York shippere, who have contracted
for freight room ahead, complain that they
cannot got wheat fast enough. On the other
band thie continued large receipts, the flne
weather and the favorable reports of the spring
wheat form a powerful argument for the shorts
and the market le In dubious conbition. Corn
le generally easier but very nervous. The
shorts seem to have covered very gonerally
and receiving bouses are free sellers. Advices
from London say that Engilsh wheats are 4d
lower on the average London price. The
country markets are fIrmer. Foreign wheats
are firmer for ail sorts. At Liverpool foreign
wheats are ld per cantal higher. Lessening
shipments of American, Indian and Russian
bas caused a tendency in favor ofsellers. Oats
are 2d lower. Corn is steady. At Liverpool
the quotations are id par contal dearer. The
prieus of barley are in sellers' favor. Beans,
puas and ryo are a shade dearer. At Wednes-
day's market Engili wheats were scarce and
were held for od advance. Foreign wheats
were firm, especially Australien. Flour was
in good request. Corn was 3d desrer. Beans
and pons were steady. Grinding barley ad-
vanced 3d.

Gnoosanvi.-The short supply of sugar in'
stili a subject of complaint among the trad.
