PEPLOSION Y LONDON.

ATTEMPT 10 DESTROY THE
. LOOAL GOVERNMENT ' !

Loxoon, March 15..—A tesrific .gas explo.
slon occusred In the Local Government Board
Offices in. Westminster at 9 o'clock to;night,
and destroyed much property. The report.
was heard in the House of Commons and
caused some alarm. The concussion wag so
great that it shook the slde galleries and re.
porter's gallery. It belng dinnerh our few
members of the Houae were In the hall, The
.Duke of Edinburgh was in the Peer’s gallery,
and geemed alarmed. TheSpesker torthwith
raog his bell and asked the cause of the
alarm. Noone was injured. The wildest
ramors are afloat. The report resembled the
discharge of un 80.ton gun.

Later—It 18 now belfeved that the explo-
slon was caused by dynamite, and that a de-
liberate attempt was made to biow up the
Government offices.

The explosion was heard at a distance of
two or three miles.
canister containing explosive materlal was
found behind the Times office, with, it Is ru.
mored, a lighted fuse attached. The police
.are Investigating the matter., The officiale
think the explosion was caused by gun-
powder or dynsmite. The officers of the gas
company declare that they can find no evi-
dence that it was oaused by gas. The force
ot the explosion shot large portions of the
masgonry across the street.

Bir W. V. Harcourt has had a conference
with the Chief of Police,at which several
witnesses weore. examined. The conclusion
reached was that the explosion ocourred in-
side of the room and not from outside the
bullding. Atter the explosion the force of
police at the Houses of Parliament was
doubled. The Government 6ffices and resl-
dences of the Ministers are strongly guarded.

The News 8ays 1t 18 obvions that the ex-
plosion was the result of yremeditated design.
W are confronted with the fact that there ate
in London persons bold enough to act on the
wildest counsels of O'Donovan Ressa. Itls
fmpossible not to connect the suthors ot this
outrage with certaln phases of Irlsh crime
and the assassination press in Amerioa.

The Zimes says the Fenian answer to Glad-
stone's speech on the Land Act has not been
jong delayed. We are in the pressnce of the
firat attempt of the dynamite party to carry
-out tae policy of bringing war into the heart
of London. The Zimes also says:—The ex-
plosion at our office occurred at 7.456 on
Wedneeday evenlng, but the falling of the
canister prevented serlous damage. There fs
reason to, belleve that two attempts of this
kind were made by the same misoreants.

The explosion belng the sabject of consl-
deration in the House of Commong, Bir W,
V. Harcourt sald he did not think it would be
right to say anything about the matter until-
the offiolal enquiry was made. He had heard
that an attempt had been made to blow up
the Times cffice, but no injury wase done.

Bllle introducing
compulsory, godless education of little chil-
dren were made Jane 16, 1882, and March 28,
1883, whilst laws were prapared to declare
religlous persone incompetent to teach., A
bill sarcastically entitled #providing for
liberty of congolence in the court room,” June
24,1882, abolishes religious caths. Two bills
on fanerals, Maroh, 18, 1883, and Jane 24,
1882, establish the right to public protection,
‘of civil, godless burials, A bill fronically
 providing for. “lberty of conscience in the
army, June 20, 1882, forbids to pay -military
honora to the Blessed Bacrament and to give
military escort to religions proceesions.

Another bill, April 1, 1882, makesthe walls
of ohurches common property and allows

{ndecent placards to be posted thereon. A

bill, May 15, 1882, diminishes the penalty in-
curred, by robbery, disturbance, etc., com-
mitted in churches. A Dbill discoesed May
13, 1881, will deny religlous all rights of asso-
clation, and consequently suppress all rell-
glous orders. A bill presented by Gambetts,
March 25, 1883, compels seminarians and
other young eccleslastics to become soldiers,
A bill concerning marriages of prlests, June,
12, 1882, Is too repulsive and too stupld to be
mentioned. Then comes a large number
of bills, abelishing the concordat be-
tween France and the Holy Bes,
and all this immoral leglsiation is
{ollowed by a tyrannical bill, 11th February,
1883, secularizing the property of religions
corporations, fabrigues of churches, seminaries
and placing the Church at the mercy of an
impious Government.

This i8 a record of satanic legislation, a
parallel for which can only be found i the
sonals ofa Nero, The unholy pretext for,
this undignified persecution was that the
strength and durability of the Republic de.
pended on the effacement of God and the

TRy ORANGE BILL.

Mz, Warrs, member for Hastings, intro-
duced In the House of Commons the Bill to
incorporate the Loyal Orange Assocliation of
British America. On the motion to fix a day
for the sacond reading, Mr. Courscl, member
for Montreal East, seconded oy Mr. Barns, of
Gloucester, N, B., moved that the bill receive
the six months holst. A warm discussion at
once ensued, and interest bordering on sensa.
tion waa created in and around the House,
The grounds tsken by the advocates of the
Bill to have a day fixed for the
gsecond reading were that it would
be * unfalr, ungenerous and unmanly” to kill
the bill without any discussion. The oppo-
nents of the measure repelled the charge of
tyrannical conduct, and malntained that their
actlon was inspired by the highest motives;
they did not want to open up a dlsousslon of
a subject which would disturb the peace and
harmony of the country. Lt was better to
ki1l the bill at once rather than to allow it to
inaugurate another reign of trouble. In fact
more courtesy had been shown to the bill In
the Federal House than when the question
oame up in the Leglelative Assembly of the
old Province of Canada in 1856, This fact
was pointed cut by Mr. J. J. Ouarran, member
for Montreal Oentre, who forcibly added that
the Orange question need not be discussed
in the House, because it was one which
belonged to history. The opinion of the
House seemed to be pretty well split on the
question. When the vote was taken it was
found that 94 members were in favor of dis.
ousgsion and 89 were againgt it, The Cabinet
was divided, all the Frenoh Minfsters voting
for the holst and all thelr English confreres,
except Oosetigan, voting against it. There
were two Oathollc members (Conservative)—
Dawgon and Hawkind—who favored a second
reading. Mr. Blake followed Bir John in op-
posing the holst, while Mr, Mackensie cast his
vole for it. Although a day was fized for the
second reading 1t must not be concluded that
the bill will be mdopted, for a good many
members have openly expressed their Inten.
tion of opposing It at the next stage who
voted for 1t yesterday, simply because they
consldered it disoonrteous to defeat the bill
on {its fizat appearance.

now entered, I8 termed g0 beocause it is com-
memorative of Christ'a death for the redemp-
tion of mankind. The greater number of
Protestant Ohurches do not solemnize the
weok by any special gervice, but the Roman
Catholic Church has special services, and
preparations are now being made for tne ob-~
servance of the week by the Montreal
churches. On Wednesday, Thursday and
Fridey avenings, the office of lentins, conslst-
ing of the mating, and lands for the following
mornings will be chanted in the Oatholic
Churches., On Thureday Pontifical] High
Mass will be celebrated at the Blshop's
Oathedral, when Bishop Fabre will pers
from the consecratfon of the holy oils, end
also the caremony of the washing of the feet.
This day I8 kept in commemoration of the in-
gtitation of the Encharist and the priesfhood
of the mew law. The Bishop, assisted by
twelve priests, after Mass, in full eacerdotal
costumes, consecrates the olls used in the ad-
mintstration of the eacraments, etc. The
Blshop afterwards washes the feet of twelve
poor persons, while the choir sings the words
of 5t. Johm, * Mandatum novum de vodis,” W A
new commandment I give unto you.” The
day 18 commonly known by the mame of
Maundy Thursday. During the Gloria in
Excebsis of Thursday's Mass all the bells
will be rung snd zemain silent unmtil the
Gloria in Excelsis In the Mass of Holy Satur-
day. On Good Friday the aitar is decorated
with black, signlfying the desolation of the
Ohurch, the rrophecies pertalning to the
story of Ohrist's puffering are sung, the adora-
tion of the Oross 1s performed and the Pasalon
chanted.

One
of the oauses s that an old proud nation 1s
pot allowed to adminiater ita own affairs, It
is the duty of the Engliah statesmen to do for
Ireland what they have done for the United
Btates, Australla and COanads. The Frenoh-

ssme position a4 the Irish are In Britain, and
yet they are loysl to a man, and Blr E. T,
Tache onco sald that the Iast gun fired In de-
fence of Britlsh connection would be fired by
a Frenchman. The difference was accounted
for a good deal by sentiment. When Canada
was ceded to England the Canadians wero
given virtnal control of thelr own affairs.
They made thelr own laws of a =unicipal
nature, and there was no meddling with them
by another nation, If the Irish had as muoch

British Empire—they glory in it, and particl-
pate in its sucoesses and its trials.

Father Ryan’s Lecture.

CONBOIENCE THE HOME OF DUTY, LAW
AND LIBERTY.,

At the meeting of the Oatholic Club, last
‘Wednesday evening, Father Ryan continned
his interesting lectures on Moral Philosophy,
sud Mr. Reynolds coocloded his very able
and interesting esssy on Postry.

Bafore resuming hls subject Father Ryan
sald : I think it well to correct an erroneous

report of my last  lecture  that
appeated in some of the evening
papersa. In spesking of liberty and

law, I alluded to Mr. Herbert Spencer’s
teaohing on the mstter, and read from his
psyochology, vol 1.,60me passsges to show
that this distinguaisbed philosopher denies the
ireedom of the will, He says the human will
is necessitated in its acts, and the reason he
gives 18 because the will s subject to law.
There ia no liberty he would say because
therels law. I hold, on the contrary, that
there 18 llberty becauee there ig law, and my
1astlecture was an ettempt to reconclle law
and liberty. Tho eveniog puapers that so
kindly gave a synopsis of my lecture,
represented Mr. Spencer and myeelf
as sayipg = precisely the thing we
did not eay. I owe thia correction not eo
much to myself, for I do not speak to the
public in these simple talks, but to my learn-
od adversary, Mr, Herbert Bpencer. I may
add here that I never wish or Intend to attack
an opponent ' personally. The Christian,
Oatholic phllosopher leaves Individuals to
God and thelr consclence ; he has to consider,
criticize, approve or cendemn only bls oppo-
nents’ written opinions. I assert that Mr.
Herbert Spencer's system of psychology, or
mental philosophy, I8 fundamentally false
in principle and essentlally Immmoral in
practice. Those are only assertions. My
whole course of lectures 1s the proof.
And now to our subjeot of this evening.
Consclence, the home of duty, law and likerty.
Hotace eald that in trylng to be brlef he be-
came obgcure. ‘The time I allow myselt for
my lecture compels me to be brief. 1 try to
talk lttle and gay much. I hope, however,
that I shall be able to combine brevity and
clearness in what I am golng to say this even-
Ing, for my subject I8 extremely important.
Before defining what conscfence s I wounld
agk you to come with me and sse whera it 18,
We ehall find it at home; consclence s al-
ways at home, and its home is the head
and the heart of man. It may seem from this
that conscience has two homes, but I think
we shall see that these two are one. First
then let us call on consolence at its home in
the head, Here it will recelve us kindly,
calmly, correotly, dispassionatsly, for here it
holds ite court as supreme judge of {ts lawfal
subjects. The coneclence of the head conel.
ders princlples, general principles and aniver-
gal laws. It has not to go far to look for thege
laws ; it has only to take down its own books
¢o turn over its owntablets. The writing may
be o0ld, it may be pomewhat obecured by time
ke an old palimpeest, it may be burled in
other wiltlng that circumstances and sur.
roundings and prejedices and early education,
or life-long action have writtyfupon it—but
there 1t always 18; it 18 written in indelible
ok and it 15 written by the hand of God.
The first act of the consclence I8 consciousness;
conscfousness of its eoul and consclonsness
of 1ts Oreator, and consciousness of the rela-
The second act should
be that this consclence go on its knees and
pralse and reverence and serve its Creator ; for
it sees and knowr that it is a creature
and that s oreature essentlally depends
on its Oreator, and that an Intelligent creaturs
who kpvows this dependence is bound to ac-
knowledge it according to hia nature, capaci-
tles and powers; and that & creature com-
posed of body and soul 18 beund to submit
body and soul to God.

called aotual viitue. And most assuredly
the virtue of divine faith requires a firm ad-
herence to it on the part of the Christian, for
a eingle donbt or hesitancy would destroy it,
and this adherence musat have for motive the
divine authority of God, who can neither de-
celve nor be decelved.

On aocount ot the condition and disposi-
tions of the subjeot or sonl in which falth s
recelved, this divine virtue 1a called Aabitual
and actual, ezplicit and implicit. 1ts habitaal
form in the soul ia such as it extats in chil-
dren baptized, or in adults whils in an uncon-
scious state, a8 when asleep, or in general
when they are mnot preoccupled with the
thought of I1ts presence in the soul. When
the Ohristlan makes an act of falth, 16 is then
called actual fafith, This act of faith is the
homage which man, aided by grace, makes to
God of his understanding and will, by a
supernatural acr, whereby he ballevas with-
out doubting in God's revealed truth. Pro-
testants cannot gainsay thils. definition of
actual faith, at least thoss who adhers to the
fundamental principles of Chrlstlanity with-
out contradicting themselves.

This definition brings us to consider what
1s properly called the object of divine faith,
namely, God, His atiributes and revenled
word ; for God has not only epoken in the
natural order, or the mind and heart of man,
where He has revealed Bimsslf and His in-
finite perfectlons. He hag, alss, made kunown
Hig will in n superior order by s golemn,
positive und supernatural revelation. This
revelation began with the terrestrial para-
dise and recelved its 1nll and entire develop-
ment from Jegus Ohrist and from those whom
He sent toannounce the gospel to all nations.
‘While its motives of credibility endowed with
all the eclat of unquestionable evidence prove
beyond the shadow of a doubt the trath
of its exlstence, and that it is the foundation
of the glorfons edifice of Ohrlstianity,
and merits the homage of man's firm, sincers
and public adheremcs. This eupernatoral
revelution forms, therefore, the object of
divine faith, an objeci most conolsely deter-
mined in itaelf, pointing out to usthe dogmas
that we are bound to belleve, and the manner
{n which we must adhere to them ; for euch ia
the nature of a positive and revesied religion
as ours is. The Oathollo Churoh is supreme.
1y dogmatic, belng the immaediate exponent of
God's will to man, made known by extraor.
dlnary and sapernatural means, declaring in
formal terms what man mnst belleve and
practice in order to be saved, and the moment
we maka an act of {alth in the truths or dog-
mag which she propoees to our bellef, we
msake an act of Oatholic falth, we firmly be-
lieve thoge truths which God has revealed to
hor, that she may communicate them.
