E!ml to a fanatical outbresk of the tribesmen,
Cardinal Lavigerle's next move was to
sstablish four ventral missions In equatorial
Africs, one on the oconge, another on Lake
Tangsnika and a third and fonrth on the two
Nyanes lakes, The diffcalties he bad te sur-
mount In accomplishing this can be judged
from the fact that it tosk hia mimicnaries
leurteen monthy to reach the two latter
itatione, In the course ef which long jourmey
uo lesa than eight perished of exhaustion and
Mckness.

turoed a deaf ear to such appeale, and on one
pscaelon he replied that he would rather die
of hard labor in Africa than suooumb, as he
curely would, to remorse in Franca If he de
sarted those devotsd micnionariea who, at his
request, have jolned him to laber for the re-
demption « f the dark continent. Daring the
yeara that he has adminletered the see of
Carthagr, 1t 18 8aid that he has collsoted over
$2.000,000 for the propagation of the falth in
Afrios, where his misslonaries have accom-
plished, and sare still performing, a vast
amount of geed, even if they have not yet
succeeded in the suppreselon of the alave
trade, —Boston Republic.

The Moat Rev, Arcbblshep Iceland, of St,
Panl, delivered an tmportsnt and inetractive
address before the Natlonal E lucational Con-
ventien which sat in that city recently. In

Can I be
suspected of enmity to the atate rchoeol be-
canre I tain would widen the exparas of 1ty
winge antil all the children of the peopls fiad
shelter beneath thelr cover, because I till of
defecte which fer very lovo of the stats school
I eeck to remedy !

wotl, but says nothing as to the world be-
yond the grave. The pupll sees and listens ;
the cenclusion Is Inevitable, that religlon lu of
miner impertance. Roligious lodifference
will be his creed; his manheaed will be, as
his ghildheod in the sohool, easranged frem
God and the positive inflaence of rel-gian,
The trief and hurrisd leasons of the family
fireside and the Sunday school will not
avail. At bsst, the time s too short for thet
most diffionlt of lessone, religlen. The child
1s tired trom the exacting driil ef the schoel-
reom, snd will net rellsh an extra task, of
the necessity of whioh teacher, in whom he
oonfides mont trustingly, hae sald notblog.
The great masa of children recelve no firerlde
leason, and attend no Sunday scheol, and the
great mass of oblldren of Amerioa are grow-
ing op witaout religlun,  The churchen are
open and teachers are at hand, but the non.
religlons mchoel haw olaimed the attention
and the hard work of the child during five
dava of the week ; he In unwllllag to submlt
te the drudgery of anotbers hour's werk on
Sanday, The ohildren of tho masses are
lesrning no religion. The religion of theus-
ands, who aye supposed te be religious, s the
meroat veneering of mind and heart. Ita
dootrines are vagnest and most ohaotio notleny
a8 to what God is, and what are sur relations
te him are.

tlea bocauss of thelrelement of secrecy, Many
of these anci tles (most of them, indeed) gre,
aa the Philadelphia Standard writing ea the
subject w:1l points out, prefessedly institutad
te promote really goed and commendable ob.
jeots. Bat te promits really good chjecta
secracy iv meldem necessary, and when net
necewsary It should be avelded and abatalned
from, because the very element of sscrecy ex-
poses the sooiety te susplolon. Moreover,
when the cperations of a soclety are rigidly
kept secret, there is lar greater danger of its
belog perverted to unwerthy purporea than
where those eperatlons are conducted openly.
QOar Blessed Redesmer has expresaly declared:
"Everyone that doth evil bateth the light and
comethnet ta the light, thit'he may net be
foproved, Bit he that deth truth com: th te
the light, that his werke may be made msni-
fe: t bacaure they ure wrenght iz God.” Here
the general principle is expreasly laid down
by Oar Divins Lerd, The explanation of thia

Hints azd Facts Relating to Hygfeme im
Tewa and Ceunary.

Io view of the reported appsarance of
cholera in Westarn Euarepe, the Provinolsl
Board of Health has issued a usefal Hstle
pamphlet on the subj:ot which may be eb-
talned by any persen on spplication by letter
{ancleaing sbamp) te the secretary, 76 S:.
Gabriel atrest, Montreal. We extract the
clausen relating to preventive measares :—

I EVERYONE CAN HELP,

The recent appsarenoce afcholera in Kurope,
and the porsibilty that before leng it may be
imported In te thinceuntry,makes 1t deairable
that esome plain faocte about. the disesse, snd
the way in which it apreads, should be
generally known and underatood, Altheugh
ouibreaks of cholera have of late year been
rare in Awerlos, It iy necestary to remember
that thia disease may, at any mement, appear
amongst us, The only way of fighting It with
aucoess Is to destrey its breeding places. The
spread of t1e chelera is generally due te
flth, and to drinking water or milk which Is
oot free from pollutien, Cleanliness of every
kind is therefore the safegrard agalnst the
ocomling of the diseass, aad alie againet oatoh
fog it If it comes. It Is within the pewer of
every houaseholder t» give valaable help In
preventiug the spread of oholara, juat as it s
Ia his pewer, by neglecting te liok sfter hiy
owa heuse and premises,endanger net only his
own]ilfe, but aleo the lives of hls nelghbars,
Qenseqaently, every one should coumsider it
his duty to immedlately,take all the sanitary
precaution mentioned la this clronlar.

2 ACOUMULATIONS OF FILTH,

It behoves evary beuseholder to guard
againet all sccumaulatiens of dirt within er
near hix houee ; sgaluet any possible conts-
minatlon of his food or drink ; agaisat sll
foul amell, from whataver caase, snd agsinst
impurity of air Io the surroundings.

Neo refase must be allawed to lie In the yard
or elsawhere. The refase-barral muat be pro-
perly covered 20 as to keep the content: dry,
and muast bt regularly oleared ount every se-
sond or third day. All anlmsl and vegetable
refute shegld bs burnt in the kitshen tire
whenever practicable. Ia the country, the
manure heap should ba as far f-om the resld-
enoe ax possitle, The osllara shooli ke kept
serupuliualy clean and dry and frcgiently
lime-washed.

d SINKS AND DBAINS,

The waste water-plpe ehoold ba trapped
closs to the sink. The siok should be well
fiashed wi:h olean waber st leaat once a day.
All guiters, gulleys, and dralae shenld be
kops clean and olear, and well alufced down
datly with water. X

Toe water cloar t muat have s plentifal sup-
ply of wet r,and be kept sornpaleutly clsan.
It muat be well fl 15hed after each timo of us-
{ogp.

Privy plts are uonocessary anywhere, be-
oauze they contamloate the sell, The dry
esrth ¢l wel on the drawer principle should
be used, Thla laté:r aystem s more healtay
when the water closet cannot be Introduoed.
Where an eait closat fa In use, the contents
ehould be removed a1 oftsan ar poastble, and
the drawers thoroughly washed out wit2
one of the dlalnfaotants described (n No., 2.

All privy vaults sheald be clesned outtwice
a yesr ; once in the epring and once In the
autamn ; and, once every week, shonld he
thoroughly disinfected by adding te the oon-
tents of the vault chlorlde of lime of tho beat
quality.

1t is of the ntmoat consequence to avoid all
foul amells, as from olowsts, sjaks, drains and
the like. It should bs remembered that
oclascta, sinks and draine, If net propesly oon-
struoted and kept clesn, will allow foul alr
to vome up by the same channel by whiob
water goes down, If, therefore, you are fu
any doabt, or If the slaks or dralos are In
want of watoer or allow uny amell to came up,
go toe Looal Board of Heslth or the Health
Offiser of your muonlclpility and ask him to
see to it, and to advlse you on the matter.

4, WATER SOPPLY.

The oisterp ahould be covered and not
plaged in a dwelling room, but in a room
specially reserved for thut parpose. Tne
overfl :w plps must not lead directly to the
draln, but should dischargs in the open alr,
20 a8 te provent sewunge gas asoending into
the olstera. There must bo a eeparato clatera
for the mupply of the water (lxet All
olaterns should be thorougbly cleansd eut ut
frequent Intervals.

No water should be drunk which comes
out of a dirty oletarn or baott, or whizh has
been standing nosy a (1ot or ok, or which
turbjd or dﬁuelored, of which har bésa
atanding uncevered for any length of $lm® Io
a room whore peopls ocongregat:. It ls welt
t» filther water befere drinking: it, or prefer-
ably, to boil.ib
sppeared in the country all water shonid In-
variably be beil:d, Drinking water from
shaflow wells, or rivers or ponds, into which
sewage or the drainige of a grave yard finde
its way, In however small gnantity, is a matn
canse of the spread of cholers,

5. BOUSR AND PREMISES,

Avreas, pavements, yavds, ceilars and pass.
sges muat be kept olian, and no standlng
peols of water mast be sllowed. Fisoraalse
must be Irequently claaned, oeillngs and
walls whitewashed, or, if pipered, frequent-
ly wiped, (but net dusted) 20 as not to re-
meve eﬂ(emlvo matters. At frequently as
the semsen admits, all windows and doors
should be keps open for several hours dally,
and all * olovenem” avelded. Ventilatlen,
aeration and sunshine are the best means of
making & house healthy.

6, KATING AND DRINKING,

Moderation ia eating and drinking, and
oare in the oholoe of food, are most import-
apt  Stale, unaeand or unripe fralt or veget-
ables mu+t en ne acoount be eaten, Taluted
fish, meat, aausages, eto,, are moat dangerons,
Sour or tiunted milk must be avelded, and
1o any oaue, it 1a well to boll the milk,

7. CLEANLINESS AND OLOTHING,

Great attention should be pald te peraonal
cleanlineas. Sponging or washing dally the
whole body with ocold er tepld soap and
water Is & good pretection againat disease.
Fiannel should be wern nextiho akin ever
the whole bedy, to aveld ohill. Sadden
ohecks to parspiration and over-fatigne sheuld
be oarefuliy avelded.

The earliest symptom of chelera Is loowe-
ness of she bowela; and when cholera is
shont, the slightest attaok of diarckcea mut
be attended to at epoe.

A Bright Prospect.

*‘The whirligig of time brings aboul ita re-
venges,” is an old eayiog, the truth of which
few. who have any experlenoe of lifa, will gain-
say. It is not often, however, that a very brief
period is sufficient to indicate the views and
actions of true men against thelir dishonest op-
panente, but we have jash now a most marvel-
lous instance of early and rapid jostifioation of
tha great Irish leader, Parnell, against the un-
jast apathemas of Mr. Balfour, the Irish Sec-
retary, {n the Uoercionist Government.

Mr A J. Field, in an articls in Anowledge
on ''Venomous Spiders." says spider poison af-
paars to have wpecial effects on cersain insects,
and the largest flies are pot always the least
effected by it. Insects over which spider poison
bas but little influence are usualiy left meahed
in the web to atruggl, uatil exhansted, bef re
tha spider attemp s to devour them, When a fiy
is bitten by a ep der, ita whole b.dy seemes
seizad by violent convulsive btweitchings, and
death cenerally occurs after a few minutes.

The spidet’s poison issues from a eac snd duct
at the base ot its mandibles, It closely re-
sambles the vebormous matter secretod by
scorpions, and is 8 tran «pareae Haid, cuata ning
vraces of formic acid and albumen, There
seems b+ be nothing characveriatic in its micros-
copic appesrance. When 1t is collectet from
che pmaon glands of eeveral epiders and dried,
it will retain 18+ physiolugical powers for many
yeers, and even after it bas been satjected to a
bnliag temperature its properties are not
d+stroyed.

The ap'der is provided with a mosb « ff2ctive
apparatua for inj: 0 iog its poisou, coneisting of
modii.d mandibler, called "falces,” the la.t
juint of which has a hard carved faog, with a
tisure near the point, The muatles used in
closrng the mandib'es alss prees upon the poison
gland causing the poison to be exp-lled thirongh
vhe fissure into the wound, acd vhence into the
circulation of the victim.
