An Tnferesting Skefch Generally.

Archbishop Keane, in reply to a re-
quest from the New York Herald, said:

You ask me to tell you about Rome;
1o give yon and the public a view of the
Rome of today tbrough my eyes. If
my doing so will be of any interest to
the public I am happy to comply with
your request. 1 had visited' Rome
several times before going there last
December. In 1873 [ had the happiness
of a private conversation with Pope
Pius IN. In 1883 T paid my first official
visit as Bishop of Richmond to Pope
Leo XIII. In 1856 I saw him for the
gecond time, having just been chosen
first rector of the Catholic University of
America. During that winter I con-
ferred with tim frequently in regard to
this important matter. Again in 1887
snd in 1891 the dutiea of my office took
me to Rome and gave me the privilege
of frequent and long conferences with
the great Pope.

In December, 1896, I went to make
the Eternal City »ny home. This I did
at the special request of Leo XIII him-
gelf, In his letier to me on the occasion
of my retirement from the University,

* he left it to myself either to stay in
Americs or to come to Rome. Of coume,
1 preferred to remain in my own coun-
try. But unforeseen develo;-ments, both
in Europe and America, induced the
Holy Father some months later to send
me word that it would be better for the
interests of religion that Ishould take
up my residence in Rome and devote
myself there to the interests of the
Church in America. This I unhesi:
tatingly did, always preferring to be
guided by the judgment of the Chief
Bishop of the Church rather than by
views of my own. Ard thus it was that
Rome became my future dwelling place.

A place assumes & new aspect when it
becomes one’'s hame. Cardinal Oreglia
gave me his own experience as an illue
tration of what I might expect in the
Eternal City. He said that when he
came to Romeas a young man he be-
came 8o home sick tbat he could hardly
induce himeelf to remain, but after some
montls. and especially after some years,
he could not live anywhere else.

Rome’s Powerful Fascination.

“Rome,"” he said, *has & power of
absorpticn and assimilation beyond any
other city in the world.” I must acknow-
ledge that I have already begun to-ex-
perience the truth of his atatement. I
am aure that no city in the world bas
about it such a fascination a8 Rome. Oa
whatever side aman’s intelle tual nature
has been developed, he finds the Eternal
City the environment and the inapira-
tion most congenial to him. Everyone
loves to linger in the majestic intel-
lectual glories of the past, and all of
them are, as it were, forever enshrined
in Rome. Bbe inherited all the intel-
lectusl glories of Greece, and she, by her
world-wide dominion, made them the
property of the world forever, and Cmsar
and Cicero were the ontcome of Alex-
ander and Demosthenes.

The ruins of the Forum tell us to day
of the grandest achievements that the
ancient world had beheld in all that
sways the minds and wills of men. That
charm lingers around the Forum still. I

-met-in Rome, last winter, a learned
mewnber of the French Oratory, who was
making there his final studies for a his-.
tory of the Foram. From the level of
the Forum mounts the Palatine Hill,
where we still behold the ruins of the
palaces of the Ceesars. Standing there
one can look, as in the days of old, to

- all the ends of the earth, and feel the

" thrill of the universal power whose man--

dates went forth from that bill top. And
yel thet power has passed away and
those gorgeous palaces are occupied only
by lizards and owls, Faron the opposite
end of the city towers the Dome of St
Peter's, snd by its side rises the palace
of the Vatican, There dwells the repre-
sentative of the power which replaces
the Imperinl power of the Palatine Hill,
and, as if o tell how the transformation
was accomplished, between the two lies
the Coliseum, a superb monument of im-
perial vanity and at-the same time of
all the popular corruption on which im-
perial power had at Jaat to rest-its totter-
ing st¥ength, T RN
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of Jesus of Nazareth wan _the victory of
the Crucified One by laying down their
lives through love of Him. It wasthe
power of love conquering the power of
brute force and brute lust. Thus it was
that the heathen Coliseum crumbled
and passed away and that the represen-
tative of Jesus of Nazareth took the
place of the Cacsars. .

Zola in his “*Rome” meditates on the
Palutine Hill and imagines that the
spirit of imperial Rome has been taken
up and nerpetuated by the successor of
Peter. No impression could be turther
from the truth. The two spirits are as
far apart as were Nero and St. Peter.
The only resemblance between the two
is the world-wide universality of them
both. Rome is atill the world city. No
one can live long there without recog-
nizing that it isthe most compolitan
city in the world. People have tried of
late to rob it of ite coamopolitan ebarac-
ter and make it & narrow, nationalistic
city ; but in so doing they are not only
marring or distorting for tha while the
natural character of the Eternal City,
but are ruining by the experiment the
nation of which they bad mede it a
capital.

Insay thisin no spirit of enmity to
Italy, Pope Lec XIIL. bimaelf looks
with profound sorzow uporn the bankrupt
condition into which poor Italy ia deep-
er and deeper sinking The experiment
is no success. It could not be, becauae
it is contrary to the historic nature of
things. Rome is, and muat be, the world
city. That is why Providence made it
the See of the World Bishop of the
Church, and the Church in called Roman
simply tosignify that it is world wide and
universal. Any other appellation would
limit it and makeit national, provincial,
insular. The title Rome makes it uni-
versal, catholic.

World-Wide Power of Christianity,

Tiues the Rome of to day offers to the
mind two fields of intenaely interesting
study. First, the field of philosophical,
historical and literary achievements.
crowned with the glories of the grandest
roilitarism the world has ever beheld.
All thisis the history of the distant past,
its intellectnal results living alwaya
The second feld of study is that of the
great Christian inflaence which the
Saviour of the world gave to mankind
18 & subastitute for mere might and
power.

Nowhere as in Rome can one study
the world wide power of religion or
Christianity. There Providence has
placed the centre of the adminiatration
of the Church, which, as our Lord de-
clared, was to be the teacher of all nt
tionn, all days, to the end of the world.
Naturally there can be nothing so inter
esting to one who rightfully appreciates
the tremendous importance of this spir
itual power as to study its workings at
its very centre. They who have the op
portunity of studying it deeply see
clearly that the vital power placed there
by the Siviour of the world, for the
world’s moral good, has all the p-tency
and all the promise of perpetuity which
it had in the apostolic age.

My chief interest in Romeis, of course,
my relation to the welfare of the Church
in America, in so far as that is influ-
enced by the central administration of
the Church. It was for that purpose
that the Holy Father brought me to
Rome, and, while they keep me busy
there with much preaching and lecturing
and guidance of souls, this administra-
tive attention to the Church’s welfare
in my own country is my chief preoccu-
pation, This brings me eapecially into
relation with the Congregation of the
Propaganda. By this I mean the com-
mittea or the congregation of Cardinals
who bave apecial superintendence of the
work of the Church in thenewer countries
of the world—that is to say, in those
which have come within the fold of the
Church during the last 1wo or three hun-
dred years. Among these the Church in
America natuxally holds the firat place.

The Chiefof the Prop_ngnuln.

Nearly all of the cardicals of other
than Italian origin are members of this
Congregation and have a right to take
part in its sessions whenever they are in
Rome. Thus, Cardinal Gibbons and Car-
dinal Vaughan are members of the Cop-
gregation of the Propaganda. But the
regular work of the Congregation 1s car-
ried on by some twelve or fifteen cardi-
nals resident in Rome, and who, when
necessary, take counsel with the others
by means of coxrespondence. _

The head of thia Congregaiion, or the
Cardinalitial Committes, . is Caxdinal
Ledochowski, by origin a Pole, but for
many years & resident of Rome. e is
& man of aplendid character; mejestic,
yet simple, straightforwaril, earpest,
honest, apxioua to receive light from all
quarters in the fulfilment of his great
charge and abundantly endowed with
the good sense which recognizea that In
dealing witb the ecclesiastical affairs of
a country common prudence suggesta
that all information should be obtained
from those who' are most competent io
speak in the nameof that country. He,
through the Secretary of the Propaganda,
consults me concerning American mat-
ters . 'whenever he sees fit, and, on the
other -hand, he receives. through me
many,-eccly.iastical affairs which the
Bishops of the Ubited States .intrust to
my anagement.

'Thus my relation with the Propaganda
jpromises to be in.itself ~a source of
‘ubundant océupation ‘for me in.:Rome.
ate'many-things in:the ad-

:Agrain, there are-many. thil
 tninistration of:the Church,:éven in mis-

e

sion countriea, of which cognizance is
taken directly by the Valican, which
means, practically speaking, the Pope
and his Secretary of State, Cardinal
Rampolla. These not only permit me,
but even require of me, to confer with
them about all matters of especial im-
portance concerning the welfare of the
Church in the United States. My fre-
quent visits to the Vatican are always
occasions of specinl interest and plea-
sure,
Leo's Mental Eminence.

Men like Gladstone and Bismarck
recognize that Leo XIIL is one of the
grandeat minds of the age, and to be
allowed a conference with such & man
on matters of the greatest importance to
mankind is a privilege that cannot be
too highly estimated. Next to him in
grandeur of intellect and character may
well be placed Cardinal Rampolls, bis
trusted right arm in all his work for the
world’s good. Althoughthe Pope is now
eighty-eight years of age, no one can
discover in him the slightest evidence of
any weakening in his powers of intellect
and of will,

The Archbishop of Boaton ssid to me
Iast winter that in all these reepects the
Pope seemed to him more full of power
than live years ago, and when Bishop
Maes, of Covingtou, was bidding him
tarewell quite lately the Holy Father
asked him when he would be in Rome
again, and when the Bishop said that he
hu_x()ied to be back in five years the Pope
aid :

‘“‘Very well; I will be here then, and 1
will be glad to see you.”

He seema to feel witbin himself all
the promise of several years to come of
bard work forthe glory of the Good
?!:ispherd and the welfare of bis sheep-

old.

Of course, my life in R»me is not alto
gether made up of work. The leading
thinkera, writers and workers nf every
country are constaotly gravitating, as it
were, naturally toward the Eternal City.
They pass through it again and again,
every time deairing more to have the
pleasure of visiting it once again. It ie
my good fortune to come in contact with
most of them.: They ail recognize the
special place which Providence has given
to America in the forming of the world’s
{uture, and they seem to haven distinct-
ive desire to come and talk with ithe
American whom Providence has lately
tenanted in Rome. But among the vis
itors to the Eternal City and to my
modest lodgings in the Canadian Collegre
there are, of cuurse, none 80 welcome i
those who cume {rom the United States.
They bring with them all the memories.
all the associations, ail the ideas and in-
fluences which are dearest to me on
earth.

UNITY OF THE CHURCH.

Discourse by Rev. Dr, Fallon In P ter-
bore’, Ont.

A Peterboro’ journal of strong Pre-
testant proclivities has seen fit to repro-
duced in extenso the sermon by the Rev,
Father Fallon, D.D., in St. Peter’s Cathe-
dral. Rev. Dr, Fallon is vice rector of
Ottawsa University, and his virit to Peter-
boro’ was an event in Catholic circles in
that city. The reverend speaker’s sub-

ject was “The Unity of the Cburch,”
and his text on which he formed his
thesis :

Now I beseech you brethrem bythe
name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye
all speak the same thing, and that there
be no schisms among you, but that ye
be perlectly joined together in the same
mind and in the same judgment.—I Cor-
inthians 1, 10.

“Reason,” remarked Father Fallon, “said
that there could not be two churches.”
Such would not be Christ's desire. Unity
wag essential to truth and the Catholic
Church asserted that if *You are not
mine yon are not Christ’s. Was that
tyranony? It had been asserted that
the Catholic Church was the foe
of liberty. That was another cruel
calumny. The Catholic Church was
not the foe of liberty, but the foe of
license, It did not allow liberty in re-
ligious matters. They were free in the
freedlom that made them children of
God. The Church was united though
compored of different nationalities,
tongues and political parties. They all
knelt at the one sltar. In Rome on any
day they could sre the students, Ameri-
can and Canadian, Germans and French-
men, who were ready to fly at each
other's throats, Japanese and Chinese,
just from a war, koeel al the same altar
and grasp the hand ot Catholic Friend:
ship. )

“pReligioua discussion had swept 1nto
Europe until there was almost as many
creeds as people, and in America there
were almost as many sects as cities. The
Pope called them to hear God's voice
who eays there muat be one fold and one
ehepherd. Father Fallon declared that
many on the outside of the Church were
impressed with it, and quoted James
Anthony Froude and Lnrd Macaulay as
evidence. The Catholic Cburch had a
duty to pertorm, to reveal Gcd and bring
men to Him and fill their hearts with
hope and faith in eternsl justice. The
Cutholic Chhreh would guide them in
life and death. She lifted them up and
watched-them. She wds their mother,
and should they not love her ?”

we have not read aright the voluminans
piges of “The Schovlmaster of Lhe Re
public.”

Some poppy-headed individnals may
consider that we have said ton much;
we do not believe in penning sentimental
cant about the pure. nnadulrerated, nine
teenth century " milk of buman kind
taocan’ that flowe alike for Tom, Dick,
Harry e al. Such forget and forgive,
mild-mannered freaks of buman nature
are from wmelfish, personal motives, ap-
prehensive forsooth, that the kiodly and
generous feelings whiclh form the basis
of volunitary religious toliration will be

utterly dissolved and melt away
befcre the fira _of hard, adaman
tive facts  Haiving created their

own little Kloudyke, they can easily
atlord to overlqok the Ierculean labors
of the young Catholic as he fritters
away his strength and staggers along
beneath the weight of an utjust oppres-
sion on his weary way Lo the golden
regions of fame and wenlth., They would
doubltless stand aghast were they told,
what is neverthelrss triae, that the mu
tual charity which they would fain por-
tray in such ethereal and unearthly
guise coincides with the prossest and
most vicious form of earthly, protes
sional ostracism. If this vaunted chari
ty really exist there must be deep stores
of brotherly love laid up in the dark
corners of the mine which we can never
hope to explore.

Our proposition is clear and Iucid:
professional firms whore heads are
Catholic or non-Catholic invariably
have s large Catholic clientage. Young
Catholic graduates have a right to ex-
pect in return a proportionate share of
advantages in the shape of entrance as
members into these firms, That return
they do not receive, and it is past endur-
ance that those who profit by their co-
religionists should turn around and sys
tematically seek to deprive them of the
paliry accasional pittance that is doled
out to them. Into firms of ample
greenback drawing  proclivities. we
might well look with an excussble de-
gree of curiosity because they indicate
one of the remarkable fashions in
modern learned professions—in plain
Anglo-Saxon, the ascent of those denom-
inationally titled into the vocation «f
those who havs no other titles except
such as their indusiry and intellect can
acquire. The offapring of such alliances
are groterque and pictureaque in the ex-
treme, furbished as they are, witn every
device of external embellishment and
internal nothingness, .

Were this religious rule applied to
Catholics and non-Catholics alike—all
well and good. Bat, no! Let young
Catholics ring at the pretentious office
door of the great,or timidly knock at
the semi-cottage door of the lowly pro-
fessional men for admittance, and he is
at once met with the very conenling
reply : “services not required.” Wedo
not accuse non Catholics of bigotry.
Far from it | Catholics are just as great
sinners, in this respect at least. If &
non Catholic desires a new partner, he
admits a non Catholic; if a Catholic
wants & help-meet in his office, he takes
to his professional bosom a non Catholic.
The writer is aware of many amisable
specimens of this impartiality, charity
and justice, many others from different
parts of Canada, whom we haveconsulted,
report the same sad state of affairs. It
hitherto, the covert workings of the sys-
tem have enabled it to escape the notice
of -the  public, we. are not obliged to
.allow it the chance of lying concealed
any longer. . : S
.must. necessarily eke out. an impover-
! ished . and -precarious existence aund
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"The result is that young Catholic men.

labor under an enormous disadvantage,
The question is, how are we to betier
the standing of our young men? Their
professional brothers are evidently un-
willing Lo belp them ; they give them a
stone when they ask tor bread. Whether
there is a real need for a political “Cath-
olic League,” it is not onr province to
decide ; that there is a gennine need of
Catholic combiontion in aid of onr young
men, we know only too well. That our
young men are ss brigbt, Intelligent
and skilllul #s their uncharitable oppo
uents, ie be ond question ; the man who
would dsre todeny it is mure to be pitied
than laughed at.

SLAVE _CONST OF AFRICA,

Rev. Father Lisucrr Explinined .the Mise
sionary Work in 8¢ Patrick’s Church
on Sanday.

——

“He that giveth to the poor shall no,
want ; he that despiseth his entreaty
shall suffer indigence,” was the text of
an ¢loquent aermon delivered in St.
Patiick’s Cburch by the Rev. Father
Lisuer, on behalf of the African.mission-
aries amoong the unfortunate human
ireings on the slave coast of West Africa,

where, between eavage masters and the
fever breeding climate, death is welcome.
It can easily be judged how long the life
of a missionary lasts in this fear(ul
region. A lew short years of living
sacrifice and the life of the self devoted
priest is surrendered to God. The rev
erend apeaker sketched in graphic lan-
guage the historv and work of the mis-
sions in this almost forsaken land. Early
in the year 1856 Mgr. Marion de Bresil
lac, & young biabhop, after twelve years
miasionary labor went to Rome. Desir
ing to devote his life to the conversion
of the most abandoned tribes of Airica,
bhe opeuved his apostolic heart to the
Holy Father. Pius 1X. conceded to the
desire of Mgr. Marion and blessed his
undertaking. Mgr, Marion established
the headquarters of his society at Lyons,
snd afterwards seminaries were founded
at Clermont, Nantes, Farsenage, Mar
seilles, in France; Cork, in Ireland, and
Maestuck, in Holland. .In 1889 Mer.
Marion sent out several priests and a lay
brother to Freetown, following himaself
thesame year with another priest. Free-
town, Sierra Leone, is an English colony,
and on his srrival there found the yellow
fever raging. The devoted Bishop saw
his priests and lay brothers perishing,
and before he and his vicar general were
attacked by the fell disease they had
baried nearly all of their Christians,
Finally, about the end of July, both of
these noble-hearted men succumbed to
the epidemic and joined those who had
gone before.

God does not abandon toose who put
their trust in bim, and when Pope Pius
learned that the bishop and his little
band of priests had all been swept away
and that the remnant of the [aith-
ful were discouraged, bhe sent them
his special blessing, while with still
greaterardor new missionaries embarked
tor the inhospitsble region., Spisitual
degrundation bad reached itsutmost limit
in this benighted land and the darkness
of the grossest fetishism enveloped in
its fold the unfortunate ishabitants.
‘Chunder, serpents, hidecus apimals and
atill more hideous idols were the goda
that they adored. The princi; a! feature
of their barbarous worship was human
sacrifice, the number of victims unlimit
ed and these immolated with revolting
cruelty,

This was the state of matters then,
and, to a great extent, the same prevail
today. Notbing important takes place
without the shedding of blood of man,
it took years to scquire experience
necessary to resist the severity of the
climate. The great results already
cffected show how much greater fruits
might be reaped il the miasion bad the
means necessary L0 sead a larger num-
ber of missionaries to found new stations
new churches, schools and asylums,
Where penple are slaves the missioL-
aries redeem them for fifteen or Lwenty
dollars apiece, but there are about fifty
million slaves in Africa. Tbe grain of
mustard seed has proved a great tree
Until within a few years the mission
had but one station in Freetown. Now
the Holy See has entrusted to its charge
six Aportolic prefectures which include
the coast of Benin, Niger, Dahomey,
Blave coast, Gold coast and the Ivory
coast, and moreover has erecled & mis
sion in the Delta Egypt. .

At the present time more than six
thousand children are attending the
echools, In some places high schools
are projected. There are over two hun-
dred missionaries in the field as well as
lay brotbers and sisters. There are eveu-
ing schools for boys and girle. No idea
can be formed by people in Canada of
the population ol the Coast of Guines,
and if the means were forthcoming the
teeming cities and towns of this district
could be turnished with schools which
would reap for the faithful a great re
ward. Abeokudsa, a walled city, has no
less than 150,000 inhabitants. The
friendly relations existing between these
people and the missionaries would open
the key of Africa to them if it could be
only taken advantage of.

The appeal was oue which stirred the
heart of every Catholic which heard it.
Here was Africa, so long the land of
darkness, bolding forth its bandsinmute
appeal for help to the more favored
nativesof civilization. Hereis the band
of brave and noble missjonaries whose
one thiuzht is to win souls to God, and
whose souls are suffering to witness the
scenes of barbarity and humanity which
they cannot prevent. What ia required
is means to save these unfortunate
beings and convert these benighted
magses from the deepest depth of idolatry
to the light of Christianity and clviliza-

tion, Protestant miasionaries ' are
working in the same field, but,
unlike the noble priests of  our

Church, wealthy supnort pours . into
them from all sides. Where the humble
Catholic priest gets one dollar to help
the work of regenerating sounls the min-
ister gets hundreds. 1t is to ask assist-

And up to now religion had always
had more etfect than anything else in
inculcating reverence. He offeted to
the schools and to Father Walsh bis
heartiest sympathy with the object in
view, and he was conviuced that 1f they
devoted their exertions towards the re
alization of such an object, they would
have before them a prospect of salistac-
tion in the good that would be done in
the achools, in the characters created,
and in & promise for the whole com-
munity which nothing could make so
sure as good training under the auspices
of religion.

ARCHBISHOP CLEARY,

A Recent Pastoral Letter.

The XNecessity of Sar guarding the
Christinn Family.

His Grace James Vincent Cleary,
S.T.D., Archbiskop of Kingston, has ad-
dressed a pastoral letter to the Rer,
Clergy and Faithful Laity of the Arch-
diocese. It ie a document of great
length and deals with the question of
the education of the family. The dis
tinguished prelate says:—

“In the warfare of Satan against
Christ and His holy Church in the
present day, the forces issuing from the
‘gates of Hell’ are most determinedly
directed against two miin bulwarks of
the fortreas of religion built by ‘he
Divine Architect on the everlasting rock,
viz : the Christian family and the Caris-
tian school. We will contine this ip-
struction to the necessity of safe-guard-
ing the Christian family.”

REFORMATION OF THE FAMILY.

Since the family had become the well-
spring of all moral and wocial abomina-
tion, there could be noetlectual regeners-
tiop of mankind, till the family was-
purified and regenerated and traustormed
into a fountain of virtue and holinese,
for the ditlusion of the cleansing waters
of heavenly grace and the sanctification
of human life. How was this 10 be
effected ? Society is to last to Lhe end of
time. Accordingly the agency whereby
the reformation of the family was to be
accomplished should be applicable to
all ages and to all peoples, without re-
gard to the distinations of race or clim-
ate, of wealth or poverty, or the diveri-
ties of poiitical and social institutinns.
It should, mereover, be a living, active
principle of reformation, nowise depend
ent on the caprice or spasmodic acLivity
of menor parties; it sponld be imbedded
in the very counstitution of he family,
exerting ita vital energy by its vwa force
80 long as the family itself shall Jast.
This pringciple our Blessed Saviour pro-
vided for mankind by the institution of
the holy sacrement of Matrimony, the
indelectible curnerstone of the new
civilization.

INFLUENCE OF CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE ON THE

Theee,
however, serve to confirm the rule. [t
is not unlike our Siviour’s aphorism:
“ Bvery pood tree yieideth good fruit,
and tbe bad tree yieldeth bad fruit. A
good tree cannot yield bad 1ruit.”

The firat tbought of the Catholic parent
after the birth of the child is to take it
withoul delay to the Temple and dedi-
cate it to the Lord for ils regeneration
at the font of Baptism, whereby it is
made ‘& Cbristian, and a child of God,
and heir of the kingdom of beaven.”
The stain that defiled the soul by the
evil inheritance from the first parents
is now purged away by Baptismal appli-
cation of the Blood of redemption; the
child of divine wrath is transformed
into a child of divine love; Satan is dis-
possessed ; and Jesus Christ embraces
that soul which He had purchased at the
price of His lite; He stamps His Own
lmage upon it, and presents itto His
heaveply Father, who forthwith adopts
it as the heir of His kingdom, the co-
heir of His only begotten Son.

And
the Apostle, St. Paul, forcibly delivers
the same doctrine to the Rimans and to
the Qurinthiaus; to the latter in these
words ""a wowan is hound by the Iaw (ol
nmmrriage) asl ny as her husband liveth ;
but it ber hushand died, sheis at liberty ;
let her marry to whom she will; but
only in the Lord.”

The consolation we hiave is thit it is not
8 very Interesling bodk to the many
after all: “I¢t is too long, too hystericai,

too overstrained.for Americaufinste, as
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tiona and feelings, ‘and it will be fead.-
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I have eaid above. Even those who say
most about it, if they were in the Palace
of Truth, would reveal the fact that they
had “done their duty ” only—that is,”
taken a bird’s eye view of a book “every-
body” reads. Philadelphia is not the
only city and town that has been care-
fol of “the young person,” and barred
out Les Miserables. And was there
ever anything more ridiculous than
the display of igmorance in many
instances ol this bsrring out? In pro-
viding Free Libraries, there seems to be
an idea that a certain order of intellect
has also been provided, and that the
public which reads must be fed from the
same font intended for the mighty minda,
Therefore, the innocently amusing and
the simply “pleasant hour” books are
tabooed in order to force vpon the
buogry heart and mildly eifted brain
something uf a higher order than either
can understand or assimilate. What
utter nonsense, I sometimes think there
CRI b(: no more uarrow-miml('d. no more
truly ignogant being than a purely intel-
lectual one. Such an one rwc()mva in-
capable of judging of anything except
88 some written authority advises, and
pins faith and knowledge alike upon
printed wmatter. There are wiser, wider,
kinder, truer, and quicker minds among
tue active business men of Lo-day than
among the world's best schulara.  There
arejmillions of facts no book can impart,
there are countless emergencies fur which
no written wisdom can prepare. Tnere
are, therefore, hosts of readers who need
only a quiet hour’s anmusement from the
shelven of the Free Library, and to whom
1t is eruel and foolish to offer “something
that will elevate and instruct.” Their
elevation and inatrnction are provided
forin their day's labor, The guardians
of the Free Libraries huve nothing to du
with it. Bui the bouks—the evil books
of which there can be no question as Lo
their evil—bar out st once and torever.

The Questi'a ¢ be Discrnscd aund 1n.
vestigated During whe Coming
Nation . 1 Exponition ant 31tnly.

The report comes from Washington
that the subject of the premature burial
of the supposed dead s Lo reeeive
thoreugh and seientilic investigation nl
thie nationl cxposition to be opened in
Turip, Itady, in April, Isus. In the
October number of the United Stales
nonsular reports there is s hrief note
from Consnl Mantius, at "I'nrin, in which
he sayx that promivent physiciuns wnd
laymen are preparing ropurts upon this
subject, und are pathering exhibita of
appliances designed to prevent premne
tire hurinls.

“ 1reports of stmilne kind,” writes the
consul, *ara expeeted trom 2l over the
warhil. There will be an international
competition and a prize will be awanted
for the best work on the solution of »
problem in which not only the profes
sion, but, more or less, every morinl in
interested.

“Up to the preacnt time no infullible
teat for distinguishing apparent fram
real death bas heen discovered, in conse-
quence of which horrifying «area of per-
sons buried alive occur from  time to
time, and are parrated in journals und
medical papers. The committee of phy-
sicians and laymen organized to gather
and sift the material realize that the
tirst step to remedy such ocondilions
should be to obtain modifieation of the
laws relative to the limited space of
time allowed for hodies to e kept hefore
burial in some countries. It in clearly
proved that the nnmber of persons buried
alive in much larger in such countries
Therefore, the memberr of this commin-
aionappeal to the heads of governmenta
and Lo all those whose position gives them
inflnence over the people for their aup
port in & movement which cannot [ntl
to interest humanity. Tt is the inten
tion to start a periodical which will be
devoted to the furtherance of the matter
in band.

* Though this thought bad often occur-
red to me, it bhad never, I think, so
forcibly presented itself ax when, on the
feast of Our Lady’s Nativity, it was my
good fortune to visit, inthe little village
of Gepazzano, some thirty miles {rom
Rome, the worldfamous shrine of Our
Lady of Gocd Couneel. The village of
Genazzano, in itself ingignificent, is most
picturesquely situated. It lies on a
tongue-shaped eminence. stretching
down into a beantiful valley, between
two ranges of the Sabine mountains.
The town is built on a sateep alope, and
the houses raise in irregular lines one
above the other, the whole being crown
ed by the apire of the Madonna’s Church.
Dowr the valley on the right lies the
bed of a stream, in winter no doubt a
foaming torrent, but now dried up by
the scorching rays of an Italian sun. In
front the mountains slope down intoa

lain, and away in the distance lie the
~ Volscian mountains, through a clift in
which we get a glimpee of the Mediter-
ranean. This part of the Sabines is
known as the mountains of Palestrina,
and Genazzano itself is notoveraix miles
distant from that once-famous strong-
hold. Nowadays, however, Palestrina
has greatly declined in importance,
while the nameof its neighbor is known
throughout the Catholic world as the
resting place chosen by Our Blessed
Lady under the title of the Madonna of
Good Counael. The devotion to Our Lady
of Good Counsel at Genazzano goes back
to a date long before the arrival of the
picture. In the ages of paganism the
site of the village was occupied by a
temple of Venus, but wker, after his con-
version, Constantine bestowed this part
of the country on the occupants of St.
Peter’s chair, the worahip of the impure
goddess gave place to the devetion to the
chaste Madonna, and either St. Marcus
in the 4th, or St. Bixtus IV. in the 5th
century, erected on the foundation of the
old heathen templea church to Our Lady
of Good Counsel. For long ages the
church remained, but after ten centuries
it had become ruinous and dilapidated,
and in 1356 the C lonna family, desirous
of preserving it from total ruin, handed
it over to the care of the Augustinian
friars, who were able to restoreit parti-
ally so that it lasted for another hundred
years. At length, about the middle of
the 15th century. s holy widow of Genaz.
zano, named Pelruccia, a tertiary of the
Augustinian Order, felt herself inspired
to build a new cburch to Our Lady. Her
own meang were all inadequate to the
end, but, strong in faith, she began the
work in spite of the sneers and pro-
phecies of disaster of her neighbors. The
work was far advanced when her means
came to an end, and the prophecies
seemed near fulfilment.

Nothing daunted, Petruccia trusted in
the help of Our Lady, and she was not
deceived. On the 25th of April, 1467,
while the people were celebrating the
Vespers of the Feast of St. Mark, sud-

- denly the sound of Heavenly music was

_henrd, and in the air over their heads ap
‘Beare a white cloud of astonishing

riliancy. This opening disclosed a pic-
ture of Our Lady, which, slowly descend-

“ing, took up a position behind one of
the upfinished altars of the new church.
At the same time all the bells of the
town rang out of themselves a joyous
peal, and the astonished citizens broke
forth intc glad hymns of welcome. The
story of the sapparition and the extraor-
dinary prodigies worked at the pew
shrine, soon spread abroad, and in & few
days there arrived at Genazzano btwo
travel stainéd pilgrims, ‘who told a
strenge story and joy(fully recognized the
Madonva. Tounderstand their story we

Soon, however, news reached Rome of
the miraculons apparition at Genazzany,
and, going thither, they at once recog-
nized their beloved Mother, and spread
abroad the atory of her trapslation.
Miracles followed fast—the sick were
cured, the dead raised to life, and the
Avgustinians kept careful record of all
that took place, which record still re-
mains. To this day the miracles still
continue, and well-authenticated cures
are of common occurrence. It is a bias-
torical fact that in the four centuries
durify which Genazzane has possessed
this great treasure it has been singularly
free from all the epidemics. plagues,
earthquakes. or otber afflictions which
have from time to time devastated the
neighboring villages. Within the last
century researches have been made,
which all go to confirm the history of
the miraculous apparition. The chapel
at Scutari still stands, though in ruins,
and imitisto be seen the niche from
which, according to a tradition handed
down among the people, the Madonna
took its flight. At a short distance from
the chapel was discovered a stone, on
which was impressed an image of the
Virgin and Child, like that at Grnazzavo.
Even the Turkish occupants of the
country respect this sanctuary, in which
from timeto time prodigies and miracles
still occur. In Genazzano itself the iwo
Albanians who followed the picture took
up their residence, and though the De
Sclavis are now extinect, the Giorgi is
still one of the principal families in the
little town, Bat for confirmation of the
miraculous event we need look no fur
ther than to the picture itself, for it is of
ita very nature a miracle. It had always
been & tradition that the picture was
not attached to the wall, but was actually
floating in the air without any support
whatever, and on the 25th November,
1682, when the ceremony of coronetion
tock place, this fact was placed beyond
doubt, for it was found that, the picture
having no connection with the wall, ex-
cept at one point, where it merely
touches & projection, it was impossible
to fix the jewelled crown to it, and it
was necessarv to suspend it from above
by cords. Farthermore, it was found
that the paioting is not on canvas, wood,
or any other firm subsiance, but is
merely the colored surface of a fresco,
which, detached from the plaster on
which it wae originally painted, is now
as thin and flexible as » sheet of paper.
These wonderiul facts would seem in-
credible were it not that we have them
confirmed by the sworn teslimony of
seven witnesses deputed by the Roman
Congregation of Rites to examine into
the matter, and who, on June 11th, 1747,
apain opened the shrine, and by actual
experiment verified the existing tradi-
tion. Another confirmation has been
afforded in our owo times by Mgr. Dillon,
the devoted servant of Qur Lady, who
haa written an exbanstive history of the
Madonna, and who was privileged to ex
amine it closely.

Bubt now let us betake ourselves to
Genazzano, and see with our own eyes
the great devotion to the Madonpa.
For some days before the 8tb of Septem-
ber, the little town has been full of
bustling activity, for & three days’ fair
will begin on the Feaat and the pilgrims
who will come from far and near to
satisfy theirdevotion will combine busi:
ness with piety, and carry away with
them to their mountain homes new sup-
plies of clothing and household necessi-
ties, Strangers, too,.have been gather-
ing in for the festival, and in the narrow
atreets we meet little parties of Roman
clerical stndents, among whom I recog:
pized the purple of the Scots, the more
sombre black of the English, and the
blue and black of the North American
Colleges, while some few Roman sight-
geers in their modern city dress seem to
mar the otherwise mediteval character of
the scene. And now it is the eve of the
festival, and the fBrst of the pilgrimages
have begun to arrive. Every town, vil-
lage, and hamlet for miles around serds
in its contingent, and all this evening
and all to morrow the roads in every
direction will be crowded with pedestri-
ans, sometimes alone or in twos and
threes, more often in little bands of from
twenty to thirty, men, women, and chil:
dren, tramping along cheerfully behind
a pole bearing a picture of the Madonna,
and reciting the Rosary or singing in
chorus some bymn to. their beloved
Mother and Queer. On they come—
hundreds, nay thousands, of them, carry-
ing little provision for the way, for a
iittle bread and frait, and a dry place to
sleep on,~—under & tree or on the steps of
a church, or even in the very streets of
the town —are all that they will require
during their pilgrimage. As the even-
ing of the vigil approaches, the church
begins to fill up with an expectant cxrowd,
evidently waiting for some event. At
the head of the right aisle is the famous
shrine, rich with many coloured marbles
and carved brass work, and eurrcunded
with a strong iron railing to keep back
the pressing crowd. Asyeta veil hangs
bebind the altar, and the Madonna is
concealed from view ; but not for long,

And 8o one pilgrimage follows anotiher,
and the first comers, making way for
their successors, go out into the- streets
to enjoy the fair and bargain over their
purchases. In the evening there are
freworks and fire-balloons, and as each
event takes place there goes up a great
shout of “Evviva Maria.” And now it
is night, and the streets are lined with
sleeping forms taking a little rest before
the morning, when they must be up be
times to pay their farewell visit to the
Madonpa and start away home again in
the cool hours before the heat of
the day. Nor is it all ex
citement and shouting and eingirg
hymns, but there is real practical piety
below it all, forthe Augustinian Fathérs
bave called into their assistance a large
number of prieats, and all day long, from
early morning to late at night, the con-
feasionals in the church are in constant
use for the women, and in the sacristy
and passages, wherevera priest can get
room to sit down, there are crowds of men
waiting patiently for their turn. while
during the euntire morsing & priest is
hard at work dispensing the bread of life
to the thousands who approach the rail,
and who would not think the feast com:
plete without going to their duties. And
now, before we say gocd-bye to Genaz-
2810, let us listen to the hymuos which
the people are singing, as the sound
echoes down the valleya and aloog the
mountain sides. We often hear it said
that though the Crntholic Church care-
fully discriminates between the devotion
tobe paid to God and to Hia Blessed
Mother, the common people are apt to
forget the Deity and pay supreme honor
to the creature; but let us listen, and we
will hear the first refrain—

“Viva, viva, sempre viva, quelle tre Per
son Divine.
Quelle tre Person Divine, La Sanctissi-
ma Trinita.”

{“ Al bail! All hail! For ever all bail
to the Three Divine Persons of the
Most Holy Trinity.”)

And in the favourite hymn to the
Madonna—

i€ Evviva. Maria, Marin Evviva!
Evviva Maria e chi la creo.”

{*All hail to Mary, to Mary all hail!
All hail to Mary, and to Him Who
created bher.”)

Showing clearly that in all the honour
paid to Mary, it is to her as & creature—
the most perfect certainly, but still a
creature—to whom we pay honour, in
imitation of her Creator, Who honoured
her by becomuing her Son. Truly great
is the faith of these simple people. The
Madonna to them is no far-off queen, no
great historical personage, but their own
Mother, a real factor in their daily lives,
watching over them, guarding them
from evil and guiding them to Heaven.
To our cold northern temperaments all
the sbhouting and singing, and praying
aloud before the shrine, may seem ab-
surd and fanatical, but as we glance at
their earnsst faces, the eyves often
drowned in tears, as they pour out some
heartfelt petition to the Madonna, we
wish that they could communicate to us
a little of the strength of their faith
and the fervour ot their piety.—G. H. B.
in the London Monitor. .

A domeatic-sciance teacher. of which
there are not & few in these closing years
0! the century, reminds her class that in
s rving fish or the cluw creatures like
lobstere, craba, and the like, tea should
be kept from the table.

Tea with meat is equally unneces-
sary and indigestible, though this com-
bination is as commnn as sunshine
throughout the land.

A writer in an American exchange re-

While thisstate
ment is undoubtedly true in many cases,
it still admits of qualifications. In
houses whose rooms have well-maae
hard-wood loors the arrangement proves
satisfactory, though all wemen admit
that it increases the household work.
Good 11)ors, however, are still the excep
tion more than thergle. When ahouse-
keeper attempts to atain and oil margins
that are made of uoeven, loosely put to-
gether boards, she finds that sbe bas
undertaken a considerable burden. Such
floors almost never look well. They
need the most constant care to be even
‘of tolerable appearance. Wiping over
once & day by no means keeps them
in condition, particularly if, as is
probable, the house in general be
poorly built, with dust to rise fram the
cellar and enter through the windows by
many cracks and 1lljnined corners.
More than one housekeeper teetifits
that under such conditions they huve
gone back to titted carpets. These, it
may he added, can be hygienically cared
for by following the approvid method
of sweeping them. This is to brush the
dust frum the corners and use a carptt
sweeper to take it rrom the muin space
of the carpet, afterwards wiping it over
with a clean dump, not wet, clth. An-
other point urged for the rug system,
which experiencedoes 1 ot bear out, isiia
ceenomy. Few mailds can adegaately
clean the heavy rugs with whica many
apartments are strewn. They demand
outside service about us frequently na
does the titted carpet. A New York
woman who occupisd & bandsome up
town apartment paid two dollars a week
throuzbout the year to have Ler rugs
properly cleaned ¢very Friday morning
It will be the wise housekeeper who will
study the limitations of her residence
before she decides in favor of bare floors,

This is, perhaps, a word of warning to
persons who know their poison to abstain
from it, particalarly when their systems
may be from s)me cause in a non-resist-
ing state.”

‘In apite of the maay protests and oft-
suggeated legislation about street noises
generally, it is evident that the piano-
organs have, as our Yankee cousins
wonld say, “come to stay.” They are
not altogether unmusical, though to a
lover of music their playing is terribly

mechapical. and utlerly devoid of ex:
pression. Fora long time after thejr
1ntroduction into this country, a s~ore of
years ago, they, like the once celebrated
minstrels, ** never played out of London.”
Now, bowever, the pianc-organ may be
heard in every town throughout the
country, and even in the smallest vil-
Iages.

The gradual extension of the ground
covered by the organ grinders is dis-
tinctly due to the increased competition
in the profession A dozen years ago
the business was almost entirely in the
hands of swarthy Italians, who occupied
a colony of their own at Saflron hill,
and they undoubtedly made very large
profits. At that time & man and womaa,
working a good ** graft ” or round, could
reckon on an average of twenty shillinga
& day. They lived tkriftly, and soon
saved sums which, in their eyes, con-
stituted quite little fortunes Such ac
easy mode of earning money excited the
envy of many who poted how rapidly
the harvert was reaped. A Jew of the
name of Levi was the lirst to atart an
organ “ plunt”’ for the benefit of London-
ers, He forniahed the organme and cos-
tumes which were then deemed indis-
pensable for the role of grinders.

Levi soon hsed mauy imitators for the
rates which he charged for the bire of
his orguns brought him in enornmous
profits ; bnt there wae yel another class
of competitor to enter the tield, A
workman in Bormondeey tannery broke
bis arm; the limb bad o b amnutated,
and his employer set him up with a
piano organ.  The man's appearance, as
be turned the bandle with bis cemaining
arm, excited compassion, and drew in
the contrilutions of the passershy.
Other cripples followed his example.

The writer has been at some pains to
ascertain the earnings of a pinno-organ
at the present day. Tihere are atill
many Italians left in the business, and
the se undoubtedly make more money at
it than any other grinders. They wurk
longer bours, being inarad t fatigae;
thev cover more ground by muving more
gnickly, and they seeni to buve an in-
tuitive knowledge of the beat Cistricts
to work, and, which is still mure furpor-
tant, the best hours of the day at which
tow rk them. A pair of Italiuns, with
n goud organ, titted with the latest snd
m st popular tuner, can to-day reck n
un uverage takings of frum nine toeleven
¢hillings a day.

Tue East cader and his danah, cven
thi nzh natives ot London, do not make
nearly ag much money out of their
erewn as” do the imported grinders.
Flo v are not so strong, and cannot waork
w0 fung and travel so far in & day ; they
are piven bo waste much precious time
over the leisurely consumption of pints
of tour half—or, if the weather is bad,
twos of “gin %ot —and they take fre-
qu nt holidays, spella of idleness, which
are unknown to the foreigners. It is
safe to say that the East enders do not
make much mere than six or seven ghil-
Hrge a day all the year round, out of
which they have to pay tor the hire of
their organ

As for the ‘ priddlers,” se the cripplé
grinders are called, their business tluctu-
alvs more than that of the others, They
CAunot cover & large district, and much
of the sympathy which their appearance
at tirst evoked has undoubtedly did
away, Their best pitches are in quiet
strects, where there is a big population
of children, the older girls being nu-h
glven to pavement dancing. Griddlers
alweys have lively walizes or dance
music, in their repertoire, and with lock
cau take threepence or fourpence psr
patch. But the wily Italian, who is
quick to lay out a good graft, often puts
ou & spurt, and works the “kide’ pitch”
before the griddler appears, when, of
course, the latter finds the supply of
#vailable coppers exhausted. A pair of
griddlers” are lucky if they can average
four or five shillings a dav, but then
their organ is generally their own.

Greatly reduced though the protits of
organ grinding are at the present day,
there 18 yet money in it for those who,
to use a common term, “work it for all
that it is worth.” A really good second
hand instrument, in perfect working
order, can be bought for £16 or £18

They knew from the teaching of
their Church theimmenpse act of charity
they performed when they placed at the
disposal of poor suffering mothers not
merely 81l the creature comforts their
sitnation demanded, but also the cunso-
lations of the religion in which they be-
lieved. On the ground of civic policy
alone the charity had a claim upon
them—a claim which their civic an-
thorities, he was grateful to say, sub-
stantially and generously recogoized.
Besides that the great object of the
charity was to save the spiritual faith
and spiritual life of the child. He had
been informed that one hundred infants
had been within the past twelve montha
baptised in the hospital by the
lady superintendent as they were
in danger of d ath. Those to whom
he appealed had given much in
aid of evangelizing people in foreign
lands, but they were bound in a greater
degree to attend to the apiritual needs of
their own country. For their aid in the
great charity for which he pleaded a
great reward hereafter would be theirs,
for the eye of faith beheld in the little
child whom they helped Jeeus af Nuazar-
eth Himself stretching out His little
handa to them for help. Tairteen hun-
dred people bad been relieved witkin the
past twelve- months in this noble insti
tutior, and that only touched the fringe
of all that yet rem ined to be done. It
depended on them if the good work was
to continue and prosper and extend, and
for the charity which in the name of the
Saviour they bestowed upon the inatitu
tion they were promised and would re-
ceive the reward in the Kingdom of
Heaven, prepared for them from the
‘creation of the world.—After the Mass a
generous reaponse was made to the elo-
guent and impreasive appesal of the rev-
erend preacher.

THE BELFAST DIFFICULTY.

Sometime ago reference was made to
the splendid efforts made by Belfast
Catholics under the able direction of his
Loxrdship Bishop Henry to unite and
strive to secure representation In the
Municipal Council. The result of these
efforts seems to be now threatened, as
may beseen from the following letter
which his Lordship has addressed to the
Jrish News:

In a letter published in vour columna
yeaterday Mr. John Ferguson, of Glasgow,
who claims to be a champion of Catbolic
rights and an apostle of Irish Nation-
ality, thinks it well at this stage of * the
unhappy strife” in our midst to make
clear his pueition. He states thatthe
chief point of difference between him-
self and the Bishop of Down and Connor
is one of expediency. In this respect he
differs fTundamentelly with some of the
speakers with whom he has considered
it his duty as ““champion of Catholic
rightsand Irish Nationality ' co-operate
in_sowmg_dlqaension among the Cath-
olica of this city. His friends in Belfast
rezard the controversy as one of
yrinciple.

To prevent misconception on the part
of the rending public. it is well to keep
before them facts. Tbe following are
facta—The Catholics of Belfast, as Cath-
-olics, with the Bishop of the Diccese as
their chairman, petitioned against the
Belfast Corporation Bill. They pub:
lished their grievances. as Catholics, in
pamphlet form, and placed it in the
hands of members of parliament and
others. They put their case forcibly ke-
fore a Committee of the House of Com-
mons, So impressed were the members
of the Hybrid Committee by the griev-
ances under which Catbolics labored in
Belfast that they decided on adopting
exceptional legislation to meet the ex-
ceptional nature of the Catholic case.
They accordingly set apart in the Act of
Parliament two wards, with a preponder-
ating Catholic vote, in order to give to
the Catholics not merely of these two
wards, but of the entire city, a share of
representation ir the City Council. The
Catbolics of the entire city. whether
Dillonites, or Healyites. or Redmondites,
or Harringtonites, or Unionist, thereby
acquired a xight to bave a voice in the
melection of the best men they could get
to represent them in the Council. As
chairman of the Representative Asso-
ciation. which had fought and won_ a
mcdicum of representation for the entire
Catholic body, by the aid of funds sup-
plied by the entire Catholic people, and
not by any political organization, I con-
sidered it but fair and reasonable to de-
vise some means of enabling the Cath-
olies of the entire city to exercise this
right scquired by Act of Parlisment.
The acheme in use in Glasgow for more
than twelve years seemed to me to be
anitable for the attainment of the object
in view, leaving it open to the Associa-
tion to introduce into its constitution
necessary or useful ' modifications as

" time or experiencewculd suggest. This
. scheme was adopted by an overwhelming

‘majority at a public meeting of the
Catholic ratepayers of Belfast. The

" eight gentlemen therefore selected by

the Catholic Assdciation are coostitu
tionally the mominees of the entire Cath.
olic body, and, if elected, will represent

. -it, To concede to a section of the people,
" “who are Nationalists first and Catholics

second, the right of the entire Catholic
people, would be to sanction & usurpa-
tion of the 1ights of others an act of in-
justice. Surely, then, there is more at

PRESIDENT FAURE.

Business Men of the French Capital Tender
Him a Banguet.

He Dwells Upon the Many Advantages
Oflered to Extend Business Operae
tions in Russia,

Pagis, Oct. 16.—President Faure was

banqueted Thursday evening in com-

memoration of his recent visit to Russia,

The entertainment took place in the hall

of the Commercial Exchange which was

sumptuously decorated in the President’s

honor. The table at which M. Faure

was seated was on & dais, and was cover-

ed by a canopy of tawny velvet ringed

with gold. The banriuet was organizid

by the merchants and manafacturers of

France, of whom there were about seven

hundred and fifty present.

The President, escorted by a equadron

of cuirassiers, arrived at 8 o’clock, se-

companied by the officers of the military

household. He was received by the

presidents and members of the Commaer-

cial Tribunal of the Seine, the Chamber

of Commerce, the Banquet Committes

and all the Cabinet Ministers who were

in Paris. The President was conducted

to the table of honor, the band playing

the * Marseillaise” and the whole as-

sembly applauding. Among those pres-

ent were d%zenu of Deputies and all the

leading merchanta of the Republic.

M. Goy, president of the Tribunal of

Commerce, who presided, toasted the

President, and in so doing referred to

the plessure which all present experi-

enced at “renewing the respectiul

homage and gratitude™ extended to the

President of France on his return from

Russia, Continuing, M. Goy rem: rked:

“This demonstration is unique in the

bistory of France. Commerce and Io.

dustry placed their confidence in the

Republic the day after the disasters of
1870, and they bave not been deceived.”

President Faure, in reply, said:

%] am pleased to find myself in the
society of business men, where I can

rely upon & friendly reception by virtue
of my own origin, of which I am always
proud. Let me tell you how deep was
my emotion wben Paris declared the
patriotic satisfaction which the entire
nation felt at the consequence of the
words exchanged between the Emperor
and its President.
