The Times' Special Correspondent ably discusses
the constitutionality of several acts of Abe Lincola’s

Government, We make some extracts :—

1t is as idle for the Democrats to cry out at this
time of day for the ¢ Union-as it was' and the ‘ Con-
stitution a8 it is,’ as it wounld be for an assemblage
of the olass in Inverneeshire and Perthshire to pass
resolutions in favor of the Houee of Stuart, or for the
dowagers of the Faubourg St. Germain to declare
that there was no salvation for France hut in the
jnatallation of the Count de Chawmbord in the Tuil-
eries. Facts have killed all these old pretensions.
The Union perished when' the first gun was fired
against Fort Sumter, and the Constitution was
destroyed when Mr. Ubase issued his first greenback.
Tharee stabs have been given to it, either of wbich
in their combined operation hnve ag effectually made
an end of it as Brutus made of Casar. Tbe three
were the emission of legal teuder paper money, the
conscription, and the suspension of the writ of Za-
Yeas corpus in States not in rebellion nor threatened
with invssion. And first paper money. The 8th
section of the Coustitution, which defines the powers
of Congress, says that it sball *coiz money,’ bui it
powhere allows it to print or order the printing of
bank.noes or promises to pay. In the 10th section
it expressly forbids any Stute o emit bills of credit,
or make anything but gold and silver coin a lender in
puyment of debls, Already such Democrats as be-
lieve that the Constitution is still a valid document
declare that all Mr. Chase's issucs of greenbacks
and legal tender notes are illegal on this ground,
and that they not only will buv ought to be repu-
disted. When peace comeg, this is the first great
question thnt will have to be settled, and though
Northern politicinns affect virtuons indigoaticn
whenever the name of Jufferson Davis is mentioued
in connexion with the repudiation of the State debt
of Missizsippi, it is evident from the whole tone and
tewper of the public mind that tho repudistion of
tke enormous war debt already incurred will be o
highly popular measure all aver the North and West,
and will not only meet with little opposition from
the seruples of conscieace of any considernble num-
ver of people, but will be vehemently supported by
the plea that tbe debt wus wrongfully and unconsu
tationally contracted.

The couscription was just as clearly a breach of
the Constitution, Coogress, by the 12th cisuse of
1he Sih section of the 1st article defining the func-
tions of the Legisleture, *has power to raise und
support urmies,’ but not to make any appropriutions
of money to that use for a louger period than two
yeass: und, as it to prove conclusively that the
‘raraers of that document meant only such & small
and moderate army as was sufficient for all purposes
uoti! the unhappy day when Mr. Lincoln became
President, the 15th clause of the same section pro-
vides that 1z the serious case of *insurrection’ and
¢ invasion,’ wken the ordinary army would not suflice
for the purpouse, Congress should bave ‘power to
¢all forth the militia to execute the laws of the
Unpion.! Thus, if the people of the South be not a
fureign nation, if they be in insurrection and rebel-
lion sgainst the laws of the Union, it waa the duty
of Congress to call out the militia of the States,
which militia, by the 10th clause, was not to be
upder the command or controi of officers appointed
either by Congress or by the President, but by the
Governors of tho several States, Thus it did not
perform its duty, but acted in flagrant violation of
it, when it ordered & conscription.

Equally positive is the uuconstitutionality of the
suspension of the writ of Aabeas corpus. Congress
itself has power to suspend it. ‘ when in case of re-
vellion or invasion the public safety may require it ;' |
but even Congrees canuot sugpend it in States where !
there is neither rebellion norinvasion More ihan
thiz, whatever power Congress itself may ¢xetcise, it
has no authority for delegating the daty to Mr. Lin-
coln or any other person.

There remains but one other stab to be inflicted
upon the dead body of the Constitution~the abro-
gation of State rights. This is the openly svowed
and cherished purpose of the Administration, which
it wiil certainly efiect before the war is many months
older, if the Democratic party will permit. That it |
will permit is highiy probable, if not certnin.

U Sir—In repiy to your correspondent, * One who
knows West Conrcaught,' I beg to send the following
particulars :— Some years back, a lay friend of mine,
s man of great acquirements and acnteness, travelled
into West Connaught with some acquaintances who
were devout believersin the geruineness of the prose-
Iytising movement. They went to the three moat
famous ¢ Irish Ckurch Missions’ stations of that day,
and were introduced 1inte well-filled school-rooms,
occupied, as they were assured, entirely of convert
children. My friend allowed his companions to make
their inguiries first, This they did somewhat in the
following fushion :(—Q. How do you like school 7 A.
Very much, ma'am. Q. Do you come to school for
bread, or meal, or enything of thatsort? A. No
ma'am. Q. Do you come to bear the word of God?
A, Yes, ma'am. -Q. And for nothing else 7 A. No,
wa'nm. Whereupog the ladies were in ecatacies.—
Then my friend began his investigation. He noticed
that in the school-room Lhere were boys of two dis-
tinct types.  One bateb was decently clad, well.fed,
and healthy. The other under sized, ragged, and
emeciated. On inquiry he learned that the first
were all children of Protestant pareuts, and had
never been Romazun Catholics in their lives. The
others had been Romanists. So there was one lie
to begin with as the Scripture-resder had steadily
nsgerted that all were converts. Then my friend,
guided by this fact, began to question the scare-
crows. (). Is yourfather alive? A. No, Sir, (or,
in other cases) yes, Sir, but beis in America. Q.
How long are youn at school? A.Two months, Sir.
Q. How did your mother manage after your father
died (or emigrated)? A, She worked for the far-
mers about. Q. I3 she in work mow? A. No, Sir.
Q. How long is she out of work? A. Two months,
Sir. Thisis a specimen conversation of a large num-
ber which he held, in every case proving that Do
Romaun Catholic child had entered the schools till
driven jnto them by positive starvation, So long a3
the parent could cara food there was no conversion,
Now, my {riend had been assured that their presence
was pecfectly veluntary and unbribed. Here was
e the second.

Tug BrortrEnmoop or St. PatricK.—The Glasgow
Free Press advises an immediate dissolution of the
Brotherhood. [t says:- *To the members of the
National Brotherbood in Ireland we say that there
is no other alternative but this. But we are more
immediately concerned with the branches existing
in England, and especially in Scotiand. To them
we nlsp say, disolve iwithout further delny, = All the
branches have been virtuelly condemned by the de-
cree of the Irish hierarchy ; and if a Catholic may
still adhere to the society in Scotland without in-
curring ecclesiaslical censure, it is only because the
authority of the Irish bishops does not extend to this
coun‘ry. But the bishops of Scotland mdy at any
moment adopt the same courae a3 their Irish con-
freres, or any individual bishop may even do so with-
in his own jurisdiction, as has in fact besn already
done by the Right Rev. Dr, Goss of Liverpool. Ra-
ther, therefore, than court such unseemly antagon-
isra, the various Scotch branches of the brotherhood
will dissolve themsolves, if they are wise, or, better
still, reform under another name. We beliove that
these offshots have no secrsts, no signs, no oaths or
passwords whatever—that their conslitution is de-
fenaible, and their object moat praiseworthy. It is
the name alone that now condemns them, interferes
with their free acticn, and renders them powerless to
eflect any good either for themselves or their coun-
try. Let them, therefore, change it without hesita-
tion, and adopt some such desiguation as that of the
‘“Irish National Mutual Improvement Society,” of
the Calton, and, while doing so, they cannot go far
astray by adopting at the sama time the excellent
rules of thet body as published in last week’s issue
of this paper. In commenting upon the declaration
of the Irish bishops, we havu carefully nbstained
from venturing any opinion upon the general charac-
ter, antecedents, and terdencies of the National Bro-
therbood But that ita condemnntion need not be
considered even by the most extreme patriot as a na-
tional culnmity, few will be disposed to doabt who
have had an opportunity of perusing the remarks of
the Catholic press in Ireland and England on the
subject. We quote-the following from the Dundalk
Democrat, & paver which no one will ventare to ac-
cese of undue bias in a matter of this nature:—
“ The other questions touched by the resolutions are
of great importance. The Brotherhood of St. Pa-
trick are accused of ‘llegal practices. We are cer-
tnin the Catholic bishops would not make this charge
unless they had good grounds for doing so. But
whether it ba true or the contrary, itis certain that
the labiors of the society are of little service to the
popular cause, and the sooner it i3 dissolved the bet-
ter for ull parties. We koo of no political good it
bas done, nor can we esticite any good it is capable
of effeeting. It is neither adding to the wealth of
the couutry, nor 1o its strength; and the only thing
it seems capable of dowgis mischief.” Let this
transitory organisation, therefore, yicld to its fate
with n good grace, nnd dissolve itself forthwith. Its
protracted existence, after what has occurred, conld
only be a subject of the deepest regret to all true
Catholics and sincere lovers of their country.

I find that my remarks on the recent resoiations of
the Bishops agninst unlawful societiesin Ireland,
have elicited a Jetter addrezsed to you, from
Mr. C. O. Hoey, and published hersin the Uniled
Irishkman of Saturday last.

The wenther for the past week has not beer very fa.
vorable for saving the crops, a large guantity of
rain baviog fallen. The accounts we have received
from several districts in this county, nad in Armagh
and Monaghan are anything but cheering. Owing
to the cold weather which set in during the latter
part of August the process of ripening in backward
districts was slow, aud raio and storm hsviog pro-
vailed much io September, it is no wonder that some
oas are still uncut, and that they have received a.
good dea; of damage. Even in the vicinity of Dun-
dalk there is some corn in stock in the fields, und
this nlso ha3 received some injury from the heavy
raing and storm. The merchants tell us that wmuch
of the oats acd barley bronght into market has suf-
fered [rom dawp weather, and some whichk was of-
fered for sale on yesterday found buyers with diffi-
culty. Unless a week or two of fine weather i3 ob-
tained there will be much loss in corn through the
country, a3 the quulity will be inferior. The potato
crop, we regret 1o state, s much damaged. Some
descriptions have not received any injury, whilst
others have the holf at least unfit for human food.—
But still there wiil ba a plentiful potato crop, as the
procduce this year was the largest witnessed iu Ire-
land for the last quarter of a century. We fear the
prospects of the {armers are aguin gloowy, as infe-
rior prices may be expected, some people stating that
onts will be sold ata very low figure: The land-
ords should oot press ton severely for their rents
this zeason, They chould not compel the tenants to
oring their corn to cheap markets, but give them
time to look out for the best prices. The farmers
should think seriously of the position in which they
now find themselves. Itis evident that free trade
bas left them 1o compete with the world—with men
who pay no reants, whilst they themselves pay cnor-
mous rents for their farma. To enable them to es-
cape their difficu'ties, we would ndvise them 1o pre-
pare next year lo sow a great quantity of flax. It is
flax that hus made Ulster so prosperous, and until
the other three provinces sow flax in large quantities
they will experience poverty and want. They may
observe the ecormous profits men have made this
year by a flax crop, some of them receiving ns much
a3 £20 anc £40 for the produce of an acre. Let the
farmers, then, sow less corn, and commence to culti-
vate flax on u large scale, and they will enrich them-
selves, and create wealth all over the country,—
Dundalle Democrat.

end borrors. 'This ia, certainly, bad news for thoso
whose nll depend on the safety of their cherisbed
erop. It is well, however, to look the danger in the
fauce, and by timely exertion, avert the too well-
known conzequence of a short snpply, The harvest,
on the whote, has been promiging ; and even should
the potsto perish entirely, thers is a sufficiency of
grain to meel all the wants of the people, providei
they be allowed to keep it.— Custlebar Telegraph,

Of course s crowd of mechanics collected to
bear the man who can get upon his legs and talk
fugtian as this—*You may think me a rash prophet,
but I tell you that peace is spreading over the conti-
nent of America, and on that bow of promise sits a
glorified Angel of God—Universal Liberty.’ The
Chairman himeelf made a speech upon Liberty which
might have been culled from the orations of Robes-
pierre or the arcbives of the French National Con-
vention. The truth is, that u war of extermination
to abolish domestic slavery—if it were not a false
pretence —would be in itself an abgurdity, for domes-
tic slavery firat arose as n mitigation of wara of ex-
termination. Happily the process of exterminatioa
i not not quite 80 easy 1o perform in fact a3 to talk
sbout in theory, and already the Yankees show that
they themselves have very little stomach for the
actualities ot this war. All the crack regiments are
employed in keeping down New York, New Orleans,
and Baltimore; and the sctusl fighting for the
North is done entirely by the Irish and Germans—
who don't run away. The Yankaes themselves pre-
fer police duties amongst civiliaus and women, and
perform the bully to perfection under such Generals
as Butler, but skedaddle very rapidly on the field of
battle before the faces of the men whose homes and
families they have invaded and insulted. Since
January last 108,000 emigrants have landed at New
York from Ireland alone, and Mr. Lincoln's armies
are gaid 10 be recruited there at the rate of 1,000 a
week, but all from the ruffianism of Europe which
the high rate of pay in greenbacks has attracted
chiefly from Ireland and Germany. Thus there are
about 40,000 Yaunkees iu New York keeping the
peace there, sbout 30,000 in Baltimore keeping down
Meryland, about twice a3 mapy in New Orleaas ru-
vaging the Louisiana plantations, and then thers i3
the Army of the Potomac protecting Washington
from invasion. We throw out ol congideration the
Border ruflian wars in Kansag, Missouri, and Tennes-
see. But of all these large armies, the only one
composed of really fighting soldiers is the Army of
the Potomac, which is nearly made up of Germans.
In trath, the long-headed Yankee, without the spirit
and courage of & gentleman, has proved himself o
coward before an nrmed enemy, though a great ruf-
fian and bully in ordinary peaceable society, He
can chew and spit, and wrangle and Eully in bar-
rooms and railway curs, but be thiuks it does unot
pay to endanger bis own dear person, fice to face
with armed opponcate. He caves ic and skedaddlies
as fust ng possible, and it is only since the Irish and
Germau element bag been organised and brought to
bear upon the South that the Northern armies have
yeen at all able to stand before the Southern sol-
diers. The absurdity of the expectation that the
North can conquer in the end iz well illustrated just
now by the state of alfuirs at Gharleston. There
the fleet ol Moopitors and gun-boats, armed with
Eoglish guns and firing with English ammunition,
have most ctfectually destroyed and battered down
Fort Suwmter into o mere heap of ruins, and their
guus cover the whole of the city of Charleston ; und
set Admiral Dablgren has not men encugh to as-
gault Sumteror to take Charleston. He writes let-
ters demandiog the surrender, and Beauregard mocks
kim by telling him to come and take them, ani that
it i3 ¢ puerile and unbecoming' to demand what he
cannot take; and so the Northern Admiral writes to
Lincoln for wore men; but Lincolu says that he
vants ail the men he can get to strengthen the
army of the Potumace, which slone saves Washiog.
ton and himself from certain destruction4 by tbe
Southern army. Although it did very well to
bonst thet by the fall of Vicksburg the Father
of Waters was once moce open to New Orleans,
yetit appears by the latest accounts that every
vessel that passes is still fired into by the gueril-
lag, aud that trade i3 nesrly at a standstill. Ta
short, it i3 becoming more and more evident, not-
withstanding the boasted Northern successes of late,
that the war is absolutely hopeless, aud that it i3
impozsible to conquer a continent with guo-boats,
or to reduce to subjection eight millions of people
fighting for their lives and homes and liberties, by
hiring us mercenary soldiers the scum of Europe.
The gun-bonts ean, indeed, penetrnte by the rivers,
and may give a show of conquest, and the mercena-
ries can be drilled into tolernble soldiers, and may

TnER: seem to exist reasons for learing that
the insurrectionary movement m Poland is abo ut
{o enter ou o new phase, one which Catholics
will lardly be able to look upon with satisfac-
tion. IMitherto the insurrection has been, or has
appeared lo be, a patriotic or national move-
ment ; an uprising against Russian rule, as alien.
"To-day it menaces 1o become a socialistic move-
ment, aiming not so uch at the dehverance of
Poland from the yoke of the stranger, as the in-
auguration of demoeracy after the Freach pat-
tern of ’S9. The rule of Russia will still be
opposed, not so much as anti-national, but as anti-
democratic ; and the Pole will fight for the cause
of “liberty, equalily, and umversal brother-
bhood* as enforced by terrorism and the guil-
lotine, rather than for that of Poland. This is
the rock a-head which menaces slupwreck, and
of which the appointment of Mieroslawski is be-
liesed to be the warning to Europe. As a na-
ticnal movement the Polish insurrection had
strong claims upan the sympathues of all lovers
of [reedom ; as, to a certain extent, a religious
wovement, as a struggle against the sclismalic
iyrants and oppressors, it appealed directly to
the sympathies of Cathelics; but as a social
mosement, as a revolution of the red stripe, aim-
g at the eods of the Rouges of I'rance, and
couducted after the principles of the Gospel ac-
cording to Jean Jacques, it may recommend 1t-
seif to the Garibaldians and partizans of the Ile-
velution, but it will forfeit all pretensions to the
sympatbies of the friends of freedom ; and will be
a5 obnoxious to Catholics as the cause of demo-
cratic revolution is in Italy, and throughout the
world, By the latest advices, per ‘Canada, the
malitary position of the contending parties re-
mained unchaonged ; and thougl the Poles must
by tius time have seen that meither France por
{Great Britain 1s likely to declare war with Rus-
sia on thewr behalf, they still seem determined to
vontinue the deadly struggle. The political
news {rom Europe 1s upimportant.

A lively discussion is still being carried on in
the Englhsh press respecting the action of the
(Goveroment 1 seizing upon the now famous
sieam-rams building 1 the Mersey. It is said
1hat the Sultan proposes becoming the purchaser
of these vessels for his navy, and this propesition
15 locked wpon as offering a very convenient
mode of escape from a somewhat awkward
ditemma. The Yankee preacher, H. W.
Beecher, had been lecturing in Liverpool before
large audiences ; bis remarks, however, seem not
to have been very well received, and he was
several times interrupted.

It is easier to mpote whal bas not, than what
has, heen effected during the past week by the
belhgerents on this Continent.  Charleston, for
inslance, has not been laken, and the obstacles to
the assatlants seem at every mowment lo be in-
creasing. There bas bheen no great balile be-
twixt Lee and Meade ; but we have had instead,
a series of marchings and counter-marchings,
which, as reported in Yankee telegrams, are per-
fectly weomprehensible.

His Lorpsuip THE BisHop oF MONTREAL.

Prelate who by the Grace of God and the favor
of the Holy See rules, and has so long and so
worthily ruled, over the Diocess of Montreal,
entered upon the sixty-fifth year of his laborious
life. The occasion was seized upon by the Ca-
tholics of this City, of all erigins, and an appro-
priate Address was presented to his Lordship, in
which they expressed their commpn sentunents
to their spivitual father. The ceremony wbich
was very imposing, took place in the Chrystal
Palace, and the full particulars shall appear m
our next. '

Tue JesuiTs AND THE ManiTovuy ls-
LAND INDIAKNS. — We thought that this affair
was settled, and the discussions thereon at an
end j seemg that the Government had recognised
the injustice of its conduct towards the Indians,
by ceding the claims of the latter, and by re-
tracing 1ts steps in the matter of the disputed
fisheries, the right to wiich is now virtually ac-
knowledged ta be with the Indians. Througl its
organ, the Quebec Mercury of the 20th of
August last, the Government admitted that the
latter had not been guilty of any offence of which
a court of faw could take cogmzance—that no
such offence, in fact, * had been commatted ;”
aud consequently, it followed logreally, that, if
no such oflfence had been committed, the Jesuts
were as guiltless in the eyes of the law as were
their spiritual children. Thus, we thought that
the matter was set at rest for ever; and that
tle ssme verdict wiich had acquitted the Indians
bad acquitted also the Jeswts, the spiritual ad-
visers of the Indizns, _

‘We were m error however. The Montreal
Witness, whose editor does not like the Jesuits,
returns to the charge io lus issue of the 15th
instant ; and as he is guilty of many aud griev-
our errors, both of fact and of logic, we trust
that we shall be pardoned if, in defence of our
Clergy we aguin revert to 2o unpleasant topic.
The Witness starts with an error in facl,
which of course vitiates all Ins argument. He
assumes throughout, thut the Indians are British
subjects, which is false in fact ; for they are not
¢ subjects” but « allies.” This is established
by the fact that tlie British Governmnent treats
with them as with a foreign and independent
race ; pow no Government does, or can treat
with 1ts own subjects ; aud therefore in entering
nto Treaties wilh them, the British Government
recognises the Indians as ¢ non-subjects.”

The error in fact, indicaled above, leads the
Witness wto gross error of logic. For having
falsely assumed that the Indians are British sub-
jects, he argues that they are therefore bound to
regulate their conduct towards oae another ac-
cording to British law. Thiss false; for the
Indians are not subjects but ¢ allies ;” and are
therefore bound to regulate their conduct to-
wards one another, not according to the maxims
of British law, but according to iheir own laws,
customs or traditions ; unless mdeed (hey have
by treaty with their ally Queen Victoria, ex-
pressly stipulated to the contrary, and volun-
tarily placed themselves in the position of or-
dinary British subjects. This prewised, we will
degcend to the parculars of the charges urged
by the Witness against the Jesuils.

He accuses the latter of baving exhorted and
incited the Iadmos of the Manitouhn Islands to
acts of violence agamst the whites, and the offi-
cials of the Canadian Government.

The second complaat is to the eftect thata
certan Chief Tche Ileeminak ~was by the In-
dians of Wequemikong, the agents of the Jesuit
Fathers, “ viclently ejected from his home; and
exiled in the wmter season.”

Now admitting, for the sake of argument, that
the taets of the case are by the, Watness report-
ed correctly, and in their entirety, we must not
at once accuse the Indians implicated, of having
acted illegally. Their conduct may have been
contrary to what British law would prescribe ;
but even so, that is not revelant, for the rela-
tions of the Indians towards one another are re-
gulated not by British Jaw, but by therr own
laws, customs and traditions—seeing that the
Indians are not British subjects, but * allies.”—
Therefore before the action of the Indians to-
wards the Clief with the unpronounceable name
can be justly censured as illegal, it must be
nroved to have been in viclation, not of British
Law—to which betwixt themselves and 1 the
arrangement of the affairs of thewr tribes, the In-
chans are not subject ; but m violation of their
own national laws, customs and tradiions; to
which alone, m all that relates to the distnbu.
tion amongst themselves of their laads, canoes
and other property, the Indian allies of Queen
Victoria ave subject. But if the Indins them-
selves were guiltless ot illegality, and even grant-
ing, for the sake of argument,-that mn what they
did they were acting under the advice of the
Jesuit Fathers, the accusation against the latter
falls to the ground,

Our rejoinder to the Witness in Yehalf of the
Missionaries whom he slanders, is, therefore,
this :—

1. The Government organ, the Mercury of
the 29ih Avgust last, admits that it  did not
appear that any offeace of which a court of law
could take cognisance had been committed.”*—
But 1n the absence of * any offence” or of tle
corpus delictt, the accusation agast both In-
dians and Jesuits must be abandoned.

2. We assert, and are prepared to prove,

! munity—the British Government has recognised

{he autonomy of the Iudiansin their relations
{owards one another : and therefore cannot con-
demn, as ilegal, because contrary te DBritish
Law, that which is inaccord with the national
faws, custows, and traditions of the Indians
themselves, in their dealings with ove another.
TFrom these premises we argue Lbat the expul-
sion and exile of Tche Heeminali on which the
Witness insists, was not an illegal act; and that
therefore, even if that act were counselled by
the Jesuits, which is not proved, the latter rnust
be held both morally and legally guiltless.

The insiouations respecting the death ot Mr.
Gibbard in which the Witness deals, are as
much beneath our notice as they are uvnworthy
of the respectable journalist. *To them there-
fore we cannot condescend a reply.

ARNING AND ITS EFFECTS ONX THE
OLD AND NEW WORLDS.

‘As was duly announced in our last issue a spe-
cial meeting of the St. Patrick’s Society was
held -at their rooms in the Place d’Armes, on
Monday evening, 19th inst. The chair was taken
by the President, T. McKenna, Esq., who an-
nounced that the meeting bad been convened for
the purpose of inaugvrating the literary exercises
of the Society for the ensuing season, and that
he was bappy te state that J. J. Curran, Jisq.,
B.C.L., Advocate, would deliver the introduc-
tory address. Mr. Curran bhaving appeared on
the platform was received with loud applause ;
after which he proceeded to deliver the very in-
teresting address of which we give a report be-
low." At the close of the address a vote of
thanks was unanuzously passed in favor of Mr.
Curran, embodying the request that he would al-
low it to be pubbshed n the TruE Wirxmss.
It affords us great pleasure to comply with the
request of the St. Patrick’s Society in publish-
ing the following report of Mr. Curran’s Address
on ¢ Trish Learning and its effects on the Old
and New Worlds.”

Mr. President avd Gentlemen—To procure the
bappiness of mankind, ought ever be the highest
pinnacle of buman ambition. No duty can bo more
noble, none more elevated, none so dignified, be-
cause man was qreated to be happy; therefore, in
performing thia duty, we second the views of Divine
Providence ; and in tending to ensute this happiness,
we falfill the firat precept of moralily, tbe primitive
injunction of the Christian Religion—** To love our
neighbor as ourselves.”

Man wus not destined to be happy, merely, ina
future sphere or era of existence, in a world to come,
after passiog throngh the present one, no; eveu in
this valley of tears, as it is sometimes called, tlere ig
such u tbing a3 pleasurable enjoyment ;——and if, us I
bave already stated, it is noble, elovated, and digni-
fied to procure for man bappioess in general, most
assuredly, no pleasure isgo preat, none 8o uoble,
none 8o dignified, rone so highly sud deservedly ap-
preciated as the happinéss conveyed to man's heart
through the medium of his intellect; and itis for
ihat reageu that in every country and in every clime,

. in the most remote ages, as well as in modern times,
those who enabled man firstly to know hia Creator,
secondly to nnderstand himself, and finally to appre-
viate, in a certain degree, by meuns of intellectuaal
cultivation, the beaunties, the secrets, the charms,
the riches and the pure enjoyments of the nature that
surrounds him, have ever been held in the higheau
estimation. (Applausze.) Thus we find that even in
the Republies of ancient Greece, men of learning
wers pratected or honored in the state—in the great
Roman Ewpire to be a philosopher, a renowned ora-
tor, & poet of merit, a distinguished man of letters,
was equal tn being a great general, and the names of
Virgil and Horsce and Cicero and Livy, are pot less
permanently engraved on the tablets of fame, than
those of Owmsar, Pompey, aad Mark Anthony Itis
needicss to speak of modern nations who, ove and
ail, place literary eminence amonpst the brightest
recorda of their national grandeur. Italy, Germany,
Tranze, Spain, and Britaio, even the New World is
85 proud of her men of letters as of apy other clase
of her citizems. But no natiot since the era of Chris-
tianity, can boest of such scholars, no people can
point with more pride to tbe intellectual gruatness
of her children throngh all the viciszitudes of times
and circumstauces, no country can boast of baving
procured for their fellow men, in such an emlnent
degree, that intellectual bappiness of which i bave
juat spoken, as poor old Ireland, the * Island of
Bzints and of Doctors.” (Cbeers.)

Of course, Mr, President, thiz dissertation, on the
plengure to be derived from inle!lectual cuilure is
altogether unnecessary, in apeaking to the audience
uow before me ; no people so much as the Irish ap-
preciate and profit by the advantages of learning,
even the wost illiterate [rishman, is an ardent admi-
rer of a cultivated miod and ao one is more ready to
bow at the shrins of genius—but, I chought it advi-
suble, to muke these fow introductory remarks Lo the
imwediate subject of my address this eveniog.
“ Irish learning and its effects on the old and new
Worlds.”

What a glorious !. what a mugnificent | what a de-
lightful gpectacle is nresented to our view, when we
€85t even a cursary glance at the history of Ireland
—what fenture more especialiy strikes our mind and
arresta our attention? I3 it the primitive gettlernent
of the country and the gradual progress of material
improvemenis? Isit the sangainary wars which
were waged during the primitive ages, whether
amongst the native princes, or againgt foreign foes 7
13 it the subsequept encounter between the native
aad their Danish invaders, or is it the final suruggle
of n heroic peeple batlling for national existence,
trumpled upon, persecuted, oppressed, nnd famished,
but never conyuered! (Cbeers.) No Genilemen,
these are no doubt striking pnwerfully, striking pas-
sages in the history of the lund of our forefathers, but
the prominent feniure in Irish history, i3 the great
love which the people always mauifested for learning
and science, a love only second to that which they
entertain for their religion.  (Applause)) What
indead could bs more wouderful than to see our litile
Istand in tho fur western sens, » mere epeck upon the
otenn, the grand locus when all the vays of leura-
inguad science weee concentrnied, apd whence they
beamed forth darting 1n all their effulgent brilliancy
and gesinl warmth over the fuce of enlire Xurope;
hor gore carrfing with thew not only (ke light of
the Goapel, into Guul wod Hispanin wnd even the
trangaipine regions, but a¢ the same time diftusing in
thelr path, (he leeraing which they bad acquired in
the schools of Lheir pative land, not only the know-
jedge of the language of the Ghareh, but the (reek
as well us the Lativ, sciencs ns well as litcrature
and alj 1be branches of s truly liberal education?
(Appluuse )

This 18 certainly & great, o glorious retrespect, —
ene which musl 61 onr very soule with joy, nnc
cauge to burn in our hearts o noble, o gexerous, and
8 patriotic pride. (Cheers.)

{Mr. Currsn bero devoted a few romarks to the
anciont poetry of ireland, more especially to the
pooms of the amopus Bards ; and in speaking of thiz
poriion of the subjeet, he said :—]

If we are 10 beliove competent judges, these
chaunts wern of & very high order of merit; nnd
some of the bold and war.like poems of those bards,
who intonated with all the force of the Irish lan-
gunge tbo chivalric exploi‘s of their Royal masters,
or the Princes to whose suites they were altashed,
are repregented ap possessiog #l! the vigorous expree-
giveness and plensing cadences of the most besuti-
ful passnges of Homer ; while, when they eang she
romeatic nmours of the pative princeeses, or the
eharming Irisb maidens, with nll the enchanting

mies, where thotsands of strangers flocked to be in-

the veil of ignorance was extended ‘over the fairest
portion of the Oontinent, and even in the sister

cation in every portion of the country, morth and
soutb, east and west, where hundreds of persons
were instructed and entertgined, many of them gra-
tuitously, through the benevolence of those who sus-
tained those estaplishments;—this is .the epoch
when the 0ld ¥orld derived the greatest advantage
from the schools of Ireland, whict then wes acknow-
ledged to hold, ns Mr. M‘Gee nsserts in hia popular
history of that country, the * Intellectunl lesgership
of Western Europe.! It was at this time that such
men as Columbanus, Gall, Jonas, Fiaere, 5t. Finian,
Colman, Sedulus, and Donatus the peet and theolo-
gian, and their disciples and colleagues, and fellow-
laborers left their native sbore, and abandoned all
the pleasures which every patriot feels and enjoys in
the land of his forefathers, to travel through France
and Spain, and penetrate even into Italy; and while
they preached the Gospel of Chriat, the truths of the
Christian religion—they disseminuted at the same
time knowledge and learning, they carried in ane
hand the torch of Christianity, and in the other that
of acience, illuminatiog with a pure aud holy light »ll
those who sat either in the durkuess of infidelity, or
in ignorance of the progress of intellectual cultiva-
tion, [Applause.] ’

But, uafortunately, while the Irish people were
thus enlightening nad evangelising the nations of
Europe,-a sad celamity was about to befall them-
selves. Vaat hordes of unciviliged barbariana from
the North of Europe poured into the island which
bad become renowned for its wealth and prosperity,
and a deudly struggle ensued between tbe invaders
nnd the invaded. Thbe mountains and valleys, which
bad formerly echioed the peaceful chiming of the
Convent bells, now resounded with all the din and
elamor of the battle field ; and nothing was spared
by the ruthless hand of the barbarisn: churches
were desecrated, monasteries were burned, and the
schools of learning established for the greater part
on the banks of rivers, in order that they migkt te
of ersy mecess to the atrangers who focked to thew
for inslruciion, were, on account of theie position,
the first to be attacked. The mounks and students
were driven from their peaceful retreats to the neigh-
boring monntains, there to seek shelter amid the
cragpy rocks and eaverns; and of all these noble
ingiitutions, with their valuable documents and
parchments, the fruits of centuries of the most learn-
ed ressarches, all that remained were a few bleak
unrecognisable ruius and smoking sshes, During
ke whole period of the wars which now succeeded,
the land of St. Patrick was enveloped in the dark-
est intellzctual obscurity ;—night succeeded dnuy ;—
tbe sun of learning set, as it were, behind the hills
of poor old Erin, but only to rise again with more
effulgent brilliancy, when the Danish hordes were
driven from the islund where they had commilted
guch vast depredations, but where they mei a people
in whom scholarship had oot extinguisbed the love
and appreciation of national existence. [Great
cheering.] .

At the period of this glorious victory we again
find the Irish scholars willing to begiun znew the
noble task in which they bad been interrupted, the
remnacts of their former literary greatness were care-
fully drawop from the ruins that sarrounded them,
and soocn we behold the noble cupolas of the
Irish schools again remriog their heads lowards
the heavens; and travellers may be seen wendivg
their way anxious to obtain that intormation, which
Ireland alone can afford, literature the arts and
sciences, nnd every branch of Jearning again flourisb-
ed as before. The Irish nation was thus making
onward strides ia the march of intellectunl great-
ness, when alus | new and more lamentable calumi-
ties befel her, But on this occasion gestiemen, ber
invaders were not the deluded and ignorant hordes of
Northern barbarians who had before infested ber
gxi. No, this time tke hand of desecration was
raised by those who bad been civilised, trained, and
¢ducated by the Irish people when in a stete of semi-
burbarism ; and with all the darkoess wiich charac-
terises ingratitade, their ouslaught was still more
fatal than that of their predecessors.

Gentlemen, we have arrived at the period of the
English invasion, and who among you i3 not aware
of the dark and sorrowtul page whick now occurs in
Irish History ? It is not necessary that I should
enter into the details of this sud period, suflice it to
say, that o veatige of that priroitive glory was al-
lowed to remaip, the sacrilegious hand of Lhe daxon
tore down alike the temple and the school, uod the
: fair fields of old Erin were once more stained with
| the blood of her muctyred children.

Here, no doubt, it would appear natural for you o
tell me that, although I have pointed out the great
eflects produced by Irish lenrning at the periods 1o
| which I huve just referred, we no Jonger find eminent
! men jssuing from Ireland to teach all nations; that
the lamp of learning seems to bave been totally ex-
tinguished there, and the land of our forefuthers, in-
stead of being the Island of Doctors, cna now lay
no claime whatsoever to iantellectunl superiority.
o the superficial observer, this may appenr to be all
perfectly true. But, Gentlemen, tue great mission
of the Irish race was not accomplished when it had
enlightened the old world in the 5th, Gtb, 7th and
8th centuries. No. The new world was next to be
the theatre of their labors ; and America, in the 19tk
century, owes the game debt of gratitude to Ireland
that Knrope did in the 8th. True—yes, unfortu-

by the oppressors of Ireland; but there was one
thing which persecwtion and famine could not extis-
guish, and that is, the noble fire of Irish genius.—
[Cheers,] No ; that genius could not bo extingnish-
ed even by the severa trials through which the na-
tion was forced to pass; and when the Irish emi-
geant. driven {rem his native land. found 4 bome in
this land of liberty, fraternity, and equality, in the
genial clime of democratic institations, be ere loug
felt within kim sometbing that impelled bim to great
deedas ; his beart cxpanded, bis intellect warmed, and,
while like bis glorious ancestors in the old world, be
sowed brondenst iu the land of Columbuns the seeds
of tbe true religion, he also iwpressed wpon the arts
and aciences and liternture of the country the im-
perishuble marks ot his Irish genius. [Cheera )
There is Dot 6 state in the neigiboring Union whe-
ther North or South which does oot poirt with pride
to men wliose names prove beyond s doubl, thut
they themsulves or their forefathera were the chil-
dren of old Erin. Look at the noble array of Pre-
lates that ndorn tha Catholic Hierarcay of Americs ;
Larn over the nages of American hiatory and you will
fnd that smongst the first of ber statesmen, orators,
and scholars, Jrisbmen stoud pre-emisent, and no
people more than the Irish have contributed towards
the advancement of intellectunl excellence on this
continent. Thus we view with pride the effveis pro-
duoced by Irish Jearniog in the old and cew worlde.

- They do
not, of course, deny how delighted they should
be lo see the three Powers assume a different
attitude towards Russia, but, as this is out of the
‘towards Russia, but, as this 1s out of the ques-
tion, particularly as regards England, they claim
at Jeast the recognition of their rights as belli-
gerents,  Untl that is done they declare that
the Powers who have lately interfered by nego-
tiation 1 their behalf, and who still express sym-
dathy with themn, are accomplices in the barbari-
ties of the Russtans, alnost as if they were openly
hostile 10 them. The 1nsurrection has been long
maintained under every inaginable disadvantage.
With hardly any resources irom abroad in men,
arms, or money, they have confronted and have
not rarely discomfited regular troops, supplied
with all that a great ewpire can command,
They have worsted their enemy in several en-
counters, and they still stand up against hun
with undiminished resolution. Having given the
best proofs to the world that they can light, and
assurances that they will fight to the last, they
demuad, 1f not material succour, at least that
which ts next to material succour—belligerent
nghts.  As they have showo how they can de-
fend a cause which 15 not Jess noble (han that for
which the Confederates are in arms, they beheve
they have a right to the same favor. They
contend that their title is as well founded for,
wiatever may be thought of the policy o1 the
possibility of affarding thein matenal assistance,
there is no dufference of opinion as to the justice
ol their canse, the extent of their wrongs, and
the imquity of their oppressors. They do not
see that the mere recogmuion of belligerents
would involve those who proclaimed 1t 1 a war
with Russin.  The recogmuon of the Confede-
rates has not been foliowed by war between
France and England and the Federal Govera-
ment; wvor would it in the present instance,
while the Poles would be placed on less unequal
terms with respect to the Rutsians,

It 1s said that the Freach Chanbers will open
«arlier than usval. 'LCley cannot open too early,
for the public are most anxious to learn some-
thing positive as to the line of policy the Empe-
ror way adopt with regard to Polish affairs, now
thut the negotiations are closed. How far they
are justified in believing that his policy, whatever
1t may be, will be more precisely defined or wore
stiictly controlled in consequence of tie increased
upposition, or whether the present feeling is a
symptom farourable to representative govern-
ment remains to be seen.  Iu the meantime what
is catled the party of action are blowmy the war
trumpet louder than ever.

In
order that the second ewpire might enjoy peace,
a modification of (he situation was necessary.—
The wars with Russia and Austria were wars
against the treatiés of 1815, but we did not ven-
"ture to hope thal a new breach would be made
in them by the action of diplomacy. Leord
Russell has made one. A conference of the
Great Powers would have been-a seitence of
death in the treaiies of 1815, We do not kuow
the result of this in the lot of Poland ; but, after
all, the treaties were more an obstacle to, than
a guarantee of, peace. The less they count for
w the European balance the greater chances the
general interest will have of righting uself with-
out disturbanre on an equitable basis.

It has been noticed just now,asa symplom
ot the grawing boldness of French journalism 10
handling deliate subjects, that M. Emile de
Girardin has not scrupled to reply thus vigorously

The man was
led up several flights of stairs and the bandage then
taken from hiz eyes. He was then ordered to make,
in the wall of the chamber in which he found himself,
a hole sufficienty long and wide to contain a goffia,
The mason at firat refused, but, being menaced with
death, he performed the work required. When he
he hiad finished, an empty coffin was brought from
another room, and A% the aame time a young woman
handsomely dressed, wa3 dragged in, straggling vio-
lently. She wus farced tuto the coffin, the lid screw-
ed down, and the coffin placed in the recess, which
the mason sltill under inenaces of death, was com-
pelled to close up, so that nothing cculd be seen.

M. Marc Monnier supplies the Revue des Deux
Mondes with a highly interesting account of the Inst
great discovery made at Pompeii, dnring the ex-
cavations undertaken by Cavalier Fiorelli — the
corpses of the noforturate Pompeians whom the
lava stream surprised in their flight, and whose
forms and features are preserved in the nttitude in
which death overtook them. The bodies, or rather
tha lave monld which covers them, are now to be
scen at the Musenm, and striking photographs of
them hnve been transmitted o Parig; they give,
however, by no meuns so effective a deseription as
the nccount of M. Marc Monnier, He says:—One
day in a littie street, under a bheap ot stones aand
rubbish, a vacant place was dizccvered, at the bot-
tom of whick appesred something looking like bones.
M, Fiorelli was snummoned in haste, and he conceiv-
ed & luminous idea, He poured in some liquid plas-
ter, and the ssmo operntions was perfotmed at other,
points where bones had been likewise discovered:
aod a3 sonn as the plaster burdened the mounld was
lifred with the grentest precautions, and on the hard.-
encd ashes and lava being removed four corpses ap-
peared. They are naw at the Museum, and no more
striking sight is it possible to beboid. They are not
statues, but human bodies moulded by Vesurius, and
preserved from deeay by thatenvelope of Javs which
reproduc s the clothes, the flesh, nay almost even
the appearance of life, The boues vroteude hcre
and there whure the molten liquid did not completely
cover the limhs, Nowwcre does apything like this
occur. The Egyptian mummics are anked, black,
hideous. They appear to bave notbing in comwon
with humnnity ; they are dressed cut by tha Egypt-
ian undertaker for their eternal repose—the exbumed
Pompeianz sre buman beings in th: act ot dying. —
One of the bodies is that of a woman, near whom
were found 91 silver coins, two silver vases, some
keys, and & few jeweis. She was flying, earrying
her nipst valunble commodities with ber, when she
fell in the little street  She may be seen lyicg on
her left side. Her head-dress, the uissue of her
clothes, and two silver riogs ou her finger, ean he
casily detected. One of the hands is broken, nnd
the cellulnr structare of the boues exposed to view ;

enteced the flesh, The whole body appears twallen
and contracted ; the legs alone —the rounded and
delicale outline of which as not suffered—are
atretched out.
