all.this covertly end insidiously, professing, at’ the
same time, to be the ememy of prosoiytism in the
schools, and to be anxions o give fair’ play to Ca.
tholieca. Now, this being the case, i3 it not our
duty to watch over the education of the risiog gen-
eration with a jealous eye ?-—chould we notlook
with great suspicion, and even with fear on the
mixed system declared by Dr. Whately, oze of the
most acute reasoners of our times, to boe the fittess
eagine for supplacting the true faith, and undermin-
ing the true Church {—and skould we not izsist on
having Oatholic schools, Catholic colleges, and a
Catholic University, in order tha: we may notfall
into the 2t prepared for us by men of boasted libe-
rality, who pretend to be fighting for us with one
hand, but who are laboring for our destruction with
the other and the bstter huid, and perfiliously as-
gailing us with their pojsoned shafts, when we are

fine, make every sacrifice tc preserve our youth from
that spirit of ratiovalism and infidelity which is now
5o prevalent in many public colleges, and of which
we have proofs in the works of Protestant bishops,
in essays and reviews, and in the writings of Uai-
versity professors mpon the eternity of the pairs of
hell, and other fundamental truths of the Christian
religion.

And here lot us add that though the open ozes
mieg of Catholic educstion are powerfulscd dan-
gerous, yet profended friends, with hypocritical
deciarations on their lips, but with eumity and
hatred in their hearts, are more to be dresded, be-
cause they lull many into o fatal security, are moro
to be dreaded, becanss they lull mapy mto a fatal
security, and excite divisions amongstus, Howerver,
88 we bave ajust canse, seeking for nothing but tobe
placed on & footing of equality with others, and not
interfering with iheir juat claims or opposing them ;
neither the violeace of fanaticism and digetry, nor
frangz abd hypocrisy of falss friends, will prevail
against ug, aud we may be coafident that, provided
we ect with firmness and perseverance, and be
guided in all things by the spirit of justice and
charily, we shall obtain all we require,

To render our success quite certsin, we must re-
commend our cause to Heaven, and we ¢annat do
anything better calculated to make our praysrs effi-
cacious, than by putticg them under the protection
of our own seaiats, and bogging of our patrons to
present them at the throce of the Almigkty, and to
support them by their powerful intercession. ’
‘We ghsll have an opportoaity of ecting in this way
on one of ouar great national festivals in a few days,
when the Church invites u3 to commemorate tke
virtues and goed works of the Patroness of Ireland,
the glery and ornament of our nation, S. Brigid of
Kildare, whose sanctity illustrated our country, even
whilst 8. Patrick was still engsged in banishing
idolatry and superstition frem its shores,

I ghall not, on the present ocecasion, refer a$ any

lergth to the history of 8. Brigid ; suffice it to say,

thay she was born of a noble family of Leinster,

abou$ the year 455, and that daring her whole life,

from youth to old age,ghe shed the lustre of the

brightest virtaes around her, edifying all those who

approached her by huomility, patience, obedience,

contempt of earthly things, love of the apgelical

virtue of purity, faith, charity, and zeal for tho sal-

vation of souls. Inall things ahe was a model of
perfection ; she knew nothiog but Jesus Ohrist acé
Him orucified, and her only desire wns to promote
the glary of God amcng men. Being animated with
80 pure n 9pirit, cur eaint was blessed in a special
manaer by Heaven ; all her undertakings prospered.

She founded monasteries in every part of Ireland.

Innzmerable virging followed her in the profession

of the evangelical counsels of poverty, obedience,
and chastity; she was like & fruitful vine that
covered the land with the exaberance of its branches,
and refreshed it with itz shade ; in fine, by her teach-
ing and example she 8o moulded the character of the
females of Ireland that they have ever been remark-
able for the purity of their lives, and-anxiety in
every age to devote themselves to a roligicns life, and
tha gervice of God in the cloister, :

- Having spent a long life in the practice of virtues
and good works, 8. Brigid terminated her mortal
career in Kildare, her principal monsstery, and the
piace whero she generally resided, sabontthe rear
525, in the seventieth year of her age. Her death
was that of the just ; her memory has been always in
benediction ; and our ferefathers were so filled with
admiration of her virtues and good waorks, and
formed 8o exalted anp idea of her dignity, tbatin
their writings they, frequently compared her to the
great Virgin Mother of God, whom they were accas-
tomed to invoke a3 the glory of Jerusalem, the
beanty of the world, the powerful mistress of heaven
and earth, and ttey did not hesitate to call Brigid
the Mary of Ireland, and to inveke her jointly with
the Mother of God in their prayers. We have an
example of this in an old pocem preserved in the
Leabbar Breac :—* Every one thet hears, every one

that repeats this hymn, the Blessing of Brizid be on
him, the blessing of Brigid and of God ba upon them
who recite it together. There are two virgins in
Heaven who will not give me a forgetful protection,
Mary snd Brigid; under their protection may we
remain.’

The name of Brigid, aftor she had terminated her
mortal career, soon became celebrated not oaly in
Ireland, but in England and Scotland ; in many parts
of the Ountinent you will meet with ancient and
gplendid churches erscted in her honor—they are
met with in the islands of the nortb, on the banks of
the Rhiue and the Elbe, in many provinces ot France,
and in the valleys of the Appenines.

On account of her residence in Kildare, and be-
canse her relics were there preserved, that town be-
came a place of pilgrimage, continually visited by
gtrangers from other districts of Ireland, end from
the remotest parts of Europe, anxioue to merit the
prayers and the protection of oor great saint. A
very anoient Irish historian, Cogitogus, in his life of
our patroness, gives a long description of the Charch
of that once flourishing city, and of the relica it con-
talned, which were preserved with the greatest care
and veneration. There, says the writer, the bodies
of Bishop Conlseth and the holy virgin 3. Brigid
reposed, on the right and left of the decorated altar,
deposited in monuments adorned with various em-
bellishments of gold and silver bhanging from above
— & custom that prevailed from oarly times in many
churches of Italy and of other parts-of Europe.

The charch eccupied a spacious -aren; its height
wag very great ; it was adorned with pictures; thers
were within it three large oratories, separated from
each other by partiticns, decorated with figures or

.of Kildare Giraldus Oam-
brensis describes.a manascript, of :the ' Gospels, Bup~
posed to have beén written'in the-time of S. Brigid.
¥ Among all the marvels of Kildare,’ says that writer,
¢ to my mind none i5 more marvellous than the won-
droas book written (at vhe angel’s bidding iv is said)
during the lifetime of the virgin herself. This book
containg & concordance of thefour Evangelists, ae-
¢ording to Jerome, and almost évery page ig enriched
‘with figures of divers forms, and variously brilliant
with: brightest colors, Here you msy behold the
Divine countenance itself, imaged in awful majesty;
there the Evangelists’ mystic shapes, now with six
wings, now with two ; in one place the eagle, in an-
other the oz ; here the man's face, there the lion's,
and other figares almost infinite in their variety. If
you glaace at them but lightly they appear rather
an unseemly blot than an elaborate tracing, But if
you bend your gaze more fixedly upon thets, and
pierce the secrets so skilfuily veiled by the artist's
cratt; you will discover interlacings so delicate and
gabtile,so finished and glender, wound togsther, and
tied in a maze of knots so intricate, and withal so
clearly traced in colorsg, still fregh, that you sre
moved to nttribute the entire work to the industry of
angels rather than to that of men. So far Giraldus.
The manuscripts of which™ lie writes are's proof of
the advanced state of the arts.at an early period in
Ireland, whilst thay beer testimony to the piety and
zeal with which our forefathers adorned, preserved,
and studied the sacred volumes,

The ravages cf time, and still more the tury of
heresy and errcr, bave swept away rlmosi
every vestige of the ancient grandeur of the church
described by Cogitosas, apd S. Brigid's beautiful
copy of ‘the Gospel boa been Iost or destroyed ; but,
ibanks be to God, to the protection of our koly
patroness, the people of Kildare, and of =il Ireland,
have preserved the most precious of all treasures—
the true faith, and an vandying attachment to the
Catholic Chureh ; they still know how to vecerate
the relics of departed sanctity ; they stiil glory in
being able to participate in the mystical barquet of
the Body and Blood of our Lord Jesas Cbrist; snd
thay still 1everence and respecs the sacred words of
revelation, and without following the deceitful
phantpms of private jucgment.

In the life of our saint several facts are recorded
which capnot fail to egify those who meditate on
them. It appears that, such jvas her zeal for the
decorum of the house of God, she ssnt to Romse for
rich vestments to bo used in offering up tke Holy
Sacrifice of the Mass. But ber biographer teils ns,
that ¢ she followed the example of the most blessed
Job, and never suflered the needy to pass without a
gift? Hence, in a season of great distress, he adds,
that ¢ ghe gave o the poor the transmarins and rare
vestments of Bishop Conlaeth, of glorious light,
which he was accustomed to use when offering the
sacred mysteries at the altar, on the festivals ot our
Liord and the vigils of the Aposiles” What a noble
exercige of charity ! what an encouragement to the
practice of that virtue in days of misery and distress,
such as those in which our lot i3 cast!

At s period like the present, when the Holy See is
assailed on every side by enemies, and nothing ia
left undone toshake the solid foundation on which
Christ bailt His Chureh, it will not be out of place to
refer to the devotion which £. Brigid entertained
for the successors of 8. Peter, and to her veneration
for the' city which waa purpled by the blood of the
Apostles S. Peter and 8, Paul,and of innumerable
martyrs, In a metrical life of our saint, written in
the severth century, by 8. Coclan, of [nniskeltra, we
fin: it recorded that S. Brigid wes desirous to pro-
ceed to the city of Rome, but that as this journey
wag impossible for her, she wa3 blessed by God with
a heavenly vision, in which she was present in apirit
at the Apostles’ shrines, and assisted at the Holy
Sacrifice which was offered up over their hellowed
remains, Wishing that the rites seen in the vision
should be observed ia her convents, she sent a priest
to visit the Pontiff in her name, and to ba instructed,
at the 3ame ‘ime, in the practices and ceremonies o
the holy city ; and this delegate of our eaint hav.
ing tarried some time in Rome, bromght back to
8, Brigid and her bholy nuns of Kildare many
gifts from the Vicar of Christ, and with them the
liturgical books and sacred - chant, according to the
rites practised in the centre of Christianity, which
rites S, Brigid banded down to her followers, with
injunotions that they should be always studied and
observed, Thus was maintained the uniformity of
the Irish liturgy with that of Rome, whence Saiat
Patrick had received the doctrines and practices of
of religion. Having read this account, may we not
ask, would S. Brigid bave acted as she Gid, had she
not been animated with the same feelings of respect
and devosion towards the Holy See which sll the
Catholics of Ireland entertain at the present day ?

In the same metrical life of S. Brigid, by S, Coolan
of Inniskeltra, just quoted, there is a passage refer-
ring to the Bleesed Euchariss, which showas the pro-
found veneration of our saint for that holy sacra-
ment. ¢One night’ says the biographer, ¢ whilst the
Sistess were engaged In prayer, S. Brigid was rapt
in ectatacy, and saw tho earth and heaven filled with
youths, who were dressed in germents of angelical
whiteneas. Cbrist, the King of kings, was enthroned
on high, whilst the assembled multitude galbered
round His throue, and intoned the sacred canticle—
‘Holy, holy, boly, is the Lord of hosts” Heaveuly
music accompanied this hymn of praise, and the an-
gelleal choirs re-echoed the respective alleluiag.—
This vision filled our seints with epiritual joy, though
at tbe moment ske did not understand the scemes
that passel before her. Butat dawn of day the
mystery was unfolded to her ; for then the holy bi-
shop Iba~ ¢came to her cell to offer up the Holy Sa-
crifice of the Mass,’ in which the King of king: sur-
rounded by myriads of angels, condescends to come
and dwell on our altars, apd those scenes are re-
newed on earth, which were presented to our smint
a8 occnrring in Heaven.

In connexion with this vision, we shall add that
another ancient bivgrapaer of S. Brigid comme-
morates on the prophslic announcement made by ber
to S. Nenaihd, that on her deathbed she was to re-
ceive from his hand * the communion of the Body snd
Blood of our Lord Jesus Chnist ;! and that in the same
text her last communijon is called the  divine viati-
cum. It is added, that immediately - before her
death ¢ ghe received the Body ant Blood of our Lord
Jegus Christ, the Son of the living God, from the
most pute hand of S Nennihd, as she herself bad
predicted.’ When we read such passages in tha life
of our saint, must we not look with pity on the folly
or infatuation of some modera writers, who pretend
tnap tue anciect Churca ‘of Iréland was Protestant,
and that its doctrines were identical with those held
by the modern Anglican Establishment. . * o

We shall now add-one more incident in.the lifs o
8. Brigid. On one occasion, rapt in:ecsiacy, she
thought she wes standing alone in 8 meadow, en-

History tengches us that what was revealed to S.
Brigid, has been fulfilled., For centuries after she
bed been called to an eternal crown, virtne, piety,
eanctity, and religious perfection, as woll as the artg
and sciences, fixed their abode-in this remote cornet
of the earth, and found it in 8 refuge from the con-
valsions with which the Continent of Eurcpe was
then agitated. Bul after that golden eram of oor
history, Ireland had to undergo many sad vicissitudes
of fortune, each &3 the Danish and Norman invasions,
the dovastations of the sixteenth century, penal laws
and persecations, which swept away our conveats
and institutions, and covered the land with ruin and,
devastation. The fierce and barbareous men, who
plonghed with the black oxen, were too suceessful in
laying waste the rich harvests which had sprung up
under the fostering care of our early saints. Kildare
once sanctified by the presence und virtze of 8 Brizid,
was reduced, in the course of ages, to a heap of ruins,
The relics of our saints were taken from their last
resiing-places, and sacriligecusiy scattered to the
winds by tbe Vandals of the Reformation, and every-
thing was done to root out from the hearts of our
people that faith which S. Patrick bad sreached, snd
our saint had itlustrated by her piety rnd good works.
Bav thanka to the Almighty, all the eforts of the
powers of darkness were vain; the good seed was
not toially eradicated ; the faith of Ireiand was not
destroyed. S. Brigid and S. Patrick have watched
over it, and preserved the sacred fite through zges of
desolation ; and now that bettar days bave recarned, i
tkough the sad effects of the past are still felt, the
same feith is working through charity, nrodueing the |
novlest fruits of every virtus, anad covering the coua-
try with convents, monasterjes, colleges, schoois, aad !
asylum3 for the relief of every sort of human misery, !
and doing everything to make Ireland agsin what it |
hed been made by the bernevelent man clothed inf
white garments, who were seen by 8. Erigid in ber |
first vision.

On the recurrenco of the approaching festival of |
our patrouess, Irequeat of you all o approach the
tbrone of the Almighty with bumble and conuite!
bearte, and to bog of him to raise our poor country !
from her faljer state, to preserve us from tha cattie !
plague, the cholera inundations, war, fimice, and i
other scourges of ths Divine angers with which so |
many nations have been severely afilicted during the 1
last year.

It is not neceseary to remind you of what oar gio-

the patrimony bequeathed to him by his venerable

The Irish Times of the 25th ult. contains the
following obituary notice of the good old Provost
Mecdonnell: .

Itis our painfut duty to record the death of the
venerable and venereted Dr. Rickard MacDonnell,
Provost of Trinity College, Dublin. His death took
place at two o'ciock yesterdsy morning at the Pro-
ve3v's houze. Duriog the past week ne suffered from
slight il!ness, ot sufficient to cause any apprehension
of a fatal terminntion, but ths intense severity of the
weather affected & frame which advanced age hrd
already weekened.

The late Provost obtaimed scholarship in 1803,
Fellowship on the first trial, and at the early sge of
21, in the yeer 18C8. He became Professor of
Oretory in 1815, and wes co-opted 23 Senior Fellow,
November, 1826, having fulfilled the duties of &
Tellow for pearly thirty years. He was appointed
Provost Japuary 24th, 1852, and by a sicguiar
coincidence, died on the anniversary of his appoint-
ment, Attached Lo the Universityin which he had
held so influential & position, ke preferred to remsin
emidat the society bhe loved to the digoity of the
Episcopate, offered to him by successive Govern-
ments.

NEWS OF THE WEEE,

‘We are still without any well autheaticated
facts as to the cause, pature and extent of the
Tiots in Ireland, which were last week announeed
by Atlantic Cable as a Fenian outbresk ; and
we are thence led to. the cooclusion- that the

" whole affair has been grossly exaggerated, and that
the riots were of a very trifling character indeed.
The reposrt that Stephens was engaged therein
is contradicted, and it is dented that he isin Ire-
land. Where the man is, what he 1 doing,
or what he intends to do, nobody seems to
kaow.

" Wemay hope that as the riots have been
suppressed without the least difficulty, without
loss of life, -or any serious injury to property,
the Government will not find itself obliged to have
Tesource to any‘extreme punishments upon the
captared rioters, The period for the suspension
of the Habeas Corpus act has in consequence of
~ this unfortunate business, been prolonged, and
- the authorities have announced their determina-
tion to deal with all alieas engaged m acts of
bostihty agamst the Queen, as with pirates.

The news of these riots in Ireland, paltry as
they seem to have been from the meagre ac-
counts as yet transmitted to us, caused much ex-
citement amongst the Yaokee Fenians, ' who
Jooked upon them as the commencement of the
Jong threatened uprising of the lnsh agast the
British Government.

w favor of a2 measure which 1s Jooked upon as
preliminary to the severance of a political con-
nection not profitable, ard often very dangerous
to the people of Great Britain, Some changes
in the Quebec scheme have been made, at the
request appareatly of the Colonial delegates
t hemselves, since we may well believe that in the
Imperial Legslature. the ocly feeling towards
these Provinces is, a desire to get rid of them
altogether, as honorably and as speedily as pos-
sible. They profit Great Britain neither mate-
rially nor morally. Oa the contrary, they
‘weaken her military resources in that they ab-
sorb a large portion of her small army; 2nd
from therr exposure to attaeks, and their long
open frontier, they vite -their neighbor to as-
sufe an attitude towards Great Britain, which
tbat Power would not for one moment tolerate,
were 1t zot for its exsting relations with Can-
ada. Whatever may be true of Colonies in
general, it s not true that distant Colonies, con-
stantly exposed to attack from an unscrupulous
and powerful neighbor, as are these Provinces—
are a source of profit to the mother country, or a
source of strength, either moral or material, to the
nation that owns them. -

Had the British Government really desired to
preserve its North American Provinces, it would
during the late war betwixt the Northern and
S outhern States, bave reeognised, conjointly
with France, the independence of the latter. In
refusing to do so, in spite of tbe reiterated de-
mands of France, it virtually abandoned all its
North American possessions, or at all events
made that abandonment evitable. The policy
adopted during the war may have been wise and
just ; but that it was a policy incompatible with
the perpetuation of British rule on tius Continent,
no one but an addle-pated fool could have tailed
to perceive. 'The most short-sighted of politi-
c1ans must have seen from the first, that the poli-
tical independence of Canada was iseparably
bound up with the pohtical independence of the

‘Confederate States.

But it is too late now to talk of what mught,
or of what should have been done; and all that
now remains for Great Britain, 1s to get rid of
her N, American Provinces as speedily, and with
as little loss of moral prestige, as possible. The
so-called *¢ Confederation” of those Provinces
presents the meaos for accomphshing tlus: and
it 15 therefore eagerly grasped at by men of ail
parties.

From this similarity of phenomena, from this
moral identity of modern non-Catbolic cemmuni-
ties ard of heathen Rome, riay we not also con-
clude to a similanity of destiny ? to the approach-
ing physical, as well as te the actual morals
decadence of the first—just as the Roman satirist
foresaw from the general dissolution of manners,
the inevitable break up of society? May we not
at least cenjecture that this morally corrupti race
will be pusbed from its seat of empire by one
more vigorous, and of purer morals ; that in short
the descendants of the Catholic Celts, if they re-
main true to their ancestral faith, to their father’s
creed, and the parity of their mothers—are des-
t ined ere long to take the place of the descend-
ants of Enghsh Puritans, and to rule as ‘masters
there where bitherto they bave been to often
d espised as drudges, and treated a3 slaves ? We
think so.

In the hour of her material greatness,
when her star of Empire bad just culmm-
ated, when the whole kpown world stood
bushed in the presence of Cwsar, when bot
a whisper, not a breath was to be heard,
disturbmg the tremendous majesty of the
Roman peace—then did this sterility of the
nuptial couch, reveal to the world the bideous,
hopeless moral corruption of the world’s masters :
from whence the moralist could easily conclude
to the mevilable national decadence of Romes
and the coming vengeance of an outraged God,
The same phénomenon, the sterility ‘ot the nup-
tial couch amongst the rich—aurato lecto—re.

peats itself in the New England States of to-day :
we see the same agencies at work in Massachu-
setts as those which were ~adopted in Rome to
frustrate. the Jaws of God : and we may therefore
reasonably anticipate for the long domibant class
m tie tormer, the same fate as that which be-

‘the number of deaths with the American portion, for
many years, excéed the births,” If we’incldde the
foreign element it 19 not so. ~ Their families have two
or three times as mhny-children as the number of
American families, Therecords in Lowell show that
for some time among the American popalation there
hag been every year more deatha thau births by about
one hucdred. In'the town of Dunatable, made up
almost wholly of American families, the record for
five years shows more deaths than births, and withic
twenty-five years the population has been reduced by
over 150 persons. On tue other side ot us in the to0wn
of Wilmington, made up mostly of American families,
there have also been more deatha than births, and
this town reports less jnhabitazts now tban it bad
fifteen yeara ago. :

#I1is about two hundred years since the settle-
ment of thege towns, and their history will inclode
some 5ix generations, Now, from aciual examination,
1t is fonad- that tke families compoging the first gene-
ration had, on an average, between eight and ten
children ; the next three generations average about
seven to each family ; the Gfth generation abont four
and a half, and the sixth generation less than three
for each family. The generation now coming is not
doing go well as that. What a changse gs to the size
of the family now and in those olden times! Then
large families were common—~ncw it is the exception;
then it was rare to find marritd persons having only
one, two, and three children, now tis very common!
Then it was regarded asa calamity for & married
couple to have no childres, bat now we find sgch
celamities on every side of us—in fact, they sre’
fashionable ! :

' From & c8nsus of the State taken in 17165—juat one
hucdred years ago—I find that almost nne-haif of the
population in these towng was uuder 15 years of age,
bu: now there is not one-fifth of the American popu-
lation made up from this class. Qace the schools in
these towns did not lack for,good material, but now
in some of the districts compossd whoily of American
families, you ecan scarcely find children enongh to
make a respectable school in point of nombera. If
this diminution of childreu is to continue, what is to
be the result ? If there shall continne to be every
year more deaths than births—if the families now
upon the atage average lega than three childrea each,
and these in each successive generation have on an
averaga a less and less number—if only abor* three-
fifths of those born ever live 1o reach adult life, tosay
nothing about the decrease ic the number of mar-
ringes—is it not pretty evident that the Yankoe race
is deatined to run out? Beside, this diminution is
bereafter to take place far mors rapidly than it has
in pnst years, When the natural increase faila every
yesr more and more to make good the original pro-
docing stock, thereby catting off contioualiy the
supplies, the vpopulation will diminieh {aater than
ever,

 Ag a furiher proof of the declension of the uative,
and the increase of the foreign p~pulation, tae fact ie

{cited that In 1860 thers were 33,445 births in the

State, of which more than balf were foreign; that is
260,000 foreignera produced more children than
nearly a million Yankees, In 18g4 there were 6,000
more Qeaths than births among the Americang in the
State.

Coming down to 1865 we fiod the foreign
race increasing at & stll greater ratio, as may be
seen from the acnexed paragrapb, which we clp
from an article in the Pittsourg Catholic, en-
titled the Babies of Boston :—

Qus of 5,275 children, the entire number born in
1865, only 1,306, or 24,75 per cent, had pareants who
were both natives of the United States, Both parents
of 3,255 cbildren, or 61.%70 per cent, were foreign
born ; and the whole number of instances where ons
or both parents were foreign born, were 3,941, or 74.71
per cent, while the birtha of chirdren of Irish parenis
made 48.35 per cent over the ratio of 1864.

This exbibite an extraordinary state of affairs—
almost two-thirds of the entire number of cbildren
born ip ope year from foreign born narents, and
nearly one-half the entire number descendants from
Irigh emigrants. We are not told how many of those
Boston parents who had children last year were
Catholics, but taking the sbove figures as a guide,
and bearing in mind that the Irish in this coantry
generally belong to our religion, while a feir
proportion of all foreigners Dprofess the same taith,
we may reasonably conclude that ont of the whole.
numbsr of children who were added to the ponulation
of Boston in 1865, at least on# half were baptized in
the Oatholic Church.

There 13 not a medical men in the New England
States but what knows that his serv.ces are at
least as much tn request to destroy life, as to
preserve life ; there is scarce a Protestant news-
paper published that does not show from its ad*
vertisemenls, how extensive, and how lucrative
is the practice of child murder in North America.
The same fact 15 proclaimed by the above pub-
lished statistzcs ; and as its cause lies exclusively
in the moral order, and as there 15 a0 prospect of
any moral reformation amoungst that class of
New England’s population which is remarkable
for the sterlity of 1ts marriage unions, we may,
we say, safely conclude that it is doomed to ex-
tinction, and that it will be replaced by a more
moral, and therefore more prolific race.

remember, sir, that Anpasias and Sapphira feli
dead at the feet of Peter! Axd, remember, too,.

and Iet Thy enemies be scattered - let those that
pate Thee, fiee from before Thy face I

Of course, when we come to meditate on the
matter, the legislatioe that framed such aa cath
was wise in 1ts generation. It was a state neces-
sity 3 and every body koows and must admit that
right and Justice and eternal law ought to go by
the board in such a coatingency. And the state
necessity that made Mr, Bethune’s oath—that
immortal (without any admixture of ") Raosi-
paute upon whose skeleton ribs so many parsons
have canterec tato fat bicths on this carth and,
perhaps, warm ones 1o another regton—that state
necesaty, I say, was this:— '

ond, Harry's extravagance and a pious desire to
givo Englishmen a taste of the blessings of work-
houses made him covet the Church property.

Elizabeth coveted the English crown with a
conscientious conviction that illegitimacy would add
vastiy to its lustre.

This was the state necessity, and certainly that
man must be very unwise, nay rash, who would
dare question it.  But, for all this, I ymague, 1t
must be a very uncomfortable sort of cath, It
isa kind of Reformation Magna Charta, yet,
very, very different from the old document which
the Papist Langton gave Englishmen. 7ts letter
should be always printed in bloed, for there are
terrible associations coanected with it. Tyburn
and its haogings, drawings, quarterings, howi-,
lings, boilings, &e., &e., &ey, overshadows that
oath. The greatest, most illustrious and most
virtuous names in Englsh listory loom up about
the oath and point thewr bloody and mutilated
fingers at the monster with thrilling significance.
We see the oath bebeading England’s greatest

strangling, cutting and burning the life out of the
great Campion ; slaughteriog tbousands hnd
thousands of the holiest and purest of Eoglishmen
—men for whose honored heads, Cato, pagan
though be was, would bave voted a crown, yet
for whom the aath had but a-—gallows’; hundreds
like him see it, still it remains 1t not a necessity
of state, at least a rubric of thew so-called ordi-
nation. Any one who bas iead Poe’s lyrics will
remember the weird fancy, of s heart never-
more going out Irom the shadow the raven made
upon the floor. Surely the oath’s shadow should
cloud forever the heart aid mmnd of bim who
dares pollute the pure awr of heaven withits
devilish echoes. 'The “ Raven” came from the
“ dark Plutoman shere.” Perbaps the same
bird of ill-omer brought the oath to the upper
world. It smells hornibly of the Styx.

1 bave a proposition to enunciate : That reli-
gion for the mamtenance of which a lie is neces.
sary, cannot be-inspired by the Toly Ghost.

Now the oath, a notorious lie, 13 necessary for
the maintenance of a bishop 1n the state of ortho-
dox Protestantism, otherwise it would aot be
copsidered incumbent on the * well-beloved” to
take it. And as the last appeal of Anglicanism
18 to the majority of diskops, and as all must take
the oath, that religion may be justly considered
as holding the oath pecessary for its maintenance.

He has'the night to demand
the full legal benefit of that verdict, in that he
shall never again be put in peril of bis life on the
cbarge of baving murdered his sister. This be
may ask, bt no more ; be cannot expect that that
verdict shall 1n  any. maoner influence, favorably
or unfavorably, the opinons of the public, upon|
b1s guilt or mnocence.

But there is acotber charge—that of cruelly
towards his young helpless sister—on which he
has not been tried, on which no jury has pro-
nounced any verdict, bat on which a verdict
strong and unamious has been pronounced by the
public. The Rev. M. Babia baving been ar-
raigned, and put upon lus trial before the couatry
on the charge of baving murdered his sister, has
“ not been found guilty,” of that parucular of-
fence, and has in consequence been dischargeds
now and for ever, from all legal pursnit on that
powmt; and en this trial, this verdiet andits

able or unfavorable.

Qa the other charge—that of gross crueity to
Lis sister—the Rev. M. Babin stands convicted
by his own testimony : and if this testimeny be
false, if -therein aught untrue have been insinuat-
ed, or aught true bave been repressed, so that an
unjast verdict has been recorded agawst mm,
iie, apd be alone, 15 to blame. e tells us bim-
seif that, of a dark night, in the middle of the
road, he handed over bts young sister to the ten-
der mercies of a man of whom he entber kaew
nothing, or kiew everyibug that was bad; that
no person of her owe ses, no wmale relative ac-
cowmpanied the ushappy girl, 1o be a check upon
the tust or brutality of the blackguard to whomms
in the dead of night,and wilhout wilnesses, he, a
minster of the Gospel, gave absolute control
over a young and helpless sister ; that he did not
even so iuch as know where, or to what kiod of
a house, the poor-girl was to be taken; nothing
of the people with whom she was thenceforward
to associate. This is the story whicu the Rev,
M. Babin put forward 1o s defence, or atsll
events, which he allowed others to put forward
for him j and accepting that stary as true—
mounstrous, incredible almost as it must appear,
to every brother, to every man not lost to every
sentiment of bumanity and decency—the public
came to the unanimous conclusion that it mat-
tered little, morally, whether the brother who
could so act towards a helpless sister, whether
the man who could so outrage female modesty,
did, or did not, thraw the poor girl iato the river
with his own bands.  This may be a barsh ver.
dict ; but it cansot be cancelled uzul the falsity

of the Rev, M. Babin’s own explanations be es-
tablisbed, until his own version of the affair be
proved to be a lie.

In his letter be asks us 1o believe it to be
only just possble ihat I may have told the
exact truth 10 every word I have uttered respect-
g my sister” Thus is what we must call 2
suicidal request ; for il because 1o default of any
other hypothesis to account for the mysterious
murder of Miss M. A. Babun, the people were to
believe that the hideous story told by her brother
might be true, they could not but bring in a ver-
dict against bim for crueity.

It is true that among his inti-
mate acquainiactes he made up for the violenca of
his edulations by the abusive bitterness of his mock-
ery.

Piepuoxt.—~The Bill proposing to grant liberty to
the Ghurch and to convert ecclesiastical property
declares the Catholic Qhurch in its exercise of reli-
gious woiship to be free from all interference o the
part of the State, It proposes to abolish the mo
miration of the Bishops by the Kiug and the formal-
ities of the ostb of allegiauce, the places and ezequa-
{ur, as well a3 the privileges, and exemptions, im-
munities. and prevogativos of the Qhurch in the
State. The Ohurch will mnintain itself by the free
concuarrence of the faithful, and by means of the pro.
perty belongiag to it or legilimately acquired. .

All payments from the State, provinces, or ¢om-
munes ig consequently to ceage. If the Bishops de-
clare themselves willing to nodertake the conversion
and lignidation of the ecclesiastical property, euch
property must be alienated within tem years, All
landed property i3 to be converted into personal pro-
porty, and the Bishops are to yay to the State
600,000,000 lire in half-yearly instalments of 50,-
600,000 lire each. Tho Bishops will also have to
underiake the payment of the pensions granted to
individuals belonging to the suppresied religious
corporations.. Shounld the msjority of the Bishops
not be willing to' undertake thiz conversion, the
Goveroment will proceed to carry oat that measure
‘allowing to the bishops 50,000,000 lire yearly. It
will dispose.of all the ecolesiastical . property, and
alicriate the Isnded possessions. The pensiona rbove
referred to will bave to be paid by the Bishops.—
