IS KNELL OF MILITANCY The Wise Goose!
Official Figures Show That Vio­

lent Acts Have Greatly 
Diminished.

LONDON, Jan. 12,—The Daily Mail 
says that the officia^ figures show that 
the “Cat and Mouse” Act, under which 
militant suffragettes who start a hun­
ger strike in Jail are released, only to 
be arrested again when their health is 
restored, has broken up the militant 
cause.

It «ays ttrht only 46 militants have 
been arrested in the nine months 
since the enactment of the law, while 
240 were sent to Jail previously. Only 
two are now In prison. Six completed 
their sentences or paid the alternative 
fine. Two were discharged on giving 
a pledge to behave. Thirty-seven fled 
from the country while out of Jail 
der tlcket-of-leave.

of Messrs. John Macdonald, John L

Before the Canadian Club yester­
day Hon Rodolphe Lemieux made his 
address on "The Quebec Act,'* the oc­
casion for an emphatic declaration of 
French-Canadian loyalty to British 
government and institutions.

After reviewing briefly the condi­
tions’ which led to the passing- ot-the 
Quebec Act in 1774. Mr. Lemieux 
pointed out that it gave French Can­
ada. three things—representative gov­
ernment, responsible government anil 
Federal government. It introduced 
French- Canadians to the notion of a 
“popular" government, and It preserv­
ed for them their laws, customs and 
language as well as protecting their 
religion. It was, in effect, the French- 
Canadians'. Magna Charta, and it was 
the foundation of French-Canadian 
loyalty.

“We may differ,” he said, “as to the 
method by which we can best serve 
the British Empire, but as Canadians, 
whether British or French, our minds 
are all the same. We are loyal, and 
I cannot see the object of advertising 
half the population of this country 
as disloyal. The great point of union 
for every Canadian Is his majesty the 
king, the crown, and the great in­
strument of freedom which belongs to 
me and to you—the British constitu­
tion. The French-Canadian in Que­
bec, tl$e Scotchman In the Highlands, 
the Irishman, the Welshman is as 
loyal as the Englishman in Devon­
shire or even the Canadian in To­
ron to.”

“Talk not,” he continued, “to ■ a 
French-Canadian of annexation, be­
cause our constitution retains all that 
h ■ loves in monarchy, and it main­
tains all that there Is In democracy.’*

UNION SYNOPSIS OF DOMINION LAND 
REGULATIONS.

ANY PERSON who Is the sole head of 
a family, or any male over 18 vears old, 
may homestead a quarter-section of 
available Dominion Land in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The applicant 
must appear In person at the Dominion 
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the 
District. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Agency, on certain conditions by 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister of Intending homesteader.

Duties : Six months’ residence upon 
and cultivation of the land hi each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of his homestead on a 
farm of at least 80 acres, solely owned 
and occupied by him or by his father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister.

In certain Districts a homesteader • in1 
good standing may pre-empt a quqrter- 
eection alongside his homestead. Price, 
$8.00 per acre.

Duties ; Must reside upon the home- 
•tead or pre-emption six months In each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the time required to earn 
homestead patent, ■ and cultivate fifty 
acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre­
emption may enter for a purchased home­
stead In certain districts. Price, *3.00 

Iditles: Must reside six 
months In each of three years, cultivate 
fifty acres and erect a house worth $300.
