On 19th of November, 1908, at a meeting of the
Executive Committee of the Synod of the Diocese ofWova Scotia, the Bishop stated that he had, after
conference with others, proposed in the Upper House
of the recent General Synod, that steps be taken to



r
hold a suitable commemoration in 1910, of the events
of 1710, and suggestions had been made as to the
scope and magnitude of the proposed commemoration.
The Executive Committen of the Synod thereupon
passed a resolution heartily approving of the contem-
plated commemoration.and recommending the appoint-
ment by his Lordship of a Diocesan Committee to
co-operate with the committee already appointed by
the General Synod. His Lordship subsequently
appointed two committees, a Central Executive Com-
mittee, and an Advisory or Consultative Committee.

The iirst meeting of the Central Executive Com-
mittee was held on Dec. 14, 1908, when it was
decided that the Commemoration should consist of:

1. The formal opening of All Saints' Cathedral.

2. The holding of a Canadian Church Congresa

8. A Devotional Service at St Paul's, Halifax.

4. A special Convocation at King's College,
Windsor, for the conferring of Honorary Degrees.

5. A Commemoration Service at Annapolis Royal.

6. Commemoration Services at St John, and at
the Cathedral, Fmdericton.

It was also proposed that a Thank Offering in aid
of the Building Fund of All Saints' Cathedral be a
feature of the Commemoration.

This convention, in a letter dated New York,
March 26, 1783, to Sir Guy Carleton, .signed by
seventeen of the clerjjyinen, recommended for conse-

cration R8 first bishop of Nova Scotiu, Dr. Thomas
Bradbury Chandler, then in Englnnd, a New Jersey

clergyman, nearly 57 years old, one of the strong

men of the Church in North America. Dr. Chandler
was in ill health, sufl'ering from trouble from which
he died in 1790, and consequently declined the offer.

The Archbishop of Canterbury, however, asked him
to propose some other suitable clergyman, and Dr.

Chandler immediately named bis friend, the Rector

of Trinity Church, the Rev. Charles Inglis, D. D.

In 1793, the X>iocese of Quebec, comprising the

province of Quebec and the country to the westward
was founded. Bishop Robert Stanser was the suc-

cessor of Bishop Inglis in Nova Scotia in 1816, and
he was succeeded en March 27th, 1825, by Bishop
John Inglis, the third son of ihj first" bishop.

In 1839, during the episcopate of Bishop John
Inglis, the Diocese of Newfoundland, comprising
Labrador, Newfoundland and the Bermudas was
erected, and again in 1845, the Diocese of Frederic-

ton, comprising the province of New Brunswick was
founded.

The foundation of these dioceses of Quebec, New-
foundland and Fredericton, left the diocese of Nova
Scotia with its present boundaries, and over this
