Albany, Feb. 28—The Joint special 
insurance Investigating committee will 
Introduce In both houses of the legis­
lature to-morrow two bills In addition, 
to the eight already pending. The new 
ones, outlines of which have already 
been published, provide for a standard 
form of polities. Four policies arc 
presented In the bill: No. 1, ordinary 
life: No. 2, limited payments; No. 3, 
endowment; No. 4, term.

If any Insurance company proposes 
any Other form It may be submitted to 
the state superintendent of insurance, 
who ha. the power to pass on tt and 
give his approval. If the bills are en­
acted the standard forme will go into 
effect on Jan. 1, 1907. All foreign, as 
wel: as domestic. Insurance companies, 
W*H bo obliged to comply with these 
provisions concerning standard poli­
cies. The committee has drafted the 
standard forms, using plain language, 
so that a layman 
may understand the terms.

Of primary importance is that change 
which provides that ample proof of 
death and not the "cause,” shall be 
Hied when a claim for the face of the 
policy Is made. It Is provided that the 
amount shall be payable after proper 
proof has been made. Underprovisions 
of the policy, the holder always has the 
option concerning dividends.
Deferred dividend policies are not 

prohibited; a policyholder may agree 
to have his dividends accumulate, hut 
he has the option of changing his mind 
after one, two, three, or any other 
number of years and drawing the divi­
dends, then due, as well as the in­
terest upon them. The insured are to 
be permitted to share in the surplus 
of the companies, 
made it Is provided that the non-pay­
ment of loans shall not void the polic­
ies unless the amount of loans shall be 
greater than the present Value of the 
policy.

The World to-day prints a letter from 
Mr.G. Goode of the Gooderham Building 
Toronto, a grain merchant, whose busi­
ness Is very extensive, dealing with 
thle matter. From 40 different towns 
The World has received signatures In 
support of a parliamentary Investiga­
tion. Probably every person who nas 
expressed his support of the move­
ment for enquiry will see to-day’s -ta­
per. The World does not wish to "run” 
an Insurance movement; but tt will 
gladly become the medium of commu­
nication between policyholders who 
clearly should form an association, and 
thru It be represented- at the enquiry.

We. therefore, invite policyholders to 
exprès» their views upon the sugges­
tion of Mr. Goode. If only one in ten 
of the men Insured In Canada were to 
join an association and were to pay 
only 25 cents apiece, *10,000 would be 
available for eliciting the truth, the 
w hole truth and nothing but the truth 
about life insurance methods; and for 
securing laws that would pull the share­
holder off the policyholder’s back.

INVESTIGATE THE INTERCOLONIAL 
CAB WORKS FIRE.

Mystery appears to surround the 
cause of the conflagration which de­
stroyed the Intercolonial Railway car 
shops at Moncton. The theory that 
It arose from spontaneous combustion 
may be dismissed as the most Improb­
able of the suppositions put forward 
to account for the disaster. But the 
number and variety of them Indicate an 
element of suspicion which prompts the 
enquiry whether its origin was really 
due to accidental causes. For the satis­
faction of the general public the mat­
ter seems to be one eminently calling 
for a thoro investigation touching the 
conditions prevailing In the car shops, 
the danger of lire, and the arrange­
ments for preventing or meeting It, and 
the reason for the shortage of water, 
which. It Is reported, so handicapped 
the efforts of the firemen.

In view of the strong opposition to 
the nationalization of the railroads and 
the hostility displayed in several quar­
ters to the continuance of the Interco­
lonial as a government-owned and oper­
ated line, a searching Investigation Is 
particularly necessary and advisable. 
While the Intercolonial remains a na­
tional road, opponents of public owner­
ship see In it a menace to private In­
terests. Stimulated by public opinion, 
thy government had been forceq Into 
making a serious endeavor to run It 
on business lines, to the immediate ad­
vantage of the returns and prospecta 
of the road, hut with the Inevitable 
consequence that the antagonism of Its 
enemies has been Intensified. It Is not 
said that any connection exists be­
tween the improved position of the In­
tercolonial and the destruction of *1,- 
000,000 of government property, but a 
demonstration that It was really acci­
dental would certqjnly tend to reassure 
the Canadian public.

j Santa Fe, N.M., Feb. 2«.—John Con­
ley, a miner, who on Jan. 11, 1904, kill­
ed James Redding and Charles Purdy, 
at the Guadeloupe placers, was hanged 
to-day at Taos, a few hours after be­
ing found in hie cell with his throat 
cut. The wound, which had been in­
flicted with a pocket knife, did not 
sever the artery and was quickly ban­
daged. Limp and almost unconscious. 
Conley was dragged to the gallows 
and slipped thru the trap, death re­
sulting from strangulation.

Conley had been convicted by a Jury, 
U members of which spoke only Span­
ish, and the trial was conducted with 
the aid of an Interpreter. An appeal 
was granted to the New Mexico su­
preme court, but as Conley paid I he 
money for a transcript, the evidence 
was not reviewed and Gov. Hagarman 
refused to grant a reprieve of 30 days 
in which the case could be re-opened.

Conley insisted that he killed the 
two men In self defence. In a letter 
found to his cell Conley cursed hie ene­
mies, and declared that he was Inno­
cent.

Which Members of the Caasdlaa 

Clah Heartily Apglnltf.

PUBLIC BATHS.
In the provision of public bathe and 

laundries the cities of this continent 
have lagged farlbehind. the cities of the 
old world. Yet there Is no more neces­
sary adjunct to the public health de­
partment In any community confronted 
with the ever-existent problem of pov­
erty. Where there are houses—many 
of them—without proper facilities for 
these necessaries of comfortable and 
healthy living their establishment be­
comes an imperative public duty. Over 
170 municipalities of Great Britain 
maintain public bathe and laundries, 
which are not expected to make a pro­
fit in money, but which Justify them­
selves ln the Improved death rate end 
the raising of the general standard of 
living among the poorer classes of the 
community.

Thè City of Glasgow has established 
13 public baths and laundries, beginning 
from 1878, when the first of the present 
establishments was opened. Eight of 
these have swimming ponds Attached 
and they Include 270 private baths for 
men, 52 for women and 716 washing 
stalls- The capital expenditure totaled 
upwards of *1,000,000. white the yearly 
cost, including interest, amounts to 
about *115,000. The revenue averages 
over 975,000, so that there Is an annual 
deficit of about 340,000. As lagainst that' 
the attendances, in 1903 were: swimming 
ponds, 407,958; hot baths, 237,218; wash- 
houses, 432,188, making a total of L077,- 
342. It is worthy of notice that the 
city council has provided a Kosher 
bathroom in the principal Jewish dis­
trict. the arrangements having been 
specially adapted to meet the needs of 
the Jewish community.

The wash-houses and Kaundrlcs have 
proved a special boon to working class 
house mothers. In place of having to 
carry out their laundry operations at 
home, with all the consequent incon- 
venience and annoyance, they can make 
use of the municipal houses for a. .mat­
ter of four cents an hour, Including the 
use of the drying-room. What this 
means, not only ln the saving of per­
sonal labor, but ln the comfort of the 
household, can scarcely be overestimat­
ed. This, by the way, Is one of,the de­
partments of municipal activity respon­
sible for a portion of the unreproduo- 
tlve debt used as an argument lagainst 
the success of municipal ownership of 
public utilities, with which It has no­
thing whatever to do.

Mr. Drayton produced a copy of à 
letter to C. A. Benton of the Spragge 
Company. New York, written by Mr. 
Wright, In which the latter forwarded 
copies of the specifications warning 
Mr. Benton not to leave them lying 
around. The letter concluded : ‘T will 
let you know when the tenders are 
called.” Mr. Wright stated that it was 
a common practice to get proofs of the 
specifications before the tenders are 
called for.

The afternoon session was devoted 
largely to an Inquiry Into the alleged 
overcharge made by the Bennett A 
Wright firm, with respect to the hours 
of labor and material supplied for ex­
tras. In answer to Mr. Drayton. Mr. 
Wright stated that he had seen no 
tenders from any of his competitors 
before they were formally opened, ror 
did he make Inquiries about the $300 
paid to Mansell by Clarke. To his honor 
Mr. Wright maintained that he would 
not necessarily know of the withdrawal 
of $300 from the firm’s work account 
by Clarke. Unless he noticed the pay­
ment himself the only one who would 
be apt to do so was the auditor.

It was only "as a friend” that he hud 
been entrusted In getting the contract 
for putting in (he electric clocks In the 
city hall.
